It is a fact 
Will known to medical soienoe tS 
a race hitherto free from a certain 
specific, infection, when once in- 

>d, preÿenta an ideal noiUor tin 
development of tbit disease. Lep­
rosy seems to defy the efforts of 
soienoe. Althoagh described as the 
most ancient and the most human 
of all diseases, next to nothing is 
definitely known about it. Medical 
men are not even agreed as to the 
manner of its contagion, some of 

Ithem bolding that it is not conta­
gions at all. One thing, however, 
is certain t the origin of this horrible 
disease can always ba traced to 
ho mao importation. Largely in­
creased immigration to and emig-a- 
tion from Hawaii will undoubtedly 
be an immediate result of annexa­
tion, and thus leprosy may be spread 
throughout the United States. Al­
though lepers are seregated in the 
islands, it is asserted on reliable 
authority that there are three times 
as many at Urge as are restrained 
in the leper colony. They have a 
natural dread of being sent to 
Molokai. All who come into pqn- 
tact with tkpie unrecognized lepers 
will, of course, be liable to exposure 
to the infection. Snob being the 
natore of leprosy, and the conditions 
favorable to its development, onr 
government would do well to con­
sider without delay the problem 
with which it is confronted. No 
means should be neglected to pre­
vent the spread of the horrible 
disease tfhioh has been the curse of 
Hawaii.
