The very exis-
tence of our Empire is tremblih,
in the balance. Liberty and civ
ilization itself are in jeopardy
and the time has arrived whei
every citizen of the Empire shouls
consider that he or sheis callec
upon to make some personal sac-
rifice.

The Budget Speeeh

On Wednesday evening last,
Premier Arsenault delivered his
first budget speech.

The Premier rose to move the
House into committee of supply
at 8.50 p. m. and before - discuss-
ing fiscal questions he wished to
say that during the session so far
there had been very little use-
less debate, the members, had
been more serious than usual
probably on aecount of the great
war crisis tthﬂUll which the
Empire is now passing. At the
present time many of ours boys
are shedding their blood and
dying on the blood-soaked fields
of Europe that the life and
liberty of our' country may con-
tinue.
