The novels of Charles
Kingsley, Charlotte Bronte, Mrs. Wood,
Mrs. Stowe, John Greenleaf Whittier,
and others had an elevating tendency,
and were not of the pernicious class, but
the works of Charles Reade, Wilkie
Collins, Mrs. M. A. Braddon ¢t al
came in for strong censure. Novel read-
ing had of late grown to be looked upon
as the vice of the softer sex—and of the
softest of the softer sex—but in hours of
idleness the sterner sex were not averse
to feeding their intellect with fiction.
He deprecated the pernicious practice of
devouring the daily reports of the
criminal cases contained in the newspa-
pers, and believed that even the perusal
of light fiction was not so detrimental
to morality.

No one, excepta natural born citizen,
is eligible for the office of President of
the United States; nor any one whe has
not, attained the age of.thirty-five years,
and resided for fourteen years within the
Uuited States. A person having these
qualifications, is selected as candidate at
a representative caucus of his friends,
and, i} depends upon the votes of the
various States which of the candidates
shall be President. The States vote as
follows:—They appoimt, in whatever way
their Legislaturé may direct, a number
of Presidential elestors equal to the
number of representatives and Senators,
to which the State may be entitled in
Congress. The representation of the
State in Congress depends upon its popu-
lation, and two Senators .are udded.
Thus New York State has 33 membersin
