BATTLE WITH ICE.

A Few Dismal Days For the Passen-
gers While<Vessel Merely Creeps.

Oalgary, June 22.—Passéngers by
Messrs. Donaldson Brothers, . twin-
screw steamship Cassandra,  which
left Glasgow on May 29, and arrived
at Montreal last Friday, three of
whom reached @algary on Tuesday,
had a somewhat exciting experience
off the Newfoundland coast. From
ﬂ.l'o time the steamship left the
Firth of Clyde till it arrived at a
distance of 200 miles off Cape Race
all went &moothly as the proverbial
marriage ‘bell, bnt there a typical
A\‘“\Vfoundlmnl fog was - encountered.
\“I“{wl was reduced, and the steam
whistle was blown at frequent in-
tervals. During the day the tem-
perature of both air and water was
tested by the thermometer, and the
lp\y readings proved that large quan-
tities of floating ice were in the
vicinity. As a precaution a double
watch was stationed at the bow ot
the vessel by Captain Mitchell, and
a man wa3 placed in the c¢rows-nest.
Very soon visual evidence of the near
presence of the dreaded icebergs was
obtained by the appearance of a num-
ber of small pieces of ice, fore-runners
of the large bergs, and presently the
shout from one of the watchers at
the bow: “Ice to starboard” drew
the passcngers’ attention to a large
mass of ice which was slowly making
its way past the ship on the left
side.

The sight of this monster, larger
in size than the Cassandra, which,
by the way, is a substantial vessel of
9,000 tons, produced a feeling akin
to awe on the part of the voyagers,
and the chill blast from its icy sur-
face caused those who were on deck
to shiver and draw their overcoats
more closely round them.

From that time onwards the bergs
were met with very frequently, and
it required the greatest akill on the
part of the officers of the s¢hip and
of the helmsman to avert disaster, as
owing to the density of the fog it
was impossible to see ‘more than
100 yarde ahead, and Sometimes
when one of the white and ghostly
c¢hapes would loom up in front of the
ship the engines would have to be re-
versed to give the ship room to stear
clear.

The Ship Creeps On.

On the second day the ship only
moved a distance of 37 miles, and
still the fog continued as dense as
ever, and the icebergs still appeared
on both sides of the ship. ‘All the
usual amusements, such as concérts,
which contribute 3o much to the en-
joyment of an ocean voyage, were
stopped during this anxious time, as
the sound would have interfered with
the captain hearing the shouts of the
look-out men. The energies of the
587 odd passengers were therefore
confined to discussing with Dbated
| breath the weather conditions, and
speculating when the fog would lift
and allow 4them fo continue their
journey. Towards evening ‘the deep
note of .
Cape Race Foghorn.
was heard at a distance judged to be
about four mils, and thé passengers
had at least, the satisfaction of know-
ing whereabouts they were. The fol
lowing day the fog showed signs of
lifting, and the sun was making a gal-
lant effort’ tb struggle 'through the
impalpable curtain and . cheer the
despondent spirits of the voyagers.
Its efforts were later aided by a
slight breeze of wihd, and when the
fog lifted, as suddenly as it h_nfl
come down, a beautiful and magnifi-
cent sight' was witnessed.. The sea,
from horizon to horizon, was studd-
ed with icebergs of innumerable
shapes and sizes. Some were of
great length and low lying, while
others projected sharply ypwards
to heights of over 100 feet. The s‘mx’s
rays glistening on their massive sides,
gave them a singularly impressive
and' majestic appearance. ¢

With the lifting of the fog the ting
ting of the engineroom teelgraph
was heard and the engines were start-
ed at full speed. Soon the iceberg
region was left behind, and the ship
entered the warmer waters of the
Gulf of St. Lawrence, and from
there to RQuebec mnothing Iorgurrvil
to hinder the progress of the wessel.

WHEAT HEADING OUT.

Robert Ritchie. of the Sirathcona
flour mills. has obtained interesting
results from a recent experiment in
wheat culture. He has a small
pateh  of wheat growing which
began to head out on June 15th and
will very soon bein full head.

The wvariety in Alberta red.
Mr. Ritchie sowed on May Ist,
Cattle .were pastured on it all last
summer and the growth kept down
close. It stood the winter well and
came up strong and vigorous this
spring. The soil conditions were ad
verse. but ‘there promises to be a
good average crop, maturing much
earlier than winter wheat sowed in
the ordinary way.

Mr. Ritchie believes that from
present appearances this grain will
be ready to harvest by August 1st.

He considers that cattle and hogs
pastured on the wheat the first sum-
mer do both the grain and the land
more good than. sheep or horses
would.  The complete results of this
experimént will . be watched with
much interest by farmers generally.

The London Times is not open to
the suspicion of being unduly Iriend-
ly to the Asquith government. In
these days when military unprepared-
ness is being made the bogey to
irighten the voter away {from that
government it is both refreshing and
reassuring to read the opindon of the
Times’ military correspondent on tha
condition of the British army. With
something stronger than an implied
alusion to Lord Roberts’ language
about the army being ‘‘a sham,” the
Times man says:—

“The regular army has never befors
been in such a strong position, and
has never before been able so well and
8o rapidly to succor distant posses-
sions in their need and to support
effectively friends and allies. Weo
could very well tell an ally in Europe
that we would place at his disposal
‘the wholé of our regular forces at
home, amounting to 255,000 effectives,
exclusive of officers, provided that the
command at sea were not in dispute,
and we could add that we could bring
up the 7th division from the Medi-
terranean garrisons and South Africa
and some four divisions irom India
if the need arose. We could undoubt-
edly place in the field to support an
ally in Europe larger numbers than
France deployed to meet the first
German onset in 1870. We have taken
170,772 recruits for our land forces
during the 12 months ended March 31
last—namely, 27,290 for the regular
army, 28,704 for the special reserve,
of whom approximately 9,400 joined
the regulars and 114,178 for the terri-
torial force, exclusive of transfers from
the militia, yeomanry and volunteers.
s No! our ‘army js not a sham.
Both firzt and sccond lines are better ¢
than they have ever been before, and
are better prepared to cgrry out their
mission in war.”

A FORGOTTEN FACTOR.

principle. Until Germany has pre-
pared herself for empire by a thorough
understanding of demceracy, by 2
change in the temper of her rulers
and her political system Englishmen
having nothing very great to fear in
the competition for world-power. Min-
isters viewing the game of world poli-
ties from this standpoint will not
plead the bankruptey of statesman-
ship for apart from the form oi the
imperial organism there are perman-
ent moral forces that are never extinet
that are more active today than in
the earlier phases of history and ex-
cert a more rational control of life.
These elements of peace are strong
in the people of both Germany and
Great Britain and will win ii the
rulers of both nations trust them.

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“HAND-PICKING” IMMIGRANTS.

The New Zealand sgent in London
has been -objecting to Canada trying
to “hand-piek”

do 6o Canada certainly will ofier no
objection, but for herself this country
claims the right to spend her money
in trying to get the kind of people
she wants; nor should it give offence
anywhere if Canada sees fit to preven®
those who are not wanted in Britain
flocking to this Dominion.

The weakness of an active immigra-
tion policy without any discrimina-
tion in the admission of immigrants i3
that the bad would far outnumber the
good. TIf we did no advertising in
Britain it might not be necessary {o
guard against the undesirable, for if
experience teaches anything in immi.
gration matters it is that if Canada
1t
we had no immigration it would i
course be immaterial whether we had
restricting clauses in the immigration
act. or any such act at all. And un-
pleasant experience has taught us
that unless we try to get immigrants
we will not get them. An active im-
migration policy for Canada is plain-
ly a necessity at this time, and while
it is necessary some. degree of discrim-
ination must also be necessary.

While we are sounding the praises
of Canada over the world and hold-
ing it up as a land to which it is
advisable for people to come there
maust in self-defence be disarimination
and distinction somewhere unless ve
are prepared to admit undesirables in
far larger numbers than desirable. A
gold rush always takes more of the
bad than the good elements into a
community, and the Canadian immi-
gration propaganda in Britain must
have in a reduced degree the effects
of a gold mining stampede. If Til
were known to be welecome those who
are readiest to move to green pas-
tures would come in larger numbers,
and these are invariably the ones
that are not wanted in any rcputable
community.

It must be remembered too that
Canada is next door to the United
States, which has been the greatest
immigration magnet in the world for
many generationz. But the United
States is now finding out that it is
possible to get too much of the in-
discriminate kind of immigration and
its officers are authorized 4o turn
back those who are not considered
likely to prove good citizens. If we
had no similar barriers this country
must become the dumping ground for
those the United States would not ad-
mit. If we were isolated as Australia
and New Zealand we would have to
deal only with those who crossed the
ocean intending to reside in Canada.
But we are not isolated, and the facts
of geography force upon us the neces-
sity of dealing with those who seek
but are!denied admission to the ad-
jacent country, which for a century
has been the Mecea of the emigrants
from all lands.

LOWER CABLE RATES,

anadian Trade and Sentiment Discus-
sed in London.

London, June 23—In reference to
the Imperial Press conference resolu-
tion on cable rates it js hoped nego-
tiations may lead to a substantial re-
duction in the immediate future on
the present press rate to Australia,
which will be followed almost of ne-
cessity by a reduction to South Africa
and India.

RANCHERS SUSPECTED
OF HOLDING UP TRAIN

Detectives Looking up Records of
Settlers in the Vicinity and Their

Whereabouts at Time of Robbery.
Kamloops, June 24—That the men
who held up the C. P. R. westbound
express last Monday night near Ducks
may be residents of the locality, and
may even now be calmly at work on
their ranches, is the_ theory which
the secret service men are now chas-
ing down. The detectives are working
on this theory, while the provincial
police, Indians and Northwest Mount-
ed Police are scouring the country in
all directions, seeking traces of the
men and the manner of their disap-
pearance. That there is justification
to some extent for the opinion that
the perpetrators of the crime may be
local men, who to all outward ap-
pearances pursue the peaceful avoca-
tion of ranching is evidenced by the
activity of the authorities in checking
the records of a number of men in
the ilocality. The whereabouts of
these men at the time of the robbery,
and for some days before and after it,
is néw being closely inquired into.
Every telegraph office between Ducks
and Sicamous is now being visited in
the hope that some iniormation bear-
ing on the attempted robbery may be
discovered in messages filed for tranz-
mission,
INVESTIGATING CALGARY
PRISONER’S DEATH.

Suffered for Days But Was Reluctant
to Have Doctor Attend Him.

Calgary, June 22.—After hearing
the evidence of Sergeant Peters, in
charge of the barracks prison; Mrs.
Sarah Stattford, matron of the hos
pital at the barracks, and _of Dr.
Rouleau, the physician who attend-
ed deceased, the- inquest held by
Coroner Sanson at the barracks yes-
terday to inquire ‘nto the death of
James Lowery. adjourned until the
report of the government analyst at
Edmonton, who is analyzing the con-
tents of the stomach, can be obtain-
ed.

The autopsy was held on Sunday,
and the stomach sent to Edmonton
for analysis. It will be several days
before the result can be learned.

The jury, in accordance with the
requirements of the law, was com-
posed of three civilians and three of
deceased’s fellow prisoners at the
barracks. They were follows :—
Civilians: R. A. Patterson, G. C.
McMurray and-C. A. Cree. Prison-
ers: Binns, Hill and Boardman.

Dr. Rouleau, who attended Lowery
while il previous to his death, said
that he had been icalled to see pri-
soner on the 16th and had seen him
every day from then until he died.
He thought the symptoms indicated
gastro-enderitis, but before he had at-
tended prisoner long he came to the
conclusion that he had been taking
some corrosive, burning substance
which had burned his mouth and
stomach. He had symptoms which,
taken with the faet that he refused
to see the physician, indicated that
there had been something taken other
than ordinary food.

Sergeant Peters told of prisoner’s
arrival at the barracks and of his
having exhibited signs of sickness.
He found it necessary to place Low-|
jery on the sick list on the 16th,
| though Lowery steadfastly refused to
see a doctor. The only pagticulars
of his evidence corroborated the story
told by Dr. Rouleau.
| Mrs. Stattford, the -matron at the
barracks infirmary, threw more light
on the condition of Lowery while ill
than any o*® the other witnesses. She
told of Lowery’s coming under her
,care and told of the changes which
had taken place until the time of
| his death about eleven o’clock on Sat-
| urday night. Lowery had been suffer-
j ing great pain when he came under
her eare. She put him to bed, ap
! o
{ plied a mustard plaster and gave
"him milk, which she had trouble
' getting him to take He refused to
’takv anything and seemed to be out
tof his right mind. The sides ot
his mouth and tongue were blistered
Izmrl he had a severe pain in the
chest. She gave him medicine un-
til it took effect. On Thursday night
he became violent and had to be held
'in bed. A sedative was administer-
ted and he slept till Friday morning,
| when he awoke very weak and could
scarcely speak. On Saturday he
| seemed quieter and was given a
sponge bath. On Saturday night he
died. There were two other pri-
soners present when the end came.

Sergeant Peters was asked regard-
ing the likelihood of Lowery’s being
aole to get at any poisonous drug.
He said that the only drug fo which
he might have access would be the
lye used to scrub out the place All
other drugs were kept in the office.
Only one visitor had been allowed
access to Lowery, and Sergt. Peter$
was there at the time-and saw that
no poison was given Lowery.

BEST CROP

Can be Produced in Canada, Says 2
Former Elm Grove Man.

Wheeling, West Virginia, Sunday
News: W. A. Kinsey, formerly Jf
Elm Grove, who left here not long
ago to take up land near Edmonton,
Canada, has written to friends 1
Elm Grove describing the country of
that section. Part of his letters is as
follows:

“We are here and ‘“turn up the sod’
is right. But get the bush off first.
We picked our ¢laim and hauled our
freight from Edmonton. I will de-
scribe the country as well as I can <
give you some idea of what is here.
There are two kinds of soil, black

and chocolate color.: The black seil
is low lying or flat land; the choco:
late color is rolling, and is much bet-
ter soil. The black soil is more ar
less damp and cold and is not qui‘s
so preductive as the other soil. Most
of this prevince is covered with
bushes, brush and timber, and’ is
spoken of here as bush land, brush
Jand and timber land. Bush land is
almost open except for a few small
bushes the size of your finger. Th2
brush “land -is moré dense and is as
large as your wrist or bigger. The
timber Jand here is the same ae at
home, We have poplar, birch, alder,
willow, Epruee and tamarac. ot
these varieties the birch and tamar-
ac are the hardest. What the lo-
cast is Yo your country the tamarac
ig in this vicinity and is used chiefly
for fencing and lasts about as long.
The bir¢h is msed for furniture mak-
ing but dees not appear to have at-
tained its full growth. The alder and
willow are of no use and the poplar
is soft and mmsound. I located my
claim in the southeast quarter of sec-
tion 27, township 56, range 2 wést of
surveyéd and run north and south
every mile, east and west every two
miles. My claim is bounded on the
south and east by a 66 feot govern-
ment road. There are two railroads
in course of construction. One sur-
vey ia four miles south and the other
two miles east of me. The latter wi.l
be the first one completed and is
guarajiteed to reach Belvedere th's
summer. About twenty miles nortn
of my claim I have some bush land
and some brush land and a little timn-
ber. I can clear wwenty-five acres
in a month, and I want to break
asmuch asI can in order to be ready
for mext year.

DUTIES ON WOOD INCREASED.

And Al Amendments to These De-
cisions Were Badly Beaten.
Washington, June 23.—The United
States senate after defeating several
proposed amendments to the lumbor
tariff, adopted the senate schedule,
which reduces the entire wood sched-
ule by 25 per eent from the present
rates and increases the house rates

about the same extent,

Rather unexpectedly to itself the
senate late today concluded its con-
sideration of the coal sehedules. The
finanee committee, through Mr. Al-
drich, reported an amendment fixing
the duty on bituminous c¢oal and
shale at 80 cents. per ton, on slack
coal or culm at 15 cents per toa,
coke and compositions for fuel 20
per cent- ad valorum. A drawbazk
equal to the duty is allowed vessels
in the foreign trade. Thie scale,
Mr. Aldrich explained, was a redue-
tion of seven cents a ton-on eval un-
der the house rate. - The amendmeant,
he said, also left out the house reci-
procity provision. He did@ not be-
lieve, however, that the house would
remove its duty on coal even if the
{)glcliprocity provision were left in the

“FITZ” WINS 15 MILE

RACE, FROM MARSH| »

Edmonton Lad Defeats Experienced
Mardthoner in Handy FasHion
in His First Professional Race—
May Run  Shrubb * Here  Next
Month,

Leading John D. Marsh, of Win-
nipeg, - winner of the QCanadian
Marathon Derby and 25 milé world’s
record *holder, by over two hundred
yards for the last midle of the race,
Jimmie ~ Fitzgerald finished  the
15-mile Marathoni af {Exhibition
track Wednesday an eéasy winner. He
had a reserve of endurance which
enabled him to &print the last hun-
dred yards and to stand at the finish
and watch his opponent complete the
Tace.

Fitzgerald’s victory
with the crowd. = The people in the
grandetand swarmed out upon the
track and surrounded the plucky little
runner, shaking his hand and slapp-
ing him on the back in their ad-
miration of his performance. It was
Fitz’s first professional race and to
signal his entry intoe the professional
arena by a victory over John D.
Marsh was no mean triamph. His
trainer, Jimmy MeEwan, who trdin-.
ed Art Burn and Lauder, was beside
himself wish delight when his charge
ecame down, the streteh in front of
the grandstand a ~winner by 300
yards. Fitzgerald’s time for the
distance was given officially as
1 hour 26 minutes 47 4-5 seconds.
This is several minutes slower than
Marsh’s best time for the distance,
made against Shrubb in Winnipeg in
November, 1907, at the Arena Rink,
but a very good record considering
the condition of the track. The gen-
eral consensus of opinion prior to the
race was that Marsh would ‘win as
he chose, and when Fitzgerald in-
ereased his lead of seventy-five yards,
which_ he held from the eleventh to
the fourteenth mile, to two hundred
at the opening of the fifteenth; runn-
ing smoothly and witheut distress,
while Marsh kept on at the same
pace, the excitement was - intense.
The crowd expected to see Marsh
make one of his whirlwind finishes,
¢atehing his opponent in the last
lap and leading him to the tape by a
yard, but Fitsgerald had too great
a lead for Marsh to hope to overcome.
Had the Winnipeger come up in the
twelfth or thirteenth miles, the ré-
sult might have been different.

Sharp at 7.30, Mr. Dorman, presi-
dent of the Irish Athletic Association,
fired the pistol which started. the
runners on their fifteen mile grind.
March took the lead at the start and
set the pace for the first two miles.
The first.mile was reeled off in 5:15.
but the pace was too hot to hold
and the sgecond mile was much
slower. Three miles were completed
in 16.05. The fourth mile was ran
in 5.35. On the second lap of the
fifth mile Fitzgerald sprinted into
the lead and passed the half-mile
mark ten vards ahead of Marsh. He
held his léad until the end of the
fifth mile, when Marsh again went
ghead. The time -for the five miles
was 27.15. the fifth being made in
the same time as the fourth, 5.35. On
the first lap of the sixth mile Marsh
again took the lead and held it un-
til the end of the ninth mile. In the
tenth mile, Marsh stopped to sponge
himself and “Fitz”’ jumped to a lead
of 30 yards. Although Marsh closed
up in the eleventh, cutting down his
lead to 10 yards, the' plucky little
runner was never again headed and
graduallv drew away from March,
who plodded alorig at a never-chang-
ing pace. “Fitz’’ led by seventy-five
yards through the- twelith, thirteen-
th and fourteenth miles and in the
fifteenth inereased his lead to three
hundred yards.

5.15; two miles, 10.403
three miles. 16.06; four miles, 21.40;
five miles, 27.15; six miles, 33.04;

Canada on departmental busines:.

The
experiénce of the past two years has
been that it has cest Canaga one dol-
lar in subsidy for every seven dollars
gained in trade.

MANAGEMENT OF
'AGRICULTURE COLLEGE

Senator Talbot Says It Cannot be Pro-
perly Run in Connection With
Uniiversity.

Senator Talbot of Lacombe writes the
Bulletin regarding the location and man-
agement of the propesed Provincial Agri-
cultural College as followe:

Laceinbe, June 15, 1909.
Dear Sir,— f

The peope of the gities of Strathcena
and Edmonton, the : Professors of the
University, the University Senate and at
}gast some of the members of the Execu-
tive Council of the Legislature seem de-
termined that our proposed Agricultural
College shall be placed at Strathcona and
under the same management as the Uni-
versity proper.

In my opinion such a step would be
the ‘séverest’ blow that the Agricultural
lnte_rests of this Province could possibly
receive,

As a practical farmer,~and one who
has deveted a good deal of time to edu-
cational matters as well, I desire to draw
the attention of the -members of the Le-
gislature and the Agricultural public to
some very important facts, so that before
any money is voted for this object we
may all be in a position to consider the
question on its merits.

Fact 1. The most successful Agricul-
tural College on the North American con-
tinent teday is the Ontario Agricutural
College at Guelph. Would it not be wise
for our authorities topfollow the example
of Ontario? The Agricultural College at
Guelph is a“eeparate institution. It is
located about fifty miles from the near-
est University and is not at all connected
with~the University except for examina-
tion purposes and the conferring of de-
grees,

Fact 2. During last winter the Profes-
sors of the Alberta University gave ad-
dresses in different plaves and tried to
creats a sentiment in favor of having
the two institutions combined. For this
purpcse they cited instances where the
Agricaltural College was said to.be unit-
ed with the University and was a suc-
cess. Ome instance given by them was
the State of California. Neow, I would
not like to say that in this case the faets
were purposely mierepresented. But, 1
do say that those whe made the state.
fwent-did not take the trouble to acquaint
themselves with the true facts. It is
quite true that in the State of California
the Agricultural College was connected
with the University at one time. But
the union was not a happy one. The Ag-
ricultural College was a failure. So ap-
parent was the failure and the cause
thereof thal during the Seesions of 1905
and 1907 the Legislature of the State of
California voted no less a sum ‘than
$282,000.00 to separate the institutions.
They were separated and the Agricultur-
al College was removed sixty miles from
Z:rkeley, the seat of the State Univer-

¥

Pact 3. Another institution that has
done the same as California is the Agri-
cultaural College at Cornell University.
Formetrly this was one of the colleges of
the University but it has recently 'at a
very great éxpenee been separated from
the University and made an independent
institution under.the able presidency of
Professor L. H. Bailey, who was former-
ly dean of the Agricultural Collefre.

Fact 4.—The Agricultural College of
Minnesota has been cited as an inetance
of success resulting from the union of the
Agricultural College and Uriversity.
While it is true that the same board of
regénts control both the Agricultural
College and University, they are in real-
ity distinct, institutions and are several
miles apart.

Fact 5. The cose of the Wietonsin Ag-
ricultural College is also cited as an in-
stance of a suecessful . Agrieultural Col-
lege united with the State University. It
i8 true the institutions are united and it
is true that the Agricultural Cellege is

for the cause of the suc™kes. Here the

Agricultural interests and the agrieul-
tural men are the biggest things about
the institution. Such agricultural men
as Baboock, Ruseell and Henry have
made Wisconsin what ehe is.

Fact 6. Sir William MecDonald of
Montreal has donated millions of - dol-
lars to MéGill University. The depart-
aments -of chemistry physics, etec., etc., at
that institution.Owe much to his gemer
osity, experiencgy however, taught him
that though he was spending enormeus
sums of money, hé was not reaching the
sons and daughters of the farmers as he
would like and we find him establishing
the college at St. Anne de Bellevue.

If Sir William McDonald and Profes-
sor Rebertsen thought they could benefit
the farmers of Ontario and Quebec by
doing so, they would have started their
college at Montreal and affiliated it with
MeGill University. But they did not do
s0. The College of Ste. Anne de Bellevue
is not connected with any University ex-
cept for examination purposes and isout
in the country.

Any practical man who will take the
time to consider the matter can easily
find the causes of the general failure »f
Agricultural Colleges that are clesely af-
filiated with Univereities and located in
large cities.

A course at such a college has a ten-
dency to drive our sons and daughters
frem the farm. Few young men or young
women can spend three or four years of
a very impressionable time of their lives
in a large city apd then contentedly go
back to the farm. There is a téndency
already for our young men and women
to go to the city. If you think, as I
do ,that a rural life is bhest, physically,
mentally and morally, we should discour-
age, rather than encourage, the move-
ment,

When the Agricultural College ‘s
under the same management as the Uni-
versity and along with it, we deprive all
but a rare few of the sons of farmers
of the benefits of a course at the Col-
lege.

If the insetitutions are together the
matriculation or examinations . for en-
trance must be nearly similar. To pass
the ordinary matriculation examination
most pupils will have to spend about two
years at a High School after passing the
Public School Leaving examination. This
two years, together with the three or
four years’ required at the College be-
fore graduation, makes it so expensive in
time and money that very few farmers’
sone will be able to take the course.

The work at an Agricultural College
should be so elementary and of so prae-
tical a character and is so entirely dis-
similar to that of the ordinary arts
course that the two classes of students
cannot be successfully managed at the
same institution, and it is rare, indeed,
that you find a university professor who
is a success in the Department of Agri-
culture.

Alberta needs an Agricultural College
that will help the greatest possible num-
ber of her sons. If farming can be made
more agreeable, more pleasant, more in-
teresting and more profitable than it
generally is (and it can) eur boys want
to know it right away. Such a college
should be in the country, of easy access,
in a good farming community. The
young man or young woman who is at
least 18 yeare of age, in good health and
who has passed or can pass the public
school leaving examination, and who has
the practical knowledge which farmers’
sons and daughters at that age usunally
have, is in my opinion a fit and proper
person to be enrolled as a student at that
institution.

The course should be of as practical a
character as possible. Bear in mind, we
want these young men and women hack
on the farm when the course is through.
A very limited amount of.time in com-
parison should he given te history, litera-
ture, geography and grammar. None at
all can be spared for the dead or foreign
languages. For chemistry, botany and
geology, only so much as shows the rela-
tion of plant and animal life to the soil.
Deal as fully as possible with grains and
graeses, trees and shrubs, farm conven-
iences and beautiful homes. A knowl-
edgé of farm implements and their -care,
farm weeds and their destruction would
be worth millions of dollars every year
to Alberta. See that every student has
a knowledge of the different classes and
breeds of farm animals, their care, uses
and feeds, with a slight knowledge of
their structure and common remedies for
the more common diseases.

The students should board at the Col-
lege. The institution should be as home-
like as posible. The products of the farm,
connected with the College, should be
sold to the college at the cost of prcduc-
tion. In this way the cost of the stu-
dent of the agricutural college per term
need not exceed one-half the cost 1o the
student of the umiversity proper. Such
a college would be within the reach of
an immense number of our boys and
girls. The cost to the province need not
be much. The benefits to the farmers
would be enormous and the results
speedy.

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MAYOR LEE ASKED TO
APPROACH BUILDERS

Petition Signed by About 500 Citizens
Presented to the Mayor Yesterday
Afternoon—Has Already Taken
Up the Question.

Anather effort is to be made to
effect a settlement between the master
builders and the union carpenters and
to bring about a termination of the
strike that has now been in-progress
for almoat three weeks.

Last evening a delegation of eciti-
zens, several of whom were members
of the plumbers’ union, waited upon
Mayor Lee at the city offices and pre-
sented a petition containing about 500
signatures, asking that the Mayor
take what steps he can to secure a
settlement at the earliest | possible
moment. The petition read as fol-
lows: .
The Petition.

‘“We, the undersigned, citizens of
Edmonton, realizing that the present
difficulty im the .building trades, is
detrimental to the welfare of, and if
continued will cause irreparable loss
to each inhabitant of our city, res
pectfully request you to ‘take such
steps as may be in your power to
have the parties directly interested
submit the matter or matters in dis-
pute to a board of arbitration, so that
a settlement satisfactory to all parties
may be effected in the shortest pos-
sible time.”

Mayor Lee has already discussed
the question of arbitration with the
master builders, but they have refus-
ed absolutely to consider the question
of any settlement exception the pay-
ment of the 42 cents an hour rate in
effect last year.

Yesterday a delegation from the car-
penters’ unions endeavored to meet
the Builders’ Exchange, but were met
with the statement that the Exchange
had declared for open shop, and until
that resolution was rescinded any” at-
tempt at negotiations would be use-
less.

The carpenters, at a mass meeting
last night, decided to continued the
fight and will hold a mass meeting of
all trades in the city at eight this
evening in the Mechanies’ Hall.

Four Hundred Known Species—Some
Good, Some Bad, Some Indifferent,
but All Bite. v

S.nce the famous yellow fever commis-
&i'n in the United States ,headed by Dr.
Walter Reed, succeeedd in laying at the

saucy little insect has had its home andi
its habits pried into on every hand, and |
in ten years the world has learned more
aoout it than in all the generations be-
‘rre. And still the scientist is not satis-
fied with what he has leaMed of it, but
is studying with more dotermina!inn!
than ever. A few decades ago men knew|
that there were only a few species, or
t:inrs of mcesquitoes. Now they know
feur hundred species, and the end is not
vet,

One of the most interesting addi-
tions to our knowledge of the mosquito
is that just given out by the Smithson-
ian institution, which is the result of |
the investigations made by August|
Busch of the mosquito Tife along the|
Panama canal. By patient search, rnv-i
ering the end of one dry season and the
beginning of the following rainy seacon,
he was able to get together nimety differ-
ent Kinds of them. Some of them were|
gocd, others were bad, and a few were
indifferent. The good ones scemed to
make a business of eating the young of
the bad ones, while the indiffrent ones
did no more harm than to bite whenever
opporfunity offered. Thirty of the species
he focund were entirely new to science,
and it is his opinion that continued
search would reveal still others. But
even the pfesent knowledge of the Isthm-
lan  mosquito shows more differant
specics im that territory than in any

territory of equal size in the;

are three kinds of mos-
which are most familiar to the
layman, just as the Smith, Brown and
Jones families are eaid to be the most
imeroud in the English-speaking world.
l'he mest familiar of the mosquite fam-
the Culex. There are dozens of
branches of this family, but
ie kinship is not so remote but that
The cntomologiet can trace the likencss.
This Culex family of mcequitoes is a
ry reputable one. Of course it bites,
and is very bothersome at times, but yet
has never been convicted of any high
nes and misdeameanors, such, for in-
stance, as the spread of disease.
Next to the Culexes are the Anopheles.
Thera is-but little to be maid in their

riers of the malaria germ. Science has
not made out a good case against the
whole family, and it appears that there

dre some of them which do not deserve’

the opprobrium that the sufferer from
chills and fever hurls,at the whole {ribe.
But the most of them do spread malaria.
They hcwever, take a different view of
the situation. From their standpoint 1t
¥ man that gives them malaria, and
they only return it ‘with interest.

It happens th's way. Here is a
splendid locking specimen of the més-
quito kind—a female always. Shoe hap-
pens to meet with a person on her trav-
els, and ehe concludes to suck a little
blcod. She mever heard of such a thing
dos not ad-
vise her cf the fact that he has it. The
result is a sick mosqu-to, suffering from
mahn'm. She loafs around awhile, nurs-
ing herself back to health, and when
3 to travel abcut
again, she gets a thirst for human gore
cnce more, and bites some other person.
She has a little saw and spear w.th
W_hir'h she atacks him, and in order to
aid in the extraction of the blcod €he
puts a little saliva into the wound she
makes. It so happene that in this saliva
is the garm that she caught from b ting
the other perscn, and in this way the
second person gets it. When this
lands into the second human body it at-
tacks the red corpuscles in the blocd.
The germ multiplies with lightning rap-
id:ty, and the chills and fever follow the
breaking of the corpuscles assunder in
great numbers,

The third family, kncwn to the lay-
man, is the Stegomyia. This is the fam-
ily that is responsible for the spread of
vellow fever. Some of the members are
precbably innotent, but the whole family
has been put under the ban. Ths fam-
ily conslitutes the aristocracy of the
mceequite world. These mosquitoes wish
no mud puddles for their hcmes, no
dwelling places in swamps. They want
fashionable quarters near human beings.
They want clean quarters, too. These
quarters must be rainbarrels, vases, idle
water buckets and such places. They do
nct care to go out in the sun or fly
arcund in the wind. They like to live n
people’s houses, and to adjust their hab-
its to those of the household, while tho
Anopheles family insist on coming
around after bed-time.

The health of each member of the
Stegomyia family is always good until
qne happens to bite some peison who has
yellow fever. Through drinking this sick
person’s blood, it gets a germ into its
little irside that makes it sick. This
germ eats through the walls of the mos-
quito’s stomach and plays cther bad
tricks. “At the end of twelve days that
germ has become a live wire, even
though it is so fine that the best micre
scope fails to reveal it. When an infect-
ed mosguilo wants another dinner -f
human blcod and bites a person, it hands
back the germ it inadvertently
from the yellow fever patient it had bit-
ten before. This germ does not attack
the red corpuscles like the malaria germ,
but reveals in the liquid part instead,
with even more fatal effects. The Ste
gomyia defends itself by showing that
never in the history of its race did it
give yellow fever to man until man hal
first given the disease to it. And it
would take a judge wise enough to tell
which came first, the egg or the hen, to
decide whether -man firet gave yellow
fever to the moequito or the mosquito to
man,

The male mosquito is something «f
a musician, and if you wish to see him
Il attention make a eound of 512 vigra-
tions to the second, and he will begin
to dance around with the grace of a pea-
cock. That is the tome in. which nis
mate calls him. A southern electiician
some years ago accidentally learned
absut this trait of the mcsquito. He was
experimenting with a harmonic * tele-
graph instrument. The mome=nt the in-
strument reached a ceriain pitch every
male mosquito within hearing disiance
came hot foot to the sceme, but the
sound had no atractions for the females.

It s said that the Culex females al-
ways meditate awhile before biting, but
that the Anopheles go right into the
bloody work with the air of a surgeon
who would have it quickly over. It is
contended that the fact that the male
mosquito never bites is not to be attri-
buted to any particular forbearance »>r
gcvdness of heart, but rather to the fac
that his head is not properly equipped
for bloodsucking on a satisfactory ecale.
Some of the reccent investigators even go

» far as to believe that it is an acquir-

ed habit with the female and not a na-|

tural one. It will be remembered that
there is a wild bird which learns to kill
sheep after long asssociation wilh the
shepherd’s flocks. So it is with the fe-
male mosquitoes, according to these 'n-
vestigators. These insects first learn to
sup liquids from the eyes of anima's and
then acquire the habit of going beneath
the skin. In wany instances, it is assert-
«d, they acquire their tasie for blood by
making a dinner in fresh wounds. They
neve a little bulb in their proboseis like
a fountain pen filler, and draw the blood
with tlkat.

Some mosquitoes will bite one person
anl show a distaste for another. Experi-
ments nave shown that the average maus
masquite-is fond of beer and wine, while
the fen.zles will have nothing to do with
such ih rngs. The male is escentially a
vigoiarian.

The department of agriculture has re-
cently issned a new bulletin on the eeo
onomic losses caused by insect pests. The
mosquito has its character blackened in
that report to such an extent as to con
stitute -eriminal libel. Not only is it
charged with being’ responsible for much
disease and suffering, with heavy econ-
omic losses attendant theréupon, but the
assertion is made that it retards the de-
velopment of states and nations, and has
caused the decline and decay of other na-
tions. It is charged {hat vast areas
around New York, which would- other-
wise be beehives of industry and thrift,
and held under the dominion of the mos-
quito and made as uninhabitable to hu-
manity ae the bleakest peak in the Recky
mountains. In other places they have
so annoyed the cows that the milk sup-
ply ran short and left the dairyman a
bankrupt. At Sheepshead Bay they an-
noyed the racehorses eo much that the

Charged
with causing the death of more than
100,000 American citizens every decade,
and with bringing about 3,000,000 cases >f
mularia every year, all of it resulting
n an ecomomic large emough to
maintain the whole American army year
in and year cut, the Anopheles family
stands a good'prospect of being banished
fer ever by the court of enlightened
op.nion, and the “evil night air” will
‘lm robbed of its ferrors. There are
iﬁsh that have an appetite for the
tlarvae of walarial mosquitoes greater
than that cf a ferret for the blocd of
a rat. In the Island of Barbadoes these
fish have effectively kept the malarial
mosquito from maultiypling.

TRUE.
Editor Bulletin.

Sir,—Your issue of June 11th, con-
taining the account of the public meet-
ing at Entwistle protesting against
the statements of Mr. J. W. Wright,
Methodist misisonary there, came to
my notice while away from home, and
as Mr. Wright is zmoving and not
likely to see the issue, I feel obliged
to speak on his behali. I have hesi-
tated to do so because there are a
number of good people in Entwistle
whom I respeet, but I cannot let this
entirely misleading article go unchal-
lenged.

First—Who was the secretary of this
meeting? Who drafted those resolu-
tions? Were they ¢omposed in Mr.
Arnup’s office and brought ready made
to the meeting? It seems so. Who
sent the articie to the press? I think
I can see Mr. Arnup, J.P., Entwistle,
written all over it. I am sorry to
say I fear that Mr. Arnup is not the
man he was when he went to Ent-
wistle. ;

The meeting resolved that the ar-
ticle of Mr. Wright in the Journal
was “‘absolutely contrary to truth.”
~No it was not “absolutely contrary to
truth,” but if the whole truth were
{told it would be fully five times as
bad as the article stated. Mr.
Wright could not tell the whole truth
because he had not the materials at
hand for proving it, and yet the
“clean up” is ample proof that as
far as he went he certainly told the
truth. For instance: Mr. Wright was
having an argument with a lady as
]‘m whether a druggist can legally sell
liquor to a party without a doctor’s
certificate and the lady said that she
knew he could because she had bought
a bottle there. Mr. Wright did not
charge Mr. Marshall, the druggist,
with selling liquor because he did
not know If the lady would take her
oath to the statement. She might
even be persuaded to deny having
made the statement.

Let me illustrate further. One Sun.
day night, about March 21st, the big
negrese oi Mrs..

hotel (unjicensed). What oceurred!
there (I have it from an eye-witness)
was more vile than the average man
can imagine. Where was the Mount-
ed police that night? Where were the
people of Entwistle? I suppose they
were at O’Grady’s or at home talking
over the faults of the misisonary. Was
O’Grady censured? Was he brought
before the law? Was a public meet-
ing called to place on record disap-
i proval of these immoral deeds? No.
O’Grady was a respected citizen. Mry.
Editor, if this gang in Entwistle had
| spent one-hali as much time and
! energy running the brothels. blind
{ pigs and gambling dens out of the
{ town, as they have spent in persecut-
{ ing the misisonary, the town would
be cleaner and more fit to live in.
| Is it not pathetic or is it only un-
’mnscir»us humor that in the same edi-
ftion of the Bulletin there should be
| an article irom the people of Entwistle
|pro(-'1axming their inocence and also
fone teliing of -a ““clean up” in which
fines, imprisonment and the worst of
criminals figured? Smith, who figus
ed in the indecent pictures and who
was ordered on May 25th to leave the
province, was in Stony Plain on June
the 10th, and with confedérates, want-
ed to pick a quarrel with Rev. Wright.
If these men are allowed to bum
around Stony Plain what good is the
Mounted police there?

It is true that when Mr. Wright
started services in Entwistle he wus
kindly received and he still remem-
bers gratefully the kindness of some
of the people there, especially the
man after whom the town was named.
Had he been there all the year things
might have been different. The first
act of ““misconduct’” on the part of
Mr. Wright was when he refused to
sign a petition for a licence for a
hotel and said he would fight it to
the limit of his ability. Had Mr.
Wright stgned the petition, kept quiet,
{and let things go as these men want-
ed, he would still be a general favor-
ite there. But since he took his stand
| against the liquor traffic they have
{ persistently persecuted him. He kept
{quiet till Feb. 21st, when things got
a@o bad that he could stand it no long
jer. Several deteclives were sent out
t and Mr. Wright gave them all kinds of
{ information, but they would hang
around for a while and then come to
him and say,”I can’t do anything with
these feliows. They’ve gotten onto
me.” Mr. Wright drew his own con-
clusions as to why they could not do
anything. If I remember rightly R.
N. W. M. P. Tyler was sent to Ent-
wistie, Feb. 1st. By Feb. 20th he
had done nothing with the houses <f
ill-fame. It was claimed that they
could not get evidence. On Satur-
day night a dance was held in the
Liberal club which lasted till 5 o’clock
Sunday morning. That same eveniug
two new prostitutes were brought out
to Mrs. Campbell’s dive. It just took
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Mr. Wright about an hour to get evid-
ence and the place was railed Sun-

day -night. -8till no further attack was
made on any of the places of the
town, though some booze wus seized
coming into the town. Two weeks lat-
er Mr. Wright secured liguor from the
Hub restaurant. He had told the
police that these things were going
on and the reason given for not raid-
ing them was that evidence could not,
or that a conviction could not be so-
cured. These raids of - Mr. Wright
wete solely to demostrate that evid-
ence could be secured. He did not

go into the thing for glory.: He saw
that nothing but persecution was
ahead. When you got into a hornet’s
nest the only thing you are absolutely
sure of is being stung. But when no
one of the representatives of the law
would aot he decided to show them

up.

Mr. Wright accuzed the Mounted
police of being wilfully blind to the
outrages. He meant the whole force
there and not Constable Tyler alone.
Here is the tase

Gambling was going on regularly;
liquor was being sold in at least three
and probably six places; iour houses
of prostitution were running; drink
was being manufactured out of to-
bacco, alcohol, molasses and drugs;
the stores were running wide open on
Sundays; indecent photographs were
being sold and others things were go-
ing on, :

The police and the J. P. know all
adout these things, and yet as far as
I can find out the police at Entwistle
did not on any occasion attack any
of these abuses on their own
tive. I am open to correction if I
am wrong here, but I think that in
every occasion, pressure was brought
to bear on them before they acted.

Take the case of the raid on O’Grady
about April 26th. Here is the story
as it came to me from different par-
ties: O’Grady had been selling booze
all winter. In April the freight being
about over, O'Grady dismissed the
man who had been selling the booze
for him. The man then bragged that
he had cleaned up $6,000 from booze
and that they could not catch him.
They could raid all they liked now,
etc. R. N. W, M. P. Tyler and may-
be other police were boarding at
O’Grady’s. Tyler was about to be
transierred to Lake St. Anne. Pres-
sure was brought on A. W. Arnup. J.
P., and he told the policz that if they
did not raid O’Grady he would report
them. O’Grady was fined $75, and
$150 worth of liquor was destroyed.
But what was $225 alongside of $6,000?
That is what Mr. Wright meant when
he stated that ‘It was only after they
had cleaned up a bunch of money
that the policeman_had the law turn-
ed on them and they were fined.”
Some details of this story may be un-
true but the fact remains that O’Grady
was not raided till the season was
over and I think MacNamara, barber
and pool keeper, has mnot yet been
raided though freighters have told me
that he is the worst culprit.

The question-is, ‘In the face of
such conditions as these, are the peo-
ple of this province going to take
from the Mounted police as a suffici<
ent excuse i6r inaction” the claim
that, though they knew fhese ‘things
wére going on, they could not secure
conviction?” Would not stich a ¢laim
render all our laws powerless?

Bessie -, a prostitute of 15
years, lived in a tent, spreading dis-
ease broadeast. The police say they
conld not secure a conviction, but Mr.
Wright laid the case before Mr. Chad-
wick, of Edmonton, and he took ac-
tion. She was sent across the border.
She claimed to have averaged $15 a
day. If left to the police she would
be there yet. If the police knew of
this why did they mot act?. If they
c¢id not know of her why did they
not know? It is their business to
know and act. Mr. Wright knew who
was selling the liquor, where it was
cached, who was bringing it in, and
all about it. Why could not the pol-
ice arrest these people? Did they
want a conviction? Liquor was being
continually brought in, cached in
houses, manure piles, and in the bush.
The police knew this. Did they ever
really try to catch these people?

While - talking over this matter at
the Methodist conference in Edmonton
a gentléman said: ‘I° have known the
Mounted poliee for a long time. In
many respects they are a fine body
of men. Ii you put them on a theft
or murder case they simply can’t be
beat, but if you put them on the liquor
traffic, or Sabbath breaking, or any
moral proposition, they are not there.
They don’t see the wrong. I have
forgotten who the man was but I re-
member the remark because it just
seemed to fit our case here. Men who
drink can’t go after the liquor traf-
fic. But a great change is coming
over the moral sentiment of this pro-
vince and the people are demanding
that the officers of the law be ready
to enforee it.

I have before me the.petition ior
the removal of Mr. Wright. These
very names went on a petition for a
hotel. With the exception of a few
Roman Catholies, T do not suppose
any of the men whose names appear
on the petition would for a moment
call themselves Christians. - The pe-
tition is part of the persecution of the
liquor traffie.

The public meeting resolved that
they were “not aware, from any in-
formation at their command, that Mr.
Wright's life had ever been threat-
ened. . edification.” Has Mr, Arn-
up forgotten, could he possibly forget,
that as a result of a threat of mobbing,
he himself, acting in his official capa.

Mr. Wright was warned by
people both outside and inside of Ent-
wistle that his life was -not safe there,
especially when some of these men
were crazed by drugged whisky. (It is
prohibition territory.)

The excuse given me by Mr. Arnup,
J.P., for signing the petition for a
hotel was that they could not keep
the blind pigs out and that if a hotel
was put in it would see that they
were stopped. Let us  blush with
shame; the officer of our law con-

fesses that the law, the police and the
moral sentiment of our country are
not strong enough to check this busi-
ness, but the hotel is strong endugh.
Who runs this country anyway; liquor
or the legislature? Bit up and listen,
o ye students of political economy and
moral reform, and learn a great les-
son, which is also a great- mystery:
the peopie of Entwistle, learning that
the illegal selfing of liquor in blind
pigs is disgracing the town, degrad-
ing society, and debauching the
ireighters, being neither minded nor
able to stop it, have decided to legal-
ize the sale, giving the whole business
to one man, thereby preserving their
good name, and also gaining some
profit.

Much more might be said. but sure-
ly no more need be said. I suppose,
Mr. Editor, that a dozen persons
Entwistle who
would swear that every statement I
have made is false. But the pathetic
side of it ail is the men’s lives which
have been ruined, solely for gain. R.
O. Smith was apparently an innocent
young man a few months ago. Today
he languishes in prison. Others are
not the men they were when they
went west some time ago.” Many men
