300 Miners Killed, -

More than 300 colliers lost their
lives ~to~day- in. an explosiofi it the
little<Bolton colliery, which: is. located
a short distance outside ithe city! The
exploklon occurred ‘early’inl the miorn-
ing soon after the miners had entered
the pit to begin work. It§ force avas
terrific, . Latér investigation. showed
thut the lower passages had been
blocked. Heroic efforts- weré niade
by rescue parties all day long, but a
fierce fire which followed the explos-
ion preventesl the réscuers from:pep-
etrating ‘beyond 400 yards .inte the
workings. At B30 to-night ail’ the
rescuers. wetrg@ called out of the
mines, and a conférefice wid held m
which “Governmietit Ispéctor Gerard
issued a report after making a de-
scent into the pit, ih which he stated
that it was impossible that any of the
miners was 8till alive. He addad
.that nothing could be done except to
pring up the twenty bodies found ly-
ing in the shaft. "The report was
communicated to the &nxioli§ crowds
around the pit mouth, after which the
Bishop of' Matéhesterr €onimented n
touching sérvice in the opefi alr aiin
the people slowly dispersed., No ex-
planation i8 given a8 to the cause of
the explosion, which completely
wrecked the minés. Thi§ i8 the Sec-
onld great miné disaster ii England
this year, an explosion having océur-
red in the Wellington ¢olliery ai
Whitehaven, Cumbetrland, on May 12.
in which 132 miners were killed. The
explosion to-day resulted in the tem-
porary disablement of the machinei:
whereby the cages are lowered and
drawn to the surface, and it was «
congiderable time before the first res-
cue. party reached the bottom . of thc
pitfall. They brought out eigit men
still living, but the majority: of those
were in a sdrious condition from tha
noxious gases. Ten bodies also wer?
removed and 20 additional ~ bodies
were found partially covered by heav:
falls of coal.

lLate to-night the colliety fan# weire
started again and the air wag founl
to be fairly pgood. Arrangemetits
were then made for relays of rescn
ers to go into the mine every three
hours throughout the night. Towards
mi'(lnigl:l two more miners were found
alive. They were terribly burhed and
are in critical conditions. It was an-
nounced that forty bodies had bheen
collected at .the bottom of the shafi
and they will be brought up as soon
as possible. Hope still animates the
rescuers that more men may be found
alive.

Sensational incidents occurred’ 1o-
day at the trial of ‘the self-styled
“Count” Daulby de Gatigny and his
Americah wife, formerly Miss Frances
Hunt, of Boston, who are charged with
having swindled the Duchess of Chol-
seulsprat in the .8ale o spurious pic-
tures. during the life of her former
husband, Charles Hamilton Paine, of
Boston. The. closing moments of the
trial this evening almost developed a
riot. “Countess” Daulby who wasg
called to the witness stand after her
husband, bitterly attacked the Duchess
of Choiseulsprast in designating ber
as that viper, that shameless woman,
who tried to wreck my home. Daul-
by's lawyer, M. Bernard, attacked the
counsel for the Duchess for allowing
her business agent to sit beside them
at the bar and practically direct the
case of the prosecution. . This unpar-
donable  breach of etiquette - of the
French Bar, he declared, was an insalt
to the dignity -of profession. (ries of
sympathy broke out .and ' -soon the
whole court roem was on its feet
- shouting and hooting. Judge Reberis
pounded helplessly but was forced to
declare a recess to preserve order.
After the recess M. Bernard sprang
another suprise. He read a letter
purporting to be signed by the Duke
of Choiseuls claiming that Chois~uls.
the husband of the former Mrs. Paine
had no right to the title of Duke of
Choiseuls, that he was merely the
Duke of Prasfon’s représentative, a
junior branch of the House of Choi-
geuls, and a grandson of the Duke of
Praston of bloody memory.

The wit-
ness said that she had met Daulby-.in
New York and had marrjed him for
love, being especially -drawn to him
by reason of his musical abilities. She
never knew much of her ‘husband’s
business affairs and oniy knew as a
fact that he had sold pictures to Mrs.
