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Provincial Fisheries.
We are indebted to Mr. Bay. Cana­

dian Trade Commissioner, for the op­
portunity to peruse the 43rd Annual 
Report of the Dominion Department of 
Marine and Fisheries for 1909-10.

In it there is an article entitled, 
"‘Tiy ^Ion-Progression of the Atlantic 
Fïéfime* of Canada,” by Mr. John J. 
Cowle, an official of the department. 
The feature of It is the setting forth of 
the stagnant condition of the fisher­
ies of .Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, 
Prince Edward Island and Quebec, 
which have not materially changed in 
value during the paat sixteen years. 
The1: value of these fisheries in 1884 
was- $14,874,413, whilst in 1909-10, it 
was $15,615,485.

In marked contrast was the increas­
ing value of the fisheries of Western 
Canada—from Ontario to British Col­
umbia, where the value has doubled, 
trebled and on two occasions been five 
fold that of Mti4, and Is approaching 
in value that of the Eastern fisheries 
of the four provinces, the West show 
ing $13,727,038 against $15,616,485 in 
the East.

“In the opinion of the writer, thi 
chief reason why this sluggish condi 
tlon has existed so long is to be found 
in the fact that the fish trade of the 
East is largely a salt fish one and that 
it he» practically reached its limit in 
the Way of expansion notwithstanding 
recent improvements in,the style of 
placing the titled product on the mark­
et In such forms as boneless and skin­
less, shredded, etc."

Cable News.
300 Miners Killed,

Special to Evening Telegram.
BOLTON, Eng,. Dec. 21.

More than 300 collie re tost their 
lives to-day in an explosion in the 
little Bolton colliery,-which is located 
a short distance outside -the city.' The 
explosion ocBurred early'irf the morn­
ing Soon after the miners had entered 
the pit to begin work, fta force was 
terrific. Later investigation showed 
that the lower passages had Ueee 
blocked. Heroic efforts were made 
by rescue parties all dgy long, but a 
fierce fire which followed the explos­
ion prevented the rescuers from .pen­
etrating beyond 400 yards Into the 
Workings. At 6.30 to-night nil the 
rescuers were called out Of thi­
mines, and a conference was held at 
which Government Inspector Gerard 
Issued a report after making a de­
scent into the pit, in Which he stated 
that it was impossible that any of tla- 
miners was still alive. He added 

.that nothing could be done except to 
bring up the twenty bodies found ly­
ing in the shaft. The report was 
communicated to the anxious crowds 
around the pit ttiotith, after Which the 
Bishop of Manchester commenced n 
touching service in the opefi all- afin 
the people slowly dispersed. No ex­
planation is given as to the cause of 
the explosion, which completely 
wrec.ked ihe mines. This is the sec­
ond great mine disaster itl England 
this yeah, an explosion having occur­
red in the Wellington Colliery at 
Whitehaven, Cumberland, on .May 12. 
in which 132 miners were killed. The 
explosion to-day resulted in the tem­
porary disablement of the machinery 
whereby the cages are lowered and 
drawn to the surface, and it was a 
considerable time before the first res­
cue. party reached the bottom of the 
pitfall. They brought otit eight men 
still living, but the majority of those 
were in a serious Condition 'from tho 
noxious gases. Ttn bodies also werT 
removed and 20 additional bodies 
were found partially covered by heavy 
falls of coal.

Late to-night the Colliery fans- wen- 
started again and the air was found 
to be fairly good. Arrangement.-* 
were then made for relays of reseti 
ers to go into the mine every three 
hours throughout the night. Towards) 
midnight two more minera were found 
alive. They were terribly burned and 
are in critical conditions. It was an­
nounced that forty bodies had been 
collected at the bottom of the shaft, 
and they will be brought up as soon 
as possible. Hope still animates tho 
rescuers that more men may be found 
alive. Doctors, nurses and ambu­
lances are still on the scene, and re­
latives, mostly women, are lingering 
in the vicinity. Among the incidents 
was the death of a rescuer who, ali\ 
ions to reach his two sons who were 
entombed,, got in advance of his com­
rades and forfeited his life by after 
damp. The King sent a touching mes­
sage of sympathy.

TOURS, France, Dec. 21.

Sensational Incidents occurred to­
day at the trial of the self-styled 
“Count" Daulby de Gatlgny and his 
American wife, formerly Miss Frances 
Hunt, of Boston, who are charged with 
having swindled the Duchess of Ch.il- 
seulsprat in the .sole of spurious pic­
tures during the life of her fornu r 
husband, Charles Hamilton Paine, of 
Boston. The closing moments of the 
trial this evening almost developed a 
riot. “Countess" Daulby who w.is 
called to the witness stand after htr 
husband, bitterly attacked the Duchess 
of Choiaeulsprast in designating bet­
as that viper, that shameless woman, 
who tried to wreck my home. Daul- 
by’a lawyer, M. Bernard, attacked the 
counsel for the Duchess for allowing 
her business agent to sit beside them 
at. the bar and practically direct ihe 
case of tiie prosecution. This unpar­
donable breach of etiquette of tl-< 
French Bar, he declared, was an insult 
to the dignity of .profession. Cries of 
sympathy broke out and soon the 
whole court room was on Its feet 
shouting and hooting. Judge Roberts 
pounded helplessly but was forced to 
declare a recess to preserve order. 
After the recess M. Bernard sprang 
another su prise. He read a letter 
purporting to be signed by the Duke 
of Choiseuls claiming that Chois-uls. 
the husband of the former Mrs. Paine 
had no right to the title of Duke of, 
Choiseuls. that he was merely th“ 
Duke of Prasfon's representative, a 
junior branch of the House of Choi­
seuls. and a grandson of the Duke of 
Praston of bloody memory. Countess 
Daulby, unlike her husband, speaks 
French with wonderful rapidity, but 
she nearly drove the aged Judge to 
despair by nervous lapses into foreign 
words, sometimes English, especially 
when the name of the Ducheae was 
mentioned when she exclaimed, speak­
ing with reference to the plaintiff, “1 
didn't know her relations with my hus­
band until later, but if I had known I 
would have driven her out like 
shameless viper she was.” The wit­
ness said that she had met Daulby -in 
New York and had marrjed him for 
love, being especially -drawn to him 
by reason of his musical abilities. She 
never knew much of her husband's 
business affairs and oniy knew as a 
fact that he had sold pictures to Mrs. 
Paine. She refused to answer ques­
tions of the opposing counsel which 
were calculated to show the date she 
had conspired to Heighten, the plain­
tiffs interest in the pictures, saying 
that persons so alleging were liars in 
the first degree.

Then Heed Constable Peet re-inforced 
the men who after a fierce fight were 
overpowered, manacled, and brought 
to the station. Constable Squibb had 
his hand cut, and during the melee 
some of the friends of the prisoners 
threatened the officers but did not go 
further. These may get Into trouble 
over the affair.
