4. While the size 1limit has been ig-
nored, and was practically a  dead
letter when various size limits were
‘n force in the different lobster dis-
trictg, the fishermen realize that the
taking of small lobsters has beern de-
trimental. In such Jocalities as the
shores of Grand Manan Island, a
'arge size limit seems to have been
bgerved. It i3 a ‘widespread opinion
hat, by ‘returaing smiall lobsters to
he water and marketing only the
arge lobsters, the value wof the
satch has been increased. But, in
veneral, fishermen do not favor a size
‘Ymit and Some canneries would, for
1 time, be closed, were the eight or
1ine-inch limit enforced generally,
All, however, are convinced that the
Yerried lobster—the female lobster
'arrving eggs—must be protected.—

Editor Evcnmg Telegram.

Dead Sir,—Please allow me space to
pass a few remarks re my dis»missal
| from the overland mail service.

In Japuary. 1896 I was engaged by
J. O. Fraser, Esq., who was then P. M.
G.,; through Mr. M. Alcock, the Post-
master at Griguet, to convey mails o
and from Flower’s Cove.

The journey at that time was any-
thing but pleasant, as not a mark of
any  description. had been erected to
guide the traveler in rough weather.

For years I performed my work
satisfactory to public and officials
2like. As the mails became heavier
the Government decided to shorten the
route and employ more men to render
the ‘work less arduous and fatiguing.
In-so doing my route ended at Lock's
Cove, Hare Bay, about one-third the
distance to Flower’s Cove.

I travelled that route with the sam»
result ag Flower's Cove, giving en-
tire satisfaction and doing all in mv
rower to benefit the public.

Again the Government thought it
would hasten the mails by still making
shorter routes: consequently, I weas
appointed to go to St. Anthony, ai-
other man being engaged at that plac>
forr Lock's Cove.
This change was made last year,
when the change was made 1 wrote
to the P. M. G. to know if I was 1o
carry the mcil for the ensuing yea:.
In answer I received a letter from ti.2
Chief Clerk saying as 1 was an old
sorvant I was to be kept on although
they had tenders in for less money.
In November last I wrote again (as
was my custom) to know if I was to
be €¢ngaged for this yecr, 1914, and re-
ceived the following instructions froin
the Pcstmaster General:—

Your letter received, you can take
mails to St. Anthony same as last
vear, you can also take mails t2
Cook’s Harbour when Fogota can't
get there.

As I had always got my instructions
in a similar manner to the above lct-
ter, I was quite contented and made
preparations for the work.
Now, Mr. ‘BEditor, you can imagine
my surprise when I called at the Post
Office to know when the first overland
mail was going, to find that my ser-
vices were no longer required, as M.
Henry Weir, the J. P. of Griguet, had
been appointed. I told the Postmist-
ress that I held instructions the same
as last year, but was told Weir got it
by tender.

“To John.Paten,— X
“Tenders being issued for which you
were aware of; contract awarded (o
Weir; P. M. has no authority to give
you mail.

Now, Mr. Editor, I would like to

know why the P. M. G. accepted (en-
ders after giving me my instructions,
was it fair play? I think not.

Since the route has been shortened

there was an inducement to get 1ue

dismissed, forgetful of the fact that I
once had to bear the burden and heat
of the day in past years. Theére is an
old, saying which says: a covetuous
man is seldom satisfied, and I think
it stands good at this date. The above
mentioned man whom the Government
has thought fit to selecet as a mail
courier is also a J. P. and a member
of the Road Board. His daughter iz
operator and postmistress.

15,000,000 Pipes a Year.

Erench Briar Pipe Industry Brings in
Over $2,000,000.

The briar pipe industry of ¥rance

is for all practical purposes of inves-
tigation, centred in the small town of
St. Claude, in the Department of the
Jura, where not only pipes but ci_gar—
ette and cigar holders and other kind-
red necessities of the smoking world
are manufactured.
. The principal sources of supply
from which French manufacturers ob-
tain the briar roots are, in order of
importance, Sicily, Calabria, Corsica,
and of late years, Algeria. A small
auantity is also obtained from the
French Departments of Var, Pyrenees
"Orientales, and the Alps Maritimes.

These roots, fashioned into rough
blocks containing sufficient wood to
make one or more pipes, are sold at
77 cents to $7.72 per gross of twelve
dozen. The price varies according to
the actual demand and the quality of
the Toots. These blocks are known
as ebauchons or rough shapes.

The annual production in France is
cstimated at $1,930,000 to $2,316,000,
representing about 15,000,000 pipes. Of
these, not more than $193,000 worth,
or about 2,000,000 pipes, ,are “unfin-
ished,” and are for export. It is said
ihat a large proportion of the so-call-
cd “English” pipes are entirely manu-
factnred at St. Claude, and are export-
ed -ready faor sale. Considerable se-
crecy . is ohbserved, because of the
many attempts that have been made
to get inside. information and to in-
duece French' workmen to go abroad
with- the promise of extremely high
wages.

The average wholesale price of a
pipe sold: retail at 48 cents is $2.31
per dozen, and this may be taken as
a hasis for estimating the wholesale
price of both the more expensive and
the ch,eaper varieties.

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at-

tric light. The latest example is, per-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of

Health, which has recently installed

gas on its premises, after experience
with the electric light.—Dr, Jamieson
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem- ;
ber who had experience of their meet-
ing room under the old conditions
could deny the improvement that had
taken place since gas had been sub-:
stituted for the electric light and the
new system of heating and ventilation
had been installed—Dr = Reginald
Dudfield, before the Society of Medi-
cal Officers of Health.

I have in my mind’s eye, at the mo-
ment, a hall which, in the old days
was lighted by gas, and in which a
large audience could, with comfort, sit
through an hour’s lecture, or with
pleasure through a three hours’ din-
ner, but which, with the march of
civilization, had its illumination
changed from,k gas to electricity, the
latter being applied with all the latest
refinements to effect the lighting un-
der the best conditions, with the re-
sult that any large gathering within
its walls leads to a state little short
of asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes,
Professor of Chemistry at the Royal

Haystack Postal Matters.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,-—Please allow me shace

in your paper to state a few facts
concerning the way we are treated
here in what they terimn the post of-
fice. We are supposed to get a mail
once -a week, but it is abont once a
month during wintér, and then if the
mail - steamer comes between six
o'clock “Saturday  night and eight on
Monday morning, unless you are a
friend of the postmistress, you must
wait till then. Has such a mail ser-
vice as that got to be tolerated in
this age?
: In other places in this bay where
there is double the mail matter hand-
led, people can get their mail a half
hour after the mail arrives, thus en-
abling people to answer important
correspondence before the steamer
leaves. Imagine, Mr. Editor, a person
waiting to hear from a sick friend for
a fortnight or three weeks and then
when the mails come on Sunday not
to be able to hear. If we were get-
ting mails twice or three times a
week there would be little excuse.
It’s my opinion that if a person is as
godly as not to give out mail on Sun-
day, in a small place like this, they
should be satisfied to give it up and
the few paltry dollars, and seek a
higher position in life. Some people
say what can be expected from a
child fourteen years old? I wonder
does she know what she wassworn in
for; she may; and that she is a pub-
lic servant, if so she should be more
obliging. 1t is a very rare occur-
rence to be able to procure postage
stamps. The telegraph and post-
office is all as one, and the operator
who is a very obliging official should
have the post office as well; he only
gets a small salary now, and if he
had both it would be far better.

LONDON, March 23.

The wildest excitement prevailed
about the House of Commons to-day,
shortly before the session, at which
Secretary of War Seeley, was sche-
duled to make a statement regarding
the Ulster situation. Lloyd George
was. jeered when he appeared in the
Chamber, which was packed with
Unionist sympathizers, who took up
the shout of “Limehouse,” at the ap-
pearance of the Chancellor. It was
at Limehouse that Lloyd = George
made the statement that the Govern-
ment would make no compromise
with ' Ulster.

LONDON, March 23.

Catholics (in Belfast?) were thrown
into a panic here to-day, when it was
discovered that on a number of
homes of church 'leaders, the words,
“No Popery,” had Dbeen  written in
chalk during- the night. Shots were
fired ‘into the homes: of many Catho-
lics.

LONDON, This Morning:

Asquith and Secretary of State for
War, Seeley, made explanations be-
fore an excited and turbulent House
yesterday, that the whole affair was
the result of a misunderstanding. It
was inferred, although they did not
say so directly, that it was due to a
misconstruction of the Government's
plans, by Commanding Officer Sir Ar-
thur Paget, whereby he informed the
officers in Ireland they were to move
on Ulster for a repressive campaign.
General Paget and the three senior
officers of Curragh Camp, General
Gough, Colonel McEwan and Colonel
Parker, were summoned . to London
yvesterday for a conference, and re-
turned again in the afternoon.

BELFAST, This Morning.
Reports received by the officials of
the Provisional Government would

seem to indicate that at least seventy |

per cent. of the officers of the infan-
try battalions and regulars, now
quartered in Ulster, would. refuse to
serve in a campaign against. the
Province. Major C. F. N. MacReady,
of ‘the Adjutant General’s Staff of the
War Office, arrived in Belfast yester-
day morning. He came for the pur-

.pose of making a tour of the barracks

and to explain the situation in such
a way as to prevent resighations of
officers. He was informed nearly all
the officers of the Norfolk regiment
quartered at Holyrood barracks, four
miles from ' Belfast, had expressed
readiness to resign rather than ac-
cept orders to take part in an anti-
Ulster campaign. All the officers of
the Norfolk regiment were paraded
Sunday’ afternoon, and informed they
would: be allowed four hours to cons
5 hether they” would ‘remain
Thi i QJ g R

ed separately. It is said that among
those remaining ‘ loyal " are officers
whose sympathies afe with Ulster,
but who cannot afford to sacrifice
their pay. The same applies to many
other officers of various regiments
now in Ulster. ~The Dorsets, to-
morrow, will give General Mac-
Ready their decision. At Holyrood, it
is understood the percentage of re-
fusals to serve among/ the Dorsets
will be even higher than among the
Norfolks. The Provisional Govern-
ment officials are ecnthusiastic over
what they consider a defeat for the
Imperial Goyvernment, but continue
their active preparations for war, at
the behest of Sir Edward Carson, who
declares bhe will continue to take
such steps until assured that danger
has passed. Carson is_ still at Craig-
aron, which is surrounded by sentries
and says he will not leave Belfast un-
til the crisis is over.
