The German Reply.
Last night’s press abstract of the 

German Reply to the American Note 
was such as to lead to the belief that 
the Reply could not be considered a 
satisfactory one, and we were not 
surprised to learn from the later de­
spatch to-day that in official quarters 
the Reply was considered unsatisfact­
ory. That impression is based mainly 
on the press copy of the Reply as the 
official text had not reached Washing­
ton at the time the impression was 
made. No doubt little satisfaction 
was expected as the American Am­
bassador had been instructed to ob­
tain a definite reply in black and 
white to the American note, and not to 
continue an intermediate and dilatory 
argument in Berlin on points of dif­
ference”. This insistence on a definite 
reply by President Wilson was in it­
self an intimation that the interlo- 
cutary proceedings in Berlin were not 
running smoothly.

One of the main points in the Am­
erican demand was that Americans 
should be free from danger in travel­
ling in mercantile vessels of a bellig­
erent. President Wilskon asked for 
an assent to this principle, and this 
demand was but a request for a form­
al recognition in the German Reply 
of an accepted principle of Interna­
tional Law. The assent, however, to 
this principle would be a plea of guilt 
to the charge of murdering the hun­
dred Americans lost by the German 
submarine attack on the Lusitania. 
The German Reply' gives no such as­
surance. It specially limits the as­
surance given, to Americans on mer­
cantile ships which do not belong to 
a belligerent. The limitation of the 
assurance that they will not endanger 
American lives on neutrals means 
that they will sink all the Lusitanias 
they can and Americans aboard must 
take their chances of meeting the 
same fate their countrymen met on 
the Lusitania. It means further that 
they decline to give reparation to Am­
ericans and their next a kin who suf­
fered by the sinking of the Lusitania 
And even for the assurance that they 
will permit Americans to cross the 
ocean on American ships they at­
tempt to make a bargain. They ask 
the American Government to commit 
a breach of neutrality against the 
British and their allies in return for 
allowing Americans to live on their 
own ships. They ask the American 
Government to intervene and prevent 
owners of American passenger ships 
carrying contraband.

President Wilson and Ex-Secretary 
Bryan have already expressed their 
opinion that any interference by the 
Government to stop the manufacture 
and trade in .munitions would be a 
breach of neutrality. But the Ger­
man Government even goes further 
than the German-American in the 
United States and practically calls 
upon the American Government .to 
stop carrying not only munitions 
but of all Contrabands by American 
passenger ships. In general, Ger­
many after intimating she will re­
peat the Lusitania tragedy if she can; 
no matter what damages may be in­
curred by Americans on board, has 
the effrontery to call upon America to 
commit a breach of neutrality in aid­
ing her actively to stop commerce ir 
contraband, although Germany haf 
been one of the countries most to the 
forefront in supplying belligerent

May I further ask for a good por­
trait of Rev. Dr. Knight. We have 
one; but it is not in such good condi­
tion as the Others and we hope to 
get a better one yet. I heard only a 
few days ago, that somebody publish­
ed many years ago in a book (I be­
lieve) a view of the old Wooden Me­
thodist Church built in 1816 and oc­
cupied until 1857 when the first brick 
church took its place. Will some 
reader lend the Committee their copy 
of that picture “if they have one?” 
They would confer a great favour by 
doing so. I may add that the Souvenir 
Booklet intended to be published is 
in the hands of the publishers, 
and will be issued at the 
earliest possible date. It will 

ntain' the official record of the 
centenial services and be profusely 
illustrated with superior photo-en­
gravings of great interest to Method­
ists.

3401h Day of the War In the Dardanelles, Kitchener contin­
ued, Australians and New Zealanders 
combined, had already accomplished 
feats of aims most exemplary in their 
brilliancy, and were pushing the 
campaign to a successful conclusion. 
In each of the great Dominions new 
large contingents were being prepar­
ed, while South Africa, not content 
with the successful conclusion of the 
arduous campaign in Southwest Af­
rica, was now offering large forces 
to engage the enemy in the main 
theatre of war. Strengthened by the 
support of our fellow citizens across 
the sea, we seek to develop our own 
military resources to their utmost 
limits. This is the purpose which 
brings Us together to-day. Specifying' 
the three things necessary for the 
conduct of modern warfare success­
fully, as men, material and money, 
Kitchener said that top Government 
with its new loan was supplying^the 
money and with marked success, that 
the Ministry of Munitiohfs was hand­
ling its work in a highly satisfactory 
manner. When I took up the office I 
hold, I did so . as a soldier, not as a 
politician. I warned my fellow- 
countrymen that the war would not 
be only arduous, but long. In one 
of my earliest statements, made after 
the beginning qf the war, I said I 
should require more men, gpd still 
more until the enemy was crushed. 
I repeat that statement to-day with 
even greater insistence. All the rea­
sons which led me to think in August, 
1914, that this war would he a pro­
longed one, hold good to the present 
time. It is true wë are in a better 
situation than we were in ten months 
ago, but our position to-day is at least 
aa serious as it was then. Through 
preparedness Germany, due to her 
strenuous efforts, sustained at high 
pressure for some forty years, has is­
sued a military organization as com­
plex in its character, as it is perfect 
in its machinery. It is true that 
Germany’s long preparation has en­
abled her to utilize her whole resour­
ces from the' very commencement of 
the war, while our policy is one of 
gradually increasing our effective 
forces. It might be said with truth 
that she must decrease while we in­
crease. The- sneaker dwelt on the 
question of rasing new armies, some 
of which have already made their 
presfence feit at the front. From the 
first there has been a constant and

satisfactory flow of recruits. The 
falling off in numbers, recently ap­
parent in the recruiting returns, has 
been, I believe, in a great degree due 
to conditions of a temporary charac­
ter. It would be difficult to exagger­
ate the value of the response that has 
been made to my previous appeal, but 
I am here to-day to make another de­
mand on the manhood of the country 
to come forward in its defence.

if they really had a valid excuse for 
not joining the army. It is not for 
me to tell you your duty, that is a 
matter for your conscience, the Sec­
retary for War said, but make up 
your minds to do so quickly and be 
certain your so-called reason is not 
a selfish excuse. It has been well 
said in every man’s life there is one 
supreme hour in which all his earlier 
experience moves and from which all 
future results may be reckoned. For 
every individual Briton, as well as for 
our National existence, that solemn 
hour is now striking. Let us take 
heed of, the great opportunity it of­
fers, whieh most assuredly we must 
grasp now and at once or never'. Let 
each man of us see that we spare 
nothing, shirk nothing, shrink from 
nothing, if only we may lend our full 
weight to the impetus which shall 
carry victory to our cause, our hon­
our and our freedom. Moving a vote 
of thanks to Kitchener and pledging 
the city of London to support him, 
Sir Edward CaVson, Attorney General, 
answered a section of the British 
press which recently has been attack­
ing the War Minister. He said: It is 
enough to say of him that he posses­
ses the absolute confidence of every 
colleague in the Cabinet and what is 
more the absolute confidence add un­
flinching devotion of a grateful na­
tion. I do not know a poorer service 
anyone could give his country than to 
attempt to shake the confidence of 
the Nation in Lord Kitchener. Sir 
Edward concluded : “Voluntary re­
cruiting is now on its trial. ' Does 
anyone doubt if it fails that. we shall 
hesitate to apply Compulsory ser­
vice?”

the Russians inflicted upon them 
north of Krasnik, where the Austri­
ans are operating in conjunction with 
General von MacKenzen. It is uncer­
tain as yet whether Grand Duke 
Nicholas, Commander-in-Chief of the 
Russian forces, intends to make a 
final stand on Ills present lines or fall 
back to the Bug River, which might 
involve the evacuation of Warsaw. 
Military men say this doubtless de­
pends. upon his supplies of’munitions 
which are now reaching him through 
Archangel and which the German 
submarines are trying to cut off. The 
underwater boat to-day sank the 
Hull steamer Guido bound for a 
Russian port, but she was loaded 
with coal only. A submarine also 
sank the Russian barque Anna, which 
was bound from Archangel to Hull.

Severe fighting continues at sever­
al points on the western front. Brit­
ish report the repulse of all German 
counter-attacks, and made an effort 
to regain lost trenches north of Ypres 
and state the British gain has been 
extended and that German losses are 
severe. On the other hand the Ger­
mans claim the repulse of French 
attacks in Sopchez and assert the 
Teutonic troops made further pro­
gress in Woevre region, where they 
state they captured some trenches 
and 250 prisoners. However, the 
French victory in the Vosges appears 
to be more important than any that 
has occurred on the western front 
for some months. The Turks contin­
ued their attacks on Gallipoli Penin­
sula .according to German corres­
pondents, and regained some trench­
es from the British. They also have 
made their appearance in the vicinity 
of Aden, a British free port on the 
south coast of Arabia, where, how­
ever, British troops and warships are 
said to be ready for them. No esti­
mate has yet been made of the am­
ount subscribed to the immense Brit­
ish war loan, but it must be enough. 
Three banks to-day subscribed- a to­
tal of $310,000,000. It was stated at 
a meeting of bankers to-day that the 
subscription of Lombard Street 
would be one-fifth of the entire loan.

THE RUSSIAN .ViStERLY BE- 
TREAT.

LONDON, To-day.
The Times’ correspondent with the 

Russians on Zlota Lipa River in .Ga­
licia, says he learns that the. Russian 
flanking armies are not retreating 
through local necessities, but owing 
to the situation in the centre where 
the coricentrations of Germans con­
tinue to be directed. From informa­
tion gleaned from high sources, he 
says in the despatch, I believe the ex­
treme left of this army would not 
have been obliged to retire had it 
been acting independently. The re­
treat of this army was one of the 
most remarkable rear-guard actions 
recorded in military history, for al­
though faced by overwhelming forces 
of the enemy, it retired with no. loss 
of morale, and in six weeks it has 
withdrawn from the Stry River to 
Zlota Lipa, and has taken 53,000 pris-' 
oneHs besides inflicting loss on the 
enemy, probably greater, in casual­
ties. All officers here agree that it 
could have been held indefinitely if 
this arimy movement were independ­
ent. It is futile to speculate how 
much farther the army will retire, 
but before Turnople is reached, there 
are at least six natural positions, 
and it will cost the Austrians three to 
four-fold loss.

WAR COUNCIL AT CALAIS.

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THE LONDON BUDGET.

The complete surrender of German 
forces in German Southwest Africa 
to General Botha, Commander of the 
forces of the Union of Southwest Afri­
ca, and the French success in Vos­
ges,. where they made an advance on 
a seven hundred yards front of six 
hundred yards, arfd ' captured up­
wards of eight hundred unwounded 
Germans, and the splendid stand be­
ing made by the Rusàians in South­
ern Poland against the Austro-Ger- 
man forces, give British military 
writers subject for comment on 
what they term the “turn of the tide 
of war,” which is now approaching 
its first anniversary. General Botha’s 
victory with the Germans cut off from 
the rest of the world was a foregone 
conclusion, but the fact he won it Af­
ter five months warfare despite a re­
bellion in his own couritry and under 
many natural disadvantages is con­
sidered by miltary observers to have 
been a remarkable achievement. To 
gairi this victory, Botha’s forces had 
to march in blistering heat through 
almost a waterless country in which 
the few wells have been poisoned, and 
where sand storms made it necessary 
for the soldiers to wear goggles.

Every sort of charitable anil 
relief work is undertaken by the varl-î 
ous schools, the head mistress who 
originated the Union letting them 
know what work is needed. and 
where, and it is nearly all organized 
and carried out by the pupils, who iii 
these days of organized- games and 
school clubs get a knowledge" of 
businesslike methods unknown to 
their mothers. Some schools do all 
the mending for a hospital. One of 
them made and presented everything 
needed for a typhoid ward. Others 
are doing similar work for the 
French’ hospitals. Sixty pounds of 
wool whs used by another school to 
knit things for the New- Zealanderi 
In some schools the senior girls beg 
for the use of motor-cars, and make 
arrangements with the hospitals to 
have wounded soldiers sent fot 
drives. Perhaps nothing has given 
more pelasure than the regular, vis­
its to old Belgian exiles, who love to. 
see young faces and to be listened to 
with sympathy as they talk of tlife 
beautiful things they used to possess. 
In many quarters the first eager de­
sire to help is fading, but the English 
schoolgirl is keener than ever.

DOCTORS FROM THE- RANKS.
There*is ah'interesting feature in 

the supplement to the “Gazette,” of 
June 15th which will prqbabjy be a 
surprise to many people. It >is a list 
of thirty-five^ qualified medide.1 men 
serving iri thê!ranks of thé Canadian 
Army Medical Corps, who have been 
promoted- to- temporary lieutenancies. 
No doubt few people had thé know­
ledge of the fact that medical men are 
serving in the ranks of any of the 
British or colonial forces, but in this 
Canadian list of promotions are 
twenty-five privates' with either M.D. 
or M.B. degrees, and the rest are non­
commissioned officers. No qualified 
doctors serve in the ranks of the 
British Army Medical Corps. They 
are given commissions as full lieuten­
ants, and I believe the regimental 
medical officers in the regulars now 
aaye the temporary rank of captain. 
The responsibility of their work re- 

jrVfi the authority which the high- 
er status felVes them. The step which 
thé authorities have taken with the 
Canadian doctors in the ranks is al­
together a wise one when so many 
skilled and trained medical men are 
needed to take a responsible lead 
ind it is only another instance of the 
fine patriotism of the colonials that 
professional men should thus throw 
in their lot with the rankers. At the 
begtiinihg of the war, when the 
French Army was mobilized, many 
doctors, I believe, were called up in­
to the combatant ranks, and the ar­
my medical service suffered in consé 
quence. This, of course, has not hap­
pened agpin. To serve in the ranks 
o^ a medical corps such as--the Cana­
dians have been doing, is a different 
thing, for medical skill there has its 
proper if not its widest sphere.

demand from your representative at 
Albany that capital punishment, this 
relic of ancient times, this stain on 
humanity, be wiped from the statute 
books.

Only a few months ago our Presi­
dent appealed to the people of this 
country of all nationalities to attend 
their various places of worship, there 
to pray and plead to the Almighty 
that the legal murder, carnage, and 
slaughter in Europe might cease.

greater than that between nation and 
nation now engaged In bloody war­
fare?

THE STAMP ACT.
The Government has at last 

brought the amended Stamp Act into 
force and now all receipts for money 
over ten dollars will have to bear a 
stamp. Why a special stamp has not 
been struck I do not know. An or­
dinary stamp might have been used 
when the special stamp was not avail­
able, and there is no reason why the 
use of Special Stamps would not be 
general In the City ^ or anywhere 
where there is a post office. A spec­
ial stamp would serve to check the 
receipts from this source, and the 
money might then be passed to a 
special fund instead of being added 
to the general postal receipts and 
spent for postal expenses. "The af­
fixing of stamps is left to the honour 
of the people and it is a way to test 
the morality of some people. For in­
stance there are men who habitually 
give cheques without a stamp, telling 
the collector that they have not got 
one handy, knowing full well that the 
payee will have to put a stamp on 
the cheque before the Bank will cash 
it. It is a mean action. " There are 
other men who draw a large cash 
cheque with which to pay a lot of ac­
counts, thus saving a two cent stamp 
on each account. No doubt this is 
smart business?

I presume that the one who issues 
the receipt will have to pay for the 
stamp. There will be a lot of bother 
with it and one may easily question 
whether there are not other means of 
taxation which would bring in larger 
returns.

A LITTLE THING.
About a hundred years ago, the 

English Government estimated that it 
was losing £100,000 a year through 
the custom of removing stamps from 
old parchments and using them again. 
Henry Bessemer, then a poor strug­
gling young man, appeared with a 
perforated stamp which could not be 
forged or removed from a document. 
The Government offered him a defin­
ite sum for his process or an office 
for life at £800 a year. Bessemer 
chose the office and hastened to tell 
the good news to the young lady with 
whom he had agreed to share his 
fortune. He explained his inven­
tion, and told how it would prevent 
anyone from taking a valuable stamp 
from a document and using it a sec­
ond time. “Yes,” said his betrothed, 
“I understand that; but surely, If all 
stamps had a date put upon them they 
could not at a future time be used 
without detection.” A very short 
speech, but that little word “date” 
meant the saving of £108,000 a year. 
Bessemer felt proud of the young 
woman's ingenuity, and realised that 
it rendered his perforation device of 
far less value, but he bravely sug­
gested the improvement at the stamp 
office. As a result his system of per­
foration was abandoned, the thanks 
less Government deprived him of his 
promised office and coolly made use 
from that day te this, without com­
pensation, of the idea which came 
from the quick wit of woman. And 
this same dating of our stamps pre­
vents them being used.
