Had Thrilling Experience Off New­
foundland Coast.—Rescned by the
Carthaginian.
How lie and his crew outwitted the 

storm king of the North Atlantic in 
one of the toughest, most heart­
breaking battles that those that go 
down to the sea in ships are called 
upon to fight, was told yesterday af­
ternoon by Captain Daniel Lundahl, 
master of the Nova Scotian tern 
schooner H. R. Silver, previously re­
ported abandoned at sea. Captain 
Lundahl and the five men of the 
crew were landed here yesterday by 
the Allan liner Carthaginian, which 
took them off their ragged, dismasted, 
ice-caked derelict last Sunday in a 
strong blow and heavy sea, and 
brought them to this port.

Had Trying Experience.
In simple, sailor-like language, that 

discounted all hardship and suffering, 
yet, in its very simplicity, emphasized 
the terrible nature of the test to which 
he and his men had been put, the 
skipper of the M. R. Silver told his 
story to a Morning Chronicle reporter. 
To be within two miles of their des­
tination and then to have a howling 
blizzard sweep down out of the 
north, carry away all three masts and 
leave the schooner a helpless hulk, 
for thirten days drifting with the gale, 
boarded by countless seas, heavily 
encased in ice, until a rescue steamer 
hove In sight, was what the men of 
the H. R. Silver had to go through. 
That they came out of it well and 
hearty is due to their schooling in the 
hardships of the sea and the splendid 
leadership of their captain. Most of 
the time that they were drifting the 
weather was very cold, and, but for 
the fact that the ship commenced to 
leak badly and the pumps had to be 
kept going continually, they might 
have suffered severely. As it was, 
one of the crew had his arm frost bit­
ten, but is now all right. Five min­
utes at the pumps and two minutes 
spell—this was what they had to keep 
up in order to prevent their ship from 
sinking.

“We sailed from North Sydney at 
three o’clock of the afternoon of Sat­
urday, January 8th,” said Captain 
Lundahl. "We had a cargo of 374 
tons of coal for St. John’s, Nfld. We 
had fine weather that night, and it 
continued so over the next day. On 
Monday morning at one o’clock it 
began to blow strong from tbfc north’- 
ard. We had continuous gales for the 
next five days. On Saturday night at 
eight o’clock we had made as far as 
thirty miles south of Cape Race.

Washed Overboard.
“On Sunday morning, January 17, 

at three o'clock we carried away our 
jibboom and bowsprit level with the 
stem. Everything was iced up and 
forward it was a solid junk of ice, 
so that no one was able to go there 
until daylight. We worked alb that 
day to clear the wreckage and finally 
got things clèaned up. Daniel Mc­
Pherson, the mate, and myself were 
both washed overboard when we Were 
on the foc’sle deck clearing away the 
wreckage. A sea took us off the ship 
and the back lob, I suppose it was, 
brought us back again. All I know 
is that one moment we were over­
board and th'next we were back on 
the ship again.

ltnn Into Blizzard.
"Sunday night, January 16th, the 

weather moderated and on Monday it 
was calm and thick of fog. Then we 
had a wést-sou’-westerly -wind and 
snow and on Tuesday morning at one 
o’clock we were two miles outside St. 
John’s Harbor Light The wind sud­
denly hauled off to vyest-nor’-west 
•with a snow blizzard and at about 2 
o’clock in the morning she pulled her 
forestay bolt out of the wood. The 
forestay and the forestaysail went 
overboard. Twenty minutes later the 
foremast broke. As it fell it knocked 
the main rigging over, and the main­
mast went by the board. Then the 
mizzenmast fell and the spanker 
boom struck our only boat in falling 
and smashed it. We had continuous 
snow squalls and the whole day it 
was blowing a gale of wind.

“Tuesday morning at nine o’clock 
between squalls we could see (Jape 
Spear. We had a distress signal up 
but it could not be seen from the 
shore and we kept drifting away, so 
that by Tuesday night we were out of 
sight of land.

"The vessel had commenced to leak 
considerably and thence onward - we 
had a very hard time. Continuous 
storms and gales from the north, 
northwest and west.. We put drags

Welcome Home
lor Our Boys.

Cannot something be 
clone to mark publicly 
our appreciation of the 
good services of our boys 
who return from the 

front or from services on the seas?
. A number of them are already back 

on furlough or as convalescents af­
ter being discharged from the hos­
pitals. Carbonear has already set a 
good example in the case of the re­
turn of private Jensen, who was serv­
ing with the Canadian Expeditionary 
Force, and who was the close . com­
rade of Private Hollands, the son of 
Rev. Mr. Hollands, with whom he is 
staying. Private Jensen gave a lec­
ture on the war as he had seen it, 
and this netted the sum of forty 
dollars for the Red Cross Fund. 
Probably the reason why an organ­
ized “Welcome Home” has not been 
tendered these boys is that they are 
few in number and they returned ■ in 
ones and twos. From this time for­
ward, these boys will be coming 
back all the time, and at intervals, 
when a larger number of them are 
here, it would be easy to arrange a 
public welcome and appreciation of 
their work. In the past, the kindly 
spirit of our ladies and gentlemen 
has prompted them to give the dif­
ferent contingents a good send-off in 
the Seamen’s Institute, the same 
kindly spirit will no doubt inspire 
them to mark the appreciation of ser­
vices already rendered in the fighting 
zone.

The " Boon” Story.
The story that the Ap- 
pam was captured by the 
German armoured cruis­
er Roon, and that the 
latter was captured by 

H.M.S. Drake, lacks confirmation 
and is highly improbable. The Roon 
does not answer to the description of 
the German raider which captured the 
Appam, as given by Sir Edward Mer- 
riwether, who was on board the Ap­
pam . He states that the cruiser was 
alongside the Appam for two days 
and he saw the Germans in action 
against the Clan MacTavish. Sir 
Edward described the raider as be­
tween 3,500 and 4,000 tons, and says 
she was a steamer, he believes, orig­
inally in the fruit trade. He could 
not mistake very easily a converted 
merchantman for an armoured cruis­
er, such as the Roon is, of 9,348 tons. 
He counted the guns of the raider and 
says there were 2 guns mounted for­
ward and four aft, one a three pound­
er on the poop deck, and that the 
guns ranged between four and six 
inches. The Roon carries much 
heavier armament and more guns 
than he mentions. She has four 8.2 
guns, and ten 5.9. It will be seen that 
the descriptions of the commerce 
raider and the Roon vary so much 
that there is no ground for conclud­
ing that the . vessels are identical. 
Moreover the Roon would not be an 
easy capture for the Drake. True 
the Drake has sixteen 6 inch guns 
against the Roon’s ten 5.9, but the 
Roon would be able to put four 8.2 
inch guns against against the 
Drake's two 9.2 inch guns. How­
ever much we should like to believe 
the story, the lack of confirmation 
casts doubt on it. Moreover, there 
would still remain the mystery of 
how the Roon got clear from Germany 
into the Atlantic.

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What Not To Saÿ.

There are few 
things more as­
tonishing than the 
bad taste people of 
otherwise good 
taste will some­
times show in con­
versation.

I think this is 
partly due to ner­
vousness. partly to 
the intoxication of 
being listened to, 
and partly to lack 
of thought on the 
subject.

Somebody ought 
to get out a book to tell people what 
to talk about, or, more pertinently, 
what not to talk about.

These are some of the prohibitions 
I should like to see included:

Don’t tell stories in- which your 
prowess of one sort or another is the 
main theme, unless they are so in­
tensely interesting in themselves that 
they are justified. Even in that case, 
one should slur over one’s share as 
much as possible, instead of empha­
sizing it.

Don’t Keep Making Chances to Say, 
“«lien 1 Was In, Etc.”

Don’t tell stories about your travels 
just for the sake of giving yourself a 
chance to say. “When I was in. etc.” 
If you have any travel story to tell 
that would be intrinsically interest­
ing. even if it happened to a stranger, 
tell it. Otherwise keep still on this 
subject.

Funny ktories in which the joke is 
on you is permissible. Leave funny 
stories in which you, by your wit and 
humor, get the best'of yotfr antagonist 
to someone else to tell.

Food likes and dislikes are a vul­
gar and childish subject for general 
conversation. Such statements as. “I 
like onions, but they don’t agree with 
me,” “I can’t eat pork,” “Radishes are

my favorite vegetable,” etc., are of 
interest to the person who has to 
cater for you. but not to any general 
company. People will often talk ani­
matedly on such subjects, because 
each is interested in what he him 
self is saying, not because anyone 
cares a rap for anyone else’s state­
ments.

People Don’t Care to Hear a Descrip­
tion iif Your Disposition.

Don’t confide your peculiarities of 
temper and disposition to a general 
company. Such confidences are flat 
and in wretched taste. ’

Don’t tell stories about people with 
whom the company is not acquainted 
when the point and interest of such 
stories consists in knowing the peo­
ple.

Don’t spoil a good story or make a 
poor one more tedious by stopping to 
consider such details as “Was it Tues­
day or Wednesday I think it was 
Tuesday—no, it was Wednesday, be­
cause I went in town Tuesday.”

Don’t tell a dialect story if you 
can’t produce the dialect.

Don’t Kill Y’our Hearer’s Interest Be­
fore it is Born.

Donlt overweight a good story by 
too long an introduction and thus kill 
your hearer’s interest before it is 
born.

Don’t make the telling of anecdotes 
you have heard or read for wit.

Don’t tell long stories.
Don’t tell too many stories or talk 

too much. The most amusing talker 
1 know almost always spoils her 'fef- 
ffect by talking a little too much.

Enough is as good as a feast. Too 
much, even of the best talk that ever 
was. is as bad as two feasts, one on 
top of the other.

Delaware is the most inconse­

quential state east of Nevada. It is 
a small sliver of sea-coast fenced off 
from the twentieth century by the 
Chesapeake and Delaware Bays, and 
contains about 200,000 people, very 
few of whom are pestered by fame to 
any great extent.

Delaware was named after an Eng­
lish lord who once owned it. It Is 
entirely free from nobility at present, 
however. -It is not at all a warlike 
state, and yet we should be in a sad 
plight, in case of war. if Delaware 
should be removed from the map by 
a few strong men. Most of the 
powder in the country is manufactur­
ed in Delaware and every time a pow­
der magazine become tired and “lets 
go,” the state rocks from end to end. 
The other great product of Delaware 
is peaches and an attempt is now 
being made by scientists to regulate 
the powder explosions, so that they 
will occur only when peaches are 
ripe. It is estimated that a few good 
big explosions in the powder mills at 
rhat time of the year would harvest 
most of the peach crop of the state 
automatically, and thus save thous­
ands of dollars in labor.

Delaware is about 100 miles long, 
but is not as wide as the Thirty-sec­
ond ward of Chicago in the north end. 
It has a pleasant climate, when the 
wind is just right, but is greatly pes­
tered by frost. The Delaware frost is 
as terrible as tha Washington frost or 
the frosts in the theatre district in 
New York. It comes^ like a thief in 
the night, when least expected, and 
often ruins the entire peach crop sev­
eral times -in the same spring.

Delaware is also noted for its can­
ning factories, which are as numer­
ous as its churches, and for its poli­
tics. Although Delaware is a very 
■small state, with fewer people than 
can be found around a good-sized 
dog-fight in New York City, it is re­
quired by oiir cruel Constitution to 
produce two senators every six years. 
This is a hard task for the little com-

MADE IN CANADAGERMAN WARSHIP ROON REPORT­
ED CAPTURE».

NEW YORK. Feb. 9.
Advices received to-day assert that 

the German warship Roon, alleged to 
be the capturer of the Appam, has 
been captured by the British armor­
ed cruiser Drake, after a three hours’ 
fight, two hundred miles northeast of 
Bermuda. The story is printed in tile 
Globe. The capture of the Roon is 
said by the Globe to have been fol­
lowed by the seizure of two mer­
chantmen, which were flying the Ger­
man flag, one of which was armed. 
The story is contained in a message 
which the Globe states it received 
in code from à reliable source in Ber­
muda. The message follows : The 
Drake is here to-day towing the Roon. 
She took her 200 knots east northeast 
of Bermuda, in a three hours’ run­
ning fight, and struck her as she came 
abeam. Capt. Seagrave, on sighting 
the Roon, said, “Please God, to-day I 
will avenge Craddock.” The Roon 
was badly knocked about by 9.22. 
i ,,irty omcers and IS men were tak­
en, also three prizes. Capt. Seagrave 
was with Admiral Craddock when the 
latter went down with the flagship 
Good Hope, which was sunk in the 
engagement with a German squadron 
off Chile. The British Embassy, to­
day, received advices from British 
agents in New York, that a man liv­
ing on Statten Island whose name 
was not transmitted, had received a 
private despatch from Bermuda, say­
ing that the British cruiser Drake 
had taken the German cruiser Roon 
and some German ships. The Em­
bassy had no further advices. Capt. 
Seagrave was in command of the 
auxiliary cruiser Drama, which form­
ed part of Admiral Craddock’s squad­
ron in the battle of Chile. After the 
battle the Drama escaped. Later in 
company with the cruisers Glasgow 
and Kent she sunk the German cruis­
er Dresden off Juan Fernandez Is­
land. A few days later, in March, 
1915, Capt. Seagrave fought a battle 
with the German armed merchant­
man Navarra, off the River Plate, and 
sank her. The Drama was last re­
ported at Calao, in June, 1915, and 
since that time neither it nor Capt. 
Seagrave had figured in the news.

Hartnett and Mr. Barnes, who made 
good speeches. They contended that 
those who did not care to participate 
in the privileges of the market need 
not do so but could follow the present 
plan, so that the cost and privilege 
arguments could not count against 
the affirmative.

The present fish market was not 
satisfactory and would be better away 
from the coves where conditions are 
not very inviting at low water owing 
to the drainage of the streets flowing 
so near the market. The importance 
of health cannot be overestimated and 
if war is carrying away thousands 
disease is carrying off tens of thous­
ands and is a cause for still greater 
alarm. An awakening is needed and 
a market could help matters by teach­
ing civics and health, unity of pur­
pose and example and environment 
benefits, moulding public opinion, and 
controlling conditions resulting to the 
credit ot the country more than at 
present; and people would still have 
the privilege of buying and selling as 
they desired, but they would find the 
advantages of the market so great 
they would soon patronize it here as 
elsewhere. The householders would 
patronize it because the market would 
deliver them the goods ; by telephon­
ing, calling or writing a person could 
secure from the market exactly what 
he needed for the table ea*h day In­
stead of searching the town or wait­
ing in vain for a farmer to call—ad­
vantages that could not be refuted by 
any arguments of the negative side. 
Another opportunity will be given to 
discuss the matter when a vote will be 
taken.
