Who was going to 
help the poor man? The Americans 
started a Red Cross relief committee, 
and began an excellent work, but no 
sooner had they begun, when the 
Turkish Government stopped them, 
stating that all relief work should be 
taken up by the Government and not 
by private persons, and especially not 
by foreigners. The argument was a 
selfish one, and instead of appealing 
to the feelings of the natives it only money 
created bitter hatred. The Americans 
started a relief organization because 
the Government failed to do so, and 
was starving the people outright 
Their policy was to acquire a sphere 
of influence, but what prestige could 
they gain in a country whose people 
hated them and their tyrannical rule.
Like every other Turkish enterprise 
their relief associations in Beirut and 
Lebanon disappeared, soon after they 
were exposed, like highly volatile 
chemicals. Practically all the pro­
ceeds of the relief funds were con­
fiscated. Individual members of the 
Government who were the chief exe­
cutors of the relief committee, retain­
ed enormous salaries for themselves.
The Ministry in Constantinople grant­
ed them permission to obtain wheat 
and other provisions from the interi­
or at military prices, very moderate 
in comparison with the market prices.
The upper .class, a few of the selfish 
rich citizens found in Beirut, associa­
ted themselves with Government offi­
cials and purchased wheat at Govern­
ment prices and sold it to the poor at 
high market rates.
Jn the beginning of 1917 one loaf of 

bread weighing about one half a 
pound, was sold for 50c., and was 
mgdç of everything else but wheat.
MSéiry and starvation prevailed 
everywhere and was horrible to look 
upon. People could be found dying 
on the streets. What we could do in 
the way of help, we did do, but a 
quarter of a pound of bread to the 
poor dying, half-starved woman or 
child on the cold damp streets of 
Beirut was no comfort. Their days 
were over—their cases were hope­
less. Hot soup, comfortable bedding 
and good nourishment was what they 
needed, but who was going to give it 
to them. The Turkish Government?
The rich? The Americans who were 
prevented from helping? The clergy 
who had nothing for themselves? No, 
the poor and half-starved wretches 
must die. It is a social law. These 
helpless victims of starvation and 
disease were a burden on society. For 
the health and comfort of the better 
class they must die. They were be­
yond repair, and disease generated 
by them was creeping over the coun-

—r-cy by their secret speculations on 
the money market.

Fifth:—The poor quality of paper 
on which the exchange value of the 
money was printed, made it deterior­
ate quickly and after a few months’ 
circulation it became so dirty that no 
decent person would finger it.

The causes Of the high prices of 
food articles and other materials in 
Beirut and Syria:—

First:—No foreign importations in­
to the country, due to military block­
ade. •

Second:—Immense exportation of 
wheat to Germany.

Third:—Influence on the market 
through the constant demand of food 
stuffs for the Army, and the demand 
for luxuries by high officials for 
elaborate receptions.

Fourth :—The non-convertible paper 
money which, as against gold, became 
worthless as a media of exchange. It 
stopped trade, and in many cases 
caused the bartering system to he 
adopted.

Such were the conditions of Syria 
during the war. The whole country 
has become a total wreck. The gen­
eration that came into the world dur­
ing the war has been practically wip­
ed out, but the future, a brilliant one, 
lies before it. The change of Gov^ 
ernment that will taktf place now as 
a result of this war, will be a welcom­
ing change to the Syrians of Syria as 
well as the Syrian emigrants of this 
continent and elsewhere.

(By John K. Noah.)

no business organization, and capital­
ists invest their money outside the 
country. The presence of different 
religious denominations inevitably 
cause fanaticism to exist, which is 
another sort of economic retrogres­
sion. The principal lever upon which 
trade works is confidenée, and when 
you have a country like Syria with 
so many different religious sects, to 
trust would spell ruin to them. There 
is also a poor railway service, and 
throughout the country the means ->f 
transportation are so few and the 
roads, some of them mere mountain 
paths, that one will not wonder that 
Syria during the war was greatly 
handicapped. And last but not least, 
Syria had the great disadvantage of 
having had to make progress on her 
hands and knees under the heavy yoke 
of the Turkish Government. The 
whole machinery of the Government 
was the greatest demoralizing factor 
that influenced the Syrian population. 
Lives could he bought and sold un­
der Turkish regime. Judges and gov­
ernment officials issued prerogatives 
at will, releasing criminals under the 
pressure of a paltry bribe offered by 
the defendant’s relatives or friends. 
Law and order were only relative 
terms to he discussed in drawing 
rooms and colleges. Economic pro­
gress was an impossibility under such 
conditions. I said ‘was an impossi­
bility” because I can foresee now un­
der the change of government a bril­
liant future for the country. Syria, 
although historically old, is still 
young, and it put to its maximum pro­
ducing point, will, under sound eco­
nomical principles and good industrial 
methods, participate as a factor in 
the world’s commerce.
Tile Political Situation in Syria Dur- 

ing tile Wa»
The American College of Beirut City 

was our domicile during the war. At 
the outbreak of the war martial law 
was enforced almost immediately, 
and Djemal Pasha, Minister of Mar­
ine, and Commander General of the 
Fourth Army of the Empire, was the 
chief administrator of Syria. He had 
absolute authority and conducted his 
policy under very strict military or­ders.

The first remarkable event' that 
aroused the hatred of the Syrian 
population was the hanging of sixty

By the request of some of my 
friends and for the benefit of those 
who are interested in Syria as a fac­
tor in this world war, I shall endeav­
our to give as far as possible some 
of my experiences together., with the 
outcome of'the general economic for­
ces that have acted upon every in­
dividual inhabitant of Syria in some 
degree or other.

A little about the country and its 
geographical poshtop in the east, 
along with theA/rraVailing conditions 
before the war, ynght help to bring 
out the economical situation of Syria 
during the war as an inevitable out­
come. .. .

Syria proper, in which we are 
chiefly interested, is hounded on the 
north by Asia Minor, on the south by 
Palestine, on the east by the Euphra­
tes river and Mesopotamian valley, 
and on the west by the Mediterran­
ean Sea. Its length Is almost 250 
miles, its breadth is about 130 miles, 
and it extends along the coast for 
about 90 miles. Damascus, one of the 
oldest cities in the world, called by 
the Arabs the “pearl of the east, is 
the capital of Syria, and is the chief 
market of the interior. The capital 
$s connected with a railway line 
about 90 miles long to Beirut, the 
chief port on the Mediterranean.

I this last event furnished proof that 
the Government was too strong to be 
overthrown. The Turks held every­
one down with an iron rule. The de­
portation of belligerents was the next 
step. British and French families 
were transported into the interior of 
the country. Belligerents, who were 
students, were allowed to resume their 
studies, and those of us who were at 
the American Collge were confined to 
the College grounds and were pre­
vented from going to the city. To 
discuss politics means deportation. 
Spies were roaming all over the city. 
The mere mention of the word Eng­
land or France might cause a court 
martial. Everybody had to be very 
careful, as even at College some stu­
dents were acting as spies in the ser­
vice of the Government. The Ameri­
can College itself, in view of its po­
sition as an JSducational Institution, 
had to be very cautions. In one in­
stance the Principal of the College 
High School was deported because he 
allowed a geography to be used as a 
text-book which contained a descrip­
tion of the Turkish Government and 
its despotism. On the whole the Am­
erican College was perhaps the safest 
place to live, in Syria. Oar Presi­
dent, Dr. Howard S. Bliss, a very able 
man, kept the College running 
throughout the whole period of the 
war, with the exception of a couple 
of weeks in 1917, when diplomatic re. 
lations were ruptured between the 
United States of America and Tur­
key. During those two weeks of sus­
pense, the whole student body and the 
College officials were in constant fear 
of being deported. It turned out,

The Power of the Press,

The day Is assuredly at hand when 
, the trite subject, resolved that the pen 

is mightier than the sword, will no 
longer be available for debate In coun­
try schools. A little reflection on the 
steadily Increasing influence of the 
printed page is now a very definite 
force, and that by virtue of its pecu­
liar advantages over other agencies, 
it is likely to arrogate to itself in fu­
ture much of the authority now being 
exercised by Individuals, societies, 
and business institutions over thfe mo­
tives and actions of mankind.

Printing was discovered by John 
Guttenberg in 1450. He had cut the 
letters of his name from the bark of 
a tree, and wa^ spreading them to 
form his name, when one of them fell 
into a pot of boiling dye. Quickly he 
plunged his fingers in to rescue the 
letter; but finding it very not, he turn­
ed It loose. It fell upon one of the 
white skins which were waiting to be 
dyed, and when John lifted the block 
he saw a beautiful purple white ‘H’ 
smiling up at him. That was the 
first letter ever printed on the con­
tinent of Europe.

The first newspaper, however, was 
the Peking Tchingpao (News of the 
Capital) in the year 713 of the T’ang 
dynasty in China. Daniel Defoe start­
ed the first newspaper in England. 
The first American newspaper was 
“Public Occurrences,” begun in Bos­
ton in 1690. In 1900 the United 
States published forty per cent, of 

, the newspapers of the world, that is 
out of the 50,000 newspapers then 
published in the United States. All 
the newspapers in America now pub­
lish about 15,000,000 copies per year.

Only a few days ago the prime 
minister of England, took pains to hurl 
his most caustic invective against the 
Northcliffe publications, having deter­
mined, no doubt, to destroy their 
prestige before they could begin to 
turn the tide of public opinion against 
him. Last week, in the Canadian Par­

• ter should so suddenly have 
overtaken their craft, within 
such a shôrt period after arriv­
al, thus preventing them from 
carrying out whatever projects 
they may have contemplated 
with regard to further continu­
ing the air voyage across the 
Atlantic, or ef flying back to the 
starting point.

It must also be a cause of re­
gret and disappointment to our 
English brothers, that adverse 
conditions, (not altogether 
local,) have militated against 
their getting away on their long 
distance flight from Newfound­

land to Ireland. They too have 
.-.teen waiting and hoping, mak- 
f in g a virtue of necessity, and j 

daily expecting the good word 
’ which will send them hum:-ing 

through the ethereal spaces in 
the greatest adventure upon 
which man ever set out. Their 
disappointments are reflected 
in our people, who are as much 
interested in the aerial journey, 
as are the aviators themselves, 
and are keenly in sympathy 
with the courageous men who 
are patiently, though anxiously, 
watching all the weather re­
ports from the various meteoro­
logical bureaus, in momentary 
expectation of the favorable op­
portunity. We trust that the 
omens will soon be propitious 
and that the signal to start may 
not be much longer delayed.

t)ur American correspondent 
makes the statement that New­
foundland is acquiring an unen-' 
viable reputation for bad weath­
er, because all the stories of the 
ait flights published in the Am­
erican press, emphasise that at­
mospheric conditions in this do­
minion are responsible for the 
delay in- hopping off, and that 
we are constantly shrouded in 
dense fogs, drenched with rain,

and blockaded with ice. A 
these stories are gross libels on 
oùr climate. Far from being 
adverse, the weather about St. 
John’s and along the coast has 
been most fair, considering the 
season, and therefore the blame 
for the holding up of the avia­
tors must not be laid on New 
foundland. True April and May 
are not considered summer 
months by any means, neither 
do we expect summer weather 
in them. Nevertheless it is re­
markable .that til i s season 
everything has been uncom 
monly fair, with pleasant breez­
es and clear skies. The fault, if 
fault there be, does not rest with 
this island. So far as local con­
ditions were concerned the 
flights could have taken place 
on most any day since the ma­
chines were in readiness, and it 
is grossly unjust of correspond­
ents to lay on the fair fame of 
Newfoundland and her ideal 
weather all the blame for the 
nonstarts of the transatlantic 
air voyage.

All that we hope is that the 
time will soon be opportune and 
that the most wonderful feat in 
the history of the world will be 
successfully accomplished, not 
only by one, but by all who are 
now preparing to undertake it.

Rev. Barradongh Says, “Lack of Edu­
cation in Western Provinces Consti­
tutes Serions Menace to Future 
Well Being of Canada.”
The Lecture Room of the Cochrane 

Street Centennial Church, last night, 
contained a representative gathering 
of the members of the different Wo­
men’s Missionary Societies of the 
City, who listened to an inspiring ad­
dress by the Rev. W. Barraclough, 
B.A., on "Women’s Work in the West.” J 
The address covered a short review I 
of the work of such pioneers of Mis­
sionary endeavour as Emma Crosby, 
Miss Lee, Thomas Crosby and William 
Duncan. It also dealt with the work 
now being carried on through the as­
sistance rendered by the various 
Women’s Societies, showing how well 
the money was spent and how great 
was the need for still more help, if the 
Christian Church was to fulfil Its du­
ties to the foreigners within onr 
gates. Touching upon the Alien prob­
lem, the rev. gentleman said it was of 
the greatest concern, both to the 
Church and the State. There were 
800,000 non-English speaking people 
in Canada, a large portion of whom 
came from Southern Europe. Many 
of them were living to themselves, 
and this constituted a serious menace 
to the future well-being of Canada. 
Lack of education facilities were 
one of the causes for this condition of 
things, 'in the Province of Alberta 
alone 900 schools were short of teach­
ers, and 15,000 alien children were 
without a teacher. That meant the 
children would preserve the ideas of 
their fathers and grow up In an at­
mosphere, the result of which will be 
the reaping of a whirlwind, unless it 
is immediately grappled with.

Very interesting was the descrip­
tion of work among the Orientals, and 
the heroism of self-sacrifice and de­
votion of the Missionaries’ wives, and 
of the nurses engaged in hospital work 
showed a loyalty to the King of Kings 
and to the State that may well he 
emulated by Christians everywhere.

The rev. gentleman Is a pleasing 
speaker, one of the best informed 
Canadians on the alien problem, gain 
ed by experience and study, and may 
be ranked as one of the leading states­
men of the Methodist Church of Cana­
da and Newfoundland.

The Only Fitting War Memorial.
Editor Evening Telegram 

Dear Sir:—It gave me great pleasure 
to read, in your issue of April 14th, a 
letter in support of the proposal to 
have the memorial which is to be rais­
ed in honor of Newfoundland’s soldiers 
take the phase of a university. I am 
sure that such a proposal will meet 
with unqualified approval from all our 
thinking people, and especially from 
all Newfoundlanders who have had the 
privilege of attending, or who have 
graduated from, a university, either in 
Canada or elsewhere.

There are hundreds of such gradua­
tes, whose early training has been re­
ceived in the schools and colleges of 
Newfoundland, and whose long-cher­
ished hope has been to see the birth j 
of a University of Newfoundland. Many 
said graduates have freely given their 
services, and their lives, to their coun­
try during the past war, and surely 
nothing could redound more to their 
honor, or harmonize more with their 
wishes, than such a memorial as has 
been suggested.

Our soldiers and sailors fought and 
died, not to win for themselves an in­
scription on some bronze or marble

almost insurmountable. I speak as 
one who has had experience of them. 
The highest education possible in 
Newfoundland at present is only suf­
ficient to kindle an ambition for more 
knowledge which the lack of facilities 
often succeeds in stifling. The young 
man who looks forward to a university 
career, either to fit himself for a high­
er station in life, or to develop the 
intellectual powers which he feels 
awakening within him, must pass 
years of slow waiting, until by strict 
economy he has saved enough to take 
him out of the country and to pay his 
way throulh college. A university at 
St. John’s, with a term arranged to 
favour those who were obliged to work 
during the summer months, either at 
fishing or other work, would eminently 
meet the needs of such a young man. 
Besides, there would be a much 
stronger incentive to him to remain 
in the country and help in its advance­
ment.

Again, the university extension ser­
vice—and, this ought to be an essential 
part of the university work—could be 
made to help the youth who wished to

Our boys, and girls 
as well, have an ardent desire for 
knowledge, and a will to overcome all 
obstacles in order to satisfy that de­
sire.

Many a young man who would like 
to have a better education than he 
possesses, but who now lacks means 
of obtaining it, could be helped by 
Correspondence courses. Outport 
teachers, especially, now condemned 
almost to starve intellectually for 
want of mental pabulum., would bene­
fit immensely by this means.

The project of establishing a Teàch 
er’s College, or Normal School, in 
connection with the university? is 
another very excellent idea. New­
foundland teachers, and scholars es­
pecially, have long enough suffered 
from inadequate knowledge of the best 
principles of teaching. It is high time 
that we depart from the antiquated 
systems—or lack of system—of qur 
grandfathers, and learn methods more 
scientific and efficient.

Our teachers have achieved great 
things with the slight amount of pro­
fessional training most of them now 
possess; what benefits would endure 
to the rising generation if this train­
ing/ could be increased and rendered 
more scientific!

Permit me to say, Mr. Editor, in 
closing, that I consider this project 
one of the best ever conceived in the 
interest of our country, and Its suc­
cess as necessary to the development 
of the only real assets that country— 
or any other—possesses.

Air Law—A.D. 1815.
First Actions Airmen Had to Fight
No there is no mistake about .the 

date. It is not meant for 1915. In the 
year 1815 a farmer named Pickering 
sued a certain Mr. Judd for crossing 
his land in a balloon and thereby—as 
he alleged—frightening his cattle.

The judge was the famous Lord 
Ellenborough, and he decided in fav­
our of the defendant There can, he- 
said, be no trespass in passing over 
another man’s land in a balloon.

Some years later, a similar case 
came up in India, and Mr. Justice 
Nprman gave a similar decision, say­
ing: “To interfere with the column 
of air superincumbent upon land is 
not a trespass.”

Yet both these decisions are against 
the earlier theory which was that a 
man who owned freehold owned It 
right up to the sky.

The next case of importance was 
not heard until the year 1912. Mr. 
Maurice Farman was then proprietor 
of an aerodrome at Buc, in France, and 
the fanners of the neighbourhood 
combined to bring an action against

him. They wished to prohibit^him or 
any of his pilots from flying at a less 
height than two hundred metres (656 
feet).
’ The grounds of their complaint 

were the noise made by the engines, 
which frightened their cattle and 
sheep, and did jthem damage.

Other makers. of aeroplanes allied 
themselves with Farmam to fight the 
case, which came on In June, 1912, 
and was won by the airmen.

The first actual legislation of our 
own Parliament in the matter of air­
craft was the temporary measure 
brought in by Mr. Winston Churchill 
j::st previous to King George’s coro­
nation. It was for the protection of 
the public against dangers arising 
from the navigation of aircraft,” and 
was meant to prevent rash airmen 
rom endeavouring to view the corona­

tion from their machines.

of her salt. The loss and gain in this 
instance will bear no comparison. 
When I Indented for 2 cargoes of salt 
I had not the least idea but that you 
would consider they were wanting for 
the present season, and doubted not 
but they would be sent out In good 
time. There is no excuse for the Gan­
net not being sent off from Liverpool 
with the same convoy as Mr. Gar­
land’s George. I am sorry that I feel 
myself under the necessity of making 
such unpleasant remarks, and I hope 
you will excuse me for so doing when 
you Consider how very perplexing it 
is to be disappointed in a business of 
this kind in our supply of such a 
principle article, and that Is is 
the importance of our being always 
is my wish (by representing to you 
kept well supplied with salt) to en 
deaviour to prevent a like disappoint­
ment from happening in future.

The Cosmopolite with Capt. Samuel 
Pattick on board, whom I shipped at 
£6 per month (the same wages he 
had with 81 eat and Reed till Fall 1815 
as schooner master, sailmaker, fish- 
culler or anything else as ordered for 
the good of the voyage, etc.) is gone 
for Carbonear or St. John’s for from 
150 to 180 hhds. of salt with which 
hope she will return in a day or two, 
as there is no knowing when the Gan­
net may arrive. It is rather fortunate 
for us that the other houses are short 
of salt too. Sleat and Reid's house 
have been long since applying to St.

' in 430 qtls. new fish, and we have as 

much more in the store ; and I expect 
she will sail by the 12th inst. I shall 
direct the Captain to call for orders 
off,Porto Bar or Lisbon, according as 
the winds may answer when on that 
coast, and to return here with a cargo 
of salt. If she goes to the former 
place it will be to the address of Mc­
Mahon and Foster, and If to the latter, 
Garland & Co. I have heard nothing 
from the Swallow since she sailed for 
the French Shore, and am much 
afraid that the fishery has been 
successful in that quarter.

Fishery Reports.
In our Bay and as far to the north­

College Extension.
The Initial work of the College Bi­

tension Campaign hits been well or­
ganized during the past week, and all 

„ the committees are beginning to fln-1 
their work; and after a while the en­
tire machinery of the enterprise will 
be in fall operation. This movement 
is one that all our people, of all 
classes, will watch with interest; and 
every citizen who believes in the im­
provement of St. John’s will extend 
his sympathy to its success. But the 
movement is wider than St. John's, 
and is intended for the benefit of the 
whole Dominion, and it will establish 
a bond of unity with many of our peo­
ple, which otherwise could not be ef­
fected. Therefore, to make the most 
of this opportunity, the committee in 
general, or we had perhaps better 
say, the executive, have begun their 
work with excellent system; and 
while each department will push its 
own special work, due care has been 
taken, so as to avoid anything like 
overlapping. It is meant to begin 
well, for “well begun is half done.”

When we bear in mind that this 
movement is for the cause of Educa­
tion, we at once see its importance, 
and begin to comprehend its worth. 
Much has been done by all the relig­
ious denominations towards the pro­
motion of education, and many good 
and worthy men have devoted their 
lives to its welfare. They were en­
thusiasts in their calling, and were 
masters in what they did. Devoted 
and holy women have also left their 
impress upon this great cause, and in 
their ranks to-day are to be found a 
noble army of valiant teachers. These 
teachers mould the thought of the 
scholars, and they rank next to the 
clergy in the importance of their 
calling.

The present age owes a big debt of 
gratitude to those who were instru­
mental in bringing our educational 
system up to its present status; and 
one of the best means of expressing 
this gratitude is by adopting the most 
up-to-date facilities for the further­
ance of the work.

Ladies’ Blouses Made
From Sour Milk.

Remarkable Work of French Scien­
tists.

If one or two discoveries which 
have been made during the last 
twelve months develop along possible 
lines, we ought to see some interest­
ing fashion notes in a few years’ 
time. Fancy taking up a morning 
paper and reading a society para­
graph to the effect that “Lady X. 
looked very chic in a tailor-made 
costume ot fine-spun wood, with a 
sour-milk blouse, trimmed with very 
dainty yeast buttons.”

Of course, it sounds utterly ridicu­
lous, yet such a thing has passed be­
yond the realm ot fancy; in a few 
years it may be an accomplished fact.

Two celebrated French scientists 
recently exhibited sets ot under-gar­
ments made entirely, material and 
buttons alike, from sour milk. These 
men found that when they pressed 
the curds and dried them in the open 
air, they had left a grey, putty-llke 
substance.

This they treated with acetone, a 
chemical distilled from wood, with 
the result that they obtained two new 
substances, one a hard material from 
which they could cut buttons, and so 
on, and the other a soft material 
which they could draw out into fine 
silky threads. The weaving ot these 
threads into a soft fabric was a sim­
ple matter.

Formerly one of the big waste pro­
ducts ot the brewing industry was the 
spent yeast. A small amount ot it 
was handed over to the baker and a 
larger amount was utilized for the 
purpose of making soup tablets and 
other patent foods..
