An unsound currency,thatis, a cur-
Tency not sound as it might be, is Mr.
Rose's apology for broaching a finan-

ial scheme which in the main is nei-
ther more nor less than_an abortion.
Punch .once offered a piece of advice
to persons about to marry ; it was con-
tained in the very.emphatic word
“Don’ts” and-if Mr. Rose heed a
imilar admonition with regard to
pressing his new bill ke will do well.

The Finance Minister has borrow-
ed an idea from the neighbouring re-
public; he purposes basing the curren-
¢y on the national credit. The chart-
ers of the banks, as they at present ex-
ist are to be swept away, and as Am-
erican bankers purchase bonds to with-
in a fraction of their circulation, so
Canadian bankers must invest their
gold in debentures; and then they
will be furnished with bills similar
in all respect, except in the names of
the different corporations which are
responsible for their redemption. The
questions that first arise are, has so
much calumity resuited from the cir-
culation resting on the- credit of pri-
vate individuals that old institutions
should be wholly overthrown, a finan-
cial system which has long existed
blotted out,’and an entircly new era
inaugurated ? ~ Has the evils which
attended the old system more than
counterbalanced its advantages? —
Would it be better o have the securi-
ty offered by Mr. Rose’s scheme, with
its inflexibility,than such safety as we
are now afforded with the power to
expand circulation when the exigen-
cies of trade rquire it.  There is no
doubt the country has lost by the fail-
ure of Banks, two having gone down
within a slort period ; but these banks
had done good service in their day,
and the loss their stoppage entailed
on the public did not near equal the
disadvantage that would be sustained,
and that continually, by the rigidity
of money did the new bill become law.
It is true that a governmen: is not
likely so eoon to become insolvent as
a corporation of a few individuals, but
to cite the example of the States as a
reason why the present banking sys-
tem should be annihilated is not com-
plimentary or even just to the morali-
ty of Canada. Why, before the Na-
tional Bank was instituted in theU.S.it
might almost be said that there w
a bank in every township, and as they
were establislied without capital and
without regurd for the public interests
it was no wonder that failures should
be of almost daily occurrence. Nor
have our friends yet surmounted the
