New York, Oot. 8.—Dele ■ Cuifar, ci 
Jersey City,one of the wealthiest capitalists 
of New Jersey, has been adjudged bank­
rupt.

Paris, Oct. 9.—A meeting of the mem­
bers of Externe Left of the Assembly was 
held yesterday, the session of which was 
very inharmonious. Among those pres 
ent were M.M. Gambetta, Cremienx, and 
Challemel Lacour. A number of letters 
from various Provinces were read, ex­
pressing strong aversion to the establish 
ment of a monarchy—an aversion which 
is daily increasing.

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More Tampering with Members.
Dr. Sçhultz, M.P., for Lisgar, Mani­

toba, \tà5 ôhô of the members who 
signed the memorial to the Governor - 
General against prorogation, but on the 
pu me evening he attended the dinner 
given by the Ministers to celebrate their 
questionable victory. Since then it is 
reported he has secured two contracts 
from the Government, directly in the 
face of the Independence of Parliament 
Act. The first is that for supplying the 
provisions needed along the Dawson 
route, which was announced as given to 
him and Dr. Brown. The second is one 
which is now being ventilated by the 
Manitoba newspapers. It seems that 
the Doctor, who is described as always 
having a keen eye to his own interests, 
started a brickyard, but the clay not 
being of the right kind the quality of the 
bricks was very poor and they would not 
sell, as another yard which turned out a 
first-class article had also been started. 
The Government came to the relief and 
purchased 200,000 of the bricks at $15 
per thousand for the public buildings 
which are about to be erected in Winni­
peg. The Free Press, the Opposition 
journal, says no one there would give 
more than $7.50 for the bricks, so that 
{Schultz’s profit on the transection would 
be $1,500 ; but the Gazette, a Ministerial 
organ, has a still worse opinion of the 
bricks, and suggests that the Government 
should compromise with Schultz, take 
the bricks at $2 to $3 per thousand, 
break them up and put them on the 
roads, as they were fit for nothing else. 
The public will be interested to knowhow 
many more such contracts have been 
m de with members since the late proro­
gation, and how many of those who will 
assemble at Ottawa on the 23rd, will 
vote with commissions or written pro­
mises of appointments in their pockets. 
The Pope McDonald letter and this brick 
contract are, we are afraid, not excep­
tional cases, but only samples of the 
manoeuvring which the postponing of 
the meeting of Parliament was intended 
to afford time for. In for a penny in for 
a pound. The Ministry seem determined 
that the corruption which saved them by 
the skin of their teeth at last election, 
and has kept them in their place ever 
since, shall continue to be their main 
staff of reliance.—Witness.

Newfoundland.
An election is pending in Newfound­

land, and from the addressee of the 
various candidates it seems that Con­
federation is again one of the chief 
questions at issue. The Premier of the 
Province, Hen. F. C. Bennet, is out 
strongly against Union, and alleges as 
the reason cf his opposition to coming 
into closer relationship with the Domi­
nion that our Government is “ the most 
corrupt in the world.” As the Bennet 
Government have as a rule administered 
the affairs of the Islanders to their satis­
faction, it is to be inferred that in the 
contest now imminent they will succeed 
without difficulty in retaining their ma­
jority. In such an event the question of 
Union in Newfoundland will again be 
cae-t aside, and the completion of the 
British American Confederacy indefi­
nitely postponed. There is very little 
hope of tbe triumph of Bennet's oppo­
nents under the circumstances. The 
finances of the little Province are in a 
latisfactory condition, the people lightly 
taxed and in a more than usually flourish­
ing state. In such a case Newfound­
landers are very apt to adopt ‘ the rest 
and be thankful’ policy and * let well 
enough alone.’ And especially are they 
likely to do so with this country laboring 
under the stigma of the greatest scandal 
of modern times.

on Saturday,from his castie of Frohsdorf,
Lower Austria, and it is stated will issue 
a manifesto this week. The friends of 
the Monarchy seem confident of success, 
while the upholders of the Republic ap­
pear fully alive to the momentousness of 
the great issue now before the country. 
They are redoubling their efforts to dé­
bat the Monarchists, and by petitions to 
wavering Deputies, opposing Ministerial 
candidates, etc., are doing their utmost 
to strengthen their position. It is to be 
hoped the crisis will pass over without 
civil war or bloodshed, and that the Re­
public may be preserved. The Bonapar­
tiste, it will be seen by the telegrams, 
had made arrangement for the enroll­
ment of persons desirous to form a Bo­
naparte League, but the authorities have 
forbidden the carrying out of the pro­
ject. What part Deputies cf this stripe 
will take in the pending crisis is not 
very clear. Their own cause looks quite 
hopeless, and they can only hope to af­
fect the issue by taking cne side or the 
other. They many consider an alliance 
with the Monarchists to secure the suc­
cess ol the latter advantageous to them­
selves as affording another chance for 
their cause in the downfall which the 
lessons of history give too much reason 
to expect probably awaits the renewed 
setting up of Monarchy, in France. On 
the other hand such a course might 
deepen their unpopularity and diminish 
the slight hold they have still left upon 
the nation.

Changes of opinion are very frequent 
in France, and as there are still some 
weeks before a final decision can be taken 
there is fair opportunity for the friends 
of the Republic to evoke such an ex­
pression of national feeling in their fa­
vour as may fairly secure them the sup­
port of the wavering members of the As­
sembly, and overawe thèse who are too 
eager for monarchial restoration.

Grand Openijpr of Show Rooms
AT

Language ofthb Cable.—A Newfound­
land correspondent describes, in the col­
umns of a contemporary, how messages 
are transmitted and received through the 
Atlantic cable : An operator sits at a 
table in a room very slightly darkened 
by curtàins. On his left hand stands a 
little instrument named the “reflecting 
galvanometer,” an invention of Sir Wil­
liam Thompson, without whiffi Atlantic 
telegraphy would be a slow process, not 
exceeding two or three words per minute, 
instead of eighteen or twenty, the pres­
ent rate. This delicate instrument con­
sists of a tiny magnet and a small mirror 
swinging on a silk thread, the two to­
gether weighing but a few grains. The 
electric current, passing along the cable 
from Valencia, deflects the magnet to and 
fro. The mirror reflects a spot of light 
on to a scale in a box placed on the op­
erator’s right hand, where, bj its oscil­
lations, the spot of light indicates the 
slight movements of the magnet, which 
are too small to bo directly seen. The 
little swinging magnet follows every 
change in the received current ; and 
every change great or small, produces a 
corresponding oscilliation of the spot of 
light on the scale. A code of signals is 
arranged by which the movements of the 
spot of light are made to indicate the let­
ters of the alphabet. When receiving a 
message from Valencia the operator 
watches the movement of the light speck, 
which keeps dancing about over the scale 
on his right. To his practised eye each 
movement of the spot of light represents 
a letter of the alphabet, and its seeming­
ly fantastic motions are spelling out the 
intelligence which the pulsings of the el­
ectric current are transmitting between 
the two hemispheres. It is truly marvel­
lous to note how rapidly the experienced 
operator disentangles these irregular os­
cillations of the little speck of light into 
the letters and words which they repre-
