THE OPIUM TRADE.

THE OPIUM RING.

Work of a Big Sy What the Re
Oflicers at Detroit Have Accompliskied.

Derrerr, March 14.—Referring to the
arrest of R, A, West for smuggling opium,
District-Attorney . Black said  to-day:
““There . is .a huge s{ndicate engaged m
smugglifg opium, It is possible that
West’s arrest will develop a large-sized
sénsation, - The opium was shipped from
Vancouver island to S8t. Thomas, Ont.,
where it is claimed that West. teok charge
of it, had it shipped to Windsor and
stored in an . old shed, and brough? it
across the Detroit river in'a baat.  Evi-
dence to support- this charge was laid
before the commissioner to-day. The
opium was shipped from here to California
in boxes variously labelled. The reason
for incurring the great expeunditure ‘inci-
dent to the shipment is appavent in view
of the fact that the dulyis $10 a pound.

It is thought that the syndicate for
which West was the regular agent has de-
frauded the government out of millions of
dollars of duty. Suspicion was first ex-
cited in California by the sudden cessation
of attempts to smuggle opiuin into that
state. It was learned that ‘large quanti-
tibs were being shipped to Canada and the
auathorities here *were notified- and are
elated over their great catch. The author-
ities are somewhat mystified over the
receipt of a dispateh from the special trea-
sury agent at San Francisco, reading as
follows: ‘‘Stop all orders to arrest and
watch closely. « Another large consign-
ment of opium is on'the way to St. Thomas
from Victoria, B. C.” This dispatch leads
them to doubt if they have acted wisely
in arresting West. )

SNOWED UP.

The east-bound passenger train on the
Central Pacific railroad was detained
several days at Golfax by the snow. On
the train were John Mackay and W. J.
Westerfield: Word was sent from San
Francisco for the snowplows to be sent
forward. The Nevada party wanted to
go through with the plows, but weré not
allowed to do\so, as that was against
orders. Mr. Mackay then .sent to San
Francisco offering 1,000 to be allowed to
go with his party with the snowplows.
The offer was accepted and word was
wired back from the C. P. oflice for the
engineer to take the party and turn the
$1,000 over to the railroad hotel at Colfax
to be devoted to feeding the needy pas-
sengers snowed in there.

Mr. Mackay and the party before part-
ing established themselves as a committee
and soon h d up the p gers there
who were in need of assistance, They
were all housed and free grub provided
for at least ten days. One poor woman
on the train, a Mrs. Matthews with two
children, bound for Omahs, was wanting
for the necessaries of life when the
went thmnih the train. She had never
mentioned her condition to any of the
passengers, and her two children were
really suffering from hunger. Senators
Westerfield and Wiliiams gave the woman
$20 apiece, and Black Wallace purchased
clothes for the children. . Mackay found
three’ other poor women on the train and
gave them $100 each. The recipients of
the charity cried like children, and the
scenes on the train are described as very
affecting.
