1, thus bringing: the wages to 50 cents

Breéwery workmen get an adviance
of 810 .per. week and a rgduction of
2% hours per week.

Iron mioulders and - core makers
have gained Saturday afternoon the
year around and 15 eents per day ad-
vance 'in wages. ;

1t is not certain how 'the catastrophe
occurréd. - The pier was® being built
by the Baltimorg Bridge company, and
the McLean Comtracting company,” for
the Baltimore 'and Ohio -railrosad, and
was to have been used by the steamers
of the Johnson lne. It was a. two
storey sructure, 930 feet long, about
500 feet of which was-on dand. The
water end was built upon piles, upon
which a thick bed of 'conerete was
14id, and above this rose ‘the super-
structure ‘of steel. The water section
of the pier was approaching -com-
pletion and was under a roof. This
section: was separated from the land
end by a heavy fire« wall of masenry.
This' morning cracklings were ‘heard
and the workmen were.called to places
of safety. Just as many of them were
struggling 'through the doors in the
fire wall this collapsed, and with 430
feet of the water end of the ‘pier
plunged into thel harbor carrying a
number. of men with it,

Elender, the dead civil engineer,
who was acting as superintendent for
the Mcl.ean Contracting company, lost
his life-in an effort to warn the men
of their danger. His body was re-
covered. ~Police,’ firemen and - others
including Mayor E. Clay Timanus, Te-
sponded. quickly to the calls for help,
and everything possible was. done. to
aid the injured and to recover the bod-
ies of the dead.

At the pier adjoining -the wrecked
structure was moored the North Ger-
man Lloyd steamer, Cassel, and an
board of her were a large number of
immigrants. The immense wave that
followed the plunge 'of the new pier
into the water lifted the Cassel high
in. the air,-dashed her against her pier
and crushed it badly, tore the steam-)
er from heér moorings and ecast her
adrift. The immigrants were for a
short time-in a state bordering on
panic, and ‘two of them jumped over-
beard, but were rescued. The Nep-
tune line steamer Ripon was also torn
from the dock where she was moored,
as was also the Norwegian seamer
Fortuna, loaded with steel rails. Her
wire hawsers snapped ‘like ‘twine. The
harbor is narrow where the accident
occurred, and the wave and :ts Te-
bound from the opposite - shore cast
a number of smaller vessels adrift
and caused much confusion for a time.

WINERS INPRISONED
 BY INFLOW ufg WATER

Doubt Whether Rescue Party
Wili Be Able to- Reach
Them.in Time

Johnstown,: Pa., - April 27. ~— Seven
miners have been imprisoned in Mine
No. 38. of the ‘Berwind White Coal Co.,
at Foustwell, near this city, since yes-
terday aftermoon, by a flood of water
caused by an inflow from an abandoned
working. :

it was supposed the entire party had
perished, but late this afternoon sig-
nals were exchanged between the en-
tombed men and the rescuers by means
of rapping on a water pipe.

Tonight, however, the rapping from
within the.mine has ceased, and it is
feared the men are dead from drown-
mg: or suffocation.

Some of the optimistic rescuers be-
lieve the men have crawled to the air-
shaft, which is situated near the roof,
and- that thig accounts for the failure
to signal further.

There are acres of water in the
mine, however, and the work of rescue
is necessarily slow. It is belleved to-
night that it will be at least several
days before the water is pumped out,
and hopes for the entombed men have
almost been' abandoned.

Through sbme mistake, it is said, the
accident was caused by a blast being
fired” in the thin wall which divided
mine No. 88 from an old working
which was filled with water.

The accident happened. some tinde
yesterday, but it did not become known
until this: aftérnoon. No official ad-
vices were then received, and that -an
accident occurred was discovered only
when the families of the entombed
miners congregated about the shaft.

His Honor, the Lieutenant=Governor
has been notified by the Secretary of
State that General Kuroki, represent-
ing the Emperor of Japan, will arrive
in this city in the course of a few
days, and he has been requested to
extend to him 'such official courtesies
as the general’s stay in the city will
permit.

“ALLEGED INTERVIEWS"”

The Colonist has grown just a little
tired of the insolent meanness of the
Paily Times. It does not care to en-
gage in controversies, and time and
again it has permitted things to pass,
which might very properly have called
' for severe condemnation. It has done so
because it believes its readers are not
greatly .concérned jn altercations be-
tween newspapers.  But sometimes
‘patience ceases to be a virtue, and it
has just for the present. ILast even-
ing the Times exhibited a spirit, of the
 most dishonorable kind. It had the in-
deceney to assert that the Colonist has
printed “alleged interviews” for the
purpose of creating a false impression
as to the status of ‘the school site on
the Indian reserve. We trust the day
will never come when the. Colonist will
feel itself called upon to make a def-
ence against a. charge involving such
_utter dishonesty as the Times attrib-
‘utes to it. Our regret is I%bl' ly on ac-
‘count. of the conitemptible Conception
. ot journalism,’ which our éVening’con-
_temporary seems to have. On several
3 ‘Qtfme, s recently we have had abundant
\dg:nce that the Times considers it

¢ 'zo quite the usual and correct thing
on the part of a newspaper to lend
‘jts columns to misrepresentation and
to the advancement of personal in-
terests to the detriment of the public,
It has demonstrated over and over

again that it does not appreciate what|

shonor is. It is hastening to place
itself outside of the pale of ' decent
- nalism. The reason is plain enough.
It finds itself g9 hopelessly out-class-
ed in evrythin? that goes td make up
a newspaper, that it seeks to vent its
" spleen in miserable insinuations. In
so doing, it is careless of the fact that
in endeavoring to besmirch the name
of the Colonist, it is bringing the noble
profession of Tnewspaper work: into
disrepute. This is exceedingly _un-
fortuhate. At a time when the - two
daily papers of Victoria ought to stand
" together in advocating the interests of
‘the city, that ill-advised ‘sheet is en-
deavoring to create the impression that
self-respect in ~ newspapers is an
unheard of thing. . We . tell it
what it = - apparentlys -does ' not
know, or 'if it cever did- has
utterly forgotten, that there 'is suchy
a thing as honor in the conduct of a
newspaper, and that ‘no decent journal
would think of stooping to the tactics,
which it is so fond of attributing to
others. Whence it obtained its ideas
ot journalism we do not know. They
must have been evolyed from its in-
ner consciousness.. We repeat that we
regret more than we can say that the
Times has sunk so.low. The absolute
indecency of what it suggests ought to
make it feel ashamed, if shame has
any part in its make-up. i

THE SESSION

i The session of the legislature,
which has just closed, has been a
very businesslike one. We shall not
undertake this morning to comment
upon .the measures, which have been
passed, for the reason that to do so
with any degree of usefulness requires
that we should analyze the various
bills to which His Honor, the Lieu-
tenant-Governor, gave  his _assent.
This can be dene to better advantage
after we have had time to examine
them with some degree of thorough-
ness.

We think that we can congratulate
both sides of the House upon the in-
dustry that has been displayed. There
has been little or no loss of time,
and nothing that could be called ob-
struction. The discussions have on
the whole been carried on twith good
taste and without the engendering of
any party bitternesa. The tone of
the House has been good, and we feel
that we can congratulate the prov-
ince upon the general ability of the
gentlemen, who were elected last
January.

As time passes it will probably beé
found that the most important meas-
ure of the session was that relating
to the endowment of the University.

! This is a great ‘stride in the right
direction. Its effects will be perma-
néntly felt. The establishment of a
court of appeal is another measure
which will characterize the session.

We took occasion at the time to
speak in hearty terms. of approval
of the spirit with which the mem-
bers of the House:discussed the budg-
st. There was some sharp criticism
on the part of the Opposition, but no
more than was quite excusable, even
though it was completely answered
by the gowvernment. It is the duty
of the Opposition to eriticize, and it
cannot be said that they overstepped
the mark or displayed any great par-
tizan feeling. In regard to the ob-

The Times says ,that “presently the

The man, who will
wait until rail connection with the
Mainland is ‘absolutély meeded before
taking steps towards providing, it,
would be worse than a’' demagogue or
a dreamer. He would be exceedingly

some of themu
When a°mewspaper places ﬁaeu upon
a pinnacle of superior wisdom as one)
contemporary has .done, we always like
to show the public just exactly howj
wise it really is.. ‘Among the people,
whose example the Colonist has been
endeavoring in its humble way to
emulate we note, first, Marcus Smith
C. E., the greatest of all the engineers,
who ever did practical work in the field
for the Canadian Pacific Railway. He
was the first man to urge that this
connection was a vital oné to_the suc-
cess of transcontinental railway build-
ing in Canada in connection with
trans-Pacific commerce, . Sir Sandford
Fleming is .another one of them. He
was forced by political considerations
to recommend a line for the Canadian
| Pacific, which he did not favor.per-
sonally, but in /his report he spoke of
eonnection with this Island as somes
thing that would be necessary as the
country developed. These two dema-
gogues and impractieal dreamers .ven-
tured to -express their opinions over
thirty years ago.. Fortunately for their.
reputation, the Victoria Dajly Times
was not then published, or they might
bave-been put-in the class in which
we_ now learn they properly belong.
The next one of this unhappy lot,
Wwhose name we recall, was the -late
Hon. Robert ‘Dunsmauir./ He was S0
great a demagogué and so much of an
impractical dreamer that he actually
formed a company to establish this
very connection. TUnhappily he also
was without the guardianship of our
esteemred .contemporary. - There. were
many wothers in the . samé category,
whose ‘names " we will pass over, and
‘will . mention next that well-known
dreamer of idle dreams, Mr. R. P. Rith-
et.  Mr. Rithet is- a sinner.in .this re-
spect without excuse. because he has
had the light of the Times to guide hid
feet into lines. that are practical
Then, again passing over divers and
sundry others, we come to those two
rank demagogues and dreamers of im-
| possible things, William Mackenzie and
Donald D. Mann. They thought, fool-
ishly  enough, that . this connectioms
ought to have been established .sev-
eral years ago, and were unwise
enough to be willing to put up their
own money and whatever else they
could raise for the purpose, to estab-
lish it. There are others, but we pass

Laurier. e was so absolutely absurd,
so utterly Impractical as to say some
n,v? op six years ago that we ought
ot to be content with a ferry to the
d, but should have a bridge.
Then there were those twe idle dream-
were appointed to the Royal Com-
mission on Transportation because of
their impracticality apd fondness for
silly dreams. They thought themat-
ter was of such importance two years
ago that they strongly recommended
its thorough investigation by the gov-
ernment. Last but not least we have
that demagogue apd _ impractical
dreafner, Mr. William Templeman, with
whom perhaps the Times may be ac-
quainted, who wrote to a citizen of
Victoria . early in 1908 that he hoped
Messrs. Smith and Sloan would  take
occasion . during the 'session. of that
yvear -to bring up the recommendation
of the Commission on Transportation
and urge it upon the attention of the
overnment. Therefore if the Colon-
ist’ has to be content to be - classed
with the demagogues and impractical
dreamers, .it will be in very good com-
pany.
_“Our contemporary’s great error con-
sists in the fact that it does not real-
ize what is.going on in Canada, nor
how long a time it takes to Dbring
about a great public work like that
for which we are agitating. If there
was never going to.be anything more
in the way of railways than what we
have ‘now, it would-be rank folly to
argué for a railway ferry or a bridge
to the Mainland. But - events are
moving with tremendous speed. Be-
fore we realize it the whole transpor-
tation . position will be altered, and if
Vietoria and Vancouver Island are to
derive their due “share of the benefits
resulting from the change there is not
a day to be wasted In getting ready to
take advaatage of them. When we
say that our contemporary does not
realize what is going on, we do not
mean that it is ignorant as to current
events, but only that it has not taken
the trouble to think out what these
events imply.

The position of the Colonist has been
simply that the recommendation: of
the Transportation Commission, which
called for an exhaustive survey and
exploration, should be at once acted on.
What we all want is all the knowledge
available upon the means whereby we
can secure the best possible connec-
tion with “the plains of Alberta,” to
quote the Transportation Commission.
Such a ‘claim is not that of a dema-
gogue or an impractical dreamer. It is
the logical and wholly reasonable out-
come. of the action of the federal gov-
ernment. We have not succeeded in
inducing any of our representatives
either at Victoria or Oftawa to make
any public demand to this end, but we
are very glad to‘be able to say that
our efforts have not been wholly fruit-
less. We believe there Is at ‘last a
prospect of something being done very
soon.

GENERAL KUROKI

In a few days General Kuroki will
reach Victoria. He is en route to
Jamestown where he is to represent
Japan. Victoria will, we believe, be
the only point in Canada where he' will
stop, ‘and it seems eminently fitting
that something should be done in his
honor as the representative of our
neighbor and ally. The Japanese of
the city have perfetted their arrange-

nearly every people has drifted from
the conception of a spiritual power
supreme above the material; for it
ig also true that #n  proportion as
peoples, modern as well as afcient,
have fallen away from this thought
and from the obligations and prac-
tices, which it necessitates, they have
lost in national strength and perman-
ence.

The vast area in Asia, which lies
east of what is called the Pamir Pla~
teau, sometimes spoken of as “the
Roof of the World,” and its extension,
the Tien-Shan mountains, north of the
Himalayas, south of the Altal moun-
tains and west of the ranges in which
the great rivers of China take their
rise, is one of -the little known parts
of the world. It includes Tibef and
the western part of the Chinesef Em-
pire. It is a vast plateau, the most
elevated continuous region i the
world; its alfitude for the most part
varying from 9,000 to 17,000 feet 'in
height, but with a great depression to
the east, where the altitude 'does not
exceed 3,000 feet. .Its area is’ approxi-
mately 2,600,000 square miles, and

sea. 'The water is re,moVed by evap=
oration .only, 'and the '‘probability 1is
that-most of them are brackish. The
population, of all this vast area I8
for the most part nomadic. The num-
ber of inhabitants, including Tibet, is
estimated to be . about 40,000,000, of
whom - about 4,000,00 are credited to
that country. Nedrly all the region is
nominally under the rule of China, the
refhainder being more or less ‘a part
of the Russian Empire, although east-
ern Turkistap yet clalms to be inde-
pendent. Lines of deémarcation are not
very closely drawn f{h this isolated
part of the world, and many of jthe
tribes really’ do ’not “admit the sov-
ereignty of any ruler.” Daubtless the
country possesses great  mineral
wealth, although very little is known
on 'the subject.'

‘In the’interior of the Em-
pire are stalwart tribes, who wunder
proper ‘leadership might accomplish as
great things as were done under the
eonquerors named above., “The great
plateau, of which we ha.vé been speak-~
ing, has kept the. Chinese largely to
themselves. They have not felt equal
to. the task of .spreading westward.
For that -reason it may be said to have
had an ‘exceedingly fmportant bex;ring
upon the?political history of the world.
If the hived-up millions,
nearer the sea, had beén the kind of
men, who of ;thei‘rf’os}jn accord would
overcomeé the’ difficulties presented. by
western migration, the histery of the
world’ would have been very different
from what*ft' idS" Been.

If may not
be rapid, any ntore than the progress
of a glacier is rapid, but it will be as
certain and relentless as the latter.

- Roosevelt’s Future

The can-
vass was mnot complete when the
statement was made, but it was plain
that President Roosevelt was strong-
er than ever with .the men .whose
favor ‘nas made: him  Président, and
would, . perhaps,- do so again, yemarks
a writer in the.Toronto Mail and Em«
pirve. dn. gnother year. the parties wild:

The problem of ‘deeently and profit-

{ably disposing”of its' ex-Presidents is

an interesting one with ~tne United
States: - 'Nine of them out of ten may
be expected to finish -their term of of-
fice when ' they are yet strong and ac-
tive, and capable of giving the State
their yery best  service. ~Custom de=-
bars them from coatinuing as Presi-
dent, angl a haif-dozen reasons keep
them from: remaining in public life as
subordinates. It- has happened that
sudden death has made tne problem
an' academical one in the past thirty
years or 8o, although it was practical
as far as Cleveland was concerned.
Cleveland, however . had no such
hold om the affections of the people as
Roosevelt.  'What happened to him
was a matter of relatively 'smali im-
portance. Tne President now  enjoys
the affection and admiration of the
plain. people in a greater extent than
any - President. jn history. He has
made plenty of enemies, but for each
a. dozen friends have.  sprung up.  to
take his place., He .has done nothing
to offend the rank and file .of Demo-
crats, and that party having been so
bedeviled by bad leadership for the
past. few years, it has liitle ! enthu-
siasm for any particular politician of!
its own. stripe. It is .boldly asserted
that Roosevelt could poll one-third of
the. Deémogratic, - wotes . .in the  Unifed
States. . . Naturally.thew, the Tuture

There can be no doubt that Pres-
ident Roosevelt ecould have any of
thege posts if he cared to make the
rignt kind of a deai for the one he
It seems almost certain that a
Roosevelt man will: get the nomina-
tion of .the Republican Party, if
Roosevelt himself refuses to make a
play for it. For the sake of his: en-
dorsation the prospective ' candidate
would be glad enough to hand any
lesser plum.to: his patron. At the mo~
ment the likellest successor to Theo-
dore Roosevelt is Wililam Taft, Seere-
tary of War, and formerly Governor of
the Pnilippines. The President @ has
made no secret of his great regard for
Taft; and the other day his son-in-
law, Congressman Longworth, an-
nounced publicly that he was for Taft
for President. Taft is a man of the
strenuous Réosevelt school, and ig ex-
pected to carry out the Roosevelt pro-
gramme with reference to the “inter-
osts,” 'as they are'called: He will stand
for the “Square Deal”

Taft, however, ' 'nas plenty of rivais,
if, not in the estéem of the President,
then among the politicians in his own
party. Senator Penrose, . of Pennsyl-
vania; Senator Foraker, of Ohio, and
Senator XKnox, .of Pennsylvania, are.
the most prominent, not to mention
Vice-President . - Fairbanks, Speaker
Cannon, and Elihu Root, the ablest of
them all, who is not mentioned
prominently as & possibility = in this
respect. Senatar Knox: was a member
of the:. Cabinet:pefore he resigned to
enter the Senate; and ne ig rather .a
“favorite of the Presfdent’s, Were it
Fiot for Taft, and the fact that Senator
Endx eomes from the Stats where the
machine element has become a Te-
préach, he might be the Presidént’s
nominee; Sengtors Penrose 'and For-
‘gker are considered anti-Roosevelt
men, and may be sald to represent the
traditional Republican sentiment  of
high protection and general conserva-
tism. Taey are equally opposed to the
radicaiism of the. present administra-
tioh. The- latter IS considered the suc-
cessor to- Mark Hanna, and no doubt
inherited, with the toga, Senator Han-
na’s deep distrust of Rooseveltisim.
These men are now drawing together
for a great political fight, which will
probably make one of them the next
President of the United States.

In Victoria
harbor and the Arm-a good -many fish
have been taken lately. ~When fish-
ing for trout at Poiat Ellice B. Nason
hooked on a big spring.salmon, and
after a hard strugglé landed him.

There is too much water in '@ the
Cowichan river yet, but’ the lake is
better. .Although no very large bask-
ots~have beeg taken nearly all visitors
have taken few.

Demand for Rolling Stock Increases
Rapidly and Railways Cannot
Secure Supply
’

\ “Why do not the business men Jf
Victoria take -advantage of the op-
portunity that offers for the establish-
ment of a car-building works?” is a
guestion that has been asked many
times lately by people who are in
touch with  public affairs and have
watched the constantly increasing de-
mand for cars on ,all the CTanadian
railways.. The various raiiways .of
the country have been going ahead
extending their lines in all directions,
regardless of how they were going to
equip them, until things have reached
such a stage thit, 'in thée 'public inter-
est and to . enable the railways to
handle the business
additions’ must be made to their rell-
ing stock. ]

Particularly is this so in the three
prairie provinces, where conditions at
present are almost intolerable. Along
the main line of the Canadian Pacific,
for example, may be ~seen grain in
bags. piled on the. station® platforms,
where it has lain since last fail, owing
to the inability of the railway to pro-
vide cars in which to ship it. Condi-
tions, are even worse along the lines
of the Capadian Northern, and ‘mil-
lions and millions. of bushels of grain
are held at interic}r points because
the railways, owing to lack of cars,
have been unable to handle the busi-
ness_offering. :

Cannot Buy Cars

Naturally the peopie affected blame
the railways, but the companies say
they cannot be held responsible, for
they would be only too glad to buy
cars enough to handle the traffic if
they ‘could only find someone to sell
and deliver the cars to -them. The
Canadian Pacific and - the Canadian
Northern, as well as the Grand Trunk
in Ontario, have orders placed for
thousands of cars, but they cannot
se¢ure deilvery -of ‘them, for every
shop in the country  is flooded with
orders and cannot begin to supply the
demand. Little if any relief can be
expected from the American shops, far
they are quite as busy as ‘those in
Canada. As matters now stand, there
is little prospect of the railways being
able to properly equip their lines . for
several years to come, even if they
were not to build another mile of
track for the next few  years. But
these railways must keep exgendlng
their systems to keep pace with the
growth: of the country, even though
these extensions do further tax their
resources in the matter of supplying
equipment. Then there is the Grand
Trunk Pacific. . Railway,. being  built,
which must be equipped, and that ‘in
the very near future, besides which
other railways are planned and’' some
are even now actuaily in construetion
in the prairie provinces, Just how
.great is the cost of equipping a rail-
way may -be gathered from the fact
that,'the Grand Trunk Pacific’s first
order for rolling stock will amount to
$5,000,000, and this will be merely a
start in the .amount that will be re}
quired before the road is° ready for
operation. ; 3

We would then be turning our own
raw material into the finished articie
right in “our own midst and getting'
the whole benefit out of their develop-

“One thing that strikes me about
the car-building industry in general
is .its great possibilities. @~'We are’as
yet only on the fringe of railway de-
velopment in Canada, and the fac-
tories cannot supply the roads now in
existence with cars. The great prairie
couhtry is extending and expanding
every day, and in a short time the
existing railways will not begin to be
able. to handle the traffic,c and new
roads will have to be built. These,
as weil. as’ the old roads, will require
rolling stock—and large quantities of
it, too.

Work of Important Provincial
Department Increased Dur-
ing Year 1906

0 g o

Following dis Mr. Palmer’s annual
report of the work of the bureau of
provincial irnformation:

Captain the Honorable R. G. Tatlow,
Minister of Finance and Agricul=
ture,. Victoria.

Sir—I have the honor to present
my report as secretary of the bureau
of provincial information, for the year
ending December 31, 1906.

“The work of the bureau increased
very considerably during 1906, the
number of letters of inquiry recgived,
and the number of visitors seeking in-
formation being greatly in excess of
previous years. Of the correspond-
encefi fully 50 per-ecent was from per-
sons asking for deseriptive bulletins
and maps of New British Columbia,
and the probabilities of railway con=
struection in that part of the province.
The interest evinced in the central
and northern  interior indicates _that
those districts will ~secure a large
number of settlers in the near future.
Many inquiries were made for fruit
land, and there were numerous quer-
ies, by individuals and companies, as
to - tHe possibilities of securing large
blocks of land for colonizatien . pur-
poses. The natural resources of the
province and the opportunities for the
investment of capital in existing or
new industries,  were ‘subjects- of -
quiry by many corregpondents.

Of the above, the whole of the first
edition of the bulletin on Agriculture,
and the bulletins on Bush Lands, New
British Columbia, and the Handbook
of British Columbia were distributed
partly from this office and partly from
the office of the Agent-General in
Y.ondon. The colored fruit cards were
distributed at the exhibitions at Win-
nipeg, Brandom, Regina and other
points in the Middle West, and the
booklet ‘on Fruit-growing was sent to
England for distribution at fruit
shows and fall fairs.

The number of letters received and
answered during  the year was 9,280,
as compared with 4,266 for:the pre-
vious year.: In addition to the above
mentioned, 'regular publications of the
bureau, a large number of maps, de-
partmental reports, acts of the legis-
lature, bulletins issued by the depart-
ment of agriculture and the bureau of
mines, and other miscellaneous pub-
lications, were distributed in the
course of the year. A small sketch
map* of the province was sent on
with every copy of Bulletin No. 10,
and a map of the northern interior
with Bulletin No. 22.

The great number of inquiries re-
ceived during 1906, upon all subjects
within the scope of the bureau, would
indicate that in the coming year it
will be found advisable to publish
larger editions of the bulletins most
in demand, viz., those dealing with
agriculture and horticulture, and
those devoted to descriptions of the
province, its natural resources and in-
dustries. The practice of the bureau
is to place the bulletins, maps, etc.,
in the hands of bona fide geekers for
information, and care is exercised to
guard against their indiscriminate
distribution.

New and revised editions of Bulle-
tins \Nos. 22 and 23 were prepared
for publication early in the present
yvear, as the first editions were prae-
tically exhausted. It is also proposed
to publish revised editions 6f the bul-
letins on Mining and Fisheries early

"Grand Spectacle Presented by
Review of International
Fleet

GREAT CROWD IN ATTENDANGE

President Roosevelt Averted  Panio
That Threatened to Cause
Serious Loss of Life

Norfolk, Va. April 26.—President
Roosevelt, the diplomatic, naval and
military  representatives of thirty-
seven of the nations of the world, and
the governors of a score of states,
participated teday in the opeéning. ex-
ercises of the Jamestown Tercenten-
nial Exposition.. ' While :the. exposi~
tion, which is to be open ‘until’ No-
vember 30th next, is" still far from
complete. the unfinished condition of
the buildings and grounds was not
allowed to interfere in-.any way with
today’s celebration of the three hun-
dredth anniversary of the first English
settlement in_America.

From the firing of a sunrise salute
of 300 guns by United States artillery-
men, throughout the: picturesque re-
view of the international fleet of war
vessels anchored in Hampton Roads,
and ‘the ceremonies of dedication, at

he President spoke, down to
late tonight, when the chief execu~
tive reappeared on board ‘the- naval
yacht Sylph-to spend the night in the
lower: bay, the day was crowded ‘with
notable incidents. 5,
Averted a Panic

Not  the . least ' impressive’ of.- these
was the President’s -quickly.assuming
command of the siwation in froft of
the crowded grand stand from which
he spoke when a panic seized the
surging throng of. people. Thousands
of eager persons in the rear of the
gathering who were forcing their way
forward endangered the lives and
limbs of those who:had the more fav-
ored position by 'the guard. ropes.
Vrasident -Roosevelt’ had - just been-in~
troduced by Harry St. George Tucker,
the head of thé Jamestown exposition
company, when the disorder and un-
rest in the crowd reached its height;:
and the civil guards in front of the
grand stand seemed to be swept from
their posts. With the agility of a
schoolboy the: President jumped upoh
the’'table which had been placed in’the
speakers’ balcony, and - waving' his
arms cried out tb the men of Virginia

The President’s : Remarks

The Président was' interrupted by
this = disorder, and officers and men
of the ‘United; States. cavalry = were
called upon and gradually opened up
the' crowd and ‘relieved the . strain,
which at one time threatened to sweep
thousands against the President’s
stand and the boxes.occupied by the
members of the diplomatie corps.- A
detachment of artiilerymen was called
into service, and the throng who came
to-seé and hear ‘the~ President settled
down to-an-ordinary assemblage. Ap-
parently oblivious to the position. he
occupied on top ‘of.a somewhat shaky
table, not more than two’feet wide and
not more than twice that in length,
President Roosevelt delivered his
spéech from this impromptu and ugp-
steady platform. It did not interfere
fn the slightest degree with the char-
acteristic vigor of hig deliveryi- ..

At some of his statements, notice-
ably when he touched on the répre-
sentati6h of the many nations of the
world, others recognized as being ad-
dressed to the soldiers and sailors who
took .such a conspicuous part in the
day’'s pregramme; and yet others ' to
those who directed the genéral public
life, thére weére constant' outbursts of
applause and cheering.

This approval was most marked
when reference was made by- the
President to the gallantry of the men
who fought in the civil-war. .

A fairer ‘day has' never been seen
than that which attended the open-
ing of probably the most remarkablé
exposition. ever held. in the south, The
heat at times during the afternoon
was somewhdt 'Oppressive, but it was
tempered by a surging breeze.
