The
present Hospital stands on an elevation, so
that the slightest escape of its sewage’ must
filter to. the dwelling houses on & lower
level. who - understand the for-
mation  of the wsoil  in the  district
around the hospital will at once per-
ceive the truth of this. The most recent in-
vestigations as to the causes and spread of
smallpox and the. discoveries of science show,
that such hospitals should be piaced whcre no]
such danger can arise. The construction of-
permanent buildings for a smalipox ‘hospital
hould not be tol d. What is required is for
the city to secure a suitable site, and when
s mall breaks on *‘Decker” hospitals shonld be
put up so that as soon as the on ceases,
tbe building, clothing, utensils, and every-
thing used. can ‘be . compietely burned. and
thus all danger of infection be effectually re-
moved, If our city authorities will waken
u& and deal with all these sanitary questions
effiiciently they will deserve the th. of the
citizens.,

He 'bolds his
position because the people think such an
office necessary, mot through any general
wish to give bim employment, and -his princi-
pal duty is to guard the health of the ¢ity.,
No harm could result from bis reporting to'
the Provincial Board the number of small-
pox cases in the city, and his refusal to
do 80 is not calculated to preservé harmony
between the two Boasds, yet-it would seem to
be desirable that harmony should - exist be-
tween them.. Dr. Canniff is'of the secretive
order. He would keep everyaone ‘in the dark
if he could, and the consequence is that wheu.
half truths leak out about the prevalence of
dangerous diseases in the city, the inference is
always drawn that the outbreak is greater than
reported. Dr. Canniffshould not be permitted
to conceal the existence of smallpox, or to
haye any more latitude im ths direction than
the persons in whose house ‘the disease
exists. If such a virulent disorder makes its
appearance the public should know 1t, that
such precautions may be taken as will prevent
its spread.  Dr. Canniff is nos employed to
rival tha Provincial Board or to destroy the
goud relations wiich exist ketween iy and
the local board. Both boards shoula work
together for the general good, and hair eplit-
tings as to precedence and respousibility, dear
as they may.be to the medical heart, should
not come up to interfere with the discharge
of their respective duties at a time when unity
of action is most importans.
