Because Reciprocity with Newfoundlaand
is Indefinitely Postponed—What the
U.5. Expected to Gain by the Treaty,
New YoRrk, March 27.—A Washington de-
spatch to The Herald says: - The Newfound-
land reciprocity treaty is off and indefinite.
Though not a large one Mr. Blaine is known
to regret its failure. It would bave counted
one in the list of reciprocity treaties that Mr.
Blaine hopes to make between now and the
next preéidential election. It would have
been of some value to our cod fishermen and
would have made a small market for our
manufactures in the colony. It would have
rllnted American influence in Newfound-
and against the time when the colony shall
become important through the removal of
the French control of the western fishing
shores and the opening up of the_rich ine
terior re-ourg of the country. For each
and all of thesd reasons Mr. Blaine is disap-
Eoinhsd at the collapse of the treaty, which
not hkely to ‘get on its feet during bis
official lifetime, - Should Newfoundland wish
to be included in any arrangemeat of reci-
rocity with Canada there would not be the
east objection here. But the prolonged
conference between Mr. Blaine and the New-
foundland delegate, Mr. Bond, last autumn
léfv no room for expectation that New-
foundland would seek or accept any other
than an indlependent arraag t looking
entirely to the position and interest of that
colony and unfettered by any regard for the
circumstances of Canada. extreme in-
deed were the views of Mr. Bond on this
point that the reciprocity treaty drafted for
him by Sir Julian P: fote, and agai
which the Canadian High Comnmissioner at

sot on fire and a sceue of alarm and con-
fusion followed. All the occupants of the
building escaped safely into the street. The
police are investigating the affair.

The fire was discovered by & bnrr{lter,
who noticed the reflection of the flames on
the glass dome of the roof. The court was
packed at the time and only the coolness of
the judge and the police prevented a panic.

Despite all efforts to extinguish the fire the
flames spread rapidly and the building was
soon all ablage. - The court house, inc udin,
the munici] chamber and the city an
county o was totally destroyed. A
heavy wind, which was blowing at the
time, baffled the efforts of the firemen
and aided in the rapid progress of the flames.
The intense heat wmelted the lead on tne roof,
and molten metal poured to the grouad in
streams, further hinderiog the work “of the
firemen. During the beizhtof the fire the
roof of  the  courthouse suddenly
fell in with a crash and the
walls collapsed to the imminent peril - of &
large numbver of :{vmdori. Some of the
archives were aaved, but many documents,
some of them dating back for ceaturies, were
destroyed,  When the flagstaff which ' sur-
mounted the building was burned away and
the Union Jack fell into the flames the on-
lookers sent up a great cheer.

The. annual meetiog of the Ontario Artil-
lery Association was held at the Military
Tastitute yesterday, The chair was taken by
Mujor King of the Welland Field Battery.
There were about 80 present, many of the
corps in affiliation being represented.

The secretary submitted the sixth annual
report on the working of the association
during the past year.' The competitive gun
nrﬁct,ioo was performed by all . the fleld bat-
teries excepting Toronto at Kingston in 8ap-
tember, under conditions similar to those
of last year, the only new feature being the
introduction of a new sight. * The general
ateuracy of the shooting was somewiiat in-
terfered with by want of practice in the use”
of this sight, but as the inspector of artillery
states that the general results ot the meeting
were satisfactory, time, perhaps, will bring
the average firing’ somewuat bizher than 49

cent., at which point it seems to remain
stationary. Although not under countrol of
this association the ranging practice at cainps
appears not to bave given ‘satisfaction, as no
nention of the scores is made in the militia
report. The report noted with regret the
d a'h of Mr; A. He Malloch, for several years
treasirer of the association.

Tne triasurer’s: stitement from Feb., 9,
1840, to Marcn 19, 1891, showed that the re-
ceipts wers $921 and expeudicure $620, leav-
ing a balance of $301.

The Transit of Mercury.

At the meeting of the Astronomical and Phy
sical Society heid at the residence of Mr. Howell
218 Bleecker-street, after the,election of members
and other routine business. Mr. T. 8. H. Shear-
man of Brantford in a communication to the so-
ciety called attention to the fact that he had
pointed out in 1882 the connection between the
magnetic disturbance and spots appearing on the
eastern limb of the sun. This has been referred
to recently by Prof. Young. A program covering
a period of about six months was presented by
the committee and adopted. The fact was no-
ticed that the new moon of April 8 completes the
12'nd cycle of the Soras reckoning grom the
eclipse recorded as baving occurred Aug. 15, B.C.
210. The paper for the evening, “The Cowming
Transit of Mercury,” by Mr: Thomas Lindsay,
was then read. This event is looked forward to
with much interest as it will be visible inToronto
apout half an hour before sunset on May 9 this
year. Mr. Lindsay, by means of diagrams and
formule, made the subject very clear, pointing
out the causes and cenditions. uader which a
transit of Mercury across the sun’s dise is possi-
ble. By a series of calculations based on estab-
lished formulee, he gavethe exact time at Toron-
to at 6.52.45 p.m., the apparent sun's centre
touches the horizon at 7.27.15 p.m., giving 30 min-
utes in which to observe the transit, which lasts
altogether about five‘hours, the path of the planet
desceribing @ chord across tae sun’s southern
hewmisphere. Preparations are being made by
the sogiety and if the weather is favoruble ob-
servations will be made. The next meeting will
be beld at the residence of Mr. Ridout, 47 Bever-
ley-street, April 7.
