WHB GRAND OLD MAN APPEALS
BIS CONSTITUENTS.

Ireland Never So Loyal to the Crown, He
hy.-"lio Coaatry Calm and Peaceful
—He Dubs the Liberal Unionists “Dis
sentiént Ex-Liberals”—Calm Reason
Would Bring Ulster Back to Its Senses.

Lowpox, June 24.—Mr Gladstone sent
out to-day his election manifesto in f:ho
form of an address to the electors cf Mu!é
lothian. It is undonbtedly the ablest poli-
tical paper that has coms from the old
man’s band in many years. In it he dis-
ciisses at some length the Irish question
touches upon the minor issues of the cam-
paign and closes with a pathetic allusion
to the probability hat before the open-
ing of another campaign he_will be in his
grave.

Never So Loyal to the Crown.

Ireland was never so loyal to the Crown,
he says, never so closely attached to Great
Britain, never so united in herself, as in
the years following 1782 when she enjoyed
self-government and until concord was dis-
turbed after 1795 by the wicked
machinations of her glish  enemies.
For. a generation after , the union
Ireland had slept the sleep of physical
misery and political servitude. The reform
victories of 1829 and 1832 had “given her
consciousness and voice. Thereafter her
heavy grievances.and her battling aspira-
tions had formed the great standin,
burden of the British Parliament and ba
been the principal impediment of its work.

Ireland' Calm and Peaceful.

In the bylaws it had been shown in re-
cent years that the people of Great Britain
recognized the irresistible claim which Ire-
land made upon their sense of justice. Ire-
land was calm and peaceful to-day because
she relied upon the Britishi electorate to
relieve her other sufferings and burdens.
This patience under wrongs was a happy
Reciprocal affection undoubted]
would follow the trank concession of self-
government to the afflicted country.

Home Rule,sheltered by imperial suprem-
ncy,should be granted and England and Ire-
land would then be at lasting peace. Calm
reason would soou bring | Ulster back to its
penses and to brotherhood with the rest of
Ireland—to the brotherhood which existed
before the union. &

Dissentient Ex-Liberals.
Mr. Gladstone thien criticizes recent Eng-
lish legislation and attempts at legislation

the part of the Government, incidentally
zpe.cribm Liberal-Unionists as ‘‘Dissentient
ex-Liberals.” He admits the importance
of the labor questions and approves of re-
forms in electoral registration as well as the
puyment of members of the House of Com-
mons, so that labor members may have
means of supporting themselves and their
fumilies. 1Phe manifesto closes with these
‘words:

“In the even sixtieth year of my public
life I necessarily feel that this is the last
general election at which I can expect to
solicit your sufirages. Only a small special
share can belong to me in the work which I
have sketched. I am sincerely grateful for
your.past confid ,, and I humbly trast
that 1 have done nothing to forfeit it. Even
now, closely circumscribed as is the space
before me, { trust that I shall still be per-
mitted, through tne Almighty’s bounty, to
render for a while to you my imperfect but
devoted services.”

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CANADKS  MANUFACTURES,

HOW THEY HAVE DEVELOPED
DURING THE LAST: DECADE,

Added Nearly Ninety Millions a Year to
the Wealth of the Country—Large In-
crease in the Number of Hands
Employed, Wages Paid aud. Capital
Invested.

OTTAWA, June 24.—Census bulletin 10,
relating to manufactures, was issied to-
day. 1t shows that the total nurber of in-
dustrial establishments in the Dominion in
1891 was 75,768, an increase of 25,845, or
5.18 per cent., over 1881. The capital in-
vested in 1891 was $353,836,817, an -in-
crease over 1881 of $188,534,194, or 114 per
cent.

The number of employes in 1881 was 367,-
865, an increase of 112,930, or 44.43 per
cent, : ;
The amount of wages paid in {1891 was
$99,762,441, an increase of $40,333;439, or
67.86 per cent.

The cost of raw material in 1891 was
$255,083,281, an increase of $76,064,626, or
42.3 per cent.

The value of products in 1891 was $475,-
445,705, an increase of $165,769,637, or 53.5

«| per cent.

Every workman produced in 1891 $1292,
and in 1881 $1215. Every workman re-
ceived in 1891 $271, and in 1881 §233.

In 1891 the proportion of wages to the
total value of products was 20.98 per cent.,
and in 1881 it was®19.19 per ceut.

The contribution of all manufacturing in-
dustries to the actual wealth of the country
in 1891 was $219,462,486, an increase of
r cent.
The increase of 1881 over 1871 was $33,047,-
548, or 34.2 per cent. A
Ninety Million a Year Added to Canada's
d Wealth,

5 It is thus seen that the development
of manufactures has’ added nearly
$90,000,000 a year to the .wealth
of the country, as against an
addition of $33,000,000 a year in the pre-
vious decade. In other words, a clear in-
‘crease of nearly two-thirds in the annual
contribution to the actual wealth of the
country represents'the results of the de-
velopment of .manufactures, as compared
‘with the decade 1871-81.

Analysis of the F’.’l!"l.

In concluding his report Mr. George
Johnson, Dominion statistician, says: The
ultimate analysis of ‘all these figures shows:

1. That there has-been a large increase in
the number of hands employed, a large in-
crease in the wages paid and that the
largest indrease is in "the capital invested.
The increase in the capital enlisted points
to a large outlay for improved machinery,
a fact, however, which we are unable to
show . from the figures themselves, as
there: was in’' 1881 no sub-division,
of “‘éapital invested” into that invested
in ma¢hinery and toolg, but taken in con-
nection with the proportionally greater
increase in wages it is safe to say that a
very considerable amount of the increase in
capital invested is due to the improved
machinery introduced. In fact the great
feature of the decade’s industrial progress
is the vastly improved state of manufac-
turing machinery, on account of which
Canada is much better fitted to meet out-
side rivalry than she was 10 vears ago,

Workmen More Skilled.

2. ‘That the avérage workman in 1891 is
a more skilled hand than he was in- 1881,
inasmuch as he ¢urned out 6 per cent. more
of finished products (judged by value) than
he did in' 1881.

3. That the average workman in 1891
earned 16 per cent. more wages than he did
in 1881. .

4. That as every dollar .ingvested pro-
duced in 1891 less than in 1881, the capi-
talist has had to-be content with a smaller
profit. s

5. That, notwithstanding the reduction
in the gross profits of the manufacturer,
the workman bas received a larger share of
total value of the products by 9 per cent.

6 That the cost of raw material was on
the whole higher in 1891 than 1881, though
this may be apparent rather than real, the
returns of 1891 requiring the cost at the
factory,while those of 1881 are silent on the
oint. It might thus’be that in some cases
in 1881 the fitst cost without the added
cost of transportation and customs duties
was returned.

Where the Workmen Profit.

7. The facts of the censua appear to sub-
stantiate the general proposition which ex-
presses the experience of all progressive and
prosperous countries, viz.—that in proportion
to the application of science, invention and
skilled labor to the arts of production the
product is increased, the share falling to the
owner of the capital is diminished in ratio
to tae joint product, but the share falling to
the skilled workmen is augmented, both
absolutely ‘and also relatively to the joint
product.

: The Manitoba Crops.

Bulletin 83 on crops and live stock in
Manitoba has been issued. It shows a gener-
ally satisfactory state of affairs. Crop news
from the Prairie Province is sought with
avidity. Manitoba is the great and growing
hard wheat producing centre of the world,
and this interest in its affairs is only natural.
Merchants want to know largely froma
dollais and cents point of view; good crops
mean to them good "trade and prompt pay-
ments. The Ontario miller needs Manitoba’s
celebrated hard wheat to mix with the softer
varieties grown in his own province, and of
course it is from this standpoint that he 1s
most interested.

Judging from ‘the report iss by the
Manitoba Government present gonditions
are favorable to all concerned, notwith-
standing that the spring has been tbe most
backward for ten years. The fal] of rain in
the early part of the spring was not as
bountiful as desired, but later reports-indi-
cate that there has been an improvement in
this respect.

Since last fall it has been thought that the
wheat acreage would be less than last year.
These forecasts are now found to be correct,
there being 40,074 acres less. The heavy
crop of last year was the cause, the farmers
being unable to get through with threshing in
time to give as much attention as they other-
wise would to the fall plowlag. Out of
some 350 correspondents who sent in re-
ports to the Government only one reported .
the wheat plant weak. With plenty of
moisture and beat the success of the wheat
crop is assured.

Prospects for the oat crop are of the very
best and som@ 30,000 acres more than last
year are under cultivation.

The farmers of Manitoba do not seem to
be afraid of finding & market for their bar-
ley, for this year they have got 7816 acres
morg-under cultivation, and their confidence
seems likely to be rewarded by a good crop
anyhow.

The acreage of rye under cultivation shows
an increase of 315 acres. The way in which
~ last year's crop was snapped up has pro-

pably induced this. The pea acreage has
increased from 555 in 1801 to. 2188 in 1882.
But the most marked increase disin corn
acreage, the figures being 133 and 1963 acres
respectively. There is a market for this cereal
in this country, most of our supplies
being drawn from the ‘United States, and
the farmers of Manitoba are evidently de-|
termined to take all the advantage they can
of it. ‘The area under roots is nearly double
that of last year, although less potatoes
were planted.

Binding twine factories are likely to be
established in Manitoba soon, and in antici-
pation of this 1718 acres of flax has been put
under cuitivation,

A marked increase in fallowing is noted,

+ the quantity being over 45,000 acres in excess

of last year. The quantity of fall-plowed
shows a falling off from the previo! ear
of 183,421 acres. The cause is the same
which indu s decrease in the wheat
acreage.
It will be observed that, while the weather
is somewhat to blame, the crop condi-
tions are not even more favorable than they
aro. A good deal was the result of the farm-
ers being unable to properly bandle the
enormous crop of last year, but this will
improve as the FProvince becomes more
settled.

Canada and Australia.

Those of our readers who perused the ac-
count published in yesterday’s issue of the
latest attempt to learn the geography of the
interior of the Australian continent must
have been struck with one feature that
sharply distinguishes this continent from the
Jesser one at the Antipodes. Vast as America
is, it has been a comparatively easy land to
explore, The only bar to the curiosity of
the white man iu the early days was what is
known as the great American desert, an arid
region interposing its inhospitable miles be-
tween the fertile east and west,

The track across this waste was at one
time white with the bones of pioneers who
succumbed t6 the privations endured. But
after all there Rre only comparatively small
portions of it that can’ be compared to the
thirsty wilderness that composes the in-
terior of Australia. With respect to
Canada proper, there is mno portion
of it uninbabitable by man. Champlain
and the other early French explorers tra-
versed it in all directions and could always
find food and fuel and water, the ' three es-
sentials to the maintenance of life and
health, La Verendraye alone, supporting
himself as he went, without carriers or pack
aminals, reached the Rocky Mountains when
the whole country from the Ottawa River to
the Pacific Ocean was trackless forest and
limitlese forest. There were dangers, there
were privations, but want of wa er was not
to be feared, nmor so long as the firearms
were serviceable was there danger of starva-
tion. We live indeed 1n a favored land, but
perhaps we are sometimes in danger of over-
looking that fact.

Fresh Air Joys.

The fourth annual report of the Fresh Air
Fund, a branch of the work of the Children’s
Aid So¢iety, is to hand. Tke operations of
last year were very encouraging. The .con-
tributions amounted to $1462, besides a num-
ber of subscriptions in kind. It will gratify
subscribers to know that there were almost
9000 persons benefited by their liberality.
They went to the Island, Lorne Park and
Vietoria Park, and it is simply incalculable
the amount of innocent pleasure that was
thus let in on the lives that are otherwise
dark and dreary. The society returns
especial thanks to the Island Ferry Com-
pany, which granted two free trips on their
boats weekly during the whole season, be-
sides a handsome contribution from Osler &
Hammond. Thisisa very worthy charity,
and a very small sum is capable of impart-
ing a great deal of pleasure to the little
ones and to a small .proportion of their
mammas, which is equally important.

A GOOD NIGHTS WORK.
'l"H‘é KlI;Lme.OF BEN. THOMPSON,
THE NOTED TEXAS DESPERADO.

He Was the Most Notable Englishman
Who Ever Went to Texas—A Dead Sure
Shot--His Desperate Courage—He Died

- 'With His Boots On, *

The most nofable Englishman who ever
came to Texas was Ben Thompson. But
he arrived there at so early an age and be-
came so thoroughly Western in his mode of
life that Texans claim him as their own.
imagine, however, he always retiined some
of the traditions of his binh?lace, as there
is a story of his standing with his hat offto
talk to an English nobleman when Thomp-
gon at the timé was the most feared and
best-known man in all Texas. The stories
of his recklessness and ignorance of fear
and utter disregard of the value of others’
lives as well as his own are innumerable.
A few of them are interesting and worth
keeping, as they show the typical bad man
of ;’ﬁ ﬁighut degree in his different hum-
ors, and also as I have not dared to say
half as much about bad men as I shoula
have liked to do. Thompson killed eigh-
teen men in different parts of Texas, and
was for this made Marshal of Austin, on
the principle that if he must kill somebody,
it was better to give him authority to kill
other despéradoes than reputable citizens.
As Marshal it was his pleasure to pull up
his bu fy across the railway track just as
the daily express train was about to start,
and covering the engineer with re-
volver, bid him hold the train until b was
ready ‘to move on. He would then call
some trembling acquaintance from the
crowd on the platform and talk with him
leisurely, until|he thought he had success-

authority. Then he would pick up his
reins and drive on, saying to the engineer,
“You needn’t think, sir,any corporation
can hurry me.” The position of the un-
fortunate man to whom he talked must
‘have been most trying—with a locomotive
on one side and a revolver on the-other.
One day a cowboy, who was a well-known
bully and a would-be desperado, shot sev-
eral bullet-holes through the high hat of an
Eastern traveller, who was standing at the
bar of an Austin hotel. Thompson heard
of this, and, putchasing a high hat, entered
the bar-roon.
&“I hear,” he said, facing thS cowboy,
hat you are shooting plug hats here to-
day ; perhaps you would like to take a shot
at mine.” He then raised his revolver and
shot away the cowboy's' ear. ‘I meant,”
he said, ‘“to hit your ear; did I do it?’
The bully showed proof that he had.
“Well, then,” said the Marshal, “‘get out
of here;” and catching the man by his
cartridge-belt, he threw him out into the
street, and so put an end to his reputation
as a'desperate character forever.

Thompson was naturally unpopular with
& certain class in the community. Two
bar-keepers who had a personal grudge
against him, with no doubt excellent rea-
gon, lay in ambush for him behind the two
bars of the saloon, which stretched along
either wall. Thompson entered the room
from the street in ignorance of any plot
against him until the two men ‘halted him
with shot-guns. . They had him so surely
at their pleasure that he made no effort to
reach his revolver, but stood looking from
one to the other and smiling grimly. , Bat
his reputation was o great, and theit* fear
of him so actual, that both men missed
him, although not twenty feet away, and
with shot-guns in their hands. Then
Thompson took out his pistol deliberately
and killed them. f
. A few yearsago be became involved in
San Antonio with ‘Jack” Harris, the keep-
er of a gambling-house and variety theatre.
Harris lny in waiv for Thompson Lhind the
swinging doors-of his saloon ; but- Thomp-
son, as he crossed the Military Plaza, was
warned of Haris’s hiding-place, and shot
him through - the door, He was tried for
the murder, and acquitted on the ground
of self-defence, and on his return to Austin
was met at the station by a brass band and
all the fire companies. Perhaps inspired by
this, he returned to San Antonio, and going
to Harris’s theatre, then in the hands of his
partner, Joe Foster, called from the gallery

or Foster to come and speak to him.
Thompson had with him a desperado named
King Fisher, and tgaimh him - every man of
his class in San Antonio, for Harris had
been very popular. Foster sent his assist-
ant, a very young man named Bill Sims, to
ask Thompson to leave the place, as he did
not want trouble.

I have come to have a reconciliation,”
said Thompson. *I want to shake hands

. with my old friend Joe Foster. Tell him I
won’t leave till I see him, and I won’t make
a row.”

Sims returned with Foster, and Thomp-
son held out his hand.

“Joe,” he said, “‘I have come all the way
from Austin to shake hands with you. Let’s
make up, and call it off.”

“I can’t shake bands with you Ben,’
Foster said.  *“You killed my partner, and
you know:well enough I am not the sort to
forget it. Now go, won’t you? and don’t
make trouble.” -

Thompson said he would leave in a min-
ute, but: they must drink together first.
There was a bar in the gallery, which was
by this time packed with men who had
learned of Thompson's presence in the
theatre, but Fisher and ?l'hompwn stood
quite alone beside the bar. The Marshal
of Austin looked up and saw Foster’s glass
untouched before him, and said :
