Does Not Appear to Be u Happy One—A 

New Order Respecting Register­

ing Letters.

There it much surprise created by a new 
order from the Postmaster-General against 
the delivering of registered letters to well- 
known respectable boardinghoase-keepers, 
which letters are addressed to persons board­
ing with them, and who are generally out 
of the house when the letter-carrier calls. 
It seems that a great amount of inconve­
nience will result from the new order, and 
we are in receipt of numerous complaints on 
the subject. It was stated at the postofiice 
yesterday that no registered letters were in 
future to be delivered to any person but 
the party addressed, without written 
authority to receive them or a general 
power of attorney. It appears, therefore, 
that the new order from Ottawa does not 
apply to boarding-house-keepers only, and 
the carriers are now soliciting written 
authority for delivering to named substi­
tutes all over the city. The postmaster 
says the order has been issued owing to a 
boarder having repudiated the receipt given 
by her landlady. He says, too, that the 
carriers, in procuring written authority for 
the delivery of registered letters, are meet­
ing with any amount of rudeness and inci­
vility. Considering the generally excellent 
attitude of the men towards the public, the 
public, however, should "treat them at least 
with politeness.

Paris, Oat., Feb. 23—The body of a 
female child, apparently only about three 
or four days old, was found on the front 
doorstep of the house in West River-street 
occupied by George Hayden, last night 
shortly after 10 o’clock.

The discovery was made by Mr. Hay­
den’s daughter as she was entering her 
home. The body was wrapped in a white > | 
cloth, to which was pinned a piece of paper 
with the following words written on it: 
“Please bury this child in Paris graveyard.
Its name is Bertha. Its mother lives in 
Brantford.”

Mr. Hayden at once notified Constable 
Cook, and the body was removed by him 
to the town hall. jt

Whether the babe wàs murdered or died

Paris, Feb. 23.—Charles de Lesseps,
Marius Fontane and M. Sans Leroy, who 
were committed for trial by the Judiciol 
Chamber of Feb. 7 for giving or receiving 
bribes, appealed to the Court of Cassation 
to-day for a reversal of the committals.

Their counsel argued that the bribery 
clause in the code contemplated only the 
offences of executive and administrative 
officials and not members of Parliament.
The deputies who received the Panama 
money, therefore, as well as the persons 
who gave them, could not be charged 
rectlv under the law with bribe-giving or 
bribe-taking. The offence in question was 
rather a breach of trust.

This line of argument was especially in­
tended to exculpate M. Sans Leroy, who

■ ?Washington, Feb. 23.—Messrs. Thurs­
ton, Castle and Carter, members of the 
special Hawaiian Annexation Committee, 
have determined to remain in Washington 
until the Senate disposes of the treaty of 
annexation now pending before it. It had 
been their intention to sail from San Fran­
cisco for Honolulu on March 3 next, but 
within the past few days they have chang­
ed their min.ds

The coming to the United States of the 
Princess Kaiulani, in company with Mr. 
T. H. Davis, who has been supervising her 
education in England, is variously com­
mented upon. It is reported that Mr. 
Davis, acting on behalf of the Princess, 
proposed to Minister Lincoln in London to 
accept a protectorate on the part of 
the United States for the Princess, Queen 
Liliuakalani’s claims to the throne to be 
ignored in case the proposition was 
accepted.

To Dr. Mott Smith, the Hawaiian 
Minister in Washington, it is said Mr. 
Davis made a similar proposition, although 
somewhat more extended. This was, it is 
said, that the United States should estab­
lish the Princess on the throne of Hawaii 
under n protectorate and a regency for a 
term of 3 years, at the expiration of that 
time a new arrangement to be made 
for the government of the islands 
satisfactory to the United States. Mr.. 
Davis suggests that S.B. Dole, the Presi­
dent of the present provisional government 
of Hawaii, should be regent under the ar­
rangement that he suggested.

It is said tlpvt the action of Mr. Davis in

Uncle Rufus Hatch was born in Welles, 
Me. He achieved a fortune in Chicago by 
bold operations in wheat, but lost it again 
at the close of the Crimean War. Then he 
came to New York and was prominent with 
the late Henry Keep, Governor Flowers’ 
brother-in-law, in the manipulation 
of Chicago aud North Western. 
But like many others of the dar­
ing men of the street Rufus Hatch was 
“up to-day and down to-morrow,” and he 
got squeezed sometimes himself.

The last squeeze was in 1883, when he 
went down iu the Villard-Northern Pacific 
disaster. He aud James Keene were inter­
ested together in the famous corner of 1885, 
but Hatch never fully recovered his old 
place at the fore and is believed to have 
died comparatively poor.

THE CHURCH IN WALES.

Home Secretary Asquith is Moving In Its 
• Disestablishment.

■London, Feb. 23.—Mr. Asquith, the 
Home Secretary, introduced in the House 
of Commons to-day & bill suspending the 
creation of new interests in churches in 
Wales. The measure is the first practical 
step in the direction of disendowing and 
disestablishing the church in Wales, to 
which the Liberal party is distictlv pledged.

Asquith, introducing the bill, said that 
the membership of the established church 
in Wales incluaed hardly one-fourth of the 
population. The question of disestablish­
ment, he added, was in the main a Welsh 

The decision of the people given at 
the last general election had distinctly 
shown this fact. Out of the 34 members of 
the House of Commons who represent the 
Welsh Parliamentary districts, 31 had been 
returned pledged to support measures to 
disestablish the church. The statement 
was greeted with cheers.

tiir John Gorst, Financial Secretary to 
the Treasury under the last Salisbury 
Cabinet, moved the rejection of the bill pre­
sented by Mr. Asquith.

Lord Randolph Churchill, in supporting 
the motion, charged Mr. Gladstone with 
having abandoned all his former principles 
so as to secure votes favorable to his scan­
dalous Irish policy.

Mr. Gladstone, arising at 11.30, congratu­
lated Lord Randolph upon his skill in mak­
ing his opposition to the bill a cover for a 
general attack upon the Government |at an 
hour when a proper defence was 
out of the question. The Government, 
however, would not refuse the challenge. 
They were redeeming their pledges to the 
country, whilst the noble lord was trying 
to play Welsh disestablishment against 
Home Rule and Home Rule against Welsh 
disestablishment.

Mr. Gladstone then analyzed Lord Ran­
dolph's objections, which he pronounced 
quite illusory. He admitted that the bill 
in question waa a disestablishment bill. It 
was demanded, he said, alike by a policy of 
justice and the voice of the Welsh people.

Sir Jobe^Gorst’s motion was rejected 
eventually by a vote of 301 to 24o and the 
bill passed the first reading.

W. W. Beach, Conservative, for West 
Hampshiie, directed attention to the fact 
that the bill had been passed with the as­
sistance ot Irish votes.

The great problem of nsgro suffrage is 

yielding to the inevitable, as is shown by 
the passage of a new election bill in Ala­
bama establishing the qualification of in­
telligence for voters by which fully 40,000 
negroes will be disfranchised, and probably 
one-fourth as many whites. The same law, 
with even more stringent provisions, is al­
ready in operation in Mississippi, by which 
the vote of that state was reduced one-half 
at the last Presidential election; and it goes 
without saying that this restriction of 
suffrage will be speedily adopted in all 
states where the colored vote predominates 
or is a very large element of the voting 
population. -i-v

This is simply the coming of what 
have been accepted by all intelligent ob­
servers for many years past as inevitable. It 
could only be a question of time when the 
suffrage problem must be thus solved in the 
Southern States if property was to have 
protection and foreign capital encourage­
ment. It is net a Democratic measure, for 
the reason that Republicans and Democrats 
alike, who are interested in bueioese in 
those states, art_eqnally unwilling to trust 
their property to negro domination in 
politics. The most earnest opponents of 
the Force bill when it was before the 
Fifty-first Congresi
ing Republicans of the Southern States. 
Whatever may be their national political 
faith all business men of the south, includ­
ing negroes who have become property- 
owners, are implacably hostile to negro 
political control, and they have high ex­
ample in the action of Congress disfranchis­
ing the colored men of the District ot 
Columbia, where negro suffrage was first 
established by act of Congress. It became 
a necessity to save property values in a 
Washington to abolish the political power 
of colored voters, and that was done by re­
pealing the local government that had been 
established by Congress to take the lead in 
colored suffrage.

Let none be misled into the error that 
this restriction of colored suffrage in the 
Southern States means perpetual Democra­
tic rale. The south is Democratic to-day 
paly from imperious necessity. All ques­
tions of national or atate policy are subordi­
nated to the question of negro domination, 
and the day that that threatened evil is 
removed by the restriction of suffrage the 
whites of those states will divide on all 
political issues, national and local, and for 
the first time since the war there will 
be freedom of political action on the part 
of the whites of the Southern States. 
Hitherto the whites and property-ow 
weie compelled to stand shoulder to 
shoulder for common safety. Whenever 
that peril is removed they will be entirely 
free to vote their individual convictions, 
and there will be opposing and healthy po­
litical organization in all those states as 
soon as the spectre of negro domination 
shall have perished. In short, the South is 
solving the negro suffrage problem accord­
ing to the supreme commands of the in­
evitable.

Watford, Out., Fob. 23.—This place 
has again been visited by a most disastrous 
fire, in which 14 business places have been 
destroyed before the ravages of the flames 

stayed. The fire originated about 
3.30 this morning in the centre one of seven 
brick stores owned by Mr. Danka of Lon­
don, and one occupied by Dr. Alexander, 
veterinary surgeon. The fire is supposed 
to have been caused by the explosion of a 
lamp which he always kept burning.

The next to go was Cook’s oabinet ware­
house. Most of the stock was removed and 
the balance covered by insurance. The fire 
was stopped on the south at Thomas A 
Ken ward’s bonding office, but while these 
buildings to the south were being consumed 
it was also spreading rapidly north, and, 
afteif a vacant' store, Alexander Saunders’ 
law office was the next to go, and then en­
tered Fortune’s block, consisting of four 
stores, all of whieh were destroyed, partly 
insured; the first of which was occupied by 
Fortune A Moore, bakers and confectioners. 
The stock was partly removed; some insur­
ance.

Above the » tores lived their baker, Mr. 
Mathew, and wife. They had just time to 
escape and lost everything; some insurance. 
The next one to go was Leigh’s barber shop, 
then Wynne's banking office; some insur­
ance on furniture and furnishings.

Then came Neff’s feed, flour and seed 
store; stock neqrly all removed; no insur­
ance. Next c^nie Annett’s Block, which 
was insured for $1500, consisting of two 
stores, one occupied by himself as groceries, 
boots and shoes; stock partly removed; 
about $1200 to $1590 were burned; covered 
by insurance. The other was occupied by 
Mr. McKerracher for machinery and im 
piements, all of which were removed.

The upper story of these were used as a 
Canadian Order of Foresters hall, whose 
property was mostly removed in a damaged 
condition; loss covered by insurance. The 
adjoining building, a frame one, occupied 
by Charles Abbott, harness-maker, wae

f A SEW OODDB88 OF LIBERTY.

Mr. Butler's Idea of What the Symbolic 
Figure Should Be.

Washinoton, Feb. 23.--Mr. Butler of 
Iowa has introduced jn the House (by re­
quest) a bill to establish a truer figure of 
the American Constitutional Liberty, and 
another to amend the great seal of the Ü ai ted 
States. The first provides that after July 4 
next the Goddess of Liberty shall be repre­
sented by a young woman of full stature, 
with mature development and proportions, 
wearing high laced boots, reaching midway 
between the ankle and knee; hose reaching 
to the thigh; short skirt, reaeliioe down­
ward to point just above knee; close-fitting 
bodice, and sleeves to the elbow, and a cap 
moulded from a bine pansy bad.

She is to bear for arms, at her left hip, 
in place and lightly suspended over her 
right shoulder, a pen with holder extended, 
and on her breast, instead of the shield, in 
American ballot in black and white.

There wae the consequent panic, 
which really was unreasonable. He quoted 
Dr. Bellew that cholera in India is not re­
garded as contagious except under special 
condition» The decisions of the Constanti- 
nope conference of 1886 he cited, the chief 
of which was that it was sea voyages was 
the great means of transmission of the dire 
disease. Then he sketched the in­
ception of the Indian outbreak of 
1887 from the "holy bathing” of pilgrims 
in the Ganges. No fewer than 46,000 
deaths from cholera resulted. Last year the 
same course of procedure occurred and the 
scourge spread to Europe.

By a chart Dr. Bryce showed the 
gross of the cholera oil (he European 
linent aud its progress to America. The 
remarkable feature was that it did 
not go by land, bat in every
ease by lines of steamers. The doctor 
gave the history of the transmission 
of the disease from Jewish emigrants from 
Russia to the New York landing-place. Ho 
censured the crowding of the emigrant 
ships and the nee of water infected with 
the effluvia of the disease. Steamship 
companies had much to answer for in this 
respect.

Cholera would only come to this continent 
this year, he contended, by means 
of emigrants. Last year 84,000 
came from Russia, from Germany 
130,000, Sweden and Norway 87,000, Eng­
land 113,000, including all nationalities; 
Italy 60,000. Altogether 487,000 
grants wore landed in Aur erica, 45,000 of 
whom came by way of the St. Lawrence.

The danger to Canada, especially Ontario, 
Dr. Bryce pointed oat, and he enlarged on 
the need of extra precautions in the 
way of disinfection of emigrants and 
their baggage. The present system 
he showed to be detective in many respects. 
The baggage was the most serious objec­
tion. He enforced more stringent quaran­
tine regulations. At present these were 
more nominal than practical. In the 
United States the steamship companies had 
practically captured the Senate. In 
Canada there was the power to 
detain suspended vessels 20 days. 
Only once or twice had this been done. 
The most serious point was that there was 
no absolute order to have baggage disin­
fected.

Then the doctor showed how easily chol­
era could be transferred from New York to 
Ontario. If the disease obtained a foothold 
in New York or Chicago it would soon be 
transferred to Toronto.

Last year 62,000 emigrants came into 
Canada by way of the United 
States, 42,000 by way of Nia­
gara Falls. Here ii the danger of infection. 
This year the danger is greatly increased 
owing to the World’s Fair. If cholega 
cornea to Chicago it will soon be in Tovento. 
Chicago oannot handle the anticipated half- 
million of visitors in addition to her own 
great population.

The remainder of Dr. Bryce’s able ad­
dress was the enforcement of how Ontario 
should deal with a prospecti ve outbreak of 
cholera. A corps of medical men should be 
organized. A board of inspectors should be 
appointed. Local Boards of Health would 
require assistance and to qualify for such 
the advantages were pointed out of joining 
the classes which Toronto University in­
itiated.

I 11overshoes, Cana-The amount of deposits is $664,000 less 
than in December, but $18,648,000 larger 
than in January, 1892. A redistribution of 
these funds took place last month, the de­
posits on demand having decreased $1,239,- 
000, and those payable after notice in­
creased $571,000.

Although practically all the deposits in 
our banks are payable on demand, for the 
banks are strong enough to dispense with 
the condition ot notice of withdrawal, there 
is a distinction in the character of those 
classes of their deposits, and the objects the 
owners have in view in placing them under 
each class. The increase then of these 
“payable after notice” may be regarded as 
coming under the head of surplus resources 
held by depositors, and to a large extent of 
savings, which are now $9,256,000 in excess 
of what they stood a year ago, which can 
hardly be esteemed evidence of that depres­
sion which some affirm prevails in this 
country.

The total of ‘ ‘current loans,” more properly 
“trade loans,” fell in January by $2,276,000, 
which is less than the shrinkage last year at 
this date by $280,000, and probably marks 
zero point of the season, as this month 
there is usually a demand for money by 
lumbermen who begin to move forward the 
lumber and timber which has been cat 
during the winter ready for transmission to 
market as soon as tin streams are thawed.

If Sir Richard Cartwright’s theory is 
Bound that the increase of bank loans only 
proves that it takes more money now to do 
the same business as used to be done on so 
much less if applied to lumbering, it neces­
sarily follows that tbe outlays for wages in 
the woods, and in purchasing that class ot 
goods for the markets, must be greater 
than they were. Whether larger wages 
being paid and more being realized out of 
those supplies which come from tbe woods 
mean increased poverty of the worker, and 
depression, we must leave busioese men to 
decide, but asSi rule these conditions do not 
produce such results.

The amount of call loans fell last month 
by $1,124,000, they now stand at $18,833,- 
000, which is $1,265,000 more than a year 
ago. The balance due from banks and 
agencies in the States, $21,626;000, is the 
same total, Within a few dollars, of the 

.Amount in December and four millions 
larger than in January, 1892.

The general feeling amongst the banks is 
one of confidence in the prospecta for this 
year being satisfactory. In spite of the 
verv serions diminution in the value of 
wheat, which has struck growers serioulv, 
the country storekeepers have met their 
engagements very well this winter, and 
loan companies report receipts for interest 
and instalments better than anticipated.

of the actor. He has a slang word for every 
phase of his business. The performance, to 
begi»-. with, is the “show,” which, when 
good, is “out of sight;” when bad, is “guide,n 
though the words “screamers” and “goosey” 
are sometimes used as alternatives wiih tbe 
first-named expressions. The stage man­
ager is commonly “Daddy,” and a profession­
al actor is “one of the profesh. ” A person 
who appears on the stage on special occasions 
and in very subordinate parts is a “super,” 
often further coutz acted into “eupe.” An 
an article used on the stage by the actors is a 
“property,” while the leader of the orchestra 
is always the “Professor,” and the place 
where he and the musicians sit is of known 
as the “menagerie. When the salaries have 
been paid the actors tell each other that the 
‘ghost walks,” while actors give perform­

ances in halls and such places as can be ob- 
taiued are disrespectfully known as “barn­
stormers.” A place where only one per­
formance is given is a “one-night stand.” 
and to “play to good business'’ is to succed 
financially in a theatrical venture. By the 
“house” is meant the audience, and to 
“paper tbe house” is to send out a large 
number of “complimen taries,” or tickets for 
which no money lias been paid. By a “run” 
is meant the number of performance given 
at one “stand,” or theatre, while a “star” is 
understood to mean the leading actor of a 
play; a “walking gentleman” is an actor 
who speaks little, a “serio-comic” is an actor 
whose work is indicated by bis name. An 
actor “sticks” when he forgets the words 
assigned to him and “kicks” when he forgets 
the words asssgned to him and “kicks” 
when he raises an abjection to an order or 
request. In stage parlance “business” is any 
by-play, either preconcerted or impromptu, 
performed by an actor in order to fill au in­
terval while some one else is speaking, to 
further tbe course of the plot, or simply to 
cause amusement among the audience.

HiHypocritical Anxiety.

Torrintty’s Lent Lectures By Prof. Rigby. 

The second lecture of the course on EarlyNorthwest CoaL 
[Edmonton Bulletin.]

D. Macrae came down from the Big Arch 
coal seam some 70 miles up the river this 
Week bringing a small sample of the coal 
with him. This coal is much harder and 
closer grained than the Edmonton coal and 
has not the same tendency to check on ex­
posure to the weather, although apparently 
it is put together in harder sections than 
the Edmonton coal. Mr. Macrae describes 
the arch as being situuted on the south side 
of the Saskatchewan at the foot of a cut 
bank. From foot to foot of the arch at the 
water’s edge is about 300 feet, and tbe 
centre or keystone is about ten feet above 
the water. Three large seams of coal one 
above the other showing the face of the clay 
bank in theshape mentioned give the appear­
ance of an arch. Each seam is about 10 feet 
thick 4*nd about two feet of clay lies be­
tween each two seams. The coal is black, 
bright and hard right on the surface, ap­
parently being very little affected by the 
action of the weather. This is not by any 
means, however, the greatest showing of 
coal on the river. A seam a few miles fur­
ther up is between 00-and 80 feet thick. 
Mr. Macrae says that a number of the coal 
seams on the river are ou fire, one being at 
the Stony Rapids, about 40 miles up the 
river, three in the vicinity of the Big Arch 
and one some distance above. One of tbe 
fires near the Big Arch gives out no smoke 
aud ouly a little steam,which smells strong­
ly not of burning oil but of burning pitch.

amount of work performed, increased 
economy in the use of fuels, reduction < 
in «park throwing. At the International : 
Railway Congress at St. Petersburg the , 
French engineers were not unainmous on the 
subject.

The representatives of the French 
State Railways and of the Paris and 
Lyons Company asserted as their opin­
ion that hitherto tests have practically 
ahown that in countries where coal is cbea 
the changing of ordinary into compoun 
locomotives, or the building, at the outset, 
of Compound locomotives ia not likely to 
lead to any advantage ; where coal, how­
ever, is dear, the building of new com­
pounds, and the rebuilding of old single 
engines to work on the compound eyetem, 
and the adoption of higher steam pressure 
are advisable.

A Cheap Storage-Battery Car.
A novel storage-battery electric street­

car, for which is claimed a high efficiency 
at a low expense, has just been built at 
Sap Francisco. This oar, which the build­
ers confidently expect will create a revolu­
tion in street railways, is 34 feet long, and 
decorated in cream and gold. It is built 
after the style of the Pullman vestibule 
care, with Pullman windows and purtains, 
fittings of oxidized bronze, and upholsteries 
in plush. The interior wood-finish is of 
bird’s-eye maple, 16 electric lamps will 
light it, and a push button to signal the 
stopping of Abe car will be beside each 
passenger. The car is provided both with 
air and hand brakes ; a 20-horse power 
motor, run by storage batteries, will furn­
ish the motive force to send it up any 
grades and to develop a high speed. A 
plant of this kind, it ia claimed, is less ex­
pensive both in construction and operating 
than the trolley system.

A Signet Bing Once. Worn by Cheops 
Builder of the Largest Pyramid.

The most curious and remarkable relio of 
antiquity in the world, the holy coat and 
the iron crown not excepted, now lies among 
the treasures of the Abbott collection which 
is temporarily deposited in the museum of 
the New York Historical society, says the 
Philadelphia Press. This unique memento 
of the distant past is nothing less than the 
signet ring once worn by Cheops, the builder 
of the largest of the great Egyptian pyra­
mids. The finding of this ring was the 
crowning effort of the great Dr. 
Abbott’s life of research among the 
musty ' tombs of the cradle of the human 
race. ! As noted above, Cheops was 
the builder of the pyramid which bears 
his name, and, as though it were his inten­
tion to' make the; structure bear witness to 
hie greatness down through all the ages, the 
very stones and bricks of which it is com­
posed âre stamped with his name. Cheops 
lived nearly 2,500 years ago, his great 
pyramid being a relic of the days when the 
great nations of anliqni.y were in their 
youth,; yet we of the last decade of the 
nineteenth century can have the supreme 
satisfaction of gazing upon the very ring 
he wot’e so proudly upon his royal finger. 
The hieroglyphic» are very minute, yet 
very accurately and beautifully executed, 
the ring itself being of finest gold and 
weighing nearly an ounce The oval signet 
bears the name of Cheops, which is in hiero­
glyphics in perfect accord with the stamp 
on the bricks of the inside walls of the great 
pyramid. This remarkable relic was found 
in a tomb at Ghizeh.

*d-7WAR ON THE CHINi.

An Enemy in Upper Burmah Whom the 
British Find it Hard to Subdue.

The English newspapers contain daily 
despatches from Rangoon telling of the 
British expedition against the Kuchins in 
Upper Burmah. along the Upper Irrawadi 
and its eastern affluents. The Kachins are 
brave and desperate, have many lurking 
plrces, and the British and Indian soldiers 
ore finding it exceedingly difficult 
to bring the wild race into subjection. 
The British say that the Chinese 
are largely to blame for the trouble they 
are having with the Kachins. The new 
regime in Upper Burmah has almost en­
tirely suppressed the murderous bands of 
Dacoits who, after the fall of King Thebaw, 
infested all parts of the country and thrived 
upon pillage. The Kachins, therefore, are 
now practically the only source of serious 
disorder in the country.

Chinese traders, the British say, have 
strongly objected to the Indian Govern­
ment opening up the country northeast of 
Bhamo, where they have long had a pre- 
psnderating influence and a controlling 
voice in the trade. They have been able to 
acquire great influence over the Kachins, 
whom they have incited to oppose by every 
means in their power the intrusion of th e 
white race, so the Kachins re­
fuse to I let the (whites come among them. 
They say they do not want the trade of the 
whites, and all they ask is to be let alone. 
Rich regions on the upper Irrawadi are, 
inaccesible. aad, what is worse,the Kachins, 
owing tq the pressure of the populations be­
hind them, are advancing into Burmah 
further every year, and taking up new 
lands. They are increasing the area with­
in which they forbid the whites to oome.

Within the past two years three expedi­
tions have been sent against them and they 
have not been conquered yet. In fact, 
they have made bold recently to move their 
frontier a little further south along the Ir­
rawadi Valley. The Kaohin population is 
very large, the vitality of the race is great 
and their rate of increase is very rapid. 
They do not seem to be in danger 
of dying out from contact with civ- 

- ilization, and the new governors of Burman 
are alarmed, not only by their hostility, but 
also by their present tendency to push 
further south and spread out over the 
country! n It looks now as though the 
Indian Government would have to send 
against the enemy stronger columns than 
those that have yet entered the Kachin 
country if they expect to conquer this wild 
and warlike tribe of hill men.

An irrigating canal has just been com­
pleted in Arizona which carries the waters 
of the Gila river over 60,000 acres of fruit 
land.

All the Injured Improving — How the 
A relent Occurred.

The at home ofhumber Lodge, A.F. & 

A.M., Waaton, which terminated io dis­
astrously Wednesday night, was being held 
in the lodge room formerly a Methodist 
Episcopal meeting house. About a year 
ago the building waa remodelled, veneered 
with brick and a story added.

Four wooden pillars originally supporting 
the upper floor of the church were removed, 
and two iron trasses substituted. The im­
mediate cause of the accident was that the 
nut holding one of these trusses became 
loosened, allowing the walls- to spread. 
The building had been farther weakened by 
the strain of two large meetings held dating 
the month prerious by the A.O.U. W. and 
the Chosen Friends.

The catastrophe occurred at the conclu­
sion of the entertainment on the upper 
floor, and just as the guests were about to 
betake themselves to the refreshment rooms 
below. While this was in progress the 
flooring gave way in the middle, making a 
huge funnel, down-which slid people and 
furniture. Two stoves in full blast at the 
time were promptly extinguished by per­
sons present, and a huge piano near the 
platform providentially remained in posi­
tion, otherwise the fatalities might have 
been more numerous.

tee’s report came up for discussion Aid.

Advertising the City.
Aid. Hewitt’s committee for devising the 

best means of advertising the city at the 
World’s Fair submitted its report recom­
mending “the issuing of an art newspaper 
and souvenir, in book form, containing 
illustrations of the most prominent public 
and other buildings in the city, street views 
and such other views as may be decided 
upon, together with a series of articles 
showing the advantages of Toronto as a 
manufacturing, commercial and educational 
centre.” :

“Having agents at Chicago sud Niagara 
Falls with large size duplicate photographs 
for distribution. And that these pam­
phlets and pictures should be placed in the 
public libraries and hotels throughout the 
world. The sub-committee recommended 
the appropriation of $10,000 by the Council 
for this purpose.”

Aid. Davies spoke strongly for the com­
mittee's report, urging the necessity of 
grasping this golden opportunity ot making 
Toronto known.

eagerly sought for and gratefully acknowl­
edged.

In common with many who are watching 
with interest for the action of the Public 
Library Board I trust Mr. Hanltain’s 
resignation of his present office will be 
accepted and that he will be reappointed to 
his former position wtiere there is such 
urgent need for hie services.
