EULOGIES OF SIR JOHN ABBOTT.

The English Press Speaks In High Praise 
of the Dead Statesman.

London, Nov.. 1.—In their obituary no­
tices of Sir John Abbott alf of the metro­
politan newspapers speak in the highest 
terms of the qualities of the dead Canadian 
statesman.

The Tithes says Sir John did his greatest 
work for Canada as a private member of the 
House of Commons.

Britain as leader of the government, he

Macdonald.
The Morning Chronicle remarks that al­

though Sir John Abbott cannot be ranked 
amongst the makers of the Dominion, he 
nevertheless played a useful part in Cana­
dian life. Never an ardent politician, he 
was a capable Premier.

; stands as a warning to all men of ability to 

keep to their own business and not make 
fools of themselves by courting the fickle

We do not get the 
best men to fill the seats in the council 
chamber. We only get an indifferent average 

* of second-rates. The brains of the city does 
not find itc way to the City Halt It matters 
little what the constitution may be—as long 
as second-rate men are elected to the council 
just so long will the affairs of tbe city be 
managed after second-rate methods. Give 
us proper and efficient representatives, and 
we need not trouble ourselves over-much 
about the proposed reforms. They, how­
ever. may be an improvement on present 
methods and worthy of consideration.

THE AERONAUT IN HIS BASKET.
There is a spider in America which travels 

through the air by using a film of its web as 
a balloon or parachute. A naturalist writes: 
A small spider, which was decked in n garb 
of brown, and had bright, diamond-like 
eyes, crawled up to the highest point of my 
coatsleeve, then, raising his spinnrets aloft, 
ejected a very delicate thread. Every 
second it grew longer, and as it grew it rose 
directly Upward, as if it were vastly 
lighter than, the air. Up it went 
higher and higher, until £ judged 
it to be three feet long, and then 
a curious thing occurred. The spider was 
almost lifted from his legs; another second 
and he appeared to be lifted again; then, 
wonder of wonders ! he turned aiid ran a few 
steps directly up the thread into the air ; 
then turned again and, head downwards, 
sailed away. 80 the thread of silk was in 
reality the balloon. The spider spins the 
thread out until the wind takes and wafts it 
away. The fluffy platform is formed later 
during the flight, and when complete the 
snider aeronaut rests upon it as securely as 
the human aeronaut in his.basket That the 
spider, a slow traveler, can make itself a 
balloon and journey across deep canyons and 
raging torrents, is certainly on evidence, not 
only of its ingenuity," but its intelligence.
