DISCUSSING MULOCK’S CHARGES OF
LAX CATTLE QUARANTINE,

His Amendment Voted Down by a Ma-
jority of 40—Col, Tisdale Anxious to
Have the Erte Filshery Regulations
Changed—Col. Powell Suspended by
Mhjor-General Herbert.

Orrawa, July 4 —On motion to go into
_supply this afternoon Col. Tisdale brought
up the question of the Lake Erie fisheries
in which his constituents were deeply in-
terested. In October, 1892, he proceeded,
the department ordered the prohibition of
all fishing in November. Agawnst this
arbitrary and unnecessary order he
_protested in a letter to the Minis-
ter. The order - was suspended for
that year. But he again found it
necessary, to protest against a renewal of
the prohibitory order next year, and in
the course of that letter urged the hardship
to the fishermen of prohibiting the catching
of course fish without having taken their
evidence as to the necessity for such action.
Besides, hé pointed out the injustice of
prohibiting fishing while the Ameri-
cans were allowed to pursue their
fishing operations within sight of the Cana-
dian shores. The Minister’s reply was to
the effect that certain regulations om the
lines suggested had been issued in regard to
the use of seines, pound nets and gill nets,
but bis letter added that unless he were
permitted to establish regulations for the
preservation of the fisheries this important
resource would be depleted beyond hope ot
recuperation. ;

Continuing, the member for South Nor-
folk read a lot of correspondence showing
that he had persistently opposed interfer-
ence with the vocation of the fishermen. He
had taken the trouble to compile statistics,
and these showed that there was no neces-
sity for curtailing the number of licenses.
The Americans fished with scores of tugs
and miles of nets right in Canadian waters,
although, thanks to the Minister, this out-
rage had been largely ameliorated.

As to the fears of depletion, the fact that
last year’s catch was as lagge as 1885 argues
‘against it, and if the- protection against
American poaching were continued the re-
sult would surely justify the Minister in
allowing the Capadian fishermen to carry
on their busineas at the same rate and with-
out farther restrictions. He hoped
an official of the depariment would
be sent to investigate the condition of
affairs on the eastern shore of Lake Erie
and that the result would be that the
restrictions as to the nets and seasons
would be relaxed.

sir U, H, Tupper Defends His Course,

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper, in the course
of his reply, said that as the month of
November was an unusually stormy period
the compulsory observation of that month
as & close season would. entail no great
hardship on the fishermen. As to the inner
bay fisheries, he had declined to
deal with it until the exammation
now in progress had been completed. The
hon, member had referred to the depreda-

After
dealing in a general way with the import-
ance of the trade and the loss entailed by
the present embargo, he went on to charge
that the pledges given to the Imperl
Government as to the guarding of Ameri-
can cattle | passin  through | Canada
in bond had not been earried out.' In sup-
port of this he instanced a number of re-
laxations of the regulations which had been
permitted, all of which constituted the
threats whereby Dr. Wright, inspector at
Sarnia, ineffectually endeavored to black-
mail the railway companies and the Govern-
ment into increasing his emoluments.

After recess Mr. Mulock resumed his
speech on the patile question and spoke tor
nearly three hofirs about the regulations
for the transportation of American cattle
in bond, and concluded with a resolution
declarmg that the Government had acted
with negligerice and bad faith in carrying
out the regulations and were deserving of
the most severe censure,

Mr* Ives Answer? Mulock Effectively.

Hon. Mr. Ives, in :reply, pointed out
that in all -his long speeches the
member for North York had not shown
that the Government had been negligent or
had acted in bad faith. Indeed, from
quotations made by the hon. gentleman
himself, the scheduling of Canadian cattle
was caused entirely-by the finding of two
suspected ammals on the Minnesota and
Hurona, and had nothing whatever : to do’
with the transportation of American cattle
in bond. He charged the member for
North York with playing into the hands of
those interested in maintaining the embargo
against Canadian cattle, and said it was
most unfortunate that Mr. Mulock should
have brought up the matter justat thé
moment when a practical test was going on
in England which would, it was hoped, set-
tle the question as to whether the embargo
was to be continued or not. He defended the
manner in which the inspection had been
made, and said he was confident that the
regulations had been well carried out. Not
a single case had been shown by the mem-
ber for North York of pleuro-pneumonia in
cattle in transit,

Col. O’Brien, Mr. MoMullen, Sir Charles
Hibbert Tupper and Dr. Sproule continued
the debate. N

The Amendment Defented,

After a féw remarks by Mr. McMillan
and Mr. Fairbairn, the members were
called in at 1.45 and the amendment was
lost on a vote of 59 for to 99 against.

The House then adjourned.

—The Thomson-
McKechnie mystery has been by no means
cleared since the arrival of Mr. Shirley
from New York to-day. Mr. Shirley de-
clares that Thomson never asked for money
and that he had unlimited power of -attor-
ney in this respect. His people in Scotland
had not heard from him for some months,
and had instituted inquiry, but heard noth-
ing whatever of his whereabouts until the
news of the tragedy- reached them. The
note tound by the sister of the dead girl,
written by the deceased, askiog that she be
buried with Harry, seems to confirm the
theory that the suicide was a premeditated
affair., The words were plainly written,
and it is almost jmpossible that they were
written immediately before the poison was
taken. The respective graves of the lovers
will be three miles apart. There appears to
be no foundation for the rumor that the
Thomson’s were opposed to the marriage.

Theyunderstood thebusbelonged to
Mr. Kelly. Thev stdod on the platform and
Conductor Priest said to them, ‘Do you
see that box?” They answered ‘‘Yes.”

“Then put in your fares,” said Priest.

They boys said “‘all right,” but did not
drop anything in the box. They swore
they were put off the bus because they did
not pay their fares. '

Not Cersain on Many Points,

Cross-examimed by Mr. C. W.R. Biggar,
who is counsel for Mr. Kelly, the boy said
ha knew it was Kelly’s bus, because a police
officer told him so. | Witness meant to pay
his fare. Witness was not certain whetherthe
conductor said to him, “Pat your fare in
the box,” or *‘Are you going to put your
fare in”? Witness was mnot certain
whether cars were labelled Broadview-
avenue or Queen west. - He saw nothing in
the car to show that any amount of fare
was requested or named. The witness was
not certain whether he was put off the bus
for calling the ¢onductor a vile name.

William Mitghell, a 17-year-old boy,rode
on a bus on the same day. He saw
s passenger pay 10 &ente for two
people. The conductor extended his hand
to the other passengers. }

Cross-examined by Mr. Biggar witness
said he did not know who owned the bus
nor what sum wus payable, but supposed
the rate was D cents, as that is the street
railway company’s*tate, but no amount was
asked nor specified.

The Archabold Sweat Box.

Inspector = Archabold swore that Mr,
Kelly admitted to him on ome oc-
casion that he owned some of
the  busses.

Mr. Biggar: Then you have a sweat box
where you manutacrure information to
bolster up your cases?

Sergeant McFarlane produced the Police
Commissioners’ bylaw, passed in Dec.,
1891, relating to the running of
vehicles. Mr. Kelly had no license uander
this bylaw. ;

Cross examined by Mr. Biggar, witness
said the bylaw did  not "allow the Police
Commissioners to grant a license for Sun-
day, and that no new bylaw has been
passed since the municipal act of i892.

This evidence closed the prosecution.

Magistrate Kingsford called the evidence
for the defence.

Defects In the Proceedings.

Mr. Biggar asked permission o poind
out one or two fatal defects in the pro-
ceedings. In the first place this
information does not conform to the sta-
tute fow in force. The bylaw of the
Police Commissioners was passed in 1891,
but the statute under which it was drawis
was repealed by the Municipal Act of 1892.
Mr. Biggar contended that when the sta-
tute was repealed | by the Legislature the
bylaw ceased to have any force.

Magistrate Kingsford: Surely the old by-
law will stand until a new bylaw is passed
under the new statute.

Mr. Biggar:' No. Suppose there had
never been a new statute could -the old by-
law continue in force when the foundation
for it is gone?

Magistrate: Certainly not.

The most that can be said is that
they took up a collection just the same as
Brother Archabold or the Salvation Army
do every Sunday. The collection was a
kind of religious service, as in the well-
known story of the shipwrecked sailors,
who counld neither pray nor sing, and took
up & collection as a mode of worship.

The Objection Fatal to the Oase,

As early as 11 o'clock in the morning the
trouble commenced, when a train which bad
peen ditched at Blue Island attempted to
reach the city. A large crowd followed
the train from 5lst-street to 47th-
street and there the flreman left the
locomotive. A few minutes later a non-
union fireman was secured and boarded
the engine. When the non-union fire-
man came on the engineer left, declaring
he would not work with him. Tbe non-
union man puiled the throttle wide open and
started for the city. Then the crowd quit
cheering and began throwing stones. They
smashed in the windows of the cab, and com-
pelled the fireman to take refuge in shé coal
tender.

About noon the crowd proceeded to nave
some fun with the cars lying on the track
there. A Rock Island passenger  coach was
shoved into an open switoh and two- trucks
run off the track. This effectually
blocked one of the main lines of
the Rock Island. Policemen and railway
employes went to the roundhouse to get a
wrecking train, and while they svere gone 18
or 20 brawny fellows got under an empty
freight car and tipped it over trucks and
all upon one of the main tracks of the Lake
Shore. Then the United Htates troops which
had reached the Stock Yards a few hours
before were called for and appear-
ed on the wacks at 47th-street,
and a platoon of police marched to 5lst
street. They were well received by the
crowds, who treated the whole affair asa
big joke and an excellent way of selebrating
Independence Day.

There were similar acts of lawlessness in
various places throughout the city.

Father's Ghastly Find in the Grass,

The facts in connection with the instan-
taneous killing of two young lads by a
lightning stroke at the Exhibition Park on
Monday evening and the discovery of the
bodies of the two boys by their fathers at
noon yesterday make up one of the most
affecting incidents everchronicled in Canada.

On Dominion Day Frederick Richardson,
aged 10, son of William Richardson, G.T.R.
fitter, 11 Niagara-street, and Thomas
O'Reilly, aged 11, son of Thomas O'Reilly,
laborer, 27 Niagara-street, visited Exhibi-
tion Park to witness the school children’s
sports. The two companions were seen on
the grounds up to 5 o’clock. -

hen they failed to retgrn the parents
became alarmed. A search was instituted
throngh the Exhibition grounds, but
without success.

The parents then concluded that the
boys had been drowned, and all day Tues-
day they patroled the lake shore in search
of their bodies.

A Father’s Awful Find.

At daylight yesterday the search was re-
sumed on the beach fronting the Exhibition
grounds by the fathers of thetwo boys. At
12.15 Mr. Richardson, who was on the bank of

the lake to the south of the horse ring,.

had his attention attracted by what he
thought was a sack inside the fence. He
walked towards the fence and was horrified
to find the bodies of the two boys lying 1n
the grass. Involuntarily he shuddered at
the hideous sight they presented, and then
held up his hand asa signal to Mr. O'Reilly,
who was further down the beach, that their
search was over—that what they sought was
found.
Blackened Beyond Recognition,

The lads were lying face downward with-

in a few inches of each other. They had

evidently been instantly killed and - their

black, disfigured faces showed unmistak-
ably that death had been caused by a light-

ning stroke. The hat which Richardson wore
was half burned off, and the fingers of his
companion were burned almost to the bone,
while both bodies were terribly blackened.
The post immediately ia rear of where they
were lying was split in half, while the upper
scantling and one or two pickets had been
shivered by the force of the lightning bolt.
How the Tragedy Ocourred,

It was not hard to read the story of the
tragedy from the surrounding circumstances.
The two lads had been seated on the fence
watching the games when the violent storm
came up at 5.15. The downpour of rain,
which put a stop to the sports, was pre-
ceded by a crash as if the heavens had split
asunder, accompanied by a vivid flash of
lightning. It lasted but a second or two,
but in those few seconds two fair blossom-
ing lives had been stricken out of existence.

"The bolt struck the boys fairly on their
heads and passed down their backs into
the fence post above which they were seat-
ed, splitting it in twain, and then entered
the ground. The boys fell forward on
their faces in the grass, dead.

The fact that vhe tragedy was not
witnessed by any of the hundreds of people
present is easily accounted for, as every one
was solicitous for his own safety and was
evidently not looking at his surroundings.

Many People Passed the Spot.

The bodies lay where they fell all day
Tuesday and until noon yesterday, withina
few feet of the race-track. Many equipages
with smiling occupants passed and re-
passed the place early next motning and all
day long, but none knew, of the sad tragedy
that had been enacted. ahd no one appears
to have observed the bodies, although they
were in full view of the track, or if they
did see them they probably concluded that
they were two lads who had laid down to
rest, tired out with their play. ¢

The bodies ot the lads wete removed to
McCabe’s undertaking establishment.

Olaimed to Have Been Treated shabbily

The Hamilton Spectator says: On Mon-
day evening the Thirteenth Band played at
a concert in the Massey Music Hall in
Toronto. The affair was a private specu-
lation on the part of some Toronto men,
and was unsuccessiul irom a financial
standpoint. The coxtract price with the
Hamilton band was $125, and to-day Band-
master Robinson received acheque for $42,
along with a coolly polite note, intimating
shat as it was the band’s first appearance
in the Massey Hall, the bandsmen would
no doubt be satisfied to reseive the $42.

PRITTIE FIRE INQUEST.
Further Evidence Heard Last Evening—
What Time Did the Flames Break
Out?—-Where Was Mr. Prittie ¥

The inquest as to the origin of the Prittie
fire was continued last night in Brockton
Hall. The jury was disposed more to sar-
casm and humor than to business. They
objected most strenuously to irrelevant
evidence being submitted and keeping them
there night after night when they received
no pay for their labors, Ouve of them sug-
gested the coroner give them an excursion to
St. Catharines by way of \remuneration for
their services. Another jut%r wanted to give
his opinion as to the cause of the fire, even
before the evidence was submitted.

Hvidence was submitted contradicting in
many important points the story told by
Mr. Prittie the previous night.

Mr, Prittie’s Wearing Apparel, <

Samuel Corrigan, tailor, one of the ap-
praisers of damages to wearing apparel, was
the first witness called. He told in detail
of the examination of the damaged clothing,
and stated the arbitrators were unanimous
in their opinion that $42.50 was a sufficient
allowance. Mr. Prittie claimed that a trunk
which bad been filled with valuable clothing
had been entirely consumed, but they were
unable to find s much as a nail or a sorew
to show that this trunk had ever existed.

Mr. E. J. Joselynp, also an appraiser, swore
that he found some mnewspapers directly
behind where Mr. Prittie
burned trunk had stood and these papers
were not evesdfscorched. - =y

What Became of the Truuk?

A Jurymai: Do you think a burglar got
in and spirited that trunk away?

George Wills, land agent, swore that. he
bad seen a trunk in Mr. Prittie’s house on
the afternoon of the day of the fire and the
trunk had not been burned. He would not
think the fire started in the basement.

Thne evidence of John Matson, tax collec-
tor, was the most importaut of the evening,
as he proved Mr, Prittis wasat his house, 63
Argyle-street, at 7 minutes to 9 o'clock the
morning of the fire. Mr. Prittie's taxes of
1893 were at that time unpaid. A warrant
for seizure of Mr, Prittie’s household goods
bad been placed in the bailiff’s hands a few
days before, but the bailiff was unable to
gain admission to the house to execute the
goizure, Prittie came that morning_ to ar-
range for payment of these taxes. Prittie
bad not been gone from his house five
minutes when he received a telephone mes-
sage informing him that Prittie’s house was
in flames. The taxes had since been obtained
by bailiff’s sale of the bousehold furniture.
Mr. Prittie asked him to stay the sale, and
he would pay the taxes when he received the
insurance moneys.

As to the Time of the Fire,

R. Scholes, foreman of Ossington-avenue
fire section, thou’zht they had a stream on
the fire in less than five minutes after the
alarm was turned in, He thought the fire
must have been burning 15 minutes pefore
they reached there, as flames were issuing
from both the frout and the rear of the
house before they reached the scene. When
he entered the house he found the gas burn-
ing in'the front hallway. X .

Rev. Jobn Mutch stated he met Mr. Prittie
in Dovercourt-road between 8,15 and 8.30 the
morning of the fire.

Thinks Several Fires Were Started,

R. Irwin, Dundas-street firema@, believed
that separate fires had been started on the
north side of the ball and also at the foot of
the stairs on “the ground  floor. was
positive that he turned off the gas at the
metre immediately after the fire was extin-
guished. °

W. J. McWhinney, barrister, volunteered
to give evid , his_ i telling him
he would be recreant to his duty unless he
didso. The most important point of his evi-
dence was that Mr, Prittie ‘was in bis office
at 9 o’clock on the morning of the fire. In
answer to, Mr. Dewart’s oross-questioning,
bowever, he could give no satisfactory rea-
sons for fixing the time at that hour. The
witness also offered -evidence re insurance,
the coroner informing him, however,that the
jury was'quite clear on this_point. He also
offered evidence about the plan of the house,
but was unable to answer to the satisfaction
of the foreman of the jury all questions
put to him on this point. The foreman told
him he had better go and learn something of
architecture before he came and offered to
give any such evidence to an intelligent jury.

The inquest was adjourned at 11,30 p.m. to
meet again Monday next at 8 p.m., when the
case will be closed.

The World regrets exceedingly the re.
port in circulation that one of the largest
wholesale houses in the city is quietly !
liquidating. The firm of Eby, Blain & Co. |
have within a few years built up an enor-
mous trade in groceries, and they are to be
commended for their enterprise. i

The success they met with was probably
a litvle too rapid, and they, with other
firms, were easily induced to put capital
into outside issues, including the Port
Artbur, Daluth and Western Railway, in
which they met with heavy losses.

\For the past few years the profits in
groceries, as well as in. other lines,
have been gradually diminishing, and
trade had to be extended to keep aggregate
profits up to those of former years. This
firm, according to reports of travelers and
others, find it impossible to continue, and
they are gradually selling off their stocks of
general groceries. ]

Like many others in business they bave
lately been reducing their staff and expenses,
among those who have left the firm being
R. P. Montgomery, their chief buyer, but
1t will probably be some months before they
get rid of their large stocks.

It 18 said by some that the yearly turn-
over of Eby, Blain & Co. amounted to
something like $1,500,000, and this, it
must be remembered, was in dry groceries,
no liquors. It is said thas Mz, Eby will in
the near future engage with his two sons in
the tea business exclusively.

The Ontario Bank has a claim against the
firm, it is understood, for $164,000, but they
are fully secured by a chattel mortgage of
$64,000 on warehouse receipts and $100,000
mortgage on the real estate of the two
partners in the firm. 3

Bradstreet’s book for July has withdrawn -
the firm’s rating in view of the liquidation
proceedings.

Beware of These Aldermen and News-
papers, .

A fow days ago Mr. W. R. Brock, presi-
dent of the Incandescent Light Company,
speaking through the editorial columns of
The Empire, brought up the old-time argu-
ment that a municipality could not operate
an electric plant itself as cheaply as a
private corperation could, because of alder-
manic jebbery, interference, favoritism,
inefficiency on the part of the municipal
servants, and so on. The same argument
is always brought upywhenever a proposi-
tion is made for the city to assume any kind
of work that can be turned into a contract.
When all other arguments fail this one
attributing jobbery to our aldermanic
representatives is made to do its most effect-
ive service. i

Our answer to this argument is this: If
it is true that some of our aldermen and
officials are corrupt and inefficient let usset
matters straight by getting rid of such. It
is absurd to say that because corruption
exists at the City Hall therefore we must
give way to it. This is a very dangerous
doctrine to admit. If a close investigation
is made it will be found that the newspapers
and aldermen making use of this argument
are the very ones whose actions need the
most watching. The alderman who desires
to see anthonest administration of our affairs
will be the lastjone tofsubmit to jobbery be-
cause he finde that jobbery exists. If we
have honest aldermen sifiting av the council
board the city officials will likely be honest
and efficient. Bubt when the aldermen
admit that jobbery and unfaithfuiness are
part and parcel of the municipal machinery,
how can it be expected that the officials will
be othérwise than negligent and dishonest ?
To effect a purer q:lminiltution at the City
Hall we must begin at the fountain head.
We must ‘demand a higher standard of
honesty from our representatives, and
particularly must we watch those whose
constantargument isaldermanic dishonesty,
official negligence and so on. If these men
stood up and fought dishonesty wherever
it showed its head we would hear
very little of this allegea manicipal
dishonesty. If the aldermen who are ready
to see the city lose $30,000 a year by light-
ing our streets on the contract system had
the city’s interests at heart they would set
to work and stop up the leaks through
which it is alleged this money would be
lost. 'We, however, do not believe that
our officials . are so incompetent and un-
faithful as these aldermen would make out.
It is these gentlemen themselves who are
not to be trusted. Like Mr. Brock they
are trying to commit the city to a job.
Our adviee is to tackle jobbery wherever
you find it and ‘more or less of it will be
found among the aldermen, who claim the
city is unable to oppose it.

Ald. Lamb’s Ingurance Scheme,

1If the daily newspapers of Toronto
displayed the fine businéss acumen of the
underwriters they would have a better thing
than the Consumers’ Gas Company or the Do-
minion Bank,. This failure touke the co

Leivictifisurance, ‘‘My own insurance on 23
stores is 77 cents for every $100 insurance.”

salieot Features of the Scheme.

The Chaitman then re-stated his position:
“That the 40 different insurance companies
doing business in Toronto have a combina-
tion to control the fire insurance for their
own gain end profit, and that the present
rates charged for insurance are fully fifvy
per cent. too high. '

“That in view of these tacts we recom-
mend the City Council to apply to the
Legislature vo obtain power for a municipal
bureau of insurance,to consist of three com-
missioners, two to be appointed by the City
Council and one.by the Board of Trade,
who will appoint manager, inspectors,
treasurer, chief accountant and such other
staff as may be necessary.

«That this commission have power to
assess all buildings for insurance purposes,
and effect insurance on merchandise, stock,
machioery, furniture, ete.

*That the commission will have charge
of the fire brigade.

«That debentures will be issued to the
extent of $1,000,000, to be sold and invest-
ed in other negotiable securities, for a re-
serve fund to meet extraordinary losses.”

Insuring Contents Optional,

Ald, Lamb further explained that it
would be compulsory on the part of owners
to insure all buildings within the munici-
pality, it would be optional on the occu-
pants to insure the contents. Most land-
lords\, however, would insist on such insur-
ance. 1

The establishment of a salvage corps was
most important. In England, at Montreal
and other tplaces such a corps has
proved most useful. Two-thirds of
tho damage by fires in large
sommercial buildings could be saved by an
efficient corps rushing in and rescuing
stock and viluables. Other details would
be settled by the Fire Commuissioners.
Practically it was @ question whether the
city should have the profits or the fire un-
Lderwriters.
