On In-lJreeding.

My attention having been called to an article in
the January No. of the RF:viEw on In-Breeding by
i X Roads," I venture the following by way ;of
encouragement to one who seems to be somewhat
original in thought, and free and independent in
expressing it. I do this, because the opposite and
positive views entertined by experienced persons
on all subjects in which humanity is interested,
suggests to the student of human nature the neces-
sity of being charitable toward those whose con-
victions are opposite tò, and are positively ex-
pressed, in conflict with our own. In poultry
matters, so many persons are convinced by experi-
ence when their convictions are certainly opposed,
on subjects in which either are really interested
and evidently honest, and that too, when the
question is of vital importance, that we wish to
sustain those who, in respe .tful language, eau ven-
ture to express what may be very unpopular, but
containing experimental truths or useful sugges-
tions. "X Roads" has maintained the proper dis-
position of an inquirer after truth while putting
his convictions clearly before bis readers, therefore,
with the hope that others will have their say on
this interesting question, I will now give mine.

I do not believe with unwaverIng confidence
the assumptions of those, who, in their theories,
follow in the beaten'track of others without testing
by continued experiment, the truth of their po-
sitions; nor is my confidence increased, when I
find the leaders in the chase resorting to the
courses they condeman as wrong in attempts to
reach the winning post. Iadmit thatthe majority
of poultry men are opposed to " X oads " in both
theory and practice. I also know that many
scientists, and nany poultry men who are con-
sidered einiient as breeders, do in-breed for years
together and constantly improve their stock. The

truth is, that none but experienced breeders can
do this, because novices do not know how te bal-
ance the varying qualities of fowls that are of no
one variety, but an admixture of several, as are the
best so-called varieties of the present day-the
Brown Leghorn, the Plymoutlh Rock, the Dark
Bralima, and in many cases the Light Braia
even. When an experienced breeder bas a well-
established strain, le does not hesitate to inW-breed
for several generations, avoiding only brother and
sister, and uses even these occasionafly. Probably
more than ialf of tic birds of the varieties uien-
tioned are raised where there is 1 ut one floek. and
these from the sane parents, and sold as breeders
in twos, or as pens, and th-ir progony bred and
sold in the sane way. I renember seeing an
article in the New England Farmer, in which the
editor stated that in former years lie considered it
necessary to procure a ma1M bird fron son. distant
fiock, so as to keep his own flock in good breeding
.ondition, but that of late he had selected the most
vigorous of his own, and had done just as well as
with those brought from another yard. I also re-
member conversing with Mark Pitman, of Mass.,
on the safety of in-breeding, and le said he should
not hesitate to in-breed for five succe.esre years
rather than introduce new blood. I suppose no
man is better authority than he is, nor has any
person had bettet success than he bas in in-breed-
ing to color with Plymouth Rocks. I bave per-
sonal knowledge of the methnd pursued by most
of the prominent breeders of Light Brahmas in
this State, and I am satisfied that, with one excep-
tion, they constantly introduce new blood, some of
them using males, others females, and most of
them either. The person excepted above, keeps
pens enough of al] the types he needs to combine
to produce bis own ideal of fosm and color, and
thereby to produce uniformity. It takes money to
do this, but having the many pens le can select
without choosing nearness of relationship.

A great deal can be said on either side of this
question of in-breeding from family blood, but I
forbear as I am writing my first paper for the
REvrcw, and will close my remarks for the present
by saying that until 1865 I bred without any sys-
tem; at that time I cleared my fowl-house, and
began anew, with stock I purchased with the in-
tention of building up a type to suit my own ideal
of a "standard " fowl, and I have succeded much
better than I expected to. I considered that one
man's good fowls were as good as any other man's,
provided their health, form and color were equal.
The ideal of all breeders may be formed, as they
think, by consulting the " standard " of excellence,
yet experience proves that the standard was never
yet reached, as each man's fowl in some points
will always be short of standard requirements ; at

E
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least, so the judges will honestly think; therefore,
I resolved to be independent and lay my plan and
adiere' to it. I started with one pen made up
from two differerit yards in which the same type
had been bred. The first year Igained form, but not
color as dark as I wished. The next year I select-
cd two cockerels froni two different yards, they
being different in family blood, and different in
that respect from nmy own: also, they were both
of them different in type froni each other and from
my own; from these I bred two distinct families,
and selected for breeding two cockerels and six-
teen pullets, and mated them oppositely accord-
ing to blood. One of these cockerels sold for $50
-the other, money will not buy. From what I
have now said, it will be seen how far my ex-
perience carries me with 'LX Roads." I breed
from family blood, but not from brothers and
sisters. I now have my type and can breed my
fowls of uniform appearance, and can continue so
to do.

My theory is this: the foundation of the struc-
ture in good breeding is strength, next form, next
prolificness, then on these elaborate with fancy
points. The first of these is the best evidence of
good constitution; the second implies a balance
of those pre-requisites that continues health and
prolificness; and. without strength and form,
fancy points will be very imperfect for wants of
symmetry and healthy, glossy feathering; also,
when these arc wanting, constitution is generally
unsound, and this fits them for death, not propa-
gation. More hereafter.

In-Breeding.

Editor Poultry Review :
I have read with interest the articles in your

magazine in regard to in-breeding, and permit me
to hold up both hands against it. We all know
that the law against incest is as old as Holy Writ.,
and what is in-breeding but incest? Perhaps it
may do for a time if a person breeds for only one
particular point, as our friend in your last number
speaks of, breeding for the white face in Black
Spanish. I Pure Blood " says he introduced new
blood, and thereby injured his flock. Now, is he
prepared to tell us positively that his trouble
came from the mere fact of introducing new blood
and no former taint existed in the blood he intro-
duced. I think not. We all know it is casier to
perpetuate faults than to remove them, and might
not some serious fault have existed in the blood
lie introduced? We ail know that in man various
kinds of hereditary di3ease may not show itself
for two or thrce generations, and then crop out in
full force ; and why not the sane in fowls? An±i-

mated nature is one and the sane, be it man, beast,
or bird. Let our friend. get a few white birds,
Cochins, for instance, breed-in for a few years, and
sec how soon red feathers will show, and how yel-
low his white birds -will soon become.

I think the pleas against In-Breeding are almost
without limit. For instance, go on any farm
whore they keep a flock of "common" hens, and
every year the gocd housewife "trades" eggs with
her next neighbour, furnish but little, if any shl-
ter for their chicks, and when you speak to them
of "roup,'' " gapes," " caked-crop," and a thousand
and one kindred diseases, they do not even know
what you mean; but let the same party get a few
% fancy " chicks, breed thema in, and even if they
take the very best care of them, there is never a
day but they have one or more ailing birds. Why
is this, friend "Pure Blood " ? Why, if in-breeding
is all right, do you become familiar with disease so
soon as you practice it? I will give you my
reason :-Just as soon as you begin to breed-in for
any particular point, you sacrifice the general con-
stitution of the bird to that point; then, if at any
time the harsh wind strikes theni, they are like a
man prone to consumption, they have no consti-
tution to stand the attack of even a mild cold.

Poultry for the Farn.

To 17W Editor of the Poultry Review:
DEAn Sm,-

The question is frequently asked, I Is
the thorough-bred fowl suitabe for the farm yard ?
and if so, which variety is most suitabie "In Now,
Sir, it always seeis to me that the farn-yard is
just where fowls, and beautiftul ones too, appear to
advantage. liere, surround d by other fammi stock,
they fill a space in the gradation froin great to
small which they alone can fill. And when o.d
Sol returns fron his long pilgrimage to the
South, and warms into renewed activity the dor-
mant energies of winter's prisoners, what music is
given in return for his kindly rays, as eaci stimu-
lates the other to more vigorous dt monstrations of
joy ; and who cau pass among those happy, beauti-
ful creatures and not beconie a partake'r of their
gladness, and an admirer of their beauty ? But
that this spring scene be conplcte, a flock of
thorough-bred fowls is necessary, as the gr, at
diversity in size, shape, and color of the conmmon
varicty greatly detracts froi its beauty. laut to
return to the subject under consideration. Fan-
ciers will unanimously answer the tir-st question in
the affirmative, and fariners will. gnerally speak-
ing, take the opposite side. One i- surprised, in
conversing with farmenrs upon thmis sub'ject, to find
how many of theni have tried some fauicy vari.tv

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and declare then a fraud, andi upon inquiry, one
usually finds that the reason for this decesion is,
that they are too tender and will not stand the
winter; and when a fancier claims for his birds
equal hardiness with the comnmon or barn-yard
variety, he claims for them a powe of endurance
whieh they do not possess, and eventually injures
the reputation of lis variety, among farniers at
least. llow many procifs of this have we ii the
public pr.ess every now and then, un ominous
clouid of disappointnent ud dissatisfaction rolls
up froma some rural district, and coming into con-
tact with the cooler atmosphere of the press,
descends in a copious shower of condemnation
upon the devoted heads of fanciers.

I do not wisi to accuse or even seeni to accuse
fanciers of intentional misrepresentation, when
they claim equal hardiness with the common, for
their fowls; but I am confident that those who
make such an assertion are not aware of the kind
of i ·tnent which the common usually get.
What would a fancier think of finding his flock on
the coldest and most stormy morning of this win-
ter with but little more than their heads'sticking
out of the snow ? Yet 1 have known this to hap-
pen repeatedly with a flock of common this vin-
ter, and not one, apparently, a whit the -worse.
The following instances which have come under
my own observation prove conclusively the
superiority of the common in this respect:-Three
floks of pure-bred birds, each a different varicty,
have perished from anong common fowls in this
neighborhood this winter; and the owner in each
case bas assured me that they want no more fancy
fowhls; that they do well enougli for me, who has
ph.nty of time to attend to then, but don't suit
farmers. Again, sorne who were frozen in the
barn-yard try to mend the matter by jumping into
the fire; so hard is it to get at that happy medium,
lying, in this case a.; in many others, about mid-
way between the extremes-they build frost-proof
bouses which necessarily partake of the nature of
a root-bouse. Now, in my humble opinion, it is
not so much heat they require as sheIter from. vind
and storm, to keep then healthy. I am keeping
two flocks this winter, and in the house in which
they are kept a vcssel of water freezes solid whben
left all niglit, and lthe ice bas to be broken several
tines during the day-and yet I have not had a
nipp id conb this winter, and they have layed
right along.

But let us aseume that a farmer is prepared to
furnish the requisite accommodation, which vari-
ety will be most suitable ? I think this can be
best determined by considering what ho requires
of his birds. It might be asked with reason,
What more cani he reasonably expect than eggs
and chicks in return for food given? Or what

more froi his cow should ho expeit tian others
receive ? but he gets more nevertheless. Most of
his stock is a double source of advantage to im.
W lien I keep a cow I find that the price of ber
food has to be entered on Dr. side of cow account,
while a fariner takes his pen and dashes off with
the greatest complacency, cow account Cr. by so
much land food. His cow, in addition to supply-
ing bim with milk, &c., is a machine by which a
comparatively ,useless article is converted,, into
food for his land, thus performing an invaluable
work and gaining lier own support in the per-
formance of it. His fowls have, in the same way,
to perform their part in the economy of the farm,
he finds in then no mean auxilliary in the w«ar-
fare against destructive insects. Secondly, they
are expected not only to live but also to grow
fat and ready for market off wlat is unavoid-
ably left upon the ground in harvest. For these
reasons his fowls must be active and have frce
range. And it is also obvious, that if they are to
remain pure, ho must keep but one variety ; there-
fore, the non-setting varieties do not suit him,
though having so many qualities in their favor.
But the question naturally suggests itself, Can he
not keep the setting kind closed in during the
hatehing season ? In the first place that wbuld
mean all summer, and in the second, ho won't, and
that is the end of it, for ho bas too much else to
attend to of infinitely more importance. But I
have heard il remarked that if proper accommo-
dations were provided the lady part of the estab-
lishmnient might look after this-it would be such
a pleasant duty, such an agreeable exorcise ; ad-
mitted on the condition that she is in need of
exercise, but in my opinion the farmer's lady is
already the most severely exercised farmer of the
two. And, though I am an admirer of the grand
old Asiatics, I am compelled to admit that they
too are out in the cold to a certain extent, though
the Light Brahma is a prett- fair forager, and of
all the Asiatics probably th, most suitable for the
farmer; but there is another feature to the subject
which tells against these birds. In winter, the
fariner desires that his birds shall be out in the
barn-yard during the day, and a splendid place it
is too for them,being generally sheltered by build-
ings to north, west, and frequently to cast also ;
and trodden down solid by stock, it is varm here
even whn old Boras is trying to freeze your ears
off outside. But this yard is generally crowded
with larger stock, which, on a varm day, are kick-
ing up all kinds of antics, and the beavy, slow
Cochin, and even Brahmas are liable to be trodden
upon and killed.

Now, taking the data laid down, which variety
would seem to meet the conditions muost complote
ly? Games and Dorking do to a certain extent un-
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doubtedly. But was it not the farming interest
our cousins had in view when they modified the
sitting propensity of the Cochin by a cross ,upon
the Dominique and produced the Plyaaoutli Rock,
which are admitted by all to be good layers of
large eggs, splendid sitters and motherzs, and a
first-class table fowl, of good size, also active and
splendid foragers ? W. H. Todd says of this variety:
"Of all varieties we think this one the kind for
farmers and gencral purposes." So if this be the
case, the sooner the conmmon variety is supplanted
by this one the botter, and, as a number of your
subscribers are no doubt farmers, I would strongly
advise them to give this varicty a close inspec-
tion, at any rate, wherever the opportunity otfers.

Under the head of difficulty, I too have some-
thing to offer. One of ny Buff liens lias been
affected with some malady, and from the symptons
I am led to believe it cholera The symptoms
are: extreme weakness, especially in legs, which
causes lier to stumble and fall about; droppings
at first greenish, afterwards thin and white. Well,
for the first, second, and third attacks, which bap-
pened at intervals of four days, and continued
about two days, I gave bread soaked in scorched
milk, made pretty hot with black pepper, and a
little Douglas Mixture in drinking water, alternated
with a few drops of carbolic acid. I suppose th-
treatment given in the fourth attack will excite
the risibility of older bands, but laugli if you
must; I gave half a teaspoonful of Dr. Fowler's
Extract of Wild Strawberry, and in twenty minutes
she was as sound as a Canadian dollar, and has
continued so ever since; and I cannot sec vhy any
astringent will not correct the laxity whicli seems
to be always present in this disorder. 1 am not
acquainted with the hygenic precautions necessary
to keep this scourge of the poultry yard at a dis-
tance; nor can I account for its appearance in this
case, unless it was occasioned by bad ventilation,
which "J. L." shows in bis last letter is so deleter-
ious, or by feeding too much bran in soft food. I
may state that the pen in which one pair was kept
is 12 x 10, and was cleaned out every morning ac-
cording to '. J L.'s" plan, and regularly sprinkled
with lime and carbolic acid, and is perfectly free
fron vermin.

In conclusion, permit me to ask, would it not
be a good idea for some of the older breeders who
live in a central position to keep poultry requisites,
such as bone meal. baskets, &c., for sale and ad-
vertise them in the REvEw ? I sec W. 11. Todd,
and Mr. Gibson, of N.B., both keep these for sale.
Thanks friend "J. L." for your kindly pat of en-
couragement.

A Chapter Fromt Early History.

CHAP. XL.-'' DONG THE GENTEEL THJING."

"There is one thing you should always bear in
mind," said a notorious shark to me, one day, while
ive conversed upon the subject of breeding live-
stock successfully-" there is one thing you should
always remeiber; and that is, under no circum-
stances ever permit a fowl or pig to pass out of
your bands to a purchaser, unless you knoie him to
be of pure Nlood."

This is a pretty thcory, and, I have no doubt,
suci a course would vork to admiration, if faith-
fully carried out (as I always intended to do, by
the way) ; but in this country this iwas casier to
talk about than to accomplish. I have now a
letter before me, received some years since, upon
this point, and wvhich will give the reader some
idea how far this thing extended in certain quar-
ters and what came of it.

"Sm: I have been informed by my frierds, and
I have seen it stated in the poultry-books general-
ly, that, you are a breeder of fowls vho can be
relied on. I wislh I could say as mucli of some
otier parties with whom I have dealt, during the
past year or two.

"I have been striving, for a long time, to get
possession of some pure-bred domestic fowls, and
a strain of thorough-bred Suffolk swine. I am
satisfied yoiu have got them. Now, I beg you will
understand that I am fortunatelv pecuniarily able
to p2y for what I seek. I care nothing for prices;
but I do desire, and stipulate for, purity of blood.
Can you supply me? What arc your strains ?
When did you import it, and how has it been
bred ?

" If you can send me half a dozen Chinese fowls,
ail pure bloods, of eaci of the different varieties,
do so, and charge me whatever you please,-only
let them be fine, and such as will produce their
like. I have read much on this subject of poul-
try, and . want to beqin right, you perceive. I
have made up my mind that there are not so many
varieties of fowls extant as many breeders describe.
I am satisfied that these doinestic birds hail
originally from China, and that all of them are
of one blood. What is your opinion?

"Write me your views, please, and let me know
if you can furnish me what I seek, upon honor;
bearing in mind that I am ready to pay your price,
whatever it may be; but that I want only pure-
blooded stock.

"Yours respectfuilly,

I immediately forwarded to liis custoner (as I
usually did to my newly-found patrons) copies of
the portraits of my " genuine Suffolk " pigs, and of
my " pure-bred " and I imported " Chinese fowls.
These "pictures," samples of which appear in this
work upon pages 174 and 212, had the desired
effect. I rarely forwarded to these beginners one
of these niccly-got-up circulars that didn't "knock

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'cm " at first sight.
These gentlemen stared at the engravinge, ex-

claimed, " Caln it be ?" thrust their hands to the
very botton of tleir long purses, and ordered the
stock by return of mail.

In this last mecntioned case, I informed my
correspondent that I agreed with hini in the ideas
lie had advanced precisely (I usually did agree
with such gentlemen), and I entertained no doubt
that lie was entirely correct in his views as to the
origin of domestie fowls, of which lie evidcntly
knew su much. (This helped me anazingly.) I
pointed ont to him the distinction that existed
(without a difference) betveen a l Shanghae " and
a ' Cochin-China," and finally concluded my Icarn-
cd and unselfish appeal by hinting (barely hinting)
to hini that I felt certain he was the best judge of
the facts in the case, and I would only suggest that,
so far as my experience went, there were, in
reality, but ten varieties of pure-bred fowls known
to ornithologists (I was one of this latter class),
and that these ten varieties were the Cochins, the
White, Grey, Dominique, Buff, Yellow, Red, Brown
Bronze and Black B.anghaes--and these were th
only kinds Iever bred.

As to their purity of blood, I could only say, that
I imported the original stock mys,lf, and "en-
closed" lie lad their portraite ; to which I referred
vith pride and confidence and pleasure, &c., &c.,

&c. Of their probable mnerits I nust leave it en-
tirely to his own good judgnent to decide. I had
this stock for .ale, and it did not become me,
(mind this!) didn't become ie to praise it, of course
not, (O no 1). And I would say no more), but simply
refer him to the public prints for my character as
a breeder of blooded stock, etc., etc.

Did this take him down ? Well, itdid; vide the
following reply from him, two weeks subse-
quently :

"My DEAn SR:
"I never entertained a doubt that you were aU

you had bten represented; and your reputation is,
indeed, an enviable one, in the midst of these
times, when so much deceit and trickery is being
practised among this community. I ama flattered
with the tone of your kind letter, just received, and
I am greatly pleased that you thus readily coincide
with ne in regard to my opinions touching the
fowl race.

&1I had come the'conclusion that there were but
eijht real varieties of genuine fowls; but 1 observe
that, iii your last favor, you describe ten strains of
pure-bloods, that you know to be such. The por-
traits of your stock are beautiful. You allude to
the 'Bronze' and the 'Dominique' colored
Shanglhaes. These must be very fine, I have no
doubt ; and I gladly embrace the opportunity to
enclose you a draft on Merchants''Bank, Boston,
for six hundred dollars, in payment for six of cach
of your splendid varieties of this pure China
stock, the like of which (on paper, at least) I have
never yet been so fortunate as to meet with.

c Please forward them, as per schedule, in care
of Adams & Co.'s Express; whose agents, I an
assured, vill fed and water them regularly tirec
tfn-8 a derI / on the route, and who are universal-
ly proverbial for their attention to the birds thus
directed and intrusted to their care. I shall order
the ' Suffolks' shortly. Yours truly,

I sent this anxious purchaser sixty chickens, at
ten dollars each (cheap enough, to be sure), it4 ne-
cordance with his directions, and lie was delighted
witlh tlem. I do not noo entertain a shadow of
doubt that every one of those ten '. different variet-
ies " were bred from white liens and a black cock
of the ordinary "Shanghae" tribe.-Burhiam's
llislory of te Lien Fever.

Figures for 1871.

I am often asked by parties about investing in
pure bred poultry, which variety to get. Ndw,
with your permission, I will answer the question
throngh the Revrsw, which may be of interest to
some of your numerous readers. First, then, if
any one is about investing in pure-bred pultry for
their own fancy and pastime, they should select
one or more such varieties as their fancy dictates,
as thcy will enjoy much more pleasure in breedxing
such varieties than they would in bratding others
which miglht be more valuable to parties breeding
for profit, and not for f.,ncy. Second,-for the
benefit of those partis who, (like your humible
servant,) wish to breed the varieties that will
bring in the most dollars, I will give the figures
on each variety as I find them in my poultry diary
for the year 1871, and down to the time I got
the Delaware fever, and left Canada. Althougli I
began to breed fancy poultry as far batk as 1860, I
did not start my poultry diary until 1871, which
found me brecding 13 varicties; and the figures
in my diary show the result from each variety, and
also the whole amount at the end of the year,
which may, perhaps, in some measure, answer the
question so often asked, Does fancy poultry pay ?
Dark Brahmas, sold 30 birds for $134; most money
received for one pair, $20 ; for eggs $25. L.
Brahmas, sold 27 birds for $64; nmost money re-
ceived for one pair, $10 ; for eggs, $22. Buff
Cochins, sold six birds; most moncy received for
one pair, $10; for eggs $9. Partridge Cochins,
sold ciglt birds for $107; most money received for
one pair, $80; for eggs $7. Vhite Cochins, sold
six birds for $38; most money received for one
pair, $20; for eggs $6. Silver Gray Dorkings, sold
six birds for $13; highest pair $5; for eggs, $3.
White Dorkings, cold two birds for $3; for eggs

Exhibition of the Nova Scotia Poultry and
Floricultural Association.

As previously announced, the exhibition of the
above named association was held on the 25th,
26th, and 27t.h of Feb., in the Public Ha.1 of the
new Masonic Temple at Hialifax. The number of
entries was largely in excess of former years, being
200 coops of fowls, geese, &c., 50 of pigeons, 50
cages of birds, and a splendid exhibitof taxidermy
by the President, Mr. Andrew Downs.

Mr. A. F. Stevens, of Natick, M.ss., judged the
show, and gave gencral satisfaction; although
many of his decisions considerably upset our pre-
conceived ideas of what fowls should be, to com-
ply with the requiremexnts of the standard. A
number of coops vere disualified l'y the judge,
througl being badly natchcd, althougi in many
instances the birds individually were good speci-
mens. Mr. Stevens was well pleased with the
quality of the stock in general, and considered we
made good exhibits; and that considering the
size, we compared very frave .ably ,.-ith the Anerican

shows. Before procceding to glance briely over
the different features of the exhibition, I must
say a few words in reference to the class of fowls
sold as "standard" l by some of the most celebrated
breeders, and for whicl high prices were paid;
but when they came to be judged by an expert,
are found wanting in many points. $everal cases
occurred at this show where the exhibitors lad
imported fowls at large prices, but which were dis-
qualified by the judge. If this sort of thing is
continued, fanciers will lose confidence in iach
other, a thing which must be avoided. Wlat can
be more mortifying than to send your order to a
person who you suppose to be honest, and to re-
ceive disqualified fowls, and for which you pay a
good sum ?

The largest display was in the Ganie class,
among which were soie fiic specimens of Black
and Brown Reds. A pair of Brown leds, shown
by Geoffrey Morrow, carried off the special for
best pair; the pair scoring-cock, 96, lien, 93
points.

Anong the Asiaties were some fine l'uffs, shown
by Geo. Piers, and Partridge Cochins by Thos.
Gouge, scoring well up in the nineties. Ham-
burgs were well represented in the different variet--
ius; notably the Golden Spangled of Geo. Peirs"
and Ardrew Downs. A Black Hamburg hen,'
shown by A. Mackinlay, winning the special for
best hen, with a score of 94. Houdans, Polish,
and Leghorns were in good force and showed well;
also Plymouth Rotka and Dominiques. The
Whit-faced Black Spanish were a fine lot; the
first prize coop containing a cockerel and four
puliets, (all of one hatel, nine months old), shown
as a pair or collection; scoring respectively 911
91, 90a, 90, 89ý ; average, 90è each,-these were
ahown by Gouge & Gibson, and were raised by
Mr. W il. Gibson, (of this firm), in his own yard,,
from his imported Englisli and American stock.
These gentlemen were highly complimented by
the judge, who expressed bis opinion "thiat they
were as fine a lot of Spanish fowls as it lad ever·
been his pleasure to pass judgment upon." These'
gentlemen carried off all the specials in the class,
but losing the second prize by one point only,:
which was taken by Mr. Keeler, with fowls which
came from their stock. Bantams, as usual, were a
large class, princirally BlaÂck Red Game-a few
j.od ones.

Geese, both wild and domestic, were well rep-
resnted. Duxcks, sone specimens of boti Rouen
and Pelin, were ucheli admired. Bronze Turkeys.
five ,intries; tic winning pair were very good, the
cock tipping the scale at 34j' lbs.

Pigeons, in great variety, and bing shown in
exceedingly handsome coops, adde2d greatly to flie
attractions of the show. Cage birds werc out in
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great variety, and of course were the gr'eat attràc-
tion for the lady výsitors. Taken as a whole, the
exhibit was good, and rapid strides are being made
by ont poultry men, as any one could perceive, who
had visited the previous ex hibitions of this society.
We have, iundoubtedly, gained mueh practical in-
formation froni the visit of siuchi a veteran as Mr.
Stevens, and it is the hiopue o: your correspondent
that lie nay soon visit us again,-for his genial
and kindly disposition gained him a host of friends

The same paper gives in its number of July 27th,
the following complete references -

" The letting loose was to take place at 6 o'clock
a.m., but was retarded by the fog until 8.50. The
first bird arrived at 4 o'clock p.m. It is a pigeon
belonging to Mr. Muhelsohn, merchant, and it lias
won the goid medal offcred by the Emperor. Of
the 29 birds that took part in this race, more than
20 arrived, the one shortly after the other. The
long tine the birds have taken to accomplisli the
voyage must be attributed to the great lieat on the
day they flew; and it is well known that this
circumstance is very unfavorable to the rapid fliglt
of the pigeons."

The races for young birds, that is, for those born
in 187,, must take place between Burgand Berlin,
on Sunday. the 8th of September; and the birds
taking part in this race mu.st be brouglt to the
seat of the So.iet) on Saturday, the 7th of Septem.-
ber. Up to this dat , thvy have been let loose suc-
cesively at Freidenau et Zehlendorf and Potsdam,
and althougli voung birds;, tlhey have belaved
themselves witht great <redit. They have also,
been exercised between Werder and Berlin ; 225
birds have donc tiis voyage. The result of thtis
concourse is given in the number of the 1:Uth of
Sept.. of the Nati'nal Zeitun .

The 134 young pigeons that had to take part
in this race were brought, on Saturday, to the seat
of the Society, and were put in baskets; during
the niglt they were transported to Burg. This
city is situated 117 kilometres, 600 metres, (88
miles), from Berlin. On account of the fog which
lung over the city, the birds could not be liberat-
ed before 9.15 a.m. The first bird arrived at 11.30
it is a biue chequer, hardly three months old, and

lins, nevertheless, made the distance in two hours
and a few minutes. The second bird arrived at
11.45. After this time, the birds arrived second
after second, in such a way that at 12 o'clock the
race was closed."

As shown aliove, the question of the carrier
pigeons is not neglected in Germany ; the private
societies are cncouraged by the Government, at
the same time exercising the birds of the Military
Columbaries.

The MWeter Zeifung, of the loth of August, an-
nounces that from time to time loosening of
pigeons takes place detween Mayence and Metz;
and it takes the bird, generally, a little more than
two hours to make the distance.

We must here mention a happy innovation of
the post of the carrier pigeons ; that, althougli

they have thcir utility during time of war, are also
called upon to render great services in time of
pence, in a philantlrophic point of view, and of
which· we have already received proof, according
to the account of the KYorddeutch All.-et1mce
Zeîtung. The paper says that the pigeons are
used for the service of watching the coast; in the
journal of the 23th of July, is the following:

" We have often spoken of the use of the carrier
pigeons on the continent, says the Journal of EïCel,
and to-day we have notes whiclh show that the
winged messengers have often been employed to
correspond between the royal pigeon coop of
Tonning, and the floating fires (feux flottants) of
the mouths of the Ens and the Eder. The pilot
association, in official account in their journal,
publishes to-day the following statements: 'From
the 19th to the 27Zth of November, 1877, we have
sent and received 192 pigeons, bearing 82 des-
patches from the two floating fires, the one situated
,7 and the other 37 marine miles fron Tonning.
Thanks to the use of the t arriur pigeons, by which
ncans the two floating fires could rapidly com-
municate with the land, we succeeded, on the 9th
of November, in savingthe ship kerlie, which was
in distress in these parts; and she pilot boat,
which was sent from Barth, succeeded immediately
in bringing the ship safely in to Tonning."'

Annual Show of the Ontario Pouhtry
Association.

Of the many poultry shows held in Guelph the
last, which closed on Friday, February 28th, was
decidedly the most successful; and we think we
are safe in saying that no previous show held in
Canada has given equal satisfaction to officers, ex-
hibitors and visitors. The officers were indefati-
gable, from beginning to end, in their efforts to
make the show successful in every particular, and
we do not believe the most determined grumbler
could find a serious cause for complaint. Their
patience was considerably tried on Monday and
Tuesday by additional entries arriving by every
tnai], and having fresh arrangements to make for
their accommodation; but by noon on Tuesday all
the birds were cooped and ready for the inspection
of the judges. A few errors were made in cooping
the birds, but this could not be wondered at when
inany of the hampers arrived with several pairs in
each, without the sligltest mark to guide the com-
mittee in their arrangement.

A plcasing feature was the cleanly and whole-
some state in which the room was kept; and we
hope the officers of ail our shows will vie with
each other in this particular, thereby maling the
attraction grenter to visitors.

Thý attendance of visitors was not large, but
fanciers were out in force, and the best of feeling

'q
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prevailed. All seemed to feel that the poultry
business was again on its feet, and about to reap
the benefits of " protection." A few of the old fa-
miliar faces were missing: Campbell, Mc.illan,
and Bogue; while a number of new ones appeared,
(and, judging from the mon and their exhibits, we
would say that the veterans will have to look
sharp tu keep ahead of themi) : Mr D Ferguson,
Goderich ; Rlev H Cooper, Colborne; G H Pugsley,
Fisherville : Geo Elliott, PortRobinson, and James
Anderson of Puslinch.

The Hamburgs were judged by Mr A Worden,
U S Consul, Guelph; Games by Sharp Butterfield;
turkeys, ducks, bantams, pigeons and cage birds,
by Mr Sehænaw, Mildmay, and Mr Goldie, Guelph,
and the balance of the birds by Mr W H Todd, of
Vermillion, Ohio. In six hours fron the time the
judges received the books their work was complet-
ed, and a majority of the cards up. When we in-
form our readers that the entries were considerably
over one thousand, they will agree with us that
this was good work ; although donc quickhly was
also done well. Dissatisfaction was expressed
with some of the awards in the Hamburg ciass,a'nd
the owners of turikeys and pigeons did not quite
agree with the judges, but summing the inatter all
up the general verdict was that it was a well judg-
ed show. The judges were very willing to give
the r asons for their decisions, and when given
seemed to be satisfactory. Mr Todd won the es-
teem of all with whom he came in contact, and
seemed to enjoy himself well. The hope was ex-
pressed by many that we would sec him often in
Canada.

The fowls, as a whole, showed great improve-
ment; serubs werc almost entirely absent. In
Asiatics the improvement was very marked The
display made in this class by Wright & Butterfield
was simply magnificent. Some means should be
devised to handicap Sharp, as twenty-two out of
the twenty-four first premiums offered on Asiaties
is rather too much to fall to the lot of one firm;
but if he succeeds in maintaining this position ho
-will deserve all credit, as many k-cen ones are very
close after him.

Dorkings--whites were rot largely represented,
nor quite up to former years in quality; silver-
grays and colored were out in force and of good
quality: soie of the liens and pullets extra fine.
Cochins, buffs show great inprovement in both
size and color; among the whites were some extra
fine birds; blacks wert also good, the f males es-
pecially ; in the Partridge class there a general
improvement. Dark Brahmas a medium class.
Light Brahmas were out in great force, and of
splendid quality, both old and young. The dis-
play vas far in advance of any yet seen ini Canada,
and rivalled that at Buffalo. Spanish was a very
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fine class, and competition keen; the pullets were
elegant. Leghorns were numerous and of good.
quality; the lst and 2nd premium white coelnrels
were extra fine. Browns were not quite up to last
year's exhibit in quality. Plymouth Rocks were
a strong class, and seemed to rank next in favor
to Light Brahimas. The cock birds were all
thrown out on account of brassy plumage; some
first-class bens and young birds were shown., The
improvement in this class was very marked.

There was a large and fine display of gaines, but
not up to the usual standard in condition, many of
then beipg greatly marr-d by broken feathers.
Polands not up to former years; the prizes covered
all the good birds. Hamburgs also behind former
years Houdans, small display of medium quality.
French class light. Bantams show a decidec fall-
ing off in numbers; there were a num ber of very
fine birds, lowever, There was asplendid dibplay
of turkeys, and competition was keen in both old
and young. Geese, an immense display of splen-
did birds, In ducks the principal varieties were
well represented.

There was a nice display of pigeons and cage
birds.

Annuial Meeting of the Ontario Poultry
Association.

The annual meeting of this society -was held at
the Royal Rote], Guelph, on the afternoon of
Thursday, Feb. 27th. There were present-Mr.
Thos. Gowdy. President, in the chair ; Mr. Geo.
Murton, Secretary; Messrs. P Breiding and John
Aldous, of Berlin; E. Morris and John Crowe, of

G3ulph; Alex. Anderson, of Ayr; G. D. Simpson,
of Falkland; D. F.rguson, of Godericli; WV. J.

The S cretary r ad minutes of last aninual neet-
ing, and meeting of Exceutive Conimittce. Con-
firmied.

The Pr sident stated that it had, of late, been
customnary for the occupant of that office, to
deliver an addr .sq at the annual meeting ; but
hoped that lie would be exeused on this occasion,
as his time had been so fully occupied with other
duties, that he could net prepare it. He inform-
cd the meeting that several important niatters
would bc brought tp for their consideration. 1'hc
first would he, whether the show should become
permnanently establisied in one place, or moved
from place to place antially. He personally
favored its permanent location in some central
place, and advanced several arguments in favor of
this course. Some dissatisfaction having been ex-
pressed by exhibitors at not being permitted to
coop their own birds, le rccomnended that in
future the privilege ho granted then, As the
government grant wou d not be received for some
time, the meeting would have to decide whether
the officers should end avor to raise money to pay
off the premiiims at once, or await tle receipt of
grant. If the latter course was adopted, ho assur-
cd exhibitors that no time would be lost in remit-
ting to them.

The Secretary read the Poultry Association In-
corporation Bill, and inform cd the meeting tLathe
had been requested by Mr. Wood to subnit the
names of 9 gentlemen from different parts of the
Province, to act as the first Board of l)irectors for
tle Association. After consulting with a number
his brother officers, ho hîad sent in the following,
and hoped they would meet the approval of the
meeting:--MNessrs. Gowdy and Nurton, Guelph .
Mr. Doel, Toronto ; Mr. Buck, Brantford :Mr.
Aldous, Berhin ; Mr. Bogue, London ; Mr. • c-
Clelland, of Peterboro : Mr. Eastwood, of Hamil-
ton ; and Mr. Fullerton, Strathroy.

Mr. Buck, of Brantford, complimented the offi-
cers on the successful inanner in which they had
conducted the show ; and while acknowledging
that Guelph could always command success,
drew the attention of the meeting to the fact that
at Brantford. shows had always been successfuml.
and paid premiums in full. He, thereforc, claim-
cd that Brantford lias strong claims to be selected
as the seat of the next show ; and said if the mo-
tion lie was about to make prevailed, he would
guarantee that neither the interests nor lonor of
the society should suffer.

It was moved by Mr. Buck. scconded by Mr.
Simpson, of Falkland. That the show of this so-
ciety for 1880. be held in the city of Brantford.

Mr. John McCielland. of Petcrboro, said that as
this was now the Provincial Society, it should be
the aimn to maie such arrangements as would en-
able all sections to participate in its bencfits. A
great interest was taken in breeding thoroughbred
poultry in the Eastern townships, and he thought
it but just that they be taken into consideration
iwhen th- show »as bAinglocated. Were Toronto
selected as the place to hold the next show. a
great many eastern men vould send fowls, who
would not send further west than tiat city. He
moved in amendmnent, seconded by Mr Hope, That
tle show be leld in Toronto next year.

Mr. Doel, of Toronto, did not approve of locat-
ing the show permaiently. If this course was
adopted. in his opinion, it would sink into a
mer, ly local society ; and he did not believe the
Governnent would countenance sucli a course.
1y divising some means to take the coois aipart
and pack closely, or having them so nade that
they could be put one inside the other, the cost
of moving could be redut-d to the minimum.
Selfish motives would pro' apt him to support the
amendimnent, but expLriece had taughut him that
smaller places, where the benefits arising from
gatherings of this sort were more felt, always con-
tributed more freely than the larger cities ; and
while lie fully admitted the claims of the eastern
breeders. lie could not vote for ic show of next
year being lield in Toronto.

Mr. Allen, of Calt. favored the holding of fle
next show in Guelph. A change of place would
necessarily make the expenses greater. He be-
lieved the interests of the society would be bet
served by holding the show two successive years
in one place, if the officers were willing to inder-
take the trouble of it. The present officers, lie
thought, could best complcte the new organiz-
ation, and w'ould then be in a position te hand it
over to their successors in good .shape.
