At the tiine of the Reformation, kings and
Popes were eontending for the empire of the,
world 5 the peopie were ruled by the throne
and the church, they were trodden down b§
an iron priesthood, and thewr rights were dis-
vegarded.  The chiel offices of State were
neld by the clergy, and nearly one hulf of the
Janded property belonged to the Church. ‘The
inmates of monasteries and nunneries wallow-
ed in wealth, and _like the flies of Egypt on
the banks of the Nile, fed and fattened an
corruption, while the country was sunk in
deep poverty, and swarmed with beggars,
“The Bible was lucked up in a language known
anly to the Jewned, and dealt out in such
portions. and with such interpretations as
prieats thought proper. It was like a well of
{ine wates, so deep that the common people
conld not reachit. ‘The minds of men were
duined Gy an infallible church, and the gros-
sest darkuess overspread the land,  The Re-
formation has given us an open Bible, and
tne iherty of thinking for ourselves, Tt has
hanished senseless vites from the pulpit, and
given ux the doctrine of justifiestion by the
merits of Christ through faith alone, and
sanctification hy His spirit,

"The Chareh of Scotland has passed through
the storms of persecution, and been reforned
drom Popery and Prelacy, and in the seven-
teenth century had acquired. a high degree of
parity. We are wot biind to her errors and
defects, but she has been w halwark of Pro-
iestant Christianity and a fortress ot sound
ductrine for three hundred vears, winl may
=1l be regarded as one of the fair daughters
of the Reformation.  Like other churches,
she has had her degk as well as her bright
siays, and the hard faw of patronage has dri-
ven some from her ranks.  But it is gratify-
Jng to reflect that when dissenters withdrew
from her communion, they: aeceded not from
the church herself, but rather from a ruling

{ Covenanters and the Original Seceders elone
v stoud firm, and refused to dip their flags o
such reformers.  ‘They accomplished nothing,
and the guestion is at rest.

In 1844, [ was again iu Scotiand soon after
the disruption. The lcee Church was then
all-powerful, and u man could scarcely live in
Glasgow unless he was a Free Churchman.
In steamboats and rail cais I was often asked
the question “are you bond or free?” 1
avoided the question by telling them of an
Irishman who in the time of a great revival
here was asked to'what party he beionged,
repiied, “that he had never seen a religion
but that he could tuen his haud to.”

The Church of Scotland at that time re-
minded me of a noble ship which had been
in a atorm, and lost its spars, but under the
conduct of the good pilot had regained the
harbor, and we hope that under the fostering
care of heaven, she may continue for many
ages to spread seriptural truths over the hills
and valleys, of Scotland.

There
are more Scotchmen abroad thun at home.
‘They are scattered all over the world, and
wherever they wander, if not lost to all morai
sensibility, they must remember the Subbath,
tke parish Kirk and fumily worship. ‘The
Reformation has effected great chunges in
Scotland, awept away the uccumulated super-
stition of ages, and given us sound theology,
a learned and pious ministry, and a religions
peasantry. I wish well to the Mother Church
and all her branches. Nothing would give
me more pleasure than to see John Knox's
family all on one platform. Presbyterians
are beat knowm by their mothers’ name among
strangers. When travelling in the United
States, I was sometimes asked, to what branch
of the Preshyterian Church do you belong?
If I had auswered u I'ree Churchman or Anti.
burgher, they would scarcely have compre-
hended any meaning, but when I answered [
belong to the root they at once understood
me.

It is a serious thing to look back for thret
hundred years. The tide of time has swept
down the Reformers and their successors.
‘The lights of the Reformation shone only for
an appointed time. The stars of our transat.
lantic Zion are setiing one ufter another. The
Reformation of the Church is good, but the
amendment of our own lives is better. A
holy life is the mainspriag of success in min-
isterial labors, It is the most powerful ser-
mon in the world, and is recommended by
aur Lord. “Letyour light so shine before
men, that others seeing your good works muy
glorify your father in heaven.”

“Uhis work occupied considerable
time; and after it was completed it was esti
mated that 231 members and 27 adherents
had signed the call. The Moderator then
intimated that the call would be leftin the
hands ot Mr. Lochtie, the session-clerk, for
the purpose of allowing those who had heeu
unable to attend the meeting of Presbytery
an_opportunity of adhibiting their names
toit.

‘The Moderator having asked if an parties
had objections to lodge,g.\{r. Philip (;hphant,
writer, Anstruther, produced a mandate show
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ing that he appenred for certain members of
the church who ohjected to the settiement of

Mr. Bilackwood: and Mr. John Wailuce of
Banbeath produced and read a long state-
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ment of ohjeciions to Mr. Blackwood, in |

which he detailed many of the statements
made by Mr. Blackwoad, in the four sermons
he preached in Scoonie Church during the {n.
cumbeney of Mr., Brown, and the other two
hie recently preached as a candidate for the
Lacancy, and produced Seripture passages in
abundanee to prove the character of the doc-
trines put forth on these occasions by Mr,
Blackwood.  Mr. Wallace also gave in five
specific ohjections to Mr. Blackwood signed
by twenty objectors,  ‘The objections wrged
were—that his expositions of Scripture doc-
trines were caleulated to lead to doubts and
perplexities; that hix style of preaching was
fitted more to gratify the fancy than affect
the heart; that the whole character of his
preaching was little caleulated to edify and

mstruct in things pertaining to salvation ;!

tnat he entirely ignored in his preaching the
subjects of repentance and remission of sins 3
thar, his prayers were brief, formal, and de-
fective ; and that his setdement in the parish
would be the means of alienating the hearts
of many from the Church.

A great deal of excitement prevailed in the
church, the Preshytery threatening to adjourn
to the vestry unless the people refrained from
giving expression to their feelings. The pro-
ceedings, however, were brought to a close
by the Moderator intimating that the Pres-
bytery would meet on Friday week to receive
additional objections, if any.

As the congregation was dismissing, Mr.
P. Oliphunt came and got from the clerk, in
presence of the other members of Presbytery
the documents lodged by Mr. Wallace, say-
ing they would produce them again at nest
meeting if they thought fit.

RELIGIOUS INTELLIGENCE.

The Rev. Colin McKenzie, 1), 1., of In-
verary, has been nominated as Moderator of
the next General Assembly of the Established
Church of Scotland.

‘The Rev. Dr. Candlish has been nominat-
ed. and will probably be appointed Modera-
tor of the next General Assembly of the Free
Church with acclamation. Dr. Candlish’s
abilities ave of the highest order, his zeal and
influence are very great, but we question
whether by temper or judgment he is exact]
the best person to pilot his Church throug
her present troubles. .

Dr: Lockbart, parish minister of Inchinnan,
has resigned his charge, amidst the 1egret
not only of his own congregation but of the
whole Church. Perlaps no man was ever
more universaily beloved, for his genial and
generous nature. The son of Dr, Lockhart of
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the College Church, Glasgow, and brother of
the disunguished author, he was not nore
vemarkable for his high sociat position than
for his great accomplishiments, his urbanity
and kindness of heart.  1le was particularly
the friend of the stucent and young preacher,
His house, his table, his library, and when
neeessary, his purse, his advice and influence,
‘were ever at their service, and in the moat
delicate and unostentatious manner, lHe was
idolized by his parishioners and warmly be-
loved by all his brethren in the Preshytery,
who urged him to nccept an assistant and
retain his charge, but he refused, alleging
!as a reason, that his people were entitled to
! the services of as good a man as couid bhe
! pracured, that age and ill health incapacitate:l
him from further active iabor, and he con-
sidesed that it would be better fur the parish
to possess an able and experienced minister
than an assistant, who could not be expected
to labor with the same effect amang them.
All honor to this veteran servant of the cross,
§ and may his future years be unclouded and
happy.

"The Cardross Case has ad¥anced a stce,
and a most important one. Lord Jervis-
woode has declared that Dissenting Churches
possess, and can possess, no civil jurisdiction;
that if they make a contract with a party, and
that party complains that they have violated
it, the law must step in and judge hetween
them ¢ in short, that they are amenable to the
civil courts, in everything quoad civilia. Of
cotirse the decision has been appealed fremy
and will come in due course before the whole
bench of fifteen judges, who will each give
his opinion. Should these apinions be ad-
verse, as they probably will, 1t will then go
to the House of Lords, whose decision will
be fina).  This case has already Leen before
the public a considerable time, and is now
creating intense excitement among the Free
Church body. ‘The guilt or innocence of the
man Macmillan is now not the question at
oll.  Itis a great constitutional principle that
has to be discussed and decided; that prin-
ciple in effect being: Shall a Church Court
be at once the framer, the interpreter, and
dispenser of her own laws, no matter what
may be the consequences, pecuniary or oth-
erwise, to the subject? No matter whether
just or unjust, are they to be ahove review
by any civil judicatory? This is the ques:
tion to be decided, and how it wiil he de-
cided there cun be little doubt. We fear that
such a version of Spiritual Independence
canunot be sustained in any state. It could
not be maintzined here by any Ecclesiastica!
denomination.

{REPORT OF MISSIONARY LABORS WITHIN
CIIE BOUNDS OF THE PRESBYTERY

My last Report brings my labors down 1o,
the 5th of April, since which I have travelled
inmy own conveyance upwards of 1400 miles,
and preached 83 sermons. I have assisted
in dispensing thz Lord’s Supper at eleven
different places within a period of about three
wonths,

1 trust that these services have not heen in
vain,  If the number (always a large attend.
anec), the duterest, and apparent seriousness,
anly, of the audiences be taken into account,
there is good ground to rejvice and take
courage; but if the criterion be renewed zeal
and self-denial in supporting the cause of the
Gospel, I fear there is but litie ground for
vongratulation.  The Presbytery, aware of
e supineness of certain congregations
contributing their share towards maintaining
wissionary services among them, issued an
order requestiny immediate payment of these,
{ vegret that the! the order was mast peremp-
wry, coupled as it was with the express deter-
inination,in case of non-complinnce on the part
of any congregation, to withdraw my servicss
irom such altogether; and though 1 took care
to enforce the Presbytery’s demand by every
argument I could use, sorae congregations
were most difficult to he put in motion. 1
delayed forwarding to the Clerk an account
of the number of Sabhaihs on which I
vreached at cach station until I had exhausted
every other means. In tins I am perhaps to
blame, Lut Ithought it so unlikely, and let
me add also, so disgraceful, that any congre-
gation having at the utmost no more to pay
than £20, should have w0 be cficially dealt

but in part.

While alluding to this subject,. which I do
, with pain, it is some pleasuve to be able ta
bear witness to the unaflected kindness and
i cordinl welcome acoorded to mo personally
s everywhere, but T do not know whether I am
more supported in spirit by the latter trait of
character, than depressed by the former. 1t
were well that  personal regard and gospel
support should go together. 1 commeunced
in hape, I trust 1 shall not end in despair. A

REVIEW OF TIUE PAST MONTIL

During the past month two wmen of great
eminenve bhave been taken frowa us.  Lond
Aberdeen, the distinguished statesman and
philanthropist, and Dr Rebiertson, Professor
of Biblizal eriticiam in the Urniversity of
Edinburgh. A notice of the preat services
and intetlectnal character of his distinguish-
ed minister of the Chureh of Scotland is con-
tained in the Interesting letter of our Scotch
Correspundent, which we regret being oblig-
cd 1o defer till next publicazion,

Important news hiate reached us from Chi-
aa. The Adlies have comaletely defeated the
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Tartar army, taken Pekin the capital, sacked
the emperox’s summer palace, and intend, it
seems, to winter in or uear the metropolis,
The emperor has fled, so that it may be more
difficult to effect a treaty than to conquer the
country. ‘I'wo officers taken prisoncrs by the
Chinese bave dicd froru inhuman treatment,

and two others, including the Times' corres-
pondeat, have not been heard of.

The war in Italy continues, and the late
King of Naples is evidenily reduced to the
last extremity. He still resists in Gaeta,
bravely but hopelessly. We wish that we
could eay that his expulsion is likely to re-
storc peace and happiness to the unfortunate
Iralians. DBut a great proportion of the
rountry scems to be in a staie of complete
anarchy, and placed vnder martial law. Re-
action has taken place in several provinces,
and what the end will beno one can tell,
"The Pope is still in Rome, which the Sardi-
nians appear to be threatening, and will pro-

hably soon cecupy.  Disaffection is spreading
in Hungary, and Austia i3 preparing for the
worst. Garibald:t makes no seeret of an in-
tended attack upon Venetia in the spring, to
meet which 150,000 Austvian troops are al-
ready concentrated in that Province.

Matters have assumed a really alarming
aspect in the United States.  South Carolina
has withdwn from the Union.  Several other
dtates are prepured to follow. Arms and
munitions of war are being purchased or
seized. A military fort has already been de-
sreyed by the Federal troops in order to pre-
vent iis falling into the hands of the Seces-
sionists. The excitement in the South is in-
tense, and the fulling of a spark will be sufli-
cent to kindle a fearful conflagration. We
belizve thut if a single shot is fired Ly the
troops of the great Republic, it will be the
sigral €or a blovdy aud merciless cisil war.
For the North to attempt to cocrce the South
wiil be madness, and will lead to an interne-
cine contest which w ll be a disgrace to mn-
deen eivilization,  If Secession nast be, et
it, if possible, be peaceful.

Tise tide of proxperity sems returaing to
Cauada, the excess of customs at the port of
Montreal in one month of the preseut year
exceeding the correrponding oue of the last
hy £40.000, The difficuliics, of the Graad
‘Frunk Ruilway will probably be got over, at
loast for atime.  The increase of traflic on it
is tmormous, not leas than $19,000 a week,
cempared with the precedisg year.

Fimes in Nova Szatia wre dull and quiet,
tha codnphiut being great and geaeral as to
the scarcity of maney.
