Your correspondont, fearful of tho fate in the shapo of se1aicknoss whieh,
judging from the moaning and aighing to bo heard, has nlroady overtike
romo of the passengors, rotires at Chezzotcook Hoid ; ho trusts that legp
will deceivo his *innards,” and they will behave thomsolves accordingly,
Ho is right.

The gCily of S1. Jokn, 1 mny say, has a fashion of rolling and groviony)y
groauing to such an extent that it is oxpectm_l, ns o watler of course, overy
ouo must bo sick. Consequently, I was provided wm’l a romedy, consisting
of a picco of fat pork tied to n string ; this is administerod by swallowing
tho pork and pulling it up agsin. I did not veed to uso it, and am unall,
to epenk aa to ity elfectivencss ; but I havo cortainly heard it recommended,
if not by the ordinary passonger, by the fucotious commercial gont, and th,
grinning midshipman, .

Uur passengers appoarcd-on deck cfrly next morning ; among thom wer
soveral ladies (now luoking very pale), some youtha like myself, on ploasur
bent; and--1 beg their pardon, I am sure, for sposking of thom Jast—1ihm,
or four specimens of the ubiquitous drummoer, oarily distinguishod by high
collar and lordly mion. Thanks to these last, who had the temerity Lo speik
to that awful man on ship Loard, tha captain, and actually called him “'cap
[ learued wo should atrive at Lunenburg by 6 a.m., eight hours frqm ki
fax. I think a man might row down in loss time ; and I take the liberty of
suggesting to the owners of tho line the propricty of engsging a cuupio o
fishing hookera to tow tho stcamor down in future.' But hore wo aro 2t
Lunonburg, so 1 will grow]l no more at the steamboat just now.

Luneuburg at 6 a.m. does not present a very lively appearance, although
seen from tho water, the offect is oxtremely pretty. The town is irregulaty
laid off, and contains but few fino buildings outside of the private res.
dences ; somo of the latter are quite elegant, and bespeak taste and walth
on tho part of the owners. There i a large business done in tho place. and
it supports two bank agencics. The inhabitants are moetly descen(}agta of
tu0 Dutch, who first scttled here. Their pronuncistion still has a distinetly
German accont, that makes ono involuntarily think of sour-krout and bLeer,
A rather novel thing is the almost exclusive use of oxen instead of horsey,
the drivers of which keep up a continual *“gee-haw™ to direct their
atimals, . .

Tho country round the town is devoted to farmiung, aud, judgiog from
appearances, the farmors aro quite as prosperousas tho fishermen; tho latter,
I am told, are very well to do, and nearly every man owns his house. We
stopped about half an hour here, when the hoarso boom of the steam whistle
Save warning that it was timo to get ahoard. This your correspoudent way
very loath to do, as there happened to be s bevy of pretty girls on tho whuf
and in boats to ““seo the boat come in.” L.

The custom of ‘the townspeople congregating at the wharf is in vugu
nt all the places we called at, excopt Yarmouth, whero the arrival of a steamer
is not such a great event. The same pzople seem to bo on havd at overy
port. There is always the parson, serious or gay, but iuvariably rusty-loot-
ing, shaking hands all round ; the ¢ leading citizon," swelling with his own
impoitance ; the pale-fuced humble-appearing clerks from the stores;
mammas and their daughters, and the inevitable amall boy. If a younglady
of tho town happened to be going away, of course there was the usul
amount of simpering by the young men, and such kiesing by tho femals
frieuds! I really trembled for tho safoty of ono yourg person's eyes, as |
ssw an ancient damo with a hook nose make a dab at her, much as a he
does at a crumb.

But to return; leaving Lunenburg, tho bright sun and cool breen
making ovory one feel pleasant, wo rolled our way to Liverpool. Thu
charming little town sitting like an oasis in tho desort, in the mlflst, of s
tarron, rocky and uncultivated country, is almost obscured by aplondid trees,
and must bo a dehightful place to summer in. It is a favorite resort for
sportsien, the best of silmon and trout fishing boing available in the
vicinity. Thero is cunsidcrabla business transacted in the town, tho' since
the declive of ship building it depends almost solely on fishing. )

Our next port, the purser tolls e, is Lockeport ; thither wo steam, passiog
fleots of fishing boats far out from land, bobbing up and down, now out of
sight in tha long heavy swell, now appearing agiin to view. Old Atlantic
looks so smiling and sereno to-day that it is difficult to roalizo what an uprox
ho can sometimes raiso ; whilo ruminating on tho havoc that has been mde
by the deceitful old raseal, I becamo aware wo are at Lockeport. This villsgs
planted amongst bleak rocks, might with more reason bo called Rockport.
It is the headquarters for quick and flest fishing vesaels, and the numorous
snug residences scattored about show that the toilers' of the deep cnjoy 2
liberal share of tho world's goods; that they aro held in good repute by the
merchants of tho capital is proved by the surprising quantity of freigh
Innded there.

 All aboard " is again the word, and once niore we take our way ovet
the glistoning sea ; passing pictoresque hamlets and green .ﬁelds, the while
onjoying the fresh air and watching tho playful porpoise which tumblos atd
splashes 8 if ho thinks the world. was made for fun and ho to apprecisk
the joke.

:J&t. suaset we reach historical old Shelburue, Alas! ite one timo bustle
and bright hopes are over. Tho only pride of Shelburne now is its splendid
harbor, (equal if not indeed suporior to our own) aud the fact that once i
was the second place of importance in the Provinca. Som_e business is sill
curied on, but the grass grown stroets testify all too plainly to its deay.

The advantages
claimed for it over other materinle such as marble, grauvite, cte., aro as
follows. It is more durable, costs less, is not aflected by heat or cold, does
not absorb water liko stono, is not discolored by trees or moss, and cannot
bo broken oven by a hammer. It hss been extensively used in Germany,
England, and tho United States ; large and costly statuary of this material
having been erectod in these countrice, and in the last mentioned the demand
is greater than the supply. One of ite chief morits appears to be that on
exposure {0 a moist atmosphero its surfaco becomes coated with a thin filmof
oxide, which adhores closely to the motal and protects it from further chauge,
It has been known to have been immersed in water, salter than the ocean’s
brine, for 27 yoars without change or sign of corrosion. Mr. John Snow, 56
Agylo strect, is tho agent in this city for monuments and statues in this
material, where samples of the work can bo seen and prices obtained.

Messrs, Chambers, Turner & Layton, of Truto, ars manufacturing incan-
deacent lights, and apparatus for producing the samo. The ¢ iucvndescent”
is a mild, bright light, and tho * lamps’ may bo placed on a desk vr table,
snd moved ahout at will without any danger of serious shock in handling
them *when the cvrrent is vu.”

CAXTON'S “GAME OF THE
CHESSE"

The following extrzct from Cux vn's
“ Game ¢f the Chesse,” painted at
Weatminster in 1474, may anmause
somo of our 1caders by its quiintness
It is perhays needful to say that this
work has not the most remoto cou
nection with Chess practically, but is

aimply a translation from a Fronch
varsiun af De Cussolis’ * Moralization
un the, Gaume of Chess,” wiilten in
Latin nbout the year 1300, Caxtou’s
work i3 generally supposed to have
been the first book printed in Eog
land, but cf late this opinion hag,
with somo sghow of reason, heen
called in questiom,

“ Yor so moche as n:oble persones
can nut fewle ne gouerne, without the
mruyse and werks of the peoplys, thau
bit hehoueth 1o deuyse the oultrages
