—IN gpite of the recent dopression the wealth of England con-
tinues to increase steadily. According to the last returns the
taxablo property of England and Wales in 1894 was £161,000,000
compared to £104,000,000, in 1870. This increase of more than
50 per cent. has taken place when the taxable value of land has
decreased within 15 years from about £40,000,000 to £33,000,000.
The land formed in 1870 about one-half the taxable property of
the country, It is now little more than one-fifth.

—Prosanry the section of Canada which has benefited most
by the placing of Canadian lumber on the “free list” is that
known as the Georgian Bay country. This section, which will
bring its produets through the North and as far west certainly as
Chicago, and thus come directly in competition with the Southern
hardwoods, is largely increasing its capacity for manufacturing
lumber, One mill machinery firm alone estimates that the in-
creased ontput from the machinery furnished by their house will
be somothing over 1,000,000 feet a day, or about 200,000,000 feet
a year.

=T Manitoba Department of Agriculture is receiving nun-
Lers of letters from farmers and others desirous of establishing a
cleese factory or creamery making application for a loan as pro-
vided for in the Act passed at the last gession of the Manitobalegis-
latnro, This act authorized the government to advance as 4 loan a
sum of money not exceeding $500 to each creamery or cheese
factory on certain conditions. Upon assurance to the departimont
by parties asking for the loan that those conditions have been
complied with, an inspector will visit the locality and examine

into details, reporting to the government on the same., If satis-
factory tho loan will be authorized. .

—Mgzssns. J. & H, TavLor, steamfitters’ supplies of this city
have offected a settlement with their creditors at 50 cents in the
dollar. This isan old and respected firm which was compelled to
assign in 1889 owing to heavy and unexpected losses. Mrs, John
Taylor bought in the assets and continued the business under
the old style with lier husband as manager.

Since then he has had all he counld de
to make even a living, and now he has assigned.—J. G. Creegan
1s a praetising physician wha came to Delta from Lyndhurstsome
five years ago. He was well-liked loeally, but it is slleged that
in some respects he was open to criticism. e has assigned,—In
consequence of the death of the late Dr. Armstrong, the Moore-
town Salt Co,, have called a meeting of their creditors to decida
in regard to continuing the business. The company was formed
in 1892 by Dr. Armstrong and Wm. Brown, who dissolved in

November 1893. Since then the business has been managed by
Dr, Armstrong’s sons.—Cook & Webb succeeded J. H., R ogers in
the bakery business in April 1804, The profits have avidently
not been sufficient to support two ; for they have just made an
assignment,—Fred. Parnell, grocer of St. Johns, Nfld,, is insol-
vent with [abilities of $20,000. e failed in January 1888, when
he settled at 50 cents in the dollar.

—LATEST reports by mail are to the effect that the supply of
sardines in French markets is unusually light and that desirable -
quality Portuguese packing has been nearly all disposed of.
Foreign distributive markets, it would also appear, have less
than the usual supply. In all quarters the proportion of high
grade goods is imusual]y small. The American market is also
nearly bare of the high grade article, and supplies of other than
inferior sorts seem to be moderate. Regarding prospects for
the next pack little information has been received thus far, but
the early run of fish is reported as being light, and the canners,
it is claimed, are not prepared to pack at all heavily. The mat-
ter of existing supplies seems to have been well discounted in
all markets as far as effect upon prices is concerned, but the in.
dications are that values are more likely to rule higher than
lower the coming season, unless the catch of fish should be

phenomenal at just the proper time to benefit canners.

THE Mc¢DONALD FACTORY TIRE.

The recent fire ‘at the MeDonald tobacco factory is -
the worst disaster of ‘the kind which has happened in
this city. If however the obvious lesson it conveys is
heeded, it may prove, in the long run, a hlessing in dis-
guise by leading to the adoption of precautions that

N
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will save many others from the effects of even a.worse
catastrophe. So far as the loss of property isconcerned
it is a minor matter ; the owner carried his own insur-
ance, so doubtless he has a fund laid aside to provide
for the loss. The insurance companies ean hardly fail
to profit by the warning given to those who *earry
their own insurance,” which really means they carry
no inswrance at all, but from shortsighted economy
choose rather to run the visk of fire than to proteet
themselves from loss by adopting the usual course tuken
by prudent property owners.

We hold most decidedly that, in places like this fac-
tory no proprietor ought to be allowed to carry his own
insurance. Whoever does this overlooks that, a fire in-
surance policy insures the safety of human lives, as
well as the insured person from loss of his property by
fire. He who does not insure a building where hun-
dreds of human beings are liable to be cremated does
not realize his responsibility for theirsafety. e saves
his money, as he thinks, but it is saved in a terrible
risk to his fellow creatures, for whose protection in
such cases it is the duty of the State to interfere.

Before a building is insured, and during the life of
the poliey, it is inspected by experts on belalf of the
insurance, company to see that adequate precautions
have been, and are being taken, to rednce the risk of
fire as far as is possible. When a building is nof in-
sured such precautions are not observed, us, they are
either not nnderstood or their necessity is not fully re-
cognized. The same false, morbid economy which pre-
vents a person from insuring his property in a com-
y is ‘xhnost cert.xin to b shown in u.\'oidinu‘ (;h«, out-

hunmn oceupancy. Om, who carries Ins own insurance
does not realize the risk e is running, nor the risk to
which he is subjecting those in the huilding. which is
nob insured. The loss is roughly estimated at $400,000.

The remarks made in reference to the cause of sueh
frightful scenes as occurred at the MeDonald factory
fire prove this. These dreadful incidents are said to
have been *wholly caused by a panic.” The entire
blame of the tragedy is laid upon the unfortunate
vietims !

Now any sane person knows that, a fire as certainly,
as inevitably causes a * panie,” as it produces heat and
flames. A paniec amongst the inmates of a factory on
fire is the very thing that must happen, and whick
therefore should be especially provided for. Tt is quite
common %o see the inmates of a house on fire acling
like lunatics, risking their lives by taking time to throw.
chinaware, mirrors, and other fragile goods out of ele-
vated windows, when every second increased their
chances of being burnt alive. * All owing to a panic”
sounds ' wise, but it is absolutely, 1dxotma,lly foolish,
and as cruel as it is silly. The plain truth is, the fac-
tory, like most others, was not provided with adequate
means for the escape of the inmates. The sudden
panic wonld have been quickly quelled had they seen a
way of eseape, bub as that .was absent the wretched
creatures were maddened by fear to frenzy. To pro-
vide for the prompt exit of several hundreds of work
people from a lofty factory in case of fire presents no
structural difficulty. Any architect fit for his calling
could arrange for emptying such a building ina few
minutes. The government by compellmcr work room

compelling other ways of eseape to he provided, as-
sumed » grave responsibility. Such sereens seem to
us quite needless in a factory where an excise officer is
always present, without whose permit not 2 pound of
tobacco can be used, or sent out. But, if they must be
placed, they ought to be inside, and easily removable,
50 as to allow ready access fo five eseape halconies, and.
ladders. But broad stairways, specially guarded from
firé risks, shonld be made compulsory in such industrir]
lines. We have seen huildings of the factory class so
provided, so that, ina few seconds the worlers on each
floor could rush out without endangering their Iimbs,
or lives. The recent calamity suggests also, the need
of government inspection of factories, hotels, and other
large buildings, and the universal enforcement of such
precautions as are insisted upon by the inspectors of
fire insurance companies, and of others, for safe exit,
which a government alone has power to enforce.

The proprietor of the burnt factory has shown by
his munificent gift to MeGill College that he has large
views of the privileges, and the responsibilities of
wealth. His building and equipping a technical School
shows also an enlightened appreciation of the value of
science. We trust he will call in to his counsel some
of the distinguished men associated with that School,
in-devising plans for obviating any possible recurrence
of the incidents of the recent fire.

BUSINESS ASPECTS OF THE TREATY.

It seems pretty evident that those who have been
speculating upon a sharp rise in the price of silver in-
connection with the payment of the Japo-Chinese war
indemnity are likely to be disappointed. 1t is, so far,
favoarable to the white metal that Japan hasdecided to
accept payment of the indemmity in silver. The Japa-
nese Government have in some quarters been credited
with a desire to place the curreney of the country on a
gold basis; but it is now obvious that if there ever . was
any such intention, which is improbable, it has heen
abandoned: And the removal of all doubt on this
point should do something to steady and sustain the
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silver market. On the other hand, however, not only
is the account of the indemnity smaller than was ex-
pected, but the conditions of payment are more easy.
The 200,000,000 taels, of which China is to be muleted,
are to he handed over not in a lump sum, but in annual
instalments, spread over a period of five years. Now,
hroadly speaking, 200,000,000 taels represent 240,000,000
ounces of silver. Supposing, then, the whole amount
to he handed over in coin, Chinn will have fo provide
48,000,000 ounces per annum for five years, and, judg-
ing from past experience, a demand for that amount
eannot do very much towards lifting up the price of
silver. It will he remembered that when the United
States Treasury was buying silver ab the rate of5-,000,-
000 ounces per annunt, and when, in addition, the lu-
dian mints were coining on the average tully 30,000,-
000 ounces # year, the price of the metal fell eontinu-
ously. AL thal time, foo, the annnal production  was,
on the average of years, some millions of ounces smaller
than it is now, even although the outpub has Intterly
been somewhat redueed.  Thus, out of o larger pro-
duction, the Chivese indenmmiby will absorb at most
litele more than one-hall the amount which used to be
falen by the Government of the United States and
Indin. And looking at the price to which silver fell
when the Sherman Act was in full operation und the
Indian mints were open, it cannot be said bhat the new
prospective demand from the Bast justifies & much
higher price fhan has already been reached.  IFor, al-
thongh we have been arguing on the assumption that
the whole of the indemuniby will be tuken in silver, it is
practically certain that Japan will utilize & portion of
it to pay off the debbs she has ineurred in carrying on
the war ; and besides, any Turther advance in the price
of the metal would fend to stimulate the production.
[t is, of course, possible that speculation might for a
time foree up the price. Sueh an advance, however,
wounld in all probability be only temporary. Thus sub-
stantially the London [eonomist which goes on as
follows

As to the probable resull of Japun's cfforts to open
up China to foreign trade, it is too early yebt to speak
with any confidence. These are, of course, not disin-
terosted, and it remains to be seen whether Japan has
not attempted to secure some special advantages for
herself,  If so, it will he necessary for us to assert our
right to equal treatment under the most favoured na-
tion clause. And that right sceured, the more Japan
can succeed in hreaking down Chinese exclusiveness the
better it will e forus.  Qur cotton indusbry, it is true,
cannob look with perfect equanimity upon the erection
of compebing mills in China, 1f, however, these are to
be established, it will be our own fuult if thabt is nob
done mainly by British capital and enterprise, and if
the interior markets of China are really thrown open,
our manufacturers for many years to come will gain
far more than they will lose by the creabion of home
industries. Bul speculatbions of this kind are obviously
premature until the exact ferms of the treaty are
kuown, and until it is scen  whether the Central Gov-
ernmeut is sincere in ils promises fo remove existing
barriers to trade, and is able to enforee its authovity.
"The feelings and customs of a people are not to he
changed in a day, and the abolition of the *likin,” or
internal customs dutics will be anything but agreeable
o the provineind governments, to whom they are an

important source of revenue. While, therefore, the
conclusion of peace opens up the prospect of a develop-
ntent of the trade with the Far Tast, it will he well for
the present not to indulge in foo sanguine expectations.

THE HUDSON BAY RAILROAD.

{t now looks as though Parliament may decline to
ratify fhe Order-in-Council amending the arrangement
of 1891 with the Hudson Bay Railway in such a man-
ner as to permit the road to he constructed immediately
as far as the Saskatchewan River. Within the last
ten years a number of these colonization railroads have
been construeted in the Northwest without in any in-
stance being followed by the rush of immigrants that
was confidently predicted by the promoters, and there
are no reasons why the Hudsons Bay Railroad should
he any exception to the rule. Tndeed the prospects for
the future suceess of the road ave anything but bril-
fiant. Tt is to be built through a country already
anmply supplied with railroads. 16 will parallel two
existing lines, the Canadian and Northern Pacifies, for
the fivst sixty miles, and then for the next thirty-five
it will parallel the Manitoba and North Western, a
railvoad which is now in the hauds of a Receiver he-
cause it could not secure enough business to meeb its
fixed charges. Would it then, be a wise or cconomieal
policy upon the part of parliament to vote $10,000 per
mile for the construction of a railvoad through a terri-
tory already traversed by existing lines furnishing
ample accomodation for its trade and passenger travel
at a period when the sizc of the deficit ab the end of the
present fiscal year is a matter of serious moment?

The forty miles of the road already built, from Win-
nipeg to 8t. Taurent, have simply vesulted in the ad-
dition of an anuual charge of $12,800 to the interest
burden of the Provinee of Manitoba. In order to have
them built that province gave to the company deben-
bures to the extent of §256,000. 'The agrecwment was
that the road should hand back a similar value of the
land grant it was to receive from the Dominion govern-
ment.  Bub it never succceded in securing thab grant :
because the road was nob built up to the standard of
the government engineers. The result was that the
province simply lost the $256,000 it advanced, neither
the road nor the rails were fully puaid for, the contrue-
bors still hold judgments in the vicinibty of $80,000
against the company, and, according to a Winnipeg
correspondent, “ the road itself is in the last stages of
deeay. The grading has sunk in {places, the track is
overgrown with bush, the ties have fallen to pieces or
been bodily stolen by the settlers, the bridges are
mostly in ruins and the rails eaten by rust.”

Yet this is the enterprise that is asking parlinment to
vote it what is practically an unsecured loan of $2,500,-

000 at a period when every itemn of expenditure should

be most rigidly serutinized, and every useless appropri-
ation ruthlessly struck out. Tven from its own history
it is evident that the road eannot be nancially suceess-
ful exeept nnder conditions which are not likely to be
realized in the near tubave, and therefore its construe-
tion ab the public expense is likely to benefit no oue
save its promoters and contractors. Not only this.
From the fact that it is intended to parallel existing
roads for a considerable portion of its length it conflicts
with their interests without benefiting its own. The
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country served by the Canadian and Northern Pacifics
and the Manitoba and Northwestern has alveady all the
traffic facilities it requires and can support. It has no
need at present of the Hudson Bay Railroad. In factitis
doubtful if either of the existing roads have found it a
profitable section of their lines. 'Lhe M. & N.W.R. cer-
tainly has not ; as witness its present condition, What
prospech, then, has the proposed Hudson'’s Bay Railroad
of making a sucecess out of the proportion of the busi-
ness it could divert from ibs existing rivals ?

Under these cireumstances it is likely that the Cabi-
net will not ask parliament to ratify the Order-in-Coun-
eil and that the money will consequently not he voted.
"This mezns that the Hudson’s Bay Railroad will once
more reburn to the condition of nebulous uneertainty

from which it regularly emerges ab election times, and-

that the Canadian taxpayer will not be eulled upon to
witniess another increase in the volume of the defieit for
the purpuse of bolstering up an enterprise whose valne
to the country éan only be looked upon as doubtful.

TRAFFIC WACILITIES.

There is one feature about our two great Canadiun
trunk lines that is not sufficiently dwelt upon at the
annual meetings. The questions of dividends, of work-
ing expenses, of car mileage, and of freight and pas-
senger reburns are threshed out to the nttermost. But
not one word is said about the steady improvement in
the accommodation they afford the travelling public.
Yet this is the most important point to Canadian
citizens. But little of the stock of either of the two
greab companies is held in this country, exeept by a few
millionaires to whow'the holdings ave a mere hagatelle.
The general public of Canada is not interested finan-
cially in either road, save in so far as rates of passage
are concerned. "The average citizen leaves the carrying
of the stock to Kuropean syndicates who make a busi-
tiess of this class of invesbtment. All that he wunbs is
a quick, cheap, and convenient means of transit over
the distances that unavoidably occur in a country
whose population is spread along the route of inland
navigation and where the towns and cities are necessari-
ly somewhat far apart.

This our two Canadian brunlk lines indubitably.afford
us. More than this. They swrround our means of
travel with an amount of luxury to which the popula-
tions of Ruropean nations are unaccustomed. Vesti-
buled traius with parlor, buffet, and palace cars, and
upholstered in the most-artistic manner, whirl the
traveller to his destination at a far less rate of fare
than would be charged him for wuch inferior. accom-
modation on any Buropean railway, and he travels in
cars fitted with every possible appliance for his con-
venience and comfort. Nor is it only on the through
lings that this abbention to his needs is manifested.
Both roads are perfectly aware of the value of their
suburban traffie, and neither negleet any means to se-
cure the patronage of those of onv citizens who prefer
the cool breezes of our lake resorts to the sulbry heat of
town, The suhurban frains on both lines ave vun and
fited with a scrupulons attention to the comfort of
their patrons, and the commutation fares granted are
of the most reasonable character. 1t is little wonder
that onr wealthier cibizens, and some who are nob over-
burdened with this world's goods, spend their swumer
months in Lachine, Dorval, 8t. Annes, Vaudreuil ov in

the countless intermediate places whom the liberal:

policy of the railroads has built up. The business man
can reach his home as speedily, as cheaply, and just as
conveniently, if he lives in Lachine, as in any of  the
outlying wards of Montreal, and in one short hour he
can be transported from the hot asphalt of the city,
sending up its quivering heat among the wilderness of

high stone buildings, to the calm green shores of the .

dimpling lake, bright with the snowy wings of yachts

and gay with the fitting of small eraft and the ripple

of girlish laughter. Tu oue brief hour e las ex-
changed the clangor of the trolley cars and the cease-
less hum ol teatlie, for the soft muwrmur of the - wind
sighing through the trees and the gentle lapping of
the water upon the beach. To his hot tived eyes. the
velvety darkuess, velieved, but not spoilt, by the glit-
tering of lights und the mild lustre of the stars, comes
with an inexpressible sense of soothing. In a moment
he has forgotten the eares of the day, and the heated
city with its toil, its dust, and its glare of light, seems
hundreds of miles away.

All this he owes to the railways. [t is thanks to
their policy of progress that our suburban resorts to-

day are ndvancing faster than the city itself. Were -

they to with-hold the extra privileges they now confer,.

or to reduce the accommodation they now offer, the -

suburban popula tion wounld soon feel its effect. But in

the case of both roads the suburban traffic has been -

carefully fostered. Every coneession to the public has

been freely and generously made, and no pains have-
~been spared to vender the communication between
Montreal and her suburbs as cheap, as easy, and as-
- comfortable as it is possible to be.

Since the above was written we learn that Sir Henry
Tyler, chairman, and the other directors have resigned,
and that the day for the election has heen postponed in
consequence. The statement will have our atlention
meantime. :

A COURT OW CUSIOMS.

There appears to be some probability ab last that the
Government may be led to consider the advisability of
establishing a Court of Customs Yxperbs, haviug for
its objeet uniformity in the application of the Tariff in

the various details that come before importers and ap-

praisers, and towhich all matters of disputeas to classi-

fication for duty may be referred. I'he Montreal Board -

of Trade has moved in the matter, led to it in the first
instance by Mr. Henry Miles of the wholesale firm of
Liyman Sons & Co., wholesale druggists; and from the
numbher of favorable responses received from the Boards.
of 'Lrade of other cities of the Dominion in reply to the
request for signatures (some 20 thus far), there would
seem o he unanimous feeling on the subject. Nearly all
the importing and many of the manufacturing houses
in Montreal have signed the petition to the government,
and some of the most influential who wavered at first
have within a few weeks enrolled themselves among its
most earnest promoters. Mueh of tlie friction with
the Department heretofore has heen the result of ap-
pointing men whose knowledge did not extend to
arbieles in quesbion. T6 could searcely be ‘exl)eéted
bhab any one man’s knowledge could cover so great a
variety of goods as pass through our Custom houses;
and however praiseworthy the cconowmy, the irritation
and the delay far outweigh any benefil in that direc-
tion. Phe following is the petition, and is to be pre-

Phat sueh a Board of lixperts has for some ycars been in
uperation in the United States, where it appears to have well ful-
tilled its purpose of insuring to the Government the full customs
revenue intended by the Customs Act, of securing uniformity in
vilwation for duty, and of affording satisfaction to importers ;

Whevrefore your Petitioners do pray your Excelleney in Coun-
il to approve the enacting of legislation for the establishment of
W Bonrd of Customs Ixperts as hereinbefore suggosted, and so
relicve them and importers genevally from the serious disabili-
tics now suffered by reason of lack of uniformity in the adminis-
tration of the Tavifl,

And your Petitioners, as in duty bound, will ever pray.

*The following,” says the Pharmacentical Journal,® will give an
idei of the American systems,  Importers in the Jnited States
having a competent board and ready menans of settling disputes
as to values and rates of duty there exists no “friction” between
Customs and Importer, “ Customs grievances” and ¢ Customs
teoubles” are unheard of uniformity prevails and everybody is
sutistied :

The administration of the Tarifl and Customs law in the United
States is conduected upon & plan that insures the intended revenune
to tho Governmont, affords eyery sutisfaction to the importers
aud secures uniformity to the greatest possible extent.

There arc Collectors of Customs and Appraisersof Customs at
the principal ports. All disputes as to classification or rate of
duty as to valuo {or duty and kindred matters pertaining to the
Customs are dealt with by what are called General Appraisers,

T'he President of the United States with the advice and con-
sent of the senate appoints nine general appraisers who receive
a salary of seven thousund dollars ($7,000.00) a year. Not more
than five of this numbor ean be appointed from the same political

party--they shall not be engaged in any other business or em-
ployment and may be removed from oflice by the president for
inefliciency, negleet of duty or malfeasance}in office. This body
or board of general appraisers answors for the United States,

They are employed at such ports asjthe secretary of the treasury
may from time to time preseribe, and besides the specific powers
and duties accorded them by law, they exercise under the gen
cral direction of the Secretary of the Treasury such other super-
vision over appraisements and classification for duty as may be
needful to secure lawful and uniform appraisements’and classifi-
cation at the several ports.

A hoard of three of these general appraisers are on Quty (usa
board) daily at the port of New York, At ports of entry where
there is no ordinary appraiser, if the eollector shall deem the ap-
praisement of any imported merchandise too low he can order a
re-appraisement which shall be made by one of the general ap-
praisers, and in the case of the importer under the same cireum-
stances, a written notice to the colleetor procures for him similar
appraisement. If this appraisement is found unsatisfactory by
either the collector or importer, the importation in question and
re-appraisement thereof is placed before the board of three gen-
eral appraisers on duty at New York or before the board of three
gencral appraisers who may be designated by the Secretary of the
Treasury for such duty.

The decisions of any collector of Customs can by following «
certain simple form clearly stated be taken directly to a board of
three goneral appraisers, The hoard of general appraisers of the
United States have the authority of a court to all intents and pur-
puses, can subpmna witnesses, ete., and are authorized to admin-
ister ouths.

The law of the United States further provides for carrying
tjuestions in «lispute between the Government and importer to
the regular courts of the United States, and in this case, the evi-
dence and proceedings of the general appraisers or board of gen-
eral appraisers form part of record.

There is a penalty provided of one hundred dollays ($100.00)
to whiclh any one ig lHable who fails to appear, declines to answer
or who swears falsely. All decisions of the general appraisers
individually and of the board of general appraisers respecting
values and rates of duty are preserved and filed, and are open to
inspection under certain regulations preseribed by the Secretary
of the Treasury, All decisions are reported to the Secretary of
the Preasury and those of individual general appraisers are re-
ported to the board of general appraisers on duty at the port of
New York. Reports made to this board are accompanied when-
ever practicable by samples-of merchandise in vegard to whick
thero has heen guestion.

One of the duties of the board of gencral appraisers is to make
an abstract of the decision of appraisers with as full description
as possible giving the full rate of duty, ete,, and said abstract is
issued from time to time—at least once in cach week for the in-
formation of Customs’ officers and the publie.”

The Montreal Pharmaceutical Jowrnal, which, in its
issue for April, contains an exhaustive review of the
subject, quotes a decision given by the American Board
of General Appraisers at New York, which arose out of
she action of the collector of that port as to the rate of
dnfies properly colleetible on certain merchandise im-
ported last January. The article known as * crystal
carbonate” was assessed at one-fourth of one per cent.
per pound, the rate provided for soda-ash. The im-
porters claimed it dutiable at one-eighth of a cent per
pound as sal-soda. General appraiser Lunt gave as his
opinion that as these salts have disbinet commercial
designations, and as there is a special provision for
alkalies, chemical compounds and salts, the goads were
not properly entered at cither of the above rates, bub
were dutiable at 25 per cenb. ad valorem. 'Thisis
given merely as an example of the difficulties that oc-
casionally arise in entering goods, cansing delay to ini-
porters and more or less unfriendly feeling towards the
customs deparbment and the government. Ttwould, of
course, be a difficult mather to frame a perfect law, but -
we have repeatedly pointed oub *weak spots" in our
own taviff, and it is to be hoped that’ the matter will
now receive all the abtention which its importance de-
serves,
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THE CITY GAS [CONTRACTS.

The methods and movements ofjour civic parliament
furnish naturally, a topic ever fresh to the ordinary
citizen. [ the ears of people tingle when ill-spoken
of, surely the aural appendages of Montreal’s aldermen
have little rest. The amount of illicit commission
business usually laid to their charge is something
dreadful, and yet one looks in vain for’an alderman re-
tired from the field who affords evidence of much ill-
gotten wealth. Indeed one wonld not bhe far astray in
saying that were the talents displayed by certain eity
fathers employed in the rvegular pursuit of some re-
spectable profession or business the returns would
prove far more profitable than any obtained through a
career—however active—in our city’s parliament, to
say nothing of the odium attached to the labter.
Nevertheless whenever an important contract is to be
given out the ery of “boodle” is raised at onece ; no
matter how slender the grounds, or how inadequate the
proof on which the charge is based.

The ferms on which the Light Committee are willing
to grant a contract to the Montreal Gas Co. furnishi a
case in point. The committee suggest an agreement
for ten yearsifrom the first of the present month at §1
for cooking and $1.30 per thousand for the first year
for illuminating purposes. Ifor the sncceeding years
the price is to be $1.20 for illuminating and $1 for
cooking purposes. The company are also to be bound
to supply gasjfor cooking, with the privilege of two
jets for lighting jpurposes, at $1:05 per thousand by
the system of 25c prepayment metres to all tax-
payers paying a rental of nobt more than $15C. Af-
ter- this  period has expired, and at the expiration
of each subsequent period of five years, the city is to
have the right, after six months’ notice, to acquire the
entire plant of the company at 10 per cent. advanceon
a valuation to be fixed by a board of three arbitrators;
one appointed by the city, one by the company, and
the third by a judge of the Superior Court. Should the
city not take over the plant the company must pay to
the civie treasury a honus of 3 per cent. on the gross
receipts every six months. These terms are also to ap-
ply to any adjoining municipalities that may be annex-
ed to the city in the interim.

These are the suggestions of the Light Committee.
The figures, of course, look high compared with the
offer of 95 ecents made by the defunct Consumers Gas
Co.; hut it must be remembered that that company was
only started for the purpose of heing absorbed, and
that the offer of 95 cent gas was one of the “bluifs”
made to attain that end. That the figures mentioned
will be profitable to the company may be inferred from
the price of the stock in the market to-day.

THE EASTERN ASSURANCE CO.

When at the last meeting of shareholders the
Eastern Assurance Co. of Halifax decided to reduce the
authorized capital stock from $1,000,000 to $500,000
and lopped $50,000 off the paid-up capital of §250,000
to meet impairment, it was felt that further develop-
wents would transpire before the year was out, and
these anticipations have not proved erroneous, The
transfer of the Fastern's business to the Union Assur-
ance Society of London, Eng., is now an accomplished
fack. The Bastern hand over the unearned premium,

or reserve, on every policy up to the 1st inst. to the
Union, and it is expected that what remains of the
paid-up capital will be sufficient to yield a dividend of
50 cents in the dollar to the shareholders. The ques-
tion that now arises is as to the future of the company,
and this cannot be deeided until word is received from
England as to whether the Bastern shall be continued

‘as a separate comcern, operated and backed by the

Union, or whether it shall at once be amalgamated
with it. Tt is probable that the latter decision will be
arrived at ; but efforts are heing made to induce the
Union to continue the Bastern on the ground that it
possesses o valuable connection and an éfficient corps
of agents, hoth of which would be lost by its ex-
tinction.

The Eastern started business in this country in July
1889 under what were considered bright auspices at the
time. Unfortunately it endeavored to become a large
company too suddenly, and to this must be ascribed its
downfall; although the proximate cause was the loss it
sustained through the conflagrations at Toronto. Ifhad
something to contend with also in the attitude of certain
shoreliolders who insisted upon “fouling their own nest.”
At its Jast annnal meeting on the 28th of February it
was acknowledged that the income of the company had
undergone a serious reduction and the suggestion was
then made that it should confine itself to a strictly
local business. This was not acted upon, and it was
next resolved to re-insure the company’s risks upon the
best terms possible with the result that the present ar-
rangement was made with the Union. These develop-
ments are not altogether a surprise to people who had
a‘glance belind the scenes, and it was remarked as of
some significance that Mr. T'. L. Morrisey, the Montreal
manager of the Union, has held conferences at Quehec
lately with manager Chas.

THIE WINTER'S PORK PACKING.

"I'he annual statomont of winter pork packing in the United
States shows the total number of hogs packed was 7,191,000,
or an increase of 2,307,000, average woight of hogs was
23275 1bs. a decrease of 1547 Ibs. This total has been
equalled in but bwo provions seasons, 1890-91 and 1891-92,
when prices were reduced much lower than they were tho
past winter. The relurns of stocks of hog produets on hand
in the Wesl on March 1 show a large fofal, having heen ex-
cooded in but Lwo instances, with reference to meats, in 1891
and 1892. 'The stock of lard shown is moederate, much helow
the nsnal (uantity, althongh 57,000 hisrces larger than last
yoar, when the stock was especially low. The manufacture
of harreled pork was considerably increased in comparison
with the preceding year, hut was short of varions former
soasons. "U'ho tolal amount paid ont by Western packers for
hogs duving the four monthis was $71,698,000, aud for twolve
months, ending March 1 an aggregato of $172,679,000. In
addition Lo this, the stalistics of slanghtering of hogs ab the
soaboard and ofhor easteru localities for the past year indi-
¢atos an amount reaching about $60,000,000 paid out for hogs
—s0 that the aggrregate, west and cusl, ropresents $232,000,-
000 paid out for hogs, or a daily average of throe-quarters of
a million dollars. The average cost of hogs in the west for
the wintor show a decline of 98 cenls per 100 Ths. compareg
with 1893-94.

AN AGENT'S TRICK,

Three years ago it was announced that the Union Central
[iifo Insurance Co. of Cincinnali, dosigned evecting an oflice
building at Buffalo, N.Y., the cost of which was to be not less
than $100,000, provided that citizens of the city took out life
insurance policies to the amount of $1,000,000. This agree-
menl the eilizens tnlfilled, and in dune lime a strucbure ap-
peared named tho Union Central Lifo building. It now de-
‘velops that, this was all the scheme of the Buftalo agont,
“William I, Wright, and that he offered $25,000 to the Buffalo
Building Co. for the privilege of giving that name to one of
their conlomplated shructures. The offor was necepted and
parl payment made.  When Wright did not pay the balance
due suil was commonced, and then it was discovered thaf, the
Union Central had no hand in the offor to have a building
eroctod, Wright alone being responsible.  The Buifalo Build-
-ing Co. obfained judgment for $13,000 and no appea! was
takon. ‘The name  inion Cenlral Lifo building” has now
boon eut from the stone front of the strucinve.

THE NEW EAST-BOUND POOL.

The net emrningsof the bulk of the American and Canadian
railroads for the past month, reported last week, have made a
faivly good showing, offsetting to an extent the poor gross
results on the Granger lines. Tonnage is light, but there is
some confidence at Chicago that the “money pool” en east-
Lound iraffic, which took effect May 1, will vesult in the
maintenance of rates outside of junction points. Under this
agreement every central traftic road and frunk line is not
only pledged to demand its proportion of rates from connec-
tions, but agrees to pay $2 per ton penalty on business in ex-
cess of its shave. All the through business of the two linesis
to be computed at tariff rates and divisions made on this
basis. The financial vesult will bo the same without regard to
the tonnage carried. 'This is expected to remove the induce-
ment for accepting less than the given propcrtion on connec--
ing business. L there are cut rates by way of outside june-
tion poinfs, the connecting lines must absorh all the cuts. It
is helieved that none of them can make a cut large emough
to divert business from its regular channels. The agreement
is possibly in violation of the Inter-State law, but the roads
think that there will be no intorference by the Commissioners
unless the trunk lines force advance in rates.

SHIPBUILDING IN QUEBILC.

The Muritime Register is responsible for the statement
that American capitalists will shorfly start the building of
steel and iron ships in Quebec. Ik is pointed out that freights
to Quebet are exceedingly low in consequence of the number
of vessols going thero in ballast for cargoes of lumber while
steel ship plates are now at the lowest point ever kmown in
fngland. They can be laid down in Quebec at about $25 to
$26 por long ton, or fully 20 per cent. less than they cost in
Philadelphia, since they will he admitted duty free, as is the
case witit all shipbuilding material. The promoters of the
scheme point out thal, nolwithstanding the severe depression
in freights, thers is a constant demand for new iron vessels;
nearly 300,000 more tons of shipping having been built in
1894 than in 1893, exclusive of warships, while of those built
in the United Kingdom in 1844, over 97 per cent. were built
of stoel and Y0 per cent. were steamships. Quebec’s popula-
tion includes a large number of skilled shipwrights. Wages
are lower at Queboc than in any other manufacturing centro
in America, and her now almost deserted but convenient
coves and ship-yards can be leased or purchased for one-
quarter of what they were worth some years ago.

THE PAPER 'TRADE.

The low price of paper is gradually affecting the manu-
facturers, and it is not surprising that mills like: those at
Napanee, Fetielon Ialls and elsewhere should begin to show
the signs of the times. The Toronto Loan Society which has
been nursing the business in the midland district for some
years, or since former signs appeared, is evidently indisposed
to make further investments. The future will be largely
determined by the result of some examination and survey
about to be entered upon. Wiy don't the paper mien take a
lesson from the cotton kings ?

A STRIKING EXAMPLE.

"The Knights of the Maceabees, a fraternal assessment order
recently resovted fo o strange plea to resist payment of a
doath elaim. One of their certificate holders Dbecame the
owner of $5,000 worth of brewery stock, and on his death
the association confested fhe claim on the ground that by
hiolding said stock he was violating the association’s vules
against being * engaged in the manufacture of spiritous or
malt liquors.” Ridiculous as it may appear, although the
plaintiff succeeded in the first tvial, on appeal the decision
was in favor of {he Order. A sironger avgument in favor
af the legitimata life compaiies it is diflicult fo imagine,
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A CORRECTION.

Qur neighbor the Herald, in its issue of the 26th uit., re-
ferring to the cost of printing the Voters Lists says, “The
bulk, in fact, was given to the Jourxan or Comyerce.” We
regret to be obliged to correct our contemporary. Without
entering into any general comparison, it may suffice to say
that while the Guzefte printed 50 polls of St. Antoine ward,
about 50 of 5f. Anne's’ ward, and about 10 of St. Mary's
ward, making in all about 110, the total printed by the
JourwaL or CoMMERck: was considerably less than one-third
of that number. The Government appears to have been in-
fluenced largely by the capacity of the different offices to turn
out the work within the time specified (31st Maveh), and ihe
Jourxan or Comyience was wnually busy at the time. A
single poll given to one who hawked it in vain about town
among the varvious printing offices, appears to have heen
neglected.

ANOTHER GAS DEAL.

Mr. H. 8. King (whom most of our readers will recollect
as one of the lieutenants of Coates in the Consumers Gas Co.
deal) is in the city, and has announced his willingness to
build the city aplant that will enable them to furnish gas to
the citizens at 60 cents a thousand at the cost of $1,500,000
payable in four per cent., forly year, city debentures, but at
present no one seems disposed to tale his offer seriously, and
even the civic politicians fenr to commit themseives. At .all
events he has not succeeded in breaking prices for Gas stock

as yet,and with the previous experience before us it is doubt-
ful if he will.

Thore was some amusement in financial
circles over the anncuncement that the
civic finances showed a “ deficit” of $528,-
000. This simply means that the various
committees have asked for that amount

more than the city can afford to give them.
But any one who knows the inside work-
ing of these committees also knows that
they could very casily keep imside the
mark if they wished to. The real truth
is that a certain number of infiuential
aldermen are anxious for a new loan, and
this is one of the means they have adopted
to sccure the neutrality of the clectorate in
the matter. Whother they will succeed or
not, remains to be seen ; but it should not
be forgotten that the present burden of in-
terest is as much as the city can carry at
the existing rate of taxation and that any
considerable increase must involve a cor-
responding new impost upon the tax-
payers.

In foreign flnancial circles the principal
ovent of the week was the placing of a 6
per cent, loan of thirty million marks by
China with a Berlin syndicate. The situa-
tion in the Iiast is still perplexing bankers
It is not believed that the war-talk of
Russia and Germany amounts to anything;
yet it affects both silver and securities,
sinco it is evident that Japan is in no tem-
per to be conciliatory, more especially as
she has the moral support of England be-
hind her. Asa result silver continues to
decline, Bar silver in London has fallen
to 30)4d, and speculators for a rise are
growing restless. In New York commer-
cinl bars have dropped to 6615 to 3§, and
fiue government silver is offered at 6634,
to 67¢c, with buyers cautions and inelined
to hold off. o

Money continues plentiful and easy in
all the commercial centres. In TLondon it
rules at }4 to 14 per cent. on call, and dis-
count can be procured in the open market
at 18-16 to % per cent. In New York call
money is at 134 per ceut, in spite of the
preparations for the interest payments on
the first of May, and only afew exceptional
transactions are recorded at 2 per cent.
Cwrrent business rates are 3 to 8! per
cent. for ninety days, 814 to 4 per cent, for
four months, and 4 to 414 per cent. for
longer terms on good Stock Xxchange col-
lateral, Discount runs from 8 to 414 for

. choice to good double-named paper, and at

43 to 6 per cent. for single name. But
only really good paper sells readily. In
this market call loans run at 4 to 414 per
cent,, and discount is still G to 7 per cent,

Sterling exchange is weak and lower;
owing to the liberal offerings of bills
drawn agaiust purchases of American so-
curities by foreign speculators and invese
tors. Posted rates in Now York were 4.80
for sixties and 4.90 lfor demand. Actual
rates were 488} to 14 for sixties, 4.8034
to 3¢ for demand, 4.8934 to 3{ for cables,
438 to ¥ for commercials, and 4.88 for
documentaries. In this market the rates
between banks were 9 18-16 to 15-16 for
sixties, 10 1-16 to 14 for’ demand, 1034 for
cables, 1-32 to 1-16 premium for Now York
funds. Over the counter rates were 10 to
10}4for sixties, 104 to 3¢ for demand, 10%
for cables and ¥ to Y for New Yurk
funds,

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.
Thursday Evg., May 2nd, 1805,
The lack of warm weather, and the

tardy opening of navigution, have tended
tv keep the volume of trade down; but

nevertheless there is a decidedly better
(eeling apparent. The grocery trade re-
port business upon the upward curve.
Sugars ave strong all over the world, Teas
are firm in view of the war cloud still pen-
dent over the Orient, and the remainder of
the list has evidently reached rock-bottom,
Tn dry goods thers is also an improved
feeling, and several slight advances.are re-

‘ported in both cottons and woollens. TFlour

and grain are higher. Manitoba fiours
have again reached the §4 point, and even
gone above it. IHides are strong, and
again higher. Leather and shoes are once
more advanced,and we mark up values on
a number of other lines, The weak
points in the situation are butter, cheese,
and eggs, all of which are arriving in ¢x-
cess of immediate] requirements; and iron
and the heavy metals which are dull in
consequence of the quietnde in the build-
ing trade. Money is coming in better
from all sections, and the failures are few
and mostly originate from causes outside
of trade fluctuations. In lact the business
gituation is perceptibly brighter. The
arrival of the first ships, and the promul-
gation of ex-wharf prices, have stimulated
trade, and there is a firm and buoyant
tendency in most markets.

Burrer, Cieeskt AND Egos.—There has
been more doing in butter during the past
week as ig usual at the opening of navi-
gation. Orders for held butter have come
in freely from the Maritime Provinces and
since last writing 2800 packages have been
sold at 514 to 7 cents for Mauitoba dairy,
7 to 10 cents for Western and 8 to 12 cents
for creainery. In new butters the arrivals
are In excess of the requirements and a
large portion ol the receipts are going into
stock. This gives the market an unsettled
tendency and has resulted in a wide range
of values. Wae quote choicest creamery at
1614 to 18¢c, fresh Townships dajry at 14
to 17c, and Western at 10 to 18c. The
market rules eantirely in buyer's favor.
Receivers of .fodder - made goods are
anxious to place them before the graas-fed
butter comes into market and will accept
any reasonable offer that is made, The
receipts of cggs showa large increase
over those of any previous week and are

much in excess of requirements. Packers
are not putting any eggs away as yet; so
sellers are dependent upon the consump-
tion, which is not heavy enough to use up
the consignments arriving., Prices ‘are
down to 10 to 1014 cents for strictly fresh,
Cull eggs sent in by Western packers
bring from 8 to 9 cents. Nothing is doing
as yet in cheese. New fodder makes
coming in sell at 8 cents for white and 814
cents for colored. But this year it igall
sold on comsignment and the trade here
have evidently had enough of buying it
right out and standing the loss. Finest
old would sell at 934 cents; but there is
none offering. Provision men are busy
filling orders booked for shipment by
wator some weeks ago. Prices are firmer
and we advance our quotations of Cap-
adian short cutto $17 and mess to $18.
Hams are 10 to 1l¢, and common refined
lard 714 to 8 cents. The market is quiet
but steady and a fair volume of business is
transpiving. London letters say that, at
the moderate prices asked, a good clear-
ance has been made of English cheese,
but as it is seen that there is plenty of
stufl behind what is already leaving the
warelhouses, no desire to operate more ex-
tensively has been’ manifested, and the
market i8 rather quiet than otherwise at
the rates quoted, which include fancy
Cheddar at 70s to 72s; finest at 62s to 66s;
medium at 54s to 603, and common at 468
to 50s, besides white Cheddar loaf at 60 to
628, Good and fine double Gloucesters
have been bought at 54 to 60s, and late
makes at 448 to 50s; also Wiltshire loaf at
548 to 60s for best gualities, and at 36s w
408 for ‘culls.” No Cheshlre cheese worth
noting has appeared on offer, but a few
new Derbys have been placed at48s to 50s,
with remnants of old at 42s to 468 for fine,
and at 50s to 52 for choicest. Matchless
Canadian cheese has brought §2s, strictly
fine colored 51s,and white H0s, which rates
are nevertheless 88 to 10s per cwt. below
those secured for “picked” lots in April
last; but under-priced States cheese does
not bring more than 44s to48g, and even at
these rates the enquiry is slow, New
season’s “fodder” cheese has again come
to hand, and has been disposed of on the
spot at from 42s to 40s, which i8 6to 7
shillings lower than at this period last
year, when the opening rates for the same
class of goods ranged from 48s to b8s per
cewt.

Dry Goons—The out-look is a littie
more cheering in  dry goods circles,
Money is coming in more freely from both
city and country merchants and the warmer
weather is commencing to break stocks in
an encouraging manncr, Prices, both of
cottons and woollens, are firmer and in
some lines small advances are already re-
corded. Tailures are very few, and those
which occur are small aud arise from out-
side causes. Travellers say the country
demand keeps up well and their houses
are well satistfied with the orders sent in.
In fact trade is on the upward curve and
there is a decidedly firmer and move con-
fident feeling apparent.

Both Boston and Chicago wholesalers are
making enquiries in this market, and in
some instances buyers and sellers are only
half a cent apart, Some little information
is commencing to come in from the East,
and while not entirely satisfactory as to
details is generally favorable to the mav-
ket, At Yokohama there have bLeen
settlements of a {ew peculs, believed to
be mostly garden teas and quoted at $48,
which is higher than last year, and about
300 packages are said to have been
shipped to United States, Cables from
Tamsui and Amoy report the situation as
excited and critical, with such little busi-
ness as may have been done at generally
higher rates. Cables from Calcutta say
that the estimates for the new season’s
crop of Indian teas are out and that the
aggregate is fixed at 140,000,000 bs. of
which 126,000,000 is disposable for export
as against 118,000,000 Ihs. last year.
Coffees are quiet but the market is firm
on reports of revolutionary troubles in
Brazil. The crop has suffered also from
drouth, although heavy rainslare reported
at Coara. Java and Bastern coffees are
firm. The stock in the Netherlands is
213,000 bags. There are afloat for Rurope
46,000 bags of Java and 6,000 bags for the
United States. Since last writing the
Wholesale Grocers Guild have reduced
the spot price for Barbados molasses to
3144 cents, Porto Rico, 27 cents. For a
fine lot of Porto Rico Ponce to arrive this
month 30 cents is asked. A small cargo of
400 puncheons Barbados sold in Portland

You can seo
the grain and sharp edges, It. is 80 ductile
that a strip 134 inch wide, }¢ inch thick 12
inches long, can be wound around a 2 inch
gas pipe without l)ro;ﬁgmg; at the same
time it is of great tensile strength, a i§
inch square bar 12 inches long bearing on
the points will carry a load of 500 1b. with-
out fracture. It is made {rom amixture of
60 per cent. common gcrap and 40 per cont.
No, 2 pig iron, My process is to inject a
steam jef into the tuyers at cupola, which
forms another element in combustion (hy-
drogen gas) giving out great heat; forming
black oxide of iron on the iron at the polnt
of charge, as it becomes red, magnetic
oxide, and it is 5o closely coherent and ad-
herent that the absorption of sulphur from
coke is entirely prohibited in its course
down through the furnace, The color of
the gases is entirely changed.
