This
unforseen mishap contributed not 4 little
to diminish tbe size of the procession.
Many of the old-timers were constrained
to accompany the mortal remains of A.
H. Bertrand, whose funera! started for
St. Boniface at 9.30. Nevertheless,
quite & guodly crowd met again at 10.30
at the depot, and discussed nervously
the occasion for which they bad assem-
bled. Priests and laymen ail inter-
mingled and vied with one another in
the animation and excitement of the
scene, Then as the train moved slovylﬁ
in, all pressed together, in the boyis
enthusiasm of being first to greet the
great person who was coming amongst
them.

He
also points out that when the question
of confederation was discussed, both
parties to the contract agreed that, in
the interests of peace and harmony, that
question, involving as it did the rights
and privileges of the. minority, shounld
be put beyond the reach of legislative
interference wherever it then existed
by law.

In his treatment of the Northwest and
the entrance of Manitoba into corfed-
eration, Mr. Scott is again a most val-
nable and safe wituess, because he was
in public life at the time and, as was his
wont, took an active interest in the
political events of the day, especially
that which affected the rights of the
Catholics.  After sbowing that the
schools which existed 1n Manitoba before
the union were denominational schools
he asks the question, “was the continua-
tion of those schools a part of the charter
that was given to Manitoba ?” Then he
proves from public documents and
current comments in the press, that
Judge Black, Father Richot and Alfred
Scott came to Ottawa and presented “a
bill of rights” and in that bill was a
clause demanding separate schools.
That that demand, as well as all others,
was accepled by those who framed the
conatitution, is clearly shown. He shows
in clear and convincing language, that
the members of parliament who framea
that constitution so understood 1t. The
bill granting a constitution to Manitoba
came up for its second reading on the
10th May 1870, and Benator Scott quotes
as follows from the Parhiamentary De-
bates of that vear :

“After several clanses of the bill had
been discussed and voted on Mr. Oliver
moved that the education clause be
atrueck out.”

“Hon. Mr. Chauvean hoped the
amendment would not be carried. It
was desirable to protect the minority in
Manitoba from the great evil of religions
dissentions on education. There could
be no better model to follow in that case
than the Union Act, which gave full
protection to minorities.” Mr. Mac-
dougall, who was an opponent of separate
schools, said: “The effect of the clause
if not struck out would be to fix laws
which the Local Legislature could not
altarin the future.” Mr. Macdougall
therefore advised that the clause be
strnck out.  8ir George Cartier opposed
Mr. Oliver’s motion and Mr. McKenzie
supported it and, 4 vote being taken, 83
voted against and 34 for having the
clause struck out. Senator Scott pointed
out that although the Globe of to-day
supports the confiscation of the rights
gnaranteed in that very clause, yet this
seitsame Globe had an article ten davs
after that clause was confirmed, calli;lg
attention to this very educational clause,
in which it said : “It isspecially enact-
ed that no law shall be passed by the
Provincial Legislature 1njuriously affect-
ing in any way denominational schools,
Catholic or Protestant. = An appeal
against any educational act that infrin-
ges upon this proviso will be to the
governor-in-councii, and if powers are
required to enforce his decision, the
parliament of Canada may be invoked
to compel due compliance by an act for
that purpose.” How the Globe of to-day
can square its present policy with its
clearly defined utterances of 1870, is
something beyond our comprehension
One thing Senator Scott makes quite
clear and that is the unquestionable
intention of the framers of the Manitoba
Act to protect the educational rights of
the minority, Catholic or Protestant.

Mr. Scott then goes on to show that a
similar provision was made in 1875,when
he himself had charge of the bill which
established separate schools in the
Northwest Territories. One conclusion
only can be drawn from a]l this, and
that is that should all the courts in the
Empire decide that the constitution given
to Manitoba does not fully cover the
unmistakeable intention ofthe authority
that framed it, then both equity and
honor demand that the constitution be
so amended as to fully carry out the
intentions of its makers. It is imposs-
ible for us, to do anything like justice to
Mr. Scott’s very clever, and able speech,
in the space of one short article. It is
an effort deserving of the highest and
most unstinted praise, and the minority
in Manitoba and the Northwest Terri-
tories will remember with gratitude and
thanks his kindly and fair defence of
their cause.

CHURCH EXEMPTIONS AND MANL
TOBA MINORITY.

In every country in the world enjoying
a Cbristian civilization, the exemption
from taxation of Church, educational
and charitable institutions is a principal
universally admitted and practiced. For
a Christian people to make the Lord of
the temple pay tribute, is a modern in,
novatior go contrary to the religioug
sentiments of all civilized countries that
it bas never been thought of except in
our own age and by men of little or no
religion.

Not lonz ago the Free Press, in reply
to sume objections made by a correspon-
dent to its remarks, that the Catholic
school system of the Northwest was “an
obsolete school system—a system which
if left to itself would enevitably perish of
of its own dry rot,” said :

“In this connection we may ask, what
does Father Cherrier think of the bier-
archy in Montreal who, by refusing to
allow their property 10 be taxed, compel
the Protestants to support the Roman
Catholic 1nstitutions ?”

Then our contemporary went on to
justify the action of the Greenwayv Gov-
ernment, by stating that this alleged
action of the hierarchy of Montreal was
no less a persecution than that which
the Catholics of Manitoba ‘were called
upon to endure in having to pay taxes
to the present Protestant schools. Not-
withstanding jthat a correspondent
pointed out to the Free Press, that the
Protestant minority of Montreal, al-
though not a forth of the city’s popu-
lation. were in very fact enjoying over
one third of the entire exemptions, the
editor repeated his former statement
and said:

“The relative popuiation ot Protes-
tants and Catholics ‘does not touch the
core of the question. Church property
in Moutreal is exempted from municipal
taxation, The Protestants are all anx-
ious that church property should be as-
sessed and taxed, and we believe, though
that 18 an opinion formed upon hearsay
—that the Catholic laity are of the same
mind. The Roman Catholic hierarchy,
however, will not permit this, and to
make up the amount that should be
paid by church property, Protestants as
well as Catholics are taxed. Protes-
tants therefore are compelled to pay for
the municipal services rendered to Cath-
olic churcles, schools, nunnerizs, hos-
pitals, ete.”

Because the city of Montreal, follow-
ing the practice of every civilized and
Christian community in the world, ex-
empted all church property, all edn-
cational and charitable institutions, from
local taxation, the Free Press had the
bad taste to charge this upon the hier.
archy of Montreal, as though it were
something unusual and, only in this
particular place and under hierarchial
tyranny, imposed upon an unwilllng
and unfairly treated minority. A}
though it was pointed out to our con-
temporary that the Protestant minority
were enjoying a larger exemption than
the Catholic majority, its editor could
see nothing pertinent in the statements
and figures of his correspondent, and,
therefore, “it would seem thkat the sep-
arists of Manitoba could be enabled to
shout ‘persecution,’ ‘robbery,’ etec., with
greater force were their complaint not
weakened by the example of a paralied
action on the part of their Quebec
friends.” Thig course of reasoning is,
tosay the least, peculiar. Because the
people of Quebec, like that of other
parts of the Dominion, followed a recog-
nized principle of Christian civilization
and exempted certsin property from
municipul and general taxation, an edi-
tor of a great daily newspaper sees in
that conduct an exeuse for the Protes-
tants of Manitoba in destroying Catholic
schools, confiscating Catholic school
property, and making the despoiled
Catholics pay taxes to support a purely
Protestant school system ! Surely 1n
calling such a line argument pecuhar,
we cunnot be charged with either harsh-
ness or exaggeration.

The Free Press, of a recent date, ac-
cepted and proclaimed the tollowing
figures as correct. It gaid: '

“Roman Catholic church property ex-
SO ot B ontreal amoust, to $3.450.
gaté $4.870,750.7 exe,m’ptlons aggre-

Let us compare this statement with a
similar statement from Toronto, the
next largest city in the Dominion, and
par excellence, the most ultra Protestant
city in Canada: “In the city of Toronto
the total exemptions of real property
are $235,189,350, of which church property
amounts to $5,050, 350, and of this sum
Roman Catholics own $969,236, and Pro-
testants $4,081,114. In Toronto asin Mon-
treal, the Protestants have, per capita,
the larger amount of exemptions. Sup-
pose now, for the, sake of argument,
and for the purpose of giving the Free
Press a turther example of its logic, the
Catholic majority of Quebec would abol-
ish the Protestant schools, and compel]
Protestants to pay their taxes to the
Catholic schools, where the religion was
under the authority of and prescribeq
by the Catholics, although, for the sake
of appearance, the schools were called
public, national schools, and_when the
Protestant minority objected to so gross
an outrage on their liberties, and called
the conduct of the majority, “persecution”
and “robbery” some French Canadian
newspaper said: “Keep. cool, don’t get
excited, the Protestants of Toronte, by
exempting church property frem tax-
ation, are forcing the Catholics to sup-
port Protestant institutions.” Oh! but
the minority would say, the Catholics’
church property is exempted as well as

the Protestants’! “But, answers ‘the
French Canadian newspaper, ‘“that
makes no difference, the Catholics do
not want their church property exempt-
ed, and as long as the Protestants of
Toronto continue to do this, the separ-
atists of Quebec cannot find fa air ex-
cuse of shouting ‘persecution’ and ‘rob-
bery’ etc,, with as much force as if their
complainta were not weakened by the
example of a paralled action on the
part of their Toronto friends.”” Does
the TFree Press take in the force of the
logical application of its own reasoning ?
How does it think its Protestant friends
in Quebec would appreciate the appli.
cation under the same provocation us
the Catholics of Manitoba have been re-
ceiving at the hands of the Protestants?

As we ssid before, the exemptions in
Quebec are founded on a well defined
Chnstian  civilization—a civilization
practiced in every part of the Dominion,
That this principle is threatened in some
ofthe provincesis only additional evi-
dence of the secularizing and irreligious
tendencies of the age. When the Mani-
roba Government threatened to abolish
all tax exemptions, all the Protestant
sects were up in arms, and the Arch-
bishop of Ruperts Land conde mned it in
the most unmistakabie language. Every
church denomination in Winnipag, ex-
cept the Catholirs and the Baptists,
waited upon the government to protest
against the tax. All this proves (1) that
the principle of exemption i3 not con-
fined to Quebec and that it is as fairly,
as justly and as broadly administerad
there as in any other part of the Domin
ion; (2) that, camsequently, the hier.
archy of Montreal is not specially bene.
fitted, nor in any way exemptionally
favored by it; (3) that the Free Press
in saying that it was so favored, was not
stating a fact but,on the contrary, mis-
representing real fact; (4) that, having
done s0, as we are prepared to believe
from a misconception of the truth, its
only honorable course now is to ac-
knowledge its mistake and withdraw its
charge of unfairness, on the part of the
Quebec hierarchy, and its application to
the Manitoba minority. Every person
ig liable to err, but an error rot with.
drawn becomes mnothing less than a
slander. Unlike the Tribune and other
disreputable sheets, we do not believe
that the Free Press policy is one of
slander and, therefore, we suggest to it
the only bonaiable way out of it—that
of its withdrawal.

“A LAW THAT CANNOT STAND.”

The various provincial papers support-
ing the Government of Manitoba, and
even some that do not, such as the
Brandon Mail, are very busily engaged
intrying to make it appear that.in the
present school system in Manitoba the
Catholic minority has no real grievance.
In a recent issue of the Brandon Mail,
that journal, in commenting on the Nor’-
Wester‘s article reviewing His Grace
Archbishop Tache’s recent pamphlet on
the Northwest school questior, says:

“Now, what the public would like to be
adviced on is wherein the Manitoba
school act interferes with the ‘civil and
religious- rights and privileges’ of the
Roman Catholics, acts in bad faith with
them, or disturbs their ‘religious persua-
sicn.'”

1t is very difficult to understand how
intelligent men and journals can ask
such questions. Had the Catholics of
Manitoba to pay for Protestant schools
before they entered confederation?
Were they required to support two sets
of schools? If the Catholics were not
required before confederation, or for
twenty vears thereafter, to support
Protestant schools, and are now com-
pelied to do so, it does not need a very
large amount of common sense or intelli-
gence to arrive at the conclusion that the
act which now compels them to pay
their taxes to Protestant schools “inter-
feres with the civil and religious rights
of the Roman Catliolics.” As well might
the Government compel the Catholics to
pay for the support of Protestant
churches as require them to pay taxes
for Protestant schools. To the Catholic
conscience the one is as bad as the other’
because neither ofthem can be used by
us for the purposes for which they are
intended. In answer to those who say
the schools are not Protestant we repro-
duce an article from the Free Press of
January 2nd., 1893, under the above
heading. The article was a review of a
paper that appeared in the Ottawa Uni-
versity Owl:

“Dr. J. K. Barrett of this city, whose
name has become widely known through
conpection with the Manitobaschooel case,
contributes a paper to the Christmas
number of the Owl, & magazine published
as we learn from an imprint on the title
page, “by the students of the University
of Ottawa.” The subject of Dr. Barrett’s
article is “The Church and the Schools,”
the purpose being to stow that through
all ages the Catholic Church has led in
the great work of educating, civilizing
and christianizing mankind. We need
not follow him into this field, as we do
notintend to enter into a discussion of the
question or toreview the various state-
ments of fact with which he supports the
argument of his paper. Men who Lave
themselves any knowledge of the past do
not require to be assured of the immense
debt the cause of education owes to the
Roman Church. That is a matter of
history, some truth of which will be found
recorded on every puge of it. There is
an ignorant tradition, itis true,surviving
even unto this day, thatthe Church has
been the implacable enemy of education;
but it would be a fraitless occupation to
wrestle with that. After dealing with
this particular phase of his subject, the
writer proceeds to show that the Cathoiic
Church has been the mother of explora-
tion, discovery and missioflary work in

our own country, finding himaself, as he

.Catholic and Protestant. It

might well do, embarrassed with the
abundance of material to support this
;)ositidn. It was redeeming this continent
rom barbariem before many of the Chris-
tian denominationsthat now envy it had
an existence, and centuries before any
other joirned in the work.

From thiese matters Dr. Barrett natu-
raily glides into a briet mention of the
school question in this province. He
claiws, what no truthful man will dispute,
that the school legislation of 1890 was an
act of treachery to the minority; that it
abolisked Catholic schools and made all
schools Protestant, and that it confiscated
the property of Catholic school boards
and appropriatediit to the support of
Protestant schools. Every one of these
statements, to the great shiame of us who
constitute the majority, is borne out by
the facts. Dr. Barrett concludes his article
as follows : “To give your readers an
“example of how heavily this weighs on
“the Catholics of Manitoba. 1 will cite
“my own case. I am requirei to pav to
“the support of the Protestant schools of
“Winripeg, a tax amounting to $35 per
“anpum. Under the old law this amount
“went to the suppori of Catholic schools
“where my children are now and have
“always been educated. Moreover my
“consrience requires me {0 pay a second
“tax of $50 per year for the support of
“our own Catholicschools—the extra $15
“being necessitated by the loss of the
“Government grant, In other words, I
“am obliged to pay $85 per year and
“receive no more benefit for that sum
“than I formerly received for the sum of
“$35. This example will give the readers
“of the Owl an idea ofthe beauties of the
“School law of Manitoba, and how it af-
“fects their co-religionists. The iaw is so
“strikingly unfair, so outrageously dis-
“honest, tbat it cannot long disgrace the
“‘statute books ol our province. We have
“appealed for protection from so gross an
“outrage on our liberties to the Governor-
“General in Council, and we have every
“iconfidence that we shall receive fair
“play and justice. Justice is all we ask,
“justice we have every reason-
“able hope of obtaining.”

Whatever remedy may be de:nanded
by the facts of the case and sanctioned
orrequired by the constitution itself will
doubtless be granted. What that iscr
may be we do not pretend to know; the
question involved 1n it is one which can-
not be settled by any newspaper contro-

+! versy, and we leave it to the tribunal

which is provided by the constitution to
deal with the situation created by it.
But should there be no legal remedy
that would not Jessen the injustice of the
legislation referred to. Beparate schools
were abolished on the pretext that we in
this province should not countenance
any connection between church and
state. The event has shown trat it was
a disbonest pretext, for although the law
has proscribed Catholic schools it has
established a system that is Protestant,
The only change that has been made is
that instead of Catholic and Protestant
schools as formerly there are now only
Protestant schools; that is, the majority
have esercised the power of their num-
bers to tyrannize over the minority. It
is claimed that the present schools are
undenominational. So they are as be-
tween the Protestant sects, but they are
not undenominational as hetween
is said
further that the religious teaching is
colorless as to quality and exceedingly
moderate in quantity. This may be true
witbout in the least affecting the con-
scientious objections of Catholics. But it
may be answered to this plea that if the
religious teaching in the Protestant
schools i8 mild in type it is not because
of a desire to win Catholics to these
echools, but because the Protestant deno-
minations could not agree on any thing
more. thorough or pronounced; they could
not go further without quarrelling among
themselves. We find, therefore, that
under the present system the sehools of
the minority are abolished and that all
existing schools are Protestant in intent
as well as in fact. Catholics are made to
support these Protestant schools. They
are taxed for them under the law. They
are allowed their private separate schools
forthat is a right which no law dare
take from them; but they are compelled
to support them entirely at their own
cost, the whole machinery of the state
being confiscated to the exclusive use
and for the exclusive benefit of Protestant
schools. There may be, and is, connection
between church and state, when the
church is Protestant; but none when it iy
Catholic. That is the situation as decreed
by the arbitrary power of the majority.
We tax Catholits to support our schools,
and put the bailiff upon him if he rebels,
That is what we do iu the matter of
direct taxation. The Catholic parent may
have a heavy enough burden to pay for
his own school, but he is directly taxed
to pay for ours as well. Nor do we allow
one dollar of public monev to go to the
uge of Catholic schoo's or to help in the
education of Catholic children. Man for
man the Catholics contribute to the
provincial revenue as much as the Pro-
testants, but every dollar appropriated
by the Government for the support of
education is given to tke Protestant
schools, This is robbery through legal form
by the brute force of a majority. Bort
inasmuch as it is done against Catholics
we have Protestant divines who rejoice
at it; and who denounce as apostates and
enemies those Protestants wio stand for
equal justice to all. There was never a
more disgraceful exhibition of religious
jealousy and hatred, and never a greater
wrong perpetrated wpon ‘& minority. If
there were no appeal under the constitu-
tion,our own sense of right, if not smoth-
ered in bigotry and fanaticism. would
compel us to extend a generous measure
ofrelief to our Roman Catholic fellow
citizens.”

“If.’,

Archbisbop Ireland says: “Ifthe ten mil-
lions of Catholics in theUnited States were
worthy of their name, what an impres-
sion they would make!” That's it. Worthy
of their name—~the name of Catholic and
all that it implies, Where would Apaismn
be then? Where would be bigotry, slander
intolerance? They would vanish into tnin
air, melt away as the mist in light of the
glorious sun. Worthy of our name! How
worthy? By ourlives that should reflect
the glory of the name Catholic. Alas!
that 8o many are unworthy of the name
of Catholic—so recreant to light, 80 ob-
durate to grace, clothing the Churchin
weeds, shaming God's law, bringing
down opprobrium on the entire body,
giving the pretext for unhallowed char-
ges. Stop—think—ask yourself am I
worthy of the name of Catholic? As the
Archbishop says: “Speak, speak for truth
and virtue, create and eXecute good
works for the interests of ourfellowman”,
Speak in our life’s action, humble as
may be your sphere, speak, high and

exaltrd as may be your station.”
