EXPLANATIONS OF SIGNALS.
Made on Main Signal Staff at Citadel Hill, token Vessels are seen from

the Citadel or reported from Cauiperdown Sif/mil Station.

The approach of all vessels is reported from the Lookout Station at

Camperdown to the Signnl Station at the Citadel, a man bein}; on

watch at either place dny and night. These stations are connected liy

a Military Telephone line, and as the Citadel Station is connected to

the Civil Ex j,ange, information lejjarding any vessel can at any hour

be obtained ^' subscribers on the Civil Exchange.
As soon as a vessel is perceived by the man on watch at Camper-

down, he at once reports the fact to tho Citadel, stating whether slie

is a steamer o- a sailing vessel ; if the former. s!ie i.s signalled at tlie

Citadel by a cross, (signitying unknown stenmer) hoisted at the

extremity of the upper yard, on the epst side, if she U reported

to be approaching from that quarter on the west, if she is approachini:

from the other direction. This first report is usually made on first

sighting the smoke of the steamer on the horizon ; as she gets nearer,

the man on watch observes whether she is a first class (or ocean goin;,^)

teamer, or a second class (,or coasting) steamer; if he reports her as

first class, the cro.s8 is hauled down and replaced by a large ball, if

second class by a small ball.

As soon as the indentity of the steamer is ascertained her name is

reporteu, and if she is a mail vessel the proper mail flag is hoisted

half way out on tho lower yard, while the house flag of her owners is

hoisted on the private staff near by.

Should the vessel, however, be reported to be a man of war, or one

of the Dominion Government Vessels, the cro.s.« will be lowered from
the end of the upper yard, and a ball or cross wiM be hoisted half wny
out on the upper yard, a large ball denoting a Fl ig Ship : a small ball

denoting a Cruiser ; and a cross denoting a Gunboat, or Torpedo
Catcher, or Torpedo Boat, or else a Dominion Vessel, in which hitter

case the Dominion Ensign will be hoisted half way out on the lower ,

yard. In all other cases the National Ensign of tlie Country to which

the Warship belongs will be hoisted half way out on the lower yard.

A further report is made from Camperdown when any vessel crosses

the line between Devil's Island and Chebucto Head, and on this report

the ball or cross denoting the vessel, is lowered and a pennant is bent

on under it, and the signal is rehoisted, signifying -that the vessel has

entered the Harbor.
It. is thus obvious that when the pennant (in the case of a steamer

it is white with a blue ball) is .seen fl)ing beneath a ball or cross, it

means that :—The vessel signalled has entered the Harbor, but as loni;

as the ball, or cross has no pennant below it, the ves.sel is still outside

the line above mentioned.
There is one exception to this rule, namely, in the case of a Fleet

entering the Harbor, when one pennant beneath the group of balls, or

crosses reprtsenting the fleet is sufficient to denote that the fleet has i

entered. For Merchant Steamers and Sailing Vessels each ball or

cross will receive its distinctive pennant as each vessel enters. The
distinctive pennant of a Troopship is a white Hap; with two blue crosses.

Sailing Vessels are signalled in the following manner .

—

On being first sighted by the man on waich at Camperdown he

reports whether the vessel is square rigged, (and if so how many ra&^ti
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she has) or schooner ringed. If she is square rigged, and has three

masts or more, she is sif;nalled at the Citadt^l by a Inrtje ball ou the

end of tie lower yard, If sbe is S(ifiare-rigj?o I and has only two masts,

a small ball is hoisted ; and if schooner or cutter ri<,'ge(l, a cross is

hoisted.

As she approiches the mouth of the Harbor, the man at Camper-

down will ascertain her rii; definitely and report whether she is a Ship,

or Barque, or Bri;^, or Bri^xuti"'^, and w!>en she crosses the line

between Devil's Inland and Cliebucto Head, he will report the fact to

the men at the Citalel, who will iiaul down the ball, or cross, and bend

beneath it the di-scriptivc pennant and rehoist.

The (lescri|)tive |)enn<ints for the various rigs, are as follows :

—

Ship, blue ; Barque, blue and whitf; ; Brig, rod ; Brigantine, red

and white; Schooner, white ; Cutter or Sloop, white with red bail.

As in the case of Merchant Steamers, the house fl^iLj, if kept at the

Statign, will bd hoisted on the private staff, when the vessels identity

is kr.own.

Altering a note in any manner by the holder makes it void.

The maker of a note that is lost or stolen is not released from
payment if the amount and consideration can be pro en.

Another important point is that under the new law, it is impossi-

ble for the holders of Notes of failed or suspended Banks to lose by

them, for a fund has been established, and is now in the hands of

the Government at Ottawa, amply sufTicient to pay the notes (>f

any suspended Bank. This fund, which is known as the " Bank
Circulation Re lemption Fund," was formed by a contribution from

every Bank, graded according to circulation, and should it fall

below a specified amount, owing to the payment from it of the notes

of a failed Bank, the other BanUs of the Dominion, must again

contribute to make up the deficiency. In fact, strange as it may
appear, such notes would be very likely to go to a premium at once

as by lav. i.iey boar six per cent, inttiest frop.i the time of w;e

Bank's suspension until the day named for payment

The amount of notes of any Bank in circulation at any time shall

not exceed the amount of its unimpaired capital, subject to penal-

ties varying with the amount of such excess.

be the first charge on its assets in case of insolvency, any amount
due to the Dominion Governnu-nt shall be. the second charge, and
any amount due to the Provincial Government shall be the third
charge.

Any Bank, when making payment, is compelled, if reqijosted,

to pay the same, or any part tliereof, not excediiig one hundred
dollars in Doininon notes, for $\, $2, or $i each.

use in winter should never be sown early. The ground should have
undergone a thorough pulverization. Light aaiidy soil is the best for
turnips They start better after the ground is warm, but the bulbs
swell most rapidly during the cold dewy nights in Autumn. Tlie soil

cannot be worlced too deep, or made too fine, for turnips; the surface
soil must be made fine for a seed bed. Town manures are valuable for
this crop, and crushed bones have been applied with best effects, cither
when covered in the drills in the manner of ordinary dung, or, prefer-
ably, when sown by machine along with the seeds, so as to bo in
immediate contact with the latter In many parts of the province,
particularly Yarmouth, Shelburne, Queens, Digby and Annapolis, the
important operation of hav harvesting will have commenced this month,
and on upland will probably be well advanced, or even finished before
the end of the month. All other work has to give way to this, if the

The export of Deer, Wild Turkeys and QuHil, partridges, prairie fowl,
and woodcock, in the carcase or parts thereof, is hereby declared
unlawful and prohibited, and any person exporting or attempting
to export any such article shall, for each such offence, incur a
penalty of one hundred <loIlars, atad the article so attempted to be
exported sha 1 be forfeited, and may, on reasonable cvuse of

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It is deemed advisable to draw tlie attention of exporters to the fact that the
Customs laws of Canada provide severe penalties for the malcinijp of false invoices
and certificates whereby the Customs Revenue shall or may be defrauded. In
such cases, the goods are liable to forfeiture, and the exporter making^ such
fraudulent invoices or certificate, as well as the importer usinijr them, is subject to
heavy ixruniary penalties in addition to the forfeiture of the gooils. Exporters
are, therefore, advised and cautioned to use every care in furnishing true and
correct invoices and certificates for goods shipped to Canada.

Attention is directed to the following requirements of the Canadian Customs
Laws :—

1. Every invoice of good) imported into Canada shall be certified in writing
lis i!orrect by the person, firm or corporation sellini; or consigning the goods, and
shall truly show the whole and actual value of the goods in the currency of the
country whence the goods have been exported directly to Canada, and the quantity
and description of such goods, and the marks and numbers on the packages, in

KUfh a manner as to indicate truly the quantities and values of the articles com-
prised in each exportation package, ail of which packages shall be legibly marked
and numbered on the outside when of such a chaiacter as to er.able such marks
and numbers to be placed thereon.

z. If invoices are made out at lower prices for goods expoitcd directly to
Canada than the fair market vhIuc at the same time and place for such goods
when sold for home consumption in the country whence so exported, in uU such
cases the invoices are also to show clearly, in a special column, or by an addition
thereto, such fair market value, as aforesa' 1, for the goods describe! therein.

Exporters will note particularly that a separate invoice must be furnished for

goods entitled to entry under the Preferential Tariff and that the certificates

required must he written, prihted or st miped on the invoice, and also that the
Preferential Tariff does not apply to any of the following articles, viz. : wines,
malt liquors, spirits, spirituous liquors, liquid medicines and articles containing
alcohol ; tobacco, cigars and cigaieites.

Exporters are required to mark distinctly in xiritina on all invoices of sugars
exported to Canada (hat the sugars described therein are either raw or rbkined
in every case, whether for entiy under the Pref rential Tariff or under the
General Tariff'.

REGUL VTIONS FOR THE ENTRY OF GOODS UNDER THE BRITISH
PREFERENTIAL TARIFF OF CANADA.

Approved by Order in Coiincil, Uth Jrdy, 189S.

1. A separate invoice of artiules entl led to entry under the British Prefer-

ential Tariff of Canada, upon the face or back of which there shall be written,
printed or stamped a certificate of growth, produce or manufacture, in such of

the forms (to be had of the Customs Department) shall be produced and dtlivered

to the Collector of Customs at the Port of Entry in Canada, before entry of such
art cles under the said Preferential Tariff shall be allowed ; such certificate shall

be made and signed in manner following, that is to say :

—

(a.) If the exv>orter be an individual, either he or his manager, chief clerk or
other principal official, having knowledge of thefac-ts to be certified to, shall make
and sign the certificate

(b.) If the exporter be a firm or corporation the certificate shjll be made and
bigned by a partner, manager, director, chief clerk or other principal official of

such firm or corporation, having knowUdge of the facts cei tified to.

2. In the case of entry of refined sugars under the said Picferential Tariff, in

addition to the certificate of growth, produce or manufacture, to be written,
jirinted or stamped on the invoice referred to in the first paragraph above, there
shall be attached to the invoice a certificate of the refiner of the sugar as to the
growth and refining of the same, in the form marked " II," set forth and prescribed
in the Schedule of Forms hereto attached, before entry under the said tariff shall

bo allowed.

8. The certificate of growth, produce or manufactun hereinbefore prescribed
will be waived in the case of po-.tal packages not exceeding i2b in value when
for entry under the British Preferential Tariff, if the contents of such packages

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are not merchandUe for sale ; provided, however, that such package shall
have endorsed on them a certificate in the form marlced " H," set forth and pre-
scribed in the Schedule of forms attached hereto, which certificate shall be si(|^ned
in the presenre of a postal officer of the country whence the poclca^e was shipped
direct to Canada.

FRANCO-CANADIAN TREATY.

The Franco-Canadian Treaty went into force on the 14th October,
1895.

It provides, £hat the advantages granted to France, Algeiia, and
the French Colonies, shall be extended to Great Britain, to the several
British colonies and possessions, an also t o the following foreign coun-
tries with respect to their commerce with Canada, provided that satis-

factory proof of the origin of the article i.uported is given to Collectors

at the time of entry, viz,:

—

Argentine, Austria Hungary, Belgium, Bolivia, Chili, Columbia,
Costa Kioa, Germany (ZoUverein, Muscat, Norway, and Sweden, Russia,
Salvador, and Spain.

The following are the articles mentioned in the Treaty, with their

respective duties, viz. :

Nuts, almonds, shelled 3J cents per lb.

Nuts, almonds, unshelled .2 cents per lb.

Nuts, other, shelled and unshelled 2 cents per lb.

Plums 20 cents per bush.
Prunes § cents per lb.

Soaps, common soap, savon de mareille (Castile soaps). Ic per lb.

Wines, non-sparkling wines, containing 26 per ceat. or less of

proof spirits, whether imported in wood or in bottles (six

quart or twelve pint bottles to be held to contain a gallon).

25 cents per gallon
Winos, sparkling wines in bottles, containing each not more than a

quart but more than a pint $3.30 per doz.

Wines, sparkling, in bottles containing not more than a pint

each, but moie than one half pint $1.65 per doz.

Wines, sparkling, in bottles, containing one-half pint each or

less 82 cents per doz.

Wines, sparkling, bottles containing more than one quart each
shall pay, in addition to $3.30 per doz. bottles, $1 65 per
gallon on the quantity in excess of one quart per bjttle, the
quarts and pints in each cise being old wine measure.

On value of package 20 per cent ad valorem.
The following articles, of Canadian origin, and exported direct from

Canada, accompanied by certificates of origin, shall receive the advan-
tage of the minimum tariff on entering Frauce, Algeria, or the French
colonies :

—

Canned meats ; condensed milk, pure ; fresh water fish, eels ; fish

preserved in their natural form ; lobsters and cray-fish preserved in

their natural form ; apples and pears, fresh, dried or pressed ; fruits

preserved, others ; building timber in rough or sawn, wood pavement,
staves, wood pulp (cellulose) ; extract of chestnut, and other tinning
extracts ; common paper, machine made

;
prepared skins, oMiers whole

;

boots and shoea ; furniture, in common wood ; furniture other than
chairs of solid wood, common ; flooring in pine of soft wood, and
wooden sea-going ships.

It is understood that the advantage of any reduction of duty
gi anted to any other power on any of the articles enumerated above,
shall be extended fully to Canada.

Every article intended for registration must be handed in at the Post

Office, and a receipt obtained therefor. On no account must it be

dropped into a letter box. The registration fees on letters to places in

Canada, Newfoundland, the United Slates, Great Britain and all

European countries, is 5 cents.

All classes of matter may be registered to all destinations in Canada
and throughout the Postal Union ; and letters may be registered to

most of the countries not included in tlio Union.

MATTER WHICH CANNOT BE FORWARDED THROUGH THE POST.

Any explosive substance, liquid; etc., not properly put upland other
matter likely to entail risk or injury to the ordinary contents of the
mail, will be sent to the Di'ad Letter Office, Ottawa.

Glass in any form is also inadmissible, except eye-glasses, spectacles

and microscopic slides, which properly put up and prepaid at parcel

post rate or 5th class matter rate.

No immoral publication, and no letter or po't card bearing injur-

ious words, devices, etc , can be forwarded through the mails.

Letters containing gold or silver money, jewels or precious articles,

or anything liable to customs duties, cannot be forwarded by post to

any of the Postal Union Countries, except to the United States.
