T11.E SUGAR UUTIES.
IL secms probable that It the ensuing

imeetiig of the Dominion Board of Trade
tlero w'ill be a full discussion of (lie dilli-
cuit but, very important question of the
sugar duties. t isadly probable that
in Canada, any more than in tlie United
States, there will be a concurrence of
opinion ont tlie sulject betw'een the in.
porters and r'efines. We noticed lthat the
subject wts discuissed recently at Halilfax,
and that there wsiS ratier a strong feeling
it favoi ofad valoren du ties, which, if ihey
could bc fairly assessed, Ie mluch to
recoumend tilem. It must be borne in
mind tliat, it is ot the greatest importance
in adjusting cistons diuties that all im-
porters should be placed oni the sane foot-
inîg, and liat tlere slioukl be as little
temptaitonii torand ias possible. In order
to obtain tlic required revenue for sugar,
and, under existing circunstances, it inay
be assuimed that it iill be scarcely possi-
ble te abandon : any portion of that,
revenue it would require soinetling
like 50 per cent. ad valorem te be
levied on that article. Now experience
has proved that sucli a rate as 50 per cen t.

or even a muich lower ine, is so great a
tempjitation tO fraudulent dealers, that
tley will be sure te evade. the d uty not
oliiy to the loss o the revenue, but te
that of ie hionest trader. The present
combiiied mode is probably the best that
can bc adopted, but it is well wtorlhy of'
consideration whlether, before tle Govern-
ment coiiimits itself te any policy on
the subject., it would not be advisable te
ascertain wlat changes tbc United States
propose te msake in thleir tarifi' on
suîgars. 'lie subject lias of' late been ec-
cupying tlie attention of both imlipoitrs
and refiners in Neiw York, and wide differ-
ences of opinion secn te prevail. iore-
vers, the tendency appears to be te admsit

suîgais of a ligher' quality, according to
lie Dutch standaId, at a lower rate thsn

formierly. I, wnas recommended very
lately tliat the ligli duties sloiuld onl*y be
imîposed on sugars above No. Irf D. S.,
luit tchose cduties, it iust be observed,
were prohibitory, anid il' Canadian reitiner-
ies should lie again encouraged, it would
seen te followî thîat tlc duties should bu
se recgulated that the rec-lired revenue
would bc raised on sugars equal to aind
bolo' No. J0. The sugalr aid iron hities
are probably the miost complicated of any
that t.he Government will have te con-
sider'.

TIHE FUTURE OF CANAL fITRAFFIC.
'ie oflicial rturnis for the year 1878

received at the produce excliange of New
York, froi the auditor's olhice, show that
the whole amount of freiglit carried oi
the canals of that sttte froms the opening
te the close of navigation w'as 5,170,822
tons, against 4,1155,963 tons last year,
being an incrcase of 214,859 tons. 'l'le
wiole amount of tolls received for sane
n'as $993,343.15, and $880,195-20, ros-
pectively, bcing ai increase of $113,A6.95
in toll receipts. The total miles boats
cleared iwas, 8,431,002, this year, against,
7,019,615 miles in 1877. We cannuot coin-
pare the increase of trailic of the canais of
the state ot Nev York in 1878 with the
traffic on the canals of the Dominion for
the samne year, as the last official returi'
printed in 1878 gives only the traffic of
1876. Fron other sources of info'nation,
and notably t'iois the decline already
noted in tie exports of cercals diring this
year, iwe may draiv tihe conclusion tiat
the increase in the states lias liad no cor'-
responding adv'ance in tiis countr'y. 'But
we look forward te the next season with
highs anticipations of increasing our
western trade throughifs th Wella ind canal,
wlicli has liad its capacity largely ex-
tended. As vessels of heavy draft eau
nov pass tlh'ughs witshout breaking bulk,

wse expect that the grain and provision
trade will be drawn in the direction o
the St. Lawrence as the shortest cut te
Eriopie. Iu hîlight anticipations, ev
tiget thiat a molaveient is being madie lby
tie Legislature' of tlhe State of Nv Yor'k
te sa aiend the constitution as to muake
the state canaIls practically frî'ee to coi -
merce by abolishing toits. Tis idea has
been gat.liciiig strengthi ail along the lin'
of t'le canal, and , f'omss lprsent insdica.ionis,
il is certais that tii c questcion will oer.
top all ofiers at the approaching session
et' te Legislature.

We're titis imsovemenist. to succed, is tilis
uciountr'y in a position:to follow' the examn-
ple and te eitii'cly abolisi tolls i Cansa-
dian canails? The estinated expenses
for enlarging the Welmd anl St. LI'-

ON FIRE RE-INSURANCE.

There are two points of view fromt ii'licli
te look at, the practice of lie ire-insuance
firstly, as to Llhe soundness of the princi-
ple itself, and secondly, as to wliether it is
a desirable business. Ie)gad'ing the prin,
ciple wve candidly confess oui' disapproval
Of i., f'or, altloiglh there nay be excep-
tioail instances (in large cities especiaxlly)
wlierie a company, 101 certain arrange-
imlents, cainot hielp becoming occasion-
ally overcrowded in its flnes, and conse-
quently as a iatter of' prudence seeks to
relievo itself' by r'einsuranie, it is these
very exceptions Vlich prove the riule wle
wisli te uphold viz.: thalt re-insurance is
only st rictly legitinitc fromi prudential
motives, and slould not, he iidulged in as

a mieans for securing or increasing busi.
ness. J t is evident talit by reiisuiranlice a

company assumes an extra iability, inas.

muchlili ais it guant es a groater aionil1t
than it deeml s iwise ta carry, and virtuially
iiisires the sn or' sums it places in tlie
r'e-insurig cilices. Our to10013 is that (Ln
n1suranîîîce coipary slieî d oiily w-rite what

it mîîe:ms te retain, in whicli we are su--
taiiined by iianiy et the best tiundi'erwriters,
and the satime has beetn for the mnost, paut
cariOd eut, on this side of' tie Atlantio so
fi', tiougli we egret to observe that, the
desire ta obtain the control of the business
of large firis by seome companies cir thieir'

aigents has begun of lte L incrase tle
necessity f'or re-insur-aince byond te

legitiiaite linits we liave naned above. Il
G reat Britain, n t.]e oi ther liani, re-insîîr-
ance for a long period las entered jute the
ordiniary business of tire compatiiies, even
those oflices that disapprove of the princi-
ple having been forced te comply wvitI it,
and this dierence between the metlodes of

the ohl and new' worls in this respect
arisesin agreat measire freomi theopposite
characters Of the inhabitants of eac), ani
the circmstances suirounding tieni. In
Englad there is alinost a rooted antipa-
t.hy te change, and, tiiurtlher, insu'rers lave
suichi peret confidence in tie stability of'
their companies, saoe of wvhii w'ere in-

alugurated wiei'n tire insurance was in its
infiancy, tha tthe3 see 110 julst cause fo
diiuing tieir r'isks, howerel auge, unless,
perhaps, as a ima ter of' friondshil , they
give a sar.1aie te morre than ne ceiompanyi
still tLhey prefe' te have the mim/>cr of

thei. policies as small as possible, in ou" leir
te save t.rouble in accoUn, and it is not
at all 1u1nconion tfoi a Inercliant in Lon.
donî or 1iverpool to iold a policy for

3t0,000 or' £40,000 ($1503,000 eir $200i,000t),
and even maore, issulei by a single oflice,
leaving the latter to dispose ' of whait it
does niot desihe te lhold. Wre deprecate

thjia systei, but it lias grown up wvithi the
business and wvould now Le extreiely
dillicult te alter; and, while entering our

protest against wliat n'e believe te be anîî
evil, ve aie willing to amimt thiat to a
certain extent. good las coule out of it, is
it lias helped ta preserve the tarifl' by'
destroying muîicli et' direct coipetitioli
among the Oflices. Oni thtis continent
atlis w'ear anotlher aspect, for lier tle
people have not, ais a mass, that objection
te cliange coniiiioily mnet witi in the o)l
C0mmtry ; and again, iistirers have been
so accustomecd te see the disastrous teri-
mination o so mianly lire cilices thit tley
0111y put a moeder'aite ainouit into any one
comipany, and hîenec the olices are not
asked to accept. tle leavy linles se preva-
lent, in EIglandiî, and, consequently, do
iot require te re-insure to anything like
the saimle extent.

We inantaiin thait it is mîîore in accord-
ance0 with equity and souid business
principles for a Coipany only to take up
tle flne on every risk i whicli it considers
safe to carri and, poceeding to hie
second part of ou' sulbject, tliere caîn be
ne tiwo Opinions in our judgiment, thait it'
re-iiisuirance is te bc pract.ised at ail thel
only wvay in whicli it, cain bc desilaile, or,
in otier words, be male te pay, is for it
te be reciprolca. It is but natural to
suppose thut if office " A " wisies to
secuîre good business from olice " B "e it
iust tender i an equal proportion in re-

tuin, otieirw'ise 4B " Ivill taike its surplus
lines elsewiere wher'itwill receive 41 quid

prvo quo,'" itless indeed it iunloaads itself
ait " A's "e expense of those risks whliiclh it
loes noit care particularly about, and
ierely accepts as au induceient to obtainî
otier first class business, not iider the
ci'circnstances feeling bound to allow
" A ' te participate in this latter. Tlait
this should be so nust be nanifest te all
wIlo know anything of mercantile imatters,
aind it is f'eor this reason thait otices doing
simply a re-insurance business in England
hlave not found the sane satisfaictory in,
its results. ''lie aI Ullme "e of Nenw York,
ele of the strongest Ainerican companies,
lis receitly decided, after ten years trial,
te withdîrawî from the tieldl, net hiaving been
ablo to obtain a sullicient aiotmit of
direct biisiness Io reciprocate in re-insir-
aince, and, therefore, not linding the latter
a succecss. Supposing it we arranged
by ni inisiraice Office (well imail-
agod and doing a pratitable business) te
eve a re.insuring complany a Certain pro-
port.ion of eacli and every risk taken iiby
the toii'er, tlen tle two w'oil p-ospel
skie by side, but this is not the case ; t.ie
direct Office can and does carry all it calin
take on the very best pi-operty withî per-
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haps an isolated instance hore and thtere,
and every underwiriter is aware that for
a Class of risks to pay you msust writo a
number comnensurate with the premiiums
chargod, and the better ic risk the lower
the rate, and conseqnently the greater the
nunber required to strike the average.
One dwelling at :1s. 6d lier cent. would
never reinbuise a company, but 20,000
might, anid thUis the- reader will perceive
that re-insuring offices in the samne posi-
tion as the " Ilome " receive only su few
of the very choice hazards as to run11t a
great risk in pro.port-ion to thec smnall
amtoulnt of premiiuin.

fi conclusion, we are of opinion that it
may be taken as au axioni in lire insur-
ance that if a companiy is not strong
enough, or has not sullicient interest, to
secure business direct in a foreign coun-
try, it had botter relain at home, for the
resuilts of inreciprocal re-iisiurance will
soonier or later be d isap poinîti ng if not
absolutely upiof table.

ani placed on record his opinion tiat it
is the inquestioned power of the Crown
te choose and change its servants, and
that ' no ee w'ould think of questioning
tlie foundations of this power, or of ob-

Ijecting to its existence, or of w'ishing to
I restrict it.' Pitt, a generation before,

had used language ne less decisive. The
"Sovereign exorcises his opinion on the

sentiments as vell as the capacity of lis
"Ministers, and, if upon either of them, lie

"judges them te be incompetent or in
any degree unfit, it is the prerogative,

''and vith perfect loyal ty, let neadd, the
the duty of the Crown, te dismiss such
Ministers." Mir. Wilson refeis at length

te the recent caso at the Cape of Good
Hope, when Sir Bartle Frere was con-
pelled te dismiss the Molteno Cabinet,

The object of M'. Wilson is te suggest

IGovernor can and mutst, exercise as the
direpresentative of the Queen." We
wholly dissent frein Ve proposition that
the intervention of Parliament is eitLer
expedient or- necessary. A strict adher-
once te the principles of the British Con-
stitution oin the part of the (over'nor-
General and of the Lieutenan t-Gove'rnor's
of the Provinces w'ill enable tieic te steer
clear of all difficulties. Few Governiors
have escaped censtire froim ene or both
of the political parties, but no difficulty
lias arisen with the Imperial Government,
which is wiat is chielly apprelendced by
1r. Wilson, and, after an attentive peru-
sal of his very interesting article, we fail
te discover the danger which lie appre-
hends. Our object in these renarks lias
been rather te direct the attention of oui'
readers te the articles in the Niitefteth
Century, and te give some idea of the
views of the w'riters thne to ofler any opi-
nions of our oNn on the subject.

CANADA LUMBER TRADE FOR 187S.
cARiRAY & RlOUTH'S REPOlRT.

Mionîtreal and Quiebec, January 1, 1870.

Teyear, 1878, likce ils recent prediecessors,
lias resulted in disappointmint and further
falling off in sales and prices. The continuai
expectation of better timies and a better du-
mand bas net been realized, and the ycar closes
with a disheartening feeling amlingst manu-
facturers and shippers as to what '79 lias in
store.

At the beginning of the year it waîîs hoped
that Ihe iifiivorable logging scason would
re-act advantageously, but even tle little pro-
duced was hardly wanted, and the umIrkcets
would net have felt aniy appîreciable difl'erence
if there liad been lie new cut at al. Stiockcs in
Quebec at opening of 1S78. were about an
average year's shipment, witliout aniy new
supplies. Present stocks arc mîaterially leavier
bv somue 60 nillion feet B.1. On tue Ottawa
stocks are about an average, if anything a
trifle heavier than last year, though a good
portion, chiefly coinien grades, are hield by
second bands.

The fa1ing 5li in silipnients te Eiglniiid was
over 200 miiillion feet B.1., aud yet the umarkets
there were glitted, and consignients ivere in
ail cases sacriticed i shipments te France were
greater than they lad been for soieyeirs, but
etler continental ports show a flu ling cIL Tu

the United States shipnments weore rather more
than in 1877, but sales inere oily practicable et
low', prices.

It might iow be reasniiably siililosed tiat
curtailnent w'uild be in order, to illow' deimand
te overtake thre supply. As far as Square
Tiiber is concernîed this is being acted uliu,
the bulk of last year's cut is still in first hands
with ne deniid and nu eairly prospect et'
sales. We are glad to say the new cut vill be
suall i but we cilinetsny the saiief' Saiw' Logs,
Vhicl are beig largely taken out by imany
