Those indulgences may
be spplied to the suffering souls in
Pargatory, and by our authority we
hereby ordain and decree that they
ghall be available each year for the
future, those condit-ons being observed
which are required by law and custom.

Corner-8tone of the New Wing
Laid by Archbishop Walsh.

ANNUAL PICKIC A GREAT SUCUESS.

Ono of the most interesting of tho
many attractive features of the annual
Queen's Birthday picnic on the grounds
of tlie House of Providonco, on Power
street, was the laying of the corner-
stone of the now wing, which completes
the building nccording to the original
degign. There was an unususlly largo
gathening of the friends of the institu
t:on to witness the ceremony a.d en.
joy the vaned entertainment provided.
Shortly after 4 o'clock the clergy as
gembled in tho mawn lall, and, form
ing in procession. escorted his Grace
Archbishop Walsh to the new struc
ture, at the south end of the main
building, where the corner-stone swung
from a derrick, awaiting Ius blessing.
The ceremonial was brief but impres-
sive. Among those who assisted the
Archbishop were Vicar-General M.
Cann. Rov. Father Hand of St. Pauls,
Dr. Treacy, Father Ryan and Father
Rho-eder of St. Michacl's Cathedral ,
Fathers Teefy, Murray Chalandard
and Martin of St. Michael's College ;
Father Cruise of St. Mary's, Father
O'Mslioy of St. CUstbarines, Father
Jeffeott of Ushawa, and Father Walsh
of Our Lady of Lourdes.

At balf-past four lns Grace, accom
panied by Vicar-General McCann and
Father Teefy, and preceded by the
othber clergy, proceeded to the platform
which had been crected bemdo the
stone, and was covered with a canopy.
Dauring the progress the ** Miserereo™
was chanted. Before performing the
ceromony of sprinkhiag and blessing
the stone, Ins Grace delivered a brief
address remarkabie for its lorce and
simphaity. Referring to the building
of the new addition, he said that ite
purpose was twofold. In the first
place, to transfer the aged men to
warm and comfariable quarters, from
those crowded ones which they now
occupied, and to make their lot as
happy as poseible: and in the second
place. to afford more accommodation
to other deserving poor. As the aty
grow, so theneed of more accommoda-
tion for the unfortunate grew also,
and 1t was the usage of the Catnolic
Church: to make provision to keep pace
with such wants. In so domng the
Chureh was following in the footstepa
of Chrict, who said - * This command
give I unto you, that yo love one an-
other, even as I bave loved you.” Tho
love of Christ for mankind was a
practical love, and was manifested in
bis acts of charity and healing and
Hiz desire for their greater happiness.
When asked if He were the Messiah,
Be did not appeal to His greater
miracies, but bade the questioners go
and tell what they had seen, how the
lepers were cleansed and the sick
bealed. The charity of Christ was
pre-eminently a tender charity, of
which so many instances are given in
the Scriptures. So with the Church.
sho tended the poor and needy ac her
Master would wish them tended. * In
that house,” zaid hisGrace, * the Sis-
ters aro working quictly, devoting
themselves to the care and attendance
of the poor and the afilicted.” The
charity of the Churck is conatant, not
confined to a few spasmodic efforts. It
is slways working with but httlo ont-
ward show, and the results endare.
Those who erected that institution are
all dead, but the ewidence of their
work will last for ever. Continuing,
Ing Grace said that the institation had
deserved well of the citizens, and he
was proud to say that their repro-
gentatives 1 the City Ceancil had
dealt generously by it.

Binco that time no less than 28,170
persons havo found sholtor therem,
and this vast army of poor peopl
docs not icclude those who dmly come
for breakfast or dinner, and tho num
bur of theso 1s large, for no bungry
ono 18 ever refused a meal at its hos-
pitable doors.  During the 36 years
of its existence the house bas accom-
mnodated an average of 7330 persons an-
nually, and there are at the prescrt
umeover 100 n the buldmg. of
these 150 are Protestauts, and the
proportion of Protestants recciving mid
from the institution since its founda-
tion has been about one fourth of the
total number of immates annually.

After the ceremon; of laying the
corner stoue tho clergy were enter-
taned 8t lunch by the smsters in
charge. Mother Louisa, the Super-
1oress, bas 25 sisters assisting lier 1n
the work of the mstitution. The new
Wig. now 1 course of arection, and
which will be fimsbed in September, 15
expected to cost about 555,000, bring-
g the total sum expended orr the
bullding nto the neighborhood of
$150,000.

Hardy. costume dancing, Ferris wheel
and swings, driven by electricity, and
uthletic games.

Remarkable Tribute to Archbishop
Wililams of Boston.

HONORED RY CLERQY AND PEOPLE,

On Friday May 17th the people of
Boston, irrespective of creed, pmid
kindly tribute to Ar:hbishop John J.
Williams, who celesrated the golden
Jubileo of lis ordinuiion as o priest.
The commemoration began on Thurs.
day rmorning with pontifical Mass m
tho Catbedral of tho Holy Cross, where
wag gathered a distinguished company
of occlesinstics. But 1t was at tho
banquet in Musie Hall in the evening
that the popular demonpstration took
place. Threo thousand five hundred
persons thronged the building from
floor to coiling. It was a fitting chimax
to a dsy cf general rejoicing. The
clergy and laity of the archdiocese
presented to tho Archbishop as their
grand testimonial acheck for S50,000,
or §$1,000 for each year of lus priest-
hood.

Tender tributes of regpect and love
wero paid Archbishop Williams by
men representing nct alone s own
bat othor creeds, and tho heartiest
congratulations and kindest wishes for
fature years of happiness and useful
ness in his chosen field came from
those whe were not of his own faith.
Gov. Greenbalgo shared with the hon-
ored guest of tho occasion, and his dis-
tinguished brethren of the episcopacy,
the honors of the assembly. Fromthe
moment he entered the hall 1t was
easy to sec that the vast gathenng
wag eagerly anticipating hig rising to
speak on bebalf of the commonwealth.

The Governor in a speech full of
feeling and manly spirit, toned by a
dignity in keeging with his high posi-
tion, pointed to the influence of such
lives as that of the honored guest of
the evenming, and said that Massa-
chusetts had need of, and could appre-
ciate, the work of all such men. He
paid a tender tribute to the work of
tho Archbishop in behalf of good gov-
ernment, and closed by wishing him
many more years of happiness, and
fruitful work in his honorad position.
The Governor wasloudly applauded at
the close of his speech.

The address of the Archbishop him-
self, temperate, calm and digmfied,
was also a feature of the evenming's
enjoyment which pleased the audience
and the greeting which ho received
when he rose to reply to the addresses
presented by the clergy and laity left
no room for doubt as to the place
which the Arehbishop kolds in the
affections of his people.

Arckbishop Satolls, too, reccived a
very warm welcomne when he rose to
read, in Latin, the letter from Pope
Leo XIII. to Archbishop Williams,
which arnved just before tho com-
mencement of the banquet. He was
evidently much touched by the warmth
of his welcome. Hiaown address was
read by his gecretary, Rev. Dr. Rooker.
Cardinal Gibbons also made a very
neat address, and Alderman Allen, on
behalf of the «city, expressed the
pleasure it gave him to join in the
tribute to tho Archbishop.

All classes of his fellow citizens
united 1n doing hionor to distinguished
prelate. Sectarianbarriers were broken
down in the determination to pay a
tribute to the renowned churchman
who for half a centory has wielded
such a potent influence on the religious
and social life of this portion of the
country. From the chief executive of
the State and the ropresentative of
the city down to the humblest citizen,
all seemed to vie with one another in
paying homsage to the beloved Arch
bishop of Boston, whose ripening
years havo bean more and more laden

with honors, up to the crowning glory
of tlne week.

Thedocorations of the hallhavo prob-
ably never been surpassed. Wherover
the eyo turned bavners, flags and
bunting mot tho vision, until it scemed
a3 it tho entire hall was n mass of
flags. The front of the stage wasa
bank of foliago, palms, potted plants,
lilacs and flowors of every description,
masged in sweet confusion, until the
platform looked like o garden. Back
of the stuge, and {rumed a8 it wero by
the Stars and Stripes, was an immnense
portrait of the Archbishop. Overhead
were the Latin words, ¢ I<cce Sacerdos
Magnus,” and beneath in large golden
figures tho dates ** 1R15—18495," on
either side of a largo gilt representa
tion of the esgle.

At tho rear of tho hall was another
largo figuro representing an eagle, sur
rounded by shields decorated with the
Stars and Stripes. Theo legend « A
hearty,greeting,” and the dates ** 1345
—1545," commemorativo of the Arch-
bishop's ordination and the date of his
gelden jubilee, told of the meaning of
the gathering. From the roof in the
center of the hall 1o the balconies on
either side, and in the rear, many
coloredstreamerswerestrung, heighten
ing, if that were possible, the already
beautiful effect.

Seated at the tables on the plaiform
were more than 100 representative
cttizens of the archdiocese, Protestant
as as well ag Cathohic. Archbishop
Williams occupied tho seat of honor.
Besides Cardinal Gibbons and Arch
bishop Satolls, other Archbishops and
Bishops were seated at the tables on
the platform. They were Archbisbops
Corrigan, Ryan, Fabre,Elder, Riordan,
Ireland, Chapelle and Hennessy, and
Bishops De Goesbriand, Brady, Brad-
ley, AMichaud, lHarking, Tierney,
Beaven and Gabriels.

A thousand people, priests and lay-
men, were seated at the ten tables on
tho floor, and thers must have been
morp then twice as many women in
the galleries.

When Archbishop Williams arrived
o spontancous roar of applause burst
from the audience which lasted fully
three minutes. It had scarcely sub.
gide@ when it broke forth anew as
Mgr. Satolli and Cardinal Gibbons ap-
peared. Governor Greenhalge was
also heartily greeted.

In response to =ddresses presented
in behalf of the clergy and tho laity of
the archdiocese, Archbishop Williams
made a speech in which he said :

I must say that thigis the noisiest
time I have had in 50 years. +Lsugh
ter.) As the addresses presented to
mo come from the clergy and the
laity, in tho first piace I bave to say
to my clergy what I have always said
to them, and as the speaker has so
well expressed 1t, that I always bad
confidenze in them and relied upon
them, and they, I believe. had confi-
dence :n mo and could rely upon me.
{Applause.)

They kunew that my companions
were amongst the clergy. I had no
time to make other acquaintances ex-
cept very scldom, but my usual com-
pany was with my clergy, and there I
found my Lappiness. (Applause.) On
the different occasions when they
found an opportuanity to give expres-
sions to their feelings these same
thoughts have been expressed, ard 1
always bave expressed the same feel-
ings as I do now. But still these ex-
pressions may be made stronger as
the years go by, and my feehngs of
sympathy and union with the olergy
aro stronger as I grow clder, and if 1
am left a few years longer I thmnk I
shall be abloe to eay them with full
confidence and support. (Applause.)

Without tho clergy what could the
bishop do? Without officers what
can & general do? He has to work
through them, and unless they have
his confidence and unless they know
that ho relies upon them, what work
can be done? But where the hend
man has got men under bim, and they

hS

con trust to his fairne-s and justice,
and assistance, it is neeuleas to say
what tho result will be, for you know
it yourselves veory well,

Aud tho laity. seeing tho work going
on well between the lhiend and the
clergy, nud finding that nothung is
asked of them but what is fair and
just, thoy work likewise 1n union and
harmony with the clergy, as the clergy
with the bishop, and this has been
the way in this diocese in my time.
(Applause.) And I say it without
flattery, houestly, that I have worked
well with the clergy und laity, and all
threo together have worked with union
in the work that has been done these
last 29 years. (.\pplause.)

Wo have asked nothing of the laity
to which they did not respond, we
havo asked nothme of the clergy to
which they did not give thiir zeal and
enorgy, and the greate st trouble was
to hold them back tn prevent them
f-om goinyg too fast, and us it is eagter
to steer in swift water with a good
wind than when the wind is sluggish
and the water dull also, so it is in the
diocese, if you have men who are
sluggish and without energy, and are
not desirous to work, it1s hard to have
work well done. Ilut when you have
oflicers who are simply looking for the
opportunity to do good woik, and the
men under them ready to help them,
then it is not bard to carry our work
successfully, 1f you have only a cool
head to direct. (Applause.

To both the clergy and laity I can
give the full meed of praise without
flattery, and I thank both of thian for
the offering which they ha ¢ mad~ to
me at the time of this celebr :tion. and
of which they have said notling
their modesty, but, which I shall
treasure, and consider 1t a trust to b
disposed of, as I know both the clergy
and laity would have been well pleased
with its disposal.”

At the close of the arehbishop's ad-
dressthe gathering sang *Viva Leone,”
and Father Llonan presented th» Aros-
tolic Delegate.  Archbishop Satoll
presented to the venerable prelate the
magnificent present which Pope Leo
had sent, reading the letter from the
pontiff signed by his own hand, in
which be congratulated Archbishop
Williams on his long and faithful ser-
vice and on the fleunishing condition
of the Church under his charge.

The pregent 15 a large gold medal,
one of the lot struck 1 1%93 {o com
memorate the golden jubilee of the
Pope’s own consecration as a bishop.
On one side 1s a medailion of the Pope
bearing about the mnscription - * Leo
XI1II. Pont Max an XVL” On the
other side is the representation of an
episcopal consecration.  Horvering
above the head of the candidate is a
dove, the symbol of the Holy Ghost,
and encircling the whole 13 the in-
scription ** Quinquagennalibus Epis-
copalis Consecrationis, XIX Feb.
MDCCCN\IIL"

The medal was enclosed m a plush
caz2e on which the Papal coat of arms
1s worked Accompanying the medal
was a letter from Cardimal Rampolla,
the Papal secretary of state, dated
May 4. in wlich he said: «1 take
great plessure 1n transmiiting the
letter and gift of the holy father on the
occasion of your sacerdotal jubilee,
and at the same time 1 am pleased ‘o
avail myself of the opportunity of ex-
tending my own congratulations to
yon, and 1 hope that you will be long
preserved to Iabor for the welfare of
your diocese.”™

Among other things Archbishop
Satolli said in his speech :

+ 1 do not believe that I ever better
fulfilled the intention and desire of the
Holy Father, Leo X1II., than in psr-
ticipating m the joyous festivities
attending the celebration of the jubilee
of an American Archbishop ; 10 repre-
senuing by my presence the Supreme
Ponuff, and in giving voice to the senti-
ments of loving congratulation with
which he rejoices in the happy com
pletion of so many useful years spent

1n the gervico of Gud and s Church.
For, 1f the Pope, i the fulness of his
power und of lus npostobic eare, shares
with every Mishop 1 union with the
Holy See the jeys, a3 woll as the
sorrowg, of thig life, he fucls a special
intorest in the fortunes of the Amo-
rican Emscopate. This interest he ing
clearly and selemnly expresscd in his
last encychical to tius conntry. makn:g
his own the words of St. Gregory .
* My honor 18 the honor of the Uni-
versal Church. My honor is tue un-
impwired vigor of my brethren.  Then
o I truly honored when to cach one
due honor 18 not denied.

* The devp und sincerv affuction of
the Holy Iather fer the vonerable
Archbishup of Boston I myself can
bear witness. I'ive years ago, when,
for the first time, the Popo sent mo to
this country, after having charged mo
to bear lus paternal salutations to the
most emment Cardinal Archibishop of
Baltimore, and to all the Bishops who
should be united in that aty for the
celebration of the centenary of the
Amenican hierarchy, he added that
there also I should meet Archbishop
Wilhams, and 1a words of lovo and
deeprst affection bade me express to
him his highest regard and special
esteern.  Tlns particular esteern and
affection find new cypression to.day
m the letter and gift which the Holy
Father hias sent to ths beloved Arch-
bishop on tlus occasion of lus golden
sacerdotal jubilee.

* To me this special gympathy and
love which the Pope {vels for Arch-
nishop Williams 13 must natural and
reasonable when I consider in how
many ways the work and lhfe of Leo
XHI., when he was Archbishop of
Perugia, were similar to tho life and
work of the Archbiskop of Boston.

*+ It is the opinion of the wise that
one of the greatest blessings of God i3
the raising up of men specially fitted
for urgent necessities when they pre-
sent themselves, and there could be
no more striking proof of the truth of
this idea than that furnished by the
hife of Leo XIII. It would be difficult
to say whether he had been prepared
for the Church at this particular
period, or whether the Church had
been speaially prepared for us won-
derful activity.

* To me 1t is an honor and a plea-
suro—one to be remembered all my
hie—to offer, while offering my own
sincerest and warmest ccpgratulations,
the loving and paternal salutations of
Leo X111. and his fervent good wishes
that God may continue to bless and
preserve to the Church of Boston her
beloved Archbishop Williams."

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LABOUCHIERE,

0'Connor Discusses the
Modern Punchinello.

T. P

A VERY COMPLICATED CHARACTER,

Thore aro as many differont pictures
and estimates of Mr. Labouchoro us of
any living man. Peoplo are atill ontire-
ly undesided us to which is the reality
und which tho fiction ; and no assist-
ance is to bo got from the great bumor-
ist himeolf. At timos you arcstartled
inthe deshabillo of smoke-room conver-
sation Ly sowe appslling rovelation of
Liobby's cynical disregard of all things
sacrod aud profane, and, above all
thiugs, of his own reputation, There
is no doubt that some of theso things
have been said by Labby himaelf, but
thero bas grown around his name a
nuwber of quite legendary and apocry-
phal sayings—as is the nature of things
always in the caseof woll-known and
much-quoted men. All the samo a good
deal comes from Labby 5 own wit. [le
cannot resist saying a good thing,
whether at his own exponso or that of
others ; and the world mainly consisting
of dullards or ’harisees, he has been
taken seriously in his wildest and most
unguarded things ; pious men havelifted
their eyes to heaven ; men who are not
pious gigh that Labby has such small
respect for the generally prevalent dul-
ness and love of decorum which char-
acterizee the raco of pohiticians ; and es-
pocially of Liberal politicians. The
result of it all is that Labby livesin a
niwbus of stories that tell against bim-
gelf . that he constantly figures as a
sayer of beartless things, ond the doer
of extraordinary things. To get at the
real man is diflicult amid ali this cloud
of stories and absurditics; and Labby
has come to act the part ho has been
playing oil his life so naturally as to
defy the keenest observer to know when
he is the real and when the legendary
man,

And yet one muat make the attempt.
And the very firat thing to do is to get
rid of most of the precoaceived ideas
among the public as to the inner mean
ing of this mystery. Firat Labby is
not a fribble, but a very serious man
He 15, perhaps, a good deal more seri
ous than he thinks himself. It is im
possible else to accopat for his carcer.
All kinds of men get the credit of be
ing tho moat hard-worked members of
the House of Commons,, it is probable
that Labby, after all, is the person who
deserves the palm ; for ho is incessant
in work. With most pcople Sunday
is a day of rest; Lsbhby nearly always
spe-ds half of it at his desk. He has
a wondrous faculty and a wondrous
power of sticking to it when onco he
gets to writing. He kas beside him a
Luge bundic of stylographs in all suapes
and forms—new aad old, gord and bad,
dear and cheap. Aud you seetho sty-
lograph quietly wmoving along pages
of the small note books in which he
writes ; there i8 no sign of effort—there
is no pauen—a word 18 rarely changed ,
it all comes out s freely as if it were
sust the ink which flows from the pen
itself.  People sometimes attribate to
labby a great deal that he doesn't
write.  He tells with much amusement
cf keing many times cat Ly ladiva and
gentlemen for some atrocity which he
has never enen or heard of, althongh it
kad apprared in his own columns. But
there is this justifization for the legend,
that there are few cditors who contri-
Vute so persisently and so lengthily to
the colomns of their own newspapers as
Mr Labouchere.

Even when he ia on vacation, whet
her it be in tho depressing atwosphere
of Carlsbad or under the sunny eky of
th- ltalian lakes, while other men give
themselves unresisting up to tho abeo-
lute laziness of vacation, Lably is atill
busy ; aad he is never satisfied till ho

hias told tho world hisimpressicn of the
curo ho is taking, of tho air ho is
breathing, or of the Iatest movements
in tho political world ho bias loft behind
him at home, Ounv can understand
this amount of hard work in a journal-
ist who has to writo for bread, or wlo
ie paid by the line; Mr. Labouchoro
is notoriously a man of very great
wealth ; ho could buy all the talent of
London for his journal if nccossary ;
and ho must, thereforo, wurk for tho
pure dolight of tho thing. I bave a
theory that no man who works hard
can be really without seriousneces as
tho foundation: f his character.

If you follow the cditor from his
oflico to tho House of Gommons, you
find the same thing. It is truo that
there is licking thero that tenacity
which he shows over his desk ; bat thoe
oxplanationisnot{that Labby'sattention
is not just ns concontrated aud sleepless
in the one caso as in tho other; it isall
duo to a fact that Labby ie the slave of
one tyrant habit ; he cannot live with.
out smoking. At his desk ho need
nover let a cigaretta go out ; if tho easy
manners which onco are said to bave
provailed in the Dutch Legislature
wero to bo allowed in the House of
Commons, and ILabby could thero
smoke hia cigarotte, it is possible that
he would never leave his seat.  As it
is, a half an hour is just enough to
exhaust his power of remaining in bis
place. Whatever tho subject, however
entrancing the orator, however big
with fute the crisis, Labby clowly gets
up, saunters out of the House with that
quict, indolent walk of his, and makes
Ins way to the smoke room. A few
vears ago he added to all theso labors
an immense quantity of platform speak.
ing. Few weeks passed nway which
did not see him on some platform up
ond down the country e would go
incredible distances—pass from Glas-
gow to Brighton, and from Brighton
to Hall within a few days, and do all
this with a disregard for any of the
precautions or comforts of a traveller,
which wero enough to make any cheok
blanch.

For this Epicurean of popular imagi
nation is moredevoid, less conscious or
tolerant of any sense of comfort than
any human being in the Houee of Com-
mons. It is bard for men who Lave
Yeen brought up in all the struggles
and sclf denials or poverty to under-
stand the indifference of those who
bave always been able to enjoy all the
luxuries of wealth.

Labby is certainly a remarkablo ex-
ample of tho absolute indifference to
such things which wealth brings. 1le
never touches wine except for six
weeks every year. For some reason
uniatelligiblo to every body—perhaps
even to himself—he falls in with the
habits of the Italians when he is dwell
ing on their lakes so far as to take
wine twice daily ; except for this cari-
ore episodical interim, wine never
passes s hps. lle cimma no merit
for this; Labby is much more anxious
to claim discredit for himsalf than
taerit , he declares he doos not drink
wine simply because he dossn’t like its
tastc He is equally indifferent to
what he ecats. One of the stories
which he really does tell absot bimself
is this Cowing home one evening to
his house at Twickenbain, he found
that his cook had, after the not un.
known fashiwn of her tribe, first got
drauk and thew disappeared, and that
there was nothing to eat in the house.
Lalby treated a situation which
appeard tragic to the alarmed and
sho.ked Lutier, with calm phiiosophy,
ashed whether thero was a ham and
Leef shop in that neighborhood , and
finding there was, sent for his wmneal,

{ and enjoyed it 80 hugely that he spoke

of suriously cuntemplating doing away
with the bother of keeping house alto-
gother, and ulways sending to the ham
aud beef shop for its excellent food.
Another story ho telis is charactenstic
of tho same trait. In tho days of his
wild platform oratory, he fonnd himsolf

Labby's politeness and Labby's indifl-
erence proved equal even to that, and
ho munched tho extracrdinary combin.
ation with overy appearance of appotite
avd enjoyment, Finally, when going
to political meetinge in the poorer
quarters of London, he has often been
delighted, to escapo from a carriage or
even a cab into a peany tramecar.

Here, then, you have an oxtraordin-
ary naturo—devoid apparently of any
of the common weaknesses of the flesh ;
averso to amusemnent, hostilo to solf-
indulgence, and ontirely independent
of all thinga wbich help to make most
peoplo happy. It is an inevitable
conclusion from these facts that thisis
a naturo purely, supremely, and exclu
sively intollectual. And this brings
me to tho the third fact about Labby
which the world does not yet wholly
understand ; and this is the extraord.
inary robustness of his intelligence.
It is not a profound intelligence, it is
not a broad one, but is is wonderfuily
strong and clear and sure. ILabby has
become so much of a flancur and a
humorist in the public estimation, that
this side of his character is entirely
ignored. And yot thero are fow men
in the House of Commons who bring
to a policy or to a scheme an intelli-
genco s0 doadly sure in its critical
appreciation. Mr. Chamberlain is a
great speaker and Labby is not; but
a8 between the two mep, and their
power of producing an 1ntelligible
policy or scheme,there is not the small-
est doubt as to which hae the clearer
and troer intollect. While the shore
is strown with the wrecks of Mr.
Chamberlain’s schemes on all and every
kind of subject, no plaa has ever yet
emanated from that frigid and strong
brain of Labby whichk has not stood
the test of criticism,

AN INDIVIDUALIST RADICAL.

Has Labby a heart! Ah! here one
comes to a matter more debatable. This
very supremacy of his intelligenco
makes it difficalt to beliove that he can
bave great warmth of heart,  Affection
nearly alwaysrequiresalittle blindness,
and thereisno blindness inthe intellect
of Labby. Hard sopse is his character-

| 18tic, and 1t rales his fechings probably

a3 much as his convictions. For ths
reason there is not to be found in his
philosophy any sympathy or even pro
feseion of sympathy with the Socishistic
leanming of some members of the Liveral
party. ke remains a stauuch clear-
headed, somewhat unsympsathetic Ra-
dical of tho old school. But if he be
without intense affections, why 18 it
that bo works sc hard for the popular
cause} 1s he insincero, or ambitious,
greedy of power, of revenge or of dis-
traction’ No, there 13 a far moro
credibio explanation of his zeal and
tircleas cnergy as a Radical.  That in-
difference to all comfort snd to all show

He is a plain man, of
ascotically se'inple habits and tastes,
and snobbery to him is the abomination
of desolation. Titles, courts, display—
al! theso things he honestly, cordially,
porsistently loathes; and therefore,
when ho is making war upon them, he
i3 acting in obedience to the primordial
instincts of his innermest nature. No,
thero is no affectation about Labby's
Radicalism ; it is underneath all its
laugater and wockery a very grim
thing : a very atern creod.

A HATER OF SHAMS,

And Labby has a great and honest
hatred of wrongs—and of shams. Ho
bas hunted down more villians and
cheats than any man of his time; in-
doed, ho has done more in this respect
than any Home Ministers, or, perbaps,
than any half dozen lHowe Ministers.
It is part of tho strength of his naturo
that he should purgue those miscrable
out casts and sdventurers fighting for
dishonest bread in perchanco tho abys-
ms) depth of poverty and despair — it
is characteristic of the strength of his
naturo that he should pursuo them so
relentleesly.  If ho has been appointed
to tho Homo Secrotaryship, it is pro-
bable that during his years of offico
thero would bave been an almost com-
plete cxodus from our shores of the
hosts—especially of religious impostors
—who prey on the credulity and
charity of man kind.

1t is part of this same hardness and
strength which are tho basis of Labby’s
carious and contradictory personality
that he rarely forgives; that ho is a
very bitter and a very formidable en-
omy. But hero again there comes
another contradiction. When once he
has had bis fling, the desire for venge-
ance yradually disappears; and ho is
now and thoen to be seen talking in the
friendliest way to men with whom be
has had fiorce feuds in the past. There
is no lasting gall in his nature which,
with all its powers of ferocions combat,
is facile, casy-going, and forgiving.

Finally, Labby is a bitter, sleepless
foe to croclity to women and children.
The world knows some of tho abasesho
has corrected, but there aro scores of
others which have never come before
the public eyo, where children and
women have been rescued f~om tortare,
vico and from decoption. You wounid
seo tho cxplanation of this side of bis
character ; and perchance would be a
little moved if you could seec Labby
patiently rowing a boat on the Thames
at Twickenbam and chatting easily and
coosideratoly with the littlo girl whose
piercing black eyes and expression and
even speoch are such a startling repro
duction of his own; and whoso tiny
faco bears a positively weird resemb-
lance to that. of tho portrait of Labbys
handsome mother, which hanga in the
drawing-room. Tho softest spot in
Labby's heart—tho most effective in-
spiration of wost of his war on wrong
and craocity—is hus frank, simple, pa-
thotic affection for his little daughter,
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Hastos, May, 18—,

Fresh Fields.

It is & question whether there has
ever been a counterpart of the agricul-
tural history of Ontario. The land of
the Province will bear comparison
with that of any other country in the
the world, yet in legs than Lalf a cen-
tury since it was first extensively
occupied it is found “insafficient to
maintain the natural increase of popu-
Iation,

The attention of political students
is naturally directed at first to the
condition of cities, the product of the
division of labor. Their abnormal
growth within the past quarter century
bas been the occasion of n...ch inves-
tigation. Strangely enough the in-
quiry has elicited the fact that many
European cities have trown even more
rapidly than those in Canada and the
United States.

To account for the extrsordinary
development of the cities recourse
must be had to the story of the small
towns and the farming districts, In-
vestigation discloses the fact that
where fifty years ago an aggregation
of fifty familics were gronped within a
given space, to-day very few of those
families will be found represented at
all, and they who remain of the origi-
ginal generation alnost equal in num-
bers their home-staying descendants

of tho second and third generations.
If the original scttlers have died, in
the vast majority of cascs, strangers
will bo found on the homestead.
These facts apply to all classes of tho
population ; they apply to the Irish
Catholic families, concerning whom
wo uro here more particularly inter-
ested,

In tho period between 1640 and
1850 a farming settlement largo
enough to support a small church,
would bo backed in & neighboring
town or village by a Catholic com-
munity of perhaps equul numbers. In
ten years a chango could have been
observed. Male members of the family
who had grown up kad been carried
to tho cities, to the Western States, to
thoe mining settloments. Many of
these are now returning on visits for
perhaps the first time. In anotler
ten years tho condition became accen-
tuated. So it has goneon. In many
towns tho Catholic population is not
greater than it was forly years ago.
In many of the rural settlements,
townships settled almost exclusively
by Insh Catholies, the names of the
settlers have perished from the place.

Still, it is perhaps safe to say that
not more than a good beginning has
been made in the matter of developing
Ontario farm lands. Famulies are liv-
ing in moderate comfort upon farms
that in the older countries would be
considered princely domains. \What
the capabilities of the soil are may be
inferred {rom the fact that small farms
of forty oz fifty acres are made to re-
turn their owners a remuneration as
great as that attained by others oper-
ating tracts of land of four or five
times the extent. Surely we are not
yet to assume that the point has been
reached when the land will no longer
support increase of population.

Whereare we to look for thereasons
for these premature migrations ? The
answer would probably extend to ques-
tions of a nature beyond our province
of discussion. The attractions of city
life have perhaps much to do with it.
Perhaps too, we have yieldingly con-
sented to a systemof education for the
most part superficial, and created a
restless feeling in the mind of those
in whom a sense of patience, of the
sanctity of labor, of Clristian fortitude
would mean a truer patriotism than
that engendered by a brownstone post
oflice in a town whosestrcetearegrass
grown or by multitudinous promises
of railroads and public works. Perhaps
after all it is in the avidity with which
these promises are seized that we may
see the sclution of the difficulty. The
desire for the greatest amount of
material comfort is common to all
men. If that comfort cannot be had
on the farm the farmer will move to
the city. If it could be had equally
on the farm, the citizen would per-
haps move out inlo the freshness of
nature.

Whatever be tho cause, the evil is
theze. It is possible there are many
whose farms are inadequate; it is
possible there are many in the towns
and cities who would gladiy acquire
the {primitive independence of the
farmer's condition. For these there
is yet place. In Muskoks, in Nippise-
ing, in Algoms, sections of rich land
aro opening up which may be availed
of at little cost. Catholics have noth-

ing to fear for the future in these
places. In the forties their fathers
came first and waited for the
priest, or as was too often the case,
went to other lands rather than re.
main without one. In Muskeka and
Nippssing the prieat is alroady at hand
sclecting looations and preparing the
way for those who may come Thero
is an opportunity to mako thus north-
ern portion of the province distinotively
Catholio. It isto bo hoped there is
enough of the sgricultural tempera.
ment left in tho Canadian Irish racoto

ensure such a consummation.

The Protection of Society.

Sensationalism has enteredintoevery
walk of life. Tho administration of
justice secms even to bo infeoted with
it. In the rocent criminal trial in this
city thero was a disposition to regard
the whole affair as » simple contest of
skili, one reputable morning paper
going 80 far as to oxpress regret that a
verdict of acquittal was not rendered
because a majority of tbe jurors liad
considered the crown oflicers foiled in
their attempt to fasten guilt upon the
prisoners.

Guilt of this kind, if guilt there be,
is too serious a matter to be allowed to
go unpunished, and the juror who was
convinced of that guilt and would not
yield his opinion deserves to be held
up to admiretion and respect for hav-
ing done his duty under difficult cir-
cumstances.

Lifs insurance has become during
the past twenty five yearsa part of the
domestic life of every careful man, and
a8 time advanoces will become more
so. To those therefore who seek to
mako profit by means of insuring and
killing, and to those who would if they
dared do 8o, it must be made plain, as
Mr. Osler said to the lyams jury,
that the business is not profitable.

Too much cannot be said of the
wisdom of the Attorney General in re-
taining Mr, B. B. Osler as Crown
counsel. The detection and proof of
crime is a difficult matter, and the
safety of the community demands that
it sheuld be in the best hands pos-
sible, 5o far as Mr. Osler's share
tends in that diroction, the end is
attained. He is lerrible to the guilty
bacause of the extremo rigor of his
attention to absclute truth. Hig ex-
ample in this re=pect might be copied
with benefit by sowe other lawyers,
whnze unreusoning abuse of witnesses
and deteciives was catried to an extent
that bas evcked very proper protests.

The True Witness.

The Montreal True Witness, the
excellent Catholiz paper which repre-
sents the views of tha Irish Catholics
of the Provinee of Quebec, ias made
an alteration in its form of publication,
which consists now of eight large
pages instead of sixteen smaller ones
as heretofore. No doubt this is an
indication of increased enterprise, a
faculty before no'v evidenced by the
Witness iu its special St. Patrick’s
Pay number, which was perhaps the
most creditable production yet issued
by a Catholic journal in Canada, not
even excepting the initial Christmas
number of the Register.

Cuba is the largeet of the islands of
the West Indics and was the second at
which Columbus called on his first
trip. L'ather Lss Casas was on tho
island from 1528 to 1642, and his
beneficent influonce did much for the
well being of the people. He obtained
from the King of Spain the promiso
that slavery should not be introduced
into the island.

From 1607 until 1762 the condition
is described as having been one of
abject lethargy. The Spaniards did
not understand their opportunity or
they were not sufficiently active in
promoting it, until the English
came along in 1762 and captured the
principal city, Havana, which they
beld uniil it was restored by treaty to
Spain in 1763, In that suort space
however the commereial nation had re-
cognized the possibilities of the island
and had imported slaves. From that
fime until the beginning of this cen.
tury there was marked improvement
in the economic conditions.

As the impending struggle between
the slave holders of the Southern
States and the abclitionists of the
North grew yearly more near to its
culminaticn,the slave interests evinoed
a desire to bring Cuba into the United
States. What purpose they intended
it should serve maynow be considered
a8 problematical. The fact remains
that one offer of one million dollars
was made to the King of Spain, and in
1854 another offer of thirty millions,
both of which were declined.

All the offices are in the hands of
Spaniards. The other classes are held
in contempt. Slavery, although retro-
grading, is not yet extinet. The total
population is about one and three
quarter millions, & very small portion
of what the island is capable of sus.
taining under energetio, acceptable
asdministration. As it is the selfish
principle is dominaut in the govern-
ing circles, and revolutions are fre-
quent. They are likewise expensive,
for where once Spain bad a net re-
venue of six millions yearly, revolu-
tions hiave cut that off and left s large
debt in its place.

Under the abovo oaption, the Ohris-
tian Quandian maintain  with a groae
flourish, a8 though announcing some-
thing now to most peoplo—** that in-
fallikility is tho paront of intolerance.”
It is very ovident that a teaolier in
mathematics who proposcs an axiom,
or who demonstrates the eolution of a
problem, will not tolorato an unroason-
sblo or foolish opinion contradictory
ot evident truth. 1o would boe intol-
erant of the saying * that two and two
make five,” or that * the shortost dis.
tanco from one point to another is not
the straight line,”” DBut would the
teaclier's intoleranco or just indigna.
tion be a reason for hiding the truth,
or uot proclaiming it, or would thoso
who in spito of demonstration, still
hold to the error, bejustified in rosist-
ing compotent authority and denying
the teacher's, or rather the axiom's
infallibility ? ‘I'o such absurd conclu-
sion must our contemporary have
reachod when it declares that ** when-
ever infallibility is claimed, intoler-
ance is the natural consequence,” and
that * the knowledgoe of §truth depends
upon no oflice or position.” Had the
Guardian made the statement that tho
knowledge of truth depends upon no
wman individually, we might agree with
the writer, but very different is the
asgertion that * the knowledge of
truth depends upon no * oftice or posi-
tion.”” The best men are falhible and
msy be deceived. But the office or
position they occupy, if cstablished by
God, and guarantecd sgainst all pos-
mbility of error, will render them capa-
ble not only of imparting a knowledgo
of fruth, but of teaching all trath
necessary to salvation, and of teaching
such truth infallibly. It was tbe com-
mission given to the prophets and
apostles, not their personsl ci.aracters,
that secured for them a hearing from
an unbelieving world.

If we had nothing but the piety
and self-sacrifico and other emi-
nent virtues oi the sacred writers and
evangelists on which to rely, honest
and righteous as they were, wo have
no suflicient reason for believing what
¥ 2y wrote or said to be the Word of
God. Their personal characters may
be important when the queation turns
on their credibility a8 witnesses to the
facts they record, but does not enter
into the account when ihe question is
on their aunthority as teachers of re-
vealed truth., As Brownson puts it,
*No man's personal character is a
suflicient werrant for bolieving that
anything he asserts to be a doctrine of
revclation is really and truly a doctrint
of revelation.” If it were, we shou’d
be obliged to believe whatever any
man, whose character is, 50 far as we
know, Lonest and irreproachable, who
chooses the teach us the word of God.
So that it is quite wrong to assert that
¢ the knowlodge of truth depends upon
no cffice or position."”

It was the oftice to which God raised
Balaam and Jonas that made them
prophets and exponents of the saving
truths they were ocommissioned to
announce. Both men were unreliable
as men, but in their ofticial oapacity
they were glorious prophets and
maviours of God's people,

The Twelve Apostles received the
commiseion to teach infallibly ¢ all

they had hoard " and to baptize the
nations. ‘I'ho command given them
to teach, implied tho command given
to the nations to allow thomselves to
botaught, All peoples and individuals
woro comnmanded {o hear und be
instructed. ¢ Thoy who hear you
Lioar Me, thoy who contomn you con-
tomn Mo.” In their oflice or position
they taught infullibly, Their succos-
sorg (or tho Church) teach infullibly
to.day, and shall ao teach to the ond
of time. * Behold 1 am with you all
days.” Qod's Church was not estab-
lished for one generation of men, but
for ull the children of Adam as long
as the world endures.

In spite of the knowledge of this
Heavenly commigsion, and m face of
the most ovident and clearly explicit
passagea of Holy Scripture, and in
opposition to all tho most important
facts and cvents of history in proof,
the Cliristiun Guardian has the auda-
city to say *thero i3 no evidence
whatever of such infallibility as i3
claimed for the Popes.”

Tho Pepes, or successors of Deter
(for whom it was prayed * that his
faith sbould never fail”i, are 1atolerant
of error, as the teacher of wmathema-
tica 18 intolerant. In spirituals he
alone is justitied in bemy intolerant ;
for he alone received the comunssion :
“ Feed my lambs, feed my sheep.”
Protestants who claim  themselves
and their mimsters to be faliible and
juet, as likely to err and teach error
a8 not, on principle give up all claim
to intolerance. But why is it that
in praclice they are so intolerant;
that they have no faith in Catholics -
that they keep them out of oftice;
calumniate them, misrepresent them,
believe in all the abominable lies of
Mrs. M. L. Shepherd and others?
But there is no consistency in Protest-
antism. We give it up.

The Amnesty Movament.

Those who huve been striving to
impreas upon the British Government
tho advisability of releasing tuio Irish
political prisoners huve reccived a
welcomo addition of strength by the
publication of the following letter from
Archbishop Walsh of Dublin, which
was read at a recont monster meeling :

DEan Sin—In reply to your lotter, I huve
only to repeat what 1 wrote to the Svcre-
taries of your Association, now nearly thuee
years ago, that in wy oplunion, * the time
has long sinco come for the grauting of an
amneaty to thoso who are in prison tor poli-
tical offences,”

1 am awaro that it is coutended by thoso
who arc oppased to tae Amnesty movemeunt,
that the prisoners whose releasc is called for
by your Association are undergoing impri-
sonment for crimes that cannot be regarded
as merely political, and that thercfore thoy
have no claim to be amocstied on political
grounds, Ax to this, [ would osce more
suggest, as [ suggested in my former ietter,
that your Association should take thu most
effective tmeans of putting the public fully
in posscssion of the true state of the case.

Your demand implica no sympathy with
crime, Your case, as [ uaderstand it, is
that men whoso offcuces boro a political
tinge werc sentenced to terms of imprison.
ment notably longer than wero imposed in
the case of others whose offence in the cys
of the law was no less grave, but who,
novertheleas, beiry in no scase Irish political
offendera were less rigorously dealt with.
o thoso other cases the terms of imprison-
ment imposed have, I believe, long sinco
expired.  You therefore hold, and so far as
Ican form a judgment on the case, you scem
to me rightly to hold, that the present im-
prisonment of thoeo for whom you claim an
amnesty is an imprisonment which they are
undergoing simply io consequence of tha
political aspect of their case.

Acla’m for amnesty, made in such cir
cumstances as these, sccms to mo 0 Gbe
viously equitable that I caunot conceive un
what grounds tho rejection of it can bo jas.
tificd. Once wmore | would urge my view
as to the importanco of getting the salicut
facts of the case well into the public mind.
I can assurc you that they are not at all so
geaerally known as those who are closcly
engaged in the working of the Amnesty
movement may suppose them to be. The
more widely you make the facts known, the
wider will be the range of sympathy your
movement will command. But work of this
kind camnot lie done for nothing. I there-
fore enclose a cheque for £3, in aid of your

A Lecture by Father McBrady
at Galt.

A SUCCESSFUL CHURCHE CONCERT.

The recent Concert given in aid of
St. Patrick's church was a memorablo
occagion on account of the elcquent ad-
dress delivered by Father M:Brady of
St. Michael’s College.

Tho lecturer said his subject was
Jesus of Nazareth, the father of the
working man. Ho told the gospel story
of Jesus of Nezareth., He described
the early scenes, associations, history
and eovents connected with Chnst's
birth and how the memory of the City
of Nazareth in which He lived had
been wade percious by the Incarnation.
The cvangelists made known to us
Christ’'s triumpb, His victory, His
glory, and the doctrines that iie taught
and we snould all go to this Jesus of
Nazareth and learn a lesson. The
spesker dwelt upon the courtesy and
amiability of Jerus in His childhood,
how divine wisdom filled His micd and
Grace poured out to Him her choicest
gifta. As asercantChrist premeditated
the man of externalperfection. The lec-
turer dwelt upon the respect for the
law of God and the love of truth which
Christ’s childbood taught and told of
Jesus beginning lis pablic life when
His wisdom surprised even the wisest
of men and le said “Kaow ve not
that I must be aboot iy Father’s bus-
inese.” Christ grew inage and wisdom.
Jesus Christ, the carpenter sud the
carpenter’s son, revealed Hislife to us,
and although during His period of
chitdbood Christ could have created
things by a single word, still He chose
to do them natorally, and His bands
were often blistered with the rade
tools put into them. Jesus was obed-
1ent and earrest Jand earned His
broad by the sweat of iz brow, and
late: on lie bid His father, Joseph,
rest, when he was old, and Christ
Himaelf =working at the carpenter’s
teade, became the mainstay of the
family. Ttus the veil of a carpeater’s
life hid the ilower and bloom of Christ’s
mazhood, growing in sge, in order
that he might become sironger before
beginning Hispabliclife. Asinmany
of thc moral puranits of the present
day, Christ inade the preparation pro-
portionate for tha work to be under-
taken and also to the life of Jesus of
Nazareth. It would be well for cvery
public wan to make bis Nazareth in
order to ponder and study the questions
which he was to teach. 1llow many
anlucky fatalitics would we not escape
if this wasdone, how many misfortanes
Bot mea often bad the advantaze of
borrowedjaudacity, party interests, and
the paramount claima cf selfagsrandize-
ment. They should take example from
God aad mako preparttion for the
work in hand.

Iiat the réverend father said he was
no agitator. How usefal to us were
the atasementsof Jesns Christ the
workman. We should try and arder-
stand them, Christ intended to teach
one thiog—the necessity and diguity
of labor. e taughbt us to labor; for
the working man to love his position
and for us all to respect the working
man. Labor was s burden which most
of oa tried to get rid of, but lator vas
a Iaw of which sin was not the author.
The law of labor had ita roots in God.
ilo wax the firal worker aad lis work
was the world. BatChriat inorder to
teach us the value of labor pat slow.
ress in His work. e might have
created the world in a day but He did
not. Man must cxercise his powers
of mind and body. It was never in-
tended that be shoald be s aloggard.
The meaning of all was good. There

were stored ap in nature immenase for--

ces for man o discojer, to master, to

discipline and carry on for thodevelop-
ment of phyrical, social and moral life.
Man was given all these possibilities to
develop in order to make him more like
his original Creator. Man was u worker
and God did not shrink from coming
to tho law le made. There was no
stupid trade, but stupid workmen who
would separato work from the law of
God and tho agsistance Christ gives to
man in his work. Work came from
God. How much more beneficial and
moral then labor appesred when appli-
ed to man! By reason of sin labor
was made more difficult ; to the other
ditlicultics ein added expiation and
preservation. Sin made suffering aud
man did not have to go far to find that
out. lathe distribution of thecrosses
of puin the working man had reccived
8 large proportion, but Christ said, * 1
can forgive him, he has suflfered mach.”

Speaking of preservation the lectar-
er said the man who repudisted the
law of labor was generally found pro-
stitating his powers in vice. Labor
expiated and preserved and was noble.
There was not only the labor of hand
but the labar of thought, the labor of
watchfulnesa and wise aduminstration
aud the labor of serving others, etc.
Each descended from God, and obeyed
the law of God. Men wers often found
trying to classity labor. All men were
reducible to two classes—the nobles
and the ignobles. The former were
those who looked upon labor av coming
from God and upon it ax aninstrument
to help man unto God. \We did not
uoderstand the dignity of labor; we
too often looked upon labor with a
sort of mental resigeation snd when
heavy as o malediction ora vitality to
correct our dignity. Dat labor was to
teach ua that God worked ; how he
chosetlo stoopdowa to the workingmar.
and liit bim up to His level. Labor
a5 a divino thing. Let us all be Ia.
borera. Jesus sets the example and
God was theFather. There wero thiose
who thought to be a mere worker with
tho bands was a hunmilistion and those
birth and fortune had favored, often
looked down upon it. The manual
labor bad grown much in appreciation
duoring the Iast 151 years. The an.
cient Romans and {:reeks looked upon
Iabor as selfish and that to be an in-
dependent citizen 8 man mast be a
man of leisure. A laberiog man was
locked upon a3 a beast of bhurden, »
slave, an outcast fromn society. Bat
Christ stooped to what was lowest in
socicty,to restore and rehabilitate thoso
whom society had tramupled aader fool.
Christ did it to show that labor was
uot uoworthy of a wan. lc espouscd
labor because lie was a laborer Him-
self. There never was a man that God
had honored as He had the working
man.

In cloaing the reverend fatker urged
all to love work and its coanditions and
apply tke principles cf Christisaity to
the labor problems which loomed up
so frequently for solation, for Christ
himself was a laborer.

At the close of the lecture Rer.
Father Siaver thanked on behalf of
the audicace, the learnzd lectarer of
the evening for his mssterly and com.
prehentive address.  He was sure all
were well pleased with the lectoro and
the concert and he would express his
gratification to all those who had %0
kindly assisted in themusical and vocal
programme.

Lven
they who do not share the behef of
this minority admt that our grievances
are legitimate. The public declara-
tions of enlightened Protestants, memn-
bers of the bar or clergy, the pamph
lets of the learned lewyer Ewart. of
Winnipeg, and the wntings of Mr.
Louis Rribs, of Toronto, have called
public attention to the fact that there
1s a strong feeling i Winnipeg and 1n
Qatario on behalf of this oppressed
winority. I am of the firm conviction
that the mejority of our separated
brethren are sympathetic to ua.

You kave no free schocls.’

INDEETED AND CRUSHED.

For four years our good Catholics
of Wionipeg, without distinction of
nationalits, bave been called upon to
pay {3,500 per anoum, besides the
taxes paid for the schiools which are
satsfactory to the Protestalit iznjority,
and which no person waunts to take
away fromn than. We are indebled
and crushed. Several of our young
pasiskes in the country diatricts have
been putting forth the sume gencrous
cfforts for x year past as the Catholics
of Winnipeg Lave done to mnaintain
their schools. Itis time, it scems to
1ac, that our cause de taken vigorously
in hand. The order-in-Couneil of the
Ottawa Government is the echio of the
Royal word, and the loyal subjects of
her Majesty cannot remain indifferent
to it. No matter winat interpretation
be given to it, it is evidently the con-
secration of our rights, and it stipu-
lates what we ask.

In a Storm on the Irlsh Const.

Friday 18th.—Lvery prospect this
morning of baving tho remainder
of tho passage favorablo—an little
breezo  from the westward, tho
weather fine, sky clear, and the
ship gliding along close on twelve
miles an hour. With spy-ulass in hand
I can see from the bridge quite plainiy
two largo ships, tho first thing 1 gaw
in tho shape of a sail since lust we
passed through tho bunkers a week
ago. Onoof them does not seem to be
wore than six ar seven miles away,
while the other is a long way off, and
evidently going in the opposite dirce-
tion, for 1 kept sight of her till ghe
appeared liko n snoxdrop oun the hori
zon, and gradually vaniehed from sight.
By the timo the dianer bell rang the
wind had veered round from the souts
cra quarter and began to blow pretty
strong. At dinner, the captan, all
along in good cheer, now looked rather
puzzled and said to the first officer:
“1 can't account for the barometer
going down go quickly.” Ile waid
nothing and geemed not at a!l surprised
at the Captnia s remark, from which |
inferred that he too had neticed the
sudden change in the weather glass.
The thoughta of having another gale
to battly with on the Lriny element
made me shudder, yet I said nothing
That there is another storm brewing
is quite evident, for soon the captain
gave the second oflicer, whose watch
on deck now begine, his orders: see
that fresh lashings are sccured ronnd
the deck cargo amidships, put extra
fastening on the foro hatch and secure
everything as well as paossible, for it is
well to bo prepared for the worst
After supper, I stepped on deck te find
the oflicers carrying out the captain's
orders and the ssitors busy exccuting
them Now and then one of the old
tars would ratae his head and give 12
an ominoas shake at the dark clouds
that had by this time shut ~ut the
bloe sky. The wind was now ahout
south-south-west and kept on incress-
ing since dinner time and was now
blowing, in sailors language, " & recfed
breeze” The last few days, nice and
fine, had now completely changed for
the worst. The ship is runeing like a
race-horse on her course and frequent
Iy kicks her heels high in the air from
the slips of the rising sea which makes
her bound with increased speed It is
now cight o'clock and 1 take wmy deo-
partore from deck t0 more congenial
quarters not without some uneasiness
of laving another unfriendly «isit
from Father Neptune. Alone in the
cabin to while away the time, as 1
feel 1 cannot sieep, I contirae my
notcs though under unfavoratle civcam
stances. The howling of the wind
and the rolling of the ship distract me
oo much to continue lenger, so [ lay
down on a stretcher to rest myself.
An bour or 50 passed away when, be
tween dleep and awake above the rone-
ing of the storm, I heard noite and
confasion on deck. I began to realize
that something had gore wrong, and
was trying to console myself as best 1
could by saying a prayer for our safety
when theo ship suddenly scemed to
stand almost on end and at the same
timo a tremendous crash shook her
whole frame as if she wero going to
picces ;she gave a tremendoua roll over,
which sent me and tho stretcher and
cverything wmovable in the cabin to
lecward. Thoe water, by this timg
came pouring dowrr and there in a
stato of confusion, doubt and perplex.
ity, I remained for an hour—what an
hoor of suspense—tiH at long lost ata
quarter to twelve, tho captain put in
an appearance aad asked me how 1
would like to bo o sailor. I learned
from him thie csuse of the uproar 1
heard, and the perilous predicament
the ehip was in. The whee! chaing
overrided for a fow moments, which
interfered with the working of the
ship, leaving her for the time being
corupletoly at tho mercy of the heavy
scae.  This was the time, falling off
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broadside a little in the trough of &
swelling sen, that she shipped the
heavy sea which Lurst open the cabin-
doors and came gushing down. He
pointed out to me how disastrous it
would be to the ship and all on board,
if she remained a few morents longer
without answering her helm. ** She
would,” sa1d he, **ia coming broadside,
be totally uamanageable, and Heaven
only knows what the consequence
would be, The only hope I should then
have, was that owing to the buoyancy
of the cargo, that she would nut go to
the bottomn, and that same would be a
consolation.”

Satarday 14th. — The first news 1
keard this worping from the steward,
as he came into my berth with a
Ateaming cup of ciffee, was, that Tory
' Islacd was sichied last might about
oun o'cleck, after the storin abated. 1
dressed quickly and looked out the
port hole. Sure cnough, we were
passing in sight of land on the north
of Ireland. A thrill of joy swelled
my heart ns 1 saw for the firat time
the land of saints and scholars. 1
have just leit the bridge where 1ve
been two hours or more taking a
view of Ireland on the one side and
Scotland on the other, as we move
maily along on our way to the Clyde.
The distance from land to land is
not moroe than ten or twelve miles
and with glass in hand 1 can see
distinctly white houses and green
ficlds; but conspicuously over all,
stand out in bold relief, formidable
lichthousee, dotted at regular inter-
vals nlong the coas on cither side.
Thero has just passed from Scotland
side, on ber way to Londonderry. a
Inrge fourmasted steamer calied the
Parisian, which tho sccond oflicer says,
left Montresl with tbem, and baving
discharged freight io Scotlaad, is now
calling at her usual ports en route to
Moatreal sgain. Tho land on the Irish
side is high and stands out with a
bo!d front slong the scacoast, while on
Scotland side for the most part,
thoongh long mountain ranges aro vivid-
ly outlined in the back ground, it
takes the shapeof a gentle inclinoe till
it meots the water’s vdge.

After supper tho captain sent for
mp to catch a glimpse of *“ Bonnie
Scotland with the sun shining on her
head.”” When Lo poiuted to me the
pretty sight, I exclaimed: ¢ What an
admirable pictare if it conld truly bo
produced on caavas!™ ** Ah” said
he, * when will the hand of man copy
faithfully the works of nature?” Wo
were just about a mile aod a half from
shoro and just rounding a point of land
which tapered off {rom tho contre to
cither aide with a graceful curve till it
kissed the sca below. Tho sun was
Jjust peeping out from behind a clond
and casting a Lrilliaut ray of light as

far as wo could sce on this one spot, lit

up the green fields and snow-white
cabins with such brightness that all the
surroundings were cast in the shade.
This it way that formed such a pretty
scene. The thought struck me very
forcibly as I gazed on the comfortable
homes on this headland that its occu-
pants were the most enviable people in
the world, for the setting sun seemed
to amile on them aloue. A little while
longer and the Leautiful landscapes dis-
appear in the gloom. The cattle graz
ing in the fields, the men gathering in
the harvest, or cutting down the crops
are no longer visible.  Even tho limed
cottages are shut out from sight, and
no trace to be seen of them except
bundreda of starlike lights, which iine
the coast and mark the spot where
stands some cosy fireside. Abont eight
o'clock we entered the Firth of Forth,
acd four hours afterwards dropped
anchor in Greenock. The tide heing
low wo bad to wait for the tug which
took us up the Ciyde during tbe night.
Of this 1 krow but little, for wora out
for the want of rest 1 did not wake till
nine o'clock this morning (Sunday)
when to my great joy in looking out
I found we were srugly moored along
the quay at Glasg.w.- Jly first thought
was a ferveat 1eo Gratiss for our safe
though long,tediousaud stormy passagze
Having a fow bours tospare 1 went on
shore and passed through some of the
principa!l streets of thecity. The city
itself presents a very antique appear-
ance, and has soma very fine baildings
constructed siter the ancent Gothic
style, and built of limestone or Scotch
brick. Framed buildings are con.
spicrous hy their absence, I erquired
the reason,and found suchare notallow-
ed within the precincts of the city.
