Paris, June 18.—La Liberte recounts
an incident on a “quiet” sector occu-
pled by American troops. Aﬂm" a
few days’ training in the trenches, it
was decided to carry out a little raid
under the direction of a French sub-
lieutenant. The raid was completely
successful, all the enemy being killed
or taken prisoner.

The raiding party devoted itself for
some time to the. destruction of ma-
chine gun emplacements and dugouts.
But when the time came to return it
was discovered that a dozen Ameri-
cans were missing. They oould not
possibly have been captured; so the
leader of the party decided to wait a
few minutes. Soon the missing men
reappeared, escorting seventeen Ger-
mans, - and carrying two machine
guns.

They explained that the raid was
a sort of lesson which they had mas-
tered so quickly that they had gone
on and entered the German second
line and brought back some samples
of prisoners, to demonstrate their
aptness.

“Every submarine which operates
far afield, as off the extensive coast
of America, simply. means less losses
to the allies, because it is one less
submarine where shipping is heavy
and therefore harder to protect. If
the alles could in any way influence
the enemy they would encourage him
to send his submarines fo these areas.

-Will Not Affect the War.

“Such activities will, of course, re-
sult in the loss of some ships—Ilosses
will undoubtedly go on until the end
of the war. What we are concerned
about is whether the losses the enemy
inflicts are critical—are more than
we can stand. As long as they are
kept below the critical stage they
could go on indefinitely and not af-
fect the war.

“The situation today is that there
is sufficlent tonnage available  to
meet the allied demands, and it is
constantly growing larger. At the*
present rate of construction it will
continue to grow larger, even if the
su ne losses increase, The en-
emy’s high command knows these
basic facts only too well, as is evi-
denced by their desperate attempts
to force a decision on land before the
full weight of American intervention
can be brought to bear.

““From the enemy press it is evident
that these futile submarine raids in
remote areas, such as raids on the
American coast, the bombardment of
Monrovia, and thé activities in the
Azores, cannot have any effect on the
outcome of the war, and are carried
on to deceive their own public as to
the submarine campaign.

Perchuda was out on bail awaiting trial
on a charge of disturbing services at a
Russian Orthodox church in Ford when
he was rearrested Monday. ;

A feature of the police court proceed-
ings today was the presence of Pere-
huda’s followers, who watched the pro-
ceedings closely, altho all disclaimed a
knowledge of the KEnglish language. As
the foreigners were filing out of the
police station afterwards they were all
subjected to a rigid search. A quantity
of 1.W.W. cards were found. Some 100
of the men did not have passports and

Pembroke, June 18 —Fire which
started here tonight in Pink's garage,
from a cause unknown as yet;, spread
to the business part of Main street,
destroying the Royal Bank, Wool-
worth’s. store and several other places
of business. The high wind carried
the cinders to the upper and south end
of the town, where several houses
caught fire, as well as immense piles
of wood. At a distance of a mile the
general hospital woods were ignited.

TILL AFTER HARVEST

Ottawa, June 18.—Within a few
days there will be published an offi-
cial announcement thruout the Do-

minjion that mer. vi 19 years of age
are not to be called up for military
service immediately. The announce-
ment wil| gtate that no date has been
fixed for the calling up of these men,
nor has the question been brought be-
fore the cabinet for decision. “In
view of the need of labor on the
farms,” the announcement proceeds.
“It is most unlikely that consideration
will be given to the matfer until after
the harvest is over, altho, of course,
the government’s action must be de-
termined primarily by the military
situation. There is no further obli-
gation incumbent upon young men of
the ages mentioned (19) who have
registered or who do so hereafter, un-
til they receive notice from the regis-
trars.”’

In regard to harvest leave, the an-
nouncement says: “Some inquiries
have been received as to the possi-
bility of granting harvest leave to
such troops as may be in the country
at the time. No definite assurance
can be given on this point, as advan-
tage must be taken of ships as they
become available, On_ the other
hand, harvest leave will be given if
at all possible.”

The rem vinder of the announcement
outlines the exemption provisions in
regard to cases of extreme hardship.

LACK OF SHIPPING
CAUSED DECREASE

Ottawa Official Circles Thus
Account for Falling Off
of Canada’s Trade.

Ottawa, June 18.—That the decrease
of over ninety-two -millions in the
trade of the Dominfon for the first
two months of the fiscal year ending
May 31, as compared with the same
period in 1917, is due almost entirely

to the curtailment of shipping facili-
ties is the opinion expressed in offi-
cial circles here. In this connection
it is pointed out that since this per-
fod last year the Australian and South
African steamship services have been
discontinued and this would material-
ly affect the total trade figures.
Another contributory cause has un-
doubtedly reen the congestion of the
land transportation facilities of the
country, In this connection it will be
recalled that as the result of a con-
ference held in Ottawa early in the
winter, arrangements were made for
the ali-rajl carriage of large supplies
of wheat for Great Britain and her al-
lies. It was subsequently stated offi-
clally that altho the plan had been ad-
hered to the quantity ol wheat carried
all-rail was only fifty per cent. of the
amount it was expected would be car-
The exchange situation as it affects
the United States and Canada and the
restriction of imports recently decided
upon by the war trade board will con-
siderably reduce the total trade of the
Dominion for the current fiscal year.

This appears to be
probable, and it is likely part of the
general campaign prepared during the
winter by the German general staff.
in any case, the plan has not suc-
ceeded. Success was badly required on
the Italian front to offset the failures
on the French front, and Austria
hoped to soothe her own discontented
population by a military success. It
would appear that the German com-
mand has underestimated the strengtn
or the morale (or both) of the allied
forces.

Paris, June 18, — Ninety-two Aus-
trian divisions, consisting of 80 divi-
sions of infantry and 12 of cavalry,
have been hurled into the greatest bat-
tle that Italy has yet fought, accord-
ing to an official announcement at
Rome, received here thru the Havas
Agency.

Canada is still, by comparison
with other countries, extremely favored
in these matters, At thé present time
from Cape Breton to Vancouver Island,
there are no moré than five or six trif-
ling strikes, most of them about a week |
old and involving in all something less
than 2560 men and women; mone of them
are of more than local interest or im-
portance. There is no doubt more than
the average degree of industrial unrest,

but only in special cases is this unrest
conv into strikes. Direct nqal:-
tion between the disputants or the con-
ciliation machinery of the department of
Jabor as a rule secures a settlement
withwout a strike.

The fact that numerous conciliationhag

boards are at this time making investi-
gation in different parts of the country
fllustrates chiefly the elasticity and
adaptability of the conciliation system
of the Dominfon. It is perhaps to this
more to any other cause that the -
minion has at no time experienced such
industrial calamities as have fallen upon
many rother countrics, Australia a year
ago was, for instance, in the grip of
an industrial paralysis consequeht the
tying up on an immense scale of their
mining, rallway, waterside and other
great industries.

~  THE WORLD'S STRANGEST
Tales of Romance and Adventure

By GEORGE BARTON

Human life was held in small
esteem in the days of the early ad-
venturers, and in the stirring tales of
those times there are few things that
compare with the hairbreadth escapes
of Andrew Barton, a Scotch' seafar-
ing man who was one of the favorite
of James III. of Scotland. -

The king was much disturbed by
the Flemish pirates who infested the
seas, and who made it dangerous for
the maritime men of that time to go
about their legitimate business. Ac-
cordingly he delegated Barton to go
after the pirates and to.“get them” if
it was possible to do so. We read in
history that this adventurous person
was entrusted with a large sum of
money by the lord treasurer of Scot-
land in order to fit out an expedition
which had for its purpose the' exter-
mination of the pirates,

He set about the work in a sys-
tematic and practical manner. He
built a great ship, one of the largest
and best rigged of its time, and he
engaged a crew composed of men who
were unacquainted with the meaning
of fear, When he set sail many of
the people were doubtful of his ‘re-
*urn. But their fears were ground-
less. He was prompt in conceiving
his plans and quick in their execu-
tion, and the .result was a brilllant
success. He harried the pirates from
the start, and {n a little while he had
captured many‘of them and dispersed
and demoralized the remainder. The
thing came so suddenly that they
were taken unawares, and the most
annoying part of the business was the
fact that he fought them with their
own weapons, and frightened them
with their own tactics. One day a
cask was delivered to the king,
when it was opened in the presence
of James and his counsellors they
started back in surprise and dismay.

And well they might, for that cask
of rum contained the head of a
Flemish pirate.

After his success in ridding his own
country of pirates, the ferocious one
engaged in operations on his own ac-
count. .= He wase given letters of
marque against the Portuguese, andin
the course of twelve months captured
a round Jdozen of vessels sailing under
that flag. Barton and the members of
his family had suffered great loss-
es, not only at the hands of the Flem-
ish pirates, but from the Portuguesa
and others as well, and the rich prizes
he captured were taken by him asg the
lepitirnate spoils of war and in resti-.
tution of the lossés they had sustain-
ed, ‘There was a strong feeling in
England against Andrew Barton who
is often referrcd to in the chronicles
of the day as the' “Scottish pirate.”
He indignantiy repelled this assertion
and said that he was not a pirate be-
cause he was acting under the llcsnge
of the King of Scotland,

Finally the Portuguese ambassais:
1o the court of King Henry VIIT ap-

‘| pealed to the monarch to come to the

assistance of his country. The appeal
was a timely one for the English were
beginning to suffer quite as much as
the Portuguese. The second Duke of
Norfolkk urged the King to act saying
that if he did not do so he woull .be
placed in tha position of being afra’d
of this bold adventurer. “The King of
Fngland,” exclaimed the duke, ‘should
not b imprisoned in his kingdom,
while either he has an estate to set
up a ship, or a son to command it.”
The result of this was the fitting out
of two shipa to sgubdue and |capture
Barton. Tney left the Thames on a
bright day in June, 1511, in a scarch
for the adventur:sr who has then sup-
posed to be returning from Flanders
on his ship.

Having made this discovery Barton
acted with his. characteristic courage
and promptness. He halted and faced
his foe and said he was ready for the
worst, It was a desperate encounter,
and altho the Englishman had a su-
perior force he was facing an oppo~
nent who never knew the meaning of
fear, Thé two vessels exchanged
shots from their cannon, and In a’
little while the decks were fllled with
the dead and the dying. Once again
a call was made upon Barton to sur-
render, but he ldughed it to scorn.
Finally Howard managed to gain the
deck of his adversaries’ ship and then
one of the most thrilling hand-to-
hand fights in history took place.
During the most desperate part of the
battle a ball from the cannon of the
English ship hit the Scotchman,

Andrew Barton fell to the deck
mortally wounded,

Did 4¢hat end the battle? Not at
all, It had only begum so far as the
intrepid commander of the Lion was
concerned. Altho his leg had been
shattered by the cannon ball and his
body was plerced in several places he
stuck to his post. He had himself
propped up against the bulwarks of
the ship, and he blew his whistle and
teat his drum to rally as his men as
long as the breath of life remained.
But the odds were against him and
finally he fell over dead, and the
battie was lost.

There was a ballad of the day
which said that the head o0? Andrew
Barton was sent to King Henry VIIIL
as a trophy by the victorious Eng-
lishman, in imitation of Barton’s own
action in sending the head of the
Flemish pirate 40 his own king in a
cask of rum, but there is no historical
date to show that these verses were
based upon gact.
