CHAPTER IIL
Mayor Flemw appears to have realized
at last that he committed a huge blunder
in asking the Couneil to grant him a bonus
of $500. He has nastened to stand from

under and has endeavored to ward off the
storm of indignation which his conduct in
this matter has aromsed. After making
tools of the members of Council, whom he
induced to become spomsors for the now
famous resolution, he casts them aside and
causes the Corporation Counsel to an-
neunce his “disclaimor’” of the position of
“trustee or custodian” of the money, It
is not sufficlent, however, for the Mayor
to decline to handle the money. It is due
to the public sentiment, of Toronto that
the resolution be wiped off the records by
a motion to rescind it at the next meet-
ing of Council. To allow it to remain up-
on the minutes as the final act of the
Ccuncil will be misleading and improper,
The resolution is practically a voucher
authorizing the Oity Treasurer to pay the
sum named to the Mayor. . The voucher
can only be withdrawn by the power which
issued it, and until rendered inoperative by
such action it contintes in force, The al-
dermen who moved and seconded the mo-
tion owe it to their constituents to frankly
confess their error, and at the earliest op-
portunity to undo the wrong they bave
done.

Yesterday was fixed for the special exam-
ination of the Mayor to discover the ex-
tent of the charitable donations made by
him and upon which he based his claim
for the addition of $500 to his salary of
$4200. Before the hour fixed for the ex-
amination, however, the following letter
was received by Mr. Macdonald’s solicl-
tors and the examination was deferred for
the present:

When ‘the motion was proposed by Ald.
Lamb it was suggested by Ald. Scott that
the Mayor keep a record of his charitable
disbursements and if any balance remain-
ed at the end of theiyear that it be hand-
ed back to the City Treasurer. The ¢on-
tempt with which the proposal was re-
ceived by the Mayor and his friends el-
fectually silenced the prop . It was

time to allow any portion of the grant to
find its way back into the ‘treasury.

In the letter from the Corporation Coun-
sel, written by direction of the Mayor, His
Worship is credited with declining to be-
come the “‘trustee” or ‘“custodian” of the
meney. The proposal to constitute the
Mayor a ‘‘trustee’” of the fund and to re-
quire an account of his stewardship was
ridiculed at the time the vote was passed,
But that was before the indignation of the
texpayers made itself felt.

In 1804 a gefleral reductton of civic sal-
aries took place, The Mayor's salary was
affected as well das that of the civie offi-
cials. Since that time the officials have
been in receipt of the reduced salaries. The
Mayor is the only paid gservant of the cor-

time who has since received an increase,
and he did pot receive tnat increase until
after he had induced the Provincial Gov-
ernment to grant legislation establishing a
Board of Control, and making the Mayor
chairman of the board. He thereby secured
to himself an additional salary of $700 per
annum.

Simultaneous with the lapse from the
paths of consistency from which the Mayor
has suffered, his personal organ appears
fo be seized with a like malady. The ut-
terances of Ald. Fleming in 1889, which
were reprinted in these columns yesterday,
received the hearty approval of The Even-
ing Telegram in the following articles 2

HE VOTED AS OTHERS THOUGHT.
Jan., 1889,

Men with the sand who can stand up and
vote as they think are needed in Couuncil.
If an honest conscience is their guide they
ecannot stray far from the path of 'justice.

The civic woods are full of opportunists,
who always find right abiding with the
majority.

They deserved it if His Worship did. His

er in the manufacture or sale of intoxicat-
ln{ beverages, in the belief that nothing
will so surely place the deadly traffic un-
der the ban as the determined refusal to
recelve any money so made. If it be true,
as many belleve, that grocerles can be
4 d more cheaply at stores where
ntoxicating liquors are also sold, we wish
to call attention to the fact that those who
for this reason purchase their groceries at
such stores, are practically not only sharing
in the profits and encouraging the sale, but
discouraging those who, for consclence
sake, have reliquished a profitable trade,
and are in a manner helping to place temp-
tation In the way of weak women.”

rom liquor dealers, and others in any way
connected with the traffic. Miss Monk of
Montreal gave the opinion that where it
was known definitely that contributions
came from such sources they should not
he recelved, but in a mixed audience it
should be taken without question.

THE UNIVERSITY AND MINING.

Canada. is destined to become as un-
portant & mining as it is an agricultur-
al country. As yet we have hardly
made a start in the former industry.
‘We are, in fact, just beginning to rea-
lize the fact that the Dominion is one
of the ' greatest depositories in the
world of the precious and economic
metals. The Federal and Provincial
Governments ought to lose no time in
giving this new and promising indus-
try all the prominence it is entitled
to. The Ontario Government would be
justified in spending hundreds ‘'of thou=
sards of dollars in opening up and de-
veloping the great gold district in the
western part of the province. The
fact is universally admitted that the
New Ontario is extravagantly rich in
gold. It requires effort to get at this
wealth and extract it from the rocks.
Rallways must be built, roads opened
and other improvements made to en-
able the people to get into, the country
and work the mines. There others
who ought to get a move on besides
thé Government, Our schools and uni-
versities should,give special atteption
to the study of mineralogy and geo-
logy. The University of Toronto, how-
ever, seems to be wofully lacking i
this department. Since the resigna-
tion of Prof. Chapman, neérly 2 years
ago, the department of mineralogy and
geology has been side-tracked. No
successor has been appointed to fill the
vacancy caused by the Professor’s re-
tirement. The department has been
practically transferred to the School
of Practical Science and made subsi-
diary. to that institution. The School
of Science is no better equipped in the
Department of Mineralogy and Geo-
logy now than it was when the uni-
versity had its own professor. As far
as these two Provinelal institutions are
concerned the study of mineralogy and
geology has been allowed to deterior-
ate. But of all the departments of &
Canadiin university this is the one
that should not have been neglected.
In McGill TUniversity special promi-
nence is given to mineralogy and geo-
logy, and the result is that that insti-
tution has trained, and is training,
nearly all the men who are exploring
the rocks and mineral formations of
the country. In our own university
we have a full-fledged professor, with
an - assistant, teaching Hebrew and
Coptic, and other professors are deiv-
ing deep into the peculiarities of An-
glo-Saxon roots, but in regard to geo-
logy, a subject that ig of absorbing in-
terest to the people of this country,

The Department of Geology and Min-

eralogy ought to be immediately gal-
vanized into active and vigorous life.
An eminent geologist should be placed
at the head of the department, and a
geological museum should be establish-
ed. Mining is destined to become the
great industry of this country. The
young men of the Dominion ought to
have facilities for acquiring an educa-
tion in this department fully as com-
plete as that obtainable in any other
country.

‘““I'ne Councll re tfully submit that
they have acted with energetic fidelity up-
on Your Lordship’s admonition—that the
i peeple have been convinced, and that now
it is for the Government to act.

“The United Empire Trade League, un-
less called upon, would not presume to
suggest, in detail, in what way such action
can most advantageously be taken., But,
assuredly, the people of the entire Empire
would regard an Imperial Conference to
shape the closer union upon commercial
lines, for which the Secretary of State for
the colonies has authoritatively declared
‘there is a universal desire among all the
members of the Empire, and that ‘in
their opinion, as in ours, it is essential for
the existencé of the mpire as such,’
would be a most fitting and enduring mon-
ument to the 60th anniversary of the ac-
cession to the throne of our most gracious
sovereign.”

READY FOR A PRACTICAL SCHEME.

Mr. Lowles’ report concludes as follows:
“A very great and favorable feeling ex-
ists upon the subject throughout the Aus-
tralasian colonjes, and the time is most
opportune for the submission of a more or
less elastic scheme of federation upon com-
mereial lines.

“In my opinion, this scheme must be for-
mulated and submitted by the Mother
Country.

“It must for the present at least leave
the colonies a large amount of individual
liberty with respect to their tariffs, while
securing a uniform preferential treatment
for . British manufacturers, in return, of
course, for similar treatment of colonial
products: in Great Britain,

“An Imperial British zollverein might be
the declared ideal of the Mother Country,
and any intermediate arrangements be re-

rded as provisional.

“The effect of the adoption of such an
experimental scheme would a very
speedy and extensive development of the
productive resources of the colonies.

“This would involve Increased popula-
tion, as wide fields would be thrown open
for the profitable employment of labor, ben-
eficially affecting our congested labor mar-
ked at home, and adding considerably to
the contentment and strength of the Em-
pire generally.

“My beHef is that the time is opportune
for the submission of a practical scheme,
fixed in its principles, but elastic as to de-
tails. As the representative of a vast work-
ing class community in the East End of
Lotdon, with whose full anproval I go-
cepted the mission of the Council of the
United Empire Trade League, I earnestly
hope that Her Majesty’s Government may
find it possible to:give eir early and
close attention to such a scheme—fraught,
as I believe it to be, with solid advantages
from a political, commercial, and social
point of view.”

Progress of the Work on the Metropollian

Fire Losses for October.

New York, Nov. 10.—The Journal of Com-
merce says: “‘The fire loss of the United
States and Canada for the month of Oc-
tober shows a total of $8,993,000. This is
a remarkable improvement over October’s
showing in 1895, when the total loss was
$13,411,500. '

“The total for the first ten months of
189¢ exhibits a gratifying reduction in

THE ROAD MISSIONARY PALES,

Mr, Campbell Explains the Causes of the
Bad Condition of Couniry loqu
at Present,

The Provincial Road Commissioner,
Mr. A, W. Campbell, was seen at his
office yesterday by & representative of
The World. In the course of a con-
versation on the good roads movemdent,

Mr. Canipbell said, in reply to the
question, “Why are our cc?uxm-y roads
in such a bad condition?’

“Weil, in the first place, those in
charge of the work do not understand
“he principles of roadmaking. About
the only plan followed is to heap up
earth in the centre of the road allow-
ance and cover this with gravel. The
matter of roadmaking, you know, is
really a question of drainage. That
is what we put gravel on for, chiefly,
but very few understand this,

taken that we cannot get returns of
the amount spent on roads, the road
mileage, the number of days of statute
labor or any thing of that kind. It
is not uncommon for a pathmaster to
make no return of the labor perform-
ed, or the money received in commu-
tation.”

“How do you propose to remedy
this?” inquired the reporter.

“Wéll, as intimated, road construc-
tion in the townships must be placed
en a distinctly business basis. I do
not care what . system is employed,
whether statute labor, statute Jlabor
commuted, or direct taxation. What-
evef means are adopted, people must
be sufficiently interested to see that
they are properly administered.

Former Efforts in Hastings.
Editor World: I have read with
pleasure your correspondent’s graphic
account of what he saw and heard dur-
ing his recent trip to North Hastings.
There is no doubt at all about the
richness of that district, the great diffi-
culty heretofore being the very re-
fractory character of the arsenical ore,

or mispickel, and the extreme fineness
of much of tne gold it contains. . D.
L. S.- was, however, not Very correctiy
informed regarding the venture he re-
fers to as “an unsuccessful attempt to
extract gold from ' arsenical ore’—
‘made within the corporation (of Max~
mora) a few years ago."” I thnink there
is very little doubt but that the failure
of that company was largely, if not
entirely, due to the fact tnat its cash
capital was altogether too small to
cope with a task of the magnitude of
the one the Hastings Mining and Re-
duction Company undertook. <Though
the company had a nominal capital of
$100,000, the bulk of it was unominal
only. Had there been half so much ac-
tual cash in the treasury the venture,
in all human probability, would have
had a very different ending. As it
was there was not sufficient financial
backbone in the concern to overcome

installation of a new system such as
was the Walker-Carter process. The
machinery was suppesed to treat ten
tons of ore in 24 hours, and if it had
fuldilled that expectation the mill would
have paid well, whereas it would not
actually treat half that quantity on
an average. The company had put all
its cash into the plant of the mill,
prospecting mineral lands, etc.,, 80 was
unable either to provide a concen-
trator—and it was essentially a
concentrating proposition—or to du-
plicate the roasting furnace, as
it was in the furnace that the work
was retarded. n The mill was not a
stamp mill, but the grinding of the ore
was done in a Grithn mili, and the
power was supplied by a water wheel.

Mr. A. Blue, director of the Bureau
of Mines, visited the works while they
were in operation, making a most
painstaking examination of them, and
if you will kindly secure a copy of his
report, for the year 1894 (I think), you
will see in it a very succinct account
of the mill, and of the Walker-Carter
process. ‘There were difficulties, too,
at the head office in Toronto, I be-
lieve, but they are dead and buried,
and had better be allowed to “R. L P.”
Anyway, 1 am not familiar with the
true inwardness of them.

The arsenic these North Hastings
ores carry is a very valuable adjunct
to them, and much of the mispickel is
so heavily charged with it that the ore
could be profitably worked for the
arsenic alone, and the gold made the
by-product, absurd as it may seem t0
say so.

The ore can be roasted and the ar-
senic condensed without the aid of the
expensive water-jacketed iron retorts
used in the Walker-Carter process, or
yet without the cumbrous brick flues
used long ago at Deloro and elsewhere
in North Hastings. As white arsenic
is worth somewhere about $60 per ton,
with a practicably unlimited demand,
there should be money in it. North
Hastings has been richly endowed by
nature with underground treasures,
and little is yet known about them,
the deepest shaft there having scarcely
penetrated 200 feet. What will be
found when some of the veins have
been explored for 1000 or 2000 feet be-
low the grass roots it would be very
interesting to know, perhaps more gold,
possibly less, perhaps tin, or some other
now unsuspected mineral.

I only trust that the English com-
pany now at work at Deloro will get
there, and get there soon.

Editor World : The record of nepotism
at the City Hall, published in your columns
yesterday, is simply a disgrace to the
civic service of 'oronto, and when Con-
troller McMurrich announces his aversion
to remedy or meddle with it he advertises
to the citizens that he is actuated either
b{ fear of the ‘‘nepotic’” combination or
through the mistaken idea that the elec:
torate at large will credit him with a char-
itable disposition and emphasize the com-
Eument with their votes. Let me assure

im that the City of Toronto is in no
mood at the present time to condone shame-
ful injustice. There are hundreds of the
city’s most competent men just now out of
employment, most of them re r taxpay-
ers, all of them quite as able for clvie
positions as those filling them, and more
than willing to work for even less than
the usual remuneration. Is it right, or
honest, or decent, in any sense, that these
should be overlooked in order that the civic
service may become a consanguineous hive
of plunder? Is it any wonder that there
should every year be such a scramble for
aldermanic seats when to each successful
candidate the position has come to mean
not only $300 for himself, but additional
posts for every ome of his own and his
wife’s relations? The citizens have been
looking up this matter with a jealous eye,
and are determined that henceforth it shall
be a sine qua non that not one of their
representatives, from the Mayor down,shall
have a single relative, direct or indirect,
in the service.

Lamb—what that means, and how it must
ultimately eventuate, Shocked.

The Court of Appeal Delivers a Number of
Interesting Judgments — Employes
Get Damages- Partnership Suifs.

In re Queen’s Counsel the Court of Ap-
peal decided that since the passing of 36
Vie. (0.), ch. 8, the Lieutenant-Governor of
Ontario in Council has the right to appoint
Queen’s counsel to take precedence over
all others In Ontario courts. The office is
a clivil right clearly within sec. 13, B.N.A.

The court answered all four questions sub-
mitted to them in the ntﬂrm&lve.

THE TRANSFER WAS GOOD.

In Gurofski v. Harris the facts were that
the defendant conveyed certain land to his
daughter while an action for slander was
pending against him. The daughter was

aware of the action, but took the land in
payment of a debt due to her by her
father. The land was worth about the
amount of the debt. A Divisional Court,
overruling the judgment of the trial judge,
held that in this action the conveyance in
question being attacked under 13 Bliz., ch.
b, by the plaintiff, who ame a creditor
by judgment three mon after it was
given, and there being’ no other creditor,
the preferring of one creditor was not a
ground under the terms of the statute for
setting aside the conveyance as fraudulent
and vold; and also that a person suing for
a tort is not a creditor within the Ontario
law respecting preferences, This court af-
firmed the decision of the Divisional Court
and dismissed the action and appeal of
plaintiff, with costs.

THE EMPLOYE’'S VERDICT STANDS.

In Talbot v. Canada Colored Cotton Co.
the plgintiff obtained a verdict for damages
sustul, ed by her while employed in defen-
dants’ factory. The defendants appealed
and contended that the accident which
caused the trouble could not have been
:z:tl;led. The appeal was dismissed with

IN FAVOR OF DEFENDANT.

In Grimes v. Miller the plaintiff obtained
a verdict of $200 against Defendant Miller
and $50 against Defendant Kennedy in an
action for maliclous prosecution, tres)
and false arrest. The defendants appealéd.
The court direct judgment to be entered
against defendants, with costs, but if par-
ties are not satistled then a new trial is
directed, costs to abide the event, and cost
of appeal to defendants,

SUIT OVER A BONUS.

In Winn v. Town of Milton the plaintiff
obtained a judgment against the, defendants
for $600, amount of a bonus promised them
if they established a boot and shoe faec-
tory in the town and employed 60 hands.
The question is whether the head of the
firm and his son, the latter being a part-
ner as well as foreman, should be counted
in the number of hands. The trial judge
found for plaintiffs and a Divisional Court

"THE TRANSFER WAS PROPER.

The question in Fleming v. Edwards was
whether a transfer of property made by
a husband to his wife should bexset aside
on the ground that it was made because
the husband intended to afterwards en-
sage In a business which was attended
with some risk. The husband was quite
solvent at the time of the transfer. The
trial judge dismissed the action and a
'lj{lll‘;;sionaltCourt se!:t that judgment aside.

A" JUDGMENT RESTORED.

In Montgomery v. Corbett another con-
veyance was attached. It was made by
defendant Samuel Uorbett to his son. The
plaintiff eight months after the conveyance
obtained a verdict against the father of $1
damages and $400 costs. The defenBe was
that the conveyance was simply earrying
out a family arrangement. The trial judge
dismissed the action and a Divisional Court
on appeal reversed the judgment at the
trial. This court allow the appeal with
costs and restore the judgment of the trial
Judge. :

A WILL HOLDS GOOD.

In May v. Logie the question was as to
the validity of a testamentary paper in the
following words: “It is my wlﬂ that as to
all my estate, both real and personal, my
wife Elizabeth, and I hereby appoint my
sald wife Elizabeth to be executrix to this
will.” The action brought by the assignees
of the heirs of the testator against the
assignees of the widow, the executrix, to
recover possession of the land In gquestion
was dismigsed with costs on the ground
that the above devise to the wife passed
the real estate to her, andl this court now
dismiss the plaintiffs’ appeal therefrom
with costs.

THE BANK LOSES.

In Harris v. Bank of Toronto the ques-
tion was whether a transaction between
Mr. Verral and Mr. Harris, in which Mr.
Verral put up the money and Mr. Harris
supplied the skill and certain sheep were
purchased, was a joint venture or a loan.
The defendant,who had a judgment against
Harrls, seized the sheep, and on an inter-
pleader issue the trial judge found in favor
of the Bank, and held that the Bill of
Sale and Chattel Mortgage Act applied. A
Divisional Court overruled the trial judge
and this court now affirmn the decision of
the Divisional Court.

THE INSURANCE COMPANY LOSES.

In Johnson v. Dominion Grange Mutual
Fire Insurance Association the plaintiff
recovered a verdict at the trial at Walker-
ton after loss by fire of his barn and its
contents. The defendants appealed and
contended that they were released because
of a change material to the risk in that
the plaintiff for the purpose of working a
grain-crusher had set a steam engine beside
the barn when the wind was blowing in
the direction of it. The court dismissed
the appeal with costs,

DAMAGES STRUCK OUT.

In MeCausland v. Hill the defendant’s
wife and one Pearson bought from an as-
signee for benefit of creditors the assets
of a business carried on by the defendant
and one Ferguson under the name of the
Toronto Plate Glass Importing Co. The
plaintiffs contended that owing to a cove-
nant in an agreement made between them
and Hill, the defendant, in 1893, by which
Hill agreed not to carry on a plate glass
business, the defendant's wife and Pearson
could not employ Hill in carrying on the
business. The appeal of defendant from
judgment at the trial granting perpetual
injunction and $200 damages was dismissed,
but the judgment was varied by striking
out the amount awarded for damages.

AN EMPLOYE'S INJURIES,

Cavanagh v, Park was another case of
compensation for injuries. The plaintiff
lost part of one foot in the defendant's
factory. -He clalmed that the machine
which caused the Injury was not guarded
and obtuined judgment. This court affirm-
ed the judgment,

Then more than an inch and a half was
tzken out and the surgeoms next turned to
the dog. F'rom the animal the sclatic nerve
was removed and cut Into a length corre-
sponding to the pleces removed from the
man's wrist. It was about half the size
of a lead pencll. It was laid next to that
of the man, end to end, and two holes
were bored in each, so that sflk sutures
might draw them ther.
peration was %er!onned on the ulnar nerye,
after which the incision was closed. &
straggling ends of the nerves had been hard
to find and the operation had consumed
two hours.

SENSATION IN A WEEK.

In a week the patient was able to feel a
slight sensation over the mended nerves.
Then he announced complete control of his
hand. The operation had been successful.
It was performed by Dr. R, Peterson of
this city in the presence and with the as-
sistance of House Physiclan Cug) of St.
Mark’s Hospital; Dr. Grablel of Caledonia
and Dr. Hooker of Grand Rapids.

The dog, a small black spaniel, died. Be-
fore it was rendered unconscious is was
given eight grains of morphine to bring
about a merciful ‘end.

The case will be fully reported in the
medieal and secientific journals of the coun-
try by the physicians Interested. Dr. Pe-
terson is preparing an exhaustive treatise
upon it. He antieipates in his discovery
the remedy for many cases of partial pa-
ralysis.
