Ottawa, April 18.—(Special.)—The dry,
monot atmosphere that has pervaded
the House since the budget speeches have
been well started was dissipated this after-
noon by a vigorous onslaught upon the
Janus-faced utterancés of J. Israel Tarte,
Deminion Minister at large and Canada’s
representative at the Paris Exposition, Mr.
‘Monk, professor of law at McGill Univer-
sity, and one of the clearest exponents of
Conservatism in the House, caustically re-
vealed the vagaries of the peripatetic’ Min-
ister, and incidentally called him *‘a blatant
humbug and mountebank.”

Business Went in a Canter,

The business of the House was rapldly
disposed of in a preliminary canter before
the event of the afternoon.

Mr. Britton presented a petition asking
leave to introduce a bill relating to the To-
ronto and Georglan Bay Short Line Kallway
Company. It was received.

Mr. Sutherland’s bill to amend the ELand
Titles Act of 1804 was read a first time.

Mr. Taylor read a letter from a shipping
firm In Kingston asking when the Govern-
ment proposed to open canal navigation.

Minister Blair, in reply, sald it would be
opened at the earliest possible moment.
The dates fixed were: Welland Canal, April
25, St. Lawrence Canal, April 27, and La-
chine Canal, May 1." He thought it was
hardly likely that scheduled time would be
kept, for he was Informed that at preseat
there was 13 feet of ice at Port Colborne
harbor.

The Inflow of Japs.

Col. Prior called the attention ot Sir Wil-
frid to the fact that Japs were pouring into
Canada, and suggested that some restric-
tion should be placed upon this immigration,
for it was in part pauper.

Sir Wilfrid said that for Imperia] reasons
no restrictions would be placed on the Japs,
tho, if they were paupers, the Immigration
Act would cover the ground.

Supplies For Boys in Africa.

In answer to a series of guestions from
Mr, Clarke, the Minister of Militia said that
the department had no knowledge that
Lord Roberts had written to local commit-
tees in England asking for supplies of Car-
digan walstcoats, etc., to be sent to British
forces in South Africa.

WENT BACK TO SLAVERY.
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AFEKING

Interesting LetterFrom Lady siroh Wilson—No Shelling on Sun-
dasy a Blessing to the Harassed Garrison—S8heils Thrown
Into Woman’s Camp—A Skgtch of the Town’s Defender.

_ .London, April 6.—That most dramatic of
ali the features of the war, the siege of
Mafeking, continues to occupy thé Arst
place in the attention of the British jpeo-
ple, and every scrap of Information that
comes from the beleaguered little garrison
is welcomed. There are strong expectations
in official as well as general circles at this
time of writing that news of relief by Plu-
mer's or some other force will come soon.
It is certain that no disaster in South Afri-
ca would cause such deep and widespread
digappointment and grief in England as the
fallure to save Baden-Powell’s brave ocand.
A budget of interesting detalls of the slege,
which somehow has found its way ‘hru
the cordon of Boers around the town and .
then thru Rhodesla and overland to the sea,
hus at length reached London. It bringk
down the story of the slege to Jan. 20, two
long months ago. Later news has come
by cable, bat it is the bald, scrappy intel-
ligence.  The writers of these communica-
tions are Lady Sarah Wilson and the cor-
respondent of The Times.
+ Lady Sarah’s Letter, '

Lady Sarah Wilson's letter appears in
The Mail of yesterday, and from it the
following paragraphs are taken: :

“A feature of the town at present is its
bombproofs or shelters from shell fire.

only shelter In the town on the top of
which a 94-peund shell actually explod2d—
without even making the glasses jingle, or
disturbing, various war trophies hung on
the walls Inside. As an example of the cu-
rious effects of these shells and the mar-
velous escapes recorded. I may mention
that a fragment of this one went thru a
rcom of Mr. Well’s adjacent house, taking
a canary and cage with it thru the window,
and leaving them at some distance, while
ancther plece went into a house across the
street, making mincemeat of a sewing ma-
chine and a new dress a young lady was
waking, and which she had left but three
minutes before, Except this misfortune
and the death of the canary no harm was
done—but, alas! the same tale cannot al-
ways be told.

where, and are generally fired In threes
or fours. As the latter whistle overhead
the sound resembles that of a very long
cattle whip sharply cutting the air, crack-
ed and manipulated by a master hand;
very different is the sickening whirr of 2
big shell, followed by the dull thud and
erash denoting where it has dealt death
and destruction. At least 700 of the 94-
pounder shells have been fired into this
urdaunted little town, and it is computed
in all certainty 5000.misslles of different
kinds of destructive power frém the Boer
Artillery have found their billets here.
There is something very cowardly in the
fairly regular evenihg shell from the big
gun, whiol is usually loaded and.aimed |
at sundown and fired off between 8 and
9 o'clock, or even later, over a partially
sleeping town, very early hours being kept
here, when the Boers must know men and
women may be killed, indiscriminately.

How It Affects the Women,

“Jor the last shot wearled ‘womeun and

children generally wait before leaving the'r
shelters and seeking their beds. in their
vorions houses; but sometimes, as a re-
finement of cruelty, §t is not fired at all,
and these evenings the poor things creep
to bed at last with many forebodlags.
_“A curious phase of the Boer characteér
is the much vaunted observance of the
Sabbath, and on this day, by a sort of
mutual agreemeént, nelther side fired 2
shot, . Pale women and children emerge
from the laager, dressed in their Sunday
best, the shops are open and do a lively
trade, services go on in the little English
Church, still almost uninjured, and every
one is able safely to ride and walk abouf
the town and outside on the veldt within
our lines. So differemt is the aspect of
everything that one could hardly believe
it is the same town. In the afternoon,
upder the ausplices of the C.O., sports are
organized, the band plays, and every one
theroly . enjoys himself.

“Other Sundays the officers of the gar-
rison engage in a polo match and dispense
tea to their friends, and almost the whole.
town turns up on the polo ground, fairly
revelling .in the fresh air and sunshine,
There is no doubt that to every one, but
more - especially to the women - and child-
ren, this happy one day in the seven is an
inexpressible boon and that their spirits
are kept up and their health improved by
living In anticipation of this outing.”

MEN WORKING AT CROTON LANDING

Cavalry Encamped on the Hills
Had No Reason to Throw Out
Extra Guards,

Croton Landing, N, Y., Aprll 18.—~When
the preparatory whistle was blown at
Cornell Dam this morning at 6.30 o'clock,
800 stonemasons,.drillers and other classes
of skilled labor took up their tools and
iprepared to go to work. No hostile dem-
onstration of any sort was offered.

The eavalry troops encamped on the hillg
overlooking the dam were in readiness,
but no extra guards were thrown out.
At 7 o'clock the masons were ready to re-
sume, They were aided by 40 laborers,
who had been concealed, it is said, in
some part of the works all night, The
contractors assert that 13 of the striking
laborers returned to work, but the strikers
deny this, The leader, Rotella, maintains
that the demand for $1.50 a day will be
continued, and that the masons cannot go
on without the assistance of laborers. The
backhone of the strike,-from the view of
the contractors, Is broken, but Rotella ex-
presses the opinion that the demands he
makes will be complied with eventually;
that it will be impossible to get laborers
from New York to take the places of
those who are out.

The train has
been called after the Princess Christian,
because she devoted to this purpose the
balance of a Red Cross fund invested ln
Her Royal Highness’ name after the Soudan
campaign of 1885, and the borough of Wind-
sor contributed the sumi of £6100, and ex-
pressed the wish that the train should be
named after the Princess. Describing this
train, Sara Tooley says that‘it is narrow
in comparison with a Pullman, but it is so
constructed to sult the marrower South
African lines, It consists of seven bogle
carrlages, each about 36 feet In length and
8 feet wide, with a continuous passage
thru ‘the centre. The wood Is a pretty,
light-brown color, the cupboards and draw-
ers being white, with brass handles, The
first carriage is divided into three com-
partments—one fitted with a neat arrange-
ment of drawers and cupboards for linen
and other stores; the next compartment is
for the accommodation of two invalid offl.
cers, and has reversible lounges, which are
sofas by day and beds by night. The third
is a similarly fitted compartment for the
use of two Invalid nurses. The second car-
riage is also divided into three compart-
ments—the first a sitting room for the
medical officers, which, in addition to the
lamp in the roof, with which each com-
partment is lighted, has a couple of patent
brass swing candle-holders fixed on the
wall for the special acoommodntlgn of the
faculty when studiously Inclined; the sec-
ond compartment of ‘this carriage is as
cosy a dining room as one could  desire,
and, when the tabie is laid, has a very
unique appearance, =~ The tablecloth and
serviets are marked with a red cross.
The dinpner ware is of pure white, and
from dishes, plates and covers gleams a
red cross. The cutlery also bears the same
‘beautiful insignia. Even the black coal
scuttles and shovels in use on the traln are
marked with a red cross, and so are the
lovely little clocks fixed go cynningly in
sockets in the walls, There is nothing
which the Boers can loot or confiscate
without breaking the Convention of Ge-
neva; the cross protects everything. Be-
yond the dining room is a surgery, looking
very attractive with its orderly array of
bottles, firmly fixed In sockets. Four car-
rlages are fitted as hospital wards, each
constructed to accommodate 18 invalids and
foyr hospital orderlies. It is here that the
greatest difficulty was experienced by the
designers. Owing to the narrowness of
the train, to suit the South African lines
it has been necessary to place the beds in
three tiers on either side of the narrow
passageway. Anyone who has had any-
thing to do with the lfting and movlni' of
invalids will understand the difficulty of
hoisting a helpless patlent sideways onto
a bed closed on all sides but one, from a
passageway two feet six inches In width,
in which there is only room for one bearer
at the head of the stretcher and one at the
foot. This difficulty has been overcome
by a system of pulleys in the roof, which
ebables a bed with a patient on it to be
raised to the required level by ome man,
whilst the two pearers are left free to

a stove, lavatory and storing lockers, The
tgeventh carrlage contains the kitchen and
pantry, with berths for two cooks and a
compartment between for the guard. The
kitchen Is quite perfect, with its array of
shining copper pans and dainty cooking
utensils of the latest invention. Mere de-
scription cannot adequately convey the
compaet, dainty appearance of the train.
Every square inch has been utilized, ¢nd
besides the fitted cupboards and drawers for
linen, clothing, surgical and medical stores,
cutlery glass, crockery, provisions, etc,
two lockers have been placed in the roof of
each carriage for linen, The enamelled
white ironwork of the interfor fittings and
the bright draperies produce a pretty effect.
Nothing has been forgotten.

President Angell, after ‘trying his hand
at coleetion for two years, recommended
that a United States warshlp seize Smyr-
na, and collect revenues at the custom
house there suffictent to meet our claims.
This suggestion! was not seriously enter-
tained, nor is it now, Most of the im-
ant business Interests in Smyrna are

An attempt was made by Mr. Gibson to
langh off the effect of Mr. German's mu-
tiny, but there were many signs visible
during the taking of the division that the
incident had its serious side and deeply
chagrined the Government.

L Scott went insane ién 1871 and died some
four years later. Afterwards the Govern-
ment returned $6000 to the estate. Three
different tribunals had Investigated the
matter and in every case a different find-
ing was arrived at. Mr. German's idea
was that any two members of the Legis-
lature, coupled with a member of the Gov-
ernment, should investigate the whole mat-
ter over again.

Attorney-General Gibson replied that Sir
Oliver Mowat had gone into this case wilh
extreme carefulness and it was his opinion
that much more than the result of the

compromise was really due by the partles.
