Cleveland’s Career.
Cleveland started life as a clerk pre­

paring a herd book, during which he 
studied law. He worked hard and 
successfully and in 1870 was elected 
sheriff of Erie County. Tn 1881 Buffalo 
elected him mayor on the Democratic 
ticket after a crusade against corrup- 
tion. .
turned in 1882 as governor for New 
York State. Two years later he was 
nominated for the presidency, and a 
campaign of disgraceful personalities 
on both sides resulted In the defeat of 
his rival, J. G. Blaine. In 1888 he was 
defeated for re-election, but four years 
latlr he was again returned.

His famous message to Britain on 
the Venezuelan question was consid­
ered very bumptious and nearly pro­
voked war, but àrbitration followed. 
For some years after his retirement 
he delivered lectures at Princeton, and 
in 1904 he was suggested as Démo­
cratie candidate for the presidency, 
but emphatically declined.

Mr. Cleveland was 71 years old on 
March 18 last. During the past win­
ter Mr. Cleveland kept close to his 
home in Princeton until the approach 
of his birthday, when he went to Lake- 
wood with his family. He was a trus­
tee of the Equitable Life Assurance 
Society of this city and up to the time 
of his going eo Lakewood had attend­
ed to correspondence in connection 
with Jiis duties for that society.

raisers better to clear out their stock 
rather than to feed the cattle for the 
beef market. Those who bought feed 
and turned out a high grade quality 
of beet naturally had to charge a high 
price.”

"A second* cause,” said G. H. Waller 
& Son, ‘"is the scarcity of good beef 
both in the United States and in Great 
Britain. Chicago and English cattle­
men are still buying up choice Cana­
dian cattle. The Americans can get 
whatever price they ask, and conse­
quently they can afford to offer Cana­
dian cattle-raisers a much higher 
price thaii the market men of Toronto 
and other cities. In fact, it is almost 
impossible for the Canadian whole­
sale butchers to compete with the Am­
ericans.

“The Canadians are charging 22c 
per pound for choice cuts of sirloin 
and porterhouse steaks, and altho 
this is not quite so high as the Amer­
ican price, there is no chance of lower 
cost until the grass Is at Its best in 

-August.
maud is for steaks and other choice 
cuts* and all the stewing parts of the 
beef, for which the'butchers must pay a 
high price, have to' be sold within the 

of the common people or be 
thrown away. - Consequently, the price 
of the choice cuts must be raised in 
order to cover the loss on the stewing 
beef.”

When asked why it was that lamb 
would soon get cheaper, G. H. Waller 
& Son said: ‘‘Beef itself will be cheap­
er by the first week of August, when 
the grass will be at its best, but not 
before that. Now, lamb has been dear; 
a,t present it is selling at 20c a pound 
wholesale; the best cuts retail at 30c 
a pound. But lamb 
cheaper because in July there will be 
plenty of grass on which the lambs 
may mature, while in the case of cat­
tle sufficient quantity of good grass 
will ' not be in the pastures before 
August. In general it may be said 
that the price of beef will not change 
before the fall, when it looks as if it 
would get cheaper in Canada. If, 
however, the Americans are compelled 
by scarcity of feed and cattle to buy 
Canadian stock, this will outweigh 
the natural advantage in Canada of 
plenty of fodder and still keep the 
Canadian, prices high.”

The World also interviewed Thomas 
Price, manager of S. Price & Sons’ 
Dairy oh East Queen-street, as to the 
cost of• milk. Mr. Price said: "Milk 
won’t go any higher. Some people 
seem to think that the price of milk 
ought to go down In summer,1 because, 
as they opine, cows are at pasture, 
which means that good feed is cheap.

"This,” said Mr. Price, ”is true only 
in farming districts which produce 

On the other 
hand, choice dairy milk presents an­
other problem. The cows must be fed 
on meal If they are to produce a high- 
grade quality of milk for domestic pur­
poses. Tho, therefore, the farmers 
may pasture their cows and sell milk 
at a relatively low rate, ■ the city 
dairymen must feed their cattle on 
meal; they must cover certain Inci­
dental losses in summer, and besides, 
they must supply a very particular 
clientele who will have none but the 
best.

"We are,” continued Mr. Price, "now 
selling milk at 8c a quart in bulk and 
at 9c in the bottle; and our special 
clientele whom we supply from our 
Erin4ale farm are paying 13c a quart 
for cream-milk.

"We do not expect a rise in the price 
of milk, because the city dairymen 
have established a relatively fixed 
price. But It all depends on the crops 
this fall. If they are good and if 
prices on fodder go up, then milk must 
go up; for the dairymen must cover 
their losses, whatever be the cause.

"The high price of milk, of course, 
is due to thé shortage of feed last fall. 
The shortage still continues. And al­
tho good pasturage will soon arrive, 
grass does not make good milk. City 
dairymen must feed their cows with 
meal in order to get the best results. 
They have always this expense, what­
ever advantages 
farmers may have, 
toward accidents occur, milk will re­
main at about the same price."

THE RIGHT OF SUFFRAGE.

Philadelphia Record : It will be a 
sad day for the country when the vote 
of organized laborers, or the vote of 
unorganized laborers, or the vote of 
otganized or unorganized employers, or 
the vote of any religious sect, or the 
vote of naturalized citizens of any par­
ticular nationality, can for a stipulat­
ed consideration be delivered to either 
or any of the political parties of the 
country. When the individual voter 
ceases to act upoq his personal convic­
tions as to right and wrong In deter­
mining the policies of the governmeij, 
and turns over his ballot to be made 
an object of dicker at the hands of 
persons beyond his control, he becomes 
himself a menace to the public wel­
fare.

Still, unless un-' In spite of the activity of explorers 
for many centuries past, says Leslie’s 
Weekly, there are still portions of the 
globe that are very little known to the 
outside world. A country called Ta- 
Liang-Chang, just south of Thibet, had 
never until a little over a year ago, 
been penetrated by a white man. Re­
cently Cupt. ElOilone, a prominent 
French traveler, has returned to Paris 
after a visit to the hitherto almost un­
known land. Its inhabitants are call­
ed Lotos, and so far as historical re­
cords go, they have always been inde­
pendent. Efforts to subdue them have 
often been made by the Chinese, but 
the troops of the latter have Invariably 
been defeated and many of them cap­
tured and made slaves. The Lotos are 
good fighters, but In maintaining their 
independence they have been highly 
favored by the nature of the country. 
Ta-Liang-Chang is said to be the 
world’s largest natural fortress. It is 
bounded on the north by a river which 
cannot be forded, on the south, west 
and east by lofty mountains, with very 
few passes.

That le a 
question of some Importance and worthy 
of consideration; but what I should like 
to know, and doubtless many of your 
other readers, considering the enterprising 
and able way In which you cater to them, 
would also like to know Is, why racing 
must go.

Perhaps these hon. gentlemen are not 
aware tnat the question of marking tne 
manufacture of gold and sliver goods 
is interesting other countries than 
Canada. Tne United states have 
passed admirable regulating acts with­
in the last couple of years, and are 
now engaged in creating a measure to 
regulate tne manutaccure of filled watch 
cases. The Australian Commonwealtn 
have likewise taken action and have 
had cause to refuse British hall-mark­
ed jewelry on tne ground that tne 
goods did not assay up to the quality 
stamped. France is also now active.. 
The rTench Government has made re­
quest of the British authorities that 
French Government assay marks be 
recognized in Britain,

Great Britain is busy also in further­
ing tne interests of her own manufac­
turers and protecting her consuming 
public from fraud. In additioh to the 
regular Goldsmiths' Hall Marking Act. 
their British Foreign Hall-Marks Act 
is supposed to deal a blow at foreign 
made articles of gold and silver whicn 
were hall-marked in their country, and 
thus easily palmed .off as Brltlsn, to 
the consequent disadvantage of tnelr 
genuine home-made. Great Britain 
went still farther. They have what is 
known as the Merchandise Mark Act, 
which provides that goods must be 
stamped, etc., with tne place from 
which they were made, for Instance 
"Made in France,” etc.

Canada is now about to create a 
measure of protection to her consum­
ing public on similar lines. Such a 
measure was created two years ago 
and placed upon the criminal code. 
The chief opposition to the measure 
was the fact that the Canadian manu­
facturer /Wished to maintain his mini­
mum standard lOkt. The senators 
above referred to, then waxed elo­
quent upon the reliability of English 
hall-marked goods, and as Britain al­
lowed 9kt. to be hall-marked, it was 
outrageous for Canada to not give equal 
récognition. Unt hat ground the measure 
was made inoperative and on account 
of this opposition-; a new bill was cre­
ated, not as valuable from a consum­
er's viewpoint as the previous one, but 
introduced with, the minimum standard 
altered to 9kt. Instead of lUkt., in -di­
ked opposition to the request by me­
morial 'of. the Canadian manufacturers, 
who still claim that it is unwise to 
place goods on the Canadian market 
made of a quality less than lOkt. gold 
alloy, and wno also state that much of 
the English hall-marked 9kt. goods are 
not reliable and should not be per­
mitted to come into Canada for 
sumption. In this they 
proof, as Australia found it necessary 
to retuse British hall-marked goods into 
Australia.

In a letter published iivtlTe June edi­
tion of The British Watchmaker, Jew­
eler, Silversmith and Optical Journal, 
Auther Westwood, assay master, Bir­
mingham, admits that the hall-marked 
goods, refused by the Australian cus­
toms authorities would not assay up 
to standard. Surely it is; not a crime 
to protect the Canadian public, even”1 
if in doing so the Canadian manufac­
turer received a measure of protection. 
The government in this case seesi to 
be blinded to the real purpose of the 
act, namely, to enable the Canadian 
consumer, to distinguish spurious from 
reliable goods, and are certainly not 
warranted in lowering Canadian stand­
ards' to suit foreign manufacturers. 
The tendency should be to raise the 
standards, even as lOkt. is considered 
too low by many.

nected with the primers and all hands 

to a sa.f6 distance, while Miss 
Cotton, daughter of the brigadier-gen­
eral, set it off.

With a roar
went off and the steel rail was 

cut slick and clean at one end and the 
portion where the gun cotton had 
touched was shattered Into a thousand
P*A “fou gasse” was fired next. This 
is a contrivance by which a party am­
bushed on a hillside may demolish a 
squadron or brigade of cavalry or In­
fantry which happens to be marching 
along a roadway at the foot of the 
hill without the aid of cannon. First 
a conical hole is dug into the face of 
the bank above the highway. A flat 
stone is placed in the apex and against 
this a block of gun cotton connected 
with a battery Is P'aced The hole Is 
filled with stones and brickbats and 
when touched oft throws a shower of 
death-dealing missiles out over the 
passing army. The shot fired to-day 
literally showered the lake for a 
dius of about 300 yards.

For the third experiment a large log 
raft was constructed and towed out 
Into the lake to where a mine had 
been sunk. The mine comprised a wa­
terproof bag enclosing gun cotton and 
attached to a battery. When the bat­
tery was touched the raft was com­
pletely shattered, the pieces flying 30 
feet into the air. „ .

Fielding Says So—The Bounties on 
Lead.

OTTAWA, June 24.—The minister of 
finance said to-day that the question 
of government audit was Important 
and deserving of consideration in con­
nection with the regular revision of 
the Bank Act, but there would be 
nothing this session.

Explaining the lead bounty resolu­
tion, he said that five years ago the 
government had decided to give $500,- 
OOD a year for five years In lead bount­
ies, a total of $2,500,000. This had 
been a help, but not as great as was 
expected.
the five year period, the total paid 
out would be about $750,000. It was 
now proposed to extend the period for 
another five years, without going be­
yond the original $2,500,000.

In committee the measure was 
amended so as to limit the bounty 
payments In any one year to $500,000.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier moved that af­
ter to-day there be no six o'clock ad­
journments on Wednesday, and George 
Taylor proposed that the house ad-
