ENGLISH RAILWAY WRECK

Express Train From
Scotland to Bristol
Derailed Today.

.Bodies of Dead and Injured
Buried Under Tangled Mass
of Wreckage--Darkness and
Heavy Rain Retarded Work
of Rescue.

_————

LONDON, Oct. 15—News that the
Shrewsbury express train had been de-
railed, reached here at 10 o'clock this
morning. It is reportéd that sixteen per-
sons were killed and that many others
were injured.

SHREWSBURY, Eng., Oct. 15 — A
‘train made up of passenger coaches bound
from Scotland and the north of England
to Bfistol, left the rails as it was enter
ing the station here at an early hour this
morning. Sixteen persons ,including ten
passengers, were killed and many more
were injured. The London and North
Western Railroad on which the train was
running, curves sharply as it nears
Shrewsbury, and there is a standing order
that the engineers must not exceed a
epeed of ten miles an hour at that point.
Disregard of the order is believed to be
the cause of the accident. The engine and
all the cars with the exception of the last
one left the rails and when . the officials

m the railroad station reached the spot

e cars were a tangled mass of wreckage,
beneath which were the bodies of the dead
and injured. Fortunately the wreck did
not catch fire and the doctors and salvage
cygews, who soon reached the spot, did
not have this added danger to fight in the
darkness and pouring rain, which, how-
ever retarded the work of rescue, and
several hours elapsed before the last body
was taken out. The killed include the en-
gineer and fireman, guards and postal
clerks who were in the mail car immedi-
ately behind the tender of the engine.

FREDERICTON. Oct. 15 (Special)—In
the presence of a large concourse of. peo-
ple, including clergy and prominent lay-
men from every part of the diocese, the
remains of the late bishop were commit-
ted to the grave in St. John’s cemetery,
Nashwaaksis, this afternoon.

The funeral was one of the largest seen
here in many years, and the streets
through which the cortege passed were
crowded with spectators.

At eight o’clock this morning Holy
Communion was celebrated at  the Ca-
thedral by Bishop Richardson, assisted by
Archdeacons Forsythe and Newnham,
and Sub-Dean Street. There was a large
congregation and a number of visiting
clergy were present. The body lay in
state - from nine o’clock until one and
was viewed by a large number of people.

The funeral service proper, which com-
menced at 2.30 o'clock, was conducted by
Bishop Richardson, - aesisted by Bishop
Worrell, of Nova Scotia. The cathedral
was crowded to the doors and the beauti-
ful and impressive service was followed
with the greatest interest.

Crisp who for the past two years has
been in charge of the St. Martins Meth-
odist church, has beén ill for a week, dur-
ing which time he has been confined to
the house, and medical aid was not sum-
moned until yesterday, when the doctor
after 'careful examination discovered that
his patient was suffering trom an attack
of small-pox and at once communicated
the fact to Secretdary Thomas M. Burns,
who immediately semt up the ambulance
and a local physician with instructions to
vaccinate the inmates of the house, place
it under quarantine and make a thorough
investigation in order to loeste the source
of the disease.

On arrival in St.‘ John the patient will
be placed in thetIsolation Hospital. Rev.
Mr. Crisp is a yoting man 'and unmarried.

Wild Scene in Montreal
Stock Exchange This
Morning.

Detroit United Passed Dividend
and Sagged, and Other
Stocks Followed---Big De-
dines in Entire Speculative
List.

MONTREAL, Oct. 15—(Special)—There
was a panic in the stock market this
morning. Yesterday afternoon following
the announcement of the passing of the?
quarterly Detroit United dividend, the
market sagged seriously, but this morn-
ing the sagging became panicky. From 350
at the close of the market yesterday, the
price dropped to 40 at the opening today
and later dropped to 28 1-2. Toledo a close
traction relative of Detroit which has
also passed its dividend dropped to 10.
Naturally the whole market was badly af-
fected and prices of all prominent specu-
lative features went off with Detroit.

Dom. Iron went off to 14 1-2, Montreal
Power to 84 34, Montreal Street Railway
to 175, Nova Scotia Steel to 59 7-8, Rio to
35 1-4, Mexican to 40, Twin City 86, To-
ronto Ry 94 1-2, Dom. Coal to 42, and so
on throughout the list.

The passing of the Detroit dividend,
which is very largely responsible for to-
day’s break, is looked upon in the street
in a very uncharitable light.

The scene on the floor of the stock ex-
change was an animated one and there
was a great deal of suppressed excitement
among brokers who are not supposed to
get' excited about such things, not even
if the bottom fell completely out of the
market.

Messengers were rushed in with orders
to sell and buy, but it seemed as though
the selling orders must have largely
in the majority.

Telephones were ringing continuously
and brokers ' although called out were
loath to leave the scene of activity in the
centre of the hall.

GET THE CONTRACT

France Invited to Establis
Protectorate--Order Has No&
Been Restored or Busmesd
Resumed at Casablanca-«
The Suitan Distrusted.

TANGIER, Oct. 15—Judging from th
latest semi-official declarations here, Bul
tan Abd-El-Aziz, during the conferenc:
with the French minister at Babat, in-
vited France to consider the question of es:
tablishing a . protectorate over Morocco, in
cluding the immediate occupation of th
entire coast. The mest disquieting fea
ture of the general situation with the ex:
ception of the reported request of the
‘Sultan that the ports be occupied by
French troops, is the practical certaint:
that an attempt is now imminent to im-=
pose foreign military police upon the i
ous seaports of Morocco, which it is bee
lieved will meet with fierce resistance‘
upon the part of the natives.

The Franco-Spanish authorities haved
announced their intention of beginningj
the new international police service at!
an early day in November and with the
chief of police, Colonel Muller ,the ex-offi-
cer in the Swiss army, they are now or-j’
ganizing. the force, and planning its instal«
lation.

While professing warm devotion to
France, Abd-el-Aziz informed the Fren
minister now at Rabat, that, though hel
gratefully accepted the srvices of the for<
eign officers in the organization of the ine
ternational police, and would pay fof
them, the actual police force must be com«
posed of Moorish subjects of France, and
he continued to regard the Algeciras cons
vention as being binding. France, how<«
ever, desired to utilize large numbers of
the soldiers of the Foreign Legion, Spahis,
and other Algerian troops known as ‘“The
Butchers of Casablanca,” which naturally
is likely to excite the animosity of th
natives. )

The importance of the attitude of Abds
El-Aziz towards the proposed French pro-
tectorate over Morocco and occupation of};
the ports, cannot be overestimated.: Ac-
cording to the views-taken in diplomatia
circles_ here, it means not only-
intervention probably with a reconstruce
tion of the terms of the Algericas Convens
tion, but the immediate and thorough re-
sistance of the natives, who are now
wrought to «the  highest pitch of excite-
ment, by the report that Abd-El-Aziz is
delivering himself into the hands of the
French.

The resumption of business and restor-
ation of normal conditions at Casablanca
as reported by the pro-French press of
Morocco are disproved by information ' re-
ceived here from Mazagan which says
“Moors returning here from Casablanca
if caught by the government troops, have
ropes put around their necks and are
beaten through the camp.”

BULLISH WHEAT
SUPPLY FIGURES

All American and European
Stocks Less Than a Year
Ago.

(Bradstreet’s.)

Slow marketing of the new wheat crop
and liberal exports from this country and
Canada were responsible for movements
out of the ordinary in this country’s and
Canada’s visible supply during September.
Thus instead of the large increases in vis-
ible stocks normally shown during Sep-
temBer an actual decrease was recorded,
and as a result the total visible supply at
the close of that month was smaller than
at the same date in the preceding month
for the first time in geveral years. Al
th&ugh Kuropean supplies gained slightly
in September, the increase was much

_ emaller than a year ago, and the world’s
visible supply <a October 1 is consider-
ably smaller than last year, whereas a
month before the reverse was the case.
In other words, late or smaller crop move-
ment has brought about a reversal of
wheat-suply figures the world over, which
the advance of wheat prices to the highest
level reached since August, 1905.

United States and Canadian supplies of
wheat decreased 3,600,000 bushels in Sep-
tember, as against a gain of 19,000,000
_ bushels a year ago, while European stocks
increased only 7,400,000 bushels, against
12,500,000 in September, 1906, the net re-
sult being a gain of only 3,800,000 bushels
in the world's visible suppiy in Septem-
ber, as against 31,900,000 bushels in Sep-
tember, 1906, and 23,000,000 bushels in
September, 1905. Perhaps the most re-
markable example of the reversal of usual
conditions is shown in the reduction of
nearly 3,000,000 bushels in Canadian stocks
as against a gain of 14,500,000 Vbushels in
September last year. All American stocks
of wheat are nearly 2,000,000 bushels
smaller than a year ago, while European
stocks are 12,000,000 bushels less, the
world’s visible supply being 13,800,000
buehels less than in October 1, 1906, while
15,000,000 bushels larger than on October
1, 1005 .

Mr. Hill, thus long ago, anticipated the
coming antipathy on the part of politicians
and the rabble ,against a railroad com-
pany’s having anything on hand indicative
of prosperity and long-headed investment
(as in the case of Union Pacific) except
tracks, locomotives and cars, and he put
into a separate pocket the nuggets which
a well managed railroad is sure to accu-
mulate, and these things now are contrib-
uting their beneficial guota of earnings to
the Great Northern stockholders.  The
anathemas of the rabid crowd are thus

shunted off.

PIG IRON PRODUCTION

While production of pig iron in the
United States continues to increase over
1906, the Seprember figures show that
the tendency, as contrasted with recent-
ly preceding months this year, is to show
a elight decrease. Thus, according to the
Iron Age, the production in September
was 2,183,487 tons, against 2,254,410 tons
for August and 2,204,005 tons for May.
when production was at a record point.
For the nin: months of the current cal-
endar year the production aggregated 10,-
911,302 tons, the increase over the same
period of 1906 being 1,708,540 tons, or 9._5
per cent, while, as compared with 1905,
the increase is no less than 20.3 per cent.

SHORT-WEIGHT BUTTER

The Times has waited with patience for
@ statement or explanation from those
who ought to protect the public from the
sale of short~weight butter.

No official communication of any sort
has been received at this office. :

The Times is informed that in Ontario
any peace officer or policeman may enter
» @tore, ask to see butter or bread weigh-
ed, and if it is short he has power to con-
fiscate it and compel the dealer to deliver
it to some charitable institution.

As to shrinkage in weight a correspon-
dent writes to the Times:—

“With regard to shrinkmge the facts
are;:—Butter ,to go on the English mar
ket, must not contain over 16 per cent.
moisture. Ontario and Quebec butter,
when tested in England showed only 10
per cent,. to 12 per cent of moisture. Not
much chance of shrinkage there, when
wrapped or packed in parafine coated box-
es. But at a convention of butter makers

at Charlottetown, P. E. I., some two or
three years ago, a leading butt.er maker
boasted that from 100 lbs. butter fat he
produced 128 lbs butter, being 12 Ibs.
more than allowed in England and 16 to
18 lbs. more water than in Ontario or
Quebec.”

It is obvious that the question now rais-
ed in New Brunswick cannot be left un-
settled. Full weight in prints of butter
should be enforced. The customer should
not be asked to pay for that which he
does mot receive. If butter may be sold
short in weight, why not bread, tea, flour,
or any other of the staple necessaries?

If there is not m;fﬁcient legislation at
present to protect the consumer, or if an
adequate law is not properly enforced, the
remedy must be applied.

SENSATION AT
NORTH SYDNEY

Mail Bag Stolen Containing
$3,500—No Definite Clue
.to Thieves as Yet.

NORTH SYDNEY, N. S, Oct. 14—
The robbery of a mail bag containing
$3,500, on Monday night last, is the prin-
cipal topic of conversation here.

The facts of the case are that on Mon-
day, a package of money containing the
amount mentioned, with a label attached
marked in large letters ““$3,600,” was sent
by the Bank of Nova Scotia agency here
for transmission to the head office at
Halifax. The money was received at the
post office, and about 6.30 o’clock Monday
night, Miss McKenzie, the young lady
mail clerk, whose duty it is to look after
all registered parcels, gathered up the
different packages, letters, etc., and placed
them in their respective bags. In ome of
the small red striped bags, used for the
purpose, Miss McKenzie placed the three
registered letters for Halifax besides the
parcel containing the $3,000.

The work of sealing the pouches had all
been attended to by Miss McKenzie ex-
cept the bag containing the bank’s $3,500.
While the young lady was engaged in
melting the wax with a match, it was ex-
tinguished. This annoyed Miss McKenzie,
who let the bag drop. Mr. Ledbetter, an
employe, however, then took hold of it,
and finished the sealing process. What
disposition was afterwards made of the
bag no person in the office can even sur-
mise. What actually happened afterwards
seems to be a blank. Still nothing was
noticed by the clerk and the bag con-
taining the small pouches was placed in
the safe and Tuesday morning sent to
the railway station.

The railway clerks that night failed to
find the package and inquiries were in-
stituted at once. It was thought the
package might have been missent to To-
ronto, St. Pierre or Newfoundland, but
enquiries at these places elicited nothing
new. This gave a rather eerious turm,
and those working in the office began to
wonder who cquld steal the money. Then
it was discoveréd that a certain well
known person, who left the town the
morning after the robbery, had been in
the office from about five o’clock to seven
in the evening, and had been standing
close to where Miss McKenzie had been
working.

It developed that the person suspected
had changed a $100 bill, of which there
were three in the parcel, and that he
had suddenly left the city and gone to
Charlottetown, where he has made ex-
tensive purchases.

Detective Bradley of Charlottetown
has been telegraphed a description of the
man and the agency of the Bank of N.
S. here also wired the Charlottetown
branch to be on the lookout. It is believed
the suspect will be found at Summerside
and news of his arrest is hourly expected.

BOARD OF SCHOOL
TRUSTEES MEETING

r
At a meeting 0f the school board last
night 1t was decided that the trustees
should visit Winter street school at 2

o’clock Wednzeday to eee what is best to
be done to relieve the congestion for next
year.

Mr. Day, in behalf of some dissatisfied
people in the North End, protested against
the scholars of that district being de-
barred from the manual training school.
It wae explained to him that it is the
intention of the board to open such
schools in the North and West Ends if
that in Waterloo street proves a success.

The trustees received an unpleasant re-
minder of the Weldon lot project in the
shape of a bill from Architect H. H.
Mott for $1,000 on account. There was
a good deal of discussion over it, but final-
ly the secretary was instructed to ask him
to render his bill in full.

Isaac Mercer, janitor of the Victoria
annex, asked an increase of pay to $30 a
month. This was referred to the build-
ings committee.

The secretary’s report for September
showed a tota} enrollment of 7,266, which
is 116 greater than for the same month
the previous year. The daily average at-
tendance was 88 3-4 per cent. although, as
Superintendent Bridges reported, several
of the schools showed as high as ninety
and ninety-two per cent.

Trustees Coll, Russell and Day were
appointed to examine into the condition
of the boiler in the Leinster street school,
which had besn reported unsafe.

VICTIMS OF |
CONSUMPTION

Two Children Died On Same%
Day, Six Weeks After I‘ather;
---Sad Instance of Ravagesl
of Great White Plague. |

l

The ravages of the dread “white
plague” have been responsible for much
of the sorrow that has woven itself into{
the warp and woof of human existence, |
but it is difficult to imagine a story more
sad than that relating to a family which |
came to Toronto from England eighteen
months ago.

The only survivor today of that family |
of four i the former wife and mother,
Mrs. Walter Lee, 28 Foxley street. Her|
husband died six weeks ago in Weston
Sanitarium, and this afternoon two little
bodies were borne away to St. James’ cem-
etery, One was that of Walter Lee, aged
two years and seven months, and the oth-
er was that of Joseph Lee, who, had he
lived, would have been eleven months old
next Saturday.

Walter died at 11.30 on Tuesday
evening, while his infant brother passed
away at half-past two this morning. Tu-
berculosis was the cause of their deaths.

The illness which culminated in little
Walter's eath developed from an attack
of whooping cough about three months
ago.

“He was a very healthy child,” said
the grief-stricken mother today, “and 1
had begun to think that he had completely
escaped the disease which took away his
father. He was very playful, and, when
I went out working, 1 used to leave him
in the creche until I could take care of
him again. Then the whooping cough
came, and the poor little fellow seemed to
sink from that day. We had him placed
in the Sick Children's Hospital, but they
told us finally that they could do nothing
| for him there. When he came home again
LDr. Webster attended him constantly, and
everything possible was done.

“Though he was very weak, he liked to
be up and about, and on the morning of
the day he died he stood and watched me
while I washed his brother.”

Mnrs. Lee states that Joseph ,the young-
er child, had never been very strong, but
she had never lost hope that wilh the
best medical aid that she could procure
her infant son might become in time as
| robust as the other. About seven weeks
| ago, however — just at the time of the
| father’s death — the little fellow’s condi-
tion grew serious, and his vitality grad-
ually ebbed. -

Mr. Lee, who was only about 30 years
of age, was an industrious laborer, and
it is eaid of him that at times he became
80 weakened that he would give out en-
tirely while at work. Bravely he fought
lagainst his illness; but it gradually over-
| came him, and he went to Weston Sani-
‘tarium for treatment. So advanced was
the disease, however, that his condition
gradually grew worse.

Many kind friends have interested them-
selves in the family, and their sympathy
is, it is understood, soon to find tangible
expression on behalf of Mrs. Lee. Iore-
most among those who have assisted her
|in her great trouble she counts Mrs. Chas.
McFarland, part of whose home éhe now
occupies.

“There never was anything sadder than
this,” sobed Mrs. M¢Farland, as she stood,
with the mother, weary and heartsore, be-
side the tiny coffins’and gazed upon the
little faces now calmxcin death.

“I have never seéilpeople so full of hope
as Mr. and Mrs. Liee were on arriving in
this country. They always appeared so
happy, never complaining of the cloud
which seemed to threaten. I believe they
had some belief that the change of climate
in coming from London to Canada, would
do them great good.”

Shortly before the family removed to
Canada Mrs. Lee’s mother died. Though on
the verge of collapse from the great strain
caused by the heavy hand of death in tak-
ing away her loved ones, Mrs. Lee is now
in fairly good health.

Ottawa, Oct. 14—John Byrnes head of
the general inspection branch of the
department of trade -and commerce, has
returned from an official trip to the west.
iAs an indication of the effect of late
threshing this year he mentions that in
September 1906, wheat was received at
Fort William and Port Arthur to the
amount of 4,104,776 bushels, whereas for
the same month this year only 600,778
bushels reached the terminus.

Dealing with the crop estimate Mr.
Byrnes figures it out that, making evéry
possible allowance for damage taking into
consideration the increased acreage, there
must be 83,000,000 bushels.

He says that the largely increased
acreage under coarser grains will prove a
boon to the farmers, owing to the high
prices ruling.

The pure food lawe in the United States
having made it necessary for the maltsters
to use a superior grade of barley - the
higher qualities of this grain are command-
ing excellent prices.

'PROF. BELL ALMOST
READY TO SOAR

‘ Experimental Machine to Make |
| lts Initial Trip Next Week if

| All Goes Well.

HALIFAX, Oct. 14-Prof. A. Graham
Bell’s flying machine experiments at Bad-
deck, are now well advanced. It is
learned from Prof. Bell that he is nearly
ready to put a large machine into the air
and may within the next week or so fly|
the machine as a kite with a sand bag,
the weight of a man, attached to it. If
this experiment is successful a man will
be placed on the machine without a mo-
tor and allowed to glide down to the|
water from an elevation.

Prof. Bell doubts whether he will b2
able to make an experiment with a mo-
tor driven machine before the cold weath-
er comes on, though the motor and prec-
pellers are complete. He thinks it wiser
to begin by raising the man into the air
with the machine flown as a kite and
towed by a motor boat. He proposes al-
lowing the aviator considerable practice
in gliding before putting the motor and
propeller in the machine.
