A reduction of ten per cent in wages by

will be no strike.

Theodore Cushing when seen by a Times 
man with reference to the story in a 
morning paper that there would be a re­
duction and probably a strike, positively 
declined to say whether or not there was 
a reduction: “I will say nothing,” was 
all that he would state regarding the wage 
matter, “But as to our shingle sawyers 
striking,” said Mr. Cushing, “we have 
none working, as our No. 3 mill has not 
yet started operations and won’t for 
probably a month.”

Further conversation with Mr. Cushing

would indicate that the reduction had 
taken effect. The present state of busin­
ess he said would not allow of men being 
idle and he thought that it would be very 
inadvisable for men to go about with their 
hands in their pockets. The state of trade 
generally, he thought, was slack.

Alexander Wilson of the firm said later, 
however, that the men went to work on 
Monday last with a full understanding 
that there was a ten per cent reduction. 
There had been no notice posted but the 
men were told individually by the fore­
men that the state of the lumber market 
made the action necessary.

Fred C. Beatteay, manager for Stetson, 
Cutler & Co., said to the Times man that 
their men at the Pleasant Point mill had 
been advised of the proposed reduction but 
he did not know what the men intended 
to do. Asked if he had heard that the 
men might go out he would not say.

"The men have been getting the 
mer rate all winter,” said Mr. Beatteay, 
"hut we cannot in the present state of 
the lumber market afford to continue. We 
are forced to take the action we have. 
There is nothing else for it. ”

It was said in Fairville that the men 
at Stetson Cutler & Co’s Pleasant Point 
mill would likely not go to work tomor­
row morning.

Inquiry among the men at Cushing’s 
would tend to the belief that the majority 
of the men are not favorable to going on 
strike. There are some few, however, that 
are outspoken in favor of striking, but 

told the cooler heads will without 
doubt prevail.

The conditions at Cushing’s differ from 
the situation at Stetson, Cutler & Oo.’ in 
that in the former mill the men have 
been working all winter while at the latter 
they have been at work but a few days.

The supposition is that this case is but 
a continuation of the action taken by the 
Medical Society against Dr. Spangler 
some months ago, when, shortly after be­
ing taken into court, it was allowed to 
drop.

Dr. Spangler is net at all uneasy as to 
the outcome of the case and says he un­
derstands it will be pushed to the utmost 
extent.

Dr. Spangler says further that the ques­
tion really is whether or not it can be 
proved he is practicing medicine.

HOW SPECULATION HAS DE­

CREASED.V Sale1
Speculation is the arch-evil upon which 

the favor-currying politicians have now 
turned their batteries. It will be pertin­
ent, therefore, to inquire how the specu­
lative situation of today compares with 
pre-panic conditions. Since January 1 
transactions on the floor of the New York 
Stock Exchange have aggregated 28,000,- 
000 shares against 50,000,000 shares for the 
corresponding period of 1907, a decrease 
of 44 per cent. This is relatively greater 
than the shrinkage in general business, 
and would suggest that the speculators 
have borne their full share of the chas­
tening that has followed an upheaval for 
which neither they nor any single class 
(not excluding the politicians) were sole­
ly responsible. A marked increase in bond 
sales—from $96,000,000 to $150,000,000 but 
serves to emphasize the dullness in specu­
lation as distinct from investment. Prices 
of stocks, curiously enough, have fallen in 
a ratio corresponding to the decrease in 
activity. Thus the high average price of 
twenty railroad stocks has dropped from 
138 1-3 to 81 1-3, while twelve industrials 
that sold up to 103 have since bifeken to 
53, losses that come remarkably near the 
44’ per cent, decline in business. Similarly 
the stock transfer tax receipts have de­
creased from $6,500,000 in 1907 and to only

RAILROADSALGONQUINS CLAIM 
GAME BY DEFAULT

Mr. Aylesworth introduced a bill to 

amend the exchequer court act by taking 
away from it the right to hear admiralty 
cases and place the same under the ordin­
ary civil tribunals of the country, so that 
the ordinary civil courts would hear the 
case of a collision of two ships, just in the 
same way as they would hear the collis­
ion from two trains. There would be no 
material change in practice in P. E. Island,
New Brunswick or British Columbia.
There would be a practical change in 
Nova Scotia. There was no intention of 
interfering with the methods of doing 
things. The bill had the assent of the im­
perial government.

The resolution regarding the admiralty 
court was carried.

On motion to go into supply, Mr. Perley 
(Argenteuil) attacked the expenditures on 
public works by the public works depart­
ment. A great many of these works were 
unnecessary. There was a wharf at Hull 
(Que.), which cost $54,000. In one year 
ten boats called at the wharf, and no fees 
were collected. A man was given fifty 
cents a day to look after it.

Then there were wharves in the back 
country, seventy-five miles north of the 
Ottawa river. He wanted to know how 
the government decided to place a Wharf 
upon one lake and refuse it upon another.
Then there was the Disraeli bridge in 
Richmond and Wolfe, one half built by 
the government and the other half by the 

. municipality. If the bridge were not put 
were for political purposes he would like 
to know why it was placed there. The 
people liked to have public works in their 
country if it were necessary, but if it were 
^ofc necessary then it was not wanted.
Then there was St. Joseph’s wharf, on 
Lake Huron. Fifteen thousand was spent 
upon it in one year. The receipts at the 
6t. Joseph post office for a year were $91.

Mr. Perley cited several works of a sim­
ilar character which he said were not 
necessary, and built for favoritism. In 
conclusion he moved the following amend­
ment:

“That the revenues of Canada belong to 
the people of this country and should be 
expended in the public interest.

“And that this Jiouse condemns the ac­
tion of the present government in ex­
pending public moneys on works, which 
are really for the benefit of favored cor­
porations and private individuals and not 
for the public benefit.”

Mr. Girard defended the expenditures.
Dr. Reid (Grenville) referred to ex­

penditures on Sub-target Co., Roes rifles 
and a variety of other amounts of a smi- 
lar kind.

The minister of militia defended the 
Bub-target contract because the Ontario 
government paid a similar price as the 
dominion.

The department had 
about 3,000 officers all over Canada to rely 
upon.
connection with public works and it was 
natural that some small mistakes would be 
made, but the speech of Mr. Perley show­
ed that the public works department was 
well administered. The country was grow­
ing. The west was-just as much entitled 
to new post offices and custom houses as 
the east. And it should be borne in mind 
that not one of these post offices or cus­
tom houses will be attacked by the opposi­
tion and therefore it Would have to be 
taken as a good expenditure.

The dominion 
could do no better than assist the coun­
try districts and villages that are doing 
their part well in building up a great na­
tion.
