.In the president’s report it was stated
that the report of the secretary and agent’
would furnish varticular information re-
garding the society’s work during the past
vear, and while 750 cases had been dealt
with, this was but a small portion of
the cruelty inflicted upon animals in a
city -such as St. John in the course of a

vear. The society had but ome officer,
while ther: was work ‘for three «r
four. For a month of the past year, dur-

ing the busiest part of the season, a spec-
ial agent was sent to Sand Point to su-
perviss the shivment of cattle and sheep,
with excellent: results. In the absence of
a large staff, members should feel it their
duty to remonstrate in all cases of cruelty
that come under their notice. Much work
had to be done in many cases of cruelty

that had occurred and sometimes defeat|

resulted from local prejudice. Reference
was made to the death of James Reynolds
and an eloquent tribute paid to his mem-
ory. The removal from the city of John
E. Trvine, 1. A. Markham and ~Rev.
Canon Richardson, now Coadjutor Bishop
was also referred to.

It was hoped that 'His Lordship Bish-
op Richardson would continue to give the
society’s work the benefit of his influence.

In conclusion the president’s report made
mention of the immorality of cruelty and
the hope was expressed that it would be
possible to enforce upon grocers the ad-
visability of early closing on Saturday
nights, as this would mean fairer treat-
ment of delivery horses.

The Secretary’s Report

The secretary’s report showed that while

many cases of cruelty had been investiga-
ted and dealt with during the year, none
were of a very bad character. In most in-
stances the directions and wishes of the
secretary had been willingly and readily
complied with, although further precaun-
tions were sometimes necessary.

There had been much improvement in
the class of trucking horses used in the
city and the treatment thev received at
the hands of both owners and drivers.
‘luere had, of course, been exceptions, es-
pecially in the matter of covering horses
in cold weather, but drivers had prom-
ised to be more thoughtful in future.

There were fewer reports of cruelty
throughout the province, which was due
largely to the work of the branches, There
had been a decided tendency on the part
of many complainants to withhold their
names, fearing publicity in court! This
was a decided drawback.

Reference was also made to the number
of homeless pr suffering dogs and cats,
especially about the first of May when
people are moving and forget about them.

tank chamber. The escretary hoped that
the day was not far off when such a Home
and a proper gas chamber would be pro-
vided in St. John, as the present meth-
od of calling uporl the police to shoot sick
and injured animals, was not always sat-
isfactory.

While there had been 17 cases before
the magistrate, there were few convic-
tions and most of the accused were let
off with a caution. The secretary felt
that when a person convicted of cruelty
js let out on suspended sentence they were
less likely to repeat the offence than if a
light fine were imposed and paid.

The secretary expressed his thanks for
the services of J. King Kelley as legal
adviser, who had rendered valuable ser
vices during the past year. = |

The report also showed that there had
been little trouble regarding the ship-
ment of cattle, sheep and horses by the
river boats. The shipment of cattle to
Kurope had increased, and other business
had necessitated more trucking. A no-
ticeable feature was that truck horses had
been abused by being obliged to haul too
heavy loads on runners, through the
freig’, sheds, and it was difficult to get
at the guilty parties.

SIR WM. HINGSTON

At the time of his. death Sir William
was. president of the City and District
qumgs Bank, probably the strongest in-
stitution of its kind in Canada. He was
also one of the most prominent medical
men in the Dominion.

In 1896 Dr. Hingston was appointed to
the senate following his defeat in St.
Annes by James McShane, now harbor
master. He was soon afterwards knight-
ed for his distinguished medical services.
In 1875 he married Margaret, daughter
of Hon. D. A. MacDonald, then lieuten-
ant.governor of Ontario. He was 78 years

Ottawa, Feb. 18—The St. John delega-
tion bad a very busy day, and are enjoy-
ing tonight the debatc on the Prince Ed-
ward Island tunnel, from the galleries of
the house of commons. After having their
talk with Mr. Emmerson this forenoon,
the minister of railways accompanied the
delegates to meet the mimster of trade
and commerce. They arrived just as An-
drew Allan left. ;

While the interview with Sir Richard
was carried on in an informal way, Mayor
Sears was the principal speaker. This was
after Sir Richard stated that there were
two reasons why the Allans might claim,
under their contract, to cut out St. John
or Halifax. These were insufficient freight
and lack of harbor accommodation.

The chief reason which the Allans gave
against calling at. St, John, was the scar-
city of freight. = As the lack of harbor
facilities was not pressed by the Allans,
the reply of Mayor Sears to Sir Richard
was that the reason for the want of suf-
ficient freight, was on account of the de-
mand for motive power in the west, be-
cause of the scarcity of fuel. This would
be all over very soon, and it would: be
wholly unfair for the department to sup-
port the Allans in a claim of that kind.

Sir Richard gave the delegation to un-
tderstand that he did not intend doing so,
and he gave no permission or order of any
kind to the Allans to allow them to leave

James Shaw

James Shaw, one of St. John's best
known _and\'most respected business men,

died Monday afternoon about 5 o’clock,i

aged seventy-four years. Mr. Shaw hadi

been in poor health for more than a year|
but Dr. McVey, who was attending him, !
held hopes Monday morning of his ulti-
mate recovery. He was able to partaks
of a little dinne: Monday but began tg
sink soon afterwards and gradually gretv
worse till the end came. All the mem-
bers of the family were present at the
time. Death was the result of a compli-
cation of heart and liver troubles.

Mr. Shaw was the senior partner of the
firm of J. & W. Shaw, bakers, Waterloo
street, of which his only surviving brother,
William, is the other member. He was
born on a farm on the Golden Grove road
about seven miles from . the city. His
father, William Shaw, was a north of Ire-
land man. James was ihe :ldest son of
the family and hc lefi home when four-
teen years of age to serve his time'as a
baker with the late John McLardy, whose
place of business was at the corner of Ger-
main street and Cooper’s alley, now known
as Church street. After finishing his time,
Mr. Shaw worked for various employers
and for some years acted as foreman for
James H. Jones.

In 1859 he went to California but was
gone only about & year when he came
back and again entered the employ of Mr.,
Jones, with whom he stayed. till 1868.
About that time he had plans of giving
up the baking and he retired on a farm
about two miles from where he was born.
At the end of the first season, however,
he entered into partnership with his
brother, William, and they started a bak-
ery in the country. After two years of
‘successful business the firm moved into
the city and opened premises in Charlotte
street. - Two years later they secured a
place in Waterloo street nearly opposite
their present premises. | - .

The business kept, growing,but on March
17, 1873, they- were burned out. _As.the
ovens had not bzen damaged they rebuilt
immediately and conducted their business
Jthere till about cight years ago, when
they built on the corner of Waterloo and
Golding streets.

Mr. Shaw had bezn twice married. His
first wife was Miss Helen Smith and by
her he had four sons and two daughters—
William, Fred, George, Albert, Mary and
Nellie W. The second Mrs. Shaw was
Miss Jomes and of this marriage ‘there
were one son®and two daughters—Harry,
Ethel and Irene M. Mr. Shaw was one
of the oldest members of St~ David’s
church and before the first organ was in-
stalled ‘aéted ‘a8 choir leader: He was also
one of the oldest me..bers of the Thistle
Curling Club -and tvok great delight in
the game. Just a few weeks before his
death when he heard that members of the
Thistle Club had won the cup in the Mon-
treal centenary bonspiel he sent’ word that
he wished to see the prize and it was
taken to his badroom, where he manifest-
ed keen pleasure at the sight of it.

A USEFUL BULLETIN

The department of agriculture at Ot-
tawa has issued a Bulletin on the maple
sugar and syrup industry, going fully into
an explanation of the process of manu-
facture, with many fine illustrations. The

_ introductory paragraph of the book says:— |

““The average annual maple sugar out-
put of Canada approximates 17,804,825
péunds (census of 1901). The money value
oL that of 1901 is placed at $1,780,482. The
pulk of this commodity is made in four
provinces, Quebec, Ontario, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, named in order of
their output:— Quebec, 13,564,819 pounds;
Ontario, 3,912,640 pounds; New Brunswick,
207,450; Nova Scotia, 112,406; other prov-
inces 7,520. Canada supplies over three-
sevenths of the world’s output of maple
syrup and sugar, and, if her possibilities
were in proportion to the number of ma-
ple trees in her possession, the yield could
easily be made five or six times as great
as it is at the present time. Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick, Quebec and eastern On-
tario mark the northern and western lim-
its of the sugar maple. 1t extends south
into Vermont, New Hampshire, Pennsylv-
snia, New York and Ohio, where consid-
®rabie quantities of maple products are
@ade. The sugar maple ‘does not grow in
Lurope except in arboretums.” .

The bulletin deals very fully with the
“industry, mnot only telling with illustra-
tions the process of manufacture of sugar
and syrup, but treats also of adulteration,
and vigorous action taken by the depart-
ment to detect and pumish those who gell
the adulterated product as pure sugar or
syrup.

It may be noted that of five samples of
New Brunswick maple. syrup analyzed last
year two were adulterated, and the two
samples of sugar examined were both im-
pure,

Cattle Kept in Transit for 92 Hours Without Rest,
Food or Water, in Violation. of United States
L aws---The Japanese Immigration Question.

[From Our Regular (.‘orrc»pondqnt)

WASHINGTON, D. C. Feb. 14—The
department of agriculture is. hot af-
ter the railroads for -their wiolation ‘of the
new Cattle Lransportation Aect. It -will
be remembered that a law was passed
during the administration of General
Grant making it obiigatory upon the rail-
roads to feed, water and rest the cattle
that they were hauling from the western
states to Chicago, St. Louis, Buffalo and
other eastern cities, every twenty-eight
hours and to continue this rest in suit-
able protected pens for at least five hours.
The Humane Societies of the country en-
deavored to enforce this law, which made
made it so embarrassing for the railroads
and the men engaged in the cattle trans-
portation, that last winter they came with
a powerful lobby and in spite of the pro-
tests of the humane societies, forced
through a bill extending the periods of
cattle torture from twenty-eight to thirty-
#ix hours. They would not have been able
to get this bill through congress, however,
had it not been for the approval of the
secretary of agriculture. They showed a
letter from Mr. Wilson in which he ex-
pressed the opinion that the thirty-six
hour measure was necessary and humane..
But the most interesting part of the story
is that since the thirty-six' hour bill has
been passed, the detectives of the govern-
ment have discovered at least five hun-
dred instances in which railroads have re-
tained -the animals on the cars without
rest,” foad ‘or’ water not only for thirty-gix
hours but for an average of forty-five
hours and in some instances have actu-
ally kept them for ninety-two hours. A
number of the infractions of this thirty-
six hour law have been certified by the
agricultural department to the depart-
ment of justice and it is understood that
prosecutions and fines will be releéntlessly.
enforced. i i

There arc happy indications that a satis-
factory arrangement has been reached with
regard to the Japanesc immigration ques-
tion.  An official announcement has, not:
vet been made, but it is understood that
the president, Secretary Root and the
speaker of the house have agreed with re
gard to a change in the Jaw that will make
unnecessary a special exclusion act. A set-
tlement of the Japanese school question
has not yet been arranged. Mayor.Schmitz |
of San Francisco and the school board are|
still in Washington. This school question, |
it appears; is contined strictly to the city:
‘of San Francisco. In Los Angeles and}
other California citics there is no school
question. This localizing or segregating of ‘
the question is important and while there
is doubtless strong local feeling, it is
‘known that it is not so much a school
guestion as a labor question.

The basis of the proposed settlement
with Japan will be in adding a provision
to the immigration bill that no immigrant
from Japan can be admitted through an
American -port unless he is able to pre-
gent a passport duly signed and authen-
ticated from his native cquutry.

It is true
that the Japanese government has been
issuing passports to its people to the
Hawaiian Islands, but this is only because
there is already a large Japanese popula-
tion in these islands and recent additions
have gone on the plea that they wished
to join their relatives already there; but
as a matter of fact, when they set sail
from Japan, they forget to stop at Ha-
waii and come direct to the Pacific ports.
The Japanese:.government has promised
to stop the issue of passports to Hawaii
wnd to the whilippines as well as to the
United States, except in special cases, and
in this way it is understood a satisfactory
settlement all around will be ‘reached.
Senators ‘Bacon of Georgia and Tillman
of South Carolina have recently been 'try-
ing to get information with regard to the
(,l_lbam status, and have taken occasion to
criticize the President’s interference there.
In open senate, they called upon Senator
Warren, chairman of the committee on
military affairs and Senator Cullom, chair-
man of the committee on foreign relations,
but were unsuccessful in éliciting any in-
formation not known to the rest of the
world. Mr. Cullom said that the president
of the United States had, in his message,
told about all that could be told with ref-
erence to the condition in Cuba, at the
beginning of the present session of con-
gress and that he would doubtless advise
congress with reference to any new devel-
opments requiring senatorial attention.
The situation in Cuba is interesting. 1t is
intimated that the American army will
come home as soon-as the hot weather in-
tervenes, which will be about -the first of
Apnl. Meanwhile, American engineers are
making caseful surveys of the maps, roads
and trails of the big island and numbers
of bright young American officers are be-
coming acquainted with the language, the
topography of the country and other con-
ditions that will be of vital assistance to

SAD STORY

George H. Waring Deals With
the Eventful Career of the
| Ferry Steamer Ludlow.

Lo the Editor of The Telegraph:
Sir,—Seeing your query re Ludlow in
this morning’s paper, and being acquaint-
yd with the matter, 1 give ydu the follow-
ing:

When tenders for the construction of
the Ludlow were called for, the company
I represent placed a tender which was

stated the boat should cost, and he was
sent for fo explain. I was sent for to
appear before the board of works (then
handling the matter) and as 1 had found
fault with the plans and specifications, to
state my reasons for objecting to them.
This 1 did, telling the board how much
power was in boats at present used here,
which I told them was while crossing har-
bors over 4.0 ho.se power, and when dock-
ing the power was still greater. The de-
signer telling the board when questioned
by me that the maximum called for by
his plans for Ludlow was 125 horse-
power.

I tried all possible to convince the board
that amount was not sufficient, and that
the boat would not be able to make fand-
ings without great trouble and loss of
I also stated
the auxiliaries with the engines were
nothing more than toys, and not what
would be suitable for the work. 1 also
called the designer’s attention to the steel

tion called for, telling him nothing but
brass plates should be used. To all my
objections the designer simply stated to
the board that he was the man from
New York and knew.what. he was doing.
After talking the matter over for two
hours the board left the matter in the
nands of the designer and myself, we
agreeing to meet next morning and change
specifications, cutting out a lot of work
and material that I considered too expen-
sive and other parts not required, and if
I could then build the boat for $85,000 we
were to close the contract at afternoon
meeting, same day. 1 met the designer as
agreed and we decided on changes, and 1
made an agreement on those lines to build
the boat for the sum mentioned.

At the meeting in the afternoon at
which the agreement was to be settled,
Messrs. Fleming came and put in an offer
to build the boat following out the origi-
nal specification. in full for the sum of
$82,000, and the coniract was immediately
given to them. .

The boat has been built, and in opera-
tion has proven clearly that my objections
were right, and to further prove it, with-
in the last few months a ferry steamer of
the same kind and npear the same size
(very slightly smaler) has been built and
put in use between Philadelphia and
Camden, a distance about the same as
here, but practically no tide. This boat
has engines of 600 horse-power, and an ex-
amination of any of ' the modern ferry
boats built in the United States will prove
the large amount of power and heavy
machinery necsssary to their operation,
The position of affairs of the ferry now,
is this: Three years ago the council de-
cided it was necessary:to have a new
steamer, the old ones having done their
alloted work. The Ludlow was to take
their place. Resylt: . .After being on the
route a few weeks, taken/'off to put in
larger feed pump; again run for a short
time; stopped to put in a.larger air pump;
again, laid off some weeks to repair dam-
ages, and again laid off to put in brass
condenser sheets.

And now after a lay up of nearly four
months, and an expenditure of a large
amount, the boat is not running, and it
is talked about that she’'requires now an-
other and larger air pump and a larger
circulating pump. After all the above
changes and expenses, . what result?
NONE. Nor can there be until the whole
work is remodeled. The boilers are built
for a working pressure of 140 pounds,
which pressure it is necessary to maintain
in order to handle the boat at all. 1t is
only a. matter of a short time, probably
a year, wnen it will be necessary for the
government inspector to reduce the steam
pressure, nad should. such be done the
boat will be of no use.

The boilers. having been put in\\ the hull
while it ‘was under construction; and no
means provided to replace them, you will
sce what a serious matter this is. So any
person at all mterested in the ferry can
see that the probability is if things wre
allowed to go as at present, in a year or
so we will be without a. ferry.

Thinking this matter had gone as far
as the taxpayers’ pockets ‘would stand,
and recognizing the above results, I wrote
the mayor offering to take the Ludlow
and put her in condition to operate stead-
ily and to keep her in operation for one
or more years. This communication was
handed in about five weeks ago. 1 have
not yet received an acknowledgement cf
it.

Thinking the true condition of the ferry
should be known tp the taxpayers, - and
the responsibility placed on them who
caused it, I can say I personally talked
with most of the members of the council
after the contract was given, telling them
what the result would be, and the only
member of the board who gave it atten-
tion was Ald.

‘I much - criticised because of its alleged fail-

ure to look after the public health; and
this-may have been the determining cause
of the inauguration of a health branch
of the street department. Whatever the
cause, the city is exceedingly fortunate
in having a dual service. The board of
health keeps a vigilant eye on the elusive
and insidious' microbe, while the health
branch of the street department takes
care that the citizens get exercise. Exer-
cise is healthful.

Has it ever occurred to the wise ones'
that there may be a connection of cause:
and effect between a tax levying system |
which bears heavily on young men who|
are not property owners and the fact that

The .contention may be raised that the
young men who go away are induced by
the prospect of better remuneration for
their labor than they can get in St. John,
Well what does this inducement mean;
wherein is its drawing power? It means
nothing if not that the worker after pay:
ing the expenmses of living can at the end
of the year look upon a larger surplus of
income over expenditure than he could
under present conditions in St. John.

Now the income tax’/as at present con-
stituted is a burden on the young man
on a moderate salary. Take the case of a
young ‘man earning $12 per week. At
present there is no  exemption of small
incomes so at the last year’s rate of $1.90
per $100 of his income he finds that his
taxes are $11.50 on his income of $600 with
$2 added for a poll tax which makes a
total of $13.40.—more than 25 cents per
week for the privilege of living in St.
John. In answer to this the argument is

normal—~as it is in many other cities—
the cost of house rent would be higher
here than it is now. Is house rent so

How does it compare with- Portland, Me.
or Halifax where the taxes are not. as
high and the standard of wages about the
same? If anything the comparison will be
found to St. John's disadvantage.

But that is an aside. What it costs .a
man for his lodging his food and his)
clothes is very largely a matter of his |
own choice. What it costs him for taxes|
is something which he cannot control ex-
cept by reducing his earning power. And
the fact remains that %13.40 is an out-
rageous tax for a man who earns $I? a |
wecek.

Perhaps the present tax system is a pro-
tection to some of the aldermen now at
city hall. If the taxes were lower per-|
haps a larger proportion of small wage |
earners would be able to pay them. There |
would be a larger proportion of men with

votes and there would unquestionably be
la smaller propaction of incompetent civie
administrators.
