As to the national ¢ ter of the place, the learn-
ed Judge stated, that the ouly thizg to be enguired in-
to on this occasion is the fuct of the sottlement being
within the jurisdiction of the Province, oruot. e
particnla lverted to the testimony of M Fra-
ser, Clopp nd Miller, and to the Grant of 190, by
the Government of this Province, ol the very land on
which the seditions meeting was licld, and stated that
it wis 100 cledr to admit of the slightest doubt, that,
i point of fact, the Madawaska Sctilement had been
continnally under the jurisdiction of this Province ever
siuce its Lrst establishiment, and-that there had been
no act by whick this jurisdiction Lad been changed, and
another introduced. ™ He cousidered it as clearly esta
blished by the Authorities cited Ly the Attoruéy Ge-
ueral, that cven when a place is expressly and without
question coded by Treaty, the sovercigity of the ce-
dine Country does not “cease, until the tormal u t of
surrender il transfior tukes Place 5 and ne laid it
down as the clear rule of public law, applicable to the
circumstances of the case now in question, that theex-
Isting Eritishsovereignty und jurisdiction can be chang-
ed oily by a public Act of the King's Government for
that purpuse.  That it was not for this Court to aui-
madvert upou the Act of the Authoritics of the State
of Maine given in evidencs ; it was suflicient to say,
that the Court cannot regard them.

The learned Judge then proceeded to notice the |-

evidence given as to the Acts and de Jarations of .
Maclaucklan, and said, that although this Gentlemun
might have been eniployed for a particular purpose
with regard to this District, yet no acts or declurations
of his, or of any other iudividual oficer of the Govern-
meut could operate to change the sovereiguty of the
place, that it appeared, however, although Mr. Mac-
lauchlan’s instructions were such as not to iuduce bhim

His Honor Mr. Justice Chipwan addressed thewm,
and observed :

That it was sufficient merely to state the Chargeof
which they had been found guilty, to shew its azera-
vated character, without adding a word of comment.
It was no less than a direct attempt to subvert the au-
thority of the Government, and to introduce the Jju-
risdiction of a foreign State.  That the defendants
had tosay in their extenuation that they were not the
oviginal authors of these proceedings ; they appeared
certainly to be instrnments in the lunds of other.
They ulso set up in their defence a coloar of'j ci-
tion which they contended was given to their pro-
ceedings by the acts and declavations of a person in
the character of a British Officer.  These acts and
declarations, however, went no further than to ab-
stain from preventing by force proceedings not am-
ounting to acts of sovercignty, of certain American
Agents on the western side of the River Saint John.
The detendants appeared to be persons not wauting iu
understanding and discretion, and must have perceiv-
ed the differcnce between the proceedings of the Ame-
rican_Acents alluded to, and their own doings, which
aithongh they took place on the western side of the
River, were” nevertheless expressly tounded on an
Act of the Lepislature of Muine, which extended to
the whole Territory on Loth sides of the River,to the
extreme line, which it was notorious the Amerieans
ned as their boundary, and which would, denbtless,
have been taken aly re of as hei ts oF jurisdic-
tion to the whole extent of such elaim,  The los 1
Judve here repented what he had stated to the Jury
on the trial, t’mt no such proceedings as those he hail
alluded to, eithor on the part of the British or Ameri-
can authorities could he admitted to chinge the sove-
reignty and national character of the place. T i
Ead now, for the second time, been most sat s
proved in this Court, (once before in the case of John
Baker.) that this Province had exercised an uninter-
rupted jurisdiction, ever since its first erection over the
Madawaska settlement.  That if the time should ar-
rive when this territory or any part of it was to be
given up to the United States or any foreizn country,
this cirtumstance. must, and would be announeed by
sowe public Act of the British Government, which
would make Known to the inhabitants the transier of
the country, and the change of their allegianee. That
until such public Act came, this Court must and wonld
maintain the jurisdiction it had been accustomed to
exercise,  The learned Judge further stated, that there
wis another consideration which should have been
well we ched by the defendants as cause of reflection.

The seven prisoners of State were found, were
murdered in theip,rooms, and the bodies thrown into
the gutter, or hung up at the lamp-posts.  The riot-
ers then p) ed to the houses ol several persons
_alrcady acquitted, dnd to the House of Correction, in
which not only the agents of the late Police, but ulso
debtors'and cheats, were confined ; many of them
were put to death, and their bodies were hung up
without much ceremony. In this way thirty-five per-
sons lost their lives during the first night.  Among
them were Generals Jankowski, Bukowski, Hurtig,
Salanki, and Bentkowski ; the Russian Chamberlain
Fustaine ; a Russian lady of the name of Bazanow s
the Councillor of State Hanckiewiez, who had been
acquitted ; Mujor Petrikowski, and several Police
Agents. Lessel, the confectioner, who had been ac-
quitted, was saved with much difficulty by General
kowiecki.

Yesterday, about noon, a Russian Captain of Ca-
walry, who had been wounded and taken prisoner, was
4orn from the Waggon as it entered the city, and eru-
elly murdered. In the afternoon Ruweeki, the cura-
tor of the schools, was hung at a lamp-post.  During
the night General Lrakowiecki was re-appointed Go-
vernor of the ¢ity. His first measure was to send for
military reinforcements, so that a repetition of these
horrors is searcely to be expected.  The French and
Austrian Consuls had already demanded their pass-
ports, the Government hoing no longer ina condition
to afford them protection. To-day, however, in com-
pliance wiih a wish intimated to them, they have de-
termingd not (o set off us yet. To-duy the Govern.
ment hitherto existing has heen dissolved, and Gerre-
ral Krukowiecki has been place at the head of the
new Government, with very extendg! powers.  Du-
rinz the hours of terror he displayed much eneray
and pervon d hravery,  He has alrealy had the Presi-
dent and teu members of the Club arrested. By vir-
twe of the powers placed in his hands he has appoint-
ed General Prondzynsisi to the chief cominand in the
army, who is said to have already aceepted the ap-
pointment.

Vienna, Aug. 25.—We know but little of the state
of affairs in Poland, and as the communications are
wholly cat off, and the accounts from Carcow are not
ouly very partial, but rest on mere hearsay, we are
therefore very impatient for anthentic aceounts of de-
cisive events, which it would seem, from the measures
of Count Paskewitseh, cammot fail to take place.
