Found Dead by Companion
on Trip to Newcastle
With Oysters

NEWCASTLE, Oct. 1—George
Stymest, of Loggieville, was found
dead this morning in a motor boat by
his companion, Sylvester White, of
Newcastle, who had fallen asleep dur-
ing the motor trip. Stymest was lying
in the bottom of the boat close to the
engine In a pool of gasoline and water.
Calling for help for nearly an hour,
White poled the boat ashore and lo-
cated two men who rushed to the
scene but efforts to revive the man

were futile.

White and Stymest left Loggieville
last evening by motor boat en route
to Newcastle with a load of oysters.
They are said to have made a call at
Chatham. After leaving Chatham
White fell asleep in the boat and
awakened when the boat was opposite
the Canadian Marsh, about a mile from
Newcastle on the Nelson side of the
river. Stymest was lying beside the
engine which he is supposed to have
been cranking. White took hold of
bhim and found that hé was dead.

POLES BOAT ASHORE

A considerable quantity of water had
leaked into the boat and White kept
bailing it out and crying for help for
about an hour. Finally he succeeded
in poling the craft ashore and made
his way tv the home of L. Coughlan.

Mr. Coughlan and his son Charles
immediately rushed to the scene but
Stymist was beyond human ald. Dr.
Bell, the coroner, and Chief of Police
Quartermain viewed the body and the
coroner gave his permission for its re-
moval to the Stymest home in Loggie-
villee. Mr. Stymest is a marrired man
about 60 years of age and leaves a
wife and nine children to survive him,

CIVILIANS STARVE

Hundreds Reported Dying in
Siege of Wuchang

HANKOW, China, Oct. 1—The
civilian population of Wuchang across
the Yangtse river from here, is en-
tirely without food, and hundreds are
reported dying.

Completion of England-
To-Australia Journey
Historic Event

TO BE HONORED
Knighthood Is lgxpected by
Friends—Aviator Will Leave
for U. S. Lecture Tour

ONDON, Oct. 1.— Alan J

Cobham, Great Britain's lead-
ing long distance aviator, arriv-
ed here today, completing his
sensational 28,000 mile flight to
Australia and return. The plane
came to rest on the water by the
Houses of Parliament at 2.26
p. m., while huge crowds, lining
the banks of the river for a great
distance, gave the flier a tremen-
dous ovation.

No aeroplane voyage since the late
Captain Sir John Alcock and Lieut.
Brown, of the Royal Air Force flew
from Newfoundland across the A¢-
lantic to Clifton Ireland, in 1919, had

aroused pubhc interest equal to that
of Cobham’s.

HOMEWARD JOURNEY

The last lap of his  flight started
from Sartrouville, near Paris, at 11.15
a.m, After crossing the channel, and
passing over Rochester, Kent, whence
| he_started on June 30, the flier took
a eourse over the Thames at Graves-
end and wernt up the river to Hammer-
smith before turning pack to land at
Westminster.

Thus the citizens had an opportunity
of welcoming the flier along many
miles to the heart of London, with-
out crowding to the alighting point. -
Nevertheless expecting a huge throng
in the nieghborhood of Westminster,
the police for safety’s sake, closed two
of the nearest bridges—Lambeth and
Westminster—to spectators.

PRAISES WARD

Cobham in a long despatch sent from
France to the Daily Mail, paid tribute
to Mechanician Ward, who succeeded
A. G. Elliott, who dxed on the outward
trip toward Australia, from a wound
i received near Basra, in Irak, fired at the
‘piane by an Arab tribesman. He also
gave full praise to Mechanician Captel,
who joined him in Australia for the
return trip.

Cobham estimated the distance cov-
ered by him during his three months
aerial journey at 28,000 miles, or more
than the earth’s equatorial girth. The
actual flying time was only about 320
hours.

The Daily Mail calculates that Cob-
ham in his aerial flights in various parts
of the world, has now covered a half
million miles. Recalling the honors be-
stowed on men who have made great
flights in past years, the people are
guessing what recognition of this kind
is in store for Cobham. The main sup-

position is that the King will confer
knighthood upon him.

‘ Cleveland has a- population of ap-|

proximately 1,000,000 souls. It has

|8 Mayor and twenty:ﬂve councillors as
| the legislative branch of its government
and a City Manager with six directors
of as many departments under his con-
trol for the executive. Cleveland’s aim
is 2,000,000 in ten years and industries
{o support it.

Cleveland has tackled and s still
tackling the smoke evil. The city esti-
mates that it will soon pocket $20,000,-
000 representing its annual saving by
climinating the smoke nuisance. The
city employs an expert for this purpose.
He declared that when the question was
first tackled smoke cost from $12 to $20
a year for each of the million living
in Cleveland. }-ie says:

“We determined that fully 50
per cent. of this loss could be saved
with virtually no capital outlay,
and that the rest might be saved by
trifling expenditure, compared to
the savings effected. Attention to
detalils is all that is necessary.

“For instance, we found a manu-
facturing plant where the equiva-
lent of 200 horsepower in heat units
was being dumped into the sewer
every hour, in the form of hot
water. Fully 50 per cent. of this
loss is now being recovered, a
saving each hour at the boiler plant
of from 500 to 600 tons of coal.

“The smoke department at the
present time is endeavoring to vise
all plans for every type of equip-
ment where fuel is to be used, with
the end in view that every plant
which is to be installed may have
the proper equipment to burn
Ohio’s high volatile coal without
violating the smoke ordinance. The
result will be that the owners of
such plants will save on their fuel
bills.

“If such a policy as this can be
continued conscientiously for years
to come there shquld be a n ‘ice-
able decrease of the smoke nuisance
in the city.”

“Families which spring
from socially homogeneous classes
tend to show a greater preponder-
ance of noble endowments than
families subjected to social and
psychic stresses, particularly those
stresses arising from the inter-
marriage with inferior stocks.

“Natural distinction and sound
heritage are not improved by the
introduction of elements which are
not in accord with a naturally
rational family, Intermarriage of
the peerage class with inferior
stock heralds the decadence or rich

ancestral strains.”

GHICAGD PLANS Al
PORT GONSTRUCTED
N LAKE MICHIGAN

Artificial Island Projected
as Focal Point of Aerial
Traffic

CHICAGO, Sept, 30—O0ut in
Michigan

Lake
harbor
breakwater, a stretch of water where
shorewise boats now ply will some day
be punctuated by an island airport.

The isle, now taking form on park
board blueprints, will be the focal point
of the nation’s air traffic, city planners
believe, and it will be the “farthest
east” point on Chicago’s reclaimed lake-
shore.

No persons shall place ashes in any
wooden box or receptacle or near any
wooden partition.

Building owners are required to pro-
vide for each tenement sufficient metal
receptacles for ashes under a $50 pen-
alty.

The cellars, basements and other’
portions of stores and other buildings
shall be kept free from rubbish and
on no account should be allowed to
accumulate or stand near any furnace |
or stove or woodwork.
