Immigration for September totalled

The new Viceroy of India served in 
the great war as a cavalry colonel and 
commander, and then was drafted as 
Assistant Secretary of the freshly 
created Government Department of 
National Service and as Chief Lieuten­
ant and Deputy of its Minister, Sir 
Auckland Geddes, afterward British 
Ambassador to the United tSates.

At his father’s death he will inherit 
the title of Viscount of Halifax and 
also Hie father’s much older baronetcy.

and in these modern times that 

has to be the state of mind of a peo­
ple” contended Elihu Root, ex-secretary 
of state, recently. “Governments may 
allay such a state of mind, but we have 
reached a point where war cannot be 
successfully carried on unless it grati­
fies the feelings of the great body of 
the people of the country.

“Controversies and quarrels between 
nations are certain to come. There will 
be conflicting interests, disputes, differ­
ing understanding of facts, differing 
opinion of what is right and just, irri­
tation and resentment over what the 
people of each country deem to be the 
refusal of justice by the people of the 
other. There will be by each country 
suspicion and apprehension as to the 
purposes of the other. Mere agreements 
not to have these things happen are 
futile. They result from the nature of 
man and they cannot be controlled at 
will.

“The time for the useful application 
of whatever force, moral or plp slcai, we 
may rely upon to prevent war is wfyen 
that state of mind has arisen. No 
previous agreements or declarations 
against war, made at a time when 
there was nothing to fight about, have 
any substantial effect when the quarrel 
corner Practically all modern wars 
have been made in the face of solemn 
agreements for perpetual peace.

Previous Agreements Not Effective. 
“Previous agreements by other na­

tions to exercise compulsion to prevent 
war are not much better. If carried 
out, they would themselves be war and 
the only effect would be upon the align­
ment of nations engaged in the war. 
But the world has learned that in mod­
ern war the victors suffer about as 
much as the vanquished, and few na­
tions can be depended upon to subject 
themselves voluntarily to the disaster 
of going to war because of a previous 
general agreement for the purpose of 
preventing some other country from go­
ing to war with somebody else. Nc 
country can carry on a war unless its 
people at that very time want war. No 
government can constrain its own peo­
ple to go to war in the future when 
they do not wish to go, and no genera­
tion can effectively bind a future gen­
eration from doing what it desires to 
do.”

Nov. 20—Clair 
Foster, operating a small home made 
radio transmitting station at Port 
Alberni, British Columbia, established 
a new world’s record, according to In­
formation received here today, when 
he communicated across the Pacific 
and over 1,000 miles of Australia, while 
more than a quarter of the distance 
was In daylight.

It is well known in >adio circles that 
daylight transmission Is very much 
more difficult than night, and that 
sending over the sunset or sunrise line 
offers still greater obstacles to the 
travel of radio waves. »

The most remarkable feature of Mr. 
Foster’s record, however, is the ex­
tremely smaU power used by his 
transmitter. Instead of trans­
mitting vacuum tube, powered with 
ordinary receiving tube, powered with 
heavy duty “B" batteries intended for 
reception purposes. The total power 
required by the Foster transmitter In 
estabUshing this trans-PacIflc record 
was only 18 watts, a fraction of the 
power used by the ordinary electric 
Ught bulb. Electric flatirons, for in­
stance, usually use about 2S0 watts.

Radio experts, In discussing this rec­
ord, ascribe the efficiency of Foster’s 
transmitter to the steady unwavering 
signals which it emits. The usual 
amateur transmitter draws Its power 
from alternating current mains caus­
ing a bum which detracts from the 
steadiness of signals. By using bat­
teries, Foster has eliminated this 

.difficulty.

The element of luck does not pre­
dominate in this game, but it is just 
enough of a factor to make the recre­
ation intensely fascinating.

It makes no dif­
ference how much one bowls—there are 
always some new combinations to solve.

Don’t start with a Jump; walk three 
steps quickly.

Don’t deliver the ball with the right 
foot in front.

Don’t step on or over the foul line.
Don’t think you can change the course 

of a ball after it has left your hands.
Don’t expect a strike every time you 

hit the head pin.
Don’t blame the pin boys every time 

you get a “split.”
Don’t throw away a spare because 

you think you should have a strike.
Don’t think the other fellow has all 

the luck. Plug away—things will 
change.

Don’t use any unnecessary motions.
Don’t exert yourself. Take it easy. 

A slow accurate ball is much better 
than a swift wild one.

Don’t think your wrist is ^one if it 
hurts after a few games.

Change your grip and throw the strain 
somewhere else.

Don’t bepd your back whqp 
ing the ball. With your feet far apart 
and your knees bent, you can starj the 
ball with little or no sound.

Don’t be superstitious. Thirteen is a 
better start than twelve.

Don’t think it necessary to be a 
Sandow. Many lightweights bowl well, 
and oft-times better than their heavier 
brothers.

Direc­
tion Is the main thing.

When delivering the ball, be sure you 
swing your arm, starting back as you 
take your first step forward, parallel 
with your body, which means you must 
face squarely toward the pins. Let 
the ball roll oil your fingers, carrying 
your arm right on through. When you 
have completed the delivery you* hand 
should be extended as far as possible 
and even with your hand.

Avoid a curve ball. Let the other, 
fellow use the curve, for he will find it 
expensive.
