Toronto, Oct 8—Reports from all 

parts of eastern Canada indicate that 
the epidemic of Spanish influenza is 
spreading with remarkable rapidity, es­
pecially in the large cities.

THE WILSON NOTE.
At first reading the note of President 

Wilson in reply to Germany Is disap­
pointing, and we are disposed to share 
the regret of Senator Lodge that the 
President should at this stage enter into 
a discussion with the German govern­
ment.

When, however, we read the note more 
carefully, remembering that the German 
lèaders would like to be able to persuade 
the people that the Allies wish to de­
stroy them, the President’s course ap­
pears to be marked by wisdom, 
keynote is found in this question, which 

'tie puts to the German Chancellor:
“Does the impérial chancellor mean 

that the German government accepts the 
terms laid down by the President in his 
address to the congress of the United 
States on the 8th of January last and 
in subsequent addresses and that its ob­
ject in entering into discussions would 
be only to agree upon the practical de­
tails of their application f”

The Chancellor cannot dodge this 
quytion. He must tell the world, in­
cluding the German people, whether the 
Presidents address of January 8 is to 
he the basis of negotiations, after Ger­
many has withdrawn every soldier from 
Invaded soil

Now, what did President Wilson say 
to Congress on January 8? He declared 
Hat Alsace-Lorraine must go to France. 
Belgium must be restored. All Russian 
territory must be evacuated and that 
country given opportunity for political 
development. Italy must get back the 
Italian provinces from Austria. The 
peoples of Austro-Hungary must have 
full opportunity for autonomous develop­
ment Roumanie, Serbia and Monte­
negro must be evacuated and the in­
tegrity and independence of Balkan 
states guaranteed. There must be an 
independent Polish state, on national 
lines, with access to the sea. Colonial 
adjustments must consider the welfare 
and feelings of the people.

These were some of the things Presi­
dent Wilson set down as peace terms. 
Now he has put it squarely up to Ger­
many to say whether she is prepared 
to acëept them. If she refuses, the air 
will be dear and the Allies Will know 
what to do.

Meanwhile the American asmy on the 
western front joined with the British 
in winning another important victory. 
On the whole front—on all fronts—the 
Allies continue their victorious advance» 
and if Germany does not want peace 
on their terms there will be no armistice. 
If the German leaders believed they 
could fool President Wilson by using 
vague terms, they have their answer. He 
has called their bluff.

Swagger and boast as they may, the 
German leaders cannot longer conceal 
the fact that their scheme of world- 
domination has utterly failed ; and that 
it is now a question of letting them­
selves down as easily as possible, and 
saving what they can out of the wreck 
of their hopes and ambitions. Every 
day’s news of further retreat on the 
western front will but deepen the con­
viction that they have lost When it is 
made dear to them that the Allied 
democracies will only make terms with 
a German democracy which has cast 
down Its Idols, we may expect to hear of 
revolutionary doings in Germany Itself. 
That may not occur until next year, but 
it is coming. Meanwhile much may be 
hoped for in another direction. Austria 
and Turkey already realize that they 
have nothing to gain by fighting Ger­
many’s battles, and the present year may 
tree them out of the fight. The Allies 
have but to continue their war effort 
with unabated energy, throwing if pos­
sible more vigor into it, to isolate Ger­
many and bring her to her knees. Above 
all, they must guard against the Ger­
man intrigue that would divide them 
and profit by the division.

New York, Oct, 8—The Associated Press tonight issued the following:
The complete withdrawal of the troops of the Teutonic allies from occupied 

territories is essential to the commencement of any peace discussions with Ger­
many. This fact has been made known to Germany and Austria-Hungary by 
President Wilson in answer to the recent appeal of the German imperial chan­
cellor for an armistice on land and the sea and in the air and the discussion of 
possible means for ending the war.

In addition President Wilson is desirous of knowing, and has directly asked 
the question, who the imperial chancellor was speaking for when he advanced 
his proposal—if it was for the constituted authorities of the empire, who have 
been conducting the war. The president also desires to know if Germany in 
seeking peace, accepts the terms already laid down by the president as the 
basis for the ending of hostilities.

SMASHING VICTORIES AT FRONT.
Meanwhile the Entente Allied forces everywhere are defeating the armies 

of the Teutonic allies. In France they are fast carrying forward manoeuvres 
which are resulting in the enemy's line giving way from the region oi Cambrai 
to Verdun. Likewise in Verdun and Turkish theatres the cleaning up process 
continues unabated. Over a front of twenty miles between Cambrai end St. 
Quentin the British, American and French troops have started a mighty drive 
which In its initial stage has thrown the enemy hack from highly prized tactical 
positions to a depth of from two to five miles. Numerous towns have been 
captured and seemingly all the great defensive positions of the enemy in «41» 
region have been obliterated. Large numbers of prisoners have been added to 
the already great throngs captured since the Allied offensive began. In addition 
terrible casualties were inflicted on the enemy by the heavy artillery fire at the 
beginning of the attack, which began early Tuesday morning and the 
gun and rifle fire of the attacking forcez against the enemy who resisted stub­
bornly at various points.

Regarding the culls that Mr. Slipp sold 
and credited to his salary, witness could

^ÏÇtness did not know of any pay­

ment to Atherton, the auditor. He asked 
Hon. Mr. Murray to send an independent 
man. Mr. Murray sent Mr. Atherton 
and witness supposed Mr. Murray paid 
him. ,

Witness could not recall that any claim 
had been made for insurance on the 
damaged cargo, nor knew of the skipper 
noting a protest for that purpose.

He kept on trying to get the matter 
straightened out, witness said, 
sweat blood over it and would not go 
through it again for $5,000.

Mr. Hughes produced a letter from 
Mr. Daggett to A. C. Smith & Co., 
dated January 14, 1916, in which he
asked for all documents in connection 
with the potatoes, so that he could pre­
pare for the meeting of the legislature 
and the public accounts committee.

“By the speeches delivered at the re­

You will be 
pleased to know that they are going to 
be seriously disappointed in this regard.”
Not Before Committee.

Witness did not take all these accounts 
before the public accounts committee.
He did not think that bills that were not 
paid by the department were any of the 
government’s business.

Regarding the notes given oy Mr. 
Smith, witness said that he had not re­
membered that there was a renewal, but 
he did so now. The renewal note was 
not used and he remembered giving it 
back to Mr. Smith.

Regarding his appearance before the 
public accounts committee, witness said 
that there were no members of the op­
position at the meeting, 
two opposition members In the house, 
Messrs. Dugal and Pelletier, 
were hampered in the use of English, but 
a member of the legislature would have 
acted as interpreter for them. The gov­
ernment members did not ask many 
questions; they did not probe very deep.
If counsel wished, he could say that the 
accounts had been prepared to cover up 
matters rather than to disclose them.
He was prepared to face the music but 
it was the advice of Premier Clarke that 
it should be covered up.

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DETAILS ANNOUNCED Approve* of Nationalization of Port; 

Thousand Tons of Shale Offered 
for Use in CityBonds For Five and Fifteen Years 

—Terms of Payment—Success 
of Loan Will Insure Prosperty 
in Cnnada—Make Possible Fur­
ther War Effort

At a meeting of the common council 
held yesterday afternoon the question of 
nationalizing the harbor was brought up 
and a resolution unaimously passed ask­
ing the government to take over the port 
of St John, not including the fishing 
privileges, and that the city receive com­
pensation for all expenditures made.

Mayor Hayes reported that there are 
1,000 tons of shale coal available for this 
city if it is desired. A notice was also 
given for the granting of bonds for 
$79,561 for Main street pavement, con­
struction work at Reid’s Point and for 
ferry approaches.

Tlie report of the committee of the 
whole, dealing with matters previously 
discussed in committee, was adopted 
without change.

The commissioner of finance and pub­
lic affairs reported as follows : Your
commissioner recommends the payment 
of the following departmental accounts 
for the month of September last, name­
ly: Treasury department, $37 6.29 ; pub­
lic safety, $1,906.86 ; public works, 
$1,921.16; water and sewerage, $2,905.04; 
harbors, ferries and public lands, 
$2,814.02.

Your commissioner further reports 
payments for the month of September 
last amounting to $234,239.58.

Your commissioner also recommends 
that the account of the St. John Railway 
Company of $6,792.88 for lighting streets 
from July 81 to September 80 last be 
paid.

The mayor then spoke of the recent 
visit of Hon. C. C. Ballantyne and har­
bor commission. He pointed out that 
the minister had said they were ready 
to receive a proposal when the city was 
prepared to make one. In view of this 
fact he said he would offer the follow­
ing: The city of St. John having spent 
large sums of money in developing the 
shipping facilities of the port, and 
further expenditures being necessary to 
keep abreast with present day needs, 
and having in view the national charac­
ter of the port of St John we believe 
that the time has arrived when the work 
should be undertaken by the Dominion 
government and that the federal gov­
ernment should consider the question of 
taking over the city’s interest in the har­
bor not including fishing privileges, the 
city to be compensated for expenditures 
made.

After a short discussion in which it 
was brought out that the object of the 
resolution was to express favor of the 
principle of the move, the motion was 
seconded by Commissioner McLellan and 
unanimously passed, details of the mat­
ter to be later given to the public 

Mayor Hayes informed the meeting 
that the Oil Shales Company have offer­
ed the city 1,000 tons of shale coal, but 
that they would have to load it them­
selves and arrange for its deliverey. A 
discusion regarding this was indulged in 
and the question arose as to whether or 

i not they could dispose of the amount 
and the cost for handling same. It was 
decided to consider the matter before 
any action- was taken. Commissioner 
McLellan spoke about the burning qual­
ity of the coal and said that he proposes 
to purchase a car of it to mix with other 
grades of coal for use in his department. 
He said he felt that a fifteen or twenty 
per cent, mixture was good.

Notice was then given of a motion to 
issues bonds for $79,661 for pavement 
work in Main street, building operations 
at Reid’s Point and repairs to ferry ap­
proaches.

An application was received from 
Walter Spencer asking to be appointed 
as a city constable. On motion this 
was referred to Mayor Hayes with 
power to act

with a stirring speech in Winnipeg to­
night
crowded with men and women to hear 
the sinister of finance on the new loan.

FlVe hundred million of dollars is the 
amount required to be raised by the Ca­
nadian government to carry on Canada’s 
part in the prosecution of the war. The 
minimum amount which the minister ot 
finance asks for, is thrtee hundred million 
of dollars. The larger amount will be 
raised if possible.

There are no twenty-year bonds in 
this issue. Five and fifteen-year bonds 
will be available in the new loan, the 
amount being payable by investors as 
follows :

Ten per cent, of the total issue price 
on apli cation:

Twenty per cent on December 6, 
1918.

Twenty per cent, on January 8, 1919. 
Twenty per cent on February 6, 1919. 
Thirty per cent on March 6, 1919.
On which latter date the accrued in­

terest of 11-16 also will be payable.
The interest will be payable by the 

purchase 
The net
five and one half per cent, on their in­
vestment. The denominations will be 
$60, $100, $500 and $1,000.

The selling campaign for the 
loan will begin Monday, October 28, and 
will continue until Sunday, November 16.

Sir Thomas White, minister of finance, 
in the, course of his address, said:

“The victory loan is an undertaking 
of the most national importance to the 
people of Canada. Its success is abso­
lutely essential to our continued prose­
cution of the war, and the maintenance 
of prosperity, upon which oar war ef­
fort. necessarily depends. Canada relieS 
upon the victory loan to enable her to 
“carry on.”

“Finanœ underlies all the operations 
of war. To date Canada has spent about 
a billion dollars on the war. The main 
purpose of the victory loan is to raise 
money for the continued prosecution of 
the war until final victory is achieved. 
Money can be devoted to no higher or 
nobler purpose than this. The victory 
loan is essential that we may carry on 
the war. Behind the gun the man; and 
behind the man must be the dollars. 
Every victory bond is a financial soldier, 
fighting against the Kaiser. Canada can 
show the solidarity of her people and 
her determination to see the war to a 
victorious ending by an overwhelming 
subscription to the victory loan.
