By a subsequent Act of the Legislature of the Province of

Quebec, passed in the year 1870, the governing body of the 
College was materially altered, with the object of bringing the 
College into more immediate connection with the Synods of 
the Dioceses of Quebec and Montreal. According to the 
terms of this Act, three Trustees and three members of the 
College Council are appointed by each of the Bishops of the 
two Dioceses now contained within the Province of Quebec, 
and five Trustees and five members of the College Council 

selected from a larger number in each case nominated by 
the vote of their respective Synpds; members of the Corpora­
tion hold their seats for three years and are eligible for re-

are

appointment.
Bishop’s College, which owes existence to the earnest and 

untiring efforts of the late Bishop Mountain, of Quebec, 
designed in its foundation to satisfy a two-fold need, first, to 
provide the Church of England in the Province of Quebec 
with a suitable place for educating her ministry ; and, second­
ly, to offer to the Province at large th* blessing of a sound 
and liberal education based upon religious principles.

The village of Lennoxville was selected as its site, on the 
grounds of its central position, in the midst of the English- 
speaking population of the Province of Quebec, and the pros­
pect it afforded of moderation in the scale of expense to indi­
vidual students, and in consequence of the efforts of Rev. 
L. Doolittle and other local churchmen.

The school has cost about $57,000, and no debt remains
on the building.

' Of the $15,000 raised in "1891, Mr. R. Hamilton gave $4,- 
and Colonel Charles King, of Sherbrooke, $1,000, which 
devoted to the Chemical Laboratory bearing his name. 

Many friends have aided in the above benefactions, amount­
ing to not less than $100,000, during the years 1884-94. 
Amongst those^who have rendered aid on a large scale may 
be mentioned the late R. Hamilton, Esq., D.C.L., Rev. Dr.
J. J. S. Mountain and Hon. E. J. Price.

The College Chapel, originally built <1857) through the 
exertions of the late Principal, Dr. Nicolls, was enlarged
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(1875-8) in memory of the late Bishops Mountain and 
Fulford. the Rev. L. Doolittle, one of the earliest 
benefactors of the College, and finally Dr. Nicolls himself. 
The chapel is well adapted for its sacred uses and not 
altogether unworthy to be compared with some of the 
Chapels of the great English Universities, 
opened for worship since" January, 1893. In January, 1898, 
the stalls, floor and western wall screen were completed, and 
all the windows are now fitted with stained glass, the whole 
set being from designs suggested by the Bishop of Quebec, 
and carried out by Messrs. Spence & Sons, of Montreal.

Memorial windows have been given by Bishop Dunn, one 
in memory of Rev. Dr- Lobley, the second Principal, and 
another of Rev. L. Doolittle; by Chancellor Heneker, to the 
memory of Bishop Williams; by the ladies of Lennoxville, in 
memory of the first Principal, Dr. Nicolls; by the late Mrs. 
Nicolls, in memory of Bishop G. J. Mountain; and by Rev. 
Dr. J. J. S. Mountain, in memory of members of his family-

The system of windows in the Chapel has been lately com­
pleted owing to the generous gifts of Hon. Ef J.^Price and 
the Lord Bishop of Quebec, and through the pek^evetdng 
efforts of the Rev. T. L. Ball. M.A.. who has collected more

v
than $300 towards the windows.

Some of these windows commemorate : the first four Chan­
cellors, Colonel Morris, Rev. Dr. Reid, Hon. David Price, 
Mrs. Nicolls, Mrs. Williams, Edward Chapman, A. D. Nicolls, 
and W. Osgood.

The College Buildings were restored in 1875, on an im­
proved plan. Besides the Students’ rooms and a dining hall, 
there are three lecture rooms and a reading room for the use 
of Professors and Students.

In 1890 a Divinity House was erected, containing a re­
sidence for the Professor of Pastoral Theology, two Lecture 
Rooms, a Common Room, a room used for devotional of­
fices, and rooms for Students. The building was completed 
in 1893. It has cost $15,000, of which M.r Robert Hamilton 
subscribed $6,500, H011 E. J. Price $3,000, S. P. C. K. £300

THE HAMILTON MEMORIAL.

Robert Hamilton, D.C.L., the munificent benefactor o( 
thC University, as well as of the Diocese at large, entered

1 here is need 
for more lecture-rooms,—increased residential ac rommoda- 
tion. including separate dining-rooms for College and school, 
as well as sleeping-rooms for a larger number of students, 
an enlarged and more conveniently planned Library',— 
tension and improvement of the kitchen and its offices, bath­
rooms, etc. Again, from an aesthetic point of view, the ex­
ternal aspect of the building in its present state leaves much 
to be desired. All these advantages, together with that of
