Thomas Clark Carle, of the firm of Carle & 
Vaughan, merchants, Indiantown, is a son of Jo­
seph Carle.

Carpenter, Archibald, Coles, Jacob, James, John, 
Joseph, Nehemiah, Thomas and Willet, all U. E. 
Loyalists of Queen’s County, New York. In the 
year 1778 the house of Jacob Carpenter was robbed 
by a party from Connecticut. Their leader, Care- 
hart, who pretended to be a friend, was treated with 
the greatest hospitality, of which he took advantage 
for purposes of plunder. Willet came to St. John 
in 1783, and became a grantee of that city. He 
died in 1833, aged 77. Archibald settled on the 
River St. John, opposite Long Island, in 1784, on 
the farm now owned by his sons, Archibald and 
Daniel, who are comfortable farmers. Archibald v 
Carpenter, Esq., of Washademoak, is a son of Eph­
raim and grandson of Archibald the elder. Thomas 
was an ensign in DeLancey’s Third Battalion, and 
an adjutant of the corps. He became a grantee of 
St. John in 1783, and received half pay. He sub­
sequently settled on the River St. John, opposite 
Long Island, on the lot of land now owned by hi» 
son Thomas Wells, who is a Justice of the Peace 
for Queen’s. Timothy Carpenter, another son, is a 
wealthy farmer.

Clark. There were several of this name who 
adhered to the royal cause during the war of 
independence, and were, no doubt, members of the 
same family. Richard Clark was a graduate of 
Harvard University and a leading merchant in 
Boston. He and his sons were consignees of a part 
of the famous tea which was emptied into Boston 
harbor by persons in the disguise of Indians. He 
and his sons were mobbed and insulted by the 
rebels in every way that demons could devise.

Richard Samuel Clark was a clergyman of the 
Church of England, New Milford, Connecticut,
He came to St. John in 1783 and was installed reo- 
tor of Gagetown, where he labored for twenty-five 
years. He subsequently moved to St Stephen’s 
and became the first rector of St. Stephen’s Church.
He died October 6, 1824, universally respected, 
being at that time the oldest missionary in the 
British American Colonies. Hie wife, Rebecca, 
died at the same place, May 17, 1816, aged sixty- 
nine. His only surviving daughter, Marv Ann, 

born in New Milford before the Revolu­
tion, died at Gagetown in 1844, aged seventy-three. 
She was a noble and pious woman. She never 
married,

Alexander Clark was bom in Freehold, Mon- 
mouth County, in 1743. He came within the 
British lines for protection in December, 1776, as 
appears from documents now in the possession of 
hie grandson, Jesse Clark, Esq., of Canning. He

The Carleton Sentinel has the following :— 
Capt. Brown has gone to Colorado to find, it is 

rumored, a more suitable climate for the Kincard­
ine Colonists. We hear that the chief cause is 
trouble with our Government, who, Capt. Brown 
states, has failed to do with the colonists as it 
agreed.

The Government of New Brunswick have no­
thing to do with “ the climate.” They couldn’t 
agree to supply the .colonists with a better “ cli­
mate” than the country affords.

Brown, Jones, Smith or Robinson. In fact, we 
reach the conclusion that Captain Brown’s para­
graphs to the newspapers are mostly libels on the 
settlers, in so far as they purport to be written and 
published with the settlers’ approval. The Cap­
tain, we fear, is busying himself unpfofitably, for, 
although land speculators in Colorado may be will­
ing to pay handsomely per head for all the “ emi­
grants” any enterprising fellow may “ plant ” in 
that remote country, we doubt if a single sixpence 
will ever be made in this way out of the Kincard­
ine colonists.

est convictions, of those who wish to see the manu­
facturing interests of Canada placed on a perma­
nent basis, that Canadians may not be compelled to 
seek a living in foreign countries. The Telegraph 
endorses Mr. Mills’ dishonest and ridiculous repre­
sentation of the meaning of Protection and rejoices 
to find him humbugging his constituents with this 
miserable burlesque of a policy that involves many 
millions of capital and the bread of hundreds of 
thousands of Canadians.

The Winter Port.—All parties in the Mari­
time Provinces have agreed in urging a trial of 
Halifax as a port for the despatching and landing 
of Canadian mails to and from England in the 
winter months; and the Government, moved 
thereto mainly by pressure from Halifax, is said to 
have instructed the Allan Line of steamers to call 
at Halifax during the coming winter, instead of 
Portland, on the clone of navigation in the St. 

Sir Hugh Allan protests against the 
arrangement, and others are urging the Govern­
ment to test the Inter-Colonial Rjiüwa’y for one 
winter before ordering the change. There does not 
appear to be any good reason for delay in the mat- “ 1 
1er. The Government, having made the change, j 
will be under the necessity of making such ar- J 
rangements as will insure uninterrupted communi­
cation between Halifax and Montreal. It must be 
remembered that the demand of Halifax is not a 
new one. It was made long ago. Ample time 
given for considering the subjéqiè x The Govern­
ment has reached a decision very slowly. It has 
decided, no doubt, after the fullest enquiry into the 
resources of the railway for winter traffic and into 
the precautions taken for winter protection of the 
track ; and to guide its decision, it has had the ben­
efit of all the information which a host of 
gincers, superiqtondents, trackmasters and other 
officials con Id furnish. Under such circumstances, 

is the Government will be highly blameable if it fail 
■to maintain uninterrupted communication during 

the winter,—if it make a change which, by delay­
ing mails and passengers, brings discredit on the 
Inter-Colonial Railway as an aid to rapid transit 
between Europe and America. We shall hope for 
the best in this connexion, although, between the 
Government and its railway managers, the Inter­
colonial up to this dale has been only a melan­
choly failure.

James, Benjamin, Samuel, Jesse and Levi, sons of 
Nehemiah ; John and Elijah, sons of Thomas, are 
comfortable farmers.

Clark, Elisha, Benjamin, Jabez, Isaac and Gard­
ener, brothers, U. E. Loyalists, came to St. John in 
1783. The first three settled on the River St. John, 
back of Long Island. Elisha’s wife’s maiden name 
was Catherine Slipp. Their children were, Eliza­
beth, who married Garret Vanwart; Sarah—Isaac 
Vanwart; William—Mary Connor; Benjamin—
Jane Smith ; Hannah—William McLeod ; James—
