Report of the Dairy Commissioner of the
: State of New York.

The retiring dairy commissioner of the
state of New York has just issued his annual
report. When he began his work as dairy
commissioner the annual sale of olool;nrglrine
in the state was estimated as at least 15,000, -
000 pounds.  After establishing the validity
of the anti-el ‘garine law the issi

er went to work to suppress the clandestine
trade. The state was divided into ten dis-
tricts, and an assistant or deputy dairy com-
migsioner was appointed in each of them,- It
may be fairly said thai the enforcement of
the statutes against the production amd sales
of simulated dairy products has produced the
great result of reducing the comsumption of
oleomargarine and kindred products in this
state from 15,000,000 pounds per year to
practically nothing. The assistant commis-
sioner of New York city makes the statement

County Master Pitts then read an address
of welcome, to which the Graud Master made
a brief reply before presenting his annual
report. He refarred to the Bathurst school
matter stating that he had personaily visited
that place and thoroughly satisfied himself
that the people of Bathurst had a real live
grievance. He organized a lodge there for
the purpose of placing the protestaut minor-
ity in a better position to ask aid from the
Grand Lodge and wmake them better able to
carry on :ihe fight for their rights.

The Grand Master referred to the growth of
the order duriug the year. H dedicated new
halls at Fairville aud South Bay and laid the
corner stone of the new hall in St. John. He
concluded with a reference to Rev. T. F. Ful-
lerton the Graud Seu y. who had r
from the province. The Deputy Grand Sec-
retary, D. L. Morrison of Sussex, reported a
large inciease in membership due principally
to the large number of new lodges organized,
many of the old lodges not having increased
in membership.

Grand Treasurer Magee reported the re-
ceipts of the year were $897.67; expenditure
$545.81; balance $351.86.

Several petitions and appeals were read and
referred ro the proper comimittees.

H H. Pitts gave notice of motion dealing
with the Bathurst schools question and the
dismissal of a local government official for no
other reason, he alleged, than that he belong-
ed tothe orange order, after which the meet-
ing adjourned.

Wednesday—The Grand Lodge opened this
wérning at nine o clock, Grand Master Fowler
in the chair. Tie credentials committee re-
ported 90 members enrolled.

Fredericton was selected for the 12th of
July celebration.
