CAN WE PRODUCE OUR OWN PORK ?

The question which is placed at the
head of this article s one of very great
interest Lecause it not only touches the
tariff and the lumbermen but also affects
the interesis of the farmer. Can we pro-
duce our own pork?

If we can itis clearly the duty of the
people of Canada to do so and to cease
importing the pork of the west and the
south which is now coming into this mar-
ket. In times past it has been thought
by the lumbermen, that imported pork
was more suitable for their use than
pork which is produced in Canada.
The reason of this is said to
be that the qualities of the import-
ed pork are of a miore lasting char-
acter, that the lumbermen will not eat
so much of it as they do of the d tic

deeds, or it may be in the form of old

letters or even of account books, all of
which are valuable to the historical stud-

ent and of great interest to the people

of the presentday. Some time ago a

call was issued to the descendants of the

loyalists  asking them to gather
together such of their family documents

as they could readily lay their hands

on. fur the purpose of placing them in the

custody of the Society. This call has been
in part responded to but by no means as
fully as it ought to have been, and at
the present time the records of the soc-
iety are in many respects quite incom-
plete. It is to be hoped that mow that
the society has been fairly started and
placed on a footing of solidity and of per-
manence, and as it is officered by gen-
tlemen who are not only descendants of
the loyalists but are interested deeply
in all matters pertaining to them, as well
as the welfare of this province, that the
public who have not hitherto taken any
part in behalf of the society will come
forward and lend their aid and make it
still more successful than it has been in
the past.

The rules of the society require that
every member should be able to claim
undoubted descent from a loyalist on one
side or the other of his house. But the
blood of the loyalists is so closely inter-
woven in the texture of this community
that there are very few people who can-
not come under this rule and qualify.
The objects for which the society has
been formed are certainly of great
importance and interest, and are worthy
the attention of everyone who desires to
see the records of New Brunswick pre-
served. The commemoration festival,
whatever form it may assume, on the
18th of May will, no doubt, be highly
successful, and will draw together such a
gathering of loyalists as has not been
seen for many years,

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Ice is now selling in the New York
market at about three dollars per ton,
which is a low price for the season
brought about by the enormous quanti-
ties that have been harvested. The im-
pression prevails that those who have
housed ice in such a manner that it will
keep till July and August, will make big
money.

pork, and for those reasons that it is
moreeconomical. We do not quite under-
stand whether this economy in the use
of imported pork is due to the fact that
its quality is poorer than our own pork
or whether there, is something in the
manner in which the pig has been fed
which makes the pork more substantial
in its texture. We suppose, however,
that the first of these views is the correct
one and that the only superiority that
imported pork can claim as an article of
diet over the domestic pork is that it is
not so good or so toothsome, and that
cousequently men will not eat so much
of it. If this idea is correct it is the
very excellence of our pork
which prevents its general use,
a state of affairs wnich is highly flatter-
ing to our farmers and pork raisers. The
same which operates against our
pork would also operate against any pork
of good quality, so that the worse the
article was, the better it would be for
the purposes of those who have to feed
the large numbers of men who work
for them in the lumber woods.
We bhardly  think it likely,
however, that our lumbermen would
admit this theory to its full extent
or that they would do otherwise

ty. One thing is certain, in regard to
the pork of New Brunswick, and that is
that it is preferred by the ordinary con-
sumer to the imported article, and that a
retailer who has to sell to customers will
pay a higher price for our own domestic
pork than he will for any pork imported
from abroad. That at lehst shows that it
is of a good quality, and better suited to
the needs of the household than any
pork brought from the United States.

One gentleman whose judgment on
this matter is highly thought of,declares
that the best pork in the world is that
which is fed on potatoes and buckwheat.
He says that it has qualities in it which
no other pork possesses. If that is the
case, the New Brunswick pork ought to
be the best in the world, for potatoes and
buckwheat is the food on which the most
of it is produced. It is quite unneces-
sary 1o tell the readers of Tue Gazerte
that both potatoes and buckwheat can be
produced in this province in the greatest
abundance, and that large crops of
both are obtained from our soil, and
at a cheaper rate, than even
the cheaply grown corn’ of the west,
The conclusion then is irresistable that
if the judgment of pork fed on potatoes
and buckwheat is correct, that we ought
to produce all the pork which we con-
sume, and have a surplus to send abroad
to other markets which have not hereto-
fore been favored with a sight of our ex-
cellent domestic article.

THE LOYALIST SOCIETY-

gentlemen of Loyalist descent in this
city, intend to celebrate the landing of
the Loyalists about four weeks hence by
a dinner, ball or some similar demon-
stration. The Loyalist Society, consid-
ering its aims and objects, is one that is
well worthy of the attention of all the in-
habitants of this province and of the
support of those who are of Loyalist de-
scent.

Its principal object is to keep the
memory of those pioneers of this land
green in the hearts of its people and to
obtain historical memoranda relative to
them, which will find a permanent place
in the books of the society and will be of
great use to historians in the future.

Hanington was in the government, there
would have been lots of harbor accom-
modation without extending the wharves
beyond the harbor line. e building
of that railway had shut off a large
number of acres of harbor frontage and
slips, and now if St. John desired to get
the trade that offered, it was necessary
to extend the wharves, and those who
refused to give the St. John city council
power to do so must be prepared to take
the responsibilty. By the charter of tt.
John the city council had control of the
harbor of St. John.

Mr. Smith said the city council was in
favor of harbor improvements.

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

And He Looks Awny to the Eternal

Fires of Stromboli—to Where
Calypso Eunslaved Odysseus and
Saint Paul Was Shipwrecked.
Parermo, Sicily, March 18,18 0.

There never came tome a sweeter or
more perfect sleep than that one upon
the rough benches of the half-ruined Casa
degh Engles:, on the desolate plateau
just beneath the great cone of Etna.
Balbino, friend and guide, said he would
awaken me betimes and he did. It was
a singular feeling to realize where the
night had been spent, as Balbino assured
me no one had ever been known to pass
the entire night at the wierd retreat, and
to remember how, if the death-dealing
voleano had once hiccoughed in those
hours, our Italian and American ana-
tomies wonld have blended with the fused
elements and floated down to the cities
and the sea, in after years, to be wo~ked
over and sold as lava relics to coming
generations of tourists.

There wasa bright glow within the
hut, and a still more welcome arema of
cooking food, for one’s appetite is raven-
ous in these crisp upper regions. Balbino
had brewed a pot of black coffee, roasted
eges in the ashes beneath, and with our
canteens of wine and water, our fowl and
bread—a compesite of the flour of wheat,
corn and chestnuts—had spread a tooth-
some repast upon two blocks of lava. It
was two o’clock in the morning when we
had finished this, adjnsted our heavy
woolen blankets like knotted tunics, and
after “banking” the little fire for use on
our return, stepped out into the cold and
stinging air.

Half way across the
rock-strewn plain we came upon traces

forms. We had trouble ia some of
these. They were as slippery as shot.

Prices Rapidly Falling.

Latest advices by telegraph from New
York announce the fall in prices of ice
in that city. Ice is now sellng at$3
and the inclination in the market is to-
ward a still further decrease. Cargoes
which arrived at New York during the
past few days and for which $4 per ton
has been asked are now only bringing $3,
and in many cases $3.25 has been refused
by buyers.
