WASHINGTON CUT OFF
FROM OUTSIDE WORLD

Trains Cannot Be Located—
Several States Swept by
Blizzard.

New York, March 4—The  city of
Washington was- isolatéd from eom-
munication with the rest of the coun-
try after about 4 a.m, to-day by a
heavy snowstorm which brought down
a gréat many telephone and telegraph
wires, and rendered others unworkable.
At 8.30 o'clock this morning the tele-
graph and telephone companies report-
ed that they were unable to communi-
cate with Washington from all direc-
tions, although from midnight Ilast
night till about 4 a.m, it was possible
to reach Washington by way of the
south. At 8.30 o’clock this merning,
when the last news report came out of
Washington it was still snowing hard
there, -and the streets' were covered
with snow and slush.

The snowstorm which swept the en-
tire Atlantic seaboard early to-day at-
tained blizzard-like proportions, and
lines of communication in all directions
from the national capital were broken.
Train dispatchers reported that train
movements were hampered, and that
the storm had greatly aggravated the
unnatural congestion of transportation
in Washington,

Conditions in Washington,

Washington, D. C., March 4, 11 a.m.—
The storm here is almost unprecedent-
ed, blowing, snowing and sleeting all
night, It is snowing hard now. Every-
thing is almost at a standstill., The
streets are full of ice, snow: and slush.

Survey Provides a Shorter Line
at Estimated Cost of 11
Millions.

Winnipeg, Man, March 4—Enginesr
Armstrong’s first report on the Hud-
son -Bay railway from that part 150
miles north of Prince Albert is startl-
ing. He recommends Port Nelson for
the terminal and not Fort Churchill,
as furnishing a Jess expensive and
shorter line from Winnipeg.

It is estimated that the cost will be
eleven millions. Three hundred and
twenty out of the 465 miles are com-
pletely surveyed.

WHAT WILL BORDEN DO
ABOUT FORGED TELEGRAM?
His Duty to Demand an Inves-
tigation Inte -Infamous
Transaction.

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, March 4.—The Free Press in
a strong editorial to-day em the Col-
onist’s forged telegram puts the onus
clearly upon Mr. Borden to demand the
clearing up of the whole matter by a
thorough investigation. The editorial,
which voices the views generally ex-
pressed among members of parliament,
says in part:

“The presence in the House of Com-
mons again of the cabinet representa-
tive of British Columbia ought to be a
daily object lesson to the Conservative
party that it must clean its skirts of
the infamy attaching to the trick
which was resorted to on the eve of the
general election by somebody close to
its recognized organ in the province of
British Columbia, with the object of
winning a seat and defeating the cab-
inent minister, The party can no longer
hide itself behind the skirts of the
bishop’s cassock.

OPERATING STAFF REORGANIZED

New System of Handling Affairg of C.
P. R, Pacific Division,

Vancouver, March 3.—The system of
handling the affairs of the obperating
department of the C. P. R. on the
Pacific division hag been reorganised
by F. F. Busteed, general superin-
tendent. The new system went into
effect on Monday at Vancouver, Revel-
stoke and Nelson. The principal fea-
tures of the system are the reduction
in expense through the curtailment of
clerical labor, quick action in the man-
agement of affairs through the abo-
lition of endless red tape, and a better
centralization of the staff operating
under the superintendents reporting to
the general superintendent. One re-
sult of the new system has been a re-
duction in the clerical] staff on the
Pacific division of between 20 and 20
men.. Under the new system all cor-
respondence affecting the operating
business of the company goes first to
the general superintendent and is then
forwarded to the superintendent, who
secures the desired information and
then forwards a reply direct to the
general superintendent. In this way
endless files of correspondence will be
done away with. In condition with the
reorganization in Vancouver, all the
offices of the operating department
which were scattered about the station
building have been centralized. In this
department are now to be found the
trainmaster, roadmasters, bridge and
building master, engineer and  dis-
patcher, besides the clerica] force ne-
cessary to the business handled by
these various officials.

JAPS LEAVING
PACIFIC COAST

SIGNIFICANT FIGURES
ISSUED FROM TOKIO

Effective Operation of Japanese
Agreement With United
States.

‘Toklo, March 4—Returns just pub-
lished by the foreign office show that
between June and December, 1908, 1,354
Japanese left the empire bound for the
United States, while 38,500 returned
from United States during the same
period. Of these returning3,031 travel-
led third-class across the -Pacific,
which indicates that they were of the
laboring class, against which the emi-
gration restrictions of the Japanese
government are particularly directed.

The total number of Japanese sailing
for Hawalii from Japan during the same
period is shown to have been 1,151,
while those returning from the island
number 2,951, of which 2,289 were third-
class passengers,

The foreign. office officials are par-
ticularly insistent in calling attention
to the fact that on the figures given
4,000 more Japanese returned from
American- territory than sailed to Am-
erica during the last eight months, and
they state 'that this is extremely sig-
nificant of the effective operation of
the Japanese agreement with the
United States.

The remains interred in this out-of-the-
way place, to be forever without identi-
fication, are all victims of dynamite
accidents on railway construction, The
explanation given him was that the
men’ entered the employ of construc-
tion companies without their names
being taken, and were known only by
numbers, and when killed nothing was
found in their clothes by which identi-
fication was made,

Some are interred
made of rough Ilumber,
shrouds alone, some with
services and some without.

There is g prospect now that the city
of Victoria and the municipality of
Oak Bay may come to an, amicable
agreement with respect to the ques-
tion of water supply. All day yester-
day and again this forenoon there has’
been a determined effort made to ar-
rive at an understanding. Among
those concerned Mayor Hall has played
a conspicuous part, and a basis of
settlement has been reached which,
however, does not meet with the ap- .

By the agreement the city of Vic-
toria’s undertaking is set forth in the
following: :

‘“1. Agrees to supply Oak Bay mu-
nicipality with its proportion of the
existing supply of water, to be deter-
mined upon by the number of ser-
vices then in use, until such time as
the city of Victoria shall procure an
improved system; said water to be
supplied in bulk at a price not to ex-
ceed 20 cents per 1,000 gallons.

‘2. Agrees that when it shall pro-
cure such improved system it will
supply Oak Bay with its proportion of
the total supply oOf such improved
system at a readjusted price. 3

“3. All matters arising out of the-re-
lationg between the city and Oak. Bay
in conmnection with water supplies, in-
cluding price, shall be determined by
the .water commissioners appointed
under the Water Act of 1909.”

Last year Oak Bay used only what
would be about 1% days supply. for the
city, It used only about one two-hun-
dredth part of the supply, paying one-
fiftieth of the cost,

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BIG INCREASE
IN EXPENDITURE

RUSSIAN FINANCES
" 'ARE CAUSING WORRY

No Extra Allowances for Army
—Effect of War Cloud in
Balkans.

St. Petersburg, March 2.—The gen-
eral debate on the budget of 1909 be-
gan yesterday in the Douma with a
programme of speeches by the presi-
dent of the budget committee, M.
Alexieff, the Constitutional Democrat
member; M. Spangareft, and Minister
of Finance Kokovsoff, which lasted
throughout the entire afternoon and
evening. The principal criticism was
levelled against the disproportionate
amount- of the military appropriation
as compared with that for agricultural
purposes, the expensive conditions of
the last loan and the absence of the
strict economy which Russian finances
demand.

M. Alexieff showed that expendi-
tures had increased $139,000,000 in the
Jast twe years, as compared with an
earlier annual average of $40,000,000.
He said that 431 per cent. of the bud-
get estimates was devoted to military

purposes and 121 per cent. to educa-l
tirn, agrarian reforms, etc. It would
be a most urgent financtal task to find
money for agrarian reform, the colon-
ization of Siberia and the improvement
of the condition of workmen, particu-
jarly workmen's insurance, and that
other expenditures, such as for the
navy and railroads, must be deferred.
He called attention to the unfavorable
change in the balance of trade, which
he said was due to the steadily in-
éreasing imports and the falling off in
exports. In conclusion he declared the
death of Russian credit.

M. Spangareff pointed out that the
expenditures of the minister of war
and the interlor and of the prison de-
partment had increased fifty per cent.
during the constitutional epoch, and
those of the ministers of education
and agriculture one-half per cent, He
demanded a reduction of the ' peace
strength of the army.

Finance Minister Kokovsoff, in reply
eéonceded the justice of the criticsms
of the military expenditure, and de-
élared that mno further allowance
would be permitted. The last loan, he
said, had been floated under difficul-
ties, and with the war cloud hanging
over the Balkans, delay was impos-
sible. The terms weére far better than
those of the previous loan, and none
eould have been obtained under more |
favorable “conditions. ¥ Wi e

internal disorders and the internation-
al unrest arising from -the troubles. in
Moroceo and the Balkans, Russian
credit was now -steadily, improving.

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NEW TAXATION
PLAN AT OAK BAY

IMPROVEMENTS ON LAND
WILL BE EXEMPTED

Municipal Council Decides
Upon That Step
Monday.

Following in the footsteps of Na-
naimo and other communities Oak Bay
has adopted the principle of single tax
as the method of raising revenue dur-
ing the coming year. The new bplan
was not passed pnanimously at the
council meeting on Monday, becoming
law only on the wvote of the reeve. It
had been discussed at some length in
commitpee in the morning and at that
time ‘there were a majority of coun-
cillors in favor of it, among them be-
ing Councillor Noble. During the day,
however, he changed his mind and
when the resolution was introduced he
opposed it,

Councillor McGregor opened the de-
bate, moving that the tax on improve-
ments should be abolished during the
coming year. He thought the time had
arrived when the municipality could
set an example to the rest of the coun-
try. It would encourage builders to
get to work in their municipality.

Councillor Noble was of opinion that
notice should have been given of so
important a move.

This not being found necessary,
Councillor McGregor continuing, said
they wanted to encourage the erection
of good buildings. People should not
be taxed because they built a good
house on their-land or because it was
well fenced. A poor house he thought
did harm to the community, whereas
a good building added to the value of
the municipality. Vacant lands, he
asserted, held the place back while im-
proving in value itself at the expense
of the neighboring land. For this rea-
son alone they should not find a man
for improving his place, for that was
really what ‘the present methodg of
taxation meant. The only excuse for
the system in the past had been that
all the money was needed. Now they
were not in that position and  he
thought it a good time to inaugurate
this policy.

Councillor Pemberton said the taxing
of land only would encourage people
to have small lots which would be a
very. unsatisfactory state of affairs. At
present. buildings were taxed to only
their. value. He hoped this
1d be. very carefully .con-
as he considered it wholly
wrong in principle, :

Councillor Colbert; the seconder. of
the motion, speaking in its support,
sajd that already the plan was in op-
eration to a ‘very large extent. Most
of the work in Oak Bay was done on
the 1local improvement plan, which
meant that land wvalues only were
taxed, the value of the buildings on
the property not being taken into con-
sideration at all. This, he thought,
was a good opportunity to lower the
taxes, It would be an incentive to peo-
ple to come to the municipality when
they could have their improvements
free of taxation.

Councillor Newton in support of the
motion said the money at stake was
very little. The municipality was now
in a position to set an example. He
agreed with the previous speaker that
if the tax on improvements was cut
out it would be an incentive to people
to come to live there.

Reeve Henderson said that if it was
a good plan to tax the improvements
only half, as at present, it must be a
better plan not to tax them at all, This
was a step in the right direction. He
thought they would be the first to
adopt the plan in this part of the
country, '

Councillor Oliver expressed his opin-
fon that tnere was no demand for the
change, .o one had asked for it, and
no necessity for it had arisen. He was
quite at one with Councillor McGregor
that the taxes on improvements should
be made as light as possible, but he
thought they should preserve this
source of revenue, for, although it did
not amount to much just now it would
be an important source of revenue in
the near future. Once abolished it
would never be reimposed,

Once more Councillor Pemberton rose
to his feet to protest, saying they were
going the wrong way about this mat-
ter. The taxes were going up all the
time, yet the source of revenue was
being reduced. It was, he was sure, an
absolute mistake. No one would thank
them for taking the tax off,

The vote was then taken, those vot-
ing in favor of the motion being Coun-
cillors McGregor, Colbert and Newton;
against, Councillors Pemberton, Oliver
and Noble. The reeve then gave his
vote in its favor and the resolution was
adopted.

Clerk Floyd was given one month in
which to complete the assessment roll.

SHORT LINE FOR
G.I.P. IN NORTH

IT WILL BE USED FOR
WEST-BOUND TRAFFIC

Pacific Northern & Ominec:
Line to Be Completed
by June 25, 1911.

The railway committee on Tuesdsy
dealt with the bill respecting the Pa.
cific Northern and Omineca Railway
Co.,, and in the afternoon reported
their findings to the House. The com-
pany was incorporated in 1900 by Cap-
tain John Irving, J. A. Mara and F.
8. Barnard and in 1905 got an exten-
sion of time for the completion of its
line to May 1st next, It is now asking
for @ further extension. The line,
when completed, will form part of the
Grand Trunk Pacific .system, which
purchased the charter some years ago.

The committee recommend that the
company be allowed an extension of
time, the company agreeing to build
fifteen miles of its line from Kitimaat
to the Copper River before June 1,
1910. It also agrees to build a branch
from the Skeena by way of the Cop-
per and Telqua rivers to a junction
with the G. T. P. main line at the con-
fluence of the Bulkley and Teiqua
rivers. For the building of this line
and the completion of the line from
Kitimaat to Copper city the com-
pany is given until June 25, 1911,

This cut-off from Copper city to the
Bulkley river will effect a consider-
able saving in the distance by the main
line, which runs north along the Bulk-
ley to Hazelton and then southwest
along the Skeena to Copper city. It is
understood that the G. T, P. will run
its west-bound through freight traffic
over the main line, a combination
which will furnish excellent grades
either way. The cut-off will open up
a splendid mineral country in which
some prospecting has been going on
in spite of the difficulties of getting
in. There is also a great deal of fine
agricultural land. The Copper City
townsite is in the hands of Victoria
capitalists,

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FRUIT UNIONS
' ARE DISCUSSED

GROWERS CONSIDER
COLD STORAGE PLANT

Think Government and C. P. R.
Assistance is
Needed.

As to what action the C. P. R. and
the provinecial government could take
towards the assistance of the fruit
grower and settler through the build-
ing of cold storage plants at inter-
mediate railway distributing points
along the line of rail to the large mar-
kets for fruit, was the subject taken
up by the delegation of fruit growers
to meet the C. P. R, officials at Tuesday
morning’s session.

It was held, on the suggestion of
Capt. Tatlow, ‘chairman, that all reso-
lutions not dealt ‘with be set over for
the present and left for a special com-
mittee to handle, so that some of the
time at the disposal of the convention
could be given to the expression of
individual views on matters of the
marketing of fruit. Two resolutions
which were to come up. with regard to
the Dominion Express Company were
set over for the time, it having been
announced by Mr¢# Campbell that -at
a consultation  held last night Mr.
Stout, for the company, had promised
to put the company at the disposal of
the growers this season by way of ex-
periment, to gee just what results-can
be got by both the company and the
growers in regard to the shipment of
soft fruit. he announcement met
with general applause.

Speakers held very different views on
the matter of co-operative fruit  ex-
changes, the necessity for these hav-
ing been mamed by Mr, Campbell, who
also said ‘the industry as regards soft
fruit had been ruined by the lack of
cold storage plants at shipping points.
From the remarks of the growers it
is evident a strong desire exists to
have cold storage plants established.
Mr. Campbell held there was also a
lack of satisfactory organization for
shipment of fruit, owing to the growth
of the industry. With Mr. Metcalf he
agreed that fruit uniong in separate

districts should be formed, which in’

later years could be enlarged to in-
clude the province under one central
organization. Mr, Metcalf, however,
had found the market ruined through
Japanese competition, the foreigner
being at the mercy of the commission
man, who returned him .what he
thought fit for his goods, knowing
from the box markings the seller was
a Japgnese and could be taken advan-
tage of. The fruit unions .could, he
thought, , buy up the Japanése sup-

however, while not being against co-
operation, said that a disadvantage
wag still to be found, as in the -case of
hig district.

With the growth of the fruit
industry there would follow canning
factories, said Mr. Stirling, from Kel-
owna, but there was not sufficient
fruit to run them in many places at
present.

Mr. Johnston said the fault with co-
operative centra] exchanges was that
the growers did not give their confi-
dence to the undertaking. The central
exchange will succeed, he said, if the
confldence of the grower was to be had.
Lack of support had been the cause
of the downfall of the recent organiza-
tion. The growers would not trust il
nor subscribe, He thought govern-
ment supervision and a government
subsidy would be required. The freight,
he held, was not so important as the
marketing.

Mr. Peters introduced Mr. Proctor, of
the Kootenays, who in a short address
reiterated what had been said ahout
the necessity of cold storage.

LOCAL SCIENTIST
READS INTERESTING PAPER

Lake and Ocean Undulations
lllustrated Before Natural
Yistory Society.

An unusually interesting and instruc-
tive paper was given Monday before
the Natural History Society on the
subject of lake and ocean undulations
by F. Napier Denison. The paper was
illustrated by a large number of fine
slides, which added much to the en-
joyment of the members, ’

Mr. Denison gave a graphic account
of various undulations recorded upon
his instrument set up on Lake Ontario,
and pointed out that all confined bodies
of water such as lakes, when disturbed,
have ‘a definte time of oscillation.
These are called “seiches,” and for
Lake Ontario the longitudinal seiche is
4 hours and 50 minutes, and across the
lake in 45 minutes,

Lake. Erie, which 1Is very shallow,
gives a 14-hour oscillation, and is al-
most-always well marked, while Lake
Huron, though much larger in area, is
deeper and has a period of 11 hours and
30 minutes, and even -during the finest
types of-aweathewis well marked.

‘Mt <Denison-referred; ta the study of
ocean ‘ secondary undulation.. he had
carried on in the harbors of the mari-
time provinces, and concluded with a
description of his special instrument
set upon Victoria harbor for recording
both the water undulation and atmos-
pheric ‘waves, which proved that the
sudden changes of air pressure-in pass-
ing over a body of water was the chief
cause of this phenomena.

EARLY NAVIGATION  _
" ON GREAT LAKES

Detroit, Mich.,, March 2.—Reports to
the weather bureau from its stations
about the Great Lakes indicate that
there is much less ice in" all’ of the
lakes and connecting ' channels than
this time last year and an early open-
ing of navigation probably will be
possible. The central and eastern part
of Lake Superior have but smal] fields.

Caracas, Venezuela, March 1, via Wil-
lemstad, Curacao, March 2.—Should
Cipriano Castro, former president of this
republic, attempt to return to the coun-
try he will face the possibility of arrest
by the government the moment he dis-
embarks, because he has been criminally
indicted in the federal court on the charge
of having conspired to effect the assas-
sination of Juan Vicente Gomez, the pre-
sent president.

COMOX HAS BRANCH
OF DEVELOPMENT LEAGUE

Railway Construction and Mail
Service Discussed at Or-
ganization Meeting.

Comox, ' Feb, 27.—Ags a result of his
recent visit to Victoria on business con-
nected with the interests of the district,
Joseph McPhee, of Courtnay, called a
meeting to form a local branch of the
Vancouver Island Development League.
That his work was apprecidted was
shown by the large attendance ‘at the
meeting held Thursday night at Court-
enay. - Among those present were
Messrs Joseph McPhee, W. and J. Ur-
quhart, W. Robb, J. Halliday Clinton,
McDonald, J. B. Holmes, Wilson, J.
Shopland; Duncan, and ex-Mayor Wil-
lard. g >

W. Duncan took the chair. Officers
were elected as follows: W, Duncan,
president; A. Urquhart, vice-president;
J. P. Shopland, treasurer.

The subjects for discussion were the
new railway construction by the C. P.
R., the telephone system to be installed
by the B. C. Telephone Company, also
the necessity of establishing a daily
mail service to Comox,

The chairman speke generally on the
necessity of establishing better commu-
nication between the district and Vic-
toria. The resources of Comox district
were not understood in Victoria, chief-
ly, hc said, ¢ because this ‘mag-
nificent district was unfairly treat-
ed in the matter ' of mail ser-
vice and communication gener-
ally. He spoke ‘strongly in . favor
of the new railway, at the same time
pointing out that ‘its construction
would be a matter of years and that in
the meantime better facilities in the
way of steamboat communication must
be, established.

The chairman then put the follow-
ing motion to the meeting:

“That this association be called the
Comox Branch 'of the Vancouver Isl-
and Development League.”

W. Robb, whose life experience of
the district gives him authority, gave
an interesting speech on old times in
Comox. He had no doubt that the rail-
way Would ‘be 0f ‘immense benefit -to
Comox b,y bringing it.into nearer touch
with.the Yest of the Island and espe-
cially with Victoria. He laid stress on
the immediate necessity of improved
commaunication, pointing out that,
pending ‘ the construction of the rail-
way, it was the duty of the league to
agitate for an improved steamboat ser-
vice. A

J. B. Holmes, of Comox, made refer-
ence to a meeting of the loca] Farm-
ers’ Institute, which had taken a
stand for mixed farming as the best for
the district under the conditions ob-
taining,

The question of the probability of &
railway being constructed in the fu-
ture had been discussed, and he had
pointed out that it might give Comox
the ‘go-by” as had happened in the
case of other well known districts on
the Island. He had said that Comox
was out of competition in the market
by prohibitive freight rates. The posi-
tion would not be improved unlesg resi-
dents fostered a healthy competition in
the carrying trade. The way to do this
now was to agitate for more freguent
and better steamer service. He was in
favor of the railway, but pointed out
that there would be no immediate ben-
efit to the district.

The following resolutions were then
put before the meeting and carried:

“That the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company be approached with a view to
compelling them to complete the line
in accordance with the terms of the
agreement, along the route and within
the time stipulated for in that agree-
ment.

“That the meeting is in favor of the
line proposed by the C. P. R., but is
opposed to any further concessions.”

Alec. Urquhart then took up the sub-
ject of the new telephone system now
being installed by the B. C. Telephone
Co.- He stated that it was his belief
that the rate charged would include
connection with Union Bay and Cum-
berland. He moved: “That this meet-
ing is of opinion that Union and Cum-
berland should be connécted with the
loca] telephone system without further
charge, the opinion being founded on
remarks by the B, C. Telephone Co.’s
secretary.”

The resolution was carried,

Mr. Shopland then pointed ouf the
mecessity of a daily mail service be-
tween Comox, Vancouver and Victoria,
laying .stress on the service being best
under contract.

S. Piercy spoke in favor of Asiatic ex-
clusion in the district. The first step in
his opinion was to prevent Asiatics
holding land, as they are now doing,
in the district.

W. Duncan in summing up the pro-
ceedings at this, the first meeting of
the local branch of the league, said it
was satisfactory to see such unanimity
in favor of a line which would un-
doubtedly benefit thig the finest district
on the Island. .

Ottawa, March 2.—In the Commons
thig afternoon Hon, W. Templeman,
the new member for Comox-Atlin,
was formally introduced by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Hon, W. 8. Fielding and
took his seat amid enthusiastic ap-
plause from the Libera]l benches.

Mr. Taylor, of New
again brought up the question. of de-
partmental responsibility for tha es-
cape of Bill Miner. He noted the riin-
ister of justice had already given -a
certificate of character to Inspector
Dawson and hence the government
was in. the embarrassing position of
having already committed itself ia ad-
vance of any subsequent revelations
that might be made.

Mr, Taylor then referred to the new
charges made in a report publishad in
a Vancouver:paper two weeks B8O
which published the alleged statement
of an officia]l of the penitentiary that
he could have thrown much light on
the escape of Miner, but was not called
to give evidence when the departmesnt-
al investigation was made. Mores 'er
Detective- Bullock had since a recent
date refuted the statement of ths fe-
partment of justice that he had been
admitted to an interview with Miner
on business of the C. P, R. to find ouat
from Miner about the stolen bonds.

Bullock said this .was not his reason
and no bonds had been stolen. Quot-
ing from British Columbia newspaper
statements and interviews, Mr, Taylor
said ex-Warden Bourke had also con=-
tradicted in -some  important particu«
lars, the statements made by Mr.
Ayleésworth and Inspector Dawson. In
particular he referred to the fact that
Bourke had said he had addressed thes
telegram, notifying the department uof
Miner’s escape to the inspectors of ths
penitentiary, and not to Inspectox
Dawson alone. These various discrep-
ancies demanded further investigation.
Mr. Aylesworth, replying, objecteda o
a ‘trial of the case by party news-
papers which had the facts twisted.
He noted that the New estminster
Columbian had not  giv true ac«
counts of his statement in explanation
of the facts of the case. Possibly the
errors appearing in the Columbian
might be ‘due to some. other strange
.alteration of telegrams in .the trans«<
mission, said Mr, Aylesworth (refer-
ring to the Colonist forged telegram.)
‘Upon such misstatement was built’ a
whole edifice of charges made against
the department -confiected Wwith the
escape of Miner. Mr, Bourke said Mr,
Aylesworth had sworn he had given
at an investigation all the facts whick
could be given, and ‘every official 'who
could possibly know anything of the
case had been examined as to tha
change in the address of the telegram,
Mr, Aylesworth said he could only ac<
count for the receipt of the telegram:
here addressed to Inspector Dawson.
Unfortunately the alteration of a tele-
gram, where British Columbia was
concerned, seems only too common. Ex-
cept for the exigencies of newspaper
warfare he knew no reason why the
matter should be brought up again in
the house by Mr. Taylor. Miner
might still be captured. No stone had
been left unturned to effect his recap-
ture.

NANAIMO LIQUOR BY-LAW.-

.CANADA’S RAPID GROWTH.

Of surpassing interest to Canadians
i the annual report of the Depart-
ment of the Interior recently laid be-
fore pariiament. 1Included in ’this re-
port is o statement dealing with the
jmmigration into the country for the
past fisca] year. It is the feature
which lends particular interest to this
state paper. - From a perusal of the
statement of the Minister the reader
will ‘learn -with satisfaction that the
pulk” ot the immigration for the year
was (irected towards the western
parts of the Dominion, and that while
the volume of immigration was great
the characteristics of the immigrants,
physicdl and moral, wére of the very
best. There arrived in Canada during
the twelve months ending March 3ist
last 262,469 immigrants, which is an in-
crease of 39,767 over the opreceding
year, the largest immigration in any
one year in the history of the Domin-
fon. 'During the decade ending 1907-8
the number. of arrivals was 1,166,126, of
which .819,813 came from Great Britain,
Ireland and the United States, and the
remalinder, or 356,918, from other coun-
tries,

“This tremendous movement of people
is more than one-sixth of the total
population of Canada, according to the
census of 1901, And. if the present
population of the country be estimated
at seven millions, the immigration dur-
ing the twelve months represents over
one-twenty-sixth of such population.
Never in ‘the history of the United
States, where during the past century
there wag witnessed the mightiest im-
migration ever recorded in the annals
of the world, even when the movement
reached jts .highest tide, did there
come in from outside during any given
space of time siichi‘a large immigration
as flowed into Ca¥ads sincd the ad-
vent of the-new cemtiiry, proportion-
ately to -its population"During the
past twelve years there. .arrive@. in
Caneda from . the British Isles 487,720
immigrants. Of these 376,502 came dur-
ing the past five years, 262,769 during
the past three, years, and 120,882 during
the past fiscal year. As compared with
the. total British arrivals in the twelve

Years, more ‘than thr:ee-duarters came:

in within the last five years, consider-

ably niore than hne-half within the last

three years, and one-quarter during

the twelve months ending April 1st,:

It is also interesting to note that of
the 30,424 entries granted last' year
7.417 were made by Canadians, 7,818 by
Americans, 6,206 by English, Seotch
and Irish, and 10 by Canadians return-
ed from the United States, or 21,950 in
all, representing a population of over
52,000 souls, and leaving 8,684 entries
made by other nationalities, represent-
ing a population of about 21,000 souls.’

CITY AND ESQUIMALT CO.

Although little new matter of great
public importance was brought out at
the meeting held in the city hall Mon-
day evening to -discuss the somewhat
threadbare subject of water supply,
the proceedings were interesting. One
feature which may not be new, and
certainly is not thoroughly apprehend-
ed, was made clear, however. That is,
the Esquimalt Water Works Company
is not opposed to the expropriation of
its works by the city provided the pro-
ceedings be carried out in accordance
with the provisions of the Water
Clauses Act. As Mr., Taylor deftly
drew from the legal representative of
the company, the difference between
expropriation under the Water Clauses
Act and expropriation according to
principles ordinarily applied in arbi-
tration proceedings is that under the
Water Clauses Act thirty per cent.
would be arbitrarily added to the value
of the property to be éxpropriated. In
the light of this admission it is not at
all surprising that the company stands
inflexibly by the principle it believes
to be ‘“nominated in the bond.” Nor
would it be unfair to the company to
suggest that possibly the bond was S0
nominated by a weak legislature under
pressure from representatives of the
company in the lobby and in the House
itself. Only by such a process of
deduction can any one arrive at the
reason why the - Esquimalt Water
Works Company has placed a valua-
tion in excess of a million and a quar-
ter dollars upon its property, Mr. Lux-
ton says that his company has ex-
pended, including profits applied to
improvements, in the neighborhood of
twelve hundred thousand dollars upon
its water works system, Add thirty
per cent. to this, as the arbitrators
would be bound to do if they expro-
priate under the Water Clauses AcY
and we have, approximately, the value
of the concern as fixed by the com-
pany. :

Unguestiohably a deep-rooted-preju=
dice has heen created in the minds .of
citizeng of - Victoria against the Ha-
quimalt Water Works Company. All
the circumstance considered, that fact
is. not surprising. It is due to an im-
pression that the interests of the pub-
lic at large, which should be consid~
ered paramount in such a matter of
fundamental importance as water sup-
ply, have béen - subverted, in devious
ways, in the interests of the company,
An. oplnion has been created that the
aim of the company, working through
the legislature, has been to force the
city to become permanently tributory
to the company. This is unfortunate
for 'both the company and the city,
because there is no question that Gold-
stream is the natural source of water
supply for the city of Victoria. There
is an ample supply of water there for

[ a conPmunity of at least a hundred and

fifty thousand people. If the property
could be acquired at a figure bearing
a reasonable relation to its cost, plus)
a fair rate of interest upon the money’/
actually invested in its development;
the yery hest thing we could do would
be to secure it. If that were done the
vexed question of a municipal water
supply for Victoria West, which in a
few years—the reserve question will
soon be settled—will be one of the most
populous sections of the city, would
be disposed of for all time,

Under the circumstances we hope the
Tegislature will prove more just to the
city than a committee' of that legis-
lature has been end confirm the mu-
nicipality in its rights as granted un-
der the water works act of 1873.

THE WATER QUESTION,

It is stimulating, we might say almost
exhilarating, to observe that some of
‘the members of the city council are
temperamentally capable of being
roused to wrath upon any subject. If
there is one question before the people
of Victoria at the present time whica
calls for more than ordinary strength
of expression it is the matter of water
supply, and especially the attempts
made year after year by interested
parties to prevent any settlement ex-
cept one by ‘which they hope to person-
ally profit.

One can make allowances for the an-
tagonism of the Esquimalt Water
Works company to the legislature con-
firming the rights.of Victoria in waters
which that company has appropriated
subject to the priority of our rights.
The annual lpbby of that concern we
have become accustomed to and .re-
guard as a mere matter of routine. Tts
shareholders entertain a hope, which
we beéllave to be vain, that they can
either compel this municipality to pay
them an annual tribute for the use of
their water ar to expropriote under out-
rageous conditions made specially to
fix their casé, the property upon which

they have, squatted. But when the
munlclpaligy of Oak’ Bay, whose people

have for years been .supplied 'withw
water by this eity, and whoss depend-
ence for the future must be upon the
city, through it¢ Trepresentatives co-
operate in a legislative lobby with the
representatives of the Esquimalt Watar
Works company against the interests ot
the city, then assuredly the time has
come for some one to “say things right:
out in meeting.”

There is absolutely no reason why
there should be any feud between this
city and the municipality of Oak Bay
over a supply of water and we hope
that the officials of each will not per-
mit one to be raised,

‘We presume that when the legislature
conferred on Victoria the right to all
water within a twenty-mile radius, it
regarded the duty of this city to sup-
ply water to those residing within that
radius as obligatory, That ig a moral
obligation the city does not, be belive,
wish to combat.

On the other hand, a mistaken idea
of asgisting a minor muhieipality in.its
desire for plenty of water from a larger
municipality should not lead the mem-
bers of the legislature to saddle on this
city the obligation to glve privileges to
the residents of Oak Bay which are de-
nied to residents of Victoria. The two
have common interests in this matter.
The residents of Oak Bay are Vic-
torians, and entitled to all the advant-
ages of those who reside in the city
proper. They should have no more.

The reeve and council' of Oak Bay
should not permit legal gentlemen to
put them in the position of fighting the
city for the purpose of serving the ends,
not of Oak Bay, but of a private water
company.

The proposed amendment to the Vic-
toria Water Works Act standing in the
name of H. B. Thomson is one which
both Oak Bay and this city should ac-
cept -unhesitatingly, and the legislature
should brush aside all quibbling - and
accept it. If it is preferred to substitute
the name of the Water Commission-
er to be appointed under the new act
for two judges, we think there should
be no 'objection by the city, On the
other hand it entirely covers the
ground that every reasonable resident
of Oak Bay wants,

It is as follows:

‘“Section 4 of the Victoria Water
Works Act of 18738 hereby amended
by adding thereto the following words:

“Provided that if satisfactory pro-
vision shall be made by the corpora-
tions of the distriets of Oak Bay,
Saanich and North Saanich for: the
assumption by each of the said muni-
cipalities of a just -and equitable pro-
portion of the costs, charges and ex-
penses incurred or to be incurred by
the corporation of the eity of Victoria
in connection with the installation, op-
eration, maintenance, extension or ad-
dition to or of any existing or future
water works system of the corporation
of the city .of Victoria, the said duty
of the sbid commissioner shall be so
far extended as to include the said
municipalities, in order that the bur-
dens and advantages of any water
works system shall be borne and en-
joyed proportionately and simlilarly
upon a liké provision being made to
include the districts of Highland,
Malahat, Goldstream, Sooke, Esqui-
malt and that portion of the city of
Victoria known as Victoria West, con-
sistently with (so far as concerns the
districts of Esquimalt, Highland, Mala-
hat, Goldstream, Sooke and Victoria
West) the terms and conditions pre-
seéribed in:

“The Victoria Water
1873.

“The Esquimalt Water Works Act,
1885. :

“An act to amend the City of Vie-
toria Water Works Act. 1873, being
chapter 64 of the statutes of British
Columbia of the yéar 1892;

‘““And this act.

“In case of any difference of opinion
between any of such municipalities as
to the terms of any such agreement,
such difference may be referred  to
any two judges of the Supreme Court,
who shall have power to hear and de-
termine same.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier promised
that the request would receive favor-

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CIVIL SERVICE
PENSION ACT

WHAT THE DRAFT BILL
PROPOSES TO BE DONE

Employees and Province Pay
Share and Share—Com-
mittee to Manage.

Much interest is being takeh in the
draft superannuation bill which the

provincial secretary has laid before the
members of the legislature for their
consideration. This bill is of particular
concern in Victoria, of course, as the
great majority of those who would be
affected by such a measure are in what
is generally described as the inside
service,

It iz not at all likely that the bill
will be introduced this session, as it
would involve a great amount of dis-
cussion, and could not possibly be
satisfactorily dealt with at this stage.
It was gathered from Hon. Dr.
Young’s remarks a couple of evenings
ego that he desired to get the matured
opinfion of members on it after they
had gone into it carefully during re-
cess, and also to take advantage of
any experience the Dominion has
galned in the working out of its pres-
ent scheme, which is quite different
from the old system of superannua-
tion.

As the draft stands it reads as it
would if enacted this session, but the
dates in it Wwill be changed to suit
whenever it is passed,

The act is to apply to all persons in
the public employ who are paid a
vearly salary voted by the legislature
and to all present pensioners who may
decide to come under it. Apparently
those now receiving allowances can
continue as they are, if they prefer to
do so.

A fund to be known as the super--
annuation fund is to be maintained by
the minister of finance, to be made up
by the reservation out of the monthly
salaries of five per cent, for entrants
under 21, thence graded by such scale
as shall, computed at four per cent.
{nterest, produce a proportionate an-
nuity at sixty; by equivalent monthly
vayments out of the consolidated re-
venue fund; by the payment out of the
revenue fund to the credit of each
person dying or retiring in such finan-
cia] year, who entered the public ser-
vice six months or more before April
1st, 1909, of the capitalized value of
what would have been the govern-
ment’s contribution had the act been
in force during all the time such -per-
son had been in the service; by any
amount which the employee, the gov-
ernment or any other person may pay
into the fund for the benefit of such
employee; and by interest denved from
the investment of the fund.

A Managing Committee.
This furd is to be adminlgtered by a

({anaglng committee consisting” of 'a

airman, to be appointed by the Chief
Justice of British Columbia;: two gov-
ernment representatives selected by
order-in-council *and - two représenta-
tives chosen quinguennially by the
contributors-at the annual meeting,
which is to be held in the parliament
buildings at noon on the fourth Satur-
day in. March. For the first year the
six senior deputy ministers, on behalf
of the prospective contributors, are to
select from amongst the other officers
two persons ag representatives of the
contributors until the first annual
meeting. In case of death or resigna-
tion the remaining representative and
the six senior deputies are to select
some person until the next annual
meeting makes an appointment for the
remainder of the quinquennium. The
deputy minister of flnance is to act as
chairman in the absence of that offi-
cer, but no chairman is to have a cast-
ing vote on any question of principle
affecting the equitable disbursement of
the fund or its financial stability. In
case of an equal vote each side is to
make and signal a written report to
the Chief Justice, whose decision is to
be final,

The government guarantees four per
cent. interest, computed half yearly,
during the lifetime of all who are con-
triputors, when any change is made,
such change only to affect mew en-
trants.. The minister of flnance s
given power to inyest the funds, but
there is a provision that on the advice
of the managing committee he may in-
vest portions of the accumulating
funds in first mortgdges upon the land
and houses which contributors may
desire to purchase for their homes.

If any employe is so far insured that
the superannuation deduction would be
burdensome the managing committee
may allow his contributions and those
of the government on his behalf to be
paid on his premiums, the committes
holding the policies. Power is given
the committee to arrange with federal
or provincial governments or any in-
surance corporation for members’ in-
surance against accident, illness or
death,

Annuities Provided For.

For employes who have become in-
capacitated an “invalidity reserve
fund” is to be created, from which may
be paid a superannuation annuity not
exceeding that purchasable by the
ccmbined contributions of government
employes, In the case of married em-
ployes these annuities shall be con-
verted within the fund to a joint an-
nuity on the lives of husband and wife
at the time of such retirement. In the
event of employees of under ten year’s
“trvice being retired for ill-health the
managing committee may pay him the
accumulated value of his and the gov-
ernment’s contributions, with such an
amount asg it may see fit out of the in-
validity reserve fund. A supplemental
annuity may be allowed in the case of
employes invalided before 60, and in
the case of employe’s constrained to
resign because of severe mental or
hodily injuries sustained in the dis-

harge of his duty the lieutenant-gov-
ernor-in-council may add througn ihe
tuperannuation fund such sum as the
‘nerits of the case warrant.

Temporary losses may be made mem-
hers in case of portracted illness, to be
repaid. All alowances, . pensions or
&nuunities are to be pavable on the last
4ay of each month. As provided in the
Public Service Act retirement at 65 is

S

to be compulsory, In case of resigna-
tion or dismissal the liteutenant-gov-
ernor-in-council will decide what pro-
portion of the fund is to be paid in
each case.

In case of dishonesty or fraud by an
employe the managing committee may
recommend that out of his accumulat-
ed contributions restitution may be
paid. "In the event of an employee
dying before superannuation, annuities
are to be provided for his widow or
children, or if none then the accumu-
lated~sum to his credit shall be paid
to his legal representatives. Where a
superannuated person’s death occurs
before he has received annuities equal
to the total of his own and the gov-
ernment’s contributions, his widow as
joint annuitant will continue, or if he
was unmarried or a widower his legal
representatives shall get the difference
between what he has drawn and the
total amount to his credit when he re-
tired.

The liteutenant-governor-in-council is
to appoint a registrar of the public
service, who will be secretary of the
superannuation fund and of the man-
aging committee, and also a superan-
nuation adviser. The auditor-general
wil] audit the funds and an annuaj re-
port will be made to the house,

NANAIMO’S SUGGESTION
FOR RAILWAY CONNECTION

It is Suggested That Grand
Rally for Island Be Held in

Coal City.

The suggestion of the Nanaimo De-
velopment League that a meeting be
held for the purpose of taking immedi-
ate action to secure connection on this
island with a transcontinental railway,
while it has not ccme formally before
the local organization is being freely
discussed and warmly commended
among its members,

There is now. under consideration a
scheme to charter a special train to
proceed to Nanaimo picking up mem-
bers of the league from Victoria, Col-
wood, Duncans and Ladysmith and
meeting the Nanaimo members in a
big rally to discuss the matter.

The project is likely to assume more
definite shape in a few days.

WORKMAN CLAIMS DAMAGES.

Case Opened Yesterday is Still in P}o-
gress in Court To-Day.

In the Supreme court to-day the
case of Boniface vs, B. C. Marine Ralil-
way is still in progress before Chief
Justice Hunter and a special jury, The
case is one where damages are sought
for injuries received by the plaintiff
who alleges that a circular saw was
not in shape. The evidence for the
plaintiff was completed this morning.
The witnesses who were joiners who
had worked at the shop all testified
that the saw was kept in bad shape
and should have had a guard over ‘it.

For- the-'defence, Andrew Gray, who
hés been in business since 1871, -testi-
fiéed that a guard such as was proposed
was never used in connection with such
saws, and would be dangerous.

THREATEN T0
DROP CITY BILL

COUNCIL WILL NOT
MEET OAK BAY’S DEMANDS

If Water Measure Is Amended
in House it Will Be
Withdrawn.

e e e—

The city council at its meeting Tues-
day decided by resolution that rather
than allow the clause promising the
municipality of Oak Bay a good supply
of water at a reasonable price to go
through, the city would again withdraw
its bill and wait for another year.

It was pointed out that this would be
a very serious delay, but it seemed to
be the opinion that it would be better

than to give way. The clauses have
been thrown out by the water commit-
tee, but notice has been given of the
intention to reintroduce them on the
floor of the House,

The mayor said ex-Reeve Oliver was
not working for Oak Bay, but for the
Esquimalt Water Works Company, in
which he held shares, Oak Bay wanted
to compel the city to supply water at
the boundary. It was his opinion, how-
ever, that the city would refuse to be
the milch cow for the surrounding
municipalities,

Ald, Turner said the reason given him
for the action of the Oak Bay muni-
cipality was that they could not finance
their pipes unless they guaranteed
water with which to fill them,

The mayor explained that if there
was a shortage of water Oak Bay
would be able to get a supply at the
expense of the city. He did not think it
would be right to jeopardize themselves
in order to build up Oak . Bay.. He
thought they should withdraw the bill
if the clauses were attached to the bill.
They all wanted to give Oak Bay a fair
deal, but they did not propose to be
held up.

Ald. Turner wanted to know if they
were under any legal obligation to sup-
ply Oak Bay with water, He was as-
sured hv the other aldermen that they
were not, and that Oak Bay used some-
thing like three million gallons,

“What is wrong with cutting them
off and letting them fight it out with
the legislat~~?" inquired Ald. Turner.
Why was it, he continued, that he could
not get water for more than two hours
a day last
could get it for six hours? He proposed
to let the city have what they wanted,
and then if there was any left let Oak
Bay have some.

* The following resolution was
put and. ecarried unanimously:

“That the introduction of the clauses
into the water bill in favor of the Oak
Bay municipality be condemned, and
in case of their being:forced in, we in-
struct Mp, Thompson,; who has charge
of the bill, to withdraw it.” s

There 'was a good deal more dissult-
ory conversation, in which it was open-
ly stated that. the ,Esquimalt Water
Works Company was behind the
scheme, and that Councillor McGregor,
of Oak Bayv. was Influenced by the

who said they could not finance their
subdivision unless they obtained a
guarantee of suffictent water,

The council then adjourned to the
legislature building, where some active
lobbying ~cainst the objectionable
clauses was done, a number of the leg-
islators being interviewed and impress-
ed with the importance of the bill pass-
ing without being tampered with,

Another big block is to be built in
Victoria if the plans of Balfour, Smye
& Co., of Hamilton, Ontario, go
through. This firm manufactures the
Tartan brand of canned goods which
have 3 large sale in the West, and in
order to handle the business, a six-
story block is proposed to be erected
as a distributing house for the firm on
this coast. St. Clair Balfour, one of
the members of the firm, visiteq this
city a few days ago, and before leav-
ing for the East made the statement
that his company would erect the
building.

- OF PUBLICITY

METCHOSIN AND COLWOOD
UNITE WITH LEAGUE

Great Enthusiasm at District
Meeting Held Last
Night.

The beautiful districts of Metshosin
and Colwood swung into -the gveat
series of pubklicity and developmen<

leagues on this island last night, with a |

will, when over a hundred of the men
and women of the communities men-
tioned gathered at Colwood hall to hold
the annual meeting of the development
association of that place and to form-
ally transfer it to the Vancouver Island
Development League,

Not only was the crowd large but
enthusiam ran high and the latest
member of the chain of societies men-
tioned starts its work with flattering
prospects of usefulness.

By invitation a number of members
of the executive of the parent league
in Victorla were present, consisting of
Messrs, A, W, McCurdy, W. Fullerton,
Gouldie Wilson and John Nelson. Three
of these were present when the origin-
al society was launched at Colwood two
yvears ago and were pleased to hear
from the secretary’s report of the
efficient work done in the interests of
the district since that time.

These improvements consist of secur-
ing a reduction in rates from Colwood
to the city on the E. and N., the chang-
ing of the station name from Colwood
to Lanfford, the making of the latter
a regular station instead of a flag sta-
tion; the procuring of a public tele-
phone station at Colwood; the promised
improvement in mai] facilities and the
prospect of aid from the provincial gov-
ernment for a ferry across Esquimalt
harbor, which if carried out would
make the districts mentioned. contigu-
ous to the city instead of remote as is
at present the case owing to the cir-
cuitous route which has to be employed.

‘Will Prepare Handbook.

The new association will at once be-
gin the preparation of a handbook in
which the peculiar attractiveness of the
district for the purpose of fruit, sheep,
and poultry will be. emphasized., These
booklets will be placed in the hands of
the central organization for the island
at Victoria and should also go to the
department of information of the pro-
vincial government, which curiously
has less information available regard-
ing the older and more settled portions
near Victoria than of those which lie
further afield.

At last night’'s meeting also several
important resolutions were passed. The
first of these was a suggestive one from
the Nanaimo league asking them to
join Nanaimo in memorializing the cen-
tral'league in Victoria to havg'a-gaths
erng of delegates convened at once
from all the organizations on the island
to take joint action looking to the se-
curing of transcontinental rail connec-
tion. This was carried with enthusiam.

Another resolution which was carried
related to the opening of roads to the
sea, This is one of the great grievances
of the district. Notwithstanding ‘that
the road to Sooke follows the sea for
almost its whole length there are only
one or two places for the whole dis-
tance where the public can, by right;
gain access to the sea. This is felt to be
a hardship by the residents, as was
pointed out by their chairman, and al-
ready the government has been asked
to remedy this state of affairs.

‘With this resolution when it goes be-
fore the government will alsp be one
asking for the subsidizing of a ferry
across Esquimalt and for assistance in
the way of rural] telephones,

Chairman’s Address.

The chair was occupied last evening
by Mr. Heatherbell, of the Lagoon, who
outlined an admirable policy for which
the association might stand and work,
Mr. Griffith, the capable secretary of
the league, in lieu of reading. the min-
utes briefly sketched the work which
had been done and supplemented brief-
ly the suggestions of the chairman.

Both these officials urged the resi-
dents of the district to come to the aid
of the association liberally for the pur-
pose of getting out the literature nec-
essary to make the needs and poten-
tialities of the district known. :

The chairman spoke in an appreciative
way of the assistance which several
members of the Viectoria league had
been in the past and thanked them for
coming down to last night’s meeting.

Mr. G. H. Wilson, who was called
upon to speak, outlined the work which
had already been accomplished by the
Development league in continuation of
that originally carried out by the Tour-
ist association. He spoke of the en-
thusiasm which had attended the in-
auguration proceedings and of the
great interest = which the C.P.R.,
through Mr. Marpole, had manifested
in it. Notwithstanding that some people
were fond of describing Victorians as
mosg backs there was no place in the
west where people would put un their
money more cheerily for a deserving
object than in Victoria (applause), A«
an instance he mentioned that about
haif a day’s work by two or th#ee ment-
bers of the league had insured sub-
scriptions of nearly $4,000 yearly for two
yvears. The = association expected to
reach the $15,000 marlk.

Energy and Co-operation Necessary.

Mr. Fullerton who followed told of
the misconceptions which existed with
regard to the character of the island,
and of how the majority of people be-
lieved that there was a narrow strip
of arable land along the sea while the
interior was a ridge of mountains. From
some -experience during the last two
yvears in timber cruising he could dispel
that fallacy. It was the grandest tract
of country for its size in the world and
only needed energy and co-operation on
the part of its inhabitants to make it
boom,

He instanced in this connection the
wonderful change which had taken
place in Calgary, a place which five
vears ago ‘was comparatively dead but
which by co-operation and energy was
now booming and rapidly approaching
the 50,000 mark in point of population.
~ Mr. John Nelson mentioned the fact that

there was now on the Island a chain of
leagdes numbering ten or twelve, and
that branches now existed at Victoria.
Colwood, Duncan, Ladysmith, Nanaimo,
Alberni, New Alberni, Ucluelet, Clayo-
quot, Quatsino and Comox. It was diffi-
cult to place a limit on the possibilities
which lay before such a legaue if all co-
operated. Already something had been
accomplished by the securing of a tenta-
tive promise from the government that
they would spend a considerable sum in
opening up trails, and locally by a pro-
mise to try and open up roads to the sea
in Colwood and Metchosin. The great
need of the ditsrict was a more efficient
system of communication with the city,
and this should follow when the British
Columbia Electric Company perfected its
new source of supply at Jordan river and
had the reserve power necessary to ex-
tend its branches into the surrounding
country. This feature alone, bringing to
the farmer the advantages of quick trans-
portation and cheap and convenient light
and power, would be one of the most
potent factors in attracting population
to the district. He also touched on the
enormous timber wealth extending north-
west from Sooke, and which in the event
of railway construction would come out
through Metchosin and Colwood. It was
estimated that there were freights enough
in this timber to keep a railway employed
for a hundred years, while the industries
it would create would employ 800 men.
Victoria Will Assist.

Mr. A. W. McCurdy followed in an ad-
dress which was loudly applauded, dur-
ing which he declared that the growth of
the Island leagues was one of the most
remarkable movements he had ever
known. In Victoria he told of the plans
which the executive have in.mind, which
contemplates the employment of the very
best man who could be secured, whose
duty it would be to foster these associas
tions. He declared that the leagues
were in business, and the commodity
they had to sell was nothing more or
less than an island. (Laughter and ap-
plause.) He referred in most eulogistic
terms to the peculiar attractiveness of life
in this particular district if only those
modern conveniences which men have
come to regard as indispensable to their
happiness were present. The way to se-
cure these was by persistent agitation
and co-operation, and in such a work
they would have the hearty support of
every member of the Victoria league.

H. Dalas Helmcken, K. C., who also
came out from the gity, said that thouglt
they sometimes said™there Wwere moss-
backs in Victoria, he was one of them
and proud of it. These mossbacks had
founded the city and had done the pio-
neer work of the district. As to develop-
ment, that was coming rapidly. It uesd
to take several hours to come from the
city to Colwood, but that evening he had
entertained at dinner, 'started a concert
at eight, got in his auto at 830, and was
in Colwood at nine. (Applause and
laughter.) They would make the trip by
airship yet, and he was glad to know
that the Canadian boy who- was conquer-
ing the air and actually making flights
in a machine of his own construction was
a son of Mr. McCurdy. (Applause.)

The usual votes of thanks terminated
the formal proceedings, after which the
National Anthem was sung and cheers
given for the King and the association.

Refreshments were then served, after
which dancing was indulged in until late
in the morning.

Among those present were: Dr. and Mrs.
Watt, Mr. and Mrs. Heatherbell, Mr. and
Mrs. Helgesen, Capt. and Mrs. Gosse,
Mr. Porter, Mr. Griffiths, and many other
well known residents of the ditsrict, as
well as a liberal sprinkling of the younger
set.

On this a discussion followed. Mayor
Hall explained the position of the city
and what he felt it would be willing to
do. After a free-discussion and some
few sharp passages, a basis was reach-
ed which it was felt might be agree-
able to the city council and the citizens
generally. and which was satisfactory
to Oak Bay. It was in a general way
as given above,

A special meeting of the city council
was called later,~and the whole matter
gone into and the arrangements were
found agreeable to that body.

THe scene was then transferred to
the legislative buildings, when the re-
presentatives of both councils meta-
phorically fell on each others necks
and professed abiding faith each in
the other. The basis asg set forth was
drawn uyp, and 'W, H. Hayward, who
had charge of the Oak Bay amend-
ment, was instructed to withdraw his
amendment, H., B. Thomson, who has
charge of the city’s bill, was duly in-
structed to incorporate this agreement
in the bill, and the members of the
Oak Bay council left to catch the last
car, feeling assured that all was well.

Trouble developed, however. when
the city barrister had looked into the
matter. He gave the opinion that the
municipality was not entitled under the
act to enter into such an arrangement
without a by-law being passed upon by
the people, Mayor Hall, in order that
no advantage might be taken of Oak
Bay ,at once instructed Mr. Hayward
so that the amendment he had might
remain on the order paper, and this
morning went into the subject with
members of the Oak Bay council, The
latter, advised by their barrister, B. V.
Bodwell, K.C,, are satisfled the propo-
sition is all right. The city council will
meet and consider the barrister’s’let-
ter, and may probably agree to ga

ahead with the bill as agreed ‘upon,’

HOUSE SAT LATE
ON MANY BILLS

PUBLIC SERVICE ACT
GOT A SECOND READING

Government Working on a
Pension Scheme for
Teachers.

Legislative Press Gallery, March L

Although the House worked hard
through two sittings to-day the pros-
pects of prorogation this week are not
so bright as they were a few days
ago. The government have three or
four bills which will take some little
time, in addition to the Water Act,
which is good for & couple of days to
all appearances.

llt pwas a hotch-potch of business
which was done to-day, some twenty
bills, public and private, being dis-
cussed in one shape or another, and
some of these will call forth more dis-
cussion in their later stages.

Hon. Dr. Young, in moving the sec-
ond reading of the Public Service Act,
said the service was now what might
be called unbalanced. There were too
many in the service who had been
placed there for their party allegiance
or some such reason. There was in the
Dominion and the older provinces, as
well as here, a class of men in the pub-
lic service who, while there was no
doubt of their integrity or willingness,
were by their early training unfitted to
perform their duties. More particular-
1y in British Columbia the public ser-
vice was overloaded with old men. No
country, China alone excepted, had so
many old men in its service as this
province, where there are 57 per cent.
over forty, 11 per cent. over sixty and
only 8 per cent. under 20. This condi-
tion was one that had to be met in
view of the increased responsibility of
office and the fact that although they
were doing their best the men over
eixty could be counted on as diminish-
ing in efficiency by 25 or 30 per cent.

Old Men in the Service.

Too many old men in the service
had been placed there under the pat-
ronage system, andg the object of the
bill was to substitute for this a sys-
tem founded upon efficiency and merit.
‘While last year’s bill had been placed
on the statute book to get the princi-
rle there and provide for regrading the
staff, the government desired to take
advantage of the experience of the Ot~
tawa government and of the reports
of the civil service commissioners and
the debates in the Commons. TUpon
regrading a great deal depended for
the efficiency of the service and the
government iIntended to appoint not
more than three persons to carry this
out. If any clerk found his salary re-
duced by this or was dissatisfied with
the grade he was given he couid ap-
peal to the civil service commission.

It was the desire of the government
to pay the service a fair remuneration
and encourage young men to join the
service as a career. The increases in
the varfous classes would work auto-
matically, conditional upon the clerk’s
merit. Merit would be the test
throughout. By means of the civil ser-
vice commission much annoying im-
portunity would be saved ministers
and members. In the bill, he believed,
would be found a broad and compre-
hensive basis for the best service the
government could devise. In it sound
education, keen intelligence and loyal
service would ensure a man a splendid
career. :

Superannuation.

In regard to superannuation the pro-
vinela] secrétary said he would lay the
proposed bill on the table for the con-
sideration of members. The .govern-
ment could not afford to extend the
present gystem materially without some
contribution -from the members of the
service. The present system was cost-
ing more than a system of superanfiua-
tion, and it would go on increasing
very rapidly with the number of old
men in the service. In the matter of
superannuation for teachers, mentioned
by the member for Chilliwack, the
government had been endeavoring to
arrive at some conclusion but found
many difficulties. One was the indif-
:ference of teachers. There were 850 in
the schools. of the province, to all -of
whom he had sent a card, but only had
a return from 47 per cent. Twelve 10
fifteen per cent at the outside remained
in the profession as a life-work. The
average term of the others was four
years, the women leaving to marry as
a rulé and the men to get into other
walks of life. The government was
now trying to arrive at a basis for an
“educational pension system. The so-
lution he thought most feasible was
following out the English system of
an independent pension fund.

Still Unworkable, 9

John Oliver said that if any justifica-
tion was needed of the act of the op-
sposition in opposing the superannua-
tion bill last year, it was furnished by
Dr. Young's speech. It was not that
there was a techriical objection to it;
the truth was that the government
was not ready with its scheme last
year, nor was it ready yet apparently.
An expert from Yorkshire had been
brought 6ver—there was $500 in the es-
timates last year to meet the cost—
and hig services were still in requisi-
tion by the government. The super-
annuation bill last year had been with-
drawn because it was unworkable and
because the provincial secretary him-
self did not understand it.

Parker Willlams insisted that teach-
ers would have to be better paid than
they are now if the ranks are to be
kept filled. At the presént rates of
educational salaries it was no wonder
that teadliers got out. ' A good teacher
in the counatry was thought lucky to
get 350 a month while a girl of far less
ability or. training cowld get $560 a
year or more as a stenegfapher in the
government -gervice. As for the‘ pres-
ent ‘superanpuation system thére was
no reason why the provirce should re-
tain it or ‘pay ‘any ' duperannuation.
Civil servants were no more, and no
less, entitled to old-age pensions than
any . workers. in the body politic. It
Wwas noticeable that the men who. got
the largest salaries in the service ARd
_Were best able to ‘make provision “for
; i ¢

themselves were the ones who got the
biggest superannuation plums.

J. H. Hawthornthwalte had no objec-
tion to a man who had spent his life in
the public service receiving a super-
annuation allowance, but only if work-
ers in every other line were superan-
nuated also, He was certain, he said,
that there were many men in the pub-
Hc service of British Columbia who
should have been got rid of years ago.
One reason the province had not ad-
vanced more rapidly was that these

| men were in office, men with moss~

grown ideas who did not carry out the
intention of the legisiation passed by
the House. Mr. Hawthornthwaite
championed the cause of the teachers,
and remarked that the fact that so
few replles were received by the mine
ister of education was an unpleasant
vote of want of confidence in the gov-
ernment,

‘“However, it is wise for the teachers
to hold their tongues in view of Agnes
Deans Cameron’s case; the less they
have to say in these matters the bet-
ter,” he added,

The bhill was read a second time,

Clearing Land by Fire.

Debating the bill to provide greater
safeguards against bush fires, Parker
Williame pointed out the difficulty a
settler would have In getting a permit
to set out a fire in some parts of Bri-
tish Columbia from any of the officials
mentioned in the act. He, himself,
would not care to take such a responsi-
bility. There should be some arrange-
ment whereby five wardens could get
sufficient assistance to watch thege
fires when it was necessary to set them
out. And certainly there was no way
of clearing the land in much of Van-
couver Island except by a liberal appli-
cation of fire,

H. C. Brewster spoke along the same
lines. He urged that those who would
not improve their holdings otherwise
should at least be compelled to keep
them from becoming fire traps.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite asked for
sympathy and help for the settler who
had to clear bush land, and suggested
that the government should provide
powerful logging engines to assist them.

W. H, Hayward agree with the mem-
ber for Nanaimo, and expressed his
doubt whether any good would he ac-
complished by the bill. People getting
a permit, and next thing some one
would drop a match and set fire to the
bush they wanted cleared.

John Oliver advised the House to
confine itself to a common-sense pro-
position, whether it was better to let
settlers g0 on clearing the land in the
best way they could, as they had done
for years, or whether the interests of
preserving the timber was greater and
the settlers be prevented from clearing
in dry season$. He had yet to learn
that the government or the House was
able to devise any means of overcom-
ing wether conditions,

The bill was given its second read-
ing.

Fortnightly Pay Days.

A fortnightly pay day for under-
ground employees of coal mines was
advocated by J. H, Hawthornthwaite
as an amendment to a bill of the
Premier’s amending the Coal Mines
Regulation Act which-'was up for third
reading, He referred to the fact that
for several sessions he and the mem-
ber for Newcsatle had endeavored to
get a similar bill adopted, and he saw
no reason why it should not become
law. Another amendment he wished to
see made called for an inquest on the
bodies of all men killed by explosion or
other accident in any mine,

The premier raised the point of order
that the amendment was not within the
scope of the bill, which was intended
to make less expensive the examina-
tions for certificates of competency,
and the further point that the first-
named matter wag dealt with in an-
other bill before the House,

The bill referréd to by the premier is
one introduced by W, R. Ross (Fernie)

receiving $4 a day or under in indus-
trial works with a monthly pay roll of
$60,000 or -more,

The - Speaker took the matter into
consideration and will give ‘a decision
to-morrow,

Kingstone Street Fire Hall Site.-

The commissioner of lands,.on the
second reading of the bill to authorize
the granting of lot 921, the site of King-
ston street fire hall, to the city of Vie-
toria, stated that an order in council
had been passed some years ago allow-
ing the city to erect a fire hall there.
Now that the city had put up a per-
manent building it desired a surer title
to the lot. :

John Oliver asked if the lot was to
be conveyed in fee simple or only for
fire hall purposes.

Hon, Mr, Fulton replied that it was
to be for municipal purposes only.

Mr, Oliver inquired if it would have
any power to sell the lot.

Mr. Fulton said that was not the
idea, but the conveyance was to be on
terms and ‘conditions, It was for fire
hall purposes that the government in-
tended to give the land.

The bill passed second reading,

The bills amending the Municipal Act
and Municipal Elections Act, which
have passed the municipal committee,
were advanced a stage.

John Oliver pointed out that some
sections of the former purported to
amend the New Westminster act of in-
eorporation, which was a private act.
He did not think it good policy to
amend a private act by a public act.

The attorney-general agreed that this
wag right, but excgsed the breach in
this case by stating that next 'year,
he was informed, New Westminster in-
tended to come under the general act.

“I would suggest to the attorney-
general that he have every municipal-
ity come under the general act,” re-
marked Mr. Oliver, as a sly dig at
“Billy Bowser’s Kids,” the only other
city in the province with a special act.

A Midnight Breeze.

When a bill containing some amend-
ments to that special act came up in
committee, A, H, B, Macgowan, in
charge of it, wanted the committee to
give the city of Vancouver the right to
operate a telephone system,

W. R. Ross, chairman of the private
‘bills commiittee, pointed out that the
committee Had thrown out this propo-
sition, It did not think it was wise to
have two systems in one city, and
anyyway government ownership of tele-
phonés awould probably come up some
day.

‘ C. W. Munre, who supported Mr.

‘Macgowan’s motion, asked if . the
House was to understand that govern-

to give a fortnightly pay day to men |

ment telephonel were likely to come
soon,

Although it was after midnight and
members were jaded, quite a lively
argument sprang up. A. E. McPhillips
led in an attack upon the amendment,
and was followed by several members
on both sides. Mr. Macgowan and Dr.
McGuire, with the aid of the Socialist
members, ‘upheld Vancouver's right to
run a telephone system if it wished.
Both sides cited the case of Seattle,
_with its two systems, as proving either
the advantage or disadvantage 6f dual
systems,

John Oliver pointed out that if the
rates of the B, C. Telephone Co. in
Vancouver were too high they should
be got at by way of a body similar to
the railway commission, rather than in
this way. i

Mr. McGuire replied that the rates
were not particularly out of the way,
but the citizens were not satisfie® with
the way it treated the public.

Hon, F. L. Carter-Cotton told the
House that the business men of Van-
couver did not want the city given
this power. Personally, as a large rate-
payer, he did not belleve in giving the
council power to run a telephone sys-
tem,

The amendment was defeated, the
only members voting for it being Mr.
Macgowan, Dr, McGuire, Dr, Kergin,
John M, Yorston, C. W. Munro, J. H.
Hawthornthwaite and John McInnis.

Bills . Advanced.

Several small amending acts were
advanced a stage. That to the Jurors’
Act stands for third reading. One to
the Ditches and Watercourses Act was
considered in committee, Dr. King in
the chair, With Thomas Gifford in the
chair a bill to simplify titles was taken
up, It provides that in the completion
of any contract of sale of land the
rights and obligations of vendors and
purchasers shall, subject to any stipu-
lations in the contract to the contrary,
be regulated by the rule that recitals
of twenty-year-old facts shall be taken
as prima facle evidence of their truth,
and that inability of the vendor to
produce and furnish copies of docu-
ments of title shall not be an objec-
tion to the. title in case the purchaser
will, on the completion of the contract,
have an equitable right to the pro-
duction of such.documents,

Second readings, in addition to those
mentioned, were given to a bill to
amend the Metalliferous  Mines Act, a
bill to provide for the inspection of
hospitals, a bill respecting the official
map of Alherni townsite, a bill to in-
corporate the Portland Canal Short
Line Railway Co,, a bill to incorporate
the B, C, Permanent Loan Co.

Bills incorporating the Prince Rupert
& Port Simpson Railway Co., incor-
porating the Graham Island Railway
Co., and amalgamating the water rights
of the Coldstream Estate Co, and the
‘White Valley Irrigation & Power Co,
were reported.

The Vancouver & Northern railway
bill wad put through committee.

The resolutions adopted in-committee
of supply on February 24-25-26 were
read a first time at the afternoon sit-
ting, and a second time in the evening.
J. H, Hawthornthwaite objected to the
third reading being taken until to-
mMOrrow,

H. B. Thomson to-night gave notice

W. H, Hayward also gives notice of
an amendment embodying the Oak Bay
proposals for the treatment of that
municipality and Saanich on an equal-
ity with Victoria citizens.

CIVIC DELEGATION GOES
TO PORTLAND TO-MORROW

Aldermen Turner and Hender-
son and City Engineer Will
Inspect Paving.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

To-morrow Ald, Turner, chairman of
the streets committee; Ald, Henderson,
chairman of the finance committee, and
the city engineer, C. H. Topp, will leave
for Portland, Ore.,, to inspect the
bitulithic' paving there with the objegt
of deciding how it is adopted for Vic-
toria, This was decided upon at the

meeting of the city council held last
evening, ;

The paving referred to has been
strongly urged upon the council by the
representatives of the company that
controls the rights in it and by others.
It is represented as a much cheaper
paving than most of the other systems.
The agents have offered to bear the
expenses of the city’s delegation to
visit Portland, but the offer will not
be accepted. The delegation will go at
the city’s expense, being entirely inde-
pendent. '

The object was brought up last even-
ing by Ald, Turner, who said that he
felt that the Ccity’s representatives
should go at once in order to decide
this question before the time arrived
for starting work on pavements,

This met the general view of the
council, and while the formal appoint~
ment of the delegation wag left over
until to-night, the three named were
notified that they would compose the
delegation,

In addition to the general instruc-
tions to look into the paving question,
the delegation is likely to have a long
list of civic work to inspect. Ald, Mable
admonished them to pay attention to

a new system of lights that Portland
has,

WATER ACT WILL
TAKE MUCH TIME

HOST OF AMENDMENTS
ON THE ORDER PAPER

Opposition Leader and Com-
missioner of Lands Dis-
cuss Clauses.

Legislative Press Gallery, March 1.

That the Water Act, the most import-
ant item in the sessional programme,
is not going to get through the com-
mittee stage as quickly as was expect-
ed, is apparent from the first go at it.
The commissioner of lands, who is not
the author of the draft measure—that
is the work of Charleg Wilson, K, C.—
has a batch of fifty-five amendments
which he thinks are necessary to make
the bill as perfect as the members all
wish to make it. Individual members
on both -sides are understood to have
a great many more to bring on as the
bill progresses!

To-day only -one-half of the sections
taken up were finally disposed of, the
others being 14id over for further con-
sideration. Some of the sections, and
proposed amendments, wil] provoke a
good deal of discussion. The sections
taken up to-day dealt with the board
of investigation which the government
proposes to appoint to deal with the
question, and ‘did not touch the clauses
dealing with water rights and privil-
eges, on which members from/ districts
especially affected as regards mining
and irrigation will want to be heard.

Coal Mining Bills.

On the third reading of the premier’s
bill for the amendment of the Coal
Mineg Regulation Act, the member for
Nanaimo had two amendments on the
order paper, one providing for fort-
nightly pay of men employed under-
ground in coa] mines and another mak-
ing it compulsory to hold an inquest
on the bodies of all persons 'whose
deaths may have been caused by ex-
plosion or accident in any mine. The
bill was allowed to stand over,

The premier introduced a bill to
amend the Inspection of Metalliferous
Mines Act in the direction of providing
for an alteration of the code of mine
signals to suit conditions which may
arise. Any ameéndments made by the
lieutenant-governor-in~council shall not
become effective unti] after being pub-

lished for two months in the British.

Columbia Gazette, and the amended
code must be laid before the legislature
within fifteen days of its opening.

The provincial secretary introduced
his Hospita] Inspection Act. This pro-
vides that by order-in-council it may
be designated.swhat hospitals, orphan-
ages, sanitariums, maternity homes or
other institutiong  where persons are
undergoing medical  or health treat-
ment, whether public.or private, are to
be inspected, and to carry this out the
lieutenant-governor-in-council may ap-
point one or more inspectors. They
“shall from time to time visit and In-
spect every such institution and make
al] proper inquiries ag to the patients
under treatment and their well-being
generally, and upon all such matters
shall make report to the lieutenant-
governor - in - council.” Persons in
charge who obstruct the inspector shall
be lable to a fine not exceeding $50
and costs.

The Water Act.

An hour and a half was spent in com-
mittee on the Water Act. Out of the
thirty clauses read, half stand over,
one was dropped as being redoundant,
and of the fourteen passed five were
amended and séveral of the others were
purely formal. A. H. B. Macgowan
acted as chairman in committee of ths
whole.

On the definition of “water” or
“stream,” J. A, Macdonald protested
that to include springs. which arose on
a man’'s land apd the water from
which was used - by himself or his
neighbors was going too far. If it was
a large enough spring to become a
stream it would come under the opera-
tion of the act, but to include springs
in the definition would take in all
springs, no matter what the intent of
the legislature might be. Mr, Macdon~
ald also called attention to the defini-
tions of “unrecorded water,” “owner of
land,” and “municipal purposes.”

As the commissioner of lands had
some amendments to propose he con-
sented to the interpretation clause
standing over.

Board of Investigation.

Regarding the board of investigation,
the leader of the opposition pointed oqut
that the section setting forth its duties
and powers contained a surplasage of
words and would be much better it
more simply phrased. He considered
that the legislature should fix the num-
ber of members of the rd instead of
leaving it to the lie ant-governor-
in-council, should fix§fheir' remunera-
tion, how many should form a quorum,
and so so, He did not think board of
investigation was a -happy title for a
body with such powers as this tribunal.

Hon. M¢. Fulton admitted there was
something in some of these polnts and
allowed the clause 'to stand.

Section 18 provides for the board hav-
ing measurements made of water on
every stream, which Mr., Macdonald
remarked would be 2 most costly busi-
ness. He objected to giving the board
power, after making a persona] ex-
amination, of any streamg or works, to
determine rights angd claims upon that
examination, to the exclusion of any
evidence that might be brought before
them, This was & power given to no
other court nor to & jury.

This defect was remedied,

The amount of notice the board is
to give, not less than ten clear days,
of hearing claims and determining
rights, was denounced by the leader of
the opposition as less than a debtor
owing $6 would get, whereas here most
important water rights, affecting the
value of a man’s land, were to be dealt
with absolutely. 5

The section stands over,

Stuart Henderson pointed out that,
as the bill stands, while licenses are
not to be issued after the board begins
to deal with a stream nothing woull
prevent the issue of one between the
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publication of notice of the sitting ars
the opening of the sitting.

The section was amended so as 19
preclude this. : f

Not/Governed by Forms.

Section 29 declares that ‘ne sp3uial
or particular form shall be neci3s.ary
in the conduct of proceedings, anteced-
ent to the heating, on or before the
board, or in the conduct or manage.\ .o
of the board business.”

Mr. Macdonald thought it strange
that any court should be constituted
without being surrounded with che
forms which centuries of - experienc?
had shown to be necessary. - This boari
would be handling the most important
problem British Columbia had, dealing
with interests of vital concern and
clothed with powers greater than any
existing courts. It was very necessary
that its proceedings should take place
in proper form, and that in the taking
of evidence, for instance, the ' boarl
should not be able to take it any wav,
perhaps admitting illegal evidence.

The commissioner of lands said the
lack of form did not apply to the pro-
ceedings of the board, but he consented
to the section standing over.

At the request of the leader of the
opposition the committee rose and re-
ported pfrogress, to give him an oppor-
tunity to go into some of the-clauses.

Some time was spent in committee on
the commissionesr of lands’ bill to
amend the Coa] Mines Act in certain
particulars as to the holding of lands.
J. H. Hawthornthwaite and Parkesr
Williams made a protest against Jap-
anese being allowed to take up mining
claims,

The club house will be located be-
tween the Washington and the For-
estry buildings.

The cost of the house, its furnishing
and maintenance will be $15,000. It will
be of the bungalow type covering a
ground space of 72 x 52 feet. Special
features of the building' will be the rest
rooms' for ladies and smoking rooms for
gentlemen, with a musician baloncy on
the second floor and a, broad verandah
surrounding the house on three sides.

Members of Y. M. C. A, Classes Give Ex-
hibition of Work in Gymnasium.

BIG DEALS IN BURNABY LLANDS.

Stave Lake Power Company Buys Over
Seven Hundred Acres. ~

Vancouver, March 2.—The Stave Lake
Power Company has just purchased 748
acres of land north of and adjacent to
Burnaby lake in connection with its pro-
ject for buhiding electric railway lines
between New Westminster and this city.
Burnaby Lake will be a junction point
for a branch line to Port Moody. The
deal aggregated $140,000, or at the rate of
$175 per acre. It is understood that all
this area, exclusive of requiremeénts for
railway purposes, will be sub-divided and
placed on the market. J. W. Horne, of
this city, is reported to have also bought
a tract of 225 acres between Burnaby Lake
and the Stave Lake Power Company's
holdings for about $250,000, or at the rate
of $250 per acre.

Although no definite information re-
garding the building of wheat elevators
by the C. P. R. is forthcoming from any
of the Winnipeg officials who are here to-
day on an inspection trip, the fact that
George E. Graham, superintendent of
terminals at Fort Willlam, is with the
party, and that he spent the greater part
of the day on the wharves and along the
waterfront is the best evidence that the
company has the elevator question well
in hand.

FOUND WITH THROAT CUT.

Vancouver, March 2.—The body of &
man named David Esler was found early
yesterday morning in a clump of undersy
brush in Stanley park by one of the
caretakers. The throat was cut from
ear to ear, but as a " large amount of
money was found on his person, the the-
ory of murder is scouted by the police,
and they are of the opinion that he com-
mitted suicide. The body had evidently
been lying in the brush for several days,

—February, with 24 working days,
was a record month at the public li-
brary.

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BOWSER BEATEN
ON MEDICAL BILL

PROPOSED KEEPING
DOWN THE STANDARD

Water Act Keeps on Develop-
ing Difficulties as it
Advances.

Legislative Press Gallery, March 2

The young Napoleon of the prov-
incial Conservatives, Attorney General
Bowser, essayed to strike out a provi-
sion in the medical bill to-night against
the opinion of the only medical man in
the cabinet and other university men
on the government side. He was defeat-
ed in this and, while only a skirmish,
he appeared to be nettled at the result.

It was a clause designed to raise the
standard of medical training in British
Columbia in line with the five-year
course now being adopted as a necess-
ity by the important unlversitieg on
this continent. Hon. Dr. Young declared
himself strongly in favor of placing
British Columbia abreast of the best,
and Conservatives as well as Liberals
lined up behind the bill, Two of the
Socialist members who were in the
House materially helped out the at-
torney-general’s corporal’s guard.

The amendments which Dr. King has
prepared to the bill appear to have met
all objections from other sections of
the healing profession, and with the
exception of Mr. Bowser's protest the
bill went throungh committee with lit-
tle trouble, It will be finished up at
next sitting of the committee.

The Water Act developes new diffi-
culties as it progresses in committee.
While it was prepared by a Jleading
lawyer and a former member of the
provincial government, members find
innumerable points of objection in it.
In three sittings of the committee 109
sections out of the 311 in the bill have
been gone through. Of these 46 have
been passed, 60 stand for further dis-
cussion, 2 have been struck qut, one has
been superseded by an amendment and
two new sections have been added.

‘Whole Divisions Stand Over.

Taking up Part VI of the act, which
deals with the procedure necessary 9
obtain approval of works, there was
some discussion as to the procedure by
licensees taking and using small quanti-
ties of water on their own land for
other than power purposes, ending in
thé holding over of eight sections.
These provide that after receiving a
license “under these conditions for not
more than four cubic feet of water per
second the licensees shall forthwith sur-
vey and lay out the works, sending a
plan to the Water Commissioner; who
must write his approval on the plan
and fix the time for compléeting the
work before tHe works can’ be proceed-
ed with, Uporf receiving this approval
the .licensees is required “forthwith:to
proceed with the construction of the
works diligently and uninterruptedly. to
their completion.”

Trouble was also experienced on the
first saction of the other division of this
part, that dealing with the procedure
by licensees taking and using water for
any purpose.

J. A. Macdonald pointed out that
companies were being incorporated
with all sorts of powers, and if any
question of arbitration or expropriation
L arose it would be very:difficult to se-
gregate a compeny’s rights in regard
to supplying water from the many
uthers it might enjoy.

Fifteen sections under this head were
left over.

Water for Domestic Use,

The next part dealt with the general
powers and privileges of municipalities
and companies using water for domes-
tic purposes. A new section was added
which places upon the supplier of water
the duty of laying service pipes up to
the outer line of the street. The follow-
ing section places on the occupier of
the house or other premises '‘shall at
Lis own cost construct all other works
necessary to receive the water and dis-
tribute it as he may desire throught the
premises,” keeping them in repair.

J. H. Hawthronthwaite objected to
the legislature stepping in between the
municipality and the consumer and
forcing him to put in connections
whether he wanted water on the prem-
ises-or not.

Mr, Macdonald looked upon the sec-
tion as entirely out of place,.

After considerable cross-firing, and a
difference of opinion between A, E.
McPhillips and John Oliver as to the
mandatory nature of the word “shall,”
the commissioner of lands compromised
by an amendment which ‘made it man-
datory only when an occupier desired
fc. use the water.

* A Question of Taps.

Section 100 read: “Any person sup-
plied with water by the municipality
or company may be required to place
and use only such taps for drawing and
shutting off water as are approved by
the municipality or company.”

John Oliver protested against a sec-
tion which compelled a consumer to put
in his house only such taps as the com-
pany or municipality might approve,
What- right had anyone to dictate to
a man what class of tap he should use,
or compel him to buy from a certain
person? the member for Delta asked,

The  commisgsioner of lands thought
the clause all right. The consumer
might use a tap which was very detri-
mental to the company. ;

“I don’t understand what the .com-
missioner means,” returned Mr. Mao-
donald. ‘“The only tap which could be
detrimental to the company would be
one which would waste water on a flat
rate system.”

Mr. Fulton said the seéction was nec-
essary to protect a cotapany, it had
been for twelve years on our statute
books and he had not heard one word
of complaint from the consumer.

“If any gentleman here can show me
how this section is a protection Bo-a
company I will say, let it stay,” said
Mr. Oliver.

The section was allowed
over.

Rates Should be Controlled.

- Mr. Macddonald, on the section provid-
ing that companies may fix rates of

to stand

payment for water, . urged that it
should be in the power of the leut.-
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governpr in courncil
rates, :

Mr. Hawthornthwaite told the gov-
ernment it was mixing up the powers
of municipalities in those of a company,

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that in
a later clause power was given to reg-
ulate the rates when the profits o 4
company should exceed twenty per
cent, but he thought it would he found
very difficult to find when a companv
wag earning a profit in ‘excesg of that
figure.

Mr. Fulton expressed willingness to
let the clause stand for further con-
sideration, as his only wish was !9
have the hill made as perfect as pos-
sible. But this provision had been in
the old act.

“I understand the government had
an eminent lawyer employed for forty-
two days drafting this bill,” remarkei
Mr. Oliver. “If so we are entitled 1y
expect something better than a mers
copy of the old act.”

Mr. Fulton admitted that the gen-
tleman in question (Chas. Wilson, K.
C.) had been some 42 days engaged,
but he repeated that as the sections
had been in the act for twelve years
without a word of complaint to the
government or any member, there
could be no refiection on the gentlz-
man who drafted the blll

‘“Because it has been on the statute
Looks for twelve years is no reason
why we should not get rid of it now,”
said@ Mr. Oliver.

The clause stands over,

Worse Than Landlordism,

The next clause makes arrears of
water rates a charge on the land and
buildings ‘where supplied, recoverabla
By civil process, the supply of water
to be shut off.

Mr, Macdonald said this was going
further than ‘ever landlords went in
England in  the collection of rent.
There was nothing to prévent a com-
pany letting the supply of water go on
to an occupier for a year in the ab-
sence of .the landlord, and then place
it as a charge on the land, leaving it
to him to pay for water he never got.
The principle was utterly wrong and
the section should be further consid-
ered.

Mr, McPhillips said there should be
ample notice given of shutting off of
water. Some companiegs were very in
considerate in this matter. In Victoria
water had been shut off so arbitrarily
as to do serious harm.

This clause also stands,

“I think the commissioner of works
had better withdraw this bill and con-
sider it for 42 days longer, or 43
years,” said Mr, Hawthornthwaite
after a couple more sections had been
allowed to stand. “He is trying to
give the province over body and sout
tc corporations, If many more such
bills are passed here the people wiil
take a tumble and put an end to the
farce.”

In regard to supplying non-residents
section 106 gives municipalities or
companies power to supply water and
make such agreements as they see fit
with persons or corporations outside.

Mr. Macdonald objected to such un-
restfained power. It would be possible
that non-residents might get water on
better térmg and at lower rates than
residents of the municipality. Th
people” would ‘be“taxed ‘for” tié bdhas
of outsiders. ‘'"The ‘terni& and rates or
which ‘water should be supplied to out-
siders, as well as those inside, should
be fixeq and controlled by the lieut.-
governor in council: - *

One more wase added to the long ar-
ray of clauses which have to be taken
up again, - and the committee rose
after spending two hours on the bill.

Attorney General Objects.

After the slow passage through com-
mittee of the Water Act the treatment
of the medical bill, with C. W, Munro
presiding -ovér the committee, was so
rapid as to make one puff to keep up.
. The bill is contentious; in a sense, but
the amendments to be made to meet
objectiong did- not come in until
nearly thirty sections had been dis-
posed of. As Mr. Munro read these
clearly and rapidly they were passed
without comment until section 28 was
reached.

This section deals with the qualifica~
tions for registration, including all now
onh the register, men duly registered in
the United Kingdom under the Im-
perial Medical Act prior to June 30,
1887, and any person producing a di-
ploma from a college requiring a four
vears’ course and passing a satisfac-
tory examination. A proviso followed
that from any applicant who enters
college after January. 1, 1912, a five~
year course shall be demanded.

The attorney-general saw no reasom
for making this demand. The council
would have the admission of physicians
absolutely under their control, and had
a stringent examination, so that the
profession was amply protected. He
moved to strike out the proviso.

Dr. King (Cranbrook), who is in

to control these

.charge of the bill, pointed out that all

the leading colleges were fixing the
medical course ‘at five years,
Mr. Bowser still saw no need for

British Columbfa to jump from a four
to a five-year course, There would be
lots of collekes which would keep to
the four-year course.

Dr. King instanced Yale, Harvard,
McGill,” Toronto and Manitoba col-
leges.

Dr. Hall (Nelson), spoke of the like-
lihood of an interprovincial agreement,
and British Columbia” would want to
be equal to any others in its stand-
ard.

Colleagues Do Not Agree.

Hon. Dr. Young sald he- could not
agree with the stand taken by his
¢olleague. The object of the bill was
to keep the profession abreast of the
times. A five-year course was being
exacted in Manitoba and Toronto uni-
versities, and British Columbia could
well afford to try-to meet the advance
in medicine in~the same -way. There
would be no hardship on anyone,

Mr; Bowser réplied to ‘the arguments
from the opposition side that the med-
feal council of British Coelumbia should
not dictate to.the eastern universities
as to what length their medica] course
should ‘be. * Let the universities settle
it it they wanted & five-year course.
Theré were men in the profession 'in
British Columbla to-day ‘who had
taken only a two or three-year course.

“Do you know any college in Canada
that has not adopted a five-year
course ?"*-asked ‘Dr. Hall,

“That -has ‘nothing “to do. with the
question,” the attorney-geénéral replied.
He repeated his polnt about men in
practice here who had hag a short col-
lege course and asked how many cbi-
leges in Canada had adopted a five-
year course,

“All of them,” replied Hon, Dr.
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Youns. i;x am . sorry My colleague is
not better informed as to the practice
of medical colleges. Eighty per cent
of the states require from applicants
tor registration a certificate that they
have come from a recognized univers-
ity, and that is one that belongs te an
gmalgamation of colleges In the states
that have banded.together to raise the
standard in. all professions, . in medi-
cine by a five-year course. I may say
that British Columbia has the lowest
requirements .of any part of North
America except some of the smaller
states.”
All Leading Colleges Have It.

Dr. King read the list of Canadian

universities with a flve-year medical |

eourse, which included everyone of the
leading colleges,

The attorney-géneral stuck his guns
and again declared that the universi-
ties should be let decide for them-
selves if they wanted the longer
¢course.

“They have decided,’”” replied the
provincial secretary. “The hon. gentle-
man hes been informed of that fact
four or five times.*

The attorney-general retorted that
his own university, Dalliousie, had not.

A, E. McPhillips supported the bill,
and in doing so remarked that doctors
were more liberal than lawyers, The
Law Saciety would  not admit a
United States lawyer to the bar of
British Columbia, but the doctors would
admit a physician educated in the
States if he passed the examination.

On being put to & vote the attorney-
general- was defeated, the only mem-
bers vating with him being Hon. F, L.
Carter-Cotton, Fred. Davey, H, B.
Thomson, T, Gifford, N, F, Mackay, W.
I, Manson, Parker Willlams and John
McInnis, 3 ;

Other Scheols of Medicine,

Dr. King's amendments were then
made, placing  homeopaths and osteo-
paths in the same position as allopaths
as to the right to registration, upon
presenting & diplome from a recognized
college of their school and passing an
exemination pondueted by ome of their
school appointed by the council.

APPROPRIATIONS OF
ONTARIO LEGISLATURE

Provision Made for an “Auto-
mobile Constable” With
Duties Undefined.

Teronts, Ont,, March $.—Following
the change In the fiscal year, estimates
for the ten months dating from the
first of year to October 3lst next, were
laid on the table of the legislature de-
partment,: The estimates amount to
$6,948,661, while the estimates for 1908
amounted to-$7,601,875, and the total
expendittire for that year $85,587,063,

Among the new appropriations is

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MACDONALD GOT. _
RIGHT OF APPEAL

IMPORTANT CHANGE IS
MADE IN THE WATER ACT

Other Features Are Pointed Out
and Sections Are Held
Over. -

Legislative Press Gallery, March 2.

Practically the whole afternoon was
spent in committee of the whole on the
clauses of the Water Act, A, H. B,
Macgowan (Vancouver) in the chair.
As yesterday the work of criticism fell
chiefly upon J. A. Macdonald, who has
made a close study of the bil] and is
watching it closely in order to secure
as near an approach as possible to a
workable act by pointing out glaring
faults in the bill and having them rem-
edied.

When a ‘section proves tod knotty for
immediate solution or improvement by
the commissioner of lands, it is allowed
to stand over to be taken up when the
bil] has been gone through, and these
sections are piling up, Of forty clauses
of the bill read to-day twenty-four were
passed, one was struck out as cum-
bersome (half a dozen words at the end
of the preceding clause superseding it)
and fifteen were left over.

The clauses dealing with the board
of investigation which is to deal with
water rights have “to be very closely
scrutinized. As framed they clothe the
proposed body with absolute powers
‘which no court in the realm possesses.
The leader of the opposition gained
a victory for the people by convincing
the majority of the members of the
House that there should be an appeal
from the board, and a motion to that
effect made by A. E. McPhillips was
adopted,

The Supply Bill

The minister of finance introduced a
supply bill for an aggregate of $6,799,-
537.13, after the committee of ways and
means had adopted a resolution grant-
ing that sum to his Majesty for the
éxpenses -of the public service. The
Lill got a first reading.

The government has taken up a bill
for the relief of the municipality of
Fernie, prepared by W, R. Ross, mem-
ber for that ecity, and it will be put
through as a government measure, The
cld fire limit and building by-law and
all copies of it having been destroyed
along with all other municipal papers,
the eity council passed a new by-law.
This bill ratifies the new by-law and
makes it binding on all persons as from
August 1st last. The council is also
given power to remove, or to cause to
be removed or destroyed, at the owner's
expense, after June 1st next all wooden
buildings within the fire limits.

: The Water Act. ;

On, the gecond clause taken up when
the: Heuse «werft again inte. committee
on the Water Act; a looseness in dratt-
ing .was pointed out by the leader of
the opposition. - This gave the board of
investigation power to hear and deter-
mine ' claims submitted - upon their
merits, notwithstanding any defects in
form *“or substance.”” This, Mr, Mac-
donald showed, empowered the board
to determine that a bad claim was a
good. one,

The commissioner of lands was will-

ing to strike the two words out and
stood the section over,
. The next section declared that if the
holder .of a record served with a notice
to appear did not appear to prefer or
establish his claim the record should
forthwith become forfeit and be can-
celled, and all works should go to the
crown or the owner of the lands upon
which they were.

Mr. Macdonald protested that this
wasg a drastic and un-British way of
depriving a man of any rights he might
have,

This section, also, was allowed to
stand.

No Appeal Provided.

Bection 34 states: “The decision of
the board shall be final and conclu-
sive and no appeal shall be therefrom.”

Mr, Macdonald pointed out that this
was a new principle to adopt in legal
practice. Theré was no court in the
Empire from which there was not an
appeal in matters of civil rights, but
in this most important matter;, far-
reaching in this province where the
right to water was of such paramount
importance, without which very often
2 man's propeérty was valueless, the
boatrd was to be left as the final tribu-
nal. . The right of appeal was of two=
rold importance. It kept the tria] court
up to the mark; without an appeal a
court could not be nearly as perfect as a
court whose decisions were open to con-
sideration by an appellate body. Again
the court itself might go w¥eng or not
have the matter properly threshed out
before it. :

The commissioner of lands hardly
saw where any questions of law would
come in in the proceedings of the board.
It would be almost entirely a matter of
fact.

The leader of the opposition remind-
ed him that in the only two water
cases up last year the question df
priotity came in, and most  difficult
matters of law arose. It was a mon-
strous proposition ‘that no appeal
should lie in a matter that affected a
man’s rights so very closely. A man
with a small amount at stake in &
county court could appeal to the fuil
court, but here, where hundreds of
thousands might be at stake it was
broposed that there should be no ap-
peal,

Factg and Law.

Mr, Fulton considersd it would be
hard to distinguish between what were
Guestions of law and what ef facts.

W. H. Hayward asked how an appeal
to the lieutenant-governor-in-council
would do, ;

"“There would be very serious objec-
tion,” said Mr. Macdonald. “It would
be placing the legal as well as the ad-
ministrative business of the province
in.the hands of the lieuteméint-govern-
or-in-council. It is not & good princi-
rle to adopt and certainly should not
be extended to legal matters. The
lisutenant-governor-in-couneil is not a
lawyer and very often his advisers are
not.”

Mr. Fulton said the gevernment had

’

.quite enough _to do without having the
hearing of appeals In water cases thrust
'upon them. He expressed himself as
having an open mind, and would be
glad to see the members vote on the
principle of appeal or no appeal, as
they saw fit., If the vote was adverse
to the clause as it stood he would
draft one providing for an appeal

Parker Williams wished the govern-
ment would give its supporters this
liberty more frequently,

A. E. McPhillips believed that law-
yers were satisfled with their treat-
ment at the hands of the lieutenant-
governor-in-council. However, he did
not agree that Hon. Mr, Fulton’s way
of letting the House decide was the
right one, and to put things right, as
he saw it, he moved an amendment of
the section which would give an appeal
to the full court or the coming court of
appeal, but no further right of appeal.

Mr. Hayward did not think the House
should be asked if it wasg in favor of
appeal, to say off-hand that the appeal
should be to a certain court. The mat-
ter of expense was an important one.

Lawyers Not Satisfied.

Mr. Macdonald took issue with the
member for the Islands and told him
that he was not familiar with the facts
or he would not say that lawyers were
satisfled with the lieutenant-governor-
in-councll ag a tribunal. This last
year there had been a water case in
point. By the mistake of a water com-
missioner no notice was sent down to
the department of a water record Is-
sued to a municipality. Ten years after
a dispute arose and the lieutenant-gov-
ernor-in-council, appealed to to put the
mistake right, made an order-in-coun-
cil, but afterwards wag induced ex
parte to cancel this order and leave the
municipality to its legal rights, thus
placing the municipality in a most
awkward position. 1In reply to Mr.
Hayward the opposition leader pointed
out that the cheapest sort of litigation
was that which took place through the
courts; that the litigation through
boards of arbitration or the lieutenant-
governor-in-council was the dearest
form,

On being: put to a vote the amend-
ment was carried by a large majority,
the Liberals and Socialists voting for
it, and on the government side Hon.
F. L. Carter-Cotton, Messrs. McPhillips,
Ross, Behnsen, Gifford, Grant, Shat-
ford, Garden and Hayward. The clause
was held over and will be redrafted by
Mr, Fuilton so as to carry out the de-
sire of the House that an appea] shall
be allowed.

Latin Bothered Williams,

The act declares that ' no writ of
centiorari shall be allowed to remove
any proceedings before the board, ex-
cept for want or excess of jurisdiction,
and that no writ of prohibition shall
issue except for the same reasons. A
new section added by the minister de-
clares that except on the information
of the attorney general no provincial
court shall, by injunction or any other
legal process, retaig or interfere with

,any claimant seeking to establish his

claim before the board.

" THe 'leader ot the opposition drew
attention to two sections; one of which
proposed to give municipalities and
companies holding rec¢ords a license,
upon_ presentation of evidence of ap-
proval of their works by the lieutenant-
governor-in-council, and the other
giving holders of records issued prior
to May 8th, 1897, who have not vet
constructed works a license and allow-
ing a year to begin construction. The
first, he -said, treated companies and
municipalities on a different footing to
the individual, which wag not just. The
second proposal did not carry out what
previous sections seemed to mean, that
the board should cance] all records and
issue licenses after considering -each
case, taking away rights whelly or in
part. if they.thought proper,

The. commissionesr of lands replied
that the board would take all old re-
cords away from holders and allow
them to be reinstated as licenses ac-
cording to the amount of water reason-
2bly needed where it was being used;
but in case of non-user, instead of can-
celling the record peremptorily the
holder be allowed a year to show his
good faith by commencing construction
of works for utilizing the water.

Both sections were allowed to stand
over.

John -M. Yorston (Cariboo), asked
how a man would stand who had a
record for four hundred inches but was
only using, say, 150 inches when the
commissioners were considering his
case or examining hig rights on the
spot, Different crops required differ-
ent amounts -of water, and a man
should have a right to water enough
for the crop requiring most,

The commissioner replied that the
board would take this into considera-
tion and what it would grant would be
the maximum amount required for any
crop.

Mining Put in Background,

The act sets out priority of use of
water under seven heads in order—do-
mestic purposes, municipal use for do-
mestic purposes, irrigation, production
of steam, power, mining, and, lastly,
clearing streams for driving logs.

“This is one of the most extraordin-
ary sections in the act,” said Mr. Mac-
donald. “Mining is the most important
industry in our province but it is.rele-
gated to sixth place in this list in the
matter of importance in regard to the
acquisition of water. The next indus-
try in importance is lumbering, but the
clearing of streams for driving logs is
put in the lowest place. The railways
are not forgoften, I see, but come iIn
fourth place, two above mining, The
government is proposing to throttle
two of the greatest industries in our
province, and to say that even if they
are using water first any one of five
other purposes may come along and
gsecure priority of importance in the use
of that water.”

At Mr. Macdonald’s suggestion the
clause was allowed to stand over for
further consideration,

On coming to clause 49 it was found
to declare that whenever application
wag made for the use of water on any
particular hereditaments ‘no license
shal] issue unless the applicant holds
the land in fee or otherwise from the
crown, ‘according to law.”

Mr. Macdonald showed where  this
section was In conflict with the inter-
prétation clause and other clauses of
the act, and would prevent tenants,

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emptors acquiring water for' irrigation;
a man mist be absolute owmner in fee
simple.

MINERS LOSE
$2,700 WAGES

TEXADA CASE SHOWS
NEED OF BREWSTER BILL

John Houston Speaks Out From
His Experience in Favor
of It.

Whatever the government may think
the opinion of miners and of mer-
chants with) whom they deal is that
the bill which H., C. Brewster brought
in with the object of securing to all
mine workers their wages is urgently
needed. The member for Alberni urged
the adoption of this very necessary
measure last year, but the government
got rid of it by promising to deal with
the matter during the recess, They did
not do so, and Mr., Brewster reintro-
duced hig bill this year, when it was
voted down by the machine majority at
the behest of the government,

Mr. Brewster sought te remedy a
condition which has, unfortunately, be-
come' familiar on Texada Island, and
in many other parts of ‘the province.
Some people from across: the line will
take an option on a mineral property,
send@-some. men in to work on it, and
when the vein pinches eout. or money
gets short, skip out and - leave. the
miners in the lurch, with a month or
two of wages due them,

This is going on right.along. Every
little while one hears of a case of this
kind. Not only do” the mimwers lese, but
the merchants who supply:them with
boarding . house
keepers lose, The total’ amount lost in
this way runs up into many thousands
of dollars, On Texada 1Island, 'in the
eleven months which have elapsed
since Mr, Brewster first brought in his
bill, 42 miners have lost an aggregate
of $2,700,

In the last issue of the Prince Rupert
Empire the editor, John Houston, a
formér member of the House and a
man who is well acquainted with min-
ing matters, says in part: .

“The district represented by Mr.
Brewster has. been exploited by wild-
cat mining operators to the great loss
of men working for them, and a con-
sequent loss to the merchants with
whom the men traded. Mr. Brewster
sought to protect the men by making
it obligatory on mine oOperators to
show that they had enough money in a

' chartered bank to pay the wages from

month to month of the men they em-

ployed. He claimed that, ‘uniike me-

chanics, miners could not get tangible
property on which to place liens for
wages; that a hole in the ground, with
no ore in sight, was not a tangible
property, This fair and wise conten-
tion was frowned on By Attorney-Gen-
éral Bowser, on the ground that it was
class legislation; that if mine workers
could demand such a safeguard for the
payment of their wages men working
in sawmills and in other industries
would demand like safeguards, The
bill was defeated on second” reading,
every Conservative voting against it.
All of which goes to show how great a
friend workingmen havé in Premier
McBride’s followers in the legislature.

“There is a case in point right here
in Prince Rupert which is good evi-
dence that it is time for the passage of
just such a law as Mr. Brewster stands
for.”

The Empire then goes on to refer to
the case of the B. C. Tie and Timber
Co., Ltd.,, whose employees, both white
and Japanese, are, it says, still looking
for: their wages. The paper concludes:
‘“Had that company been compelled to
keep in a chartered bank, money to
meet its monthly: pay rolls what in-
such a law have worked
on anyone, either capitalist, merchant
or workingman?”

PLANTS NEEDED

RESOLUTIONS PASSED
BY FRUIT GROWERS

Provincial Government and C.
P. R. Asked to Assist
Industry.

* The conference between the fruit
growers and the officials of the C. P. R.
was brought to a conclusion Tuesday
afternoon with a resolution containing
a reference to a statement by Max-
well ‘Smith on the enforcement of the
fruit marks act, which wag afterwards
at the request of the majority of the
convention altered, and with the pas-
sage of several resolutions, two of
which were along the lines of the dis-
cussion of yesterday morning and dealt
with the needs of the growers in regard
to cooling and cold storage premises
being established at certain points, Mr.
Smith also had occasion to submit to
a ruling of the acting chairman, R, M.
Palmer, in regard to which he after-
wards made a statement to the press,
Cold Storage Plants,

Resolutions were introduced to the
effect that the C. P. R. and the govern-
ment be asked to establish and operate
cold storage plants at certain points
in tbe Northwest.

Mr. Peters, however, speaking on be-
half of the railway did not think that
the company would undertake the es-
tablishment of these cold storage prem-
ises as they would then have to do
the same for all classes of perishable
goods, He thought it would be better
if the British Columbia: government
were asked to take the matter up, with
the provision that thé cold storage
chambers were to be wused only for
British Columbia fruit, or get the Do-

minion -government to erect plants. in
all provinces. The C. P. R. would have
to open premises to all shippers, in-
cluding those from Washington and
other American points. Any resolution,
however, would be given full consider-
ation, \
Maxwell Smith, Dominion fruit in-
spector, suggested that the C. P, R.
could establish large cooling chambers
at Vancouver to be used for the storage
of all kinds of produee. If thig were
done the government might be prevail-
ed en to take up the matter of cold
storage in the interior. He understood

the C. P, R. had plang maturing at.

Okanagan landing.

Mr, Kilpatrick, a C, P. R. official, said
east of Kamloops the industry had
grown and the company expected to
put in a transhipping plant at Okans

agan landing with an extra ice supply.
of 750 tong daily. They were also try~

ing to obtain the necessary waterdfront-
age at other points, He hopedthis year
to handle all the Kelowna shipments
expeditiously. Some system of cooling
was necessary in the Okanagan. If the
growers could give an idea of the in-
crease it would help the company ma-
terially, ?

Capt. Gore, C.P. R. superintendent
on the lakes, said he had travelled the
fruit country and found the shippers
were not satisfied, but could not give
any idea of what they wanted. It.has
been decided to have barges upon
which shippers can place their fruit in
the cars and then state the amount of
ice required. In the Kootenays he said
he was instructed to encourage the in-
dustry all he could and would like the
growers to state how they wanted the
fruit handled.

The resolution in regard to the pro-
vincial government was that cold stor-
age plants be established on the same
lines as creameries. ?

Resolutions Carried,

The two résolutiong were finally re-
drafted and carried as follows:

‘“Whereas it has been shown that to
arrange for the proper distribution and
marketing of perishable fruits in th:
Northwest provinces and Manitoba,
that cold storage is needed at certain
distributing points, notably = Calgary,
Regina, Saskatoon and Lethbridge, and
possibly other points from which fruit
may be distributed. ;

“Be it resolved that the provinelal
government be requested to aid the in-
dustry by establishing such cold stor-
age and operating same.”

‘“Whereas it has been shown that it
is - necessary in the interests of fruit
marketing that warehouses for cooling
fruit previous to shipment, also  cold
storage warehouses for holding fruit,
should be established at central points
in the fruit growing districts in the
province,

‘“Resolved that the C. P. R. be asked
to. build such cooling storages as are
required.” 4

Messrs. Richards, Agar and Camp-
bell were appointed a committee to pre-
sent the resolutions.to the C. P, R, and
to the provincial government.

Marking of Fruit,

On a resolution to the effect that al‘l.

importations of “fruit similar to that
grown in Canada shquld bhe' similarly
marked and packed'and bear the name
and residence of the grower, Mr. Smith
said the Dominion government com-
pelled the first man handling it to mark
it, both in imported and domestic fruits.
For some time past al} has been prop-
erly marked. He had found all fruit
in Victoria yestérday conforming with
the Dominion regulations. He agreed
the act should be rigidly enforced, but
the reason British Columbia did not get
the Northwest market was that the
‘Washington fruit was cheaper and the
average British Columbla grower was
not putting up the fruit as he should.
If there were rigid enforcement of the
act 75 per cent. of the growers would
be prosecuted. Good British Columbia
packers, he said, were getting all the
Northwest market they wanted. The
officials have been trying to teach the
British Columbia growers to do things
right for their own benefit. He then
went on to talk of the co-operative
plans, saying they were not a failure
if conducted on a business basis.
While speaking of other matters he

was ruled out of order by the. chair
and claimed an agreement from the
chair given in the morning that he
could speak of the matter on the reso-
lution now up in the afternoon. He
was stopped by R. M, Palmer, who
said: ‘“You are out of order; the mat-
ter is not important.’ That is the rul-
ing of the chair.” Mr, Smith then sat
down. !

Mr. Kidson then asked a question on
the matfer, when Mr. Palmer asked Mr.
Smith if he wanted to speak to it. He
replied: ‘No, I do not wish to take up
the time of the convention with mat-
ters that are not important.” (Laugh-
ter.y .

Statement by Mr. Smith.

In-regard to the ruling of the chair
Mr. Smith  subsequently handed the
following statement to the press:

“Thig forenoon at the suggestion of
the chair, I refrained from joining in
the general informal discussion, reserv-
ing what I should have said then till
the resolution re Dominion regulations
was taken up. But I had no intimation
that the chair would enforce strict par-
liamentary rules when that time came,
which he has not beé¢n doing in other
cages,”

Mr, Campbell introduced a resolution
apparently written at this stage of :he
proceedings, although the time limit
for receiving resolutions had been stat-
ed the day previous by Mr. Palmer. to
be Monday night. The resolution was,
“Whereas Maxwell Smith has stated
to the meeting that the provisions of
the inspection and sale act have not
been strictly carried out, it is the
opinion of this convention that they
should be strietly enforced.”

Speaking to the resolution he said:
“Mr. Smith has stated that leniency
is being shown. All growers should be
kept up to the mark. .Slackness is not
right and a government official should
act up to the letter of the law.”

J, M. Robinson said: “The fruit
marks act is an important matter, Yt
only valuable if strictly enforced. It
is a delicate position for a governmsant
officiai but ‘we should have rigid en-
forecement of the law. It is our pro-
tection against foreign fruit.”

“I d@on’t think the resolution is fai:.”
sajd Mr. Sterling. “It'is putting an
entirely false construction on Mr.
Smith’s words. He never meant to
convey, nor did'his statement convey,
the impression contained in the r2so-
Iction. He hag invariably tried tn usge
mild measures in.place of harsh oues
where' ignorance has been shown by
growers. Mr. Smith has been ca:irying
out the regulations to the best of his
ability and they are carried ou‘ in
British Columbia better than in any
other province. (Hedr, hear,)

Mr. Smith: ‘“You must admit [ d:d
not say those words in the way iney
are stated in the rasvlution. When xcu
put a thing like that and it is sent
brcadeast it has a very different Inak.
It is-unfair. (Hear, hear.) My instruc-
tions are from the department to en-
forcé®the act and to use leniency and
avoid harshness. It is a fact that if
we plunge in, the men here now advo-
cating the strictest enforcement of the
act would be the first to complain,’
(Hear, hear.)

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SERVIA GIVES
IN TO POWERS

WITHDRAWS HER DEMAND
FOR COMPENSATION

Prospect of an Early and
Peaceful Settlement in
Balkan Affairs. - -

London, March 3.—It was Jearned
ponclusively  in' London to-day that
Servia, in accordance with the advice
of the powers, has withdrawn her de-
mand for territorial compensation at
the hands of Austria-Hungary. The
Eemi-official news published in Vienna
to the contrary is, therefore, erron-
ous. The question of the autonomy of
Bosnia was not raised in the represefi-
tations made by the powers at Bel-
gra,de;

It is believed that this decision on
the part of Servia foreshadows an
early and peaceful settlement of her
difficulties with Austria-Hungary.

Vienna, March B3.—Semi-official ad-
vices received here from Belgrade set
forth that Servia has refused to with~
draw her demands for te{ritoria] com-
pensation at the hands of Austro-Hun-
gary and the autonomy of Bosnia.
Servia’s claim arises from the annexa~
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina by
Austria-Hungary last winter. The
situation between the two countries re-
cently has been critical, and the pow-
ers of Europe have been negotiating
as to the best means of seturing &

settlement. It had been hoped that
Servia would forego her demand or
territory.

Under instructions from his govern-
ment, the Russian minister at Bel-
grade called on the Servian minister
of foreign affairs and tendered the
friendly advice that Servia abandon
these demands, &s she could not ex-
pect the support of any European
power in them.

Later, the British, French, German
and Italian representatives saw the
foreign minister and gave him similar
advice. The Servian cabinet was then
summoned, King Peter presiding, and
the ministers unanimously resolved to
Yeply that Servia still relied upon the
mense of justice of Europe, and that
she could not abandon either her ter-
ritoria] or the demand for the auton-
omy of Bosnia.

15,000 UNEMPLOYED
SWEEP BERLIN STREETS

German Capital in Grip of Bliz-
zard—Traffic Disor-
ganized.

Berlin, March, 3.—Berlin is in the
grip of a blizzard: Snow fell heavily
throughout the night and this morning
traffic is practically at a standstill. No
less than fifty people have been seri-
ously hurt by falling on the streets
and a large number have sustained
slight injuries from the same cause.
It has been necessary to put a great
many of the city cabs on runners.

More than 15,000 of the unemployed of
Berlin are to-day engaged in clearing
the roadway. Empty trains were run
over the elevated railway all night leng
in order to keep the track open. Trains
from the suburbs were many hours late
this morning and the mail trains from
Russia and the Eastern provinceg are
snowed up. %

WINNIPEG MARKET

REPLY TO CHARGE MADE
BY PENTICTON GROWER

McPherson Company Is Forced
to Deal in American
- Products.

(Special to the Times.)

Winnipeg, Man., March 3.—Asked for
confirmation or refutation of the charge
made by a British Columbia fruit
grower that the Winnipeg fruit dealers
made 300 per cent. profit on British
Columiba fruit, while the growers
made 2 per cent., ' R. R. Scott, man-

{l ager of the MacPherson Fruit Com-

pany, said:

“I do not notice that our dealers are
getting rich on the handling of British
Columbia fruit, Our company has not
handled a car of it this season. The
charge is a rash one, made no doubt
in a fit of temper. As a matter of fact
we cannot buy British Columbia fruit
because the growers hold us up and
force us to go across the line, where
prosperous American ranchers ask 65,
75 and 90 cents per box, where British
Columbia raisers ask $1 and $1.25. They
do not know how to price their pro-

ducts, and that is at the bottom of the
trouble.”

At the recent conference between the
fruit growers of British Columbia and
representatives of the C. P. R., which
came to a conclusion Tuesday, A. J.
Alcock, of Penticton, stated that B, C.
fruit was not high-priced on the Win-
nipeg market. He said that on the con-
trary it was often sold by growers at a
2 per cent, profit. Settlers, he stated,
were leaving British Columbia unable
to make the industry pay. He claimed
that there was a hold-up on the Win-
nipeg markets whereby the dealers and
commisison men there, through ex-
cessive charges, were in many cases
getting 300 per cent, profit, where the
grower was only getting from one to
two per -ecent. These statements he
offered to substantiate.

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WATER SUPPLY
WILL BE AMPLE

GRATIFYING REPORT
FROM CITY’S EXPERT

Arthur L. Adams Satisfied With
the Progress Which
Is Made.

It wag reassuring to hear from Ar-
thur L. Adams, the water expert, at
the council meetiflg on Tuesday that
even though Elk lake is not full there
will be plenty of water for the use of
citizens during the coming summer
and that the present supply will be
ample until such time as another
source, satisfactory, to the city, can be
decided upon. It was also satisfactory
to hear that although the difficulties
in the present work of building a res-
ervoir ‘and improving the system had
been greater than was expected in
some ways, yet in all probability it
would be kept well within the esti-
mated cost.

The mayor introduced Mr. Adams to
the council who had not previously
had an opportunity of meeting him,
and he was then asked to tell the
council how the work was proceeding.

Addresses Council,

Mr, Adams said it was two and a
half months since he was in the city
before and had had an opportunity of
inspecting the work. On his return ae
found everything going on well. The
new water tower was rapidly ap-
proaching completion and would be
ready, he thought, by the end of the
month. It should have been ready be-
fore this but there had been delay in
getting the necessary steel, and the
bad weather in January had also de-
layed them. He found that this work
would cost rather more than was esti-
mated, but the amount would be saved
somewhere else in the work.

At Smith’s Hill the work was pro-
ceeding better than heretofore. In the
autumn they expected that the rock
would have been out by March 1st,
but it was not yet all out, although
the blasting was completed and the
rock would be clear in about a week
or ten days, ready \j.?{fme laying of
concrete. 'THe difficulties in excavat-
ing the rock had been greater than
was expected owing to the fact that
earth was found mixed with the rock
almost throughout the work, thus mak-
ing difficulties in blasting. In spite of
this, however, they expected to pull
this through inside the estimates.
There would be a saving made on
sand, which was being received at
about half the price that it was sup-
plied for last year. Cement was alsd

lower. He was confident that they
would_ complete the work inside the
estimates, v
Laying Pipes.
The work of laying the pipes, Mr.

Adams said, was proceeding slowly,
but he thought it would be completed
as soon as it would be required. The
weather had interfered with the lay-
ing of the pipes, but 1,600 feet had
been put down and progress would be
more rapid, as the weather conditions
improved. It seemed to him, that with
some pushing everything would be in
readiness for the installing of the new
service by the 'latter part of May or
the first of June, but to do this the
work would need to be-pushed.

Speaking of the new pump at the
North Dairy ‘station, the expert said
that it was in place and ready for
use with the exception of connecting
the pipes. Steam had already been
used in it and all that was lacking
was some paint.

The installation on Yates street is
nearly ready, the machinery was in
rlace and everything going well. Tak-
ing all together, Mr. Adams said, he
was confident they would come out
within their estimates.

In answer to the mayor, Mr., Adams
said he saw no reason why the new
pump at the North Dairy station
should not go into service as soon as
ready. It would effect a great econ-
omy in the matter of fuel. The old
pump was still in good condition, but
it was an obsolete type which was
very expensive to run.

Elk Lake Supply.

In answer to another question, the
expert stated that provision had been
made this year for raising Elk lake 214
feet higher than formerly. This would
increase the capacity. If they did not
catch this much water during the
present spring, they would another
season., He had visited Elk lake and
found it 22 inches below the usual
high water. There were often heavy
rains in the spring, however, and it
might fill up yet. This was two
inches lower than last year, but Mr.
Raymur told him it was a foot lower
than this three years ago. He was
satisfied that there would be sufficient
water even if the lake did not fill any
higher than it was at present. If the
water got too low in the small lake
they would have~to lift it into the filter
beds, but there was plenty there,

Further questioned, Mr. Adams said
that the old 12-inch main would be
left to supply the farms between the
lake and the city. Qnly two sections
had been renewed, but by doing this
it was possible to increase the flow
to a large extent. The 16-inch pipe
would be full after this. The high
summmit at Bull’'s Hill had formerly

limited the capacity of the pipe. The
pipe was in good condition, even
though it had been down twenty

vears. He thought it had given ex-
cellent service,

When questioned as to the possibil-
ity of Prospect lake as an auxiliary
supply, Mr. Adams said it would not
be of much use. There would be no
economy in picking up small sources
of stupply. Elk lake would answer
their purposes until a larger . supply
could be obtained. When a change
was made the city should make pro-
vision for a population several times
greater than at present. The expendi-
tures they were now making they
would find would be an economy. Only
$90,000 of the money was being expend-
ed on Elk lake, and this would pay
for itself in three years. Besides that
it put them in an independent position
when it came to negotiating for a
water supply.
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WHITE SLAVERY
IN DOMINION

HUNDREDS OF IRISH
GIRLS BROUGHT IN YEABLY

Immigration Agency Is Said to
Be Responsible for Vile
Traffic..

Chicago, Ill, March 3.—Patrick H.
O)Donnell, attorney for Ella Gingles,
victim of the Wellington hotel mystery,
to-day declared he would bring before
the United States government evidence
“of white slave” plots by which Irish
girls are brought into Canada and sold
into peonage in the Dominion and in
this country. Mr, O’Donnell has just
returned from Belleville, Ontario, where
he was looking up Miss Gingles’ past
life, and he declared his inquiries clear
up her character and establish the
truth of many of her claims.

“I found that hundreds of girls are
taken from Ireland to Canada every
vear by a certain immigration agency
on the promise of employment and
good wages,” said Mr. O'Donnell, “They
are trapped into white slavery, and
many are sent to the United States, I
shall lay the evidence in the hands of
District Attorney Sims, I shall also at-
tempt to stir up feeling among the Chi-
cago Irish.”

The city had the opimien. of
three lawyers but had not the confirm-
ation of the-courts.

It was felt that before the gity pro-
ceoded to mct under powerg given it
that qpnfirmation should be received »f
the rights, Last year a move was
made. The private bills committee took
the objection that there might he some-
thing behind this move against the
Esquimalt company. But the commit-
tee went ' further apd, suggested an
amendment when a tunnel frem Sooke
Lake was suggested that Victeria
should net appropriate a reserveir site
which .might be in view. This was
surely taking away from the city's
rights.

Government’s Answer,

It was proposed to have an amend-
ment passed to the genera] municipal
act which would give Victoria a con-
firmation of its rights. The govern-
ment promised to give this considera-
tion. The answer given by the govern-
ment was as follows:

“Having in view the great Import-
ance to the city of Victoria in securing
an ample supply of pure water, the
government has come to the decision
that it would be advisable, in case
there is any doubt as to the right of

the city to expropriate under the act ofq

1873, to introduce legislation either to
confirm the powers granted by the acts
of 1873 and 1892, or to confer upon the
city the right to expropriate—with this
reservation, however, that, as Mr.
Ashcroft distinctly points out, the re-
servoir site below the power house at
Goldstream is not required by the city
in connection with the Sooke lake
scheme, but is essential to the Gold-
stream system, the city should not be
permitted to expropriate or interfere
with this site. In the event of the
partieg not being able to agree, we
think a settlement of the question in
dispute had better be referred back to
the method provided in the act of
1873.”

The act of 1873 provided a plan of
expropriation. = The  Esquimalt com-
pany, however, did not want this. It
wanted expropriation under the Water
Clauses Act by which a considerable
bercentage of increase in the valuation
of the works was to be' made before
the expropriation was carried out.

The private bills committee of this
vear was constituted. in part as last
year. Mr. McPhillips was not on the
committee this year. Last year, al-
though Mr. McPhillips had been the
solicitor of the Tramway Company, yet
he had voted twice on the committee,
once to make a tie.

A. P. Luyxton and Harry Pooley ob-
jected to this and some cross fire en-
sued,

Mr. Taylor said that no one ever sat
as a judge when they had appeared.as
counsel, and Mr. Luxton could not give
an instance of such,

Mr. Luxten said he would. - It was
Mr. Thompson, who was .a citizen of
Victoria, and the complainant, He was
the -advocate for the city’s cause, yet
he sat on the committee,

Mr. - Taylor-said that he did not know
that but Mr. Thompson should mnot
have:been asked to sit on:the commit-
tee:

The argument advanced -before the
commitiee-by: Mr. -Luxton-was that-the
cily- was. trying by an‘underhand
method to get-Something ‘that was not
given it by a former act. 'This was
done only to detract from the weakness
of the cause the company had to ad-
vance. . The :city had:taken no under-
hand course. Its proposals had been
advertised beforehand. THe committee
had-this year by a.vote he-believed of
4 to 3 refused the city of Victoria’s re-
duest for a ratification of its rights.

The city was asking nothing unrea-
sonable. The Esquimalt €Company has
been given the right to go there but
subject to the right of the city 'of Vic-
toria whenever it was necessary for
the city to go there. Was it right or
common honesty for that company now
to refuse the rights the city had then
been granted and say that the words
had some occult meaning.

The Esquimalt Company advanced
the argument that .vested ~capital
should be protected. Was it right that
the investors of $500,000 should stand
in the way of the city where a popula-
tion of 37,000 has invested -$24,000,000?

Victoria must look after its own in-
terests. It was useless to look to any
government to make it. Victoria must
depend upon herself; show to this gov-
ernment and to all governmentg that
the city had faith in herself and was
going to depend on her. own rights and
her resources to make this a great and
beautiful city. Victoria must not al-
low any private corporation that had
invested a few thousands of dollars to
control the city.

Capt. Curtis asked leave to speak. He
said he did not fully understand the
situation,

Submits Resolution.

D. R. Ker .in introducing the resolu-
tion given above recalled the previous
yvear's history of the move for water.
He quoted from Mr; Ashcroft’s report
that if a settlement could not be reach-
ed that the matter should be referred
back to he decided by eXbropriation
under the act of 1873. He recalled the
agitation by the city of Victoria for
protection of its rights when the
Esquimalt act was introduced in 1885.
A meeting was held in the city protest-
ing against the act. In the legislature
the members, with few exceptions,
stated that they would support the act
only on condition that the rights of
Victoria were protected. It was only
under these conditiong- that the act
was passed. Fifteen days after the
passage of the act the company en-
tered into an arrangement ‘with’ the
electric company to supply power. Not
a move -had- been -made to bring the
water to Victoria West.

There weré® too many lawyers in the
matter. A worthy councillor of Oak
Bay, a lawyer, appeared. Another able
lawyer who would attempt to prove
day was night so long as he was paid
for it appeared also for Qak Bay. Mr.
Henderson; a lawyer, the son of the
reeve of Oak Bay, is also on the com-
mittee while the chairman of the com-
mittee was a lawyer.

A. P, Luxton, K, C., was then called
upon to speak for the Esquimalt Com-
pany. He said that before the private
bills committee Mr. Taylor - had said
the city, did not want to go to Gold-
stream, and If the city did it had the

the

No wonder the committee did not re-
fuge the act.

Mr. Luxton said he had stated before
the commiittee that the city was tak-
ing an underhand course. He read
the section proposed originally,

Mr. Taylor wanted to know what
this meant.

Mr. Luxton said that Mr. Taylor had
told the committee that the city did
not want to go to Goldstream for a
supply. When questioned further Mr.
}Taylor admitted that the city did want
to go there,

Mr. Taylor said that he had made no
such statement. What he had said was
that the intention of the city was to
go to Sooke for water. But the city
wanted a confirmation of its rights and
if in the exercise of its rights it found
occasion to appropriate Goldstream its
rigiits -should not be rendered less on
that account,

Mr: Luxton argued that when the
Esquimalt Company went to Gold-
stream there was not the water there
that there  was now. There was only
a trickle of water at Goldstream.

A Voice—There was no water there
last summer, (Laughter.)

Mi. Luxton said there was plenty of
waler there last year. The legislature
in granting the rights to the Esquimalt
Company had in reality said that the
rights should be subject to the rights
of the city of Victoria. That meant
thac if the Esquimalt Company did not
taike the water the city should have a
right to it.

He said there had been a scheme ad-
wpvanced which wag represented as hav-
ing been promoted by Mr, Taylor. He
hoped the city would wvery carefully
consider this before acting on it, There
was a 10 per cent rake-off for some one
he did not know who.

Mr. Taylor explained the history of
the rroposition. After .the legislative
cemmittee of last year had turned the
city down they had cast about to see
what could be done. Some capitalists
in England had made a proposition.
He (Mr. Taylor) was sent to London to
bring it to a head. Ags a result this
contract had been signed by those in-
terested. - In consequence of that they
had bad an offer from the. Esquimalt
Company and one or two others, That
had. been the result of this scheme.

Mr. Luxton said that the stand taken
by the Esquimalt Company should he
left in’ exactly the same position as it
was when the act was passed,

That was exactly what,was wanted,
said Mr. Taylor.

Mr. Luxton said 4t was not. If the
city would agree that what was done
should not prejudice the Esquimalt
Company in its rights,

Mr. Luxton further argued as to the
value of: the <Esquimalt: Company’s
works that there was the capital in-
vested together -with the revenues that
had been received which would repre-
sent more than a million.

City Barrister Replies.

Mr, Taylor in replying said that the
city had not attempted to secure water
under the act of 1873. The privy coun-
¢il had referred to thig without giving
a decision on the point. The privy
counci] had said that the city had not
attempted to exercise its powers under
the act of 1873 because apparently the
city would have to pay for what they
got in that way while under the pub-
lic act it might get it for nothing,

Hig worship said before putting the
resolytion that what was asked wasg
that the act of 1873 and 1892 should be
reaffirmed. If the city desired to go to
Goldstream it should be able to do

“That was not the "~ argument used
before the private bills committee,”’
said Mr. Luxton.

‘“That is the argument of the mayor
and council of the city,” replied the
mayor. (Applause.)

If the ecity wanted at any time to go
to Goldstream for water it should have
the right to do so. It should not be
1agen for nothing, But the city should
not be prevented from taking it on a
fair arbitration. (Applause.)

Mr. Marchant wanted to know if
1 Mr. Luxton opposed the expropriation
of the Goldstream works under any
condition,

Mr, Luxton said they objected to ex-
propriation wunder the act of 1892
which was not fairly arranged, it be-
ing left to two arbitrators. Under the
general act a system was arranged for.

Mr, Taylor explained that under each
of the two acts the value of the works
was arrived at; but under the general
act thirty per cent was added to the
value of the works which the city was
to purchase. (Laughter.)

Ex-Mayor Morley asked leave to
speak. He declared that the city's case
had gone against it before the privy
council as was always the case where
vested rights were concerned. 'This
would be the result as long ag Canada
hac to go to Bngland to have its cases
decided.

He advocated going to Sooke. The
city did not need to do it until after
ten years so that there would be no
trouble with respect to borrowing This
question was not necessary to be raised
he¢ thought at present. The mova- of
the resolution had let the cat out »f
the bag in stating that they desl.ed to
obtain Goldstream under the #act of
1873. If the mayor and council had
spent $10,000 at Sooke lake this vear
it would have done more to sattle the
question than anything else.

His worship said the ex-mayor had
attempted to draw a red herriny across
the track in order to lessen Lh3 effect
of what the council was now trying to
have done.

OBSTACLES T0 FRUIT
INDUSTRY IN PROVINCE

C. P. R. Will Be Asked to Re-
duce Charges on Shipments
to Winnipeg.

# Three resolutions of thirteen submit-

ted by the representatives of tha2 pro-
Wncial boards of trade and fruit grow-
ers of the C. P. R, officials at the con-
ference continued Monday afternoon,
were granted by the company, three
were held over, and the balance with
one exception, were at the instigation
of the company’s officials, withdrawn:
One resolution asking for & rediction
on freight rates on fruit and vegetables
from British Columbia points to Winni-
peg so as. to equalize the rates with
those standing for shipment of similar
goods from Ontario centres, wasg car-
ried by eighteen votes to four, this be-
ing the only resolution that went to the
vote.

In this matter W. B. Lanigan told the
delegates that the cause of British Col-
umbia not being able to compete with
the Ontario products in the Winnipeg
market wag the shipment of fruit and
other goods from Washington, U.S.A.,
into Winnipeg, He also claimed that
why British Columbia did not supply
a larger proportion of fruit to the
Winnipeg market was because British

their goods and that any reduction in
rates in this province would at once be
followed by a similar resolution in
Washington. He gave the C. P, R.
golicitor’s opinion on the matter, which
was that the American fruit was under
fewer restrictions than the British Col-
umbia fruit, and held that a freight
reduction would not improve the pres-
ent conditions.

Maxwell Smith, Dominion fruit in-
spector, however, took exception to the
statement of the railroad official, say-
ing: “Mr. Lanigan makes out a good
case for the company, but I don’t quite
agree that he has made a satisfactory
answer to the claim. Take it as a fact
that there are defects in the Dominion
fruit regulations and that growers re-
quire them remedied. That can be
brought about by placing British Col-
umbia and Ontario on the same foot-
ing in regard to rates as far as the
Winnipeg market is concerned. They
can then combine and go to the Do-
minion government for restrictions they
have not got at present. The Domin=
ion act is not a handicap, and it was
never so designed. It is méant for a
protection to both dealer and consum.
er. The act in section 121 'provides in
its application to imported fruit; for
the prosecution of handlers of unmark-
ed and ungraded packag&i The mer-
chant and importer’cafi be’ Prasecuted,
and I have prosecuted thém on more
than one occasion.”

Will Ask for Redu«;tlon.
The resolution as carried read:

“l. Whereas, the distance from Okan-
agan to Winnipeg is 1,200 miles, and
from the fruit shlpping portiong of
Ontario is 1,200 miles.

2. The city of Winnipeg g the larg-.
est market and principal distributing
point for the western fruit trade.

‘3. The freight rateés on fruits and
vegetables from Ontario “to-Winnipeg
are materially lower than trom Okan-
agan to Winnipeg.

‘“Therefore, be it resolwad that the
Canadian Paciﬂc Railway Co. be ask-
ed to reduce the freight rates on fruit
and vegetables from Okanagan and
other British Columbia points to Win-
nipeg so as to equalizé the sajd rates
with rates on gimilar commoditieg from
the fruit shipping portiong of Ontario.”

Before the afternoon session adjourn-
ed A. J. Allcock, of Pentiction, ross and
took exception to Mr, Lanigan’s re-
marks regarding the high price of Brit-
ish Columbia fruit iA Winnipeg. He
said that through the conditions being
as they are 25 per cent. of British Col-
umbia settlers are leaving the pro-
vince for the reason that they cannot
make the business of fruit growing pay.
They are getting practically no returns
and in many cases sel} their fruit and
produce for a 2 per cent. profit.” One
of the reasons he advanced for this
condition of affairs was that the high
prices to the consumer east was ahead
of the price of Washington and On-
tario fruit on the same market. .He
claimed there was a hold-up in the
Winnipeg markets whereby the dealers
and commission men through ‘excessive
charges made the price prohibitive, He
declared he had names of several men
to vouch for his statements, which were
at the service of the commission. As
a remedy he suggested a.co-operative
union between the growers and the
regulation by them . of standard
prices, If this were done they would
be able to compete with Ontario and
have a large prifit. The dealers he said
were in many cases getting three hun-
dred per cent. proflit and the grower
one and two per cent.

Weight on Cars.

The reduction of the minimum weight
on car-loads to 24,000 pounds was the
subject of a resolution’ by Mr. Rogers,
representing ‘the associated boards of
trade of the Okanagan.

Mr. Lanagan announced that the re-
duction had been alregdy arranged for
in a new scale of rates- shortly to be
issued. A further request for a reduc-
tion of the limit on small cars to 20,000
pounds, he saild the company could not
grant. The small cars were fast be-
ing done away with and but one per
cent. of small cars had been sént into
the Okanagan last season,

The statement, however, was contra-
dicted by Okanagan® delegates, who
claimed that 20 per cent. of small cars
had been sent them and that they lost
2,000 pounds weight on each and in
S0me cases more, not being able to put
the amount for which they were com-

pelled to pay in the cars. This part of.

the resolution wasg withdrawn: The
whole read as follows:

“Y. Whereas, the minimum weight of
30,000 pownds is in excess of the capa-
city of any of the cars furnished to
Okanagan shippers to date;

“2.-¥From Spokane east & minimum of
only 2¢,000 pounds ig required;

“3. For the smallest cars a minimum
of more than 24,000 pounds is not prac-
ticable:

‘““T'herefore, be it resolved, that the
Canadian Pacific Railway Ceo. be gsk-
ed to reduce the minimum weight for
carioad rates from British Columbia
points east on mixed cars of apples,
pears, fresh fruits and vegetables from
30,000 pounds to 24,000 pounds for larse
oars and 20,000 pounds for small cars.”

The following resolution introduced
by Mr. Rogers was granted by the
ocompany without being put to the vote:

‘“l, Whereas, the minimum rate for
C. L. shipments on canned goods is 40,-
000 pounds;

‘2. Said minimum is so high as to be
impracticable;

““Therefore, be it resolved, that the
Canadian Pacific Railway Co. be asked
to grant a carload rate on the canned
goods on minimum of 24,000 pounds.”

A resflution regrding the granting of
leases fér the creation of storage prem-
ises at railway stations, read as fol-
lows:

“Whereas, many fruit growers’ asso-
ciations.are now put to unnecessary ex-
pense in collecting and reshipping their
produce, by reason,of the great diffi-
culty in obtaining a suitable and con-
venient site for the erection of packing
kouses and warehouses;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the
Canadian Pacific railway and E. & N.
Railway Companies be asked, when-
ever possible, to grant a lease of prop-
erty on their right of way at shipping
points for the erection of packing and
warehouses, whereby fruit growers’ as-
soclations will be able to ship their
produce at a minimum of expense.”

Mr, Peterg said the policy as contain-
ed in the resolition was being follow-
ed where land was available,

Resolutiong Withdrawn,

These four resolutions were with-
drawn- on -the company’s officials an-
nouncing they could not deal with
them:

‘“Whereas, the charge on icing is un-
certain -between any given points;

“Therefore, be it resolved that the

system be suggested to the C.P.R. of,

making a stated charge regardless -of
expénse and delay.”

“Whereas, canned goods, apples,
pears and fresh fruits or two or more

and fresh fruits.”

‘“Therefore be it resolved, that the
Canagdian Pacifie Railway Co. be asked
to reduce the carload and L, C. L. rates
on- mixed apples and pears from B, C.
points to intermediate points with Win-
nipeg proportionate to the mileage per-
formed as compared with Winnipeg.”

“Whereas, it is impossible to load
the cars usually furnished Okanagan
shippers to the present minimum with-
out serious damage to contents;

“Therefore be it resolved, that the
Canadian Pacific Railway Co. be asked
to reduce the minimum weight for car-
load lots for fresh fruits in packages
consisting of prunes, plums, peaches,
cherries, apricots and berries from 20,-
000 pounds to 18,000 pounds.”

SNOW CLAD EUROPE,

Railroad and Telegraph Communica-
tions Disturbed in Prussia.

Berlin, March 2.—Snow has been fall<
ing almost without interruption since
Sunday over Central Europe, and it is
still coming down. Railroad, telepraph
and telephone  communications are
greatly disturbed in the eastern pro-
vinces of Prussia, and the snow gen-
erally is from six inches. to two feet
deep.

Councillor Pemberton, who had been
appointed to 1ntervie_w Mr. Rattenbury
in regard to deeding some property to
the municipality which had previously
been promised, said: that at present
nothing would be done, but when he
sold his. other property in that neigh-
borhood he would then transfer to.the
municipality the plece of property on
the foreshore which he had once be-
fore promised, .

An offer of the board ot health in
regard to the providing of antitoxin to
the officials of the municipality, if it
should be ever required, was accepted.

It was reported that some undesir-

able- buildings were going up in .the

neighborhood of the old school which
would depreciate ‘the value of that
building. ' These will receive attention,
The matter of transferring the muni-
cipal telephone from the policeman’s
quarters to Councillor Noble’s house
wag shown to have been defeated in
committee. The reasons given for the
proposed change were that at present
the policeman was out most of the
time on his rounds, and that when he
was away there wag no one to answer
the telephone. If it was moved to the
councillor's house the constable could
call there for orders.
The engineer was
over the roads as soon as a desirable
time arrived and regrade them ‘where

they had been cut up by the winter's

work.

Attention was again drawn to a
building on Prospect road which was
being used as a dwelling but which it
was alleged by the neighbors seriousiy
depreciated the value of their property.
Councillor Noble said that the party
wag living there really under false pre-
tences, He had built a stable without

a permit and was now using it ag a

dwelling. The neighborg had spent a
lot 6f money in improving their placas
and they naturally objected to this
building being used ag it was.

The matter was referred to the tax
committee for action, along with one
or two other cases of a similar char-
acter,

A discussion arose as to the reason
why tenders had not been called for
the pufthase of tools. It wag shown
that already $56 had beem spent this
vear for that purpose. Councillor No-
ble advocated buying by tender, and
it was decided to prepare a list of the
tools ordinarily needed by the munici-
pality and then action could be taken.

On the motion of Ceuncillor Oliver it
was decided to advertise in the local

daily papers for all those wishing work.

during the year to have their petitions
presented to the council on or before
April 16th., No work asked for aftér
that date would be guaranteed during
the year.

MANY AMEMDMENTS ARE
PROPOSED TO THE LAW

Number of Animals Allowed to
Be Killed Materially
Reduced.

Legislative Press Gailery, March L

An act was introduced by the Commis~
sioner of Lands to-day which has for its
object the better protection of the game
of the province, and adds several new
sections to the Game Protection Aot, be-
sides strengthening others.

It is made unlawful to offer to buy or
sell, as well ‘as to buy or sell, heads ot
mountain sheep, elk, moose or cariboo, er
teeth of wapiti or elk.

The prohibition of sale or purchuo of
game birds and aninwmlg during close sea-
sons i§ amended so as to cover the sale
of parts, .

Indians -are prohibited from kmlnx does
or fawns from February Ist to August 1st.

The fee for a non-resident’s. general
license is raised.from $50 to $100, to hold
good from, September, 1st to July 18th,
and the holder is restricted to two moose,
one wapiti or elk, two mountain sheep
rams of any breed, but not more than
three in all, three goats, three cariboo,
three deer of any one species, but not
more than five in all, and 250-ducks, A
license for deer, bear and goats for oné
month any time between September 1ist
and December 15th will cost.$25, and &
license to hunt bear in the spring costs
the same.

The penalties provided are very greatly
increased. Theé fines to be imposed, re-
doverable upon summary oonvietion be-
fore any justice of the peace, are as fol-
lows: For shooting mountain sheep M
close ‘'season, not less than $50 nor more
than $150 for each sheep; sheep in exdess
of number allowed, same fine for each
one; shooting ewe or lamb at any time,
same fine for each animal; for shooting
mountain goats in close season, not less
than $25 nor more than $100 each, and &
similar fine for each one over the num-
ber allowed; for shooting moose, wapiti
or- cariboo during close season, not less
than $50 nor more than $200 for each, and
the same fine for each oneé shot over the
number allowed. for shooting any other
species of does in close sedson or in ex-
cess of the number allowed, not less than
$25 nor more than $100 each: for using an
automatic shotgun in pursuit of game,
not less than $50 nor more than §200 for
e4ch 'offénce.

Bear is mot to be trapped, nor is any
attempt to be made to trap it, any of the
species south of the main line of the C.
) - 2 ;

The use of automatic lhotguns in the
pursuit of game in British Columbia is
to be prohibited upon the coming-  into’
force of the section by proclamation by
the Lieutenant-Governor in couneil, .

Upon satisfactory proof of beaver hav-
ing done dathage the provincial ' game
warden-is empowered to issue & permit in
writing to trap-or kill the animmals, under
suchgonditions as he thinks fit.

In the schedule of the. act a-close sefi=.
son ‘is provided for bear, from July 15th |
to .August Siet. Snipe and geese are fn-
cluded with duck in the close season
which opened to-day and extends to
August 31st. Ptarmigan will share with
grouse. = The grey, or Hungarian, part-
ridge gets complete protection, and the
swan s given the same. 'The number of
animals which may be shdt is reduced,
the limit for cariboo being cut down
from five to three, bull .moose to one in
Kootenay, mountain goats from five te
three, mountiin sheep from three to two,
but only one in Kootenay. The number
of deer that a hunter may kill, hunt with
dogs or ktill for the htdes-alone is to be
five, half of what it was.

With the aid/ of
generous friends, accommodation ‘was
rrovided for twelve boarders, and dur-
ing the 1ast ten monthg the average
per day has mumbered ‘nine. Mrs.
Frank Adams and Mrs. Spencer fur-
nished 'each & room, and the Ladics
of thé Macabees two rooms, in addi-
tion te helping in many other ways in
the work of furnishing the home, whilo
other and valuable gifts came from
difflerent ‘church societies, the King's
Daughters, the members of the asso-
ciation’s edmmittee and sustaining
members,. etc. During the ear 304
guests, of whom 169 were in search of
employment, had registered at 'the
heme.

During the year they had received
twenty-five applications for servants,
and twenty . applications for positions
a month. Situations had been found
for the girls at the rate of seven per
month., TLetters had been received
from all parts of the British Isles.from
young women who are desirous of com-
ing to Victorla, and were anxious for
Information concerning work to be
found here, A letter also was received
from an agency in Scotland, which
F.tat.ed they were prepared to send re-
liable servants, if situations could be
secured for them, During. this year
about twenty-five young women had
arrived here straight from  the old
country, A few were genera] servants,
but the majority were teachers, gov-
ernesses and housekeepers.

The aim had been to have the girls
fee] that it is In every sense a home
for them when they are not in em-
ployment, and a place for them to
come and meet their girl friends when
they are in employment and have an
afternoon or evening free. While the
charges might be no less than might
be secured elsewhere, yet they were
always sure of a welcome at any time,
énd could have many privileges that
were not to be secured in other board-
ing places.

It was thought that the home could
be made self-supporting, if accommo-
dation were provided for about 30,
with at least 15 permanent boarders,
and quarters situated conveniently
near to the city’s business centre. The
present rooms were scarcely suitable
for such boarders, while all these
rooms’ were really requjred for trans-
lents. The rental paid for the home
bullding was $40 per month. The
vear's income from roomg and board,
fees and sundries, was $1,735.52, which
had not only defrayed all the running
Cxpenses but had enabled the manage-
ment to apply $1¢8 towards the pay-
ment of salaries. The only liability
was a debt of $124 upon the piano,

NEW DREDGE
HAS ARRIVED

ROUGH PASSAGE FROM
GERMANY IN 127 DAYS

Will Be Used by Dominion Goy-
ernment for Deepening
Mouth of Fraser River.

In a very short time the Fraser river
will be shorn of all its dangers to navi-
gation for the big Fruhling drcdge to
be used by the Dominion government
has arrived. She has four times the

capacity of any dredge hitherto used
in those waters, and besides that she

.is able to work in bad weather when

dredge would founder.
She was purchased in Germany and
Mr. Fruhling, one of the-firm which
supplied her to the Dominion govern-
ment, will be on the coast soon to see
that she starts all right and will form-
ally deliver her to the government in
working order. *

The dredge was reported Tuesday
morning by wireless as a German ship
passing in, and she certdinly does not
strike an ordinary observer as being
a dredge with her upper works plank-
ed for the long voyage, and with her
dredging apparatus stowed below. She
arrived here Tuesday and tied up at
the Hudson's Bay wharf, where she is
still moored.

The strange craft took 127 days to
come here from Keil. After leaving
the Elbe river she had a rough trip
to Algiers, especially in the Mediter-
ranean, seas washing over her deck
and carrying away portions of her
planking. From that port to Port
Said the weather was almost as bad.
After passing the Suez canal and Red
sea the northeast monsoons caused
them to make slow headway to Sabang
the next coaling port. She kept close
to the islands, making a fine trip past
Formosa+ to Moji. From there to
Kobe the northeast monsoon delayed
them considerably, but they reached
Kobe safely, leaving that port after
coaling on February 3rd, making the
ocean trip in 27 days. Southeasterly
and southwesterly gales were experi-
enced all the way across, the climax
coming when a day out from Cape
Flattery, the dredge then getting a
good shaking up with seas continually
rolling over her. In spite of this the
officers who brought her’ over say she
is the best sea ship they were ever on.
When she left she was - loaded with
bunker coal almost to her decks, the
space usually used for'storing nmd
being utilized for coal. She averaged
something like 6%  knots, making
seven and eight knots in good weath-
er. She could make faster time, in

LLOYD’S UNDERWRITERS
WANT HIGHER PREMIUM

Suggestion Due * to Heavy
Losses Sustained This,
Winter.

London, March 2.—Despite the reduc-
tion in the output of shipping and the
fact that many vessels are laid up in
home ports, there is not the slightest
indication of improvement in the
freight markets as a whole. Shipping
men in London consider that during
the next few months matters are like-
ly to become even worse,

A strong stand is being made at
Lloyd’s for higher premiums on marine
insurance risks. The factor is a most
important one for the owners, but in
view of the very heavy losses sustained
during the present winter it will be
found impossible in the majority of
cases to insure vessels at anything like
the premiums ruling last year.

The number of underwriters who
have given up business this year in
consequence of the unprofitableness of
the marine insurance business is not
a large proportion of ‘those at Lloyd’s,
but they included some of the most
able in the “room,” and these 'men
frankly confess that they see no pros-
pect of improvement as regards profits.

Premiums have been gradually
dwindling for years past, and those un-
derwriters who have made a stand for
high rates have received no support
from the general market. On inquiry
in Cornhil] it was ascertained that
where accounts have been disclosed the
iosses for the years 1906 to 1908 have
been very heavy.

Roughly speaking, ship owners will
in 1909 be compelled to pay ten per
cent. above the rates ruling last year;
that is to say, that where an owner
has been getting his vessels covered at
ten per cent., all risks for the year, he
will in renewing his policies at th?
present fime have to pay eleven per
cent,

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CHARGEURS REUNIS
CHANGES SCHEDULE

French Lines to Steam Direct
to San Francisco From
Orient.

Following the visit of .the French
steamer Amiral Hamelin to Puget
Sound in May, the Chargeurs Reunis
service to British Columbia ahd Puget
Sound will be discontinued for the re-
mainder of the year, says the Seattle
Post-Intelligencer.

Whether this change is permanent is
not stated, but it is believed that the
new arrangement is but temporary,
and that the French around-the-world
liners will ain resume the former
schedule next year,

Announcement of the discontinuance
of this service has just been received
by Cook & Co., Pacific coast agents of
the line. Several months ago H, W.
Roberts, in charge of the Seattle office,
made a trip to Europe during which he
conferred with the officials of the com-

pany at Paris regarding their future
plans,

“I think it probable that this change
is only temporary,” said Mr. Roberts.
“The announcement simply states that
there will be no further service to Bri-
tish Columbia and Puget Sound after
May for the remainder of the year, No

reasons for the withdrawal are given in'

the official circulars.”

The next of this line due is. the
steamér Amiral Duperre, which is ex-
pected at Victoria from Yokohama on
March 18th. She Wwill load a part cargo
of grain for Europe and also take gen-
eral merchandise, Fol'owing her will
be the Amiral Hamelin, which is now

outward bound, having been at Port
Said February 24th. This vessel is
scheduled to leave Japan for this coast
in the latter part of April, and she will
be dhe last steamer of the year for
North Pacific ports.

As far as can be learned the service
will be altered so that the liners will
steam direct from Yokohama to San
Francisco, It is possible that from the
latter port they may be sent to Seattle,

“Legislative Press Gallery, March 3.
During the last two days the Liberal
party in the legislature has been busy

4n the defence of those who are en-

gaged in the province's greatest indus-
try, mining. If the Water Act were to

"pags as drafted it would, in the opinion

of mining men, greatly hamper their
operations snd in many cases destroy
thelr investiments and render mining
fmpossible for want of that prime ne-

cessity, water. As it happens, the chief

mining sections of the province are
represented in the Legislature by Lib-
eral members, and the bill has been
given particular attention from this
standpoint. X

The leader of the opposition has
made g very careful and detaifed study
of the measure, As a result of his earn-
est representations -the House has de-
clared that there must be an appeal
allowed from- the board of investigation
which is to be appointed under the act,
and numerous sections, some of which
vitally affect the mining interests of
British Columbia, have been held over,
doubtless to be remodelled by the gov-
ernment along the lines which Mr.
Macdonald, and not the framer of the
bill or the government, have shown to
be imperatively necessary. g

This afternoon and evening a fight
was put up on behalf of the miners
and prospectors in the district which
as one member put it, was practically
all there was of British Columbia
forty years ago. One John Hopp for
whom, by the way, Canadian natiinal-
ity does not seem to be good erough,
however profitable he finds British Col-
umbia, Mineral claims and water rights
—is asking the House to consolidate
these claims and rights, notwithstand-
ing the fact that they are widely re-
moved from one another. This gentle-
man holds twenty: record claims, six
placer claims, nine real estate placer
claims, and thirty-five water records rn
twenty.- different streams, calling for
an aggregate of 13,400 miner’s inches of
water in addition to the entire flow of
French creek. :

It is stated by the members for the
district affected and by 'all who are
familiar with mining -matters that the
passing of this bill would effectually
tie up all mining operations over a
very wide district save those of John
Hopp, owing to his having control. of
the water of so many streams. A strong
protest was put up against the grant-
ing of the measure, culminating in the
raising of a point of order by John
Oliver which:would appear to be so well
founded as to make the  further pro-
gress of the bill impossible.

Another matter of interest to.mining
men: was the objection raised this even-
ing. by Mr. Macdonald to the fining of
prospectors who happen to work over
crown lands without being in possession
of a free miner’s certificate, His argu-
ments made an impression on the
Minister of Mines, who expressed an
open mind on the point and let the mat-
ter stand over. : :

The Hopp Consolidation,

Harry Jones (Cariboo), in resuming
the deabte on the second reading of
he bill to consolidate mining claims
and water rights of John Hopp, read a
number of telegrams from Barkerville,
Clinton, Stanley and other points in
Cariboo “asking him to prevent the
rassage of the Hopp bill if possible.
There was no doubt, he said, the peo-
ple of Cariboo were opposed to the
bill, believing it was contrary to pub-
lic interest to tie up so much of theé
water rights of the district to one per-
son or company. There were thirty-
five records, covering twenty different
streams, for a total of 13,400 miners’
inches. This did not leave a stream
he knew of in the area covered by
Hopyp’s claims which was not plastered
over with records. Hopp might as well
be given the ground as the right to all
the water. If the country was to be
given-away like this other company’s
would.demand the same wide. privileges
as Hopp. ’

“We are, up there, like the Irishman
who bought a cat; he was caught be-
tween the difficulty of holding it or of
getting rid of it,”” said Mr., Jones as
he sat down amid laughter and ap-
plause. °

John M. Yorston (Cariboo) also op-
posed the bill, which he described as
wrong in principle and detrimental to
the mining interests of the province.
It would ‘place all other prospectors and
miners in the power of Hopp and the
bill' was quite unnecessary. It asked
for the consolidation of isolated claims
on twenty creeks over an area of ten
miles square, which could not be work-
ed as one.

" Individual miner it is good enough for

ithre capitalist; if it ig not good emough
for the capitalist to invest under then
let us change the law and all share
alike,”” said Mr. Yorston.

Would Stop Prospecting,

The junior member for Cariboo de-
elared that the passdge of the bill
would stop prospecting in that area,
as no man would go in with such a
hapdicap, The people of Cariboo were
areused ‘and -if there had been time
would have sent down a petition. In-
stead they sent the  telegrams ~ Mr.
Jones had read. It was safe to say
that 95 per cent. of' them were opposed
to such a measure.

Stuart Henderson (Yale) pointed out
that the section sought to be affected
wag practically the whole of British
Columbia forty years ago., The bill was
an attempt to put a damper on that
section of the province and prevent its
development except as that might be
carried on by John Hopp., It would
mean the giving away of all the land
and water in a territory ten or twelve
miles square; giving up the right of
domain to an American who had re-
wided in the province since 1892 amnd

i

- neygrz;.ihop:ht it worth whilg to be-

come .a British citizen,

Hopp asked what no other individual
or company ever got in this province
and instead of putting in the statutary
$1,000. -worth of work on each of his
twenty claims he wanted to do all the
work; npot on a record or placer claim
but on a real estate eclaim. He had
never -done anything to justify the
house in. doing for him what no one
else had ever thought of or had the
hardihood to ask for. It was remark-
able that all the mining companies
that had ever got any special privi-
leges from parliament had either pass-
ed out of existence or were shut down
and doing absolutely mnothing. This
application was simply an attempt to
graft land and water that for no claim
in the past or future, alleged or pos-
sible, should be granted at all. It was
asking the legislature to give some-
thing to a man who gave absolutely
nothing in return but, on the con-
rary, was required to do considerably
less than any other holder of mining
claims,

A. E. McPhillips supported the bill
and read a telegram from one John
Bell, Barkerville, purporting to be the
expression of fifty-five persons In
favor of the Hopp consolidation.

Discourage Prospectors.

Mark Eagleson (Lillooet) resumed
the debate in the evening. It asked
something which had never been asked
from the House before, he said, and the
passage of the bill would mean that
there would be no encouragement to a
prospector to go in through the country
which had to depend for water on any
of the twenty streams which- Hopp
sought to monopolize, No matter how
rich a strike a prospector might make
he ‘could take no advantage of it for
he would be unable to get water to de-
velop it. Under the Water Act a farm-
er who has too much water recorded
would be deprived of the excess and
he could see no reason why HODD
should be in a different position, No
man could use 13,400 inches of water in
all his mining operations, so that there
could be no @doubt that Hopp had far
too much.

Four Men Who Know.

Parker Willlams considered that the
House should attach weight to the
opinion of the four members they had
heard, coming from constituencies in
which considerable placer mining was
done. The bill was introduced by one
of the Victoria city members (H. B.
Thomson) who could know absolutely
nothing about placer mining and its
needs at first hand. The bill. as it
had come from the private bills com-
mittee, was the clumsiest job that
pody had ever turned out, Mr, Wiiliams
stated that he was informed by the
senior member for Cariboo (Harry
Jones) that the telegram referred to by
Mr¢ McPhillips was the result of a mis-
leading telegram sent up to Barkerville
by Hopp. Most of the fifty-five persons
who were said to have signed the peti-
tien in fav r of the bill were men who
had been and expectéd to be again em-
ployed by Hopp. 4

“I¢ by mischance or otherwise,” con-
tinueéd Mr. Williams, ‘“a section gets
into a bill passed by this House, no
matter how long ago, it becomes for all
future time an excuse for lawyers
especially to get up and ask us to put
the same power in every othier bill.”

‘Mr. Williams ‘said that'in the com-
mittée he had moved to strike out cer-
tain portions of the bill, but was voted
down and retired from further consid-
eration of it. The committee, as t pas-
sed the ‘bill, was composed entirely of
Tories. Possibly it was'a lop-sided body
of- that sort that the member for the
Islands thought best fitted to deal with
these matters.

An Alien Before Pioneers.

John Jardine declared that the result
of legislation of this kind would be to
drive legitimate mining men from the
country which if it had not been for old
Cariboo and the work of the ploneers
who developed its mineral wealth,
would not be in itg-present state, These
pioneers had worked hard but now an
individual named John Hopp, an alien
came forward and asked for the con-
solidation of his claims and water
rights, for the purpose of unlawfully
diverting water they had been using
for a quarter of a century or more.

“It is regrettable,” continued: Mr.
Jardine, “that hon. members should
introduce bills of this kind and make
themselves responsible for them. I
think it would be well to have a com-
mittee of the House to keep a watch on
these matters. I intend to oppose the
second reading of this bill and do every-
thing possible to defeat it.” #

Declares Bill Out of Order.

Johm Oliver raised the point of order
that this bill could not be considered
inasmuch ag it involved the disposition
of the property of the crown, and
therefore should be introduced by
message from the lieutenant-governor,
It proposed to dispose of water rights
which, by statute, were declared to be
vested in His Majesty. It disposed of
lands and of the property of the crown
in minerals by giving him a right to
convert these minerals to his own use
and benefit. The bill was further out
of order in that it dealt with matters
of revenue by the imposition of a
rental. Innumerable authorities could
be cited to justify his position, the
member for Delta said. In 1802 govern-
ment bills amending the " Companies’
Act to the extent of remitting certain
fines were objected to on the ground
that as they affected the revenue they
should have been brought down by
message. Mr. Speaker Pooley upheld
this point, and subsequently the bills
were reintroduced in the proper way.
There it was held that it was not com-
petent for even a responsible minister
of the crown to introduce Ilegisiation
which proposed to remit penalties im-
posed under the Combpanies’ Act; that
such a proposal must come down by
message from the lieutenant-governor.

The only point he had to prove, Mr.
Oliver continued, was that the ~bill
dealt with the property of the crown;
there could be no question of the pro-
priety of his- point of order if it did.
Seection 1 purported to give to Hopp,
his executors, administrators and as-
signs, for a term of twenty years the
lands described. So there was no
doubt the landg wasg crown property
which was: being dealt with. It was
the same with regard to the water,
Hopp also wanted the right to minerals
on certain conditions not known to the
mining laws. The very fact that Hopp
sought for this bill was positive proof
that it contemplated a disposition of
‘the property-of the crown in a manner
not otherwise provided. Again, the
provision for a rental of $1,180.50 was a
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direct violation of the privileges of
the crown in the matter of the re-
venue.

A. E. McPhillips contended that the
bill gave no new rights and " gave
Hopp no lands or waters he did not
already possess. It was simply a con-
solidation of existing rights. Mr. Mc-
Phillips  cited decisions from the
Journals of 1885 to 1888, which he con-
sideréd told for the present bill

J. H. Hawthornthwaite remarked
that the position taken by the member
for the Islands now was quite the re-
verse of the position he took when he
called Parker Williams to order for
proposing to increase the pay of jur-
ors.

‘“Yn that case the attorney-general
raised an objection,” said Mr. Mc-
Phillips. =

“I beg your pardon,” retorted the
member for Newcastle, ‘‘the attorney-
genera] never claimed the privileges of
the crown. He opposed the proposi-
tion purely on principle.”

Clear Creation of New Rights.

J. A. Macdonald pointed out that de-
cisions from 1885 to 1888 cited by Mr.
McPhillips had no bearing on the case,
as the water of the province was not
declared to be vested in the crown
unti] 1892. In regard to the lands the
bill proposed to extend the terms of
the leases and to extend them on dif-
ferent conditions to those in the ori-
ginal leases. It was a granting of an
entirely new lease, on new conditions
and with entirely different terms of
demise. This was dealing in the most
direct way with the property of the
crown. As to the water records it
would be found that one, for the entire
flow of French creek, went back as far
as 1882, granting the use of water
which never was the property of the
crown when the record was, obtained
and now reverted to the crown, The in-
cidence of ‘this claim was changed in
a manner quite impossible under the
Placer Mining Act and gave different
rights to Hopp and his associates,

In further reply to Mr. McPhillips
the leader of the opposition pointed
out that the bill was distinctly chang-
ing the conditions .of the original
grants, and was enlarging the rights
of record holderg by giving rights
which the crown had retained up to
the present time,

Stuart Henderson quoted from the
bill to show that Hopp would get the
quartz rights and the right to a min-
eral claim as defined by the Mineral
Act, which was an accretion of rights
not given in the Placer Mining Act,
angd therefore put the bill out of order
ag disposing of crown property.

The Speaker asked if the crown con-
sented to the bill going on.

“The crown does not intervene,” re-
plied the Premier,

The minister of finance moved the
adjournment of the debate :to enable
the Speaker to look into the ‘points
raised,

John Oliver in Order,

Mr, Speaker Eberts gave a valuable
and carefully worded ruling at ‘the
opening of the evening sitting on the
Premier’s point of order that John
Oliver’s resolution on the coal situa-
tion called for an expenditure of pub-
lic funds, and was thus not within his
competence to propose. -The Speaker
reviewed the practice and declared the
resolutipn to be strictly in order, and
any 'such resolution to. be quite within
the privileges of a private member to
move.

Thereupon Dr., McGuire (Vancouver)
moved that the debate on the resolu-
tion be adjourned.; This was rather a
surprise to members for more reasons
than one. Dr. McGuire was last ses-
sion the author of a similar resolution;
which he succeeded in having adopted
by the government majority, calling
upon the federal department of trade
and commerce to inyestigate. That he
should need time to prepare a speech
on the subject was inconceivable, for
he is full of it and of its importance
to the community. Angd so alive is he
to the need for action that he tried to
get a clause inserted ih a private bill
this session to compel a coal company
to sell as cheaply in British Columbia
as without the province. So why Hhe
should delay the debate was not clear.

Evidently Mr.- Oliver, with parlia-
mentary tactics in mind, suspected
that the adjournment would be used as
a means to shelve the question for the
session, and he insisted that the de-
bate-sholild go on. When Dr. McGuire
would not do so he challenged a divis-
ion on the motion - for- adjournment,
which was carried by the government
on a strictly party vote. In a sense
this may be taken as a vote on the
merits of the resolution itself. It is
in the following words:

“Whereas it would appear that the
cost of coal to the consumer in the pro-
vince of British Columbia is out of all
prc&portion to the cost of production;
an

“Whereas, owing to the abundance
of the codl deposits in ‘this province
and the proximity of the sources of
supply to the market, the cast of coal
to the consumer in British Columbia
should be much less than at present is
the case; and

“Whereas the excessive price of coal
in British Columbia has the effect of
retarding and preventing the establish-
ment in this province of industries de-
pending upon a fuel supply; and

“Whereas much of the product of the
coal mines of the province is being ex-
ported to foreign markets and sold at
a price that enables it to compete with
coal from other countries in such for-
eign markets; and

‘““Whereas a belief exists that an un-
derstanding exists between the persons
or corporations controlling or owning
such coal mines to maintain the high
prices now being charged to consum-
ers in this province;

‘“Therefore, be it resolved, that an
humble address be presented to his
honor the lieutenant-governor by this
House praying him to appoint a royal
commission to inquire into the follow-
ing questions:

“1. Whether or not a combine or un-
derstanding exists among the coal pro-
ducers, or any of them, of this
province to establish and maintain
prices charged for coal.

“2. Whether or not coal is being sold
by producers, or any of them, for con-
sumption outside British Columbia for
a less prices than that sold for con-
sumption in the province,

3. Whether or not the prices charged
by the producers, or any of them, for
coal consumed in British Columbia is
excessive,

“4, Whether or not the prices charged
by the producers, or any of them, of
coal in British Columbia bears a rea-

sonable proportion to the cost of pro-
duction.”
Fining Promje®srs,

The premler's: b t» amend the
Mineral Act, ohtsfy im technical par-
ticulars, was talen up and partly con-
sidered in committee, with N, F. Mac-
kay €Kaslo) in the chair.

One of the meost important sections
was that which re-enacted a section of
the original’ measure under which a
free miner is llable to a fine of $256 and
costs for working without a certificate.

Mr, Macronald' objected to this pen-
alizing offa man because he went on
prospecting on crown lands without a
license. Instead of being penalized, he
said, men should get every encourage-
ment to prospect for minerals. As a
matter of fact the work they did was
of far more benefit to the province as
a whole than to themselves, for the
prospector seldom made any money
while the fruit of his work was the
development ~f the mineral resources,
and greatly increasing the wealth of
the province, No possible harm could
be done anyone by reason of a pros-
pector doing this without having a li-
cense, The section ought to be struck
out, ;

The premier admitted that he was
not wedded to ‘the section and consent-
ed to its standing over. He did not
think any harm had been done by such
cases, but it had been pointed out to
him by his deputy that in some cases
men got all the advantages of free
miners without taking out a certificate.

Goat River Bill Through,

‘When the '‘Goat River Power Co.’s
bill came up for final consideration in
committee in the evening, J. H., Haw-
thornthwaite moved to strike out the
provision for a narrow guage railway.

‘“When we began this company was
to get power to build a standard guage
line, now it has got down to a narrow
guage, and in the result there will be
no railway at all, which is what we
have contended all along,” Parker Wil-
liams remarked. “It is the getting hold
of a valuable water power these people
want, not a railgvay."

J. H, Schofield (Ymir), who has been
in charge of the bill, and had a hard
time of it, -had no objection, and
the company was left with power to
build a standard guage railway only.

The reporting of the bill was greeted
with some applause out of compliment
to Mr. Schofield, although from the
Socialist corner, frem which came a
good deal of th& fight against the broad
powers given to the company, was
heard, a reminder that the bill had two
stages to get through yet.

The bill to incorporate the Portland
Canal .Short Line Railway Company,
of which Dr, Kergin (Skeena) is in
charge, was considered in committee,
Fred Davey in the chair, and was re-
ported without amendment,

The city, Oak Bay municipality and
the Esquimalt ‘Water Works Company
were represented in the lobbies this
afternoon and this evening watching
developments and talking with mem-
bers in regard to the bill.

Private Bills Advanced.

The bill to incorporate the Goat
River Water, Power & Light Company
was further considered in committee,
and several amendments made before
progress was reported, The opposition
to the bill seems to have been removed
by the changes made. J. M, Yorston
{Cariboo) presided in committee.

A small bill amending the False
Creek Foreshore Act was put through
committee, H. F. W. Behnsen in the
chair. The same stage was given to
the bills to incorporate the Hardy Bay
& Quatsino Sound Railway Company,
John Jardine in the chair, and to in-
“corporate the British Columbia Per-

THREE KILLED
BY EXPLOSION

FATALITY ON COAST
SECTION OF G. T. P.

Charge Exploded While Men
Were Drilling—Two Buried
Under Rock.

(Special Correspondence.)

Prince Rupert, March 3.—One of the
worst fatalities so far recorded since
the beginning of construction work on
the Pacific coast end of the. Grand
Trunk Pacific occurred on Thursday
when three men lost their lives
through an explosion of dynamite, and
several others were so seriously in-
jured that they may die.

A party of ten men were engaged at
station work in-a big rock cutting on
Smith Brothers contract near Tele-
graph Point, on the Skeena river, and
fifteen miles above “.Port Essington.
Somé days ago several holes were
drilled in the rock, loaded with dyna-
mite and set off, but in some way the
fuse connecting one of the holes was
jured and that one did not explode.

Unconscious of what had happened
and believing that all of the holes had
been discharged, the men piled into the
cut and commenced “mucking” the
loose rock. After this had all been
cieared away, two of them, John
Samuelson and Egic Anderson began
drilling fresh holeg in the rock above
the unexploded magazines. When the
drill struck the dynamite the concus-
sion caused a terrific explosion, and
Samuelson and Anderson were buried
beneath the mass of, rock.

Fred Hoglund, who was working
close by, received fatal injuries, from
which he died on board the steamer
Topaz while being brought down to the
railway hospital. Several were badly
burned, and two of the men are now
in the hospita] with broken legs.and
bruised bodies,

It was in this same cut that a rock
man had both of his eyes blown out
through the premature explosion of a
blast three months ago.

RAILWAY COMMISSION
LEAVES FOR NELSON

Gives Decisions in Number of
Applications at Van-
-gouver.

Vancouver, March 3.—<The board of rail-
way commissioners concluded its labors
here this morning and left this afternoon
for the Kootenays to transact the busi-
ness of that settion ‘at Nelson. There
was no new business brought before the
commission- this morning, and the deci-
sions referred to applicationgs and com-
plaints left over before the commission
went to Victoria.

The application of the Brunette Sawmill
Company: for an order changing. the plan
of location of the V., V. & E. railway and
compelling them to take up the spur
track which runs through the centre of
the company’s yards was brought up.
The matter was laid over until to-day to
allow the C. P. R. officials to consider the
plan to divert the spur and - carry it
across their tracks. -Counsel for the C.
P. R. announced that Mr. Busteed had
declined to consent to that arrangement
until he had submitted the nratter to
Winnipeg, whither he is going on Satur-
day. They have no objection to any othor
part of the plan but the crossing. The
commission left thé matter in abeyance
with regard to the crossing, with the un-
derstanding that the V., V. & E. spur to
the C. P. R. track remains, but from the
track through the yards to the bridge it*
was to be removed or left only for the
use of the lumber company as a wagon
road if so desired.

The commission made an order in the
cases of Milton, McKenzie, Shannon and
Murphy vs. the V,, V. & E. railway in
favor of the applicants for crossings,
drainage and cattle guards. The latter
item was unexpected, inasmuch as the
commission is endeavoring to secure a
national standard of cattle guard that
will settle for all time the question as to
which is best for the purpose.

An appication was filed by the city for
an order to construct a crossing over the

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT
BY COMPANION

Member of G. T. P. Survey
Party Receives Wound—
May Prove Fatal.

(Speeial Correspondence.)

Prince Rupert, March 3.—Through
the accidental discharge of a 38-cal-
ibre Colts revolver held in the hands
of a companion, George Robertson, 26
years of age and a nativée of Edin-
burgh, Scotland, was shot in the side
on Friday -afternoon and received a
wound that may prove fatal.

Both men were members-of a Grand
Trunk Pacific survey party at work
on Digby island at the entrance to
the harbor, and were sitting in. their
camp some four miles from Prince
Rupert when the accident happened.
The weather being too wet and
stormy for field work, all hands were
busying themselves in-doors. Camp
talk had turned on firearms, when a
member of the party, a South African
veteran, produced his pet Colts for in-
spection. A young and enthusiastic
member immedately reached .for. the
weapon to examine it, and not noticing
that it was an automatic affair, acci-
dentally pulled the trigger and the gun
exploded. : i

The bullet struck Robertson, who
was sitting but a few feet away, in
the left breast just below the heart,
and he fell to the floor. “After the.flow
of blood had been stopped he was hur-
riedly, taken by his companions to the
railway hospital, where the bullet was
probed for by Dr. Ewing.

Two weeks ago Robertson met with

a slight accident, having cut his foot.

with an axe while at work, and was
iaid up when the shooting occurred
suffering from an attack ‘of blood
poisoning, and it is feared on this ac-
count that complications may set in
which will result fatally. Robertson
bas been six years in Canada, and has
a. brother living in Toronto,

BIG DEALS IN BURNABY LANDS.

Stave Lake Power Company Buys Over
Seven Hundred Acres.

Vancouver, March 2.—The Stave Lake
Power Company has just purchased 46
acres of land north of and adjacent to
Burnaby lake in connection with its pro-
ject for building electric railway  lines
between New Westminster and this city.
Burnaby Lake will be a junction point
for a branch line to Port Moody. The
deal aggregated $140,000, or at the rate of
$175 per acre. It is understood that all
this area,, exclusive of requirements for
railway purposes, will be sub-divided and
placed on the market. J. W. Horne, of
this city,.is reported.to have also bought
a tract of 225 acres between Burnaby Lake
and the Stave Lake Power Company’s
holdings for about $250,000, or at the rate
of $250 per acre.

Although ' no definite information re-
garding the building of wheat elevators
y the C. P. R. is forthcoming from any
of the Winnipeg officials who are here to-
day on an inspection trip, the fact that
George E. Graham, superintendent of
terminals at Fort Willlam, is with the
party, and that he spent the greater-part
of the day on the wharves anf along the
waterfront ‘is the best evidence that the
company has the élevator question well
in hand.

FOUND WITH THROAT CUT.

Vancouver, March 2.—The body of a
man named David Esler was found. early
vesterday morning in a clump of under-
brush in Stanley park by one- of the
caretakers. The throat was cut from
ear to ear, but as a large amount of
money was found on his person, the the-
ory of murder is scouted by the police,
and they are of the opinion that he com-
mitted suicide. The body had evidently
been lying in the brush .for several days.
