AN ADVENTUROUS GHOST:

When I first looked upon the scenery of
Nevads, after living half a life-time among
the broad leaves, great trees, wide waters,
and grard praliries of the Mississippi valley,
Iseemed to be for a long time In & ghostly
country, In my former home vegetable life
was 8appy, full and varled In its green and
flowering stages; while in $he autumn the
whirl of the yellow, brown and red dry
leaves, dancing in the wind, gave life and
change to all the year round. Bat in Ne-
vada the change In the vegetalon, if it
changes at any time, is not peroeptible to a
stranger’s eye; everything betokens silence,
lack of motion and perpesual hush,

In the Missiesippl valley animal life is full,
robust and nolsy in all its departments, ac-
customing the eye and ear to its universal
presence. Butin Nevada, among the rugged
silence of the sage-brush and the scraggy
rees, the animal life is so light that the
starting of » hare, the ‘“‘swith.swith” of a
raven’s wiog, or the ‘‘caw-caw” of a bluejay
is the evens of the sunlight hours; while the
shivering howl of a coyote after sundown
mmmdpdlum of the night hours

_ Back Home (as we fondly call the States)
there is enow er there
one stands a$ night on the dry eand in the
valley, or lies on his blankets among the
dusky gray of the bushes, while & little way
from him, on either hand, the snowy peake,
white as the ghostly warders ia & fairy sale,

derness; particularly in winter, when the
coyotes are howling and the wind is blowlng
that lonesome whisper through the mages
and pines. So, when Tod would keep on
with his long talks, about spirit Inflaence
a pars of the atmosphere which is
around ‘us, the same as the air is a part of
the water we drink; or as the awful light.

This made him about half angry one
night, as we stood out In the wilderness

for prospects, and as his party nearly per-
fshed, of course others were talking I&‘
‘‘going after it,”’ and wanting to bet they
counld get through and find *‘the Lost Mine,”

This Loat Mine was, in 18634, and Is yet,
believed by many to be exceedingly rich; so

.rich that the r4w ore was beaten out for

guan-sights by the lost, wandering emigrants,

who found and picked up the ore, while

seeking their unfortuoate way to California.

Now, the fall of 1864 was a very hard ove
for miners in Reese River, no money, no
werk, flour 25 gold dollars per owt., and
other things in proportion, I was soon out
of a job and wandering about the ocamp,
when whom should I meet, one cold day, as
he got out of the stage, but Tod Wotters,
well dressed and looking well,

“Why, halloo, S8im! Old boy, how are

on?”

! “‘Never had less or felt heartier!’ I replied.
‘‘What'r you doing for yourself?” sald he,
“Nothing,” said I.

*‘The dootors at the Bay say I'm to stay
in the mountains and live eut of doors, and
I'm now come to ‘go for’ the Loat Mine, and
I want you to come along. Just you and I.
If we can’t find It with the information I've
got, then I'm fooled.”

“*“How did you get your information?” I
aeked,

ists down at the Bay,—two of the best me-
diams in the State,—and when it came my
$urn to ask questions of the spirits, I said:

‘“‘Is there any spirlt present which,
while in the body, was with the lost Emi.

Valley?”

““Tne answer was ‘Yes,”

“‘Yes,” I sald, *“Tod, I'm ready to go any-
where with you, partly because I'm not able
tostay. where I am. But I don’s go much

““Ah; welil” sald Tod, “mind what I told
you, old fellow, last winter.”

Nothing more was then said about spirits,
but I knew mighty well that as soon as we
got ont into the wildernees, Tod would get
on to his old string with new power; yet I
did not suppose he would carry the matter
an far as he eventually did.

In a few days we were ready, Todd
bought two smart mules,—one o ride, one
to pack,—and I rode my faithfal, sough old
cayuse, When everything was ready we
started; up Main street to Austin; over the
granite summit of the Tol-ya-be, bound ous
east and south for a six weeks’ trip. It was
then Dacember, and already the snow lay on
the higher summits.

Oar spiritnally-written instructions were,
fo ride *‘nearly due east from Austin, over
three ranges of mountains, until we came to
the foot of a very high, steep range” (that
which is now known as White Piue); then
we were to ‘‘coast the weat foot of that

PARNELL'S LAND BILL.
The Bill Defeated by a Vote of 95,

The Debate on the Measure,

Loxpox, Sep. 20.—Mr. Parnell, in moviog
the second reading of his land bill, said that the
recent elections conveyed a mandate to the
house of commons that it should show itself
willing and able to provide for the wants of
Ireland equally as #f it was an Irish
parliament, = (O ) It was useless o
talk about the lateness of the session, The
house was only six weeks old. The msjority
of the new members were young and fresh and
no$ overworked, and they did not require a

holiday. A state of urgency existed with re-
farencs to tlh;mb&-u Mﬁ
tenants in Mz, Parnell here ex;
the provisions of the bill, The first clause, he
said, was most important, because it dealt with
& most urgent subjeot. it enacted that any
statutory tenant whose rent was fixed
prior to the last day of 1884, might
apply for an abatement in accordance with the
provisions of the bill. The bill was
to & temporary measure with
the exception of the second clause,
I¢ was intended to meet the depression in
prices, but he conld not tell now whether the
depression was likely to continue. The de-
pression commenced in 1885 and had continned
unabated ever since, “‘There are no signs of
recovery,” said Mr, Parnell, *indeed the signs
for the future are growing worse, but I only
ask the house to take action with regard to
rents falling due next November, and that will
be in the next session of parliament. Until
the house is able to take action on the report
of the royal commission we will abstain entire-
ly from prejudicing the government proposals
but we do know that since the bulk of judicial
rents have been fixed there has been ‘a great
depreseion in prices. ' Potato blight has spread
to an alarming extent, therefore it behooves
the house to apply a temporary remedy
now, and not to wait for the royal com.
mission to report, or for the government
to take action thereon, which will be
impossible . before  November, 1887, lnﬂm-
middle

‘ing the ‘house adjourned until the

of Febrnary. A similar delsy occurred in
consideration of the land act of 1881 and the
arrears act of 1882, Therefore, unless this

SERMON.
Preached by the Bi&hop\of Algoma

Before the General Assembly of the Church
of England in Canada:

MONTREAL, SEPTEMBER Sm., 1886,

For His Body's sake, which js His church.—Col.
1,24,

The immediate context of these words, in
which St. Paul declares that he ‘fills up
what is behind of the sffllctions of Chrlet in
Hie flesh,’ has furnished commentators with
ample ecope for their exegetical ingenuity.
1 do not propose leading you into the laby-
rinth of comtroversy which has grown up
round 1t. Oae doctrine bas been extracted
from it by s certaln =chool of theologians,
which it assuredly does nof, and cannot,
teach, vjz.,, the ce-ordinate effioacy of
Christ’s enff=rings and those of his people in
atoning for human transgression, From any
such perversion of the gospel the apostle
would have shrunk bafk with Instinotive
akhorrence, as repugnant to all his feelings,

as contradicting all his most cherished con-
ceptions of the truth, No; the thought that
dominated every other, as he wrote, was a
widely different one; it was tha$ of the mys-
tical union of Christ with his people, by his
secret indwelling, through the operation of
the Holy Spirit—he in them, and they in
him, by virtue of a profoundly mysterious,
yet profoundly real mutual incorporation,
binding, nay, as it were, blending them to-
gether in a unity and community of present
experience and future prospects, and having
for its ultimate end their final eanctification,
This purpose, however, cannot be consum-
mated till the church, collectively, and be-
Hevers, individually, have been perfected
through sufferlng, measured out %o each
according to God’s infinite knowledge of
their several needs. Of this suffering,
part was already in the past, while part was
yet In the fature, and therefore lacking.
This the apostle, for his part, was making
up. Nay; he actually gloried in suffering,
because, first, Christ—according to the pro-
phet’s saying, ‘In all their affliction he was
afflicted”—was suffering in fellowship and
sympathy with him, and next, not a stroke
fell on him that he did nos, by his patient
endurance, tend to the spiritual growth of
the ‘Body of Christ, which was his ohuroh,’
because bearing its unanswerable witness to
tl;:dcontlnued presence in it of its ascended
head,

‘His Body.’ Such is Paul’s favorite illus-
tration of the origin, attributes and fanc-
tions of the Christian church., Other similes
deseribe special features, It is a ‘building,’
of which Chrlst is the corner, the Apostles
and Prophets the chief foundation stones; a
‘temple,’ consecrated by the indwelling of
the living God; a ‘household,’ in which God
is the common Father, and Christ the elder
brother, ‘the first-born among many breth-
ren;’ s ‘field," God’s ‘husbandry,’ ylelding,
alas ! both tares and wheat; the ‘Bride’ of
Christ, wedded to Him in bonds which even
death has no power to dlssolve or annual.
But to this figure of a ‘Body,’ of which
Christ is the ‘Head,’ he turns with a speclal
fondness, as at once the truest and most ex-
haustive,

But what, brethren, can I say of this
Body which others have not already sald,
more wisely ?

I. Trulsm though 'it be, yet prevalent
ignorance necessitates the frequent state-
ment that it is a spiritusl body, and this on
varlous grounds : (1) becaunse not, according
to some, the creature of circumstances, nor,
a8 others, the product of voluntary effort and
association, but rather the special creation of
that Divine Belog through whom the active
energy of the Godhead exerts itself, every-
where, and in all things, and who, as the
‘Creator Spiritus,’ alike in nature and in
grace, evokes order from chaos, life from
death. Here we discover the true ‘fons el
origo’ of the Church, Next, after that of
his Son, this was God’s richest gift to his
creatures, ‘He gave some Apostles, and
some Prophets and some Evangelists, and
some pastors and teachers, for the perfecting
of the saints, for the work of the minlstry,
for the edifying of the Body of Christ.’ And
still farther, this Body is spiritual, becauee
(2) oreated for spiritual ends, ‘that by the
church might be declared the manifold wis-
dom of God;' (3) clothed with spiritual
powers, for the perpetuation of her orders,
the protection of her dootrine, the
regulatfon of her worship, the maine
tenance of her disciplive, and all other
purposes incident to her internal economy;
{(4) armed with a triple spiritual equipment,
the written word,the duly ordained ministry,
and the two Christ-appointed sacraments;
and (5) animated by an indwelling spiritual
life, derived directly from its head—in itself
like the vital principle in the body physioal,
mysterious and invisible, but known infall.
ibly by its fruits,

. IL. And yet, though spiritual, & body hav-
ing an objective existence, possessing a cor-
porate life, carrylng within it the secret of
its own perpetuation. The invisibility of
the life that stirred in its members no more
forbldl-hl taking & substantial form than
the Invisibility of man’s soul forblds his be-
Ing- corporeal, Nay, it rather implied and
demanded it, Just as the Divine must
manifeat itself in the flesh before man counld
apprehend it—just as even in a future state
of belng the splrit will still need a body,
$hough epiritual, as its eternal vestment—so
the collective church, informed as it is by
the Holy Spirlt, demands an eutward and
vieible framework in which to enshrine it-
gelf and establish its own identity.

IIL, This body lives, not merely as a cor-
porate entity, whose growth and expansion
are securely guaranteed through the power
of self-propagation delegated to its founders,
but in a loftler, profounder rense, because,

Christ, 1its head, lives in it.  ‘Because I
live,’ sald Christ, ‘ye shall live also.’ . This
life it is, communicated by ‘the Lord and
Giver of life,’ that also quickens dead souls,
linking each in vital union with Christ, and
constituting 1t a member of that mystical
body over which God ‘gave him to be the
head.” Here, brethren, we touch the great
foundation fact in the complex belng of the
church, Forget this, or ignore®it, or sub.
stitute aught else for it, and even the most
intense stir and activity in the body becomes
only “the spasmodic movement of a corpse,
galvanized into the hideous mimiory of life,

IV. Activity will beone of the necessary
notes of such a body, fastinct with such life,
Here, as elsewhere, life means movement,
inertia death, The first commieslon deliver-
ed to the Apostles bore this law inscribed
in its very forefront. ‘Go ye’ was the im-
perial mandate of the head, and, walting
ooly for the pentecostal quickening, they
went forth on their world-embracing errand,
burning with a zeal which knew nelther
pause nor weariness, constralned by a love
which ‘waters could not quench, nor the
flood drown;' nay, which flamed forth in
brighter effulgence when oconfronted with
the agonles of martyrdom. The result we
know. The primitive Church found herself
face to face with Paganism—in Greece, re-
fined and cultivated; in Rome, fierce, strong,
masterful—and yet within three centuries
she had so completely broken its power as
to warrant Tertulllan’s proud boast that,
though but of yesterday, she had filled: their
olties, camps, forum, islands, assemblies,
leaving them only their temples.

Brethren, if the Church of Eogland in
Canada deeires to give infallible proof of her
identitly as a true member of Christ’a body,
believe me, it is on this pivot, very largely,
the process of identification must turn,
Ours {8 an Intensely practical age, which
cares nothing for abstract theories, but
everything for tangible facts, which weighs
churches, as all other orgaaizations, in the
gcales, not of well-balanced argumen$, but
of visible resulis, and, rightly enougb, at-
taches to lofsy claims, by whomsoever
vaunted, a welightier obligation, and a de-
mand for better work, The blood of first
century Apostles, Martyrs and Confessors
may run in the veins of the body, bat
“‘noblesse oblige ;" what availa 1t if, instead
of coursing throngh them in healthful pulea.
tions, thrilling and throbbing from head to
foot, it only creeps lazlly and languidly,
carrylng with it, wherever it goes,
the chill as of lce? The religlous
communions of this Dominion are now on
their trial, and that church, I belleve, is des-
tined (shall I mot say, deservee) to occupy
the foremos’ place which, whether primitive
and apostolioc 1n its organization or not,shows
iteelf the quickest and wisest in mastering
the problems now pressing us so closely,
alike In our cities, where thousands perish
annually of drunkenness, impurity and un-
bellef; our far-stretehing prairies, where the
lonely emigrans, like David in the wilder-
ness, yearns, too often valnly, for the courts
of the Lord’s house; and the regions yet be-
yond, where elghteen hundred milllons of
heathens are still, in this 19:h century of
Christian light and kunowledge, ‘‘sitfing in
darkness, and the shadow of death.”

V. Need I say that Elasticity should bs
another note of the body of Chriet. The
apostle’s figure suggests this, and furnishes
also the necessary limitations, How mani.
fold the movements of the human body; how
perfectly it can adopt and accommodate it-
self to the varying exigencles of the passing
hour, Yet it does this only on certain lines,
and within a certaln area, ita liberty circum-
soribed by the base line of the spinal column.
Even 80, brethren, with the church and her
methods, Obaserve, I say, her methods, not
her doctrines, These were definitely formu-
lated elghteen centurles since,and call for no
‘restatement,’” Here there can be no depar-
ture, even by a hals’s breadth. No com-
promise, even of a syllable, Bai her modes
of work; these surely should be varlable,
elastio, susceptible of adaptation to her vary-
ing needs, whether of time, temperament, or
nationality, The garment of the child 1s not
fitted for the man, Nelther s the method
of the fourth century suited, necessarily, to
the nineteenth, What the church today
needs most urgently, if she would prove her-
self catholic as well as apostolic, s » spirit
of conservative flexibility, which, while zeal.
ously guarding every ersential, enables her o
reach ous in this direction and in tha$, as ne-
ceseity may require—not revising, but at
least, enlarging and enriching her prayer-
book, and makiog it the book of her child-
ren’s understanding, no lese than of their
hearts—showing herself observant of every
popular religious movement, even the nols-
fest and most sensational, and willing to
learn any lesson it can teach—quiok to ap-
fmhte the priceless wealth of energy latent

n the hearts and wills of the Christian wo-
men, and-only too glad to provide scope for
its exerclse—not less jealous than hitherto
of the legitimate prerogatives of her daly or-
dalned ministry, but more ready to ackuow-
iedge the royal priesthood of her godly laity,
and saesign them functions somewhat more
spiritnal than the care of her finance—these
are a few among many forms in which the
ﬂlx'ﬁ"h might well display a judiclous fiexi.

ty.

VI. What, brethren, shall I say of the
Unity which should mark Christ’s body? In
naming i$, I know full well, I may seem one
of those who ‘rush in where even angels tear
to tread,” but with reverence for truth as
his guide, and for his motto, the maxim :
‘Better to harmonize our theology with the
faots than force the faots into harmony with
our theology,’ no man need shrink from ven-
turing even in this historio battle ground.
And here there are certaln facts and fixed
lights which shine steadily in our path. The
body of Christ—one body, not one among
many, and this one universally recognized
a8 ‘the body,’ ‘the churches’ of the New
Testament,all together forming in the aggre-
gate the one spiritual body known as ‘the
charch,’ all subject to the same central au-
thority—all owing allegiance to the same
form of ecolestical government—all profes-
slng ‘one Faith, one Lord, one Baptism.’
Into the invisible region of the heart, and
will, and conscience, doubtless, onl7 the
heart-searcher could penetrate, bnt none the
less, the tares and the wheas
grew side by side in one field—the good fish
and the bad were held in the net by one
enoircling cord. True, the separating tend-
ency displayed itself a$ an early period; but,
wherever it lifted its head, apostolic author-
ity confronted i, and frowned it down.
There must be no ‘schism in the body.’
The Roman Christians were to ‘mark them
which caused divisioo, and avoid them.’
The Corinthlans were all to ‘speak thq same
thing,’ and to be ‘perfectly jolned ogether
in the same mind, and in the same judg-
ment.’ Divisions in the body and separa.
tion from it, so far from belng even tacitly
tolerated, are strictly forbidden and severely
denounced. The dismemberment of the
body of Christ is nowhere even contemplated
a8 a posaibility, I cannot find one word in
the New Testament anticipating, or provid.
Ing for any departure from the then existing
order of things, Christ cortainly rebuked
his disciples for their intolerance towards
an Individual miracle worker, but he did not
authorize an organization to act Independ-
ently of the apostolic twelve, Si. Paul in-
vokes a blessing on ‘all them that love the
Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity,” but no

manuscript yet found eontains the customary

modern gloss, ‘be their denomination what
it may.” These, brethren, are the facts, as I
find them in scripture. And this also I fird,
thas the force of this unity of the body of
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in the persons of its belleving members,

Christ soon made itself felt, for by its unity,
welded as it was Into one solid, compact,
phalanx, under the impulse of the divine life
that animated it, the church was able to
storm the seemingly moat impreganable
strongholds of paganism, and bring anclent,
?osry idolatries In meek subjection %o her
eet. :

Where is this compac, unbroken body
now? Alas, the fair vision is departed, and
instead we behold, with heavy heart and
tear-filled eyes, the pitiable, humiliating
spectacle of. a divided church in a remnt
divided Christendom—the one body broken
up into a maltitude, known, each by its own
distinctive signs—pronouncing, each its own

eoullar shibboleth—worshipping, each after
ts own form, and all striviog together, not
for viotory over the common foe, but for the
pre-eminence,

Can this, brethren, be the realisation of
the divine ideal ? this the answer to the High
Priestly prayer, ‘that they all may be one,
that the world (beholding, as it can behold,
only a visible, manifested oneness), may be-
lieve that thou has sent me ?’

This melancholy spectacle, I know, hasits
apologists, Unity, we are told, is not uni.
formity—nature itself proclaims the univer-
sal law, not of sameness, but diversity.
Theee various bodles are simply the varieties
of operation, referred to by the apostle—so
many regiments in the. same army—olad,
each In ita own uniform, bearing aloft each
its own standard, but all fighting under one
captain in the holy cause. But the theory
utterly breaks down under the burden laid
on it. It sounds liberal, large-hearted,
Catholic, but there is a hollowness in its
ring which proves it not the true metal. In
a word, it Is at best an ex post jacto theory
—a theologlcal afterthought, ingeniously
contrived for the vindication of that which,
in the light of Soripture, reason and experi-
ence, is a eln agalnst God, a reproach to the
oharch and wrong to mankind, That even
our brethren of these separated communuions
do not themselves believe in this theory we
have the best possible proof, in the fact,that
in an almost simultaneus movement, two of
the most inflaential of them have effacted an
amalgamationof their respective subdivisions
into one compact, powerful whole, We
thank our brethren for this honest, and to
them, most honorable acknowledgement that
mere differences of opinion do not jastify
schism in the body of Christ, and that the
fewer dlvisions we have the better,

Pashing this principle to its. legitimate Is-
sue, may I not ask, why have any? Why
not find our way back, if we can, to the
simple, undivided unity which originally
characterized the body of Christ ?

Baut can we? The pathway will doubtless
be long and difficult, The religlous eccen-
tricitles and aberrations of three centuries
cannot be adjusted in a day, or possibly a
life time, bnt does not -the divine promise
guarantee to faith the removal of mountalns?
And here, I thick, the Church .of Eogland
owes it to herself and to her children, who
have gone from beneath her roof, to be the
firat to attempt the solution of this grave
problem, So far from advances and over-
tures on her part being a confession of weak-
ness, she will simply put herself right when
she candidly acknowledges any error in her
past policy which may have aliensted any of
her sons, and driven them to sesk elsewhere
the bread they might have eaten at her table,
For churches, as for individuals, the first
step towards the undolng of a wrong is the
confession of if.

Oa the very threshold of the problem,
however, lies the question, can we find a solld
basis for reunion, some fixed, determinate
principle round which the component, scat-
tered members of the body of Christ may
orystallise, or group themeelves for harmoni-
ous concentric actlon? Clearly that basis
must be essential Christlan truth, held by
all in common, and binding all in oclosest
bonds of nnion with the one body of the first
century., A reunited Christendom, muaet,
above all, keep touch with that. The law
of historic continuity ‘altereth not.” We
are bound to the primitive apostolic church
by a ‘threefold cord which cannot be
broken,’ To let go our hold upon it were $o
drift out from the old fixed moorings
into a tossing, troubled sea, which can never
rest,

The adoption of a principle like this clears
ourway wonderfully.

Firat, it disposes, once for all, of all hope
of a corporate rennion with Rome. Strangely
enough, 1its advocates fall to see, that the
very proposition involvea a direct stultifioa-
tion of our own standing a3 a church, and
outs the ground completely from under our
feet, for if there be no insnperable barriers
to out reunion with her now, were we not

gullty of wilfal echism in breaking with her,

three hundred years ago? Bat the memor-
able decree of infsllibility has made these
barriers more insurmountable than ever,
binding her as it does, hand and foot, and
absolutely forbidding all hope of concession
or g;)ulbllity of reform. We admit the
validity of her orders—we admire the im-
posing grandeur of her ecclesiastical organiz.
ation—we covet for ourselves a herolsm like
that displayed by many of her missionaries,
one of whom but the other day, cas$ In his
lot with a company of lepers, we acknow-
ledge the priceless value of the services she
rendered in by-gone sges, to the cause of
literature, both sacred and secular—but fol-
low her ln her departare from ‘che falth once
delivered to the saints,” we dare not. Loy-
alty to her were treachery to Christ,

And so I turn, with more hopefulness to
our brethren of the various Christlan com-
munions round us, for at least a partial solu-
tion of the problem before us, and all the
more confideatly because here a common
basls of eseentlal truth is already provided.
The grounds of separation lle wholly
within the area of things secondary.
As to the fundamentals, such as the Trinity
in the Godhead — the atoning sacrifice
of Chris$, and its sufficiency by falth, for
the forgiveness of sin, the absolute necessity
for the regenerating, sanctifying work of the
Holy Ghost, all thess receive willing recog-
nition on both sides—alas that merely sabor-
dinate questions, not one of them, nay, not
all togesher of sufficient gravity to affect the
salvation of a single soul, should furnish the
causes of separation ! It is the simple truth,
and - therefore should not offend, that the
Christlan churches round us, are bullt, every
one, not on the primary, original deposit of
fundamental truth, affirmed by our Lord and
his Apostles; but on the granular, fragmen-
tary particles of religious thought and opin.
ion thrown up to the surface during the up-
heaval of the Reformation period, In onme,
the proper method and subjeots of baptism;
in another, the independence of local congre-
gations; In another,theplaceofthe subjective
in the religious life; in another the queation
of the divine decrees, and the exact internal
relations of the ministry; every one of them
capable of being relegated §o that debateable
land which the church must ever provide
within her bounds, if she is to prove herselt
‘the body of Christ,’ catholic and compre.
hensive, and not a mere fragment of that
body, narrow aud illiberal. All this, breth-
ren, though humiliating, is etill hopeful,
warranting as it does the inference, that as
there Is no fundamental ground for separa.
tloo, so thereshould be no really insurmouat-
able barrler to reunion,

Let us now turn our syes homewards.
‘What can the Church of England contribute
towards this happy confummation? If I
venture the opinion tha¥ within her fold,
under certain conditions, could be found the
basia for its realization, I venture it in no
epirlt of empty, ecclesiastioal self-conceit,
Men infinitely wiser than I have eald the
same, and in quarters of the religious world

where we have no reason o look for -Beohl
sympathy, I quote the words of Count
Joseph De Malstre, ooe of the foremost ex-
ponents of French Ultramontaniem, ‘If
ever,’ he says, ‘Christians are to draw to-
gether, as everything Invites them to do, it
seems that the movemens muet begin with
the Church of Englsnd., The Anglicsn
church, which touches us with one hand,
touches also, with the other, those whom we
cannot reach, and although, under a certaln
view, she may be a buatt for the blows of
both, and presents the somewhat ridiculous
spectacle of a rebel who preaches obedience
(cbserve here the count’s estimate of the
Reformation), still she.is very preelous un-
der other aspects, and may perhaps be com-
pared to one of the intermediate chemicals,
capable of harmonising elements naturally
irreconcileable,’ What groumds are there
for an oploion so palpably impartial as this?

1, The Church of England brings to the
solution of the problem the whole body of,
dogmatio, fundamental truth, as taught by
our Lord and his apostles, re-affirmed by
the Ecumenical Councils of the primitive
church, and condensed within the brief
Hmits of the apostles’ creed. The reunion
would be worthless that did not demand this
a8 the first article in ita constitution,

2. The Ministry, To this, in our peculiar
form of it, we cling with tenacity, fortified
a8 we are In our grasp of it by the unbroken,
exceptionless history of fifteen huondred
years, and firmly convinced that it is an in-
valuable channel for (a) the preservation of
the truth, and (b) the perpetuation from age
to age of the continuous corporate life of the
body of Chrlst. Here, however, concessions
would certalnly be demanded by the con-
solentious scruples of our separated brethren,
sufficlent to bring the relations of an Epls-
copal and non-Episcopal ministry into har-
mony, Hers, doubtless, would be our most
serlous difficulty; but even this need not
prove losurmountable, were both to come
together filled with an intense longing for the
manifested unity of Chrlst’s body, and pre-
pared for its sake to stretch the principles of
mautual concessions to the utmost limit allow-
ed by truth and consclence.

3. A common basle of public worship
would also be necessary. And here, possess-
ed-gs we are of our matchless Liturgy, what
more would be needed, or, I believe, asked
than such an enrichment as I have already
hinted at, with some little relaxation of the
rigld, cast iron rule of our ‘Act of Uniform-
ity ? Let the Church of England, at this
point, act upon her own principle, keeping
‘the mean between the two extremities, of
too much stiffness in refusing, and too much
easiness In admitting, any variation from it,’
and this barrler would rapidly disappear be-
fore the tide of Liturgical tendency that is
setting in in other communions; nay, not
tendenocy only, but actual appreclative use.
Practically,indeed, the principle of Liturgi-
cal worship s almost usiversally conceded,
notably so in the Pan.Presbyterian Synod
convened in Philadelphia a few years
slnce, when some of its foremosat representa-
tives frankly advooated its adoption as one
of the most effectual means of retaining their
younger members within the fold. In close
connection with our Liturgical worship,
what shall I say of the educational value of
the commemorative system of our church
year? Slmply this—that every cultivated
mind, outside the Church of England, as
within it, must prize it very highly for its
manifold uses, whether the preservation, in
its just proportions, of the essential trath
on which a re-united church wounld be
securely built; the prevention of partiality
and one-sldedness in men’s conception of the
truth; or the steady systematic development
of religlous life and character.

4, Finally, might not the very breadth and
comprehensiveness of our church commend her
highly in the eyes of all who yearn, with lov-
ing. longing hearts, for the healin ofgi‘the hurt
of Zion? Into the several causes, historical
snd otherwise, which have led to the exictence
&f various, sometimes widely diverse, if not an-

gonistic schools of thought in our midst, and
so necessitate this breadth, I cannot enter,
The ancient maxim, °‘In necessariia veritas,
in dubiis libertas, in omnibus caritas,” has lost
pome of its fitness to the church’s complex life.
That ehurch uncharches herself which shows
herself other than uncompromising in essen-
tials, tolerant in mere matters of opinion.
Only in puch an attitude csn we find the recon-
ciliation of two seeming contradictories, the
supremacy of truth, and yet the sacredness of
private judgment.

And now, brethren, of all this what is the
final conclusion? -

(1) Seeing the reproach that the divisions .of
Christendom s on the name of Christ—
the rents they make in His sacred Body—the
hindrance they offer to its growth at home and
abroad—and the two edged sword they place
in the hands of ungodly men everywhere—
should we not strive and pray and labor for
their banishment? Do not preach a doctrine
of despair, and declare it impossible,. Do not
dismiss it as the phantom of an over-fervid im-
sgination, The thought of it is in the hearts
snd prayers, and on the tongues of millions.
The inspiration of the Holy Ghost has put it
there. The time has come for action. Of
sermons and synod debates and platform
speeches, we have had enough. And in such
aotion who should take the initiative if not
our own church, from the strong vantage
ground of the facilities she cffers for ruch a re-
union? Suppose, for example, a commission
were appointed, under the authority of our
Metropolitan and Provincial synod, composed
ot members, lay and clerical, fairly refiecting
the average theological tone of the church, and
sathorized to make overtures to the reputive
legislative councils of these Christian commun-
fons for the sppointment by each of a similar
commission, with a view to preliminary en-
quiry, say, first, aa to the existsnce of any gen-
eral desire for such corporate reunion as I have
puggested. Surely, in going even so far, our
church would in no way commit herself—would
compromise no principle—nay, rather, would
stand vindicated to the inner consciousness of
_Christians everywhere, as baving discharged,
however elowly, her responsibility for the ans-
wer to the prayer, ‘That they all may be one.’

(2) Bat, bretaren, before we can consistently
ask others to unite with us, let us first become
united among ourselves. Like the Corinthian
church, there are divisions among us, Like the
Holy City rent asunder by contending factions,
even while the lezions of imperial Rome were
thundering at the gate,demanding her surrend-
er. The peaceof our Zion is broken and its
beauty marred, and its strength enfeebled by
party cries and watchwords. Too often it is
pot the souud of holy voices that is heard
within our borders, but rather the discord of
‘aweet bells jangled and barshly out of tune.’
Opinions differ, (a8 they necessarily must), but
argument (unnecessarily) deepens into heated
debate, and lo! through the door opened by
self love, so frequently confou:ded with love of
truth, come trooping in a host of evils—strong
language is spoken, words are misipterpreted.
mosives misconstrued, acts innocent of wrong
intent misrepresented, harsh names applied,
bitter feelings engemdered, old friendehips
beoken, the law of charity violated at every
gtep. The world, meanwhile locking on in,
not always mute, amazement. Need these
things be so, brethren? Surecly in a charch
like onrs, wide and roomy, Ephraim and Judah
can dwell side by side, without vexing each
the other. These diversitics of thought and
opinion are simply our several individualities,
which I believe we shall retain, measurably,
even yonder, °‘Sirs, we are brethren’; why
shonld we strive together? We are travellers,
journeying over the same thorny uphill path—
Jét us see that we ‘fall not out by the way,’
We are members of the eame sacred body, and
it must not be ‘wounded.’ needlessly °‘in the
house of its friends.’ We are sons in
the same ‘household of faith,” ‘joint heirs’
in the same mnoble inheritence,  about
to kuoeel at the same holy table
and partake of the same mystical food—let us
go thence, brethrem, to our deliberatione,
pledged by silent vow, to walk in love, as
‘Christ also loved us and gave himself for us,’
drawing ever nearer and nearer to him, and so,
like the radins of the circle, as they approach
the centre, nearer also to one another, cling.

ing, each of us, to his own experience and con-
victions of the truth, as God may have revealed
it to him, but rejoicing, also, to love and honor
a8 & brother, every man, who, though separ-
sated from us by diffsrences of opinion wide as
she poles asunder, holds fast with us and to
Cbrist the Head, and already one with hims,
invisibly, by 'thé nerve of a living faith hopes
hereafter to be one with Him visibly, in eterna¥
manifested aunion,

NORTHERN AND WESTERN RAILWAY

From Chatham to Gibson by the New Route.

BLACKVILLE, DOAKTOWN AND BOIES-
TOWN.

Legislative History and FPull Description of
the Line—The Resources of Farm
and /Forest it will Develop.

(FROM THE SUN'S TRAVELLING CORRESPONDENT.)

FRrEDERICTON, Sep. 20.—The Northern
and Western Railway two years ago exlsted
only in name, Now the road is a matter of
history and trainsare running daily between
Glbson and Chatham, Let us glance at the
somewhat chequered legislative record of
this great enterprise,, In 1872 an act was
passed by the New Brunswick legislature in.
corporating the Northern and Western Rail-
way Company, It authorized certain per-
sons, Sir Hagh Allan, Sir A, T, Galt, Hon,
Peter Mitchell, Alex., Gibson, Thomas
Temple, T. F. Gilleaple, Hon., Willlam
Muirhead, Willlam Swim, John Mo-
Laggan and others, to construct a line of
rallway “from the town of Chatham,passing
through the countles of Northumberland
and York to Fredericton, with the necessary
bronches.”” Until 1875 no further move was
made, when a number of gentlemen formed
a company under the subsidy act of 1874,
which provided a grant of $5,000 a mile for
a line described In the fira§ section as fol

From 1875 to 1883 surveys were made but
the work of conetruction not entered upon.
‘In 1882 the local legislature paseed an act by
which $3,000 a mile was provided for a
pumber of rallways including the Miramichi
valley line. It was atipulated therein that
the line should ran—

“From the city of Fredericton or the psrich
of St. Mary’s, in the county of York, passing
through the countiss of York and Northumber-
land, to some pointon the Intercolonial Rail-
way, either in the parish of Derby or the par-
ish of South E:k in said county and thencs, if
advisable, to Beaubear’s Point, so called,”

At the same session the Northern and
Western Company’s Act of 1872, was amend-
ed in these terms :—

“In lieu of the line of railway which the said
Northern and Western Company are authoriz.
ed to construct under acts relating to said
company, shall be a live of railway from th
town of Chatham, or from'the parish of Nelson,
or from some point in the parieh of Derby or
in the parish of South Eek, in the county of
Northumberland, passing through the counties
of Northumberland and York to the parish of
St. Mary’s in the eaid county of York orto
the city of Fredericton,”

It was under the Act of 1882, (in pirta
revival of that of 1874) providing a subsidy
of $3,000 a mile, and under the company’s
act of incorporation, that the contract was
made with the local government by the pre-
sent company. Now, as to

THE DOMINION LEGISLATION

relating to the road : By the General Sub-.
sldy Act of 1882, $3,200 a mile was granted
by the Dominion parliament to the Northern
and Western Ratlway Company for that
portion of the proposed line exteading from
the Intercolonial Rsllway to Dunphy’s, s0
called, a distancéd of 32 miles. In thesession
of 1883 another subaldy act was passed,

under which the subsldy offered to these 32 |

miles was revoked and a like sum per mile
granted for the western end of the road from
Gibson towards Bolestown, In lien of the
subsldy offered the session before for the
eastern end of the line. It was supposed
that this subsidy (for 32 miles) wounld cover
the distance from Gibson to Bolestown, but
as it was found to be eix miles short, suffi-
cient subsidy to include the remainder was
granted in the session of 1884, In the ses-
sion of 1883 a grant was also made for the
construction of a branch.of the Intercolonial
Railway from Derby slding (between
the I. C. R. bridges across the
northweat and southwest branches of
the Miramichi river) to Indiantown on
the north bank of the South-west, a distance
of 14 miles, and in the following year, under
another general subsidy act, $3,200 per mile
was Ztven the Northern and Western Rail.
way Company for the construction of their
railway from the terminus of the Indiantown
branch to Bolestown. Thus the portions of
the line to which sabsidies apply are as fol-
lows: Local subsidy of $3,000 per mile for
the whole line from Chatham janction to
Gibson; Dominion subsidy of $3,200 per
mile from Blackville to Gibson. The Indian-
town branch, which runs parallel to the
Ilne on the opposite gide of the South-west,
was built for the Dominion Government by
Mr, Snowball, as contractor on behalf of the
Northern and Western Rallway Construc-
tion Company.

The neering ataff has been
composed of J. A, Ruel, D, F, Maxwell, H.
Hancox, H. M, Balkam, Frank Molnnes,
C. H. Ruel, A, W, Stratton, E, G, Evans
and F, Britt. Construction was commenced
almest slmultaneously at the Gibson and
Chatham ends of the line, Mr, Gibson has
from the beginning supervised the work from
Gibson to Doaktown (63 milee), and Mr.
Snowball, the operations between Chatham
and that polnt (53 miles). The Chatham
branch which now forms a part
of the Northern and Western had of
course then been constructed and in opera-
tion for some years. The contract for the
construction of the entire road was uunder-

taken by J. R, Ruel, he and his sub.cone
tractors employlog over 2,000 men in: the
summer of 1885, At the close of 1885, 66
miles of the road were sufficlently com.
pleted for the running of trains, the Gibsor
force having reached a point above Cross
Creek, forty miles up, and the Chatham
contingent, Blackville, 20 miles from the
janotion, Since the winter of 1885 the
work of construction has been carried on by
the company itself. As the tracklaying
crews approached each other this summer
great rivalry prevailed among the men as $0
which crew would reach Doaktown first.
About the middle of August the two crews
met on the banke of the Miramichi, the
eastern section having arrived a few hours
ahead, Two spans of the Doaktown brid
are now completed and the third will
ready in about three weeks, when the last
Ilink in the great undertaking will bs sup-
plied. About five miles of road remains to
be ballssted on the eastern section. Oa the
western section the whole of the line is be-
inginow re-ballasted in a most thorough
manner, the work being pushed forward
from both ends at once,

THE ENGINEERING DIFFICULTIES,

which will be alluded to in more detall
hereafter, were very much more importank
on the Gibson end of the line than east of
Doaktown. To equip the line throughouk
10,700 tons of steel ralls (60 lbs,) were em-
ployed, and the company have still on hand
1,500 tons of steel rails avallable for ths
Indiantown branch and other extemsions.
The ties required numbered about 285,000,
A remarkable scarcity of ballast was ex-
f)edenoed on the eastern section, while from

oaktown to Gibson abundance of material
of the very best quality was found. Im
some instances ballast had to be conveyed
to points on the eastern section as far as 23
miles; On the eastern section of the road
the line is particularly straight, the pro-
portion being 92 per cent, of straight line,
Tn the 43% miles from Chatham Junction o
Doaktown there are only two curves ex-
ceeding three degrees, one of five and one of
six, The only grades are those necessary in
climbing from the water level to the flas
lands along the north side of the river. The
heavlest one 1s 65 feet to the mile, The
rolling steck of the line at present ‘consists
of elght locomotives, three first-clase pas-
senger cars, one second-class car, two com-
bination caras for passengers and baggage,
85 flat card, 13 box cars, two snow-plows
and one flanging car, For fialsh and com-
fort the first-class passenger cars have no
superiora in the province, They are from
the Laconia Car Company, N. H., and are
finished In mative woods, Some of the
frelght cars were bullt in the compzany’s
workshops at Chatham; the remainder at
Harrls & Co.’s establishment in St. John.
All of the rolling stock §s of the most sub-
stantial description. Three of the loco-
motives were purchased at the New York
Locomotive Works, four from the I, C. R.,
and one at Toronto. Freight engine No, 11
welghe 55 tors, and the drivers pronounce
her a very superior locomotive.

The town of Chatham is the largest and
rhaps the busiest town on the North
hore. It has a population of 5,000 and ex-
hibits steady progress, In the rear of the
business sectlon are many fine resldences.
Among ite ohurches is a very handsome
brick structure recently built by the Metho-
dists, of which body Mr, Snowball, llke Mr.
Gibson, is a llberal supporter. At the lower
end of the town the Maritime Palp Manu.

salmon, smelts and bass, form a large item
of traffic—1,900 tons of fish haviog beem
shipped from Chatham in 1884 and 2,100 in
1885. The rolling stock of the road, consist-
ing of two locomotives, one first and one
second-clasa car, one flat car and a flaoger,
is of course largely supplemented by Inter-
colonial cars, as no trsnefer in freight to or
from Chatham {s madeattheJunction. Until
we approach the junction the land through
which the road rups is of excellent guality.
The junction itself certainly eclipses Mg
Adam Junction in richness of natural re-
sources, fertility of soll, variety of products
and grandeur of scenery—and has beem
facetlonely called the Garden of KEden.
Newcastle is zabout fivefand a half miles,
and Derby lldini, where the Indiantown
branch taps the L. C. R,, two miles from
Chatham Junction, which is in the parish of
Nelson aforesald. The road is entirely free
from heavy grades and there ia not a smooth-
er pleoe of track in the province. Cressing
the Intercolonial at right angles, the North-
ern'and Weatern rans for a mile or more
straight across a bog where it was predicted
by some authorities a rallway could mever
be successfully built, From the very first
the road give evidence of the solid and
thorough manner in which it has been buils,
There is not a mile of it over which a traix
may not be run with entire safety at the
highest rate of speed. In some places we
lock from the rear of the train and the eye
can follow the lines of ateel for miles, not &
twist or spread in the ralls marriog the per-
fect perspective, The train travels so
smoothly that not the alightest jolt is per-
ceptible. This is due in part to the very
supericr character of the rails employed, and
in part to the thorough manner in which the
ballasting crews have done their work,
Even on the portions not yet ballssted the
lateral motion is exceedingly slight.

laxis, Dep. Surveyor Freeze of Dosktown
discovered some particles of gold a few years
ago, As yet no thorough search has been
made for the metal. The Taxis, by the way,
Edward Jack informed the writer, derived its
name from the famous Abenaquis warrior
Taxous. In 1694 Taxous accompanied Sienr de
Villieu upon his expedition from Nashwask
into New England, In 1695 and *96 the sachem
and hisband of hostiles were hangiog about
Fort Pemaquid, The officer in command per-
suaded the Indians to enter the enclosure to
discuss the question of treaty. They remained
there for several days and were then attacked
by the governor and Taxous was taken prison-
er. His men, however, fought bravely and
rescued him, four Indians and six of the Eng-
lish being killed in the fight. About a mile
and a half from Boiestown we reach what is
known as the “‘Big Fill,” where an immense
amount of rock-cutting and nvins-ﬁlllni’rl:’nd
had to be done by Mr, Gibson’s men. b-
ably there is mot a filling in the maritime
provinces to match it. The approaches on
both sides had to be made through the solid
rock. The “Fill” itself is about 80 feet long
and 75 or 80 feet Just beyond this spot
the line between Northumberland and York
counties is pointed out, Mr. Jack states that
the Northern and Western Railway runs for
nearly its entire length over the carboniferous
formation, in which meny opportunities for
obtaining the best of building stone, notably
at Nelson’s Hollow, occur. Between the
Taxis, however, and the Nashwaak it crosses a
portion of the lower carboniferous sandstones
and marls, easily recognizable from their red
color. There is a belt of land here extending

-to the north and up the Taxis, of which the

soil is excellent. Its breadth is from six to
eight miles; its length between the Nashwaak
and the Miramichi upwards of twenty, Most
of this land is yet forest-covered, It is ome of
the most favorable locations in all respects for
settlers to be found in the provinces, The

GREATER PART OFSTANLEY,

one of the most progperous farming settlements
in the province is situsted on this belt, It is
well adapted for raising those products which
the lumbermen chiefly require and which our
farmers are not as yet able to entirely supply—
hay, oats and potatoes, Stanley oats have ob-
tained a more than a provinclal renown, At
the Orystal Palace exhibition they captured
first prize and have held their own well ever
since, Within a short distance we pass over
Cross Creek twice and are now faitly on the
western slope of the watershed. The Creek is
noted for its never failing supply of trout; also
for having more crooks and twists in its course
that the political record of James G. Blaine,
The obatacles surmounted by the engineers in
crossing the watershed were comsiderable, yet
the heaviest grade in theroadis but 70 feettothe
mile.

OUTRAGE ON THE ‘BIGH SEAS,

The Alaskan's Report of the Beizare of the
British S8chooners—Trial of the Captain
and Mate of the Thornten.

The Captain Fined $500, Mate $300, and
Each Thirty Days’ Imprisonment.
Soa b (A’sakav, Aug. 26th )

Oa Tuesday afternoon, the 25th, the Cor-
win arrived, and full particulars of the
captures and selzures' made during her cruise
in Behring sea were obtained, and are as fol-
lows:—

On the 17th July on the lifting of a fog
which had prevailed some hours, the Corwin
discovered the Ssn Dlego close at hand and
on boarding her, found,over 500skinsin cargo,
23 of which were newly taken, This was
within a few miles of the Aleutian chaln of
islands, and she was seizad and carried back
to Oanalaska, her seal skins and chronome.
ters, etc., takep and pat in charge of Isaac
Aunderson, U, S, deputy marshal at that
place, and Captain Abbey then turned his
prow northward agaln, Oa June 27th and
28th he had overbauled and examined twe
schooners—the City of San Dlego and Sierrs,
which he found provided with full crews,
salt, boats and a large supply of breech load.
ing arms and ammunition for which no per-
mits had been obtalned, They each had a few
seal sklos aboard, which they claimed had
been caught outside, The arms and ammau-
nitlon were taken. Captain Abbey thinks
they had jast started into the business when
caught, On August 31, two more vessels
were sighted, which were found to be the
British schooners Thornton and Carolena,
whose boats were seen in seal taking, and on
which a number of freshly-taken seal skins
were found, These were taken in hand on
August 1, and on the next day the British
schooner Oaward was overhauled under simi.
lar clrcumstances as to the evidences of
the violation of the law—a number of dead
seals belng found upon her deck. These
vessels were faken to Oanalaskas, where
thelr cargoes and tackle were removed and
stored in charge of Daputy Marshal Ander-
son, and the vessels themselves were secure-
ly moored and also delivered into custody.
Their crews, except twenty Indians from
Nootka on the west coast of Vancouver
Island, which constituted the crew of the
Onward, were sent to San Francleco on the
Alaska Commerclal Company’s steamer St.
Paul, on account of the inability of Captain
Abby to keep them, The entire number of
seal skina taken by the Corwin from the
several vessels boarded by her, amounting
to over 2,100, were securely packed and
baled, and left also fo the deputy marshal’s
charge. The San Diego salled from Ounal-
aska on the 11th with the Nootka Indians
and her own crew, arriving, on the 23rd,
baving made a very good passage consider-
ing that for three days before getting In she
was becalmed off Cape Eigecombe,

THE JUDGE'S CHARGE,

The judge, in his charge to the jury, sald
they were called upon to determine, or
rather to find the fact in & ocontroversy of
uousual importance. The proceedings were
taken under the provislons of recond 1656 of
the revised statutes, The western boundary
of Alaska as designated and set forth in the
freaty of March 30:h, 1867, between Russia
and the United States was defined as fol-
lows : *‘The western limit within which the
territories and Dominion conveyed are con-
taiged, pass through a point in Behring
Stralts on the paralled of 65 deg., 30 min,
north, at its latersection by the meridian
which passes midway between the Islands of
Kruaenstern and Ignalook and proceeds due
north without limitation into the same fro-
zen ocean, The same weatern limit, begin.
ning at the same Initial point pro-
ceeds thence {in a course nearly
southwest through Behring’s  Straits
aod Behring’s Ses, s0 as to pass
midway between the northwest polnt of the
Island of St Lawrence and the southwest
point of Cape Chankoteki to the meridian of
172 W, ; thence from the Intersectlon of that
meridisn g0 as to pass midway between the
Tsland of Alton and the Copper Island of the
Kounaykoeki couplet to the meridian of 193
W., 80 as to include in the territory convey-
ed the whole of the Aleutian Islands east of
the meridian,” All the waters within this
boundary are to be considered as comprised
within the waters of Alaska, and all the
penalties prescribed by law against the kill-
ing of fur bearing animals must therefore at-
tach against any violation of law within the
limits before described. If the jury believe
that the defendants are guilty of killing any
far bearing animals on the shores of Alaska
or in Behring’s ses, east of 193w,, they
should find them gullty and assess punish-
ment separately at a fine not less than $200
nor more than $1,000, or imprisonment not
more. than six months, or by fine and ime
prisonment. The jury wers instructed on
the olaims of Russia to jurisdiction over all
of that portion of Behring sea—a claim taocit-
ly recognized and acqulesced in by the mari-
time powers of the world prior to 1867—and
the acquisition of all the rights of occupancy,
jurisdictien and control by the United
States In the treaty of March 30, 1867, with
absolute dominion sud control of all rivers
which flow through the territory of Alasks,
and the seacoast adjoining i, or any of the
Ialands embraced within the treaty, and the
navigable waters included in all bays and
between headlands and arms of the sea join-
ing the territory, and British vessels manned
by British subjecte had no right to navigate
the waters desoribed for the purpose of kill.

THE VERDICT.

The case was argued by the distriot attor-
ney and by Mesars, D, A, Dingley and W,
Clark for the defence and the jury arrived
at a verdlot In an hour.. The finding was,
gullty as to both parties, and the fixing of a
punishment of 30 days’ imprisonment and
$500 fine against Guttormsen, and 30 days’
jmprisonment and $300 fine against Norman.,
The parties were sentenced accordingly. In
pronounciog death Judge Dawson remarked
that the offence of which the defendants
stood convicted was one of a very serlons
character, and they had no more right to go
into the waters of another nation and inter-
fere with its Industries and damage fits
properties and Impair the privileges of its
lessees, taan they had to go upon another
man’s land and appropriate his crops. He
sald the United States would have been
justified In affixing a muoh greater penalty
to the offense than the law had prescribed in
which. event their punishment. might have
been much more serious,

The difficulty of securing another jury
panel in Sitka of qualified residents induced
the oontinuance.of the trialof the master
and mate of the schooner Onward until Sep.
6, when  they were doubtless dealt with in
the same manner, . S

The Voyage of the Volta.

The crossing and recrossing of the British
channel on Monday by a yacht using elec-
tricity as a propelling power is a noteworthy.
event, The employment of electricity as a
moter for vessels Is not, however, entirely
novel. Some years ago a launch whose pro-
peller was driven by a Slemens motor and
Sellon-Volckmar accumulators made several
experimental trips on the Thames, After-
ward Messrs, Yarrow and Co. fitted upa
second electrical lsunch, which ran at the
rate of elght miles an hour on the measured
mile, and made a distance of six consecutive
miles on the Thames in thirty seven min.
utes without employing full speed, This
boat was forty feet long and of good beam,
oapable of carrying thirty persons, including
the two needed to run her., She
was able to go six hours consecutively on
her stored-up power, or an aggregate of
forty-five miles,
‘We believe that this boat was sent to the
Vienna exhibition. At all events, a boat of
the same character was used during the ex-
hibition on the Danube Canal, and’ made
about six miles an hour sgainet the strong
current, and twice as much with i, Of
course, torpedo boats run by electricity
through wires unreeled as the boat advances
are famillar; but in the cases just spoken 'of
the motor was stored in accamulators within
the boat, free from communication with the
shore,
The yacht Volta, In successfully running
from Dover to Calals, and then returning,
making ‘the trip in less than four hours one
way and {n four hours and a quarter the
other, accomplishing & voyage of a different
sort, It is true that the sea was unusunally
calm, but there does not appear to have been
any danger of disarrangement of the appa-
ratus by heavy waves. The almost apsolute
nolselestness of the boat's progress Is
specially dwelt on in the brief cable account;
and it s no doubt advantages of this kind
that electricity can claim as a substitute for
steam in marineengines, To travel withont
smoke, without heat, without smell of oil,
without nolee of machinery, and without vi-
bration, would certainly add pleasure to navi-
ation,
. Yet It s not likely that steam will,at least
for the present, be displaced by electricity in
ordinary navigation, whatever may be the

Bulgaria’s Quandary.

RUSSIA WILL XOT ACKNOWLEDGE THE LEGAL-
ITY OF THE REGENCY,

Sovia, Sep. 14.—The diffidence of the
Bulgarian government and people toward

Russia Is growing because Russia is endeav-
oring to attenuate, if not to deny, the pro-
mises madefby her to the prince in person
regarding the unification of Bulgaria and
Easstern Roumella on the ons hand aad the
independence of Bulgaria on the other.

The Rusaian representative at Sofia de-
clared that the appointment of the regency
was in no wise lawful, inasmuch as the
prince had no authority to establish the
same, A reconciliation could only be effect-
ed if the right of appointing all Bulgarian
officers be}vested in the Czar. This latter
proposal created an exceedingly unfavorable
impression, and is calculated to intensify the
already existing spirit of opposition.

The Metropolitan, Clement, yesterday
unfurled the flags which had been presented
by the prince to the eastern Roumelian
troops as a sign of the union with Balgaria.
The action of the metropolitan was a source
of displeasure to the more patriotic, as the
regency had not Imvited Clement, but
another bishop to consecrate the colors. To
the astonishment of all, however, Clement
appeared at the festive scene, and the minis-
try of war, In order to avoid all cause for
scandal, had the weakness not to order his
departure,

The measures to be taken relative to the
possession_of the prince are contained in
three paragraphs: (1) All the movable and
immovable goods belonging to the prince
shall be purchased by the state; (2) the
minlster of finance 'shall, with the consent
of the prince’s assignees, be authorized to
determine upon the purchase price; (3) the
agreement shall then be ratified by the min-
isterial council and thus legalized. The
adoption of these measures Is assured.
