ONSLAUGHT ON ALCOHOL.

British Doctors Reply to Recent Medi­
cal Declaration in Its Favor.

LONDON, May 1-А counterblast to 
the recent declaration in favor of al­
cohol by leading physicians is now
published by the medical press over SAMUEL G. MYERS,

"What right haa any government to 
penalize a civil servant because of his 
political opinions, or make political 
faith a test of appointment to a po­
sition In the civil service?” asked Mr. 
J. S. Willison, in an address before 
the Canadian Club last night on “Civil 
Sendee Reform.” He said the crying 
need was the protection of the civil ser­
vice from politicians, always looking 
for opportunities to unload incompet­
ents on the sendee. The qualifying ex­
aminations were too low, he claimed, 
to pause them to be any bar to politi­
cal Influence. He deprecated any gov­
ernment control that meant partisan 
appointments.

Speaking of the Senate, he said the 
party in power had no right to fill va­
cancies by rewarding for party sendee. 
The Senate was the absolute creation 
of party, existed by the party and for 
the party. "So far as I know,” said 
Mr. Willison, “it performs no service 
on earth, except to act as the agent of 
the party In power. Nothing nearer 
the abode of everlasting rest can be 
found this side of the grave. The first 
issue In civil service reform is the Sen­
ate. I am satisfied that if the people 
could understand the uselessness of 
that body it would be abolished."

Mr. Willison contrasted the civil ser­
vice Idea In Great Britain, where fit­
ness, not party, was the consideration 
In appointments, with the civil service 
of the United States, which was pro­
gressing toward possible emancipation 
from party control, though politeal cor­
ruption was bold and flagrant there. 
He regretted that in Canada appoint­
ments were not based on competitive 
examinations, as they should be, in­
stead of on party service. He said the 
civil servant was entitled to be as In­
dependent and have the same security 
In office as a man In any other posi­
tion. For the efficiency of the service, 
competitive examinations were impera­
tive. Civil service reform would come 
slowly, he said, because politicians 
clung to the system with peculiar ten­
acity.

At the outset of his address Mr. 
Willison laid down the proposition that 
political evils flourished during times 
of prosperity. Governments, he said, 
were much more careful of the people 
during what was called “hard times.” 
He said If there were hard times there 
would not be a corrupt government. He 
spoke of contracts being let at Ottawa 
through favoritism, and which were 
facilitated through feeble ministers and 
dependent civil servants.

On the 23rd ot June next will be cele­
brated the 150th anniversary of the 
Battle of Plassey, that contest, which, 
more than any other, decided the fate 
ot India and laid the foundation for 
permanent British rule.

■with this, Lord Curzon, who until a 
short time, ago held the position of 
viceroy, has made a suggestion which 
Is being received eagerly by the mass 
Of the British public.

In 1753 Clive returned to England, 

where, by his boastful extravagance 
and with the display ot Indian luxury, 
he made many enemies. He ran for 
parliament, secured a majority but was 
unseated for corruption and again ap­
plied for a position In India. He was 
made governor of Fort St. David with 
the rank of lieutenant colonel and re­
turned to the east In 1755. The fol­
lowing year, Surajah Dowlah, nabob of 
Bengal, captured the British garrison 
of Fort William, 146 In number. These 
were all put Into the now famous Black 
Hole of Calcutta, where 123 died of suf­
focation. To avenge this outrage, Clive 
was made commander-in-chiet of the 
British in Bengal, and with an army of 
2,400 men he laid siege to Fort William, 
recovered Calcutta and captured Hoog- 
ley by storm. Surajah sued for peace, 
and a treaty was made with him, only 
to be broken very shortly by both sides. 
The subjects of the nabob conspired 
against him, and Clive co-operated with 
these, meeting fraud with fraud. On 
the 23rd of Jane 1757, the. battle of 
Plassey was fought. In this, Clive with 
12,000 men defeated Surajah, who had 
about 40,000 Infantry and 15,000 cavalry. 
It was a short and decisive action. 
Surajah was captured and put to death 
by Meer Jaffier, who succeeded him as 
nabob. The new ruler gave Clive a 
present of a million dollars. The direc­
tors of the East India Company, learn­
ing of this success, appointed Clive 
governor of their possessions In India 
and his power at that time surpassed 
even that previously held by the 
French governor Dupliex. In 1858, 
Meer Jaffier formed a conspiracy with 
the Dutch to bring such a force Into 
Bengal as would destroy the power ot 
the British. The Dutch authorities at 
Batavia equipped a powerful expedi­
tion, and In the followed year, seven 
ships, with 1,500 men, entered the Hoog- 
ley and attempted to force a passage. 
They were met both on land and water 
and speedily routed. Clive returned to 
England In 1760, Immensely rich and 
was raised to the Irish peerage as Lord 
Clive, Baron of Plassey. For some 
time he took an active Interest 
In politics, supporting Pitt, but later 
connected himself with George Gran-

persons were penned In a burning 
building today at 255 Wabash Avenue 
and narrowly escaped with their lives.

The building Is a five story structure, 
the first floor of which was occupied by 
the Story and Clark Piano Company, 
and the second floor by the Lotus 
Lunch Club.

Erieш LakeThe management of the Ship Labor­

ers’ Association waited upon the steam­
ship people last Tuesday to inform them 
that commencing from yesterday the 
wages of the ship laborers would be 
forty cents an hour, with double time 
for Sundays. A clause was also insert­
ed saying that the men would demand 
a half holiday on Saturday, but one of 
the officers informed The Sun last even­
ing that, when all things are consider­
ed, it did not appear right to cause the 
vessels to remain idle for four hours on 
Saturday afternoon, consequently the 
men would work on Saturdays as usual.

The steamboat people have allowed 
the men forty cents, but under protest, 
and have not as yet decided to grant 
the demand of the men.

Regarding the present condition of af­
fairs one of the.officers of the Long­
shoremen's Association in speaking 
with The Sun reporter said:

“We interviewed the steamship offi­
cials last fall. We were looking for a 
written agreement, and having handled 
their work at thirty cents on hour we 
said we would continue on at that rate 
for the winter it they would give recog­
nition to the union by a written agree­
ment.

“Last May William Thomson & Sons 
said they would use their influence and 
do all in their power to get us the Al­
lan and Donaldson boats. We waited 
all summer for their signature to this 
agreement about which they are talk­
ing so much, and last fall when we had 
the conference with them they could 
not give us the Allan boats. There­
fore, according to their terms, when 
they did not get us the Allan boats, the 
agreement was null and void.

“We went over to the C. P. R. and 
asked for a written agreement from 
them. They said they could not give 
us a written agreement, but were per­
fectly willing, from the way we hand­
led their work in the past, to give us 
their work again. We asked them for 
a written agreement to cover the ex­
tent of time to the last winter port 
boat. What we got was a verbal 
agreement.

“I fail to see where we have any 
agreement with any of the offices to­
day.

“We are always willing to 
steamship people half way and only 
demand our rights.

"The Saturday half-holiday, although 
wanted by some of the men, is recog­
nized by the majority as being a noxi­
ous condition in that the steamers 
would be unnecessarily delayed, and 
this clause will not be enforced.

“After working all summer for 35 
cents an hour, pending the signature of 
the Thomson Company to the agree­
ment, they informed us that they 
could not get the Allan boats for us. 
We could have had the forty cents 
during the summer, only we thought 
the agreement would be signed by all.”

The wise policy of the government 
since it assumed power has promoted 
prosperity throughout the Dominion, 
marked by the development of manu­
factories, a steadily flowing tide of Im­
migration, and expanded trade in all 
directions.

The adoption of maximum, Interme­
diate and minimum tariffs has made 
possible the negotiation of treaties with 
other countries upon equitable terms, 
and at the same time has enabled the 
government and peoplg. of Canada to 
give evidence of Canadian loyalty by 
extending to the Motherland the bene­
fits of preferential trade.

The progressive railway policy of the 
past five years has made available fir 
cultivation vast areas of fertile soil, 
and has directed the attention of peo­
ple of other lands to the opportunities 
offered to thôsë who décide to make 
their homes in Canada.

The recent grant for the purpose of 
dredging operations ln the harbor of 
St. John emphasises the policy of the 
government to. create and Improve ter­
minals, so that Canadian trade shall 
pass through Canadian ports.”

During the reading of the resolution 
Hon. C. W. Robinson and A. B. Copp, 
M. P. P„ entered the hall and took 
seats on the platform amid applause.

Mr. Keefe after reading the resolution 
gave a short address. The resolution 
stated that the party should express Its 
confidence ln Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
the present administration.

Such citation might

At the present time immigrants were 
pouring Into the country by thousands. 
From a total of 16,000 in 1895 Immigra­
tion had Increased to 189,000 in 1906, and 
It was estimated that 1907 would show 
a total of 300,000 at least. The returns 
for exports, Imports and general for­
eign trade also showed a tremendous 
Increase for the period between 3896 
and 1907. The exports of agricultural 
products had doubled and a great In­
crease had occurred in the exports of 
animals and animal products.

Dr. Pugsley continued to point out 
indications of the great prosperity that 
Canada had experienced under the 
Laurier government. Bank deposits 
had Increased. The revenue of the post 
office had been greatly enlarged in.spite 
of the decrease’ ln the rates of post­
age. Sir Charles Tupper had prophe­
sied that there would be smokeless 
chimneys throughout Canada when the 
Fielding tariff of 1896 came into force, 
but Instead of the prophecy being veri­
fied manufactured goods had increased 
throe-fold. The revenue at the pres­
ent time was $71,600,006 compared With

Hands Off I. C. R.
Frequent mention had been made of 

the C. P. R. obtaining running rights 
over the Intercolonial. He would op­
pose the giving of any control of the 
I. C. R. to a private company. (Ap­
plause.) That matter had been de­
finitely settled ln 1904, when the late 
Hon. Mr. Blair withdrew the running 
rights the C. P. R. had at that date. 
Mr. Blair after being returned by St. 
John as its member had continued the 
policy of preserving the I. C. R. as had 
also .the Hon. H. R. Emmerson. The 
Canadian Pacific steamers should not 
have to touch at Halifax after leaving 
St. John. Halifax and St John should 
get together and arrange the matter. 
St. John could take the C. P. R. Em­
presses and Halifax could take the 
Allan turblners. Influential men in the 
government favored such a policy, aitfi, 
Sir Richard Cartwright had expressed 
himself as being favorable to It. When 
Halifax saw that she could not get 
what she was after, the C. P. R., she 
would desist from the attempt

British Perferenee
Another very Important thing done 

by the present administration was the 
institution cf the British preference. 
In 1897, Canada had voluntarily ex­
tended to Britain a tariff preference of 
33 1-3 per cent, which had greatly be­
nefited Canadian and British trade. 
One thing ln connection with the pre­
ference was Important, it should apply 
only to goods brought ln through 
Canadian ports, and not through Bos­
ton, Portland or New York.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier had said that 
millions had been expended in counter­
acting ;eographica! difficulties and the 
work would be continued. He trusted 
that the people of St. John would see 
fit to support that policy. (Prolonged 
applause).

The chairman next Introduced the 

Provincial Secretary. Mr. Robinson 
arose to reply amid great applause.

It might be asked, he said, what a 
man from Westmorland was doing in 
a St. John meeting.
