CEMETERY.

On Sunday sfierneon last, immediately after divine

service, the solemn ceremony of consecrating the

Public Cemetery as a place of burial for ever, took

place.  The poriions allotted for the ase of Bt

Paul's and St. Georgé’s respectively were first de-

rites and eeremonies of the Chireh of England, and
then the remainder wasd consecrated a4 & general
Barying place in the same solemn manner.

The services used o the occasion are simple and
eignificant. 1o St. Panl's Church the whole sfter.
noon setvice had reference (o the solemn rite to be
petformed.  The petition of the Reetor, Chnreh-
wardens, Vestry, and other inhabitants of the Pavish
having been presented to the Bishop, praying it
to consecrate the portion of the Cemeiery alloned
for the ase of the Parish, hi« Lordehip declared his

i 1o do so Iy after the eelebrafi
of Divine Setvice.  Appropriste Panlms and Les.
sons were read, and a Sermon, referring to fhe
solemn ceremony about 1o be perforined was
preached by the {.md Bishop, from Genesis xxiir
20, His Lordship after dwelling npon the univer
#al regard ehewn o places of butial among henthens,
Jews and Christiane, eoncluded by # touching refe-
tence to the necessity for a naw place of burial
among oureelves, and an affecting appeal 16 old aud
young, 1o consider whether they were ready for the
call, whieh should congign their bodies to thie rest-
ing place to await the resurrection.

At the conclusion of the service, his Lardship, the
Clergy, Churchwardins, &e., procesded to tie
ground, which was speedily thronged by an im.
menee concourse of the inhabitants of the eity. His
Lotdship wae et at the gate by His Wotship the
Mayor, and pt ded through the maltitude to a
tent which had beeu erected upon the 8t. Paul's
portion. Here after a prayer, the sentence of con-
secration was tead by the Venerable Archdesson
Willia, separating that portion of gronnd as a place
of burial fur ever, aecording to the rites and cere.
motiies of ths Chutch of England, and being signed
by the Bishop, was again handed to the Archdencon
1o be registered among the publie records. The
coremany wae then coticluded by a solemn and af.
fecting prayer, a copy of which we subjoin,

PRAYER,

“ 0 Gop, who hast tnught us in thy holy word,
that there is a difference between the apirit of a
beast that gooth downward to the earth, and the
apirit of & inun which nscendeth up to God who
give it; and likewise by the example of thy holy
servants, in all ages, hiast tanght us to set apart pe-
culinr places, whera the bodies of the faithful may
rest in peace, and be preserved from ull indignities,
whilst their souls are safely keptin the hands of
their Redoemer ; aceept we hesesch thee, this chari-
table work of ours, in seperating this portion of
ground, and dedicating it to that good purpose ;
and give ne grace, that, by the frequent instances of
miortulity which we behold, we may learn and sari-
ottsly consider, how frail and uncertuin onr condition
lisrs on earth is : and so nnmber our days as to
apply oite heatts unto wisdom ; that, in the widet of
life thinking wpon death, and daily preparing ounr-
welves for the judgment that is to follow, we ma
have olr part in the resirrection to eternal hfe, wi'{;
Him who died for our sins, and rose again for onr
Justifieation, and now liveth and reigneth with thee
and the Holy Ghost, one God, world withoutend.”
