London, Jan. 19.—Of the elections 
for 81 members of the new Parliament 
held In Great Britain today, the result 
of less than half was announced to- 
nltht, the others being In widely scat­
tered districts where It takes consid­
erable time to collect the ballot boxes. 
In London, where four boroughs poll­
ed, two remained loyal to the Liber­
als, one to Labor and the fourth went 
over from the Liberal side to the Un­
ionist.

In northern England, the Liberals 
generally hold the seats won In 1906. 
This Is also true of Scotland, but 
the midlands continue to go over to 
the party of tariff reform. The London 
seat which the Government lost was 
Hackney, North, where Redmond H. 
Greene, the Unionist candidate, de­
feated T. Hart-Davtes, C. W. Bower- 
man, a prominent laborlte, retains his 
Deptford seat and Sir A. Spicer, presi­
dent of the Ixmdon Chamber of Com­
merce, and H. Rottomley, were re­
elected for Central and South Hack­
ney, respectively.

Provisions of Bill.
The bill provides that persons found 

in possession of ore shall be obliged 
to prove that they have come by it 
honestly and Is similar to legislation 
which has been passed In the Trans­
vaal and In Australia. In advocating 
It Mr. Gordon told of the extensive 
thefts in Cobalt and of tbe system 
whereby the gold is taken to Toronto 
and sold. Mr. Aylesworth described 
the measure as legislation which was 
absolutely necessary if any effective 
check was- to be administered to an 
evil which certainly seemed serious. 
He noted the special difficulty which 
obtains In securing a conviction In 
these cases—he fact that it is Impossi­
ble to identify a given piece of min­
eral as coming from a particular 
mine. He declined to view seriously 
the argument that It was Improper 
to throw on the prisoner the onus of 
proving his Innocence. That is not 
unknown to the law as Instanced by 
the cases of stores marked as Govern­
ment property or of the possession of 
liquor In unlicensed premises. In the 
case of honest possession of ore there 
would be no difficulty In proving one's 
right to It.

INTO BANKRUPTCY

WILL CONTINUE IN

New York, N. Y„ Jan. 19.—There 
was an episode on th*e New York 
Stock Exchange today more sensation­
al In many respects than the recent 
Rock Island fiasco. After a break of 
more than sixty points, the so-called 
Columbus and Hocking Coal and Iron 
pool was smashed, two stock exchange 
houses were forced to suspend and 
the market generally underwent se­
vere declines Involving the heaviest 
trading since the day of Edward H. 
Harrlman'a death. Total sales ag­
gregated 1,684,000 shares. A rigid in­
quiry by the governors of the ex­
change will probably be the after­
math.

Montreal, Jan. 19.—Announcement 
was made today at Canadian Pacific 
headquarters tht George McL. Brown 
has been appointed European manag­
er of the Canadian Pacific to suc­
ceed the late Archer Baker. Sir 
Thomas Shaughnessy, president of the 
company and Mr. Bosworth, the 4th 
vice-president are both at present ln 
London and the announcement of Mr. 
Brown's appointment» came In a cable­
gram from Mr. Bosworth, which said: 
"Advise all concerned that George 
McL. Brown is 
manager. He will continue ln charge 
of traffic."

The new European manager Is a 
son of Mr. Adam Brown of Hamilton 
and most of his life has been spent 
In the service of the Canadian Pacific 
he having successively filled the po­
sitions of executive agent for the 
compahy at Vancouver, superintend- 
dent of the sleeping and dining car 
flervlcë and general passenger agent 
of the Atlantic Steamship service. In 
3908 he was appointed to succeed 
Allen Cameron as general traffic ag­
ent In London.

Firme Involved.
The firms Involved the J. M. Flske 

and Company of 42 Broadway and 
Lathrope, Haskins and Company, of 
60 Broadway. The failures were caus­
ed by the collapse of the pool and in­
voluntary petitions in bankruptcy 
were filed against both firms this af­
ternoon. In the case of J. M. Flske 
and Company, the liabilities of the 
firm are placed by creditors at $760,- 
000 with assets of $400,000. Counsel 
for the firm, however, estimate the 
firm's liabilities at $2,500,000 at the

Several individuals 
are also said to have lost heavily, in 
all. about 45,000 shares of Columbus 
and Hocking changed hands at a 
range of from 881-2 to 25.

Plans For Sugar Refinery—Strip Of Land Near Ballast 
Wharf Included—Draft Agreement With City To Be Gone 
Over Today—Legislation Necessary For Completion. './JX

The drafts of the agreement with 

the city have been finally drawn and 
a conference will' be held today be­
tween the recorder and Mr. F. R. 
Taylor, of Weldon and McLean, repre­
senting Mr. Durant, for the purpose 
of completing arrangements for the 
transfer of the site.

Apart from the city's Interest It Is 
understood that legislation will have 
to be passed In the Dominion P&rlla 
ment to legalise the transfer of the 
site which technically forms part of 
the harbor although not extending be­
yond the harbor line.

The local Legislature will also have 
to authorise the transfer and give the 
the city the right to permit the refin­
ery to lay an Independent water main 
through the streets to the Marsh 
Bridge.

A meeting of the harbor board will 
probably be called within the next 
few days to finally pass où the agree­
ment.

Informàtlon reached the city yester­
day that Mr. F. C. Durant had been 
successful In his negotiations with the 
Department of Railways and Canals 
for the removal of the trestle on the 
site of the proposed sugar refinery 
In Lower Cove and that the Depart­
ment had further agreed to give the 
use of the strip of land between the 
proposed site and the ballast wharf. 
An order-in-council to this effect was 
passed at Ottawa on January 17.

Owing to the absence of Mr. M. J. 
Butler, the Deputy Minister of Rail­
ways, on an inspection trip no official 
notification has yet been received 
by Mr. Durant who was In New York 
when the order-ln-councll was passed. 
He Is expected to return to Montreal 
today to proceed with his plans In con­
nection with the refinery. It Is said 
that Mr. Durant was able to offer the 
I. C. R. considérable Inducements In 
the way of freight which materially 
assisted him in the negotiations.

BARGAIN
FOR WOMEN-

Judging from the value of the ex­
ports carried from St. John by the 
transatlantic steamers since last No­
vember it would appear that this sea­
son’s winter port business would be 
another record. Up to the first of the 
present month the value of the ex­
ports was over $1,200,000 greater than 
for the corresponding time last year. 
This season twenty-six steamers with 
exports valued at $5,16^,110 sailed 
from St. John before Jan. 1. Last 
year up to the same time twenty-one 
steamers left with exports valued at 
$3,952,367.

Comparing the different Items that 
go to make up the exports there is 
found to be a gain this year In the 
majority of cases. Large Increases 
are shown in grains, meats, lumber 
and flour. There Is a decrease in 
manufactured goods, live stock, lard, 
cheese and eggs. Thtôvyear no eggs 
have been sent, while last year eggs 
to the value of $8,924 were exported.

The exports' up to Jan. 1 were as 
follows: Grain, 1,662,216 bushels, val­
ue, 2,069,071 ; flour, etc., 228,183 pkgs., 
value $768,412; live stock, 4,853 head, 
value $246,260; lumber, 11,048.872 sq. 
feet, value $157,165; other lumber, 
119,142 sq. feet, value $75,116; hay, 
2,602 tons, value $34,883; cheese, 4,- 
325 pkgs., value $36,266; butter, 79 
pkgs., value $376; meats, 20,977 pkgs., 
value, $775,002; lard, 20,709 pkgs., 

apples, 30,026 pkgs., 
value $84,380; miscellaneous, 66,877 
pkgs., value $377,726; total, $6,162,110.
