Hour Day Bill Brings Out
Wondrous - Difference Of
Opinion Among Senators. «

Oftawa, April 26.—The length of
time a man should work a day engag-

ed the attention of the Senate and
brought out most opposite opinion to-
day. The question would not be settled
after three hours argument and will
have to be taken up again. >The dis-
cussion arose upon the bill which had
government approval, and which, as
an experimental measure proposes
to limit to eight hours, the length of
day a man can be employed on a
public  building under construction.
Senator Beique said he falled to see
why this principle should be applied
to public works and to no other labor,
and in the rest of the country general-
ly. He was not sure that the eight
hour daw was for general advantage,
However, the matter should be given
more study. There would not be time
to do =o this sesslon. If the bill was
put over he would undertake to have
it thoroughly studied by a commitiee
next session. He therefore moved
the six months' holst for this session.

Senator Legris declared the eight
hour day could not be Justly applied
to one class and not to another. He
thought the time had not yet come
for a general eight hour day.

Senator Campbell sald he hoped
that the .motion for a six months'
hoist would not carry. When he in-
troduced the bill he undertook to send
it to a committee for study and re-
port. He thought eight hours long
enough for a d work. Employers
got better results and laborers more
satisfaction out of an eight hour day
than from a longer day. The men who
followed the plough and pushed the
plane wete the men who created all
the wealth in Canada and should have
the first consideration of law makers.

“That this meeting of citi-
zens of London assembled in the
Guild Hall cordlally welcomes the
proposal of the president of the Unit-
®d States in favor of a general trea-
ty of arbitration between that coun-
try and the British Empire, and
pledges its support to the principles
of such a treaty as serving the high-
est interests of the iwo nations and
as tending to promote the peace of
the world.”

At a banquet to a number of for
eign ministers and consuls -at the
Mansion House tonight, the = Lord
Mayor ventured to assure them that
the negotiations looking to an arbi-
tration treaty with the United States
implied no unfriendliness to other na-
tions, but should be regarded as n
step in the great policy for securing
universal peace, His ambition was
that if these negotiations were suc-
cegsful the example should be follow-
ed by other nations.
