Montreal Editors Before Bar 
of Legislative Council 

Yesterday,Toronto, Jan. 28.—Bx-Prealdent WII- 
Mam H. Taft this evening delivered 
before the Literary and Scientific So­
ciety of the University of Toronto ân 
address on popular government.

Canada, he said, with eight millions 
of people, had the advantage of pro­
fiting by the mistakes of the United 
States with a population of ninety 
million. In the past Canada had ex­
hibited discretion In studying the de­
fects that the Unitet^ States systems 
had developed and In seeking to avoid 
them. Popular government should not 
be made a fetish. It was a means tq 
an end, and it any form of popular 
government did not serve society Imst 
Its adoption or continuance was m>t 
justified. It was important that the 
majority in Its rule should be llitlited 
and controlled. The Magna Charts se­
cured for the citizen a practical pro­
cedure by which he was most likely 
to secure justice. The principles con­
tained in it were practical remedies 
for the vindication of the right of the 
individual. That was why Anglo-Saxou 
liberty had proved to be the light of 
freedom In the world.

Dealing with woman suffrage, Mr. 
Taft said that the gentler sex, in or­
der to prove their case, must show 
either that they are suffering as u 
class because they have not the right 
to vote, or that, if added as part of

the electorate, they would so Improve 
the wisdom and patriotism of the el­
ectorate that it would be better for all 
the people. Militancy he character* 
Ized as •hysteria* and a lack of a sen­
se of proportion in those who partici­
pate in it does not commend them as 
a wholesome addition to the elector­
ate.’ In the end he believed that 
woman suffrage was inevitable.

Regarding the growth of corpora­
tions and the limitation of their pow­
er, he said: ‘No > such great popular 
movement can be carried to ft suc­
cessful issue without a swinging of 
the pendulum beyond the meridian 
line and into excesses that are them­
selves unjust, unwise and likely to 
involve some detriment to the public 
weal. It ip a pari of the cost we have 
to pay in curing the original disease.’

In conclusion, Mr. Taft said: ‘You 
are having a tremendous industrial 
expansion and you are likely to run, 
unless you are caretul, into the same 
condition with respect to corporate 
control and the danger of plutocracy 
we have encountered. I sincerely hope 
that our experience may give you 
warning and that you may tabe promp 
ter steps than we did to prevent it 
reaching the danger point, 
too, that because you take up the 
necessary restrictive measures earlier 
you may avoid the excesses of reform 
that we are now having to meet*

Hon. Mr. Rogers Scores Oppo­
sition Leader for Attempt to

Refuse to Make Direct Charges 
Against More Than Two 
Members of Council on Their 
Qwn Responsibility,

Quebec. Jan. 28.--Chief interest l(f 
the Quebec scandal today centered in 
the appearance of Messrs. Nichols 
aug MacNab before the bar of the 
legislative council. The proceedings 
here were practically a repetition of 
what occurred in the assembly yester­
day, and the newspaper men would 
make no direct charges on their own 
responsibility against any other coun- « 
cillors but Hon. Messrs. Berard and 
Bergevln, though they repeated the 
names of Hon. 
aud Gilman as having been furnished 
the Burns detectives by Mr. Mousseau, 
chairman of the private bills commit­
tee in the lower house.

Messrs. Nichols and MacNab said 
they had no personal knowledge of the 
party or parties who originated the 
attempt to investigate the manner ia 
which legislation Is enacted at Quebec 
and later on employed the Burns de­
tectives. They professed the same ig­
norance as to who had furnished the 
money to retain the services of the 
detectives and purchase the Influence 
of legislators.

There was some commotion when 
the Mail men were detained at the 
bar for refusing to give a straight 
“yes” or “no” answer as to whether 
they had accusation to lay against any 
other members of the house, but Ber­
ard and Bergevln for having received 
bribes in connection with the passage 
of the Montreal Pair bill.

The question, however, was finally 
allowed and Messrs. MacNab 
Nichols said they would take no per­
sonal responsibility for any accusa­
tions against other members than the 
two specifically mentioned.

This concluded the examination in 
the upper house, and the scene now 
shifts In both houses to the special 
committees of investigation, where 
the fullest evidence will be given. It 
is generally considered that the ex­
aminations before the bar have been 
somewhat In the nature of a curtain- 
raiser, and that the real work wit! 
hardly begin until Mr. Beck and the 
detectives appear to explain the Inner 
workings of the coup which they ef­
fected.

Tomorrow morning the editors will 
appear before the investigation com­
mittee of the council.

the zone system in fixing parcel post 
rates. On account of the great area 
over which distribution has to be 
made in Canada and the comparative­
ly sparse population of the Dominion, 
if a flat rate were fixed that would 
not entail too great a lose to the de­
partment In carrying parcels from one 
end of the Dominion to the other, or 
from the centre provinces to the ex­
treme East or West, the rate would 
be too high for comparatively short 
distances, or between points within 
the same province, and the only pra- 
tlcal plan appeared to be the zone 
system, under which the rates are 
graduated according to the distance 
a parcel will have to be carried.

On account of the geographical po­
sition of the provinces of Canada and 
their being approximately the same 
size, when the three Maritime Prov­
inces are considered as one, It was 
found that the provincial boundaries 
would be the most convenient to ad­
opt as the limits of the zones, and ion. 
consequently the rates were fixed by 
provinces.

VESSELS IN PORT.
The first chapter of the Order of the 

Visitation was founded at Annecy by 
St. Francis de Sales, whose festival is 
celebrated today. In this good work he 
had the co-operation of St Jane Fran- 

de Chantal, who survived him, 
and who established eighty-seven 
houses of Visitation. At first no lnclo- 
sures were built, as St. FYancis desir­
ed that the sisters be free to visit the 
sick and needy in their homes. There 
was no mother superior provided for, 
but they were to be under the direct 
supervision of the bishop. The rules 
governing the sisters, as formulated 
by St. Francis at Annecy th 1610, 
mild but minute in detail. The order 
was sanctioned by the pope In 1627, 
and has spread into all European 
countries and to the United States, 
Canada and South America. The Visi­
tation order was Introduced Into Am­
erica by Teres I-alor about a century 
ago, and has accomplished a great 
work among the- poor and the sick 
and aged.

There was no man­
date from the people that the Govern­
ment should pay any heed to the 
wishes or desires of the group of Grits 
who had already been proven incom­
petent. Consequently, when the Gov 
ernment supporters in the House of 
Commons turned down Sir Wilfrid 
Laurler's motion on Tuesday night, 
they were properly within their rights.

The Grit newspapers, however, 
would have the people believe that the 
Government's refusal to adopt the 
Laurier view is evidence they do not 
intend to take any action regarding 
the cost of living. 'Conservatives vote 
for no tariff relief,” says the Tele­
graph. "The people of Canada have no 
hope of relief from tariff burdens 
while the Conservative party remains 
in power." chirps the Times. And all 
this outcry because the supporters of 
the Borden administration feel that 
tariff relief, or any other matter, is 
quite safe in the hands of Mr. Borden 
and his colleagues without accepting 
the suggestions of the man whose 
chief policy in 1911, if adopted, would 
have made Canada but an adjunct of 
the United States.

Despite the false claims of the Grit 
press the country is safe in the hands 
of the present Government. A com­
mission is already enquiring into the 
causes of the high cost of living and 
when its report is submitted it may 
be expected to be thorough and com­
plete. If it should be found, after 
hearing the evidence the commission 
will produce, that the necessities of 
the country require the reduction or 
the increase of the tariff on any ar­
ticle, it is reasonable to expect the 
Government to take such action as 
will fit the case. In the meantime the 
"people of Canada” need not be wor­
ried.

\DUKE OF THE ABRUZZI
FORTY-ONE TODAY

1
prince Luigi Amedeo Giuseppe Ma­

ria Ferdinando Francesco, Duke of 
the AbruzzL commander of the Italian 
navy, and once spoken of—to the ex­
tent of several columns a day for sev­
eral >ears—as the suitor of Miss 
Katherine Elkins, will celebrate his 
forty-first birthday today. The recent 
marriage of Miss Elkins, with whom 
the Duke was supposed to be passion­
ately in love, has not left hlm as dis- 

solate as might have been expect­
ed, for during the present social sea- 
son the Duke has been among the 
gayest of the gay. He has won the 
title of "the best tango dancer in Ita­
ly,” and has instructed hundreds of 

, fair pupils in the tango art. The 
Duke’s devotion to that .form of terp- 
sichorean expression has led to the 
accusation that he has "corrupted 
Italian society." Members of staid 
old families have appealed to the 
King and Queen, it is alleged, asking 

. them to put a stop to their kinsman’s 
exploitation of the Argentine dance.

The recent appointment of the 
Duke of the Abruzzi as commander 
in chief afloat of Italy's navy met with 
great favor. His many brave exploits 
as a naval officer and explorer have 
endeared him to his countrymen, who 
point with pride to the fact that the 
Duke was in command of the torpedo 
squadron that struck the first blow 
in the Italo-Turkish war, when the 
Turkish gunboats were torpedoes in 
Durazzo harbor. This attack almost 
led to international complications be­
tween Italy and Austria, and the gov­
ernment of
diately issued a warning against car- 

.] rying the war into European-Turkish 
territory. The Duke was recalled and 
for a time shut up at Taranto, a vic­
tim of diplomacy, until popular indig­
nation forced his restoration to a bet­
ter command.

It is declared that the Duke releas­
ed. Miss Elkins from her engagement 
only) a few months before the heiress 
became Mrs. Hitt The Duke expect­
ed to be chosen King of Albania, in 
which event he would have been free 
to wed. the American girl. The rival­
ry between Italy and Austria, it is 
alleged, forced a secret .agreement 
that neither an Austrian nor Italian 
prince be placed on the Albanian 
throne. Other "authorities'* assert 
that no engagement ever existed be­
tween the Duke and Miss Elkins, and 
that their relations were only those 
of "mutual sympathy and admira­
tion."

The Duke has had) a distinguished 
career as an explorer. In 1900 he 
headed an expedition to the North 
Pole that penetrated nearer to the 
goal than had been done at that time. 
He has ascended Mount 8L Ellas In

BRIENNE HONORS NAPOLEON.

Brienne-le-Chateau, the little French 
town where Napoleon received hia mil­
itary education, will celebrate today 
the centenary of the Emperor’s last 
visit to the village. • It was on Jan.

Bloomington, Ind., Jan. .28,—Athletic 
expenses of colleges In the United 
States amount to more than $1,000,- 
000,000 a year, but the major portion 
of the money does not go to pay for 
physical exercises of the students. 
This information was contained In the 
report of Dr. H. Shlndle Wingert, di­
rector of physical education at Ohio 
State University, which was received 
by the athletic authorities of Indiana 
University today.

The majority of students attending 
American colleges do not take the 
physical exercises necessary to keep 
their bodies In a healthful condition, 
the report says. Ik*. Wingert shows 
that of 111,600 students In 160 Institu­
tions, only 18,359 participate in the 
athletic games, while In non-varsity 
games 46,378 men take part On the 
sports played under the direction of 
colleges only 871,000 Is spent annu­
ally.

Of 143 colleges taking part in inter­
collegiate sports, 37 per cent, take no 
interest in fostering any type of 
physical exercise, the report says. 
Fifty-one per cent, try to create love 
for sports by promoting football, base­
ball, basketball and other g^mes. 
Twenty-one per cent, give corrective 
exercises, 14 per cent hygienic lec­
tures, 6 per cent, require swimming 
and 2 per cent, teach dancing.

Under the heading “Music hath 
charms, but oh you booze,’’ there ap­
peared in a recent Issue of the Times 
an article dealing with the rescuing 
of some of the wrecked Cobequid s 
cargo, and setting forth the higher 
regard In which a rescuer held liquor 
over a piano which he had salved. Ac­
cording to the article published In the 
evening paper the Nova Scotia fisher­
man had the piano on board his gaso­
line boat when he. noticed a caak of 
liquor floating In the water, then he 
Immediately dumped the piano over­
board and trailed behind to make 
room for the .liquor*

However, the story of Thomas Fau- 
ten, resident of this city and unc2® of 
the fisherman In question, differs wide­
ly from the circulated report of the 
Incident at Trinity Ledges. The story 
of securing tpe piano from the Cobe­
quid was told him personally by the 
rescuer, and according to him the 
piano was carried to shore In the mo­
tor boat without accomplishing any 
such difficult feat as was mentioned in 
the Times. It was two days after this 
that the same fisherman found five 
casks of liquor floating in the vicinity 
of the wreck.

This probably will settle the ques­
tion in the minds of some who are 
puzzled to understand how such an in­
cident, as before mentioned, could pos­
sibly have happened.
